It is not our desire to do any special
pleading for the cruncil of this year or
last, but a spirit of censoriousness,
breeding bit'erness, has béen mauvifest-
ed, both in private and public - diacus-
cussion, that does not make for the
well being of the village. This is a
matter for regret.

The gentleren elected to the coun-
cil in ‘02 and ’03 are citizens whose
every interest is identified with she
prosperity of the village. That they
bhave given their time and talents
freely to the publit service and to - the
best of their judgment and ability
have discharged the duties of their
office faithfully and well way be con-
ceded without forfeiting the right to
honestly and fairly oriticise “things
done and passed.”

In regard to the long-drawn-out
town hall project, there is room for an
bonest difference of opinion, and the
subject may be and should be discussed
without the imputation of unw
motives,. One featare of the matter
is now up for final settlement by the
ratepayers, and the couuncil of ’04
will po-sess a mandate from the people
that will enable them to proceed vigor-
ously and with confidence.

Special attention is being paid to
the cultivation of new pot herbs on
the experimental farm which the
Government maintains near Wash-
ington, and the sceds of the best
of these, when a sulficient supply
hias been obtaped, will be distrl-
buted to farmers and gardeners.
Notable among them is a plant from
India called “basclla,” which bears
fruit that looks like little black=-

is treated under pressure with di-
Juted sulphuric acid, by which
cellulose is transformed intd sugar,
which, by adding fermentation pro-
ducers, is converted into alcohol in
the old mammer and then distilled."
Two hundred and twenty pounds
sawdust 'yield 15 pounds of alcohol.

An interesting supple-
mentary report was given by Proi.
iHarcourt, showing that §29,60
wortk of bones, and $7C,720 worth
‘ol tankage were exported last year
drom the Dominion, and $53,692
worth of wood ashes, or 1,073,000
‘bushels were exported from On-
{tario. He regretted this exceeding-
1y, as it deprived this country of &
great deal of valuable fertilizing ma-
terial, which was badly needed on
our own farms, and all the farmer
got for the ashes he sold was pro-
‘bably a piece of soap.

Valuable and interesting reports
were given on insecticides for the
potato beetle by Prol. H. Harcourt,
and on ce-operation experiments in
small fruits by Prof. H. Hutt.

SMUGGLED FROM CANADA.

Phe Adventures of a Band of Cap-
tured Chinamen.

. Buffalo, N. Y.,- Dec. 14.—Tte Federal
authLorities who are investigatiog the
smuggling ©f Chinamen o the Un-
ited diates from Canaca, andespeci-
ally the case ol a party of eleven,
wkich was acecidentally dumped into
the Erie Canal at the ioot of Becken-
ridge wstreet, last Friday, four being
drowned, and unearthed a case of
kidnapping, and indications of a plot
to commit murder. The kidnapped
person was a Chinaman, Mok Took.
He was in the party of eleven and
has not been seen since the accident
occurred. The inspectors believe that
he was among those drowned. Moy
Took wias a registered Chinaman,
and had a certificate. He neglected
to get a passport, prior to a trip
to Canada, and decided to come back
to the United States with a party
of contraband countrymen.

It is stated by the United States
Federal authorities that Moy Took
wa# kidnapped and held a prisoner
near Fort Erie for nearly two
months, the smugglers demanding a
ransom from friends in New York.
His certificate was siglen, and he
was robbed of a sum o. money. The
Chinamen are brutally treated by
the smugglers, the inspectors say.
If Moy was drowned, as they fully
believe, Lis death may be attributed
to the cupidity of the smugglers,
if not to a plot against his life. Other
arrests hre looked for, and a more
serious charge than smuggling will
be laid when the right men are cap-
tured. i ]
