It would seem to be hard thata crew
having discovered and killed a number of
seals, although not having any immediate
prospect of getting them on board, should
afterwards be deprivad of the possession,
because throughout they could not keep
persons watchingsthem. The Petitioners’
desire is, that throughout the whole per-
iod of time, part of the crew must be per-
sonally present, and that no man should
by law be entitled to have any property
in the seals, who could not support such
a position, There is another side of the
case to be considered —supposing theie is
heavy weather experienced by the crew
afier killing a number of seais, and they
are unable to remain with the seals, and
the next morning a new crew should come
up with those seals, that crew should have
the entire right to the exclusion of the
others.

Now
he would submit that such, at times, is
