A SYMBOL OF SACRIFICE.
The burning incense is, in the 

first place, a symbol of sacrifice ; 
for as incense is consumed in the 
fire, so should man’s en tiro facul­
ties be donsumed in the fire of 
divine love. In the second place 
incense, with its cloud of smoke 
that arises heavenward, symbo­
lizes prayer. It reminds us that 
our prayers ought to ascend to 
heaven m the clouds of incense 
rise in the air. Hence the Royal 
Prophet, beautifully says : “ Let 
my prayer be directed as incense 
in Thy sight, 0 Lord.” (Psalm 
CXLII.) Thirdly, thfe odor of. 
incense is a symbol of divine 
grace. For, just as our prayers 
and sacrifices ascend to God like 
the smoke of burning incense, so 
their agreeable spiritual odor 
draws down His blessings upon 
us. Hence the Church at# the 
Offertory of Solemn High Mass 
in incensing the bread and wine 
“ May this incense which Thou 
hast blessed, 0 Lord, aseend to 
Thee, and may Thy mercy de 
scend upon us. Fourthly, the 
odor of incense also symbolizes 
the effect of God’s grace, namely, 
sanctity and holiffcss, which 
dwells in Christ in its fulness, 
and il derived from Him to us, 
the members of Hie myetio body. 
Suolt is the teaching of St, Paul 
(II Cor, 11, 15) l “ We are the 
good odor of Christ unto God."

Parai, V, 12, 14 ) They remind 
us that the Christian altar is the 
true Boly of Holies prefigured by 
that of the ancient temple into 
which the high priest entered 
once a year, filling it with the 
vapors of his smoking censer. 
(Lev. XVI, 12. 13, and Heb. IX ) 
Finally, they are a symbol of the 
species, or appearance, i)f bread 
and wine, which cover as with a 
veil the real presence of the body 
and blood, soul and divinity of 
Jesus Christ upon the altar.

THE INTROÏT.

After tho incensing of the altar 
at Solemn High Mass, the priest 
goes to the missal on the epistle 
side and, making the sign of the 
cross, reads the Introit, or en­
trance of the Mass. It is so called 
because it was formerly sung by 
the choir while the celebrant and 
his assistants went to the altar, 
and is now sung during the pre­
paratory prayers at the foot of 
the altar. The Introit is usually 
taken from the psalms, sometimes 
from other parts of the scriptures, 
and occasionally is composed- by 
the church herself. It sounds the 
keynote of the Mass of the day 
It Ts sometimes joyful, as on 
Christmas Day, when it sings the 
birth of the Saviour ; sometimes 
triumphant, as at Easter, wlten 
it exults with the risen Christ ; 
sometimes sorrowful, as on All 
Souls’ Day, when it begs eternal 
rest for the faithful departed.

There are but two Masses in 
the ecclesiastical year when the 
Introit is omitted, and these two 
are the Masses of Holy Saturday 
and the principal Mass of the 
Vigil of Pentecost. The reason 
for this is that the foregoing 
chants, prayers and lessons in 
themselves constitute the Introit 
Nearly all the Introits of the 
othey feasts date from St. Gre 
gory the Great, who died in the 
year 604.

like tho Hebrew words, ' Amen, t 
Alleluia, Hosanna, etc., remain 
untranslated in the Latin Missal, 
first, because no translation could 
give their full meaning; secondly, 
in memory of the inscription on 
the cross, which was written in 
Hebrew.Greek and Latin; thirdly, 
to remind us of the antiquity and. 
universality of the Church, which 
was established when these three 
languages were most widely dif­
fused throughout the civilized 
world.

The Kyrie is a prayer to the 
Blessed Trinity. The first three 
invocations are addressed to the 
Father, the second three to the 
Son, and the third three to the 
Holy G host. We address the 
Father and the Holy Ghost as 
Kyrie, or Lord, because they have 
the divine nature. We address 
the Son as Christe, or Christ 
which means the annointed, be- 
ctuse in Him the human nature 
was anointed by its union with 
the divine, and because of hi.s 
triple unction as a priest, prophet 
and king.
SCRIPTURAL APPEAL FOR 

MERCY.
The Kyrie is the scriptural ap­

peal for mercy. It was the cry 
of the blind man of Jericho ; it 
was the cry of the woman of 
Canaan ;' it was the "cry of the 
ten lepers. That, cry pierced the^ 
compassiobate heart of Jesus. 
Conscious of their threefold mis­
ery of ignorance, guilt and pun­
ishment, priest and people utter 
the same piteous cry for mercy.
“ Kyrie Eleison, Christo Eleison. 
Kyrie Eleison.” * That cry cannot 
fail to touch the heart of God.

End Is Hot Vet

Prime Minister Meighen and 
his colleagues, Conservative and 
Liberal, with full inside know­
ledge of the conditions of the 
country say, to the people : The 
National situation is a serious 
one, almost as serious as it was 
during the war. The dreadful 
carnage has left us with a stag­
gering load of debt and conse­
quent taxation to pay interest 
charges, pensions and to take care 
of the returned soldiers. Fin­
ancial conditions throughout the 
world are terribly up set. World 
trading relations are seriously 
disturbed and their future course 
quite incapable of being predict­
ed ; the currencies of all countries 
are inflated ; nearly all important 
nations are overpowered with 
war debts. Europe and Great 
Britain are in a ferment of unrest 
and the North American Con­
tinent is by no means untainted 
with it. No one can fortcll with 
any degree of accuracy what will 
happen in financial and trading 
circles. Although Canada has 
come out of the war better than 
any country except the United 
States, yet, the load of. taxation 
is a grievous one to bear.

In these circumstances, the 
Premier and his colleagues believe 
it to be imperative that the 
people should stand together just 
as they did during the war in 
order that we may work out our 
salvation to the beat advantage. 
They believe, as they did in 1917, 
that it would be fatal to play the 
game of party politics. They
consider that the best thought of
which the best of us is capable 
is necessary to the correct solu­
tion of the manifold national 
problems. They think it not only 
silly but fatuous to be fighting 
one another, class against class, 
instead of pulling together. They 
see clearly that cautious, sane, 
firm handling of the nations 
affairs is absolutely necessary. 
On the other hand they recognize 
that group government formed of 
classes with conflicting ideas 
would surely lead to chaos if not
disaster.

The National Policy7

The good book tells us to ex­
amine all things and to hold fast 
to that which is good. Well, let 
us examine—all things. On the one 
hand, we have the platitudionus 
pifflte of Mr. King mingling with 
the exhortations of Mr. Crerar, 
who wants us to tamper with the 
nation’s industrial mechanism.

for policies which have brought 
us where we stand.”

How 
have we fared, falong the road 
Premier Meighen would have us 
hold to ? Let us examine the 
record : In 1879 our total trade 
vas $149,489,188. In 1921 it

**.«*1 at $2,403,687.001. Wo 
liai"vested 39,350,209 bushels of 
wheat in 1880. The yield in1 
1920 was 263,189,300 bushels. 
In less than a decade the value of 
our agricultural 'production mul­
tiplied more than five timea. In 
1900 it was $364,906,866. The 
figures for 1919 are $1,975,841,- 
000. Our forests added $39,540,- 
570 to the national wealth in 
1881. In 1919 the value of all 
log products was $221,648.790. 
We extracted only $14,013,113 
worth of minerals during 1889. 
The value of our mineral produc­
tion in 1920 was $217,775,080. 
For the year 1881 the total pro­
duction of our manufacturing in­
dustries was valued at $809,676,- 
068. In 1918 the total values 
were $3,458,036,975. In the 
years between a corresponding 
and splendid growth was recorded 
annually in the amount of capital 
invested aod workmen employed.

Do these figures reflect auy 
reason for such a revolution as 
Mr.Crerar would impose upon us ? 
They represent a splendid re­
cord of National growth—under 
the beneficial influence of the 
National Policy. Co-related with 
the above are certain financial 
statistics which are also interest­
ing. For instance : The paid-up 
capital and reserve of Canadian 
chartered banks in 1888 was 
$79,218,565. These had grown 
to $264,032,584 in 1921. The 
total bank deposits by the |public 
of Canada were $71,900 195 in 
1878, and the same index of na­
tional thrift and prosperity stood 
at $1,865,953,808 on April 30th, 
1921. The amount of fire insur­
ance policies in force is another 
significant indicator of industrial 
development. In 1878 the total 
amount was $409,899,701. In 
1919 fire insurance policies in 
force amounted to $5,927,967,- 
358. Unfortunately, the idle 
mind flees from statistics as nim­
bly as the wobbling politicians 
side-step real issues. It is an 
exejiciserio patriotism to peruse 
the * records and perceive the 
lesson. In this case the lesson is 
obvious to the clear-thinking 
citizen. The record is one of 
national growth. The figures 
vindicate the policy. It is no 
time for change.

Canadian Feed Stuffs 
Barred from O.SJ.

The permanent U. S. Tariff 
measure now before Congress 
provides for the following cus­
toms duties on Canadian food 
products. •' Note that the old 
Tariff—called the Underwood 
Tariff, which is to be supersedêd 
by these duties, is quoted in tha 
case of each article.

- publicans has ? refused to accept 
the proposals of the British Gov­
ernment constituting Dominion 
Government and having as their 
basis the bringing about of peace 
in Ireland declaring conditions 
sought to be imposed constitute 
interference in Irish affairs and 
control which caunot be permit­
ted. On the' other hand, Mr. 
Lloyd Georg) has informed Mr. 
De Valera that there can be no 
compromise on the question of 
right of Ireland to secede from 
her àllegianee to the King. The 

‘^Premier tells Mr. De Valera that 
the conditions of the proposed 

.'Settlement contain no desire on 
part of Great Britain for 

British ascendancy over Ireland 
or the impairment of Ireland’s
nai ’‘ideals.

The British proposals, which 
are dated July 20, said :—

" The British Government is 
actuated by an earnest desire to 
end the unhappy divisions be­
tween Great Britain and Ireland 
which have produced so many 
conflicts in the past and which' 

'have once more shattered the 
peace and well being of Ireland. 
At the present time they long 

i-yvlth His Majesty the King in 
the Words of his gracioms speech 

.ia. Ireland last month, for . 
satisfactory solution of * 
age-long Irish problems which for 
generations embarrassed our fore­
fathers as they now weigh heav­
ily upon us ' and they wish to do 
their utmost to secure that * every 
man of Irish birth should work 
in loyal «o-operation with the 
free communities on which the 
British Empire is based.’ They 
are convinced that the Irish 
people may find as worthy and 
complete an expression of their 
political and spiritual ideals with­
in the Empire as any of the 
numerous and various nations 
united in allegiance to His Majes­
ty’s throne and they desire such 
consummation not only for the 
welfare of Great Britain and 
Ireland and the Empire as a 
whole, but also for the cause of 
peace' And' harmony throughout 
the woald.

“ By the adoption of Dominion 
status it is understood that Ire­
land shall employ complete aut­
onomy in taxation and finance ; 
that she shall maintain her own 
military forces for home defence, 
lier own constabulary and her 
police ; that she shall take over 
the Irish postal service and all 
matters relating thereto : educa­
tion, land agriculture, mines and 
minerals, forestry, housing, labor 
unemployment, transport, trade, 
public health, health insurance 
and liquor traffic, and in sum 
that she shall exercise all those 
powers and privileges upon which 
the autonomy of self-governing 
Dominions is based, subject to 
consideration set forth in the en­
suing paragraphs.

“ Guaranteed in these liberties, 
which no foreign people 
challenge without challenging the 
Empire as a whole, the Dominions 
hold eaçh and severally by virtue 
of their British fellowship, 
standing amongst the nations 
equivalent not merely to their in­
dividual strength but to the 
combined power and influence of 
all the nations of the common­
wealth. That guarantee, that 
fellowship, that freedom, the 
whole Empire looks to Ireland to 
accept.

The document proposes that 
the conditions of settlement be 
embodied in the form of a treaty, 
to which effect shall be given by 
the British and Irish parliaments.

“ The form in which the settle­
ment is to take effect,” it adds, 
•* will depend upon Ireland her­
self. It must allow for full re­
cognition of the existing powers 
and privileges of the parliament 
and the government of northern 
Ireland.

“ The British Prime Minister 
has made you an offer of the 
other form of freedom, of the do­
minion status, which is working 
with complete success in all parts 
of the British league. It h far 
more than was offered to the 
Transvaal and Free State, who 
fought for freedom one of the 
greatest wars in the history of 
Great Britain, and one which re­
duced their own countries to 
ashes and their peoples to ruin 
They accepted the far less gener­
ous offer that was made to them. 
From that foothold they then 
proceeded to improve -their own 
position, until today South Africa 
is happy, contented, united, and 
a completely free country.

For Irishmen to say to the 
world that they will not be satis­
fied with the status of the great 
British dominions would be to 
alienate all that sympathy which 
has so far been the main support 
of the Irish cause.”

The final passage of Smuts’ 
letter was as follows :

You and your friends have 
now a unique opportunity, such 
as Parnell and his predecessors 
and successors never had, to 
lecurfe an honorable and lasting 
oeace? lor your people. I pray 
God that you may be wisely 
guided, and that peace may now 
be concluded before tempers 
again change and perhaps another 
generation of strife ensues.”
