Uars with WHEAT. —The sowing of a
bushel of ‘oats per acre, with the winter
wheat, has often proved of material bene-
fit to the wheat crop.

The
oats act a3 protection or mulch to the
wheat. The little food the young oat
plants draw from the soil is returned dur-
ing the spring when, being killed by the
winter, they rapidly decay.

InpLEMENTS IN THE FIELD.—One in
riding through the country is surprised
at the manner in which farmers leave
their valuable farm machinery in the
field™ without any protection from the
sun. A shed of rough boards costs but
little, and will pay large interest on the
investment, if used to shelter these ma-
chines. Because we do not see the slow
decay, we are apt to forget that is going
on, until reminded by some costly ma-
chine which goes to pieces just at the
moment when most needed. This treat-
ment of chines is excellent for the
manufacturers, but it is one of the pro-
minent reasons why ‘‘farming dose’nt
pay.”

EarLy AND LaTe SowiNne WHEAT. —
The farm manager of the Ohio State Uni-
versity writes to the Ohio Practical Farm-
er as follows:—‘“In the wheat crop of
79 we commenced a series of experi-
ments designed to ascertain the proper
time for sowing wheat in this neighbor-
hood.

How Muce WHEAT SHRINKS. —In
order to ascertain the shrinkage which

held in the bin pver winter, a very in-
teresting experiment has been tried on
the college farm.” About six months ago
a long sack was prepared and filled with
200 pounds of winter wheat, accurately
weighed. On November 12, 1879, this
was placed in a grainbin in the barn; and

the bin—the bin held about 150 bushels
