wlien .seismic disturbances were re­
corded over practically one thousand 
mile* mi territory, from the foot of 
Lake Winnipeg ki the east, to the 
ranching counJry of Southern Albert a. 
lying under the shadow of the Rock­
ies. and running from the heart of 
the state of Montana up north so 
far as telegraphic wires have been 
carried. Shocks appear to have1 been 
most severe along the main line of 
the Canadian Pacific between Bran­
don and Medicine Hat, but without 
recording instruments available the 
comparative severity is at best but 
guess work and a noteworthy feature 
is that the larger centres report the 
worst disturbance, apparently because 
these were more fully felt in high 
buildings. In Brandon temporary 
damage was done to the lighting 
plant, and the same occurred at Wols- 
eley, where the well of the electric 
light works caved in just before the 
shock plunging the town in darkness. 
At Grenfell the shock was so severe 
that horses travelliing on the road 
had difficulty in keeping their feet.

VON BUELOW HAS ty Warden Stedman. He stated that 

on the morning of April 15th in the 
carpenter shop at the Alberta peniten­
tiary Convict Garrv R. Barrett struck 
Deputy Warden Richard R. Stedman 
on the head with an axe without ap­
parent provocation. The other con­
victs in the shop, rutted to the as­
sistance of the deputy but he died- in 
a few moments before being removed 
from the shop. An inquest was held 
and resulted in Barrett being arraign­
ed on the charge of murder.

Barrett Dissatisfied.
Before the trial commenced the ac­

cused gave an indication that he was 
not satisfied with his counsel.

“Your honor, may I speak,” he ask­
ed rising in the prisoner’s dock.

“You have counsel to represent 
you,” replied his lordship.

“I have no counsel,” replied Bar­
rett. “He misrepresented himself to 
me. I've not got the witnesses I cal- 
led*for.”

Mr. Gariepy explained that the ac­
cused was evidently laboring under 
a misapprehension. In the party 
coming down from the penitentiary 
this morning there were only the 
crown’s witnesses. He proposed to 
ask for an order for the penitentiary 
guards and convicts required to give 
evidence for the defence to be allowed 
to be present when required. He stat­
ed that he intended to have six other 
convicts give evidence in defence.

Barrett again rose when his counsel 
had concluded and said, “Give me 
permission to speak, your honr.”

“No, I don’t think I shall,” replied 
Mr. Justice Harvey.

“I’m not ready for trial,” said the 
accused.

Mr. Gariepy then asked for a two- 
ininute adjournment of the court un­
til he could confer with- the accused. 
The request was granted and every­
thing was evidently satisfactorily ex­
plained to the accused as he allowed 
the trial to go forward without fur­
ther interruption.

Warden McCauley's Evidence.
Warden Mathew McCauley was the 

first witness for the crown. He stat­
ed that Richard R. Stedman had been 
deputy warden in the Alberta peni­
tentiary since July 1st,, 1906. His
duties were to have general supervis­
ion of the whole penitentiary subject 
to tlie authority of the warden.

The Dairy Industry.
Among the visitors in Strathcona

Mr. Mac­
pherson hag been making his annual 
tour of the Western Provinces, a trip 
which occupies six weeks, and in­
cludes visits to most of the cities and 
towns and leading creameries.

Price of Bread Goes I
In accordance with the mov 

Edmonton among the -bakers, 
the price of bread from sixteen loaves 
for a dollar to only fourteen loaves, 
the bakers of Strathcona have also 
raised the price and the new scale 
went into effect yesterday. .

The bakers say that their decision 
is absolutely necessary in order to 
maintain a reasonable profit with the 
price of flour so largely advanced.

The weight of the loaves remain.-» 
practically the same, 1 1-2 pounds, but 
only fourteen loaves can now be pur­
chased for $1 and this price will prob­
ably prevail until the price of flour 
decreases. The new rates mean an 
increase of from 6 1-4 to 7 1-7 cents 
per loaf and the advanced prices pre­
vail in every bake shop in the city. 
The Edmonton Bakers’ association 
reached a similar agreement last Sat­
urday evening and the new prices 
went into effect Monday morning.

Strathcona is about the last city in 
the West to increase the -bread prices 
this spring and the. reason they ad­
vance for not taking the step sooner 
is that they had a large quantity of 
flour on hand when the prices took 
the phenomenal jump and even when 
their supply ran short they were able 
to purchase from some of the merch­
ants at the former prices. Sortie of 
the merchants had a large stock of 
flour on hand when the advance came 
and 'could continue to sell at the 
winter priées.

Lord Curzon said he regarded the 
woman suffrage movement as the 
most important subject in contem­
porary politics. The enfranchise­
ment of women, he added, would en­
danger the safety of the empire. 
“The day 20,000,000 male and female 
voters are added to the register by 
the adoption of the system of adult, 
suffrage,” said he, “You may put. up 
the shutters of the British Empire 
and write ‘Ichabod’ over the gates of 
Whitehall.”

In the course of the debate Premier 
Asquith referred to the protest made 
by bankers against the budget. He 
pointed out that the bankers admit­
ted the necessity of increased tax­
ation to meet the increased expendi­
tures. He challenged them to find a 
way that would be more equitable or 
less injurious to the country’s trade. 
The Premier estimated the average 
income tax in Great Britain including 
the supertax, at 23 cents, which he 
said he regarded as extremely moder­
ate and less than that imposed ’n 
Germany and France. He foreshad­
owed a further increase in the in­
come tax, which he now regarded as a 
prominent part of Great Britain's 
fiscal machinery. He declared that 
with proper legislation and wise ad­
ministration it would come to be con­
sidered the fairest of all taxes and 
capable of very wide expansion n 
time of public emergency. He added 
that the people must be prepared to 
accept a large definition of the term 
“Emergency,” as not only applying 
to an outbreak of war but also - s 
preparation -for war, while it would 
not be wholly illegitimate expansion 
of the term to include under it the 
pressing needs of social reform.

700 BUFFALO FOR PARKS

Four Hundred Already Received 
Three Hundred More Expected.

Saturday’s Session.
Ottawa, Ont., May 15.—Rapid speed 

was made with the insurance bill 
this morning. Prior to taking it 
up, Mr. Fielding introduced a resolu­
tion declaring it expedient in the 
ease of insurance on property in 
Canada, the company effecting it 
shall pay to the government a sum 
equal to fifteen per cent, of the total 
net cost of the insurance so effected. 
Mr. Fielding said the resolution would 
gauge the temper of the House. Upon 
the clause on which was baaed the 
resolution there was much difference 
of opinion, but he did not regard the 
matter as vital, and would accept the' 
judgment of the House. In the dis­
cussion which -ensued doubt was ex­
pressed as to whether Parliament had 
power to impose such a tax. The re­
solution was carried and the House 
went into committee on the bill.

Sixty clauses out of 192 were pass­
ed gt one o’clock.

•Mr. Fielding, in committee on his 
resolution to authorize the govern­
ment to float a fifty million dollar 
loan to meet maturing obligations, 
announced that these were $20,874,000 
to meet an 1885 loan of six and a half 
million pounds, $11,277,330 for tem­
porary loans and *17,750,000 for 1886 
four per cent, loans. The minister 
added that it was the intention of 
the goverrfment to establish a sink­
ing fund and meet the loan. The 
bill was allowed to stand for third 
reading.

There was more discussion on the 
bill to create a fully organized de­
partment of labor with a responsible1 
minister in charge, who is to be Mr. 
MacKenzie King. Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier said that when the present De­
partment of Labor was founded nine 
years ago, some doubts were express­
ed as to its probable value, but the 
experiment had proved imminently 
successful in making better relations 
between wage-earners and wage- 
payers.

Mr. Borden did not favor "the pro­
posal to make another cabinet minis­
ter. He could not understand why 
Canada should; have seventeen minis­
ters and other and larger populated 
countries fewer. The United States, 
with ninety millions of people, has 
only nine and Australia seven. But 
the Premier said the American sys­
tem was radically different. Dr. 
Sprouie thought Mr. Mackenzie King 
had got the appointment over older 
and more experienced men simply be­
cause of his family connections. Dur­
ing a discussion on the salaries of 
ministers it was pointed out that 
while wages of all classes in Canada 
had increased off late years there had 
beae no .ilKveaae to ministers sinoe 
1873. Mr Borden stated that if a 
motion for larger salaries were mode 
he would support it. Dr. Shaffner 
objected to going outside the House 
for ministers, thereby passing over 
members of Parliament who, he said, 
were just as capable. Mr. Hender­
son considered it injurious to put a 
man at the head of a department not 
of equal importance to that of the 
other ministers and start him at the 
same salary. It was unfair, he con­
tended, to the men who had been 
doing the hard work for ten or 
twelve years. The bill was given its 
third reading.

Conmee’s» Ontario and Michigan 
Power Company bill was given its 
third reading.

The amendment to the Exchequer 
Court Act, which gives, the crown the 
right to appeal to the provincial court 
but does not give the same right to 
the subject, was opposed by Mr. 
Borden, Mr. Doherty and others, but 
Mr. Aylesworth refused to yield and 
the bill was carried.

When the bill to amend the 
criminal code was under review as 
to race .track gambling, Mr. Borden 
read a telegram which he had receiv­
ed from tlie British Columbia "Metho­
dist conference urging action and say­
ing that American gamblers were 
finding their way into the country. 
The Opposition leader asked if the 
government had received any repre­

sentations from British Columbia. 
Mr. Aylesworth said he had not heard 
Mr. Borden express his views on the 
question. Mr. Borden remarked that 
lie was merely enquiring if the gov­
ernment had had representations. 
Mr. Aylesworth replied in the affirma­
tive, but would like to have the views 
of the House on the matter. Mr. 
Borden said that if conditions were as 
represented action should be taken 
at once. The question should have 
been referred to a special committee 
to deal with. Some action seemed to 
him necessary.

The House then went into supply 
and rose shortly before midnight.

Monday’s Session.
Ottawa, May 17.—The insurance 

bill was passed without amendment."

Wednesday’s Session.
Ottawa, May 19—It was three this 

morning when the House adjourned 
after a strenuous sitting. .On the item 
of $50,006 for the expense of Canada’s 
representatives to The Hague tribunal 
the minister of justice stated that the 
Dominion government had retained 
the services of Sir Robert Finlay, and 
another lawyer of eminence would be 
associated with him, but he hgd not 
yet been chosen.

Aylesworth in reply said Mr. Ewart 
was chosen because of his industry 
and ability apart from his political- 
opinions. He did not share politically 
Mr. Ewart’s views and was in fact al­
most if not quite as much a jingo as 
Mr. Foster -himself. Mr. Foster re­
torted that he was .glad that Mr-Ewart 
would have some sort of coutiter bal­
ance on him and he hoped if Mr. 
Fisher should happen to be in Europe 
this summer he would persuade him 
to -put his anti-British principles ip 
cold storage.

Hon. W. S. Fielding announced be­
fore adjournment that Senator Camp­
bell’s bill, dealing with the liability, 
of shipping companies for the security 
of freight in transit which has been 
passed twice by the senate could not 
be dealt with this session.

After supply had been concurred in 
Mr. Foster brought up the question 
of naval defense. He referred to the 
resolution passed by the House on 
March 29th, pointing out that the pol­
icy therein indicated would require 
some years to carry out and would be 
of little avail in the event of an em- 
eigeijcy. In this respect the résolu-, 
tion did not meet the more advanced 
public opinion on the subject and was 
not altogether acceptable to a section 
of the community. In view of -this 
would the premier be disposed to 
make a fuller statement.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that he was 
aware that the resolution did not suit 
a certain section of public opinion. To 
meet that opinion, it would be neces­
sary to make an invmediate grant of- 
money or perhaps to build a Dread­
nought. W'hile not inclined to .agree 
witli that view, he would state that in 
this matter it was the duty of Can­
ada to act squarely as to her own de­
fense. Just how far we should go 
he would not say. The government had 
considered that the best way to give 
effect to the terms of the resolution 
was to send ministers immediately to 
confer with the imperial authorities. 
This was deci<ïéd on, but at that stage, 
the imperial authorities suggested a 
conference. Sir .Wilfrid then quoted 
the reply sent to the request of the im­
perial authorities. In reply to the 
question *y Mr. Foster he said the 
government had accepted the principle 
ot a conference.

Mr. Foster wanted to know if, in' 
view -of the wider range the matter 
was taking the government would send 
additional ministers to the conference. 
Sir Wilfrid said the matter had not 
been considered.

Ottawa, Ont., May 17.—Dr. Klotz 

of the Dominion Observatory, states 
that tire seismograph records an 
earthquake shock 2,500 kihflnetres 
distant from Ottawa at 18 minutes 
26 seconds after eleven o’clock on 
Saturday night. It lasted half an 
hour. Another was recorded this' 
morning, seven thousand kilometres 
distant from Ottawa, at 3.17 o'clock, 
which lasted two hours.

Industrial Accidents.
Ottawa, May 17.—During April in­

dustrial accidents occurred to 250 
persons in Canada, of which 64 were, 
iatai and 186 serious. The railway 
service headed the list with thirteen 
killed and twenty injured.

Soldiers Want Recognition.
Ottawa, Ont., May 17.—A deputa­

tion representing members of the 3rd 
Special .battalion, which . garrisoned 
Halifax during the South Africah 
war, waited on Sir Frederick Borden 
today, asking for recognition in some 
way for their services. The men 
joined thé battalion with the inten­
tion of going to South Africa, but, in­
stead, went to Halifax. Sir Frede­
rick Borden -promised all he could in 
response to their request. He would 
lay the matter before the British 
war office this summer with the db- 
ject of securing medals for t'he mem­
bers of the regiment.

Much Work in Sight.
Ottawa, May 17.—According to the 

May Labor Gazette, there was a 
marked increase in the general in­
dustrial activity throughout Canada 
during the past month, with the 
opening of navigation and the re­
sumption of outside employment. 
Building was very active and the sea­
son promises to be exceptionally 
busy, the number of permits issued

To Overthrow Diaz Government 
Capture Mexican Towns.

Tombstone, Ariz., May 15-The prosecu­
tion introduced moye letters in the Ma­
son, -Villareal, and .Eirera trial today. 
Translations revealed elaborate .plans 
for gtacks omeeveral Mexican towns near 
the border to gain a foothold for the 
Mexican Liberals, and work for the over­
throw of the Diaz government.

Crazy Daughter Killed Father.
Minneapolis, Minn., May 17._

Louise Airbogast, the 23-year-old 
daughter of Louis Arbogast, of St. 
Paul, the West Seventh street butcher 
who was murdered last week, .pleaded 
not guilty this morning to the charge 
of killing her father. The girl look­
ed Police Magistrate Hanft straight 
in the eyes and said: “I did not 
kill my father. I loved him and 
why should I kill him in that way?” 
Her attitude and words added to the 
intensity of a scene that was as 
dramatic as any ever enacted in 
any police court. The arraignment 
followed the arrest of the girl in the 
morning on a warrant. A heart­
breaking domestic tragedy was enact­
ed when Mrs. Arbogast, breaking 
down wtth emotion, charged her 
daughter witli braining her father 
and setting the bedding on fire. The 
girl is insane.

NEW TOWNS ON C. P. R.

Five Townsites on Langdon-Alix Road 
to be Opened Soon.

Calgary. -May 18—As soon as the 
necessary plans have been prepared. 
the Canadian Pacific Railway com­
pany has decided to place the vari­
ous townsites along the new road from 
Langdon to Alix on the market, and 
lots in Dalroy, Keoma and Beiscker 
will be offered for sale within the next 
ten days.

The original intention was to build 
the new road from Cheadle to Alix, 
but as this necessitated- the construc­
tion of two large bridges within a few 
miles of each other, the terminus was 
Changed to Langdon.

Already five names of towns along 
the new line has been chosen. Start­

26. range 27 ; Irricana, township 27.

On s. count of our enormous and 
sparsely-settled territory we are even 
more soncerned in the matter than 
the Republic. It must therefore be a 
matter ci national concern .to us what 
direction the ambitions of the awak­
ening giant shall take and what dis­
position he shall possess when he be­
comes equipped w.th western arms, 
machinery and knowledge. If con­
quest bo his aim Canada stands good 
chance ot being the prize for which 
he will grasp. Sir Robert Hart prob­
ably knows more of the yellow man 
than any living foreigner. Presiding 
at a recent meeting to raise funds for 
the establishment oi medical schools, 
manual training and theological 
schools in China, he summed up the 
world’s interest in Ciiina’s awakening 
in a few sentences. He said the pur­
pose “is to assist four hundred mil­
lions oi people to advance in the right 
direction, now that they are changing 
front and about to take a new de­
parture. We are alarmed lest western 
knowledge and western science may 
give the Chinese people strength with­
out principle, and may even bring in 

crude materialism, without that 
igher guidance which are necessary 

for the best welfare of any people.'• 
The object is to keep the frontier ct 
the two civilizations in China, instead 
of allowing China to transplant the 
frontier to some other country—per­
haps Canada.

An earthquake is a piienomen >n 
anywhere. In Western Canada -it is 
also a precedent. We have had no­
thing of the kind before ; though it 
cannot be said we coveted the distinc­
tion or chafed under the lack oi it. 
Immunity had begotten assurance and 
we were prone to regard the founda­
tions of the prairies too deep and 
strong to be disturbed by a hitch m 
the internal mechanism of the globe. 
In this it seems our confidence was 
misplaced and like the other portions 
of this terrestrial ball the great Can­
adian plain is liable to shiver when 
things go wrong down in the inward 
parts. But it is the first time in the 
era oi white settlement this has oc­
curred. If it doè» not come again fur 
an equal period most of us need not 
worry about it. Also it passed with­
out damage. Newspaper enterprise 
rather excelled itself in securing ex­
haustive reports from all sections rf 
the country, yet as far as known no 
one was killed or injured, no .build­
ings were demolished and né. appreci­
able damage done to property- in any 
way. The net result will be to remind 
us that the heart of -a continent may 
be shaken as well as the fringe, that

a plain thousands of miles from any 
active valcano may tremble when the 
automatic forces of the earth are re­

adjusting its weights and elements. 
Neither in history nor in science is 
there assurance that any part oi the 
world is free from seismic disturb­
ance.

In 'response to the protests of the 
Powers Turkey is to send an aveng­
ing army into the Adana country 'o 
dispense justice in copious measure 
to the Kurds. That at least is the 
avowed object. In recognition of cer­
tain gone but not forgotten events, 
however, it would be as well if the 
Powers ‘sent along a reliable representa­
tive to see that the right parties are 
extinguished. It is quite probable the 
Young Turks in their history as a 
political party have accumulated 
grievances and grudges against divers 
and sundry, to the payment oi which 
debts they will of course devote at­
tention in the hour of their suprem­
acy.

Convict Neil’s Evidence.
Edward P. Neil, convict No. 44, stat­

ed that he was employed in the car­
penter shop on April 15th. There 
were present Instructor Pope and 
convict* 135, .101, 144, 163. He stated 
that the deputy entered the shop 
about 10.23 on the morning of April 
15th. He went over to where In­
structor Pope was sitting.

“I heard the dull thud of a blow,” 
said the witness, “and turning around 
1 saw tire deputy leaning over a 
bench. I saw the accused standing 
near the deputy with an axe in his 
hand. I rushed to the assistance 
of the deputy and helped 163 to sup­
port him. The deputy asked for 
the warden several times and for In­
structor Pope. He also asked for the 
time. I took out hie watch end saw 
that it was 25 minutee passed ten 
o’clock.”

In cross-examination, the witness 
stated that he supposed the accused 
took the axe from his (witness) .bench 
shortly before the deputy came, in. 
He had been using thé same axe 
himself half an hour before.

“What kind of a man was Bar­
rett ?”

“Well, he seemed to be a pleasant 
man. He was rather quiet.”

Convict Neil stated that he helped 
the accused up the stairway to the 
carpenter shop that morning. He 
seemed to be rather short of breath. 
Barrett had spoken on several occa­
sions about being sick and had said 
he would have to gee a doctor. The 
witness stated that on the morning of 
April 15th, 176 lit the fire in the 
carpenter shop. Barrett had lit the 
fire a couple of mornings but that 
day he was short of breath.

The witness stated that the accused 
said, after striking the blow, that if 
the deputy warden had used him 
right it would not have happened.

Accused Takes the Stand.

There was a hush of expectan.v 
in the court room when the accused 
Garry R. Barrett took the stand * 1 
give evidence in his own behalf. He 
appeared perfectly composed and told 
the story of his life freely.

He stated that he came to the Al­
berta penitentiary in August 22nd, 
1908. On the first morning of his 
residence at the penitentiary he fold 
Mr. Stedman that he was not treated 
well in iris trial at Prince Albert. He 
thought the Masons were down - n 
hint. He had written to the secretary 
of his lodge, to liis wife’s father anil 
to the American counsul at Medicine 
Hat, asking them to help him, but 
had received no replies.

Barrett told the story of his . pre­
vious trial at Prince Albert and blam­
ed his counsel for diserting him. He 
said he shot his? stepson ' accidental­
ly and that he died of heart failure. 
His wife, he complained, was unfaith­
ful to him.

Barrett is 57 years of age. " He was 
born in Detroit, Michigan, on June 
16, 1852. He lived in Michigan for a 
number of years, and married ther-. 
He left liis wife because he thought 
her unfaithful. He went to Chicago 
and later to Utah, where he married 
a Mormon, whom he claimed was a 
loose character. After residing there 
for a time he moved to Lethbridge 
and later to Prince Albert, where he 
lived on a homestead.

The whole trend of Barrett’s evi­
dence was that he had been unjustly 
convicted at his trial in Prince Al­
bert and that when he came to the 
penitentiary here Deputy Warden 
Stedman had ill-used him because he 
was a disgrace to the Masonic order. 
He had called him names and show­
ed him no consideration. On the 
morning of April 15th, . the deputy 
came into the carpenter shop and 
sneered, at Barnett. The accused had 
ap axe in his hand which he w,i,s 
sharpening and he struck the deputy. 
He did not know where or how lie 
struck him. He said he was very sick: 
that morning and . had to be,, helped 
up the stairs to the carpenter shop.

This closed the ease for the defence. 
Mr. Gariepy addressed the jury tor 
about forty-five minutes asking for an 
acquittal on the grounds of insanity,, 

•or m verdict of, manslaughter. . jjr.

Medicine Hat, Alta., May 14—All 
wheat has been seeded in this district 
and the acreage is estimated at 2,500. 
or 30 per cent, increase over last year. 
The ground was nice and moist for, 
the seed bed and the seed went :n 
about the same time as last year. No 
lartd intended for wheat had to be 
seeded down to' anything else. In the 
majority of oases wheat is up about 
two inches. Fully 90 per cent, of oats, 
bad-ley and flax are also in. No rain 
is needed at present. Winter wheat 
conditions are not' favorable, almost 
half the crop being killed out by r.l- 
ternate thawing and freezing in the 
month of March.

Cochrane, Aha., May 14—Ninety per 
cent, ot all grains seeded; being an 
increase of 25 per cent, over last 
year. Little or no spring wheat 
grown, fall, wheat in splendid condi­
tion, better than last year. Seed bed 
in good condition. Date of seeding 
later than last two years, but pros­
pects better.

Lethbridge, Alta., May 14—Winter 
wheat not so promising in this dis­
trict as a year ago.

The 
present prospect is that the paliamen- 
tary session must last until Septem­
ber and Lloyd-George himself speaks 
of being ready to fight on these lines 
until October.

The tariff reformers are anxious 
to destroy the budget not only be­
cause they disapprove of its taxes, 
but because they see in it the defeat 
of their own plans of raising a reve­
nue by tariff. There is a certain dif­
ference in attitude. Balfour is a luke­
warm and young Chamberlain is all 
ardent protectionist. Balfour while 
condemning the budget proposals is 
comparatively inactive, while young 
Chamberlain rages daily and the tariff 
re<prm newspapers still shout to the 
House of Lords to have courage to 
reject the bill. This last cry is dis­
credited and even the Times, which 
has become a tariff organ under ‘lie 
proprietorship of Lord Northcliffe, 
dismisses this plan as stupid and im- 
practiable. All the attacked interests, 
brewers, distillers, hotel proprietors, 
saloonkeepers, landowners and stock 
brokers, from a tremendous combin­
ation and shout in chorus of singular 
unanimity, but Lloyd-George still ~e- 
mains on the top, adroit supple and 
reserved, receiving deputations from 
all the classes, promising concessions, 
whereeyer reasonable, and when nec­
essary carrying the war into the ene- 

a brilliant attack.

Vienna, May 15.—At the state 
banquet last night, Emperor Francis 
Joseph, addressing the Emperor Wil- 
ham, expressed profound satisfaction 

being able "to greet your Majesty, 
the steadfast promoter of all efforts 
for peace at the moment when peace, 
after being exposed to many dangers 
during the past winter, seems again 
assured. With great and sincere 
gratitude I remember the brilliant 
manner in which onr alliance recent­
ly has been tested, and the friendly 
attitude of the German Emperor, 
whose constantly helpful support so 
greatly facilitated the accomplish­
ment of my sincere wish to smooth 
away all difficulties ithat- had arisen 
without warlike complications.” .

He concluded with a tribute to the 
unshakeable loyalty of his allies, the 
Emperor of Germany and the King 
of Italy.

Emperor William, in repiy, remark­
ed upon how effectually in the last- 
few months the alliance had contri­
buted toward preserving the peace of 
the whole of Europe, adding :

“As the Empress and myself made 
our entry into your capital this morn­
ing, we were greeted with a roar of 
jubilation from the old Viennese 
hearts of gold, and mighty was the 
echo -those cheers awoke in my 
heart.

“The memory of receptions- that al­
ways have been accorded me in your 
Majesty’s wide empire, both here and 
among chivalrous Magyare, is in­
delibly printed upon my heart.

INSANITY INCREASES IN 
LITTLE OLD NEW YORK

Nc\t More Hereditary Than Othei* 
Diseases—Few Families But Have 
Unbalanced Member in Four 
Generations — Increase in the 
Cities Declared Due to Large 
Foreign Population, Who Cannôt 
Stand the Stress.

Buffalo, N.Y., May 18.—“New York 
is the place where insanity is manu­
factured,” was the statement made 
by Dr. Albert Warren Ferris, of 
Brooklyn, a member of the State Com­
mission in Lunacy, in a lecture on 
the general phases of insanity, be­
fore the men’s tilub at St, Paul’s 
Church. .

To prove his statement, Dr. Ferris 
quoted statistics showing the rela­
tive proportion of insane persons in 
New York to the insane population 
in the State. He said that in the 
four state hospitals in Greater New

York there are 11,900 patients, of 
which 4,000 are in the Manhattan 
State Hospital in Ward’s Island.

After giving statistics of the me­
thods employed by the state in the 
hospitals and the need for better 
conditions, he said, among other

things, “Hereditary insanity is nearly 
so emphatic these day as in the 
past. Insanity is not more heredi­
tary than other diseases. It is a 
verv rare thing to find a family in 
which there -has not been an insane 
on one side of the house or the other 
within four generations at least.”

CREMATION AT CRANBROOK

Body of Hindu Disposed of After the 
Manner of His Country.

Cranbrook, B.C., May 17.—This 
morning a Hindu died in St. Eugene 
hospital of lung trouble. It seems 
that Sheai Sangh, the dead Hindu, 
was an employee of the Standard 
Lumber Company whose mill ie sit­
uated about four miles north of Cran­
brook. At twelve noon today the body 
was conveyed by W. R. Beatty .un­
dertaker, to the Standard Lumber 
Company’s mill where a large pile of 
wood had been arranged. The box 
containing the body was placed on the 
pile and a match did the rest. Pre­
sently the box fell to pieces and .he 
body could be seen, the flesh dropping 
from the bones until all that was 
left was the bones of the hands, feet, 
ribs and head which will be sent back 
to India and thrown into the Ganges. 
There were automobiles, rigs, and 
saddle horses around the pyre and 
many citizens witnessed the cere­
mony. The clothes of the dead man 
were also burned. This is the first 
time that the Government agent has 
been asked for and has granted a per­
mit to cremate the body. Only four 
of the dead man’s countrymen were 
present.

It Is very probable that in the near 
future the provincial government tele­
phone department will take steps to­
wards the purchase of a large num­
ber of Stronger phones, similar to 
thosp in use in Edmonton and Strath­
cona, for service in other parts of 
the province. During the past two 
weeks the Canadian representative 
of the Chicago Automatic Telephone 
Company, John Wiley, has been in 
the city, and it is largely as the re­
sult of liis efforts that the govern­
ment will make the purchase.

The depart­
ment anticipates considerable tele­
phone extension this year and will 
use the Strowger if it is found able 
to do long and efficient service.

A new- switchboard has to toe put 
in Lethbridge shortly, and the new 
phone board will be installed if Mr. 
Cushing is satisfied with its opera­
tion elsew-here. The visit will deter­
mine also to what extent the Strow­

ger will be used in other parts of the 
province.

There is a strong probability that 
an addition will have to be made 
shortly to the Calgary plant, and 
they, too, may get an- automatic 
switchboard of 500 capacity. If such 
is installed it w-ill mean tire gradual 
supplanting of the old toy the new.

“After this there will be no licenses 
granted until I am assured that the 
promoters are competent people, and4 
that the affair will be properly man­
aged.

“In addition to this, the name of 
the referee must toe given to me before 
I consent to any license. The re­
feree must be a well known and re­
putable citizen.

PRICE OF BREAD SOARS.
Monday the price of bread in 

Edmonton takes a jump upward 
Commencing today householders will 
receive only fourteen loaves for $1 
instead of sixteen loaves as formerly 
Two loaves may still be purchased ‘or 
15 cents as formerly. The decision to 
advance the price of bread was made 
by the Edmonton Bakers Association 
on Saturday evening. The reason tor 
the raise is the increase in the pries 
of flour made recently.

Edmonton is about the last city ’a 
the West to increase the price of 
bread this spring. Ever since Patten 
made bis lamous corner in wheat 
the price of flour has been going up­
ward by leaps and bounds. The 
total increase in flour prices is about 
$1 per barrel. The Edmonton baker/ 
had a considerable supply of Hour 
on hand which they had purchased 
at cheaper prices. They were thus 
enabled to supply bread to Edmonotn 
residents at the old price for a longer 
period than formerly. Now, however, 
they are compelled to purchase the 
dearer flour and as a consequence the 
price of bread has been increased.

The weight of the loaves ^remains 
the same, 1) pounds, but only 14 
loaves may now be purchased for 
$1. This means an increase of from 
61c per loaf to 7 l-7c per loaf. This 
price will probably prevail until the 
price of flour falls. The new prices 
prevail ii) every hake shop in the city 
of Edmonton.
