MURDERED BY AN
UNKNOWN PARTY

Coroner’s Jury Finds That Victor
St. Hilaire Met Death at Hands
of Some Person Unknown

Dr. C. W. Field with the jury com-
posed of H. R. Pozer, foreman, D. 3.
Rose, T. Charlebois, A. M. Thompson,
Roy Field and Allan Cuthbert, resum-
ed their sitting on the $t. Hilaire
case on Monday evening, sat until
2 o’¢lock in the morning and nearly
all day Tuesday.

It seems St. Hilaire had some trou-
ble with Russians at John Lenuski’s
on the night of his disappearance, and
the coroner had. the case remanded
in the hope of throwing more light on
the subject. In that the jury were
disappointed and the affair is as big
a mystery as ever. The witnesses all
stuck to the story as they told Ser-
geant Lukey R!N.W.M.P., last fall.

The jury had no other alternative
but to bring in a verdict of murder,
though there was no direct evidente
to show that -St. Hilaire was murder-
ed. The autopsy showed that he was
not drowned.

L. Gadbois made an examination of
the watch that was found on the body
and it indicated that it stopped at
9.14.

Jacob Hohn gave testimony that he
saw three Russians and two English-
men fight across the street from his
stable and that one Rusisan struck
an Englishman on the head with =2
club. The Englishman fell and had
great difficulty in getting up. When
he went back into the stable it was
8.55. The next morning two well-
dressed Russians, who were strangers
o Hohn were walking by his stable
and one told the other that he hal
licked an Englishman last mnight
across the street. Hohn could recog-
nize the 'man again, He was in tewn
in “Fébrudry. last went out northedsh
from town. The night of the ocecur-
rence was very dark and the parties
were some distance away.

Magda Kooakewrcz gave evidence
that she heard a noise back in the
lane near the Bank of Commerce,
whild she was at the town pump get-
ting water. She went nearer to hear,
when she heard Russians and English-
men talking. She took her pail home
without taking any water as she was
frightened as her husband was in
Edmonton and she was alone. After
a while she heard more yelling across
main street. In the morning she went
to Clement’s store and on her way
saw where a man had fallen in the
mud.

Andrew Soarich admitted having
a row with E. Emery, but did not
know the date but thought it was a
few days previous to the night of St.
Hilaire’s disappearance. Emery also
admitted having a row with Svarich
but said it was on the 14th of Septem-
ber. He did not see St, Hilaire that
night. :

William Rogers said that Jno.
Lemiski told him the next morning
that he had a fight with St. Hilaire
at his house.

Frank Lemiski said he was in bed
on the night in question when he wWas
awakened by some one rapping on
his door. He got ¥p and found John
Berlatt outside. He told Frank that
an Englishman was in John Lemiski’s
house and causing a row. Frank ot
up and dressed and found the Eng-
lishman to be Vietor St. Hilaire.
Frank could not go for the police as
he was. not properly dressed. John
Berlatt went for the constable, but
came back and said he could not
find him. John Lemigki then went
in search of the police. While away
Frank said St. Hilaire got away from
them and they could see through the
window that he jumped over the
fence. They were all afraid of him.
St. Hilaire left his hat behind.

Johhn Berlett, who lives east ¢i
town said he went to visit John Lemi-
ski’s that night. He said a man walk-
ed into Lemiski’s house and said
something about Ranfurly station.
John Lemiski and his child were on
the floor. The stranger stepped :a
the child’s feet. John told him to go
out but he would not go. - He re-
peated Frank Lemiski’s evidence
about going for the pelice,

Berlatt’s son also corroborated nis
father’s evidence. He stated that
when John Lemiski came back 8t.

Accused Took Stand in His Own
Defence Monday Afternoon—
Jury Out Only Few Minutes

At the Supreme Court Monday
Garry R. Barrett, a lifle conviet at the
Alberta penitentiary, was arraigned
before His Lord\hlp Mr Justice Har-
vey, cgharged with the murder oi Bach-

thel penitentiary. The case was
tried before a jury of six men. E. B.
Cogswell conducting the case for
the crown and Wilfrid Gariepy
appearing for the defence.

The whole of the morning was occu-
pied with hearing the evidence for
the crown as to the way in which the
deed was committed. Warden Me-
Cauley, Carpenter Instructor Pope.
and four of the conviets who were pre-
sent when the deputy warden was kil-
ed, gave evidence.

The accused, Garry R. Barrett, is
the central figure in the court room.
Dressed i his prison clothes he sits
in the prisoners’ dock closely guarded
by a mounted police -constable, His
cheeks are flushed and he wears 3
rather worried look on his face. Dur-
ing the greater part of the morning
he followed the evidehce closely al-
though - towards, the last he remained
with his head bowed in his hands.

The four convicts from the peniten-
tiary who gave evidence were closely
guarded by penitentiary officials and
police. They are for the most part
rather good looking fellows and just
the sort of men who would rush to
ithe assistance of the deputy rather
han attempt to escape.

The jury empanneled to try the case
was composed of Walter G. Ross (fore-
man), J. F. Findlay, E: Heover, Ste-
phen Ecker, Frank Pollard and John
Murchison.

Crown Prosecutor Cogswell outlined
briefly the facts in conection with the
case leading up to the death of Depu-
ty Warden Stedman. He stated that
on the morning of April 15th in the
carpenter shop at the Alberta peniten-
tiary Conviet Garry R. Barrett struck
Deputy Warden Richard R. Stedman
on the head with an axe without ap-
parent provocation. The other con-
viets in the-shop. righed to the as-
sistance of the deputy but he died in
a few moments before being removed
from the shop. An inquest was held
and resulted in Barrett being arraign-
ed on the charge of murder.

Barrett Dissatisfied.

3efore the trial commenced the aec-
cused gave an indication that he was
not satisfied with his counsel.

“Your honor, may I speak,” he ask-
ed rising in the prisoner’s dock.

“You have counsel to represent
you,” replied his lordship.

“I have no counsel,” replied Bar-
rett. “He misrepresented himself to
me. I’ve not got the witnesses I cal-
led*for.”

Mr. Gariepy explained that the ac-
cused was evidently laboring under
a misapprehension. In the party
coming down from the penitentiary
this meorning there were only the
crown’s witnesses. He proposed to
ask for an order for the penitentiary
guards and convicts required to give
evidence for the defence to be allowed
to be present when required. He stat-
ed that he intended to have six other
convicts give evidence in defence.

Barrett again rose when his counsel
had concludecd and said, “Give me
permission to speak, your honr.”

“No, I don’t think I shall,”” replied
Mr. Justice Harvey.

“I'm not ready for trial,” said the
accused.

Mr. Gariepy then asked for a two-
minute adjournment of the court un-
til he could confer with the accused.
The request was granted and every-
thing was evidently satisfactorily ex-
plained to the accused as he allowed
the trial to go forward without fur-
ther interruption.

Warden McCauley’s Evidence.

Warden Mathew McCauley was the
first witness for the crown. He stat-
ed that Richard R. Stedman had been
deputy warden in the Alberta peni-
temtiary since July 1st,, 1906. His
duties were to have general supervis-
ion of the whole penitentiary subject
to the authority of the warden. Mr.
Pope was instructor in the carpenter
shop at the penitentiary. On April
15th he had six convicts under him
in the carpenter shop.

{The wikness stated that on thd
morning of April 15th deputy warden
Stedman left the warden’s office at
10.20. At 10.24 Instructor Pope came
to his office and said ‘‘Number 135
has struck the deputy warden on the
head with an axe.”

“I ran to where Guard Shell who
was armed, was stationed” said the
witnéss, ““There had been some trou-
ble in the penitentiary shortly before
and I thought this was an attempt to
secure the deputys’ keys.”

“We went to the carpenter shop
and burst open the door. Guard Shell
had a drawn revolver in his hand.
The convicts were tnere and said,
wasn’t us it was 135.”” The accused
was.standing near and said “I would-
n’t have done it if he had let me see
a doctor.” I sent him to his cell un-
der guard.

“I rushed over to where the depu-
ty lay and when I saw the {fearful
gash in his head I grasped a carpen-
ter’s apron to staunch .the flow of
blood. Convict 101 at once tore of his
shirf and offered it to stop the flow

“Emergency,” as not only applying
to an outbreak of war but also -s
preparation for war, while it would

New Fisheries Regulations.

Ottawa, Ont., ‘May 18.—In the
House .of .Commoss during the discus-
sion on the fisheries estimtes the
charge made by Hon. L. P. Brodeur
that the Ontario Government had
committed a breach of confidence in
publishing the regulations regarding
fisheries in connection with the Wat-
erways Treaty was discussed.

C.N.R. CONTRACTS .LET.
Steel Will be Laid by the Contractors a;
Soon as Paossible.

Winnipeg, May 17—Large contracts
have .been let by Mackenzie & Mann for
the construction of extensicns of the sye-
tem of the Canadian Nerthern Railway.
What the amount of work done this year
may .be it is difficult to determine, as
the total to be undestaken has not yef
been definitely fized. It is helived, how-
ever, that there will be added to the sys-
tem 600 miles of completed dump, ‘on
which steel will be laid .eithensthis year
or next. ‘There is little probability that
all this steel will ‘be laid this season, but
the steel-laying gangs will follow the
grading outfits closely.and a considerable
additional mileage wileage will he under
operation this fall.” -

The gontracte were let by the Mac-
kenzie & Mann .Construction Company
to the Northern Construction ('omﬁanv
and the Cowan Construction (‘\tvmpan;‘
jointly, ‘the division of the work to be
made by the two companies by matual
agrecment. This has been done and
the active work will commence on a
number of the contracts within the next
ten days.

On .several of the branches, construc-
tion work is already in progress, and
on others the outfits are on the ground.

Mr. Mann at the office ¢f the North-
ern Coanstruetion company this moraing
stated that there shad heen awarded to
that company for construction the fol-
lowing lines:

From Vegreville to Calgary, 285 miles.

Goose Lake extension, 100 miles.

The Morinville branch, 50 miles.

15th. He weat over to where In-

structor Pope was sitting.

“I heard the dull thud of a blow,”
said the witness, “and turning around
I saw the deputy leaning over a
bench. I saw the accused standing
near the deputy with an axe in his
hand. I rushed to the assistance
of the deputy and helped 163 to sup-
port him. The deputy' asked {fo
the warden several times and for In-
structor Pope. He also asked for the
time. 1T took out his wateh and saw
that it was 25 minutes passed -ten
o’clock.”

In cross-examination, the witness
stated that he supposed the accused
took the axe from his (witness) bench
shortly before the deputy came in,
He thad been using the same axe
himself half an hour before

“What kind of a man was Bar-
rett?”

Conviet Neil stated that he hélped
the accused up the stairway to the
carpenter shop that morning. He
seemed to be rather short of breath.

In cross-examination, the witne
stated that Barrett did not sermn {0
be vicious at all.

He saw the d
fall forward and saw the
step back with an axe in hi
The convicts all fushed to his
ance, Conviets 163 and 44 he
head of the woundéd deputy.

Jar-
rett had stated that he didn’t get a
fair trial.

Defence Was Weak.

The crown had an almost perfect
case against Bafrett. and the result o
the trial was fully expected by all
Four convicts and the carpenter in
structor were present when the fata
blow was struck, whieh cut off in the
prime of his manhood the life of Dep
ity Warden Stedman.

Counsel vs. Witness,

The first witaess _or the erown Mon-
day afternoon w=s: Dr. Forin, sur-
geon for the Alberta-penitentiary. The
spectators derived considerable amuss-
ment from this witness on account «f
the numerous difierences between the
counsel for the d :nceand the crown's
witness,

Dr. Forin si.’'d that he received
a call to the peritentiary at 10.35 on
the morning of April 15th.  He found
the deputy warden lying dead in the
day ward. He found a wound about
4 or 5 inches in length on the right
side of his head. He acted as a cor-
oner and summoned a jury. “A post-
mortem examination was performed
the same afternoon on the body of
Deputy Warden Stedman. It was
found that the cut penetrated the skull
into the brain, sévering large bloo:d
vessels which would very soon cause
death. The wound, he believed, could
be caused by an instrument such as
the axe exhibited.

To Mr. Gariepy Dr. Forin stated
that no examination of the body of
the deceased had been made other
than of his head, as it was ascertained
that the wound in the head would
cause death,

Guard Schell’s Evidence.

Joseph J. Schell, guard at the Al-
berta penitentiary, stated that about
10.30 on the morning of April 15th,
when he went up to the carpenter
shop with the Warden, he saw two
of the conviets stiecking their heads
out .of the door He drove them
back and they said, “It’s not us, Mr.
Schell, it was 135.” He took the ac-
cused down to his edll. He-describ-
ed the position of the deputy warden’s
body and of the other conviets, his
svidence ‘corrbborating in the main
that of previous witnéssés.

Matthew . J. Salzl, shoemaker in-
structor at. the penijtentiary, who went
to the carpenter shop on April .15th
with ‘Guard Schell, gave '¢vidence as
to the finding .of the deputy. warden
after the.tragedy

Dr. Hislop stated that with . Drs.
Foria and Biggar he performed a
post-mortem examination on the bedy
of the late Richard Stedman on
April 15th. He stated that on: the
head he found a wound on the right
side of the head extending back-
wards. The skull was severed and
the brain was pierced. An artery
was severed and the man undoubted-
ly bled to death from this wound.

““And might that wound have re-
sulted from an instrument such as
that?”’ -asked Mr. Cogswell, produc-
ing the axe,

“Yes, that would do it quite niee-
ly,” was the reply,

! This concluded the case for the
' crown.
Evidence for Defence.

The first six witnesses for the de-
fence were convicts from the peni-
tentiary. Number 75, Robert Lough-
eran, said he never saw anything
wrong with Barrett, and
ly retired from the stand.

James ' MceMillan, ‘conviet No. 150,
who oceupied the next cell to Bar-
rett, stated that during the nights
he could hear Barrett’s loud breath-
ing and frequent coughing. He heard
the deputy ,warden some jime in Feb-
ruary or March "ask Barrett whetHer
he was better. :

To Mr.:Cogswell, the witness stat-
ed that he: had heard Barrett ask for
the night guard probably a dozen
fimes within thé space of two months,

Number 139, Joseph Conway, alzo
gave evidenee  to «the'. effeet . that
Barrett ‘had frequently been sick in
the nights. =~ Numbers 127, Henry
McDonald, 103, George Brown, and
120 also gave unimportant evidence.

Thomas May, who has  been chief
watchman at the Alberta penitentiary
for some time, stated that Jarrett
had told him on different occasions
he was not well. He had given him
hot drinks and poultices when he
asked for them. This would be pro-
bably two weeks prior tQ April 15th.
He reported these occurrences every
morning ‘to the deputy warden. He
had also reported having seen Bar-
rett at nights sitting on his 'bed and
resting his ‘head on the table, ap-
parently sleeping. Prisoners, he
said, were expected to ask for any-
thing they wanted.

Was Barrett Insane?

Dr. Ferris stated that he had ex-
amined Barrett thoroughly. He
found his artéries corroded and his
heart abnormally ‘large for a° man
of his age. To oujward appearance
he was calm and, collected but could
be made angry by getting him talk-
ing. Iclerosis of the heart or arter-
ies .would render a man less strong.

“Would scterosis of. the heart and
arteries tend to precipitate dison
ders of the mind?” asked Mr.
Gariepy.

“Taking the physical condition -of
Barrett into consideration, could you
express any opinion as to the condi
tion of his mind at that time?”

Brief Despatches Tell the Story of
Seeding Operations and Crop Con-
ditions up to Friday Last—Seeding
Well Advanced.

Medicine Hat, Alta., May 14—All
wheat has been seeded in this district
and the acreage is estimated at 2,500,
or 30 per cent. incredse over last year.
The ground was nice and moist for,
the seed bed and the seed went 'n
about the samé time as last year. No
lafid intended for whedt had to be
seeded down to anything else. In the
majority of cases wheat is up about
two inches. Fully 90 per cent. of oats.
barley and flax are also in. No rain
is needed at present. Winter wheat
conditions are not’ fqvorable, almost
half. the e¢rop being killed out by sl-
ternate thawing and freezing in the
month of March.

Cochrane, Alta., May 14—Ninety per
cent. of all grains seeded, being en
increase of 25 per cent. over last
year. Little or no spring wheat
grown, fall wheat in splendid condi-
tion, better than last year. Seed bed
in good condition. Date of seeding
later than last two years, but pros-
pects bétter.

Lethbridge, Alta., May 14—Winter
wheat mnot so promising in this dis-
trict as a year ago. Some fields have
been re-seeded with spring wheat. Just
what percentage is difficult 10 obtain
at present. There was practicaily no
growth: till the last week or ten days.
80 it was difficult .for farmers to tell
how badly their fields were damaged.
The present rain which began on the
night- of the 10th, will be very bene-
ficial. 8pring - wheat seeding is fin-
ished, except a few winter wheat
fields - which may still _be re-seeded.

Balfour is a luke-
warm_and young Chamberlain is an
ardent protectionist. Balfour while
condemping the budget proposals is
compargtively inactive, while young
Chamberlain rages daily and the tariff
redprm newspapers still shout to the
House of Lords to have dourage to
reject the bill. This last ery is dis-
credited and even the Times, which
hags become a tariff organ under ‘he
proprietorship of TLord Northeliffe,
dismisses this plan as stupid and im-
practiable. All the attacked interests,
brewers, distillers, hotel proprietors,
saloonkeepers, landowners and stock
brokers, from .a tremendous combin-
ation and shout in chorus of singular
unianimity, but Lloyd-George still ~e-
mains on the top, adroit supple and
reserved, receiving deputations from
all the classes, promising concessions,
whereeyer reasonable, and when nec-
essary carrying the war into the ene-
my’s camp by a brilliant attack.
Rousing enthusiasm in all the radical
circles by so heavily taxing the rich
and unpopular classes, he rides on
the whirlwind tranquilly. The lead-
ing question now in the Liberal ranks

the Tories is to be beaten. Moderate
Liberal organs like the Westminster
Gazette still oppose the drastic clos-
ure on the budget as supplying the
unionists with a bad precedent which

LOVE FEASTS BETWEEN
THE RULERS IN EUROPE

Emperor William and Emperor Fran-
cis Joseph Hold a Fraternal Meet-
ing in_Vienna—Sent Greeting to
King Emmanuel, of Italy.

Vienna, May 15.—At the state
banquet last night, Emperor Franeis
Joseph, addressing the Empéror Wil-
lam, expressed profound satisfaction
at being able “t6 gréet your Majesty,
the steadfast promoter of all efforts
for peace at the moment when peace,
aftér being exposed to many dangers
during the past winter, seems again
assured. With great: and sincere
gratitude T remember the brilliant
manner in which onr alliance recent-
ly has been tested, and the friendly
attitude of the German Emperor,
whose constantly helpful support so
greatly facilitated the accomplish-
ment of my sincere wish to smooth
away all difficulties that- had arisen
without warlike complications.”

He concluded with a tribute to the
unshakeable loyalty of his allies, the
Emperor of Germany and the King
of Italy.

Emperor William, in reply, remark-
ed upon how effectually in the last
few ‘months the alliance had contri-
buted toward preserving the peace of
the whole of ;Europe, adding:

“As the Empress and myself made
our entry into your ecapital this morn-
ing, we were greeted with a roar of
jubilation from the old Viennese
hearts of gold, and mighty was the
echo those cheers ‘awoke in my
heart.

“The memory of receptions that al-
ways have been accorded me in your
Majesty’s wide empire, both here and
among chivalrous Magyars, is in-
delibly printed upon my heart. May,
under your Majesty’s glorious sceptre,
these feelings and sentiments of
friendship exist to the remotest fu-
ture; may they always form an in-
dissoluble tie between us and our em-
pires, to thte well-being of our peoples
and as a guarantee of peace.”

Emperor Francis Joseph and Em-
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peror William sent the following joint
telegram to ‘King  Vietor Emmanuel :
“Our meeting affords us a fresh oc-
casion to greet our august ally and
friend and address to him a cordial
expression of our unalterable friend-
ship.”

On Good Terms Again,

Paris, May 15.—Foreign minister
Pichon announced that the entente
cordiale has been re-established be-
tween France and Venezula.

The meeting of the senate of the
University of Alberta, to have been
held Tuesday was postponed owing
to the absence of Dr. Tory, who was
called to Westmount, Montreal, by
the illness of his brother. He ex-
pects to return next week and the
meeting will likely be held then.

Very rapid progress is being ‘made
by Lubbock & Matheson on the
grade from the present street car
terminus to the packing plant. All
the material for the line is now ready
and an exceptionally fast piece of
extension work over this line is pro-
mised.

About 135 men are engaged at pre-
sent in putting in services for water
and sewer connection in different
parts of the city.

The
cover i3 done in two colors and con-
tains also cuts of grain, manufactured
farm implements and stock, showing
the wide range covered by this ex-
hibition. It was prepared by the
Byron May Co. The prize list is
most complete and the prizes offered
for the different exhibits are as
large. as these offered at any fair in
Western Canada.

FIRST STONE OF NEW BUILDING

The first stone of the new parlia-
ment Buildings was laid Tues-
day in the presenee of a number of
the government officials by Mrs.
Stocks, wife of Deputy Minister Stocks.
The corner stone will be laid about
midsummer by the governor general.

NEW MATCH FACTORY.

E. F. Kochler, of 26 Malmesbury
Terrace, Canningtown, England, has
written the Board of Trade with re-
ference to the establishment of a
safety match factory in Edmonton.
He has enclosed a blue print plan
of the proposed factory, which would
have a capacity of 100,000 boxes per
day. He asks with reference to the
price of male and female labor and
suggests also that provision might
be made whereby any other firm
would be prevented from building a
match factory here, as his output
would be far in excess of the re-
quirements. The matter has been
handed over to the industrial com-
mittee of the city council.

C. N. R. CASE DISMISSED.

The case of Pinchbeck vs. the C. N.
R., was dismissed by His Lordship
Mr. Justice Harvey, at the Supreme
court Tuesday afternoon the judge
refusing to allow the case to go to
the jury. This was an action for dam-
ages brought by Gustave Pinchbeck.
a Stoney Plain farmer, against the C.
N. R. for damages for placing earth
on his land and breaking down fences
and allowing cattle to destroy the
plaintiff’s crops. The cdse was dis-
missed on a technicality, the judge
holding that action should have been
brought against the E. Y. & P. instead
of the C. N. R. The transfer of the
plaintiff’s land for the right of way
of the line was incorrectly made ‘o
the €. N. R. instead of the E. Y. &
P. The plaintiff will institute a new
action for damages against the E. Y.
& P. C. A. Grant appeared for the
plaintiff and C. F. Newell for the de-
fence.

CHINAMAN ,WAS CONVICTED.

One of the most amusing cases that
bas been heard in the Police Court
for a long time occupied the attention
of the Police Magistrate at both ses-
sions yesterday. The defendant was
the wizened and speclacted Chinaman,
Dr. Kenmore, alias Ab' Yen, alias

Cam Yow, ete,, whose long experience]J

n police courts has skilled him in all
the evils of the law, The charge
againgt  him was of violation of the
Alberta Medical Act .in practicing
medicine without a license. The wit-
uesses were all colored folk who live
in tents in the east end of the city.
At the close of the hearing the erst-
while physician was fined $50 and
¢osts or a month, He took the thir-
ty days at Fort Saskatchewan,

The - withesses testified that they
had been treated by the Chinamen
for different ailments. They have
paid him various sums, ranging from
$5 to $15 but in each case on cross
examination by the defendent they
admitted that the money was for
medicine alone and not for the medi-
cal service. It looked as if Ah Yen
might win but at the last moment :he
Chief of Police put a-Chinese mer-
chant in the box who testified that
the herbs, ete., sold for dollars was
retailed at drom 5 to 10 cents a box.
This upset the defendant’s conten-
tions and he wilted.

Ah Yen’s method of medical exami-
nation was ingenious. Each patieat
was reguired to place his or her hands
on a white sheet and then their fin-
ger tips were examined and their dis-
ease diagnosed. And the most re-
markable part ‘was that:the diagnose
was in almost all cased in aceordance
with what they had- previously  been
told by duly qualified medical prac-
ticioners.

The casé for the prosecution was
conducted by A. F. Ewing who repre-
sented the Alberta Medical Council.
The ‘' defendant conducted: his own
case,

SUPPORT THE CHIEF OF POLICE

In connection with the discussion
as to whether Chief of Police Lancey
shall be supported in the writ against
him for damages issued by ex*Con-
stable Howie, the city commission-
ers have reported in favor of giving
such support to the heads of de-
partments in the best interests of the
city administration. The report
which has been practically agreed
upon by the aldermen is as follows:

In connection with this matter
your commissioners wish to  report
as follows:

With the city managing so many
atilities and having so many heads
of departments, it is necessary that
these various heads feel that in the
eonscientious performance of thein
duties they are going to receive the
support of the council if they are
right. TIf the heads of the depart-
ments feel' that in performing their
duty they are in danger of being sum-
moned to court the Tesult will be a
falling off -in the efficiency of -~ the
work of the department. The heads
of departments are almost every day
required to take action in regard to
the men wunder their control which
could easily be made a case for the
courts, and the reasons given for
their actions by the heads of the de-
partments could ‘be made to consti-
tute slander or defamation of charae-
ter. For these reasons the heads of

and| departments will neglect their duty

rather than involve themselves in
legal difficulties, even if they are
right.

he whole quesiion may be reduced
to this: In appointing a head of a
department the council satisfy them-
selyves that their appointee will per-
form -the duties pertaining to that
department in the most efficient man-
ner. In carrying on the work of
the department the head is only per-
forming the duties required by the
city and in dealing with his men in
such a manner as is in the interest
of the public. In so doing he must
necessarily from time to. time differ
in judgment from individuals both

of the public and of his staff and. if]

such difference assumes a legal as-
pect the council should suppert their
representative. The result qi any
suit will furnish the.council with in-
formation ' which will govern their
future action in regard to any parti-
cular head. :
In view of the above your commis-
sioners cannot do otherwise than
recommend that the council adopt
the prineiple of legally defending
the various head of departments as
long as the council oonsider them
sufficiently efficient and capable of
filing these positions,
We therefore recommend - that the
city solicitor be instrueted to take up
the defenee of Chief of Police Lancey
in eonnection with the writ which is
at present on file againgt him.

PRICE OF BREAD SOARS.

Monday the price of bread in
kdmonton takes a jump upward.
Commencing today householders will
receive only fourteen loaves for -$1,
instead of sixteen loaves as- formerly.
Two loaves may still be purchased ‘or
15 cents as formerly. The decision to
advance the price of bread was made
by the Edmonton Bakers Association
on Saturday evening. The reason for
the raise is the increase in the pries
of flour made recently.

Edmonton is about the last city ia
the West to increase the price of
bread this spring. Ever since Patten
made his iamous <orner in wheat
the price of flour has been going up-
ward by leaps. and bounds. The
total increase in flour prices is about
$1 per barrel.
had a eonsiderable supply of Hour
on hand which they had purchased
at cheaper prices, They were thus
enabled to supply bread to Edmono‘n
residents at the old price for a longer
period than formerly. Now, however,
they are compelled to purchase the
dearer flour and as a consequence the
price of bread has been increased.

The weight of the loaves remains
the same, 1} pounds, but only 14
ioaves may now be purchased for
$1. This. means an increase of from
6ic per loaf to 7 1-Tc per loaf. This
price will probably. prevail until the
price of flour falls. The new prices
