Elections Without
Candidates.

It has recently been suggested that
the people shall be asked to say, by
means of a direct vote, whether they
wish the House of Lords to be ended
or mended. This method of settling a
vexed political question is known as
the referendum, and it was first used
in Switzerland, in 1874, a convenient
method of ascertaining the will of the
Swiss nation upon a particular issue,
without having to subject the country
to the expense and bother of a gener-
al election.

When a referendum is decided up-
on, one ballot paper is delivered to
each elector, who is instructed to
place a cross opposite the word “for”
or “against,” these being the only
words printed upon it. The marked
papers are then either collécted by
officer appointed for the purpose, or
‘placed in public ballot boxes by the
electors themselves.

Although the referendum would be
a novelty so far as Great Britain is
concerned, it has been tried upon sev-
eral occasions in Belgium and France,
and in Natal last year to ascertain the
orinion of the colonists on the ques-
tion of adhesion to the South African
‘Union.’ ¥s principle has’ also been

HOUSEHOLD NOTES.

Many delicate and nervous people
who cannot digest iron tonic should
eat spinach, which contains more iron
than even the yoke of an egg.

Woollen blankets should be put
away in boxes lined with newspapers
and a few pieces of cotton, saturated
with turpentine, should be put in the
corners of the boxes to . keep out
moths.

Settling the Issue.

The ministerial party and the op-
position party at home seem to be
manoevreing for vantage ground in
the coming great electoral struggle on
the Second Chamber question. In
the House of Lords, Earl Rosebery,
the man of the lonely furrows, who
affects to hold himself detached from
€ither of the great parties of the
State, has induced the House of Lords
to pass resolutions accepting the
principle that the membership of the
House of Lords shall be modified
along the lines that a peerage shall
no longer entitle the holder to occupy
A seat in the Second Chamber. The
cbject of this reform is to enhance the
respect of the House in the minds of
the public and to enable it to become
a stronger and more efficient cham-
ber.

Sir Robert Finlay, who by the way
is the leading counsel for Newfound-
Iand in the forthcoming Hague Arbi-
trvation on the Fishery dispute with
America, is in charge of a resolution
of a somewhat similar character
which he moved in the House of Com-
mons last night. He was Solicitor
General from 1895 to 1900; and At-
torney General from 1900-1906, so
that for eleven years he was a high
law officer of the Tory administration
of those periods. It follows then that
the great majority of the House_of
Lords and the official Tory party in
the House of Commons have taken
up a definite policy of reform of the
House of Lords. There is, however,
a distinet difference of opinion on this
question between the official Liberais
and the official Tories. The Liberals
do not wish to make the second
chamber stronger; the Tories do.

1Indeed, it might strengthen
their hands in doing what the Lib-
erals object to their doing. The root
of the difficulty was the unfairness
with which Liberal legislation has
been treated.

Affer leaving Wesleyville on the
12th March at 8 a.m. in company with
the other wooden ghips, the Algerine
steaming through clear water until
the Barracks, off Fogo, was reached,
.steaming off from. that point in a N.
F. direction meeting slob at first, and
a3 she proceeded finding the ice be-
coming heavier. Some time after-
wards took an inside cut and struck
the heavy Arctic floe and being unable
to force through cut away to the
westward, the ice being lighter in this
direction.

On TPuesday, the 15th, the ship
ranged up alongside the Eagle and
gecured three whitecoats and a family
secured three whitcoats and a family
of hoods which were picked up on the
12th. From this date until St. Pat-
rick’'s Day the Algerine and KEagle
were in company. The Newfound-
land was also near both vessels from
the start until the 16th, when she;
became nipped. The Algerine and
Fagle had left the others of the wood-
ea fleet away to the eastward, and on
the 15th the Eagle found two white-
coats, one of which had been partial-
ly eaten by an Arctic fox, several of
which wete seen or could be traced
on the pans.

The Algerine struck the harps on
the 17th at 6.80 p.m., but notwith-
standing the fact that it was too late
to 'begin killing several ardent hunt-
ers amongst the crew killed and
sculped about 300 which they threw
in on the deck.

The Eagle bore away 6 miles to the
eastward of the ship then, while the
Newfoundland could be barely sight-
ed to the south, evidently jammed.

‘The Algerine struck the fat about
80 miles N. N. E. of the Barracks, and
at daylight on Friday, the 18th, every
man on board was out over the bows
engaging with much energy in the
work of killing and panning. That
day the 161 men of the crew account-
ed for 10,000, a splendid day's work,
and out of this number 2,000 were put
under decks. Splendid weather pre-
veiled and on Saturday, the 19th; the
crew continued the slgughter with
greater zest than ever, cleaning up
about 5,000 seals. Sunday, the 20th,
the men were all engaged “doubling”
the pans and hauling them to the ship,
and from that day until Saturday, the
fﬂh they were engaged picking up
their pans and scattered seals which
were found between the fags and

When the Florizel re-
porte@ for the first harps and hoods
alluded .to above she was ' then 70
fliiiles S. K. of Bellg Isle in the Straits,
but so- heavy was the ice on that day
(March 15th) that this powerful
“Dreadnought” of the Arctic
could not penetrate more than 5 mi'es
tl-roughif it. The last the Algerine
heard ghrough the 'Eagle from the
Florizel was on the 19th ult., when
she refmrted panning 15,000. It is
believed on the Algerine that she will
have no less than the record trip of
50.000; the Bellaventure, 40,000 and
the Bagle from 25,000 to 30,000, while
the Bonaventure and Beothic should
report for heavy cargos. Not an ac-
cident was reported, nor was there
any sickness amongst the crew, ex-
cept a few slight colds. Besides be-
ing filled to the hatches the Algerine
has 2,300 in pounds on deck.

Last year the ship had over 9,000
seals. This is Captain Bishop’s sec-
ond spring in charge of the ship, and
we congratulate him on ‘the very suc-
cessful issue of the voyage.

necessaries of life. Th® worst and
most indefensible of all these corrupt
gangs is the Gloucester Fish Ring; of
all burdensome taxes there is none
that touches the public so generally
as a tax on food.

All over England and other Euro-
pean Countries  fish is the common
food of the poor everywhere cheap,
especially such common fishes as the
herring and the cod. Only in Ameri-
ca are they excessively dear, due €n-
tirely to monopoly and protection.
Herring all over Europe are a shilling
or 24 cents a dozen; all over the Uni-
ted States they are never less than
sixty cents a dozen. Cod in Europe
is generally eight cents a pound; in
America it is never by retail less than
2 cents a pound. Salmon is still
higher. Oysters are the only fish
product that can be bought at a rea-
sonable price. The tax on all foreign
cod is three-quarters of a cent per
puvund, when the heavy freight is
added this makes a fish frade with
the United States almost prohibitory.
America with its eighty-seven millions
oi wealthy inhabitants is the natural
fish market of British North America.
Two things stand in the way of
cheaper fish for the multitude —the
high tariff and combination amongst
the fish dealers to keep up prices.

There is a great popular movement
going on now in America against
these corruptionists and combines.
Pgesident Taft has yielded to this
great popular movement by getting a
commission appointed to enquire in-
te the causes which have increased
the price of living in America. The
indignant pu‘blic however, won't be
satisfied with this mere academic
treatment of a great evil. They will
demand reform and the free impor-
tation of all products of food, both
from sea and. land. There will be a
new Reciprocity Treaty between  the
United States and Canada and of
course we will come in. A wag de-
clared that it -would pay the United
States to pension off every Gloucester
fishermen. What the American Gov-
ernment can do is to give them a
large bounty so as to make up to them
for the fall in prices naturally conse-
quent on Reciprocity.

All our Trade are agreed that Free
Trade with America would be a grand
thing for the Colony. Le us hope that
ir will soon come.
