Two Toed Horse
and Elephants.

Scientists Make Remarkable Fossil

Finds on Prairie Dog Creek, 
hi Texas.

Clarendon. Texas.—Remarkable dis­
coveries have already been made dur­
ing the few weeks the expedition of 
Yale students headed by Prof. Rich 
ard S. Lull, palaeontologist of that 
educational institution, has been con 
ducting its research for fossils in 
this section of the Texas Panhandle.

The party has made excavations in 
Tula Canon, on Prairie Dog Creek, 
about thirty miles south of here, and 
much to the surprise of Prof. Lull 
there was brought to light the fos­
silized bones of several giant prehis­
toric camels, elephants and sloths. 
The camels were clearly Identified by 
the peculiarities of many of their bon 
es. and while they are much longer 
and larger than those that roam the- 
deserts of to-day they undoubtedly 
belong to that sitecies of animal, ac­
cording to Prof. Lull. The elephants 
are about one third larger than the 
average African elephant • of to-day 
The sloths were giant animals that 
must have lived at an age of the world 
when this region was timbered by 
forests of giant trees.

Another discovery, and the one 
which really led the expedition to 
come to this section to make its re 
search, was that of a complete skele­
ton of a two toed horse. Shipments 
of some of these remarkable fossils 
have already been made to Yale Uni­
versity, and others are being packed 
and prepared for forwarding to that 
institution.

Prof. Lull says that the discoveries 
already made by his party prove con­
clusively that the staked plains ot 
Texas and perhaps a great part of 
the barren region of New Mexico 
were once occupied by vast forests of 
large trees.

It is believed by him that there will 
be found in this section fossilized 
specimens of the three toed - hors 
which he says existed long prior to 
the two toed animal. With a view of 
finding such a specimen the party has 
changed its place of exploration to a 
spot near Clarndon, where conditions 
are deemed favorable for the possible 
discovery of the remains of such an 
animal.

This region is proved according tc 
the statement of members of this 
party, to be the most prolific in its 
store of animal fossils of any locality 
in the world. The discoveries already 
made were confined to a comparative­
ly small area.

The fact that the bones of (best 
prehistoric animals are found hert 
in such large numbers is accounted 
for largely by the lack of moisture 
in the soil and the peculiar conditions 
of the formation, which seems to act 
as a preservative for these relics of 
gone ages. Up to this time the work 
exploration has been confined to such 
a small area that it is not known to 
the men of science how extensive the 
fossillized region is. but it is believed 
that it covers a considerable portion 
of the Panhandle country.

• nd . liberty; they may be selfishness 
ilienate the country’s resources to 
their own aggrandisement, or use the 
revenues of the country for party or 
(artisan objects; they may interfere 
gnorantly and stupidly by ill-advised 
aws with the business of the country 
ts fisheries, its commerce or its 
tanks, to its great loss; they may 
ven sap the moral foundations of a 
ommunity. pollute the source of jus­

tice and let in a flood of iniquity.
Now all this is possible where the 

people’s representatives are either not 
fixed in integrity or are deficient in 
education or intellectual equipment. 
Does not the possibility of such evils 
awake the desire to do everything in 
jur power to secure men for the 
ligh position of representatives that 
will put the well being of the country 
before every personal consideration, 
ind that will be equipped by character 
nd ability to deal honestly and intelli- 
ently with the cpmplex and difficult 
iroblems of modern life.

We suppose the first great essential 
hat people must look for in a.repre- 
entatlve is absolute honesty and 
traightness of purpose. He must 
lot be open to bribes or corrupt in­
fluences of any sort, neither should he 
nduce support by offering bribes. The 
next thing that is desirable, absolute- 
y necessary as far as possible, is ed- 
cation and intelligence. All the 
(usinesses of the country, its trades 
nd industries, its health and its 

means of education are matters that 
the representatives will be called to 
vote upon and he must have knowledge 
enough to trace out the effect of any 
measure that may be brought for-, 
ward for consideration. And last, 
but in many ways most important of 
all he must be independent. He 
ught to have means enough without 
aking any office from the Govern- 
uent to let him be free to vote as his 
onscience dictates in the best later­
als of his country. A man ceases to 
>e a true representative when he be­

comes a servant of the government 
or to the government he must then 
cknowledge obedience. He is no 
onger free. The present condition of 
things in our Legislature is nothing 
short of a scandal. There are .some 
16 members on one side of the House 
of Assembly and something over 20 of 
them are either in direct or indirect 
payment of the government. It is 
only a fiction to call these represen­
tatives—they are only a paid party 
caucus. Their direct interest is not 
their districts or their country but 
that of the party that pays them. It 
is to prevent this port of thing that 
Legislatures throughout the world 
have passed measures penalizing re­
presentatives that take office or emo­
luments or contracts from Govern­
ments, and such a law really exists 
in Newfoundland but is criminally 
winked out of sight. The independ* 
ence of members of parliament is of 
vital and obvious importance and the 
voters should see-to it that they will 
hot elect as a representative any man 
who is wanting in that esential.

Now it will not be many months be­
fore the voters in the different Dis­
tricts will be appealed to for support 
by -this and that candidate. Let us 
advise them to take time by he fore­
lock and make their own selection be­
fore the turmoil of canvassing and 
speech making sets in. We thiit.k that 
meeting of voters might be held re­
gardless of party, and the best possi­
ble candidate or candidates selected 
to whom a requisition to become their 
representative or representatives and 
pledging support, should be sent. 
What each district wants is the BEST 
man obtainable, whether he lives hi 
tpe District or out of it. Let only 
these three characteristics, moral 
character, intelligence and independ­
ence b* present in-the men chosen, 
and we might look for a new condition 
of things in Newfoundland, a just, 
honourable and economical adminis­
tration of .the Government.—The Feo-

Voters of Placentia Bay will find 
in the Evening Chronicle of last night 
a confirmation of the charge made in 
a letter published on Monday in the 
Evening Telegram that the Govern­
ment had granted away lumber land 
in Placentia Bay. Here is the sub­
stance of the charge:—

“Every fisherman in Placentia Bay 
knows that there is only two patches 
of timber in the whole Bay, one is 
situate in Great Sandy Hr., and the 
other at Paradise Sound. Every fall 
the fishermen go for firewood to both 
of these places; in fact they are the 
only places where a mast for a boat 
or her timbers can be cut. In the 
year 1900 Mr. William Coffin, of Hay­
stack. petitioned the Governor in 
Conn 11 for the timber land on Great 
Sandy Hr. River. When the people 
of the Bay heard that their birth­
right was In danger they protested 
against it, and the Government of Sir 
Robert Bond upheld the protest of 
the fishermen and refused to grant 
the land in question, because of it 
being the fishermen’s reserve. Now j 
what has happened? A Mr. Bernard 
McGrath, a schoolmaster from King’s 
Cove, has secured from the Morris 
Government not only all the land of 
the Great Sandy Hr. River, but he 
also seenred a grant for all the tim­
ber areas of Paradise Sound. So that 
the fishermen’s rights to the only two 
bits of timber land in this bay is 
granted to a King's Cove man for 
purely Speculative purposes. Where 
was Mr. Howley when oui1 rights over 
these lands were being bartered 
away? Where was Mr. Devereaux? 
Where was Sir Edward Morris and 
Mr. Frank Morris when this sacrifice 
took place? Both Sir Edward and 
Frank know the value of Sandy Hr. 
River and Paradise Sound woods to 
the fishermen of this Bay. Why did 
they not insist on protecting the fish­
ermen’s rights. These two strips of 
land were worth hundreds of thous­
ands of dollars to the fishermen of 
this bay for firewood, masts and 
schooner building material.”

True, the Chronicle says the land 
has reverted to the Government, but 
this does not in any way justify the 
granting of the land by the Morris 
Government after the protest which 
is referred to in the letter.

No wonder it Is that Mr. Howley Is 
getting out and going to St. John’s 
East. No wonder it is that Mr. Frank 
Morris is seeking the seclusion of a 
permanent job. is it because Mr. 
Howley considers his goose cooked, 
any way?

Is not Mr. Morris’s goose cooked 
anyway? At all events the people 
will take care that Sir Edward’s goose 
is cooked.

A Graball’s
Philosophy.

We must congratulate Mr. McGrath 
on the consistency of his argument 
with his conduct and that of his as­
sociates in the Tory Party. Dr. Lloyd 
got little from the Government and 
therefore his value is small. Mr.

No wonder he sets 
such little value on the Fishermen’s 
Union candidates, who are pledged to 
have no grabs at all. But after all, 
what a funny philosophy.

Norwegian

CONFLICTING REPORTS OF MUCH 

SEVERE FIGHTING.—NO OFFICI­
AL ACCOUNTS.

Special Evening Telegram,
LONDON, To-day.

An almost impenetrable veil con­
ceals the most interesting operations 
of the war in the vicinity of Adrai- 
ncple. no official account of any kind 
bearing on these operations has yet 
been issued.

2,000 BULGARIANS KILLED.
Special Evening Telegram.

SOFIA, To-day.
Newspapers report heavy fighting 

around Adrainople and Kirk Killsseh 
to the east, throe forts in the vicinity 
of Adrainople being captured. Ac­
cording to one rumor two Thousand 
Bulgarians were killed and four thou­
sand wounded in a desperate engage­
ment outsde Kirk Killesseh. It is 
quite clear that all reports of the fall 
of Kirk Kileaseh and the cutting of 
communications with Constantinople 
are quite unfounded. Fighting of a 
more or less serious character con­
tinues at all points along the exten­
sive frontiers and an important battle 
is pending in Kumanova District be­
tween .the Servans and Sekki Pasha 
who. according to Constantinople re­
ports. which is probably exaggerated, 
has a hundred thousand men, and 
strong artillery.

TURKS RETREATING.

SOFIA, To-day.
Newspapers report that the Bulgari­

ans captured several important posi­
tions around Adrainople and Djum- 
bala after severe fighting, but official 
confirmation is lacking. These ac­
counts represent that the Turks are 
retreating from three forts adjacent 
to Adrainople. Bulgarian forces at­
tacked Turks retfeatng from Djum- 
bala which is due south of Sofia on 
the Struma River. Many Turks were 
killed, hundreds were taken prisoners 
and three gautling guns captured 
The Turks were caught between the 
Bulgarian troops and a band of Bui 
garian irregulars and were unable to 
escape owing to the irregulars dyna 
miting a bridge over the Struma be 
tween Djumbala and Novrokop.

NEW YORK, Oct. 22.
Campaign managers are revising 

plans and altering arrangements for 
the wind-up of the PresidentaJ fight. 
The injury to Roosevelt, the voluntary 
withdrawal of Governor Wilson from 
the stump, and the fact that neither 
President Taft nor Vice-President 
Sherman have taken part tn the active 
work of the campaign, have resulted 
in changing the plans of all three of 
the chief political campé. The ensu­
ing two weeks will witness the con­
centration o? activities into sections 
where the respective campaign man­
agers believe the outlook to be the 
most favorable for the capture of dis­
puted ground. Governor Johnson, the 
Progressive Vice-President candidate, 
is to fill in most of Roosevelt's pro­
posed engagements in the East, and 
the Democratic leaders are rushing 
a number of their chief speakers into 
Pennsylvania and New York State to 
take up the work originally planned 
for Governor Wilson. The Democratic 
campaign will centre from Pennsyl­
vania, from this time forward. Ac­
cording to statements made here, a 
score of democratic Senators and Con­
gressmen. who have been speaking 
throughout the country, will be sent 
into the State this week, in the hope 
of making inroads on heretofore solid 
Republican ground. The Republican 
fight also is to be quickened in the 
East, with a concentration of forces 
in New York State. , Secretary ol 
State Philander Knox is to deliver a 
number of speeches in Eastern cities, 
including Buffalo and New York. It 
is expected that Senator Lodge and 
Naval Secretary Meyer will join the 
Republican speaking force, which al­
ready includes Secretary Nagel.

Special Evening Telegram,
PARIS, Oct. 22.

Fears, expressed in Constantinople, 
of possible aggression by Russia in 
Transcaucasia, while Turkey’s hands 
are occupied in the Balkans, are not 
shared by the French Foreign Office 
All the Powers, both the Triple Alli­
ance and the Triple Entente, remain 
united in their determination to local­
ize the fighting and end the war at the 
earliest moment. Mediation at the 
first opportunity has been decided on 
and in the opinion of diplomats this 
may come after the great battle whlcl 
will, doubtless, be fought arounc 
Adrianeple. It is expected that the 
battle will be so far reaching as to 
leave both sides weakened to such at. 
extent that European intervention 
will be welcomed.

HALIFAX. Oct. 22.
During a dense fog this morning 

the Dartmouth ferry boats. Dartmouth 
and Chebucto. were in collision on the 
Halifax side. The Chebucto broke in­
to the Darmouth’s starboard side, 
breaking the guard and a portion ol 
the paddle box. In backing away, the 
Chebucto hit Pickford & Black’s char­
tered steamer Anita, lying at the 
Furness pier, bow oil, denting the 
plates and buckling her own stem 
also slightly injuring the Furness 
Pier. No one was injured.
