A Stimulus Needed
lor Recruiting.

W Twelve months or so ago 
Newfoundland had pride 
of place in the friendly 
rivalry as regards re­

cruiting here and in Can­
ada. That pride of place we have 
lost, and Canada has now a great 
lead in the proportion of her popula­
tion with the colours. We are not 
far behind as those we have sent to 
Great Britain to serve on land and 
sea, hut we are a long way. behind 
as regards those who are at present 
in training and getting ready to be 
sent forward. Canada has sent for­
ward about 120,000. Newfoundland 
has sent forward about 3,000 as sol­
diers or sailors. Canada has about 
100,000 at home in training, New­
foundland has a little more than a 
hundred at home in training. Cana­
da’s efforts in recruiting is increas-. 
ing. Great and enthusiastic recruit­
ing campaigns are being held 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the broad Dominion. In Newfound­

land there has been no recruiting 
campaigns since last winter, and re­
cruiting has fallen to a minimum: 
The Dominion Government has set 
up a standard for itself and aims at 
bringing up the strength of the Do­
minion forces to half a million. The 
Newfoundland Government has set up 
no standard. The lead which the 
Government should have taken has 
not been taken, and as the Govern­
ment is the only body which çan give 
an authoritative lead in this matter 
and set up a standard, recruiting has 
almost died out. In making these 
comments, we have in mind what we 
have mentioned before, viz., that New­
foundland is a country from which a 
large emigration of young men has 
taken place for a generation past, and 
that these young emigrants who have 
settled in Canada have shown up well 
at Canadian recruiting centres and 
that there is a considerable body of 
young Newfoundlanders with the

Canadian Expeditionary forces. These 
together with the settlers from the 
old land have aided materially in 
swelling the numbers of the Canadian 
forces. We also have in mind the 
heavy losses which Newfoundland 
sustained at the ice two years ago. 
But these adverse influences do not 
account for the present deadlock in 
recruiting and afford no answer to the 
lack of lead in the Government. The 
rush to the colors in the early months 
of the war and the steady recruiting 
of Newfoundlanders in Canada show' 
the eagerness and patriotism of our 
boys when the case is presented to 
them, and afford ground for confid­
ence that they will be ready to an­
swer the call when it is made to 
them in a proper way. The Canadian 
enlistment to date of some 220,000, 
gives us a standard which we may try 
to reach. It means the doubling of our 
present strength. We are not suggest­
ing the new panadian standard, which 
is more than double this number. 
That is too high for present aims. Yet 
this standard is but tfi reach by next 
December what Australia expects to 
reach by next June, and both stand­
ards are a long way behind the stand­
ard fixed by the Government at home; 
which is to keep the strength of the 

, army and navy from the British Isles 
| up to 4,250,000. That standard is at 
least 50 per cent greater than the 
high standard set up by Canada, which 
itself means the addition of 280,000 
men to the Canadian forces, without 
counting the making good of losses.

There was no sign in Premier Bor­

den’s New York speech that Canada 
is growing weary of supporting Eng­
land in the war. Very slight appre­
ciation exists in the United States of 
the extent to which the Dominion is 
being developed as a military power. 
Were all of its forces at home, Can­
ada would have 175,000 men under 
arms; and such an army trained and 
equipped would put the United States 
into the shade. Canada is also de­
veloping very rapidly a great muni­
tions industry, under the direct stim­
ulus of British war orders. It has 
recently been intimated that within 
a few months the British Government 
could afford to ignore the possibility 
of an Amerisan embargo on muni­
tions because of the Dominion’s much 
increased capacity of production. 
The war will end, apparently, with 
our good neighbor thoroughly and 
efficiently organized on a war footing, 
for the first time since our civil war 
in any way comparable with the Uni­
ted States in military power immedi­
ately effective. It is highly gratifying 
that this fact has not aroused uneasi­
ness or jealousy in this country. The 
present discussion of preparedness 
lias not inyolved the least reference 
to Canada's military strength. Noth­
ing could more completely demon­
strate the essential friendship of the 
two countries.—Springfield Republi­
can.

NO ABSOLUTE BLOCKADE.
LONDON, To-day.

The opening phrases of the speech­
es of Sir Edward Grey, foreign Sec­
retary, Commons, and Marquis Lans- 
downe, Minister without portfolio, In 
the Lords to-day gave the Impression 
that the British To hastGovernment is not 
likely to resort to absolute blockade 
of Germany. Arthur Shirely Benn, 
Unionist, introducing a motion for an 
effective blockade, urged the Govern­
ment in conjunction with Entente Al­
lies to declare that the entire oceanic 
traffic with Germany shall be prevent­
ed by blockade. He said he did. not! 
think America would object as a 
blockade would be of the same prin­
ciple as was the blockade declared by 
Lincoln. “I hope the Government 
will abolish the Orders in Council and 
issue in conjunction with our Allies 
a strong declaration that the Allies 
have decided from now on that the 
entire oceanic traffic to Germany 
will be prevented by blockade of Ger­
man ports,” said Benn. Cont.inuing he 
said the lines should be drawn from 
outside the Norwegian three mile lim­
it to Scotland and across the English 
Channel and Straits of Gibraltar. 
Everything going into Germany or 
coming out should he stopped there. 
Even If we are accused of violating 
rights of neutrals, we ought to con­
sider expediency and put such a 
blockade Into force at once, if we are 
convinced it will bring war to a 
speedier close.

Foreign Secretary Grey opened his 
speech by saying, it was a difficult 
and complicated subject, which the 
House had under consideration. He 
had gathered from the debate there 
was a real misapprehension concern­
ing the amount of trade passing into 
Germany and regarding what this 
Government was doing to stop that 
trade. The figures given to the press 
had created a grotesque impression 
in regard to the amount of leakage 
which would not bear investigation. 
He asserted the attack was founded 
on those figures and did great injus­
tice to the Government, for these fig­
ures did not take into consideration 
the fact that in many cases exports 
from the United States had merely 
made good the supplies which neu­
trals formerly drew from Germany. 
The figures given for exports deal on­
ly with goods which left the United 
States, and gave no information con­
cerning their arrival. Sir Edward re­
ferred as an example to the case of 
meat cargoes, consigned to neutral 
countries now before the prize courts. 
He proceeded to analyze some of the 
published figures in order to demon­
strate that they were misleading. Sir 
Edward said that as a matter of fact 
the Government was doing what sup­
porters of the blockade policy de­
manded. We cannot do more than we 
are already doing, he said, in regard 
to neutrals. Sir Edward Said the 
Government was prepared to examine 
any alternative policy. If while it 
was more pleasing to neutrals, the 
Government was convinced it was 
equally effective with th 
method. The Government,
Was going to reply to the last Ameri­
can note after consulting with the 
French Government’s contraband 
committee, which includes two repre­
sentatives of the Admiralty, which, 
the speaker said, had done its work 
admirably. During the last year 
there were only three cases in which 
ships were dealt with without con­
sulting that committee. Sir Edward 
said it was time these attacks ceased 
fbr they must have a dispiriting ef­
fect on the navy. Continuing he said 
the task of the Foreign Office was 
burdensome. It has to do its best to 
retain the good will of neutrals. It 
has to explain, justify and defend our 
interference with neutral trade. If 
■we are to establish a line of blockade, 
we must do it consistently with the 
rights of neutrals, and must let 
through bona fide vessels to neutral 
ports. That is the intention of the 
supporters of the blockade resolution, 
and is what is actually being done. 
We are unable to do more than at­
tempt to stop goods and that is being 
done. We are applying the doctrine 
of continuous voyage, Sir Edward 
said. We quite agree that we want 
common action with our Allies, and 
that is what we had with France,' 
when Orders in Council was issued.

The sub­
ject for debate was, “That it is as 
much the duty of the State to teach 
Practical Business as it is to teach 
common school studies.” Mr. S. 
Woods, leader for the affirmative, 
briefly reviewing the growth and de­
velopment of commercial and indus­
trial life, especially during the last 
century, showed how necessary was 
Practical Busiqess training or Tech­
nical Education, as taught by Tech­
nical and Business Colleges and also 
in manual training classes. The boy 
by means of his technical education 
would be efficiently trained and busi­
ness could only be improved.

Mr. A. Soper, leader for the nega­
tive, declare^ Technical Education 
to be unpractical, the common ele­
mentary studies as taught in the 
schools, if properly taught, would be 
amply sufficient for a boy to start in 
life. The cost and difficulty of find­
ing technical teachers to send around 
the island, also the trouble of select­
ing suitable professions for industries 
for a boy not old enough to judge for 
: imself.

Mr. T. Soper, for the affirmative, 
showed how difficult it is for boys to 
receive technical- education along the 
lines of their trade or profession and 
technical colleges should be estab­
lished. How many accidents are caus­
ed by unskilled workmen ?

Mr. Parkins, for the negative, de­
clared himself in favor of ‘scientific 
teaching along the lines of local in­
dustries and the fisheries, but this 
was not Practical Business training, 
only one out of four would receive 
any real benefit. Mr. J. Baggs be­
lieved that common elementary stud­
ies are not sufficient, and boys ought 
to be given a chance to study and 
acquire a thorough knowledge of their 
profession or trade. Mr. W. Peters, 
for the negative, thought that a boy 
who was given a good grouding in 
elementary studies was capable of de­
veloping himself along the lines of his 
trade. Lively discussion followed, 
six or seven speakers taking part, and 
on the vote being taken the negative 
won by a fair majority.
