American Force 
on Western Front 
Within Six Weeks

National Guardsmen With Border Ex­
perience All Right, Say Missions—
Ought to go in Small Batches—Few
Weeks’ Traliting Overseas Sufficient
Allied Experts Believe.

Washington, April 30.—It will be 
only a matter of a few days before 
United States Militia units now mo­
bilized; hi this country are on their 
way to 'the European front, and less 
than six weeks before they are actu­
ally embattled with the Germans on : 
the European front, if the Allies’ 
urgent recommendations to the Am­
erican Government meet with the ap­
proval of the Administration. It be­
came really known to-dayr, following 
the disclosures of Marshal Joffre, that 
the Allies want American troops in j 
batches of several hundred to go at 
once to Europe aboard every ship . 
that sails. This will obviate neces­
sity for the concentration of enor­
mous numbers of men in one place, 
and the crippling of food and muni­
tion ships to carry them.

National Guard Wanted.

The Allies want mobilized National 
Guard units which were at the Mexi­
can border, because they feel that 
these men were equipped by their ; 
border work to go at once to the wes­
tern front and train within sound of I 
the big guns, so they will be tempered \ 
for battle in not longer than five 
weeks.

These American troops, the Allies 
have assured this .Government, will 
not be fused with French, British, 
Indian or other troops, but will fight 
as American units, under their own 
colors.

The Allies’ recommendations to­
day were intended to wean this coun­
try away from the idea, that before 
American troops go abroad they must 
be trained here for months.

The Allies’ idea is to take small 
American units and specialize them, 
as must be done in this war. % This 
specialized course under the guns is 
vitally necessary, the Allies pointed 
out, because they can develop bomb 
squads, sappers, snipers, trench ex­
perts and other highly specialized 
groups from each unit in a few 
weeks.

■‘.Not only would this help our 
fighting strength,” said an Ally Com­
mander to-day, "but it would have a 
most depressing moral effect on the 
Germans along the entire front.”

U. S. Staff Opposed. •
This plan, however, conflicts with 

the desires of the General Staff of the 
V. S. army. The General Staff does 
not vyant any green American troops 
sent out of the country. The present 
plan is to train the new drafts inten­
sively in thik country.

The General Staff, too, is strongly 
opposed to any volunteer units and 
Particularly to the proposed division 
of Colonel Roosevelt. It is opposed 
to sending small units abroad at any 
'time. The idea is to have an army 
of at least 500,000 men before any

Another Whack at
German Shams

FROM HERR HARDEN.
Copenhagen, via London, May i>— 

Maximilian Harden, the German “en­
fant terrible,” publishes in the latest 
issue of Die Ziekunft another frank 
article exposing to German readers 
the “shams, pretences and itnstaKës" 
of their Government’s policy.

The article is devoted to the entirÿJ 
of the United States Into the", war, 
which Herr Harden warns the people 
must be taken most seriously, both 
from the moral side, as a symptom Of 
the weakness of Germany's appeal to 
the neutral world, and the failure of 
her foréign policy, and bectluse of the. 
physical aspects of the weight which 
America will ultimately be able to 
throw into the scale.

In the article lie revises the steps 
leading to the German and American 
peace proposals, the proclamation of 
unrestricted submarine war, and the 
American decision of a state of war. 
and declares, with a daring to which 
probably no other German publicist 
is equal, that Germany's peace over­
tures were put forward only as a 
bridge over which Germany could 
pass to relentless submarine warfare.

Another article by Herr *Harden cul­
minates in an appeal to Germany to 
put the interior of her house in or­
der and introduce democratic con­
ditions, which the writer says is the 
only sure basis for future peace.

Scarcely less noteworthy than his 
scathing criticism of German diplo­
macy (but not that of Count von 
Bernstorff, former Ambassador to the 
United States, whose work he praises) 
is Herr Harden’s justification to Ger­
man readers of America’s attitude 
during the war, and his demolition, for 
example, of the favorite pan-Gernfan 
arguments that the United States 
was inspired solely by "dollar chas 
ing,” and looked upon war only as 
a source for enormous profits from 
munition supplies.

Herr Harden condemns the limita­
tions of the peace offer of the Cen­
tral Powers, whose purpose was, he 
says, to pave the way for a declara­
tion of submarine war, and the re­
jection of President Wilson’s offer of 
mediation, and the German official ef­
forts to deceive and mislead the Presi­
dent regarding the coming submarine 
campaign. A rupture of relations was 
inevitable, from President Wilson’s 
notes, the moment this was proclaim­
ed, but Herr Harden believes that it 
might have been limited to this and 
armed neutrality if it had not been 
for the overtures looking to an alli­
ance with Mexico and Japan, upon 
which he lavishes all the language of 
ridicule and contempt.

“What is*now needed," concludes 
Herr Harden, “is not longing whim 
pers for peace, not the crazy peace 
missions of Scheidemann, Ergberger, 
and other amateur diplomats, but a 
bold attemut to recognize again the 
plain truths of the situation and re­
store worthy freedom of Criticism and 
decision.

AMERICA’S PART.
Our new Ally is rapidly

1——pushing to completion 
tlie work of preparation 
which bridges the space 

separating her front the conflict 'n 
Europe. Marshal Joffre and his as­
sociates have had their way and pre­
vailed over the sentiment • of the 
American War Office which, excus­
ably enough, preferred training a 
W-ge army to efficiency in its own 
• .--unity to sending it immediately in 
drafts to be trained in France. Sev­
eral convincing reasons for their view 
of the matter have been urged by the 
French Commission, chief of which is 
the moral effect upon friend and foe 
which the presence at the front or 
behind it of even a small American 
force would have, and the fact that 
in any case the troops can be better 
trained and specialised in France 
than on this side. Regiments of En­
gineers are to be the pioneers and the 
importance of that branch of the army 
marks the decision as a wise one. 
American engineers, particularly rail­
way engineers, are as good as any in 
the world, and these will render in­
valuable service in maintaining the 
lines of communication behind the 
advancing armies of Haig and Nivelle. 
Almost as valuable will be the en­
couragement they will give to strug­
gling and hard pressed France, and 
Joffre knows how Sorely she is in 
need of it.
- The chief objection raised to the 
dispatch of American troops at once 
is that of transport, which - will un­
avoidably withdraw tonnage from tlie 
trade and food service which the sub­
marines are inroading so badly. But 
even in that regard it may be argued 
that the transport later of a large 
army will suddenly withdraw a much 
greater tonnage, and that it is better 
to dilute the demand gradually. In 
any case the decision to follow Joffre's 
advice is indirect evidence that both 
sides do not consider the submarine 
war to be quite so serious as some 
messages and the tables of sinkings 
have led us to think. It is serious 
enough In all conscience, and we 
trust that the American boast that an 
effective antidote has been at last 
found is not all newspaper copy. 
The best brains of all the Allies are 
working on the problem and it will 
be solved as the Zeppelin problem was 
solved. It has three distinct aspects, 
offensive measures against the sub­
marines, defensive, in protection of 
ships attacked, and reparative, in 
making good the losses. The devices 
hinted at must belong to either of the 
first two of these, while in respect of 
the last the United States is doing 
good work. It is said that within six 
months three ships daily can leave 
the slips, while the work of repairing 
the seventy odd German and Austrian 
interned ships is proceeding rapidly. 
The war will have produced no great­
er irony, no more striking instance of 
poetic Justice, if the great Vaterland 
carries, as she is most likely to do, 
battalions of American troops to 
France to take the field against those 
that built her.

zelist afrmy, participated in this last 
and the fact is significant. Matters 
may move quickly in Greece before 
long. Since Roumanie was overrun 
and Constantine needed to have his 
wings clipped by the disarmament 
and remova* of his army to the Pel­
oponnesus, German prestige in 
Greece has not advanced. The Turks 
near at hand have lost Baghdad and 
are seen to be in a bad way; Bulgaria 
is seething with discontent and open 
clashes have occurred between Bul­
garian and Turkish soldiers; Ameri­
ca has Joined the Allie», Constantine 
sits on a shaky throne. The need, if 
there ever was one, of temporising 
with him has long passed and it will 
he surprising if he retains his power 
much longer. With-his removal, it 
would not be too sanguine to hope 
that not the Venizelists alone but the 
whole of Greece and its army will 
Join the ranks of the Entente. The 
particular addition of a force of two 
or three hundred thousand men 
would be of critical importance at 
this juncture, for it would decide be­
yond doubt the balance of forces in 
this theatre. It may be questioned 
whether the Allies are strong enough 
to conduct an offensive, though the 
weakening of Turkey should now help 
them; but if they achieve initial suc­
cess with the Venizelists in their 
ranks, it may well result in bringing 
in a united Greece. Whereupon a 
campaign of the first importance 
would be launched.

GERMANS COOK THEIR ACCOUNTS.
COPENHAGEN, To-day.

The German version of the French 
official war report of last Saturday 
suppresses entirely reference to the 
capture of the portion of the Hinden- 
burg line southeast of Vauxaillon. Ot­
her evidence of the doctoring of Al­
lied official reports, to make them 
agree with the claims in the German 
official statements indicates anxiety of 
the German authorities as to the effect 
of news from the Western front upon 
public opinion. A supplementary re­
port supplied to the Monday morning 
papers through the German official 
fiewe Bureau ignores all .fresh suc­
cesses except the capture of Winter- 
burg Hill, and is written in such a 
strain as to evoke headlines like 
French defeated on Aisne in gigantic

SMALL TRADESMEN RUINED IN' 
GERMANY.

LONDON, To-Day. *

Alone to Blame

The Scctsmaii : It was not the 
Kaiser but a German citizen who 
struck a medal to commemorate the 
infamy of the Lusitania; it was not a 
minister, but a popular writer, who 
composed the hymn of hate. When 
was was declared in August, 1914, it 
was not in the Palace, but in the 
streets, that there was revelry of in­
toxicated pride. The German people 
have become a great Power under the 
guidance of the Hohenzollerns; they 
were promised by their military au­
tocracy a future of dazzling wealth 
and domjnion, beside which the pros­
perity they had attained would seem 
almost contemptible. They gloried 
in the Kaiser . and his aggressive 
schemes till they entered the valley 
of the shadow; they will not emerge 
from that valley till they become 
sensible of the debasement that has 
come upon them.

Manchester Despatch : A soldier 
recently writing home to his people 
described how he had been buried 
alive for a couple of hours in a de­
molished dug-out, but eventually was 
extricated by his comrades.

Ihe Russian Peril.
(From the Boston Transcript.)

Regarding the true state of affairs 
in Russia to-day, a misunderstanding 
exists in this country that is funda­
mental and far-reaching. It arises 
in part from our national* and not 
unnatural disposition to take an op­
timistic view of the new-born democ­
racy in whatever part of the world 
the infant appears, and in part from 
the popular failure to remember that 
all dispatches from Petrograd to-day 
save the confidential advices in code 
to the Government , at Washington, 
are Subject to a drastic censorship. 
For the effect there as well as here 
this (censorship is used . not only to 
minimize the extent of the chaotic 
comfitions that obtain to-day in the 
Russian army, but to suppress many 
significant facts regarding the nu­
merous differences of opinion that 
haves arisen among the various fac­
tion j that participated in the over­
throw of the Romanoffs.

It is a mistake to assume that only 
by betraying the Allies and making 
“a separate peace” with the Germans 
can the Russians turn their revolu­
tion from a help into a hindrance to 
the onward march of the armies of 
democracy. The Russian peril lurks 
less in the possibilities of successful 
German intrigue than in the realities 
of Russian divisions over the form 
which the new democracy should 
take. Just as the immersion of the 
California Republicans in their own 
quarrel lost their party the fight in 
the nation for the presidency last 
autumn, so the Revolutionists in Rus­
sia are in danger to-day of letting 
their national interests lead them to 
forget, if not forego, their interna­
tional responsibilities.

Washington must be aware of the 
urgency of the predicament with 
which the United States is threatened 
by the growing gravity of the Rus­
sian peril. If our Government is dis­
posed to doubt the facts reported to 
it from its own agents all over Rus­
sia, in the last fortnight, the mem­
bers of the French and British mis­
sions can and doubtless will supply 
abundant corroboration. But the 
President indicated his own concern 
over the situation by the earnest ap­
peal lie made to Elihu Root to under­
take the mission to Russia. Neither 
the honor nor the responsibility of 
that task would have tempted a

statesman whose life has been as full 
of honors and responsibilities as_ Mr. 
Root's has been. The invitation from 
the White House, however, took the 

■form of a summons to a patriotic 
service of tremendous delicacy, diffi­
culty and danger, and Mr. Root's ac­
ceptance was, therefore, to be ex­
pected. With him should go the 
ablest group of expert nation- 
builders that can be spared, and the 
mission should be delegated extraor­
dinary powers, that its members may 
be equal to the extraordinary tasks 
that await them at Petrograd.

It is more than money and materi­
als that Russia requires to-day. The 
now democracy must1 feel as spon as 
possible the firm and steadying hand 
of the guide, philosopher and friend 
that Elihu Root is so altogether able 
to supply. In the meantime the Am­
erican Government will gain nothing 
either in helping Russia to her feet 
or in helping Americans to under­
stand the Russian peril, by permitting 
the American press and public to la­
bor under the hallucination that “all 
is well in'Russia to-day.” The con­
trary is true, and the truth ought to 
be laid.

Plumbers and
Masons on Strike.

Many of the skilled workmen of the 
city are demanding more pay to meet 
the rapidly increasing high cost of 
living and to-day the Plumbers and 
Masons are out on strike.

At a meeting of the Plumbers Union 
held last night a discussion took 
place over a letter sent to Plumbing 
firms on April 30th requesting an in­
crease of fiOc. a day to their present 
wages. Only one reply was received 
and that was from Mooro & Co., who 
acceded to the request. The absence 
of answers from the other firms was 
taken as a refusal and a strike this 
morning was the outcome.

The Masons refused to work yester­
day at less than the rate of $5 per 
day. The attitude of the strikers was 
upheld by the Union at a meeting held 
last night. The Master Builders’ As­
sociation are not in favour of giving 
the Masons the increased pay and this 
is supposed to be the cause of the 
present strike.

Clearing Station, 
Somewhere in England, 

April 12th, 1917.

Dear Parents,—Just a short note to 
say I am now in dear old Blighty, 
Somewhere in England, but I’m not 
settled yet, as we go to some hospital 
Monday I think. Guess you know by 
this that I got wounded in the left 
arm, a machine gun bullet, my arm 
ain’t sore only just a bullet through 
the flesh, but I thought for the minute 
I was finished and my first word was:
Oh, mother!” It is a fact any one who 

gets wounded their first word is “Oh, 
mother!" I got> smack on the head 
but luckily my stdel helmet saved me 
from being killed, it put a big dent in 
it and knocked me down for a few 
minutes, and then I got a crack in the 
hip, but this time my water bottle 
came in good, only knocked me over, 
and up at Fritz again. You bet I felt 
like hammering some of them down. 
They were a starved looking bunch, 
they could not get up any food for four 
days. I guess you know by now 
where the Canadians made their big 
advance and captured Vimy Ridge. It 
was a glorious sight—all kihds of 
prisoners coming in when I left. We 
gave old Fritz what we promised him 
since we were out training in January. 
I had a lot of souvenirs but when I got 
hit I threw them all away and figured 
out the best way to get clear without 
getting worse, ao up I got and beat it 
about a mile and a half from our own 
line and I met the tanks coming, and 
you should see the Huns putting up 
their hands to them; it was fun and 
tragedy combined. I will close ^now 
and will write you from hospital and 
give you my address. I just came in 
from around the town, it’s a lovely 
place. So good bye now. Love to all

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To-day the Allies have no time lim­
it to face. They have no condition 
elsewhere which calls them to move 
in advance of complete readiness, and 
there is evidence that they have nr 
intention of malting any forced drive. 
We have seen the British attack and 
wilt, the most notable victory of 
trend warfare in the West, and we 
have se,en t8em, lp@@ng achieved a 
great success, pauSe and begin me­
thodically to collect their artillery 
and their munitions for another blow. 
We shall presently see the French, 
now attacking, doing the same thing.

It is well to put aside any overem­
phasis of the value of the map in the 
present campaign. The primary ob­
ject of Allied strategy now is not to 
pierce German lines, but to break 
German resistancé on any line on 
which Hindenburg elects to stand and 
fight. Possessing superior numbers, 
superior artillery and an enormous 
advantage in ammunition, the Allies 
propose to use these deliberately and 
methodically to break down not mere­
ly the physical but the moral strength 
of the foe before them with the least 
expenditure of life consistent with 
achieving this object.

The great losses in offensives in 
trench warfare have invariably come 
after an initial attack has met with 
material success. In the Battle of 
Champagne the French took twenty- 
five thousand prisoners and one hun­
dred guns in the first attack at a re­
latively low cost. They suffered very 
heavy losses with no great gains 
when they tried to continue their at­
tack—to “stretch” their success—with 
out further adequate artillery pre­
paration. At Verdun the Germans 
scored very heavily in the first five 
days at relatively moderate cost, and 
their subsequent gains were purchas­
ed at a frightful expense and were 
inconsiderable.

It m one of the most hopeful signs 
of the war that the British have not 
made a similar mistake before Arras, 
and having taken the maximum of 
possible profit from their original at­
tack have halted, consolidated their 
position and permitted the Germans 
to expend thousands of lives in fruit­
less counter attacks. We shall hfTve, 
some time in the next week or ten 
days, another British blow. At that 
tjine'we shall probably see the French 
pause on the grpund that they have 
gained, methodically and deliberately 
consolidate their positions, bring up 
their artillery and prepare for a new 
blow.

The simple question that we have 
to face now is whether the Germans 
can long endure the constant pound­
ing which is to be their portion this 
vear. In ten days they have lost

Just as the North expected the fall 
of Richmond, the world is now look­
ing forward to the piercing of the 
German lines and a consequent col­
ossal disaster. This may come. But 
it is to be remembered that this is the 
maximum of the expectation of Allied 
strategy. The minimum is far dif­
ferent. Between the two there is a 
wide range of possibility.

Great offensives hitherto in the 
present war have had for their pur­
pose some definite ouject, such as the 
piercing of a line at a given point. In 
the case of the Allies such offensives 
have almost invariably been made 
not merely because of the situation 
on the immediate front, but because 
of necessities elsewhere. Thus the 
Allied attack in September, 1915, was 
made in advance of adequate prepara­
tion because of the Russian situation. 
And the offensive at the Somme a 
year later was made primarily be­
cause Verdun was in sore straits.

WAR SUMMARY.

NEW YORK, May 7.
The British and Germans through­

out Monday were still engaged in 
violent fighting for possession of the 
town of Bulleeourt, midway between 
Arras and Cambrai, and also in this 
immediate region at Roeux and be­
tween Fortatne and Reincourt. Brit­
ish forces are no., at the north­
western and eastern outskirts of Bul- 
lecourt, leaving only the southern 
end of it available for retreat of the 
Germans who are still Inside. Official 
reports assert the British entered 
well into the town, and that hand-to- 
hand fighting was going on. North of 
this sector the Germans report that a 
heavy British attack at Roeux and 
Fortaine and Reincourt was repulsed 
during the day with sanguinary loss­
es, while still further north in the re­
gion of Lens the British official re* 
cords the repulse of the third German 
counter-attack on the new acquired 
British positions. South of the Sou­
diez River British rifle and machine- 
gun fire entirely wiped out the Ger­
man forces which attacked in waves, 
while the supporting contingents 
were taken under the direct artillery 
fire and barrage and forced to give 
up the effort. Monday saw no con­
tinuation of heavy infantry fighting, 
but Sunday night northwest of Bois­
sons in the region of Moulin de Laf- 
faux and along the Chemin des 
Dames, the artillery continued to 
roar in a mighty duel. The French 
here and everywhere are consolida­
ting their gains and preparing for a 
fresh thrust against the German 
lines. The Berlin war office claims 
that in Sunday night's fighting the 
Germans obtained local successes at 
numerous points, notably at Winter- 
burg on the northern slope, which , 
was recaptured, and on the southern 
slope from which the French were 
forced to retreat. Greek troops, fol- ! 
lowers of former Premier Venizelos 
in conjunction with French forces 
have occupied Bulgarian positions on | 
a front of more than three miles in j 
the Serbian theatre and repulsed 
Bulgarian counter attacks delivered 
to annul the advantage. This an­
nouncement which was made by the 
Paris war office, is interesting, inas- i 
much as it shows for the first time 
that the followers of Venizelos are 
actively under arms and < with the 
Entente forces, fighting in Macedonia.

The American flag will float over the 
American contingents on the battle­
field of France at the earliest possi­
ble moment. Nine companies of en­
gineers are being sent to France to 
aid in keeping open the lines of com­
munication. For the first time in 
several months German airplanes 
have dropped bombs in London. Mis­
siles fell in the northeastern part of 
the city killing one man and wound­
ing another man and woman. Slight 
material damage resulted.

LONDON, May 7.

The official from the headquarters 
in France to-night reads: This after­
noon the enemy launched his third 
counter attack with considerable 
force upon our new positions south 
of Souchez River. The first wave of 
the assault reached the slope in front 
of our trenches and was destroyed by 
our rifle and machine gun fire. Sup­
porting waves caught by our artillery 
barrage were broken up. No Ger­
mans reached our trenches. This 
morning a strong body of the enemy 
was caught in the open in the neigh­
borhood of Bulleeourt by our artil­
lery and machine gun fire, suffering 
heavy casualties. Successful work 
was done by our airplanes yesterday 
in spite of strong wind. Six German 
airplanes were brought down. One 
fell within our lines and one other 
enemy machine was driven down out 
of control.

NAVAL CO-DPERATION.
WASHINGTON, May 7.

BANKERS LOSE LAW CASE.
WASHINGTON, May 7.

The New York banks to-day lost 
their litigation in the Supreme Court 
against the North German-LIoyd liner 
Kronprinzessin Cecilie, now lying in 
Boston harbor, in which they claim­
ed 2,240,000 dollars damages for fail­
ure of the vessel to deliver gold bul­
lion worth 115,500 dollars shipped to 
England and France just at the out­
break of the war. The Cecilie, the 
Supreme Court decided, is not liable 
for damages to shippers for turning 
back to America in mid-ocean and 
abandoning the voyage. The decision 
determines largely similar claims 
against scores of other German ves­
sels in American ports. Justice 
Holmes delivered the decision. Jus­
tices Pitney and Clark dissented.

MAY PURCHASE LIQUOR INTER- 
ESTS.

LONDON, May 7.
An order will be issued in the near 

future providing that waste of any 
kind of food shall be a punishable of­
fence. Capt. Chas. Bathurst, Parlia­
mentary Secretary of the Food Con­
troller’s Department made this an­
nouncement to-day in the Commons. 
The discussion by the House on the 
work of the liquor control board 
which is to open to-morrow is awaited 
with considerable interest as the Gov­
ernment probably will indicate its

tribute four per cent, of their salary 
towards a fund to provide a pension 
for themselves in their old age, Vice- 
Chairman Kelly strongly opposed the 
adoption of such a measure, but was 
satisfied if the same should apply to 
future officials of the Council or those 
in the service less than ten years. A 
lengthy discussion took place in which 
all present expressed their views, and 
on a vote being taken the section as 
amended at the previous meeting was 
passed, 10 voting for and 3 against. 
So that in future all civic employees, 
who shall be determined by the Coun­
cil as eligible to contribute towards 
the pension fund, will do so as soon as 
the new Municipal Bill becomes law. 
At present the Council holds no legal 
right to grant pensions to old or dis­
abled employees and those former of­
ficials who are paid a weekly or 
monthly allowance are receiving the 
same at the good grace of the Coun­
cil.

The Secretary's report to the Joint 
Select Committee of the Legislature 
was the next order of business. About 
a dozen or more sections were passed 
by the Committee and the Secretary 
read a draft of several other idtra- 
graphs which will be discussed at the 
next night of meeting. It is expected 
that two or three more meetings will 
conclude the work of this energetic 
body of citizens who have devoted so 
much time and labour on behalf of the 
citizens of St. John’s.
