The Rhodes Trustees announce that the election
of scholars will be resumed this year, when there wil
be an election for two candidates to fill up the scholar-
ships for 1918 and 1919.

Next year the Trust again proposes to choose two
candidates for 1920 and 1921, after which the annua]
elections will resume their normal course. :

Candidates must be British subjects and unmar-
ried. They must have passed their nineteenth bhirth-
day but must not have passed their 25th birthday, on
the first of October of the year for which they are
elected. :

Candidates must have had two years of training
at some degree-granting University or College, or a
;:outrse of study accepted by the Trustees as an equiva-
ent.

The Trust is very anxious, other things being equal,
to give first consideration to men who have showed
their patriotism by going on active service.

Amongst those applying there may.be some who
have not been able, on account of service, to get the
two years of university life required by the regula-
tions. . Oxford has arranged to excuse such men from
Responsions, and the Trust thinks that they should be
allowed to compete.

On. the other.hand the local committee has been
strongly urged not to select anyone who by the want
of preparatory training is not fairly prepared to get
good results from a course at-Oxford.

Men who have not been on service will be expected
to meet the University requirements.

The Scholar elected for 1918 will be expected to go
into residence not later than January 1920. The one
elected for 1919 will {gke up work in Oxford in Octo-
ber 1920.

Applications for the 1918 scholarship to be accom-
panied by ten copies of certificates and testimonials
should be made to the undersigned not later than
July 1st of this year.

The candidate for 1918 will be eligible if he were
not more than 25 years of age on October 1st, 1917.

The date for receiving avpplications for the 1919
gcholarship will be announced later.

Census Returns.

The population of our Island ‘in
those days was very small indeed. In
1785 it was computed that only 10,244
wintered on the Island; in 1806 the
estimate was raised to 26,5605.

Martin furnishes one in 1822-3
amounting to 52,157, and another in
1827-8 which was 60,088. This would
imply a very small increase indeed;

Wet Statisties.

_Ift, 1886 there were 278,967 gals. of
spirits imported from the West In-
dies and Holland, and 50,689 gallons
of 'wine imported from Portugal. This
importation of wine was divided into
four grades, according to quality. One
would hardly credit the amount of
fish ‘taken and shipped to market in
those -early days, and I think it will
‘interest the readers of the Evening
Telegram (more ‘especially the fisher-

{men) to give the amount each year

from 1790 to 1836, which includes the
dates so ably described by Mr. Kel-
son in his interesting letters about
the great firm of Slade of Trinity. In
1790, 1791, 1792 the average catch of
codfish was 656,800 qtls.; 1798, 1799,
1800 the average was 382,881. In
1805—526,380; in 1815—1,245,808; in
1820—899,729; in 1825—973,464; in
1830—760,177; in 1833—883,536; in
1834—674,998; in 1835—712,588. (Col-
onial Tables). It was Mr. Kelson's
reference to the firm of Kemp that in-
duced me to make the above remarks,
as well as to show to the present gen-
eration what a class of fishermen we
had in those far-off days, to secure
such large quantities of fish each
year, when it must be remembered
that we had not Labrador to veer and
haul on to any great extent as we
have of later years. Since those days

to the general catch, and from the
year 1872 -to 1894, the average ship-
ment from Labrador by the great firm
of John Munn & Co., was about 178,-
000 qtls. I shall now continue Mr,
Kelson’s letters.

Complains of Goods.

Sir,—In my last number (copy of

on examining her Invoice and seeing
the children youngsters, I was great-
ly disappointed.

you sent from Poole men’s boots, boys’
boots, fishipg boots, genging twine,
Russian anvas, - barvels, ‘heading,
gloves, large boats’ kettles for fisher-
men, small rodes, small single blocks
and caplin ‘seines, which all come un-
der the head of fishing gear, instead
of the useless article of strong beer
(and it would not have taken up more
room than tho§e 12 tierces) it would
have been much more to your ad-
vantage.. After the arrival of two ves-
sels you“r Planters of course expect-
ed to get everything, and I am sorry to
see them disappointed, and forming
connections with other houses in order
to obtain some of those necessary ar-
ticles which I have mentioned. From
Liverpool, too, it was wrong to let a
vessel come without pitch and tar,
lead, iron pots, glassware and earth-
enware, loaf sugar, soap, etc. How-
ever I hope we shall not be long with-
out a supply of the articles we are at
present short of, and it gives me great
pleasure to find that you intend in the
course of the season to send me
everything according to my last Fall’s
Indent. I should hope you will rather
increase it, and indeed I think you
will- as from the great events which
have lately taken place in Europe, you
can’t but expect that Newfoundland
will require a greater supply of
everything for this year and the next
than ever before. The price of fish

1 am well pleased with the appear-
ance of Mr. Martin and have no doubt
but that he wil Irender us much as-
sistance. I most heartily wish that
an accommodation may shortly be
made with America, in which case I
shall expect, and shall be extremely
happy to see you here.

Vessels and Youngsters.

June 14th, 1814.

I am now looking for the return of
the Swallow which schooner sailed
on the 8th inst., for St. John's with
582 qtls. Madeira and West India fish,
and 203 bundles hoops, which I ex-
pect met with a ,good market. The
Stanley, Capt. Moulam, left this place
about a week ago for Fogo having put
in here on account of the ice. Our
shipwright Wm. Newhook, is now com-
mencing planting; I had great diffi-
culty in prevailing on him to remain
with me last fall to finish the schoon-
er and was abliged to agree to his own
terms, or leave her unfinished on the
stocks. I have no shipwright now,
and it is impossible to procure one.
Neither have I any master for the
Mary. Since the loss of John Dwyer
I have been trying for one, but to no
purpose. I must do the best I can
with her the summer with mates and
sailors, etc. The Swallow I shall send
to the French Shore and the Cosmopo-
lite or Mary also if I can raise hands.
I can’t think what can be your reason
for hesitating so much in sending out
“youngsters” after my having urged
it so much in all my letters last fall.
The -George was mnot loaded this
spring from Liverpool. $She had
plenty of room for a dozen or more
without the least inconvenience and
Capt. Grossard as well as Beil says
plenty were to be had in Cork, Ire-
land, from £19 to £23 each for two
summers and winter. Your Ilimiting
Grossard to £18 was just the same as
saying don’t ship any. If you had said
£30 it would not have been one half-
penny more expense to you as I could
readily dispose of them to the plant-
ers at 13 or 14 pounds each for pas-
sage and expenses of shipping and at
the same time give much satisfaction
to them and secure to ourselves a
good quantity of fish. Youngsters this
gseason are more in demand than ever
they were before. I have sold 15 or 16
half hogsheaﬁs of strong beer at b
guineas each, and have no doubt of
disposing of the remainder on the
same terms or nearly. I hope the
Gannet will be here soon with salt
and the John and Elizabeth with the
articles I have before stated we are
badly in need of. In hopes of getting
the George ready by the time I have
mentioned, I remain, Sir,

Deplores Salt Shortage.

Trinity, June 3rd, 1814.
Mr. Robert Slade,

Sir,—I have just received a letter
by Mr. Garland’s George from Capt.
Stanworth of the Gannet, dated Liver-
pool, 12th May, in which he informs
me he was waiting for your orders io
begin taking in his cargo, and that
owing to the delay occasioned thereby
he should not be able to join the con-
voy with Mr. Garland’s vessels sail-
ed. From this I infer that it will be
useless for me to expect him here till
the latter end of July or beginning of
August, before which time I fear we
shall be left without a grain of salt.
From what Stanworth says, too, I am
apprehensive he will not bring a full
cargo of that principal article. In
my last fall’s indent I mentioned two
cargoes of salt, andl am rather sur-
prised (knowing as you did that your
business here is on the increase), that
you had not been more particular in
complying with my request respecting
that mainspring of the trade. I have
many times stated the propriety of
vessels not coming here with one
thing alone, and you will, I dare say,
send a larger assortment by the
Gannet than you did by the George
which is all very good, but I should
have wished you not to have passed
lightly over the quantity of salt asked
for ,and I\, wonder at your not seeing”
the necessity for some being sent in a
third vessel, as the George was not,
and the Gannet (I may say) will not
be loaded with that article. I now
plainly see that it is highly requisite
for me to be more particular .in my
indent to state exactly what goods we
must have, salt, ete., which I have not
hitherto considered necessary for me
to do in such a particular way, know-
ing that you have for many years bean
aconainted with the mnature of the
trade.

tention to your orders in your letter
No. 2, and that I had followed my own
plan which- would have been to have
dispatched the Alpha off instantly
with it to market, and not to have
been hindering all our:other work for
the sake of melting the oil and de-
taining the fish till the former was
ready to ship. You probably Wwhen
you wrote No. 2 did not consider the
work we had to do the spring with a
short crew, the three schooners being
out to the ice, 400 qtls. green fish to
make, fish in the store to be hove on

‘the beach, firewood to cruise for, Ma-

deira and West India fish and hoops,
and West India produce to be carried
to and brought back from St. John’s.
The planters to be tended upon with
salt and old fish, etc.,, etc., together
with the lateness of the season at
which our catch and collection of
pelts were brought home, with the
difficulty of cruising on account of
the ice, etc., we could not possibly
have the oil in readiness to ship im-
mediately on the George’s arrival,
which from your manner of writing
you seem to have expected was all in
order for being instantly put on board.
For the future I must beg that you
will allow me to deviate from any
orders you may hereafter give re-
specting the trade, in any case where
I am of opinion they would be attend-
ed with injurious consequences owing
to the impossibility of your being able
to form a correct idea of the situation
of the business here. Unless you give
me discretionary power I think things
may frequently be ordered contrary
to your advantage, or my credit. - In
your letter No. 3, you gave me liberty
to act as T might think best respecting
the old fish, and according to the ac-
counts I might receive, but it was too
late. The Alpha.was not in a fit order
to receive it, and I had been arrang-
ing everything for the George’s pro-
ceeding with it agreeably to your di-
rections in No. 2. I state things thus
particularly in order to your not lay-
ing blame on me should the fish ar-
rive with you at a time when there
will be no chance of doing anything
with it, which I am afraid will be the
case.
Early Instructions.

We shall want at least four good
cargoes of salt for next year, and I
hope two of the vessels will be able
to make double trips with fish so as to
bring us some foreign salt in the fall,
as it will be better to have some of
that than to be short of both. Your
not approving.,of vessels going for
lumber is a great disappointment
both here and at Catalina, for we have
not 100 feet of board left, and we want
a large quantity. Joseph Curl goes on
smartly, and I shall send the Active
to Catalina to load with fish if I hear
nothing from you to prevent it. The
Swallow sailed this day for the French
Shore ,and I believe this will be the
last season we shall do anything in
that branch of the fishery. The
Frenchmen will no doubt be there in
great numbers next year, and even if
they should not I don’t think it advis-
able to continue it. As you allow me
(in No. 3) to pursue any plan' I may
think most beneficial for the trade, I
may probably in the fall, if I can’t get
hands to my liking, find it necessary
to sell one of the schooners (the
Cosmopolite, of course), in which
case two will go to the ice, and then
remain here cruising between this,
Catalina and St. John’s and different
places in the Bay, one in particular
called Hant’s Harbor (on the South
Side) where I should wish to form an
establishment similar to that at Cata-
lina, it being a good place for fish and
inhabited by a set of independent

planters, with several of whom I have]

already had some dealings, they not
being well satisfied with their pres-
ent chief suppliers. I think we shall
gtand a good chance. I wish I could
now spare a schooner load of salt for
that place. It would at this eritical
time be a death-blow to the House
mentioned, and I blame myself for not
having written you last fall for the
full cargoes of that article instead of
two. I think by forming two respect-
able establishments on a small scale,
one at Catalina and the other &t
Hant’s Harbor :ahd continuing the
business in Trinity and neighborhoed
will bring your trade into a regular
shape, and adapt it better to the
chance of ty and advantage,

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Capt. White’s Feat

‘and the Atlantic Flight
" While H. G. Hawker and Captain
‘Frederick Raynham were tuning up
their airplanes at St. John’s for tae
transatlantic adventure and waiting
for propitious weather, Captain E. F.
White of ‘the United States Army
made a nonstop flight of 727 miles
from Chicago to New York in 6 hours
and 50 minutes, and finished with as
much gas to spare that he calculates
‘he could have kept on to Maine. All
the way his engine had worked per-
fectly. It was another triumph for
the American Liberty motor; also an-
other recommendation for the De
Haviland Four fabric.

The achievement was a notable one,
whether a record or not; and Captain
White may be expected to improve
upon it, as the De Haviland plane be-
heved so well during the test and was
going so smoothly at the end. There
!are sound and kind engines, and there
iare engines cranky and treacherous.
Apparently the Liberty motor in Cap-
tain White’s De Haviland Four, an
army standard plane, is a treasure,
and it should be tried for a record noa-
! stop flight. How far an aviator has
travelled across country is a debatable
question.. A claim of 920 miles has
been put in for Captain G. Lauriati
of the Italian Army, who, on Aug 29,
1917, it is said, flew from Turin to
Naples and return. The International
Aeronautic Federation, the accepted
arbiter, has not acted as judge of
flights since the beginning of the war
in 1914; but an American aviator in
trying for a “record”. would plan to
surpass the performance of Captain
Lauriati, which seems to be well at-
tested.

The American Army Captain’s feat
occurred at a time when the Sopwith
and the Martinsyde machines, spe-
cially constructed for the Atlantic
passage, were being prepared at St

Jehn'’s for a far greater test than any
| airplane has ever had to satisfy. Some
'of Captain White’s friends say that
Lis De Haviland could cross the ocean.
| To make the attempt, however, it
would have to be reconstructed, or at
least fitted with a larger gas tank.
The designers of the two planes at St.
John's had in mind not only their fuel
capacity but other features; extra
stability, strength, and adaptability to
unusual weather conditions. An
army standard plane is meant for land
work only, and is not counted on to
fly nearly 2,000. miles without a stop.
At the same time there is no reason
why a De Haviland, equipped with a
L'berty motor, cannot be built to fly
over the Atlantic. It may be assumed
the day is coming when machines of a
score of types will do that.

Getting across the ocean in the air,
it should be said, calls for something
more than a sound machine and a
clever pilot. Hawker and Raynman
are wisely studying the meteorological
reports from official sources. When
there is halcyon weather at St. John's
an ugly storm may be brewing in mid-
Atlantic. To fly into such a storm
would mean failure and probably death
for pilot and navigator. Captain
White's land dash from Chicago to
New York was successful because, as
he said, the engine had been on its
good behavior and “winds and all
other atmospheric conditions” had
been perfect. If the winds are going
to cut up—and they can be very bois-
terous and froward on the Atlantic—
neither Hawker nor Raynham would
get arcoss.

And then there is the haman factor.
It is to be demonstrated whether the
British pilots can endure the strain
of some twenty )‘t__'o\‘;rs of continuous
fiying under unprecédented conditions
of peril and anxiety. They must have
nerves of steel; not for a moment will
the tension be relaxed. Captain
White would not confess to being
tired after he landed at Mineola, bat
observers say that he looked very
weary.  Suppose that he had been
acked to fly back to Chicago at once,
what would his reply have been but an
unhesitating refusal? Now the men
at St. John’s, will have to keep going
for about three times the number of
hours that Captain White was in the
lair. In reflecting upon the Atlantic
flight the endurance of the human
raschine must always be regarded as
an important factor.—N. Y. Times.

With the present session of
the Legislature drawing to a
close, much speculation is being
expressed by the citizens of St.
John's as to the attitude of the
Government toward the New
City Charter, the passage of
which was promised at this par-
ticular session.

A general sentiment, favour-
able to the Charter is being
manifested, ‘and on all sides is
heard the opinion that the same
should now receive legislative
sanction. The Charter itself
has been revised in such a way
as to make it acceptable to the
greater portion of the city popu-
lation, for whose material bene-
fit it was originally drafted and
introduced.

Under the old system the
Municipal Council is severely
handicapped, and no matter
what improvements they might
desire to put upon the city for
its beautification, they cannot
carry them out, because they
have not the necessary author-
ity to raise the funds required,
and there appears to be a dis-
position on the part of a few to
keep the city fathers in a state
of chronic impecuniosity so far
as additional Council monies are
concerned.

If.the new Charter is equit-
able, and we have no reason to
believe otherwise, the opposi-
tion of any wealthy coterie, who
fear that extra taxation will
have to come out of their pock-
ets to pay the Municipal upkeep,
should not for an instant be al-
lowed to block or hinder the
passing of the Bill of Incorpora-
tion.

No city wishes to eleet Coun-
cillors to look after and con-.
serve its interests, and then
have them bound hand and foot
by antiquated .and fossilized
legislation. St. John’s wants
modern ideas put into effect,
and as the only way to get these
is by legislative sanction of the
New Charter, it is incumbent on
the citizens who approve of a
general change in city affairs to
demand that something be done
to raise the finances necessary
to the carrying out of the plans
which promise to make for bet-
ter and more healthy conditions

f life and property.

One of the most grotesque is
that it interferes with God's way of
_indicating time., They hold the opin-
. fon that standard time was & gift made
to us by God, and to interfere with
this in a way is a great sacrilege.
Standard time was introduced about
thirty-five years ago as a result of an
article written by a Canadian, 3Sir
Sandford Fleming, and was adopted
by an international conference held
in Washington in 1884. By standard
time the earth was divided into 24
gones running from north to south,
and the timie in each zone varies one
hour from the zone adjoining it. Thus,
in standard time a person may go 20
feet east or west and find a difference
of an hour, while in solar time he
must. 80 15 degrees or one-twenty-
fourth™of the distance around the
earth, to find a difference of one hour.

Reporters Stir Germans.

That the German authorities ore
planning to try to prevent foreign
newspaper correspondents from send-
ing out reports calculated to lower
the prestige of the Ebert-Scheide-
mann Government, is indicated by the
following statement credited to "a
competent authority” and sent out
from Berlin on February 20 by the
semi-official Wolff Telegraph Bureau:

“The task of the newspaper cofres-
pondents from enemy countries who
arrived in Germany shortly after the
conclusion of the armistice®is a diffi-
cult and responsible ome. During
four and a half years of war the op-
posing parties have become &0 es-
tranged that it requires more than
average knowledge and effort to un-
derstand conditions which even a Ger-
man himself cannot clearly grasp
only with great difficulty.

«Unfortunately there exists in all
the Entente countries, and even. in
Americs, a view of Germany that has
gcome from the war and therefore is a
biased opinion in the true sense of the
{ ward, which does not take the trouble
' first to make personal ‘observations
' and comparisons, but has the habit of
twisting end distorting all events &ac-
cording to this view in the most ma-
licious and hateful manner. 7

“When our enemies’ press does this
at home, Germany must qbsgrwo,llﬁp’
action and regret that it can do no-

thing against it. When, however, as
has unfortunately happened several
times of late, journalists who are en-
joying the hospitality of our couniry
in these hard times misuse their stay
here for the purpose of sending home
slanders and attacks upon Germany
under the guise of authentic reporis,
it is more than a journalistic impro-
priety; it i1s in act of political hos-
tility, which has already stirred up
great excitement among wide circles
of the German people, including many
persons who in the beginning wel-
comed the foreign guests with che
most impartial good-will. The Ger-
man Government will have to reserve
the right to adopt the proper meas-
ures in cases of especially glaring
violations of the usages of hospitality
in this direction.”—N. Y. Times.

_Filmed Air Mails.

| A Method of Greatly Relucing Weight.

(Daily Mail.)

Major-General Sir Percy Girouard,
managing director of Sir W. G. Arm-
strong, Whitworth & Co., Limited, has
conceived a device by which letters
can be rcduced for the purpose of
transit to one-fiftieth of their present
weight, making an airship mail be-
tween Britain and the U.S. a practical
proposition.

In other words, it may be possible
in the near future for business lettérs
from Britain to be delivered in the
U.S. in four or five days at a cost of
not more than double current rates.

The system has been submitted to
the Postmaster General, and as Sir
Percy is on a business trip to the U.
S. he may place the proposals before

{ the American Government.

The method is very simple. Each
letter, on standard notepaper of, say,
ten by eight inches, would be photo-
graphed and filmed in a space one
inch by three-quarters of an inch. The
films would be carried by airship
across the Atlantic in three days at
most, and then reproduced on the
same sizeof notepaper, placed in en-
velopes, and addressed, sorted, and
delivered.”

Inland postal service could be ac-
celerated by aeroplanes carrying films
from centre to centre and reproduced
for local distribution.

Estimating the present average
business mail from Britain to Ameri-
ca at 250 to 300 tons, the reduction in
weight to one-fiftieth would make the
weight of film 5 or 6 tons.

The process has been thoroughly
tested with existing apparatus to Sir
Percy Girouard’s complete satisfac-
tion. Filming and reproduction are
matters of minutes rather than hours,
and photographs, illustrations, =2nd
drawings, apart from letters, are stat-
ed to be reproduced clearly in every
detail.

Business men might raise objections
to letters being open to scrutiny. The
answer to that is that there would be
little time or desire to do this on the
part of the operators of the machines,
and any possible scrutiny would. be
confined to the limits existing in the
case of cablegrams. - As an alterna-
tive letter could be coded.

Big houses with extensive corres-
pondence between the two countries
could have their own filming and re-
producing apparatus, the estimated
cost of a machine being £60, and they
might arrange to forward their own
letters direct to the airship.

A representative of this journal dis-
cussed the possibilities of the scheme
! with the manager of the Armstrong
Whitworth Aircraft Factory at Selby,
where R-33 was recently launched.
He considered that airships to be a
commercial success would have to be
of much more robust type than those

already built.

A Great Empire Feeling.

The War, which enabled the Brit-
) ish Empire for the first time to make
the most of its strength, has, in the
words of the High Commissioner for
Canada, created a great Empire feel-
ing. We must see to it that this feel-
ing is fostered in the peace-days
ahead as much as it has been in the
storm and stress of the last four
years. One helpful agency to this end
will be found in the stupendous de-
velopments in the science of aeronau-
tics, which will be the means of keep-
ing all parts of the Empire in close
touch with one another, politically,
socially, and commercially, in a way
that could not be taken into serious
consideration before 1914. With the
speeding-up of locomotion, so that
distances which have hitherto been
expressed in weeks or days can now
be reckoned in hours, the need will
be felt for a corresponding improve-
tnat Telegraph Communications
It is satisfactory to learn, therefore,
that a Telegraph Communications
Board has been appointed, under the
chairmanship of Lord Milner, to deal
with the whole question of inter-Im-
perial telegraphy. If the desired im-
petus is to be given to Imperal trade
relations, it is evident that the means
of speech between Mother Country,
Dominions and Colonies must be
greatly developed and cheapened.
Wireless telegraphy with wireless
telephony close behind it, has now
come to the support of the cable sys-
tem, and the Imperial Government
cannot afford to fall behind in these
spheres any more than it could in
regard to aviation.—United Empire.

The Transatlantic Flight

THE MARTYNSIDE ATTEMPT.

“A straight-out airplane flight with-
out stunts in flying” is the way Fred-
erick Philip Raynham, the youthful
pilot, describes the Transatlantic
crossing which he and Captain Charles
Fairfax Molsee, navigator, will at-
tempt at the first favorable opportu-
nity after their biplane has been as-
sembled. Raynham, Major Morgan,
and expert: mechanics brought with

Airdrome, put in another busy day at
Quidi Vidi, inside their canvas hang-
ar, getting their biplane in order.
Raynham said he was ready for a
trial flight. He refused.absolufely to
predict the starting time but admitted
that he would take the air as soon as
the Sopwith machine if that were hu-
manely possible. Raynham and Mor-

1gan believe that they will have the

buiter of the race if granted an even
start, and some disinterested authori-
ties agree with them.

Their biplane weighs, fully loaded,
about 5,000 pounds and carries 360
while the Sopwith
weighs about 6,100 pounds and car-
ries only 350 gallong. Raynham says
he has a cruising radius of 2,000
miles with a twenty-mile head wind
against him all the way across, figur-
ing conseravtively. Of course he ex-
pects to fly when the wind will te
with him most of the -way so that he
is confident that the machine will be
equal to the task. The machine was
designed by G. H. Handasyde, who
has had many years designing ex-
perience in co-operation with H. P.
Martin, Chairman of Martinsydes.

The reappearance in the transatlan-
tic attempt of Martinsydes' as a com-
petitor for the Daily Mail prize re-
calls that the firm as early as 1914
entered for a transatlantic competi-
tion, having completed a monoplane
which was to have started from St.
John’s, the scene of the present ven-
ture. Thigs machine was to have been
flown by Gustave Hamel, who, it will
be remembered, while flying from
London to Paris, came down at Cal-
ais, ascended again and has never
since been heard of. He is believed
i{0 have eben drowned, and no trace
of his machine was ever, found.

Raynham is 25 years old, unmar-
ried, and began to fly at 17, being the
possessor of half a dozen of the old-
est flying licenses in England. Most
of his,experience has been in experi-
menta? and test flying, but he refused
to particularize about this beyond
saying that he had the usual acci-
dents and did not recall winning very
many competitions.

Raynham went with Martinsydes in
the early development days of 1907
and was with them when they began
monoplane production in 1908. This
they continued until the war began,
when they turned to building bi-
planes, the present machine being
only a very slight modification of
their latest fighting scout. Rayn-
ham’s own faith is still in the mono-
plane, which he regards as the most
efficient machine, but because of
awkwardness in handling needs
greater housing space. On account of
its extra wing spread and other tech-
nical reasons he doubts very much if
the monoplane will ever come into
commercial use.

Martynsyde, he said, while regard-
ing the transatlantic as a  purely
sporting venture, not to be repeated
on a commercial basis for some time
to come, has entered it with practi-
cally a stock, machine, assémbled in
seven weeks from parts taken from
the store room in order to demon-
strate the dependability of their air-
plane and the commercial develop-
ment possibilities. For this reason
they will fly it, whether Hawker and
Grieve, in the Sopwith, beat them
across or not. The machine which
can accomplish the flight, they be-
lieve, will, with slight modifications,
prove remarkably useful for general
utility purposes, as 2 suitable redue-
tion in the fuel capacity, admittedly
abnormal, would change the machine’s
adaptability.

It was this desire to dememstrate
the workaday commercial possibilities
of the machine that led Raynham and
Morgan to discard all “stunts” and
tricks and base their entire hopes uyp-
on the ability to carry a great fuel
load and keep up straight flying.

Raymore has a wing space 41 feet
in length and a main plane surface
just over 500 square feet. The body
of the machine is painted scarlet. The
machine seats are arranged tandem,
the navigator sitting in front and
slightly lower than the pilot, . the
 fuselage being not quite wide enough
to permit them to sit side by side.

“We think if a fellow is going to
drop in, he may as well go down as
float around and freeze.”

They carry no lifeboat, as does
Hawker. The pilot believes that the
drift will be compensated automati-
cally by north and south winds driv-
ing the machine off its course about
an equal distance in each direction,
but the meteorological experts think
it is more likely to predominate in
one direction, and he may be forced
to alter his course:somewhat once he
gets aloft.

. Will Fly Across Ireland.

“The ideal course,” Raynham said,
“would pass just south of Ireland,
striking over England about Land’s
End, but we will fly enoygh north to
cross Ireland so that wzu\LQ descend
there if necessary. When the ma-
chine gets about the middle of the
Irish Channel, where it is some sixty
miles wide, we can decide whether
we can go on to Brooklands or must
turn back to Ireland.
risk it unless we are sure we can
get there, as there is no use in cross-
inf' the ocean and then getting a:
ducking in the channel.

“At 15,000 feet we shall have a plan
ing radius of thirty miles, and antici-
pate «po difficulty . in landing, as the
country is fairly flat. The only dif-
ficulty will be the stone fences in Ire-
land, but the fields are generally
large.

“The ideal flight would be to start
at 1,000 feet, keeping the wings at an
angle of 3 degrees, which happens to
be the most efficient for our particu-
lar machine.
that and gradually rise automatically
because of loss of weight we would
reach 15,000 feet at the end of twenty
hours. This is theoretical, however,
and the actual flying height depends
on the weather conditions.

“It is rather doubtful if one can fly
at a height of 15,000 feet, or even 10,-
000, all the way, as it may prove al-
together too cold, though we shall
have electric asbestos foot warmers
and gloves. For navigation we are
depending upon an ordinary sextant
and compass and carrying no wire-
less sending set, but only a receiver,
from which we may get our position
from ships if lucky. We shall not
drop the undercarriage and try a
landing without it,’as Hawker ex-
pects to do, as we want to keep the
flight within ordinary everyday con-
ditions.”

Raynham and Morgan are flying
for no bonuses, Raynham explaining
that it is all in the day’s work and
insisting that the Martinsyde people
will be entitled to the credit if suc-
cessful. The pilot has already flown
continuously seven hours and thirty
minutes.—N. Y. Times,
