the Board of Trade Rooms last night,
His Excellency the Governor presid-
ing. The minutes were dw
with, a digest of the game being
orally given by the Hon. Secretary,
Dr. V. P. Burke, after which the re-
port of the War Memorial Oommltuo
mpmentedbyllr W G. Gosling.
This with the original inltrnctlom to
the committee, will appear ln & subse-
quent issue. The report ‘created a
lengthy discussion.

His Excellency pointed out that the
Government, he gathered, had com-
mitted themselves to. the erection of
a Normal School and advised promipt
action as to the erection of the monu-
ment as Rev. Fr. Nangle may. have
made arrangements for the Caribou
design by Mr. Basil Gotto, which was
the choice of the G.W.V.A. and strong-
ly favored at the last meeting.

Hon. W. B. Grieve moved the re-
port be received for discussion and
referred to the committee for con-
sideration of the cost of the Memorial
Hall and monument.

Dr. Burke thought the Caribou un-
suitable for the depositing on of
wreaths at the annual religious ser-
vice, and would like a figure symboliz-
ing the victory of Right over Wrong.
He also suggested the committee he
given a free hand to consult with
others beside Mr. Gotto in the matter.

Dr. Robinson expressed disappoimt-
ment at the delay .in erecting the me-
morial proper, pointing out that it
was no further advanced than in
January, 1918. The committee had
been appointed for three specific pur-
poses. None of these had been car-
ried into effect, and nothing of a de-
finite character had been dome. He
was not interested in a utilitarian
monument, but protested against the
long delay in erecting a memorial Lo
our honor dead. The plans had
been approved by the Association and
the- G.W.V.A. Why were they now,
after months of silence, repudiated?
Surely it is not necessary to wait till
the Normal Sclicol is built, to raise
the real memorial. The Caribou is
generally accéepted as the Newfound-
land emblem. The Caribou issue of
stamps had the approval of the naval
authorities. The country expected

prompt and definite action, and has!

met with delay after delay. The main
memorial on the plans outlined and
approved last January should be erect-
ed and erected forthwith.

Mr. Justice Jobnson endorsed the
suggestion of prompt action. The
utilitarian memorial can-be dealt with
afterwards. He failed to see: why the
monument was not promptly erected
to those who so promptly éarned it.

" Mr. Gosling said the question of
having the two together or separately
was the cause of the split.

If the people of Newfound-
land are inclined to believe that
the Fish Export Regulations
form 'the best legislation ever
produced for the benefit of this
dominion, they have only to
read, the report of Meonday’s
Board of Trade meeting pro-
ceedings, as published in the
press, to convince them that
even the very people who as-
sisted in the making are now re-
pudiating their connection with
the celebrated series of rules
governing the export and sale of
our staple article of commerce.
Or at least if their disavewals
"do not go so far as the term
used, they are showing haste
in denying responsibility, for
* the condition of things brought
about by the enforcement of the
Regulations themselves. That
is only what was expeeted. The
few who assisted in forcing the
Regulations on the 'fishing in-
dustry without due considera-
tion of the difficulties in which
they were sure to involve ship-
pers, have now discovered for
themselves that they are un-
workable and injurious as fram-
ed at present. Their very en-
forcement restricts trade. Om
the South West Coast both
shippers ' and  catchers ® are up
against financial trouble. The
former cannot get their cargoes
to market, the latter being con-
sequently obliged to hold their
fish. Thus there is no activity
in trade and as noted in our
Burgeo message yesterday,
“business is at a standstill.”
From farther West the same
story comes. The Regulations
are detrimental to business.

any protest against them.”
The above may be taken to be
an expression-of universal senti-
ment on the South and West
Coasts. It is another corrobora-
tion of our repeated declaration
that the Regulations make for
restraint of trade, and are up-
setting all the establishied meth-
ods of doing business with the
outside world. To continue these
Regulations relating to price fix-
ing and placing embargoes on
West Coast shipments at this
time of year when new fish 1s
ready for market, is but to pre-
cipitate the day of disaster.
Prosperity cannot make head-
way with such obstacles placed
in its path. Progress is being
retarded, its machinery revers-
fed, and much depression, if not
actual suffering is bound to en-
sue. Everyone wants to see
Newfoundland flourish and ad-
vance. ‘We won through the
four years of war and made a
high 'place for the dominion in
the commerecial life of the world,
but all the success that our in-
dustry and enterprise gained
during the period of struggle
will be nullified unless reason
returns to our present ruler, and
dictates to him the -wisest
course to pursue.

Locd Fisher was one of the meost
“gicturesque characters the British
mavy has had since Nelson. He De-
gun without friends or influence, and
by sheer force of intelleet and will
sdvamced to the highest position of
all, the position which is the inspira-
tiom of every officer in the service.
He grew up in a rough schooi, and
learned to take and give knocks. One
gathers that he was not an easy man
to work with; but he had sufficient
brain power to have little need of col-
labaration, and some of the moest im-
portant reforms that he brought about
were the result of struggles into which
he entered single handed. The dread-
nought wae Fisher’'s idea; so was the
battle cruiser. He did not invent the
turbine engine, but it was due to hia
persistent advocacy that it was gener-
ally adopted in the navy. It was also
his idea to use the watertube beiler;
that is to say, to have the fire where
the water was, and the water where
the fire was, an improvement that
made it possible to get up steam in
a ship in twenty minutes, instead of
seven hours. To use oil as fuel was
slso Fisher’s idea.

" Did any other naval expert ever in-
vent or adapt so many important im-
provements? Yet they are by no means
all that stand to the credit of Lord
Fisher. He devised the systam of
nucleus crews for warships, whereby
a ship would always have its comple-
ment of braing aboard and could send
its extgs man power wherever it was
needed, or take the crude, raw article
and fit it into position instantly. But
perhaps the greatest stroke of all,
whereby the strength of the British
fleet was kept in the North Sea, was in
carrying out Nelson’s old maxim that
your battleground should be your drill
ground. Of course, the Entente with
France was necessary hefore this re-
volutionary charge in paval strategy
could be achieved, but the Entente
might have been in existence and the
British fleet scattered all aqver the
seven seas had the navy been without
a man like Fisher. One does not like
tn imagine the Great War breaking
out, the German navy at Kiel and the
British ships stationed all over the
Mediterranean, the China Sea, and the
Pacific, as had been the immemorial
practice before Fisher became First
Sea Lord.

‘We shall not weary our easily weari-
ed readers with a recital of the vari-
ougs posts held by Lord Fisher, but
shall merely mention that he was Brit-
ish delegate to the Peace Counferencs
at the Hague in 1899, on which oecca-
sion he made a speech that shocked
most of his hearers. He said: “There
is no such thing as humane war. War
should be made as hellish and as dir-
ect in effect as possible. There i8 no
excuse for it otherwise. When you have
to' wring a chicken's neck, all you
think about is wringing it quickly.
You dom't: give the chicken intervals
for rest and refreshment." This, how-
ever, does not imply any approval of
a policy of “frightfulness.” What Fish-

What a Horde of Horsemen did.

The Mongols were, in the twelfth
century, a tribe subject to those Kin
who had conquered North-gast China.
They were a horde of nomadic horse-
men livihg in tents, and subsisting
mainly upon mare’s milk products
and meat. Their occupations were
pasturage and hunting, varied by war.
They drifted northward as the snows
melted for summer pasture, and south-
ward to winter pasture, after the cus-
tom of the steppes. Their military edu-
cation began with a successful insur-
rection against the Kin, The empire of
Kin had the rcsources of half China
behind it, and in the struggle the Mon-
gols learnt very much of the military
science of the Chinese. By the end of
the twelfth century they were already
a fighting tribe of exceptional quality.
Mr. Wells goes on to describe how the
Mongols, under  Jengis Khan, swept
over the Pamirs in 121§, probably

equipped with guns and gun-powder.

A Great Statesman.

They swept westward to the Caspian
and southward as far as Lahore. To
the north of the Caspian a Mongol
army encountered a Russian force
from Kieff. There was a series of bat-
tles, in which the Russian armies were
finally defeated, and the Grand Duke
of Kieff taken prisoner. So it was the
Mongols appeared on the northern
shores of the Black Sea. A panic swept
Constantinople, which set itself to re-
construct its fortifications. Meanwhile
other armies were engaged in the con-
quest of the empire of the Hsia in
China. This was annexed, and only
the southern part of the Kin empire
remained unsubdued.;In 1227 Jengis
Khan died in the midét of a career of
triumph, His empiré ireached already
from the Pacific to the Dnieper. And it
was an empire still = vigorously ex-
panding. )

Tike all the empires founded by
nomads, it was, to be begin with,
furely a military and administrative
cmpire, a framework rather than a
rule. .Jt centred ou the personality of
the monarch, and its relaticns with
the mass of the populations over
which it ruled was simply ome of
taxation for .the maintenance of the
horde. But Jengig Khan had called to
bis aid a very able and experienced
administrator of the Kin empire, who

was learned in all the traditions and’

science of the Chinese. This states-
man, Yeliu Chutsai, was able to carry
on the affairs of the Mongols long af-
ter the death of Jengis Khan, and
there can be little doubt that he is one
of the great political heroes of his-
tory. He tempered the barbaric feroc-
ity of his masters, and saved innum-
erable cities and works of art from de-
struction. He collected archives and
inscriptions, and when he was accus-
ed of corruption, his sole wealth was
found to -conBist of documents and a
few musical instruments. To him per-
baps quite as much as to Jengis is
the efficiency of the Mongol military
machine to be ascribed. Under Jengis,
we may note further, . we find the com-
pletest religious toleration establish-
ed across the entire breadth of Asia.
An Amazing March.

At the death of Jengis, the capital
of the new empire was still in the
great barbaric town of Karakorum in
Mongolia. There an assembly of Mon-
gol leaders elected Ogdai Khan, the
son of Jengis, as his successor. The
war against the vestiges of the Kin
em'pire was prosecuted until Kin was
altogether subdued (1234). The Chin-
ese empire to the south ‘under the
Sung dynasty helped the Mongols in
this task, so destroying their own
bulwark against the universal cop-
yuerors. The Mongol hosts then swept
right across Asia to Russia (1235), an
amazing march, Kieff was dést.royed
ia 1240, and nearly all Russia became
u"lbnuu'y to the Mongols. Poland was
raveged, and. a mixed army of Poles
and Germans was annihilated at the
battle of Liegnitz in Lower :Silesia in
1241. The Emperor-Frederick II. does
not seem to have made any great ef-
furts to stay the advancing tide,
