England cannot co-operate with 
France .except under pressure of war. ! “unty M11K 
There ls no way of harmonizing the 
two points of view.

The Entente will have no public 
funeral, hut It is at an end. France 
may now go ahead in her self-chosen 
.role of chief executioner, and spend 
$300,000,000 in getting $200,000.000 
out of Germany. Such is the Eng­
lish opinion. '

The truth is that Tngland has been 
forced to her own policy of isolation.
This is the traditional British policy, 
hut twenty years ago it was tempor­
arily abandoned.

“We have not a single friend left 
in Europe,” says a London editor.

Russia is extinct. Italy is aloof.
France ls independent and Belgium 
is taking sides with France.

The new ideal of the English peo­
ple is a self-supporting .co-operative 
League of Nations, all under the Eng­
lish flag.

For eight terrific years England has 
had her fling in international adven­
tures, and now she has had enough.
She wants no more Internationalism.
She ls turning her attention to her 
own Empire. That is the most sig­
nificant national tendency in the 
British Isles at that moment

England never has appreciated her 
Colonies more than she does in the 
present crisis. The Coloniee have 
made no trouble. They have paid 
their own debts, while foreign na­
tions have not

Australia has paid more than 
France, in the last four years. Aus­
tralia owes England $450,000,000 and 
has paid $90,000,000 ; while Franco 
owes $3,000,000,000, and has only paid 
$75,000,000.

Canada, owing $65,000,000, has paid 
$16,000,000 on account, while Italy, 
owing $2,600,000,000, has only paid 
$40,000,000.

Austria and Armenia have paid 
nothing, while little Newfoundland, 
owing $2,000,000, has paid $375,000.

If foreign nations had paid up as 
promptly as the Colonies have, Eng­
land could have wiped off the Ameri­
can War Loan and had a handsome 
surplus.

In the matter of trade, too, England 
ls discovering that her Colonies are 
her best customers.

A member of the Cabinet—Colonel 
Amery, made a speech to the British 
Empire Union recently that is very 
significant. He advocated more trade 
with the Empire and hinted that the 
Government might be In favor of a 
system of “Imperial preference.”

"The trade of our Empire," he said,
"is worth twenty-five per cent, more 
than that of the rest of the world put 
together."

Another member of the Government 
is advocating a tax on foreign secur­
ities; and a third cabinet minister 
has declared that the British policy 
is "to populate the Colonies and in 
this way make our own markets.”

At present England’s best custom­
ers are India and Australia. The Col­
onies, or Dominions, as they are now 
being called, bought $1,000,000,000 
worth of goods from Britain in 1913, 
while America, Germany and Russia 
bought only $440,000,000 worth of 
British goods.

The self-governing Dominions have 
now a population of 15,000,000 people, 
all white and all British. Then there 
are the Dependencies, with 350,000- 
000 people, all colored.

All told, the British Empire con­
sists of one quarter of the earth and 
its people. It produces iron, sugar, 
cotton, Jute, tea, com, rice, and rub­
ber. It has wool, meat, wheat, lum­
ber and oil. It produces half the 
diamonds and half the gold.

It is fully as self-reliant as the 
United States, and capable of im­
mense development. Canada can sup­
port 20,000,000 people and Australia 
can support 40,000,000.

So, the signs of the times point to 
a closer co-operation between Eng­
land and the scattered parts of her 
stupendous Empire.

Her new Prime Minister is a Can­
adian, and the Prince of Wales has 
recently become the Patron of the 
Canadian Club.

An eminent banker—an associate 
of Mr. McKenna, is now advocating 
an issue of “Imperial Currency Bills,” 
on the model of treasury notes, to be 
used as currency throughout the Brit­
ish Empire.

Also, it was decided recently that 
all the materials and products used 
at the British Empire Exhibition in 
1924, must be British. No French
wines—no German lumber—no Chic­
ago meat—no Pittsburg steel. This 
decision was forced upon the Exhib­
ition Committee by a public clam ir.

We have had enough of foreign en­
tanglements,” thinks the average 
Britisher. “Let us now spend a geu 
eration or two on considering our ow* 
possessions, and restoring prosperity 
to our own people.”

Incldentiy, this swing from Europe 
has made England more in favor of 
some sort of American agreement 
There would not be, at letn, the te.n- 
permental difficulties in co-operating 
with the United States, that there 
have been in co-operating with 
France.—Herbert N. Cassen in Bar­
ron’s Weekly. j

BILLY’S UNCLL Five Dollars Nearer the Million. By BEN BATSFORD
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ALLURING PROSPECTS.

THE Government organs continue to hold out the lure of at­
traction to the public on the much discussed, but little 

known, Humber project. Daily this proposition is being pre­
sented to the voters with gréât display heads, but there is little 
in the letter press wherewith to show that the deal is meeting 
with popular favor. The Mail outdoes the Advocate in boosting 
this as an election kite, but all the flying thereof by the Govern­
ment press will not avail a farthing unless there is some details 
of just what it is all about given. Thy alluring prospects of per­
manent employment for five thousand men have an attraction 
when dressed in the expressive language of the Mail and Advo­
cate, but unless there is something more concrete given, the 
mere abstract of the same will scarcely suffice. The develop­
ment promised by the Humber project is one well worth con­
sidering, and means employment to many as a natural sequence; 
but it must not be forgotten that it will take some years to build 
up that enterprise, and that in the meantime the main sources 
of production, the fisheries, must be improved and consolidated, 
in order that the earning power of the country may not be de­
creased. Combined with the fisheries, the internal development 
of the Colony’s abundant resources should assist in putting the 
people on the high way of prosperity, but there must be some­
thing more than mere words offered, there must be more ex­
plicit capitulation of all the good things catalogued in the Gov­
ernment press, there must be something more definite in the ex­
planation of just where the Colony stands in connection with 
this huge proposition, ere it can be accepted by the people and 
confirmed by the people’s representatives. Make the inner de­
tails known, gentlemen of the Government, and then, if the pros­
pects are as alluring as your papers assert, there will not be a 
single individual who will not stand by it-. Therefore, the facts, 
please.

' CONSUMMATE EFFRPNTERY.

WITH consummate effrontery the Advocate on Saturday an­
nounced in a streamer headline on its front page that St. 

George’s Coal Fields bad been sold, and further comment there­
on, had the audacity to aver that the Squires-Coaker Govern­
ment had given every encouragement to this enterprise. It is 
well known to everybody that all the black eyes that could be 
given the development of these Coal Areas, were given it by the 
present Government. There was not an iota of encouragement 
offered the Directors. The South Branch fiasco was taken up at 
the instance of Mr. Coaker, in an effort to offset St. George’s, 
but it is common property now that thousands of dollars were 
sunk in a vain attempt to prove that coal was in the South Branch 
section in paying quantities.

The malicious endeavour to add to the 
financial difficulties of a great supplying house is a strong blow 
to all the fishermen of this Colony. How can suppliers go on, 
how can supplies be issued, how can the fishery be conducted, how 
can the fishermen earn and live, if private business affairs are to 
be so wantonly, so savagely, assailed, especially by men in public 
office, and by the political mouthpiece of the Premier? It is 
nothing less than insanity which is exhibited by these unwar­
ranted attacks upon Mr. Monroe and his business enterprises.

And in this connection, there is a thing to be said to our 

latest Knight, Sir Marmaduke Winter. He has allowed himself 
to become closely associated .with Sir Richard Squires, as a* Mem­
ber of the Government.

ANOTHER SCANDALOUS ATTACK.

SATURDAY’S Mail contained a second very bitter attack up­
on Mr. Walter Monroe, and the name of the Monroe Export 

Co., Ltd., is dragged into the discussion, to its discredit. This 
second attack contains characteristic expressions and makes 
statements of matter of fact which mark it as the personal work 
of Sir Richard Squires himself, and the very vicious animus of 
the Mail’s article is not the least of the proofs that he is the au­
thor, for nobody excels him in malice and arrogance.

* * * * * * * * *
The burden of the attack is, tl^at Mr. Monroe received help 

from Sir Richard last year, and did not thank him for it, but has 
attacked him politically. It is said that Mr. Monroe wrote a let­
ter to Sir Richard, as Premier, for the Monroe Export Co., Ltyi., 
“to get concessions,” and the Mail asserts that it has copies of 
the correspondence. Mr. Monroe is insultingly referred to as 
“going around Water Street, with his finger in his mouth, in­
dicting bankruptcy for the company if the help he asked were 
not given,” and it is insinuated that he did get help, though it is 
not alleged that he got it from the Government ; but, rather, it 
is intimated, that the help he got was from his own friends.

» * * * * * ***
Putting aside altogether at this time the question of the 

truth or falsity of all these statements, let us carefully examine 
them, and ascertain their true import and meaning. It appears 
that Sir Richard'was approached—if at all—as Premier, not per­
sonally, on a matter considered of public importance, and for the 
general public benefit, as well as for the good of the company. 
It must have been so, of course, for merely private good would 
not have warranted such an application or any official action 
thereon. It follows from this that the interviews and corres­
pondence were official, and that there has been an unauthorized 
and scandalous revelation thereof to advance the political inter­
ests of Sir Richard Squires. Sùch conduct is at the least most 
ungentlemanly, and at the most it is a breach of propriety of 
which the Governor might well take official notice. Nobody, per­
haps, expects Sir Richard to betray pny of the instincts of a 
gentleman, and it is not the only time he has resorted to the 
public files to injure an opponent.

If Sir Richard, on the occasion in question, received Mr. 

Monroe with “courtesy,” extended “personal courtesies” to him 
and his friends, as he now alleges, and gave the help, which he 
insinuates, but does not now affirm he did, what more was all this 
than his plain duty as Premier, and for which he is extravagant­
ly paid by public money. What right has he to complain that 
because of his work as a paid public servant he is now entitled, 
in addition to the salary he has received, to the political support 
of Mr. Monroe and his friends. Standing alone by themselves, 
irrespective of other considerations, Mr. Monroe might have 
considered that he should coptinue to give to Sir Richard Squires 
such support as he contributed in 1919.

First Tunnel ^
Through the Alps.

The Mont Cenls tunnel had the dis­
tinction of being the first of the great 
tunnels through the Alps. The work 

1 of boring was commenced on March 
! 25, 1857, and the mountain chain was 

actually pierced at the end of 1870. 
i Several months further work was re­

quired before the tunnel was enlarg- 
! ed and completed sufficiently to 
make possible the passage of trains.

! The work was carried out under the 
l famous engineers, Sommeiller and 

Grattoni, the first of whom, whose life 
is commemorated by a statue at his 
native town of Annecy in Savoy, un­
fortunately died two months before 
the great task was completed. Al­
though tunnelling arouses compara­
tively little Interest now, unless con­
ducted under extraordinary condi- 

i tiens,, It must be remembered, that 
i at the time of this work, such an un- 
: dertaking involved a considerable de­

gree of enterprise, and many of the 
conditions to be met with were en­
tirely novel. The tnnnel is just over 
eight miles in length, and the highest 
potnt (’,237ft.) Is 5,320 feet below the 

i crest of the range above. The work 
of piercing the range was com­
paratively slow until compressed air 
rock drilling was introduced, this 

I being the first time in which the sys­
tem was successfully used for so Im­
portant a work. The power was sup­
plied by water, wheel, driving air 
compressors. The successful ending 
of the Mont Cenis enterprise at once 
gave encouragement to other schemes, 
and the St. Gothard tunnel was be- 
bun In 1872 and completed in 1880, to 
be followed by others.
