THE LACROSSE MATCH.
Yesterday a match at Lacrosse took 

place between twelve of the Guelph Club 
and twelve playeis of the Six Nation In­
dians from Brantford. Considerable in­
terest was felt in the match from the fact 
that the Indians are reputed the crack 
players in the Province of Ontario, that 
they were to appear in full native cos­
tume, and that tiny were to delight the 
citizens of Guelph with tlie Indian “ war 
dance” on the ground. Although the 
Guelph Club was only organized tbte 
spring, it already has a large number of 
members, many of whom by careful and 
frequent practice have become excellent 
players, and are a match for any of the 
Clubs in Western Canada. It reqv’red 
no small amount of courage to challenge 
these Indian experts, but as the sequel 
will show, our Guelph players acquitted 
themselves most creditably, for the match 
was one of the hardest contested which 
has been played this season.

The Indians reached Guelph by the 
early train, and were comfortably located 
at Mr. Thos. Ellis’s Hotel. After dinner 
they were escorted down town by the 
Guelph players, and being attired in full 
Indian costume, with head gear of feath­
ers, rings in the nose, their faces daubed 
with war paint, besides all the other par­
aphernalia of Indian decoration, they at­
tracted much attention. Mr Den roche, 
the photographer, took their picture 
along with that of thete opponents, and 
when this little ceremony was over, the 
players marched to the ground. Here 
was gathered a very large crowd of spec­
tators, numbering over 400, waiting for 
the game. S:on all preliminaries were 
arranged, and the Captains—Mr H. Mac­
donald for the Guelph Club, and one of 
the Indians with an unpronounceable 
name for the other side—started the 
game, there being twelve players on each 
side. In or 1er that the uninitiated may 
understand it, we w:'l give a short ex­
planation of the game. It is very simple, 
the whole design being comprised in 
sending the ball through two goals,which 
are 180 yards apart and constet of two 
upright posts, surmounted by flags, six 
feet apart and six feet high. The play­
ers on each s;de consist of a goal keeper, 
who stands between the staffs to prevent 
the ball from passing through. The ball 
may be stopped in any manner, either 
with his feet or bands, or w ith bis crosse.
J q front of each goal stands the ‘ Points,' 
and in front of the * Points,’ at a short 
distance, are the ‘ Cover Points.’ The 
‘ Centre’ players face each other 5n the 
centre of the field, and the ' Home’ play­
ers are nearest the gor1 opponents. All 
the remaining players are termed field­
ers. The game is started by the ball, 
which is made of sponge, covered with 
rubber, being placed in the centre of the 
field. The men are stationed in their va­
rious positions, each armed with his 
‘ ‘ crosse,” which is a hickory stick hook­
ed at the end, attached to which is a cat­
gut netting. The opposing ' centres’ 
struggle for the ball, which as soon as 
obtained is hurled to one of the same side. 
For many minutes, and oftentimes for 
hours, the ball is hurled about thqjfield, 
the players all endeavoring to send it be­
tween the stalls surmounted by their op­
ponents’ colors. The exciting moment is 
when the ball is in proximity to the goal. 
The players close in and their sticks or 
crosses fly like rapiers, when suddenly 
one of the defenders of the goal catches 
the ball on his crosse, and running like a 
deer, bears it toward the other goal, but 
he is invariably intercepted by some of 
the fielders, who knock his ‘ crosse’ and 
catch the ball in their own.

The game commenced at 3 o’clock and 
lasted one hour. It was keenly contest- 
on both sides, and at one time it was hard 
to say which side would win. Often the 
ball was near the goal at both ends, and 
in a moment was as far off again as ever. 
The Indians exerted their utmost skill, 
while their opponents performed wonders 
in running and catching the ball. The 
Indians had the advantage, however, in 
fielding. They were better distributed 
over the ground than the Guelph players, 
who in our opinion gathered in too strong 
round the goal. The Indians were also 
better runners and remarkably exp irt at 
“ dodging," but when it came to a close 
scramble the Guelph players got the bet­
ter of their dusky antagonists. On the 
whole the game was a very exciting one, 
and well contested, and it is no small 
matter of pride to the Guelph players 
that their antagonists admit it was the 
hardest and longest they have yet played 
with any club. At last, however, the 
Indians pushed the ball through the red 
flags and the game was won. Dr. Mid­
dleton, of Elora, and Mr. Stanton, of Ber­
lin, were umpires for the Guelph club, 
and Mr. Snyder, of Paris, and one of the 
Indians acted for the other side. Judge 
Macdonald acted as referee.

The storm which had been gathering 
for some time before now burst forth in 
all its fury, and there was a general and 
hurried dispersion of the crowd in all 
directions for the nearest shelter. The 
rain came down» in torrents, the specta­
tors made their way home as best they 
could, and the players had to content 
themselves with one game.

In the evening the Indians gave a con­
cert in the l nvn Hall, which was crowd­
ed to the do :>r. The performers were 
dressed in full Indian rig—paint, nose­
rings, feathers, sasiies, tomahawks, war- 
clubs, knives, and all the other “ fixings” 
necessary for Indian costume. Tf

Violent Storm.
A storm of considerable violence, and

at before it as if they had been chaff. 

On the Eramosa road near Guelph fences 
re overturned, and 4he materials scat­

tered over the fields. A team coming into 
town by this road with a waggon load of 
apples is said to have been driven by the 
fury of the storm off the road into an ad­
joining field, and the roofs of a number of 
buildings whose exact localities we have 
been unable to ascertain were more or less 
damaged. Mr. O’Neil, of the Anglo- 
American Hotel has lost heavily. On his 
farm a short distance from town, there 
were three barns and a cattle shed, and 
scarcely any part of them now remains 
except the walls. The roofs of two of 
the barns and of the shed were carried 
away so completely that not a vestige of 
them remains to be seen, and the proprie­
tor is scarcely satisfied that they are not 
“ marching on” through mid air even at 
the present moment. The third barn had 
half the shingles taken off it as effectually 
as if they had been stripped off by man’s 
hands ; and a waggon with iron axles 
was first denuded of the box, and then 
carried bodily about ten rods and left sit­
ting on one end.

Considerable damage was also done to 
the barns, buildings and grounds of Mr. 
Wm. Stevenson, nurseryman, Mr. Hall, 
Mr. Tracey, and others in that section. 
Many trees were uprooted, fences blown 
down, and a general wreck made of 
everything which came within play of 
the storm. Nor was it less severe or at­
tended with less, damage on the west 
side of the town. It burst with terrible 
fury over Mr. John Rennie’s farm, un­
roofing part of his barn, tearing the 
fences and gates down in all directions, 
making general havoc of every moveable 
article. The roads in that section after 
the hurricane were strewed with fence 
rails, gates were torn off their hinges and 
carried u considerable distance away. In

We hear that a team of horses were 
killed by the lightning a little above the 
Guelph toll gate, but we have been un­
able to gather any particulars with re­
gard to the accident.

Three Persons Burned to Death near 
Windsor.

On Sunday morning about half-past 
twelve o’clock, a horrible tragedy was en­
acted at Bello River, about l^miles from 
Windsor. Van Orden's mill was set on 
fire by the torch of an incendiary. This 
fact is easily shown by the subsequent 
discovery of an oil can and other com­
bustibles near the place where the build­
ings were fired Van Allen’s mill about 
two hundred yards off soon caught fire 
also,and both were burned to the ground. 
The buildings adjoining, wherein Mr. 
Van Orden’s wife and grandson were, 
were most enveloped and sad to say, they 
perished in the general disaster. Ytoter- 
day morning their blackened and char­
red remains were taken from the mould­
ering pile and placed in a box for inter­
ment. They were barely distinguishable 
so complete had the element done its 
work. The body of Mrs. Van Orden 
could only be distinguished from the 
fact that the-fire had exhausted its fury 
before she was entirely consumed. Sick­
ening as may be the details of this hor­
rible affair the facts must be stated. All 
that is left of Mrs Van Orden’s body is a 
portion of the trunk, burned to a cinder, 
head and legs gone, and scarcely the 
semblance of humanity left. The wife 
is only recognized from the appearance 
of the hair on the back of the head,which 
was almost consumed. The balance of 
the body, extremities and top of the head 
were destroyed. The body of the grand­
son, who was a smart young man of 17 
years of age, was only recognizable from 
the facts given above. There is a sur­
mise, and proDably revelation may estab­
lish the truth of it, that the Van Orden 
family were first murdered, and that then 
the premises were fired to cover up dis­
covery Citizens state that pistol shots 
heard at the time of the alarm, and it is 
probable that the unfortunate family 
were murdered in their sleep. It is alleg­
ed that Mr. Van Orden drew from his 
bankers, Messrs. Noble & Strong, at 
Windsor, five hundred dollars on Satur 
day, and there may have been a motive 
for this horrible proceeding—that he was 
dogged to his home, and,with his family, 
brutally assassinated.

(BY ATLANTIC CABLE.)
Cork, Aug. 81—The corporation of the 

City of Cork have adopted, by a unani­
mous vote, a resolution to the govern­
ment to pardon and discharge all prison­
ers now serving out sentences of impris­
onment for complicity in the late Fenisn 
disturbances.

Paris, Aug. 31—The Paris Presse, the 
Austro-Catholic opposition journal, bad 
an article in its last issue on the subject 
of the relations of the United States and 
Russia. The writer recounts the recep­
tion of the Turkish Minister and offictel» 
on board the flagship of Admiral Farra- 
gut, at Constantinople, a few days since, 
on which occasion the crew of the Frank­
lin cheered enthusiastically for America 
and Russia. The representatives of the 
other foreign potoers in Constantinople 
have construed this part iality into a slight 
of their respective countries. The Presse 
thinks the envoys were fully justified in 
so doing, and wants an explanation.

London, Aug. 31.—It is announced to­
day that Captain Baldwin, of the Ameri­
can yacht “ Sappho,” has challenged the 
yacht “ Alive,” and that the challenge 
has been accepted. The details of the 
race are not yet agreed upon. The “Cam­
bria,’, which came in first in the recent 
race around the Isle of Wight, has gone 
to Spain, and will not return for some 
time. Captain Baldwin therefore chal­
lenged the “ Alive,” which was second 
in the last race, and only two minutes 
behind the “ Cambria.”

The proposed champion fight between 
Harry Allen and Joe Goes may be regard­
ed as off. Allen has been arrested and 
bound over to keep the peace for a year.

Mason Jones, the Liberal candidate for 
Parliament, from Queen’s County, has 
been obliged to retire from the contest. 
Reports bad been extensively circulated 
among his Catholic supporters that he 
was a devoted partizan of Garibaldi, and 
it was thought that this would prove fatal 
to the success of the Liberal ticket in that 
portion of the country. He has been 
strongly opposed by the Dublin Nation 
which has published these reports and 
condemned him on account of his anti- 
Roman Catholic proclivities. The Dublin 
Irishman and the Irish Times both cen­
sure the electors of Queen’s county for 
their bigotry and intolerance as well as 
their lack of judgment in their rendering 
necessary the withdrawal of one of Ire­
land’s warmest friends.

Madrid, Aug. 31.—Alexandre De Par- 
tro, Minister to Rome, has tendered bis 
resignation, which has been accepted by 
the Queen.

Lisbon, Aug. 31.-The Portuguese Cor­
tes has been prorogued by royal decree.

Paris, Aug. 31.—Girgenti special en­
voy from Madrid, arrived to-day’ and had 
an interview with the Emperor. It is 
rumoured that the object of bis mission 
is to bring about an agreement with the 
Emperor, that in the even! of a European 
war Spain will send a fleet and troops to 
Rome, in return for which the French 
army will be used to sustain the reign­
ing dynasty of Spain, should it be at­
tacked.

American Despatches.
Mobile, Sept. 1st—The yearly cotton 

statement shows the total receipts for the 
year just closed to be 301,093 ; exports to 
Great Britain, 215,114; France, 10,432; 
other foreign ports, 14,292 ; coastwise, in­
cluding 18,659 from Montgomery direct 
to New Orleans, 130,893 bales. The crop

estimated at two and a quarter millions.
New York, Sept. 1—The cattle disease 

excitement has subsided. The authori­
ties consider that the danger is now over 
and Dr. Howard, the State Commissioner, 
reports that no infected cattle are in the 
city or expected to arrive as long as the 
present rigid surveillance is kept up.

The Tribune's special says Secretary 
Seward, who has been in correspondence 
for some time in relation to matters con­
nected with the new reciprocity treaty 
with Canada, has been informed by the 
Canadian authorities that the Hon. John 
Rose has been empowered by that gov­
ernment to arrange a treaty on the basis 
agreed upon in the correspondence, subh 
ject to lawful ratification, and that he 
will arrive in Washington in a short 
time. The treaty will embrace many 
points covered by the old one, with some 
provision to prevent the smuggling of 
foreign goods so common along our nor­
thern frontier, and will be ready for the 
action of Congress next December.

The Herald's China letter says gold 
and silver mines have been discovered in 
the neighbourhood of the open port of 
Chefoo.

Herald's Japan correspondence says : 
Hostilities had been resumed with vigor. 
The Mikado’s adherents after capturing 
Jeddo, had burned nearly a third of it.— 
Three large armies opposing them were 
in the field.

Philadelphia, Sept. 1—A match game 
of Base Ball between the Athletics of this 
city and the Atlantice, of Brooklyn, took 
place yesterday. Game was called just 
before the completion of the 9th innings, 
when the score stood 14 to 18 in favor of 
the Athletics. Heavy rain prevented the 
game being finished.

THE SOUTH AMERICAN WAR.
For the twentieth time, perhaps, we 

are told that the fortress of Humaita 
has fallen into the hands of the Allies.
About a month ago a similar, an­
nouncement reached us, but it was 
almost immediately followed by the 
counter declaration that the Para­
guayans had repulsed with slaughter 
the attack upon their stronghold, and 
that it was still in their own posses­
sion. Advices from llio Janeiro to 
the 8th ult. state that the garrison had 
been starved out, and evacuated the 
fortress, leaving to the enemy a num­
ber of valuable trophies, in the shape 
of munitions of war. Wc are also in­
formed that the advance of the Brazil­
ian commander by land, and the pres­
ence of three iron-clads in front of 
Lopes’s position was likely soon to 
leave the Paraguayans no choice but 
surrender. Whatever credence may 
be attached to this part of the story,
•whether Lopez and his followers will 
ever lay down their arms except with 
their lives, it seems not improbable 
that the Allies have had the same 
trick played on them which the Baby­
lonians in days of old played upon the 
-conquering Alexander. The Para­
guayans have never, or at least not 
recently, ignored the contingency of PETRIE’S Dl'llg STORE, 
being obliged to abandon the strong­
hold in which they had sought shelter 
after a series of disasters in the field, j 
and consequently Lopez put under 
construction some distance in the rear 
of Humaita a line of fortifications 
which might afford protection to him­
self and his army, and consequently 
to the country, when Humaita should 
be no longer tenable.

À Nzw Explosive Substance.—A 
Swedish inventor has submitted to a 
test before a number of scientific gentle­
men in England, a new explosive sub­
stance called Dynamite, which is solid, 
granular, and resembles coarse dark sand. 
The test is thus spoken of: “A thin deal 
box containing ten pounds of the com­
pound was placed over a raging fire ; the 
box wasMxmsumed, but there was no ex­
plosion. the dynamite mingled harmlessly 
with the ashes. It was placed in imme 
diate contact with fire, with the same re­
sults. Gunpowder was exploded near it 
without effect. The superiority of the 
material over the dangerous explosives 
was acknowledged by several practical 
persons present connected with the carry­
ing trades. Ten pound* of dynamite were 
enclosed in a second deal box, and hurled 
from the top of a cliff. It fell sixty feet 
upon the rocks below, with no more signs 
of explosion than would be caused hv the

strength. A cartridge filled with dyna­
mite was placed upon a two inch plank. 
A fuse with a strong percussion cap was 
attached to it and fired, and the plank was 
split in several places, and had a hole 
knocked through it. The percussion cap 
is the explosive agent, and it is claimed 
that nothing else, so far as is known, will 
do the work.” It is proposed that the 
new substance should be used for mine 
and quarry service, as it can be kept by 
traders without danger.

The honours of Abyssinia are at last 
out, and it can hardly be said that they 
are not liberally bestowed. That due dis­
crimination has been shown in the selec­
tions is a matter about which we shall, 
doubtless, hear conflicting opinions and 
remonstrances from those left out in the 
cold. Be that as it may, the batch is a 
large one, comprising two K. C. B.’s and 
twenty-six C. B.’s, and, in the way of 
•romotions, one major-general, six A. D. 
’.’s to the Queen,thiee of them involving 

promotion to the rank of colonel, nint, 
other promotions to that rank, seventeen 
brevet lieutenant-colonelcies, and thirty 
brevet majorities.

Railways and Prize Fighting.—By 
an act passed in the late session of the 
English Parliament, it is provided that 
on and after April 1, 1869, “ any railway 
company that shall knowingly let for 
hire, or otherwise provide any special 
train for the purpose of conveying parties 
to or to be present at any prize-fight, or 
who shall stop any ordinary train to con­
venience or accommodate any parties at­
tending a prlie-fight at any place not an 
ordinary station on their line, shall be 
liable to a penalty to be recovered in a 
summary way before two justices of the 
county in which such prize fight shall be 
held or shall be attempted to be held, of 
such sum not exceeding £500, and not 
less than £200, as such justices shall de­
termine.

A Mrs. Flint sold a hen’s egg in Chat­
ham, the other day, which was 8$ inches 
by 7± inches, and weighed 4^ ounces. 
Mrs. Flint herself weighes 337$ pounds.

The federal army of Switzerland num­
bers 203,603 men, of whom 749 belong to 
the staff, 87,630 to the active contingent, 
49,705 to the reserve, and 65,359 to the 
landwehr.

The Emir of Bokhara has acceded to 
the demands of the Emperor of Russia, 
and the city of Samarcand has conse­
quently been evacuated by the Russian 
forces. Bokhara has, however, been made 
a mere tributary to Russia.

Three utock or exchange brokers on 
the Paris Exchange, have recently sold 
out their business, realising the resp - 
live sums of $480,000. $300,000, and 
$270,000.

The Canton of Neufchatel, in Switzer­
land, produces annually about eight hun­
dred thousand watches, representing an 
approximate value of $7,000,000. The 
trade employs about thirty thousand 
bands.

Mr. C. J. Brydges has left Montreal for 
England.

It is reported that the Ontario Legisla­
ture is to be called together in October, so 
as not to interfere with the sittings of the 
Dominion Parliament.

The St. Lawrence river is again dense­
ly enshrouded in smoke from burning 
forests, and navigation is impeded in con- 
eaquence.

A man in Halifax had his nose barked 
in a row.

Count Bismarck’s salary is only $9,000 
a year.
