May Cattle Fair.
The May fair was well attended on 

Wednesday. There were more cattle in 
than might be expected, considering the 
number that have been sold and shipped 
during the winter and since the spring. 
There were quite a lot of fat cattle, in ex­
cellent condition, but sales were by no 
means brisk, and we have to note a de­
cline in prices compared iwith the two 
previous fairs. The glut in the large 
markets, and the fact that dealers have 
lately been losing on their stocks previ­
ously bought accounts for this decline. 
The average price paid for good cattle 
was $4 per cwt. live weight, although a 
few in prime condition fetched higher 
figures.

Dominion Parliament.
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, May 5.

Mr. M. C. Cameron (Huron) presented 
some petitions praying for the imposition 
of Customs duty on American salt enter 
Ing the Canadian market—one of them 
being signed by 63 of the 82 members of 
the Ontario Legislature.

Mr. Mckebzie moved for copies o! the 
proceedings of the court of enquiry in in­
vestigating certain charges preferred 
againsr Major Shaw. In asking lor these 
papers, the mover said his object was to 
obtain satisfactory reasons for the neglect 
to act on what was generally understood 
to be the recommendation of the Adju­
tant General. The Minister of Militia 
the other day said he would oppose the 
motion, but he (Mr. Mackenzie) would 
nevertheless, in the public interest, move 
for these papers. Ho did not believe it 
to be advisable because the matter was 
connected with the Militia Department, 
that the circumstances relating to it 
should be kept entirely. from the public.

The motion was opposed by Sir. Geo. 
E. Ctrtier.

After a long discussion in which Sir J. 
A. Macdonald, Mr. Mackenzie, Mr. 
BjwoII, Hon. Mr. Holton, and Mr. Brown 
took part, the motion was withdrawn.

A motion made by Mr. Metcalfe for an 
address for the returns of the appoint­
ment and instructions of the Intercolo 
niai Railroad Commissioners was agreed 
to.

Mr. Masson, of Boulanges, moved for 
copies of the correspondence with the 
Government, relative to the imprison­
ment of Father McMahon. The motion 
which was supported by Mr. Anglin,and 
opposed by the Premier, and the Hon. J 
H. Cameron, was, after some discussion 
withdrawn.

The ear­
liest sown last spring, viz.,‘about the 25th 
of March, was badly damaged by the 
midge, whilst that put in during the first 
halt of tho month of May was uninju­
red from any cause and turned out well.

New Silver Movement —The Ham­
ilton Times says a petition is being circu 

, latad in that city, and is receiving the 
signature of business men generally, and 
the movement will probably receive the 
co operation of othei • cities and towns 
through the Province, with the design 
of inducing the government to receive 
American silver for duties on imported 
goods, at a fair fixed rate of discount, 
and export it from the Dominion as ra­
pidly as received. It is an imperative 
necessity that relief should be afforded 
in some manner with reference to the 
surplus silver in the country, as the re 
tail trade are subjected to a steady and 
enormous loss at present. The discount 
on large silyer is now up to 5| per cent., 
and much difficulty is experienced in 
fecting exchange, even at that rate.
