If in these changes the Governor retains men
who are ,notoriously mnpopular or unfit, in
preference to those who have shown a desire
to accommodate the public and a capacity
for their position, that is his responsibility,
The time, bowever, is not far distant when
the House on the part of the people will
see that those men-only shall hold office who
are acceptable to the public.

EUROPE.

New Yorxk,Jan. 5—The London Shipping
‘Gazette of December 18th says that Stephens,
the Fenian leader, was not in the employ of
the Government, and that he was appointed
by mistake ; having been taken, however, it
was absolutely necessary to keep up the ap-
pearance by confining him to jail, since he
was well known to have taken part with the
seditions party. When imprisoned all neces-
sary facilities were given him, and thus he
made what is called his mysterious escape.
This is only surmise, but it is to a certain
extent sapported by facts. The Lord Lieu-
tesant offered to appoint a commission to en~
quire into the case. On the other haud. the
fact that the Governor of Riehmond Bride-
well is dismissed, tells somewhat against
this, but its supporters allege that advantage
was taken of these events to modify the gov~
ernment of Bridewell.

The chairman said that by the law of
Scotland,. if the parents of ap illegitimate
son married, the child was entitled to ins
herit.

Dr. Helmcken—If there are no legitimate
children an illegitimate one should be al-
lowed to inberit. It isn’t the child’s fault.

The elause was passed as read.

FRANCHISE ACT, 1866.

This Bill came up in the order of the day
for the reconsideration of certain clauses.

Tre INpiAN LiQuor Cases—On Saturday
last Mr. Walkem and Mr. Robertson, counsel
retained for Stephens, Armitrans, Costello
and Simpson, convicted by Mr. Dunoan, J.
P., of Metlakahtla, of seliing liguor.to Ins
dians contrary to the statute, applied to'Mr.
Justice Begbie for a ‘writ of habeas eorpus
with a view to eunquiring’into the-causes of
their detention in gaol at New Westminster.
The writ was granted and was made retarn~
able on Monday last, which day was assigoed
for hearing the arguments and the motions
for the discharge of the prisoners from cus~
tody. Oa Mooday the cases came on, the
Attorney General appearing on behalf of
the Crown and opposing the liberation of
the prisoners. - When called ncon, the gaoler,
Mr. Pritchard, made a return that he had
* received the prisoners from Hr. Brew, the
Chief Inspector of Police, without any war-
rant of commitment, and that he had further
received from the Attorney General what
appeared to be a written eonvictign signed
by Mr. Duncan.” The eourt, without going
into the merits of the question, which was
an important one, decided that ‘the gaoler
could notin strictness retain the prisoners
in custody, and that they should accordingly
be liberated, but only upon their giving their
own recognizances in £100 each that a writ
of certiorari should be taken out in order to
test the validity of the conviction itself,
This was aceordingly done, and counsel for
the prisoners announced tkeir intention of at
once taking sters to quash the conviction.

ENCOURAGING NEWS.

[From the British. Columbian.]

MMr+doseph' Bichard® from' the Big Bend'
mines. arrived i this ¢ity on Sunday, having
left the head of Shuswap Lake on the 23d
ult..: The weather was very cold, and seves
ral persons Lad been frost bitten. At the
Lake the. snow was two feet deep ; but on
the summit, in crossing over to the Columbia
it was five feet deep. Several parties had
gone over with loads' of provisions, and the
road is being kept open. The distance be«
tween Shuswap Lake and the Columbia
River, by the Government road, has been
chained, and turns out to be only THIRTY~
rour MILES! There are a good many build-
ings in course of erection at the head of the
Lake, and all is bustle and preparation for
the spring trade. There was no ice on the
Big or Little Shuswap Lakes, or oo Kam~
loops Lake, but theriver from the Little
Shuswap to Kamloops was frozen over suf-
ficiently thick for traffic upon it.

THE DIG@INGS.

A party of Frenchmen had come in to
Fort Kamloops to winter who had ascended
Gold' River 20 or 30 miles higher up than
any other prospectors. They report several
streams emptying into Gold liver prospect-
ing equally well with those already known
\and have secured claims, to which they wil}
retarn in the early spring. A party from
Camp Creek bad also come to Kamloops to
winter. Camp Creek empties into Gold
River about four miles below Olemens’ or
McCullock’s Creek. They found very rich
prospects and located claims to which they
will retarn 10 the spring. On French
Creek, as on most of the other creeks, active
mining operations had been suspended on
account of ‘cold weather, and the great diffi-
culty of obtaining provisions and implements.
 The Ialf ‘Breed” Company had averaged
from 60 to 70 ounces a day up to the close
of the season. Mr: Richards iaforms us
that everyone who bas visited these diggings
with whom he had conversed, expresses the
firm conviction, not only that the ereeks upon
which gold has been already discovered are
very rich, but that a rasge of country abous
200 miles in extent abounds in gold, aud
that next season new gold bearing creeks
will be almost daily discovered: The nature
of the diggings, t0o, are such as to enable
every man who can provide himse!l with a
pick and a' shovel and a week’s rations to
,make his way successtully. With a' strong
arm 'and a willing mind " there need be no
blanks in the Big BendJottery.’

THE MINISTRY.
Earl Russell’s arrengements for the recon-

struction of the Cabinet are not a bit more

forward than they were on the 4th instant
when my last letter was despatched. Onthe
9th he attended with Mr. Gladstone, Earl de
Grey, and one or two other members of the
Government, at the Lord Mayor's Banquet
a 1Guildball, and most people expected tbat
at least he would give some sign of what he
intended in the future. The oracle, how~
ever, emitied but an uncertain sound. The
noble Lord eulogized Lord Palmerston, and
told the assembled company the Queen had
sent for him—which everybody knew—that
that Her Majesty had the prerogative to re-
quire his services—which nobody doubted—
and that he would have been “ a craven
coward ” had he not tried his hand once
more as First Lord of the Treasury. Then
he complimented the Americans on the re~
turn of peace, and put off no end of soft
sawder on their being a greatand prosperous
people, to whem Great Britain wished every
good thing Brother Jonathan wished for
himself, finishing off with saying matters
would progress, and wounld not stand still,
and that people, in political arrangements
especially, must say the same. Not a word,
however, did he utter about * the satisfac-
tory state of our foreign relations,” which
must be in a sad plight, through his own
“ meddling and muddling,” if the absence of
the entire European corps diplomatique from
the festive scene may be taken as an indica«
tion of the feelings entertained towards us
by the Continental Powers. Many were the
enquiries “ where was Mr, Adams ? ” but the
American minister did not put in an appear-
ance. From the night of the 9th, when Earl
Rusgell had an opportunity of satistying the
publiv, if be had been willing, or able to do
80, o this hour neither he nor his organs have
made the least sign, Two or three importaunt
offices still remain vacant, for example, the.
Chancellorship of the Duchy of Lancaster
is not yet filled up, and the Duke of Somerset
bas placed his resignation in the nobleman’s
hands. The cry is that Mr. Gladstone must
be strengthened in the House of Commons
because there are far tod many of the lead-
ing members in the Upper Chamber,—but
of course, so determined a Whig as Lord
Russell is, he will not seek to coalesce with
any of the Copservatives, and is most unwill=
ing to call the Radicals to his side, as this
would be a sure indication on the one haud
that a new Reform Bill is on the fapis, as an
invitation to the Opposition benches would
be a proof that no reform at all will be
mooted. Till the meeting of the New Par-
liament, in February next, there will be
nothing certain to report, and then, in ap
hour or two the whole affair will inevitably
go to pieces, and the loss the nation has
sustained by the death of Lord Palmerston
will be felt in all its significance.

THE FENIAN HUMBUG.

More arrests have been made in Ircland
since my last, the most important of which
is the ‘capture of Stephens, the chief centre
for that country, who was taken ocut of bed
with several others in the middle of the
night from a house surrounded with a garden,
vear Dublio, which was stocked with suffi-
cient provisions for a year. Lot of revol-
vers were found in and about the bedrooms,
but neither Stephens nor his friends had the
oourage to defy the police: - When brought
before the magistrate he refused to be defend-
ed and protested that he repudiated the ex-
istence of any goversment for his ecountry
but that which Fenianism had set up. Of
course he was committed to prison and will
be tried by official commission in a few
weeks.

HOME AFFAIRS
Are as dull as the weather, which wears

a true November type, and is alternately hot

and cold. There has been literally nothiog
within the last fortnight that deserves record~
ing, and a newspaper correspondent is very
pearly at his wit’s end to know how to fill up
a moderately lengthy letter, Even the cattle
plague ceuses to aftord matter for information.
The Government Commission hasspublished
its report, but the members do not agree,
some wishing to kill the infected animals off
hand and others protesting against such ab-
snrd proceedings. That the disease is gradx
vally diminishing is very apparent, and
most likely in a week or two more we shall

‘hear of nothing but a few isolated eases.

It is a carious fact, however, worth mention..
ing, that wherever homosopathie treatment
has been adopted 75 per cent. of the diseased
beasts have been saved. 'This has put the
medical profession out very much, and re~
duced the ‘¢ vets” to despair; but the fact is
80 positive that all their railing-against the
system cannot break it down. ‘It ought mot
to be so,” they will obstinately arge; baut
yet it is so, and beiog so, sensible people will
not forego the use of the simple remedies
nature seems to have infallibly provided.
The butchers and grocers are making a
glorious harvest, but like most extortioners
they have rather overdone it. There is not
the slightest reason on earth that the price
of meat should have been put up as they
have been doing, since they can buy at al-
most any price, a fever haviog seized upon
most cattle holders, who desire them to sell
at all huzards. The papers teem with indig-
nation articles, and the pressure trom without
is beginning to tell.  Still *“ it is an ill wind
that blows nobody any good,” and the deal~
ers in meat have pretty nearly come to the
end of their “little game ;” for whilst “selling”
others they have effectnally “ sold’’ them-
selves s ;
FRANCE.

The most startling piece of news I have to
tell in this communication is not merely the
determination of the Emperor lo reduce the
army, but that he has actually issued a de-
eree to do so at once.. The affairs of the
country, in spite of an extraordinary increase
of commerce, are not so prosperous as they
migkt be. A large deficit states M. Fould
in the face, and he has had the courage to
tell the great man he must “ cut his garment
according to his cloth’ and the great man
has becn wise enough at once to begin to do
so. This determination, at the moment of
Bismark’s visit to Paris and communication
with the Emperor and his Minister of Foreign
Affairs, is takeo to be so.significant of the
cootinuance of peace that it has caused upiv
versal satisfaction. = Year by year the
“ breeches pocket” question.tells upon French-
men, and this makes them less and less anx-
ious 1o “ go where glory waits them.” Ten
years ago a reduction of the army would
have probably caused an emeute ; now, how-
ever, such a change of feeling has been en«
gendered that those whbo are dismissed from
service rather like it than otherwise. Itisa
move in the right direction, and goes far to
show the wisdom of the man who is now the
arbiter of Europe. How the Mexican affair
will turn out remains to be seen; but the
w:thdrawal of the army of occupation now at
Rome has begun, and thence a large saving
may be anticipated. If Louis Napoleon

 could only get rid of the priests, as he is free~

ing himselt from the expenses of his army,
he would be the most prosperous ruler in the
world. But that is too good a thing to be
antieipated.

INTERVENTION FOR CHILE—Several mer=-
chants of New York, largely interested in
trade between the United States and Chile,
recently addressed a letter to Secretary Sew~
ard regarding the friendly intervention of the
Government of the Unpited States, with a
view of mitigating the heavy loss to the
commerce of the peorle of the country,zlikely

to arise from the Spanish Chilean difficulty.
The Secretary replies that the officers of the
Government of the United States already
have instructions tendered to that effect, and
are being continued with deep interest, and
not without the hope eventually of securing
results satisfaetory to their interests and to
those of the United States.

killed only one Basuto. Moshesh had
large quantities of provisions and gunw
powder on the mountain, which was not
well invested by the - Boers, and he had
been reinforced by 600 fresh Basutos in
one night.

The Free State President bad returned
to Bloemfontein to raise new levies of
troops to co-operate with the Transvaal
Boers, who had also levied an army to
assist against Moshesh. The Transvaal
Boers had advanced to Harrismith.

In reply to the Governor of @ape
Colony, Moshesh answered that he had
met the demand of the Natal Government'
for iovading their frontier. He also
urged his Excellency to take possession of
his country and people, alleging that they
were desirous cf becoming British. sub-
jects. . The "Governor declined to take
steps at the present juncture, and doubted
the sincerity of Moshesh.

The Cape Parliament had been pro-
rogued from October 10th to December
12th. :

An Act had been passed to prevent
the introduction of the cattle disease inot
the colony. It was tobe published ind
mediately in the London Gazette, am-
continue in force twelve months, It for-
bids the import or landing of any horned
cattle at any port of the colony, under a
penalty of £400. During the ensuing
two months, any horned cattle arriving:
out that had been shipped for the colony
before the promulgation of the Aet, the-
Grovernment were authorised to seize, and:
indemnify the owner or agent by payment’
of the first cost, freight, assurance, and
other charges upon them. %9

The railway works, including those at:
Sulbagh Klooff, were for the present sus--
. pended.

Representations had been made to the
Colenial Government that there was con-
siderable distress amongst the laboring
class throughout the colony.

The House of Assembly had voted a
temporary loan of £50,000 to be ex~
pended on public works already sanctioned
by the Parliament, but the Legislative-
Council had not agreed to the vote.

A vote of £20,000 had been carried
for the coupletion of the Kowie Har-
bor.

The proposed extension of the elzctric
telegraph to Natal had been dropped for
the present year.

Trade was still dull, but was expected
to improve with the coming summer
season, and there were fair prospects of a
bountifal harvest,.

The Windsor Custle had arrived out
with the 9th Regiment, and proceeded to-
Algoa Bay.

The arrival of the Renown on the 9tk
October caused great excitement in the
colony, on account of nineteen deaths
from cholera having occurred on board.
She was sent to Saldanha Bay, where the
F troops were to be landed on the island to
~undergo one month’s quarantine. The
last death, that of the surgeon of the
ship, took place 23 days before her
arrival, and the officers of the troops
thought the quarantine unnecessarily
severe. 'The captain of the Renown, in
a letter to the South African Advertiser
and Mazl, stated his conviction that when
the circumstances became known in Eng-
land public sympathy would be directed
towards the regiment rather than the
colony. j

_ The business of the House yesterday was'

devoted almost exolusively to what in Eng-
Jand would be termed Parliamentary reform.
The Franchise bill was reported to the House
as having passed the Committee, and the
extension of representation to Comox and
Cowichan, was diseussed at some length.
Taking the Assembly as a whole, we must
congratulate it on its rapid progress in liber-
sl sentiment. The Franchise bill which it
has now sent up for a third reading i a'good
index of the political leanings of ‘the ma-
Jority. Without going to the extent of unis
vereal suffrage, it bas so lowered and extend-
ed the franchise as to embrace almost every
British or naturalised ' subject who  fol-
lews any industrious calling. | If he
rents a house at the rate of only forty
dollars a year, or three dollars and ‘a
helf & month he can vote, provided he has’
resided in the colony for. three months prior
to registration. At present he must be a
resident six months previous to registration,
and mast rent a house at the rate of sixty
dollars a year. All those who pay taxes
under the Salary Tax Act are qualified to
vote, as well ag all pre-emptors. These two
classes, unless; otherwise qualified, are not
electors under:the old, or rather existing act.
The pre-emptive clause will enable every
bona fide settler’ to add his political opinions
to the general stock, and will infuse new
life into the struggling farmers in" our out-
lying districts.” A clause which "created
much diseussion, and which prohibits
an elector from voting in any district
but the onme, in which he resides,
will also tend to give a genuine
expression of the sentiment of the inhabitants
of every electaral district. A bill purporting
to be a liberal bill, ignoring the antediluvian
idea of basing representation on property,

eould not consistently include a system of

voting that would throw the whole representa

tion of the Island into the hands of a few
designing men in Victoria, who could, by the
purchase of twenty acres of land in each
district, virtually return themselves to the
House of Assembly. Twenty or twenty-five
sach perscns can, at the present time, for a

few hundred dollars each, become voters in

nearly every district,and, with the exception

of Victoria Distriet and Victoria Town, can

return whom they please to the Assembly,

despite the exertions of the resident voters.

Such a system as this is clearly too absurd

and too corrupt for any intelligent and inde-

pendent people. The Franchise Bill, at
present before the House, therefore, compels

the voter to be a resident, not a bird of

passage who knows nothing of the interests

of the district for which ke votes. Independ~

eat of the prevention of such a wholesale

izaud as can be at present practised on the

people, the residence clause gives ns a guars

antee that the principles of representation will

be thoroughly carried out, and that instead of a

mumber of men whose preponderating inter~

ests may lie in one district voting in another,

and swamping the opinions of the settlers of

the place, the settlers and théy alone shall
say who shall represent them. This is re-
ally the principle of the whole bill—to remove
every obstacle in the way of popular expres~
sion. :
The £300 property qualification _Was
abolished for the same reason. It was con«
sidered, and correetly too, that where repre=
sentation is enjoyed by any people, it is
simply rendering that representation a nullity
to confine the public choice to a very
small minority of the community. Reason
as well a8 justice points out that where we
have to select men for the important position
of legislators our range should be allowed to
extend over the widest area. The blunder
that is generally made is the belief in the
first place that the duty of a legislator begins
and ends with taxation and expenditure, and
that the man with real property is the only
man who is taxed. The mere raising and
voting public money is a .small part
of the functions of a Legislator. His
province embraces, indeed,’ dlriost “every-
thing affecting the general wg‘l_('){eidg -of man,
yet, according to the admirers of the property
qualification, no one has anyright to make
Taws for his fellows, unless he has a certain
sum of money and expends it in a certain
way. We wonder he is not required to
have a cork-leg or a hump-back—the ‘ration«
ale would be equally relevant. But the real
estate man is the only one who pays the
taxes! Well,we find this little idea exploded
in the fact that for this very year the amount

THE ROUTE TO BIG BEND.

To raE EpIToRr oF TaE BriTisu CoLonisr,
—8S1r,—My opinien has been asked in re-
gard to the relative merits of the several
routes of access to the rich mining region
ecently developed in that portion of British
olumbia " situated on the upper waters of
the Columbia River, and now known popu-
larlg as the “ Big Bend.”” Deference to the
wishes of the enquirers, and a desire to as-
sist the wavering decisions of the many who,
in the cooflict of interested representations,
are at a loss how to proceed, induce me,
though reluctantly, to trespass upon your
columns.

I bave examined an article in one of your
recent issues, illustrating the comparative
distances and the cost of travel by the way
of Portland through the valley of the Col-
umbia River, and that recently opened from
Victoria through New Westminster and
across land from the head of the Shuaswap.
.Lakes. I bave read, too, other articles
In  your morning contemporary bearing
on the same subject. For convenience
sake I shall confine my remarks to that first
mentioned.

In regard to the cost of travel by either
route I am not prepared to say more than
that yeur estimate showing a considerable
advantage in favor of the route by Victoria
appears to be correct.

In regard to distance and the facility of
travel on the other hand, I may remark in
the first place that your estimate of the dis-
tance by the way of Portland is too high ;
in the next place that the charaeter of the
country beiween Walla Walla and Oolville,
with the exception of a day’s march from the
former point through a sandy desért, is far
from being so forbidding as you represent.
On the eontrary, some portions of the route,
and espesially that between the Spokane
valley and Colville are very attractive in
divers points of view. The road, indeed,
from Walla Walla to Colville (I speak here
of the usually travelled horse trail) is on the

rect this misapprelicnsion at the outset.
Referring to my notes, and reealling the
experience of frequent travel by that line of
approach, I make the distance from Porte
land, vie Walla and Colville, to Gold Creek
667 miles, a computation considerably short
of yoar own. Of this distance about 178
miles only, instead of 245, are comprised be-
tween the proposed steamboat landing above
Little Dalles and the head of steam navigation
at the upper end of the seeond Arrow Lake.
In this interval there is, as you correctly re-
mark, a strong rapid at the confluence of the
Kootenais River, the stemming of whieh,
save by a steamer of 'enormous power, I
should deem at least problematical.
My compatation of the distance from Vice
toria to the same point (Gold Creek), and
including the travel by steamer across the
Gaulf of Georgia to New Westminster, differs
only a few miles from your own. This com«
putation is-from my own notes, eked out by
information kindly supplied to me by Capt.
Layton concerning the road recently opened
from the head of the Upper Shuswap
Lake to the Columbia River. An advantage
of, in round numbers some two hundred
miles, is thusshown in favor of the Victoria
route. In point of time the advantage, by
your calculation, is also very great. For
my own part I estimate it at the least at from
15 to 20 days, in view of the facilitics of
transit actually existing or now vigorously in
progress in British Columbia. Add to this
that the Road strikes the Columbia River
some 23 miles above the head of the pro-
posed steam npavigation upon the Arrow
Lakes, thus intercepting a portion of the
river navigation, which, during the freshets,
is both difficult and hazardous.
On the whole there®appears to me no
room for question on this subject under the
statement of facts that has appeared betore
the public, and whatever the delusion that
may, as it doubtless will, lead some to give
the preference to the Portland route for
the comipg season, experience will correct
the error for future years.
Setting all minor considerations aside, the
importance to the public of this reute to the
new gold fields cannot be overrated—afford-
ing as it does a means of cheap and ready
access, free from risk of accident, and avail.
able—when improved—for the import of the
necessary supplies for miners at all seasons
of the year.

Mg: Epirer,—Whilst the Press is looked
upon as reflecting truly the popular sentis
ment, it is' not supposed that all wisdom
dwells with the editors thereof.  With this
view I therefore venture to offer a word or
two in reference to the all absorbing topic
now before the people of (this colony, and
trust'you will not deny a small space in your
| valuable paper for a few remarks upon the
EstimaTzs.

I will not enter intn a discnssion of the
details of this monstrous scheme as presented
for our acceptance by the Goveroment, but
rather make some general remarks upon the
policy of the House in their determination to
cuitail the Lurdensome and preposterous ex~
peuses that huve been imposed upon the too
willing victims of Executive exiravagance.

That there should be found persons who are
opposed to the action ot the House in this
matter, is not at all strange ; but, there are
two classes of opposition,that does seem a mat-
ter of surprise, and deserve some particnlar no-
tice ; the first is, sympathy for all persons who
are now holding Government office. ’Tis
hard, indeed, for any man to be thrust out of
office, but is it any less hard to see justas
good men unable to get employment, owing
to the enfeebled state of the resources, or
business of the country ? *Tis also a seeming’
hardship that men of extraordinary talent
and ability should be compelled to go through
the drudgery of clerical life for a bare com-,
petency for themselves and families, but
such hardships are a necessary contingency
of every conntry or government of slender
resources or impoverished revenue; it is no
novel thing to see in ‘older countries than
this the worthy collector and treasurer of a
seaport town, with a population exceeding
that of this colony leaviog his workshop or
his plow to ‘attend to the duties of his office,
and afterwards resumc his' manual labors,
when the hours of his office bave expired ;
and in this way only can he obtain a coms
petency for himself and family ; such a mun
ever commands the regard of his countrymen,
but in no case is he considered an ilisused
or unfortunate man.

The other class of objectionists to whom I
would allude are very aptly represented by
your morning eotemporary in his article of
inimitable duplicity in his issue of Saturday
last. Whilst “ with bondsman’s key and
bated breath,” he advocates retrenchment; he
with more willing tongue heaps malignity
and abuse upon the men who are fearlessly
and boldly in the discharge of their public
duty endeavoring to effeet retrenchment.

The ends are just, but the means are un-
Jjustifiable. Such is the language of the
Chronicle. He very reluctantly admits the
necessity of the result, but enviously disap~
proves of the means by which that result is
accomplished.

Away with such political paralegy; no
common sense man can be hoodwinked by
such sophistry. And if I mistake not the
popular sentiment of this city, such a shuffling

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY,

THURSPAY, Jan. 11th, 1866.
House met at 3:15 p.m. Members present
Messrs. DeCosmos, Powell, McClure, Trimble
Dickson, Duncan, Cunningham, Dennes.

RECIPROCITY.

The Speaker read a message from Hig Ex-
cellency, acknowledging the reception of the
resolution of the House on Reciprocity, and
stating that he had forwarded it to the proper
quarter, and that he had already on previous
occasions taken action on the matter.

HOSPITAL GRANTS.'

The Speaker read a message from His Ex-
cellency in regard to the grants to the two
hospitals, stating that $3000 of the $6000
voted to the Royal Hospital had been paid,
also $250 of the $500 voted for the Female
Hospital, and $2000 of the $3000 for the Fire
Department, but that he did not wish to pay
the rest of the vote without laying the matter
before the House.

The matter was referred to Committee on
Supply.

ABOLITION OF TAXES.

Mr. Duncan gave notice of motion for a bill
to repeal the Real Estate Tax Act, a bill to
repeal the Trades License Act, a bill to repeal
the Salaries Act, and a bill to reduce the
Liquor License Tax to one-half its present
amount. Also, an address to His Excellency
for information as to the doings of H. H. S.
Clio at Fort Rupert.

DIVORCE ACT.

Mr. Dennes gave notice of & bill to enable
divorces to be granted in this colony.

MUNICIPAL GOYERNMENT.
Mr. McClure obtained leave to bring in a

bill to establish municipal government in the
various electoral districts.

THE ESTIMATES.

The House went into Committee on Supply,
Dr. Powell temporarily in the chair.

On motion of Dr. Dickson a supply was
granted, and the Committee rose and reported
the motion.

FINANCE COMMITTEE.

Mr. DeCosmos gave notice that at the
vext meeting of the House he would move
that His Excellency be respectfully requested
to instruct the Departments to furnish the
Finanee Committee with any information
required regarding the Estimates and finan—
cial affairs of the golony.

DESCENT OF REAL PROPERTY.

The bill regarding the descent of real
property passsed its third reading.

PARTNERSHIP BILL.
This bill was read a third time and passed.

SUPPLY,

The House went into committee to consider
its resolution on supply, De. Powell in the
chair. :

Dr, Dickson moved that a supply be granted,
which was carried, and the committee re-
ported to the House.

FRANCHISE BILL.

The House then went into Committee on
the recommitted clauses of the Franchise
Bill, Dr. Powell 1n the chair.

Dr. Trimble moved that the original clause
in relation to voters taking the oath of alle-
giance three months before registration be
inserted.

Dr. Helmcken opposed the motion, on the
ground of its illiberality. He did not think
political privileges induced men to emigrate
to a new country ; but yet he thought ne
such obstacle as that proposed should be in-
serted in a franchise bill. He thought the
principal reason for people leaving their own
country to go to another was poverty ; but
he believed despite the taking of an oath to a
foreign country they still loved their own.
Another influence, he thought. might be the
Divine command to multiply and replenish
the earth. The cry was population !—then the
true policy was to encourage population, no
matter from what country.  Foreigners pay
as much to support the institutions of the
country as any other vlass. TheGovernment
here had no national powers, being fittle better
than a municipality. When the population
of the eountry was sufficiently large to justify
meausures of the kind, then a foreigner might
be required to “take the oath of allegiance.
A British subject cannot throw off his allegi=
ance. A foreigner does not become a British
subject by taking the oatb of allegiance here,
he only enjoys the privileges of a British
subject whilst he is in Vancouver Tsland.

Mr. M¢Clure hoped the Hon. member for
Victoria district (Dr. Trimble) would mod-
ify nis motion, as the registration of voters
really covered the ground he somght to ob~
tain. He (Mr. M:Clure) could not, however,
go the length of the hon. Speaker, and ke
dissented entirely from some of the hon.
gentleman’s views. It was alleged that
people who wera driven from their native
eountry through necessity, although taking
the oath to a foreign power, still loved that
pative country. If the United States were
taken for example, it would be found that
the bitterest enemies England had were not
native born Americans but natives of the
British Isles. With regard to the Assembly
baving no national power, a time might come
—a critical time—when the action of the

¢ | House might really determine the pationality

of the Islund. If such a time did come he
wanted the British element to have the ex-
clusive voice.

The hon. Speaker did not think this House
would ever Bbe called upon to consider
whether they should become Yankees or not ;
shoald such a contingency arise the Home
Government would take the question from
under the colonists’ consideration. Our
power can merely be called partly municipal,
and he would like to know from the hon.
member when any occtasion would arise
that could give the Assembly any say in
nationality.

Mr. M‘Clure—If war should break out
between Great Britain and the United
States the question of nationality might, in
certain sontingencies, depend upon the people
of the colony: ;

Mr. DeCosmos was opposed to the motion
of the member for Victoria district altogether,
be thought besides that the oath of allegiance
as now administered was such as no con~
scientious Hebrew could take, and was of
opinion that political privileges had very
much todo with indueing people to come to
the country; he hoped that the mover of the
resolution would consent to modify or with-
draw it. {
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Dr. Trimble thought it woald be soffici

to allow the oath of allegiance to be :ﬂf
ministered at the time of voting and not
previous to registration.
. Dr. Dickson thought excitement at elecw
tions might induce some to take the oath
hastily, and consequently they might not be,
come good subjects. He would therefore
move that the oath be taken previous to or at
the time of registration.

Mr. M‘Clure supported the amendment;
and thought it would reach the objeet of the
original mover.

Mr. DeCosmos moved that the present
oath should be changed 8imply to one of
allegiance to Her Majesty, her heirg and
successors.

Dr. Helmcken said he could give good
reasons why ministers should not be eligible
men of other professions chose their own
oceupation, while ministers were supposed to
be called by a higher power, and had nothing
to do with earthly things, but only spiritual
and what related to the soul.

The motion was put excluding ministers,
when, in order to avoid bickering on a ques-
tion that would not affeet the Assembly one
way or other, several of the members who
voted previously for admitting clergymen
voted for the prohibitory clause, and it wag
carried.

The elause relating to the outlaw disquali-
fication was further amended by adding the
words “ or fugitive from justice.”

In the clause disqualifying persons from a
seat in the House upon their accepting any
Government appointment or contract

Mr. DeCosmos moved that the words or
contraet” be struck out, as it was exceedingly
difficult to define the nature of the contract
understood by the bill. Many of the present
members, even . Doctors attending the gaol,
might legally be brought under the disquali-
fying clause as it then stood. (Hear, hear.)

Dr. Trimble thought the word ** contract””
should remain, as newspapers coutracting for
the public printing might have their pro-
prietors in the House and exercise an undue
influence.

Mr. M‘Clure thought the very case
brought forward by the last speaker a proof
of the foolish character of the restriction ;
for if there were only two Bewspapers in
Vietoria and one of them represented in the
House, the other would have the public
work at its own price.

COWICHAN AND COMOX REPRESENTATION.

This finished the Franchise bill, when. Mcr.
McClure’s bill for providing representation
for Cowichan and Comox came up in Com-
mittee.

On putting the first clause,

Dr. Helmcken rose and opposed the bill.
If the hon. mover, he said, had brought in a
measure to redistribute the representation
ard give members in proportion to the popu-
lation or the taxation, he would have supw
ported it; but giving two more members to
the districts, making in all thirteen against
Victoria’s four—when Victoria represented
infinitely more wealth than all the other
constituencies put together, was aggravating
the present evil instead of diminishing it.—
Besides, neither Cowichan nor Comox paid
any taxes. In fact, a great many of the dige
tricts now represented should be amalga-
mated and the representation reduced on acs
count of the smallness of their taxation:
Salt Spring Island, for instance, only paid
$91 taxation (laughter), and Sooke $188'
(laughter).

M. Carswell—What about Metchosin ?2—
(laughter.)

Dr. Helmcken—Metchosin paid but a few
bhundred dollars, but then Esquimals, which
wag added to it, paid over $2000. ' He had
no objection to see Cowichan and Metchosin
represented, but he would eppos> any addis
tional members to the districts unless Vic«
toria were raised in proportion.

Mr. M‘Clure was glad to see the honorable
Speaker become so suddenly a warm cham-
pion of Victoria; but he thought, neverthe-
less, that his arguments on representation
were not very prolound. . According te the
honorable gentleman, London should return
to the House of Commons more than a tenth
of the members, because it was meore than
one-~tenth the population. It was scarcely
necessary for him (Mr. M‘Clure) to say that
representation was never given in exact prcq
portion to population or taxes. There wore
interests requiring protection that would te
swamped did such a system exist. The
honorable Speaker’s arguments, if they meant
anything at all, meant that Metchosin had
too many representatives (laughter), and that
Victoria District could very well spare two
from its three members (laughter). The hon.
gentleman did not show that Cowichan should
not have a representative, nor that Comox
should remain unrepresented. These districts
were important districts, and it was a disg
grace they had no person in that House to
look after their interests. If Comox and
Cowichan did not, along with other districts,
contribute their quota to the revenue, that
was the fault of the Assembly with its ime
perfect scheme of taxation, and net the taul t
of the districts. The honorable Speaker did
not oppose tke bill on the ground of simply
granting representation to Cowichan and
Comox, but because it did not make a redis-
tribution of representation. Well, let the
honorable gentleman bring in a bill to that
effest.

Mr. DeCosmos remarked that he thought
the opposition was from an interested source;

‘Dr. Helmcken remarked that the duties of
the Clerk of the House were vary onerous,
and that after a session of eight or nine
months, when all the matters connected there~
with were properly d up, there would be
very little time lef: for auditing accounts, and
.besides there was a present understanding that
the services of 'tgs Clerk, when he had
finished the daties of the ITonse were at the
disposal of the Government.

Dr. Powell considered it impolitic to im-
pose the duties of Auduwtor upon the Clerk
uoless the House' had some assurance that
tho session would not last more than sixty
days, and he saw nothing at present to indi-
cale a shorter session than usual.

Mr. DeCosmos answered the arguments of
the two previous speakers.

Mr. M‘Clure said that retrenchment was
the present policy of the House and be should
not vote for the Clerk’s salary as it stood, un-
less his duties were amalgamated with some
other office, and he knew of no other that he
could better perform than those of auditor,
for which he was fally competent. If a
Clerk and an _Auditor were necessary two
officials would bave to be paid. He further
oconsidered that the House was getting
through its business very expeditiously.

Dr. Ash hinted at the possibility of a dis~
solution and of another House repudiating
the present action of this House.

Dr. DeCosmos said this House had nothing
to do with dissolation or what any other
House might do, and he put it to any hon.
member to say when general retrenchment
was' being carried out whether they would
like to see the Clerk receiving a whole year’s
salary for three months’ work; he for one
would certainly not vote for it.

Dr. Dickson in view of the great cry
raised for retrenchment favored the views of
the senior member for the city, and would
support his motion.

Mr. Dennes supported the views of the
hon. Speaker, and thought the Clerk was
sufficiently hard worked and a competent
and deserving official, and the dignity of the
House should be maintained by passing the
vote.

Mr. M¢Clure considered it an insult to the
Clerk to suppose that he wished to receive
twelve months pay for three months work.

On a division Mr. DeCosmos’ mction was
carried :

The item of $250 for petty expenses pro~
duced considerable discussion in the course
of which Dr. Ash charged Mr. DeCosmos
with impecuniosity in resisting this item
when he voted for such a heavy budget last
year, and the latter retorted by saying that
because he had voted for a large budget last
year the junior member for Metchosin wished
1o do the same this year.—The item passed.

COLONIAL BECRETARY.

Colonial Secretary—Provided out of Crown
Revenues.

Chief Clerk, $1,500.

Mr. Duonean moved that this office be
amalgamated with the Clerk in the Land
Office. He thought he might perform all the
necessary duties of that office and effect a
saving of over $11,800.

Mr. DeCosmos moved that inasmuch as
the Chief Clerk held the office of Clerk to
the Legislative Council the present item be
reduced to $1,000.

Dr. Helmeken was sorry to be again in
the opposition, but he certainly thought that
$1500 a year was too little for the Chief
Clerk of the Colonial Secretary. If the
House wanted their officials to do their work
properly they must feed them properly : the
treatment was the same as with cattle. The
Clerk bad plenty to de, and now that the
Governor’s private secretary- was abolished,
it increased his duties. Cats must be fed if
they were to catch mice. +D

Mr. DeCosmos thought that if they wanted
cats to catch mice they must not feed them
at all (laughter).

Dr. Powell bore testimony to the assiduity
of the present incumbent and the value of his
services.

Mr. McClure said that hon. members
would insist upon viewing these questions in
a personal instead of a general light. What
the House had to consider was not who filled
an office and how he did his work, but
whether the country could raise sufficient
monéy to pay for his services (hear, hear).
He looked forward to better times hereafter,
when the House might be able to afford these
snlaries. In times of depression the officials

SUPREME COURT.

[BEFORE CcHIEF JUSTICE NEEDHAM.]

Regina v. Maurice Carey—Mr. MeCreight
moved that judgment. in this case be arrested
and the prisoner discharged, on the ground
of illegal sentence and arguad at great length
that the penal laws of Eogland were not ap:
plicable to this colony, mot having been
made so either by 1mperial enactment or by
any act of .the local Parliament.

The motion was adjourned until torday
at 11 o’clock.

Huston v. Fuca Straits Coal Company —

This ease was resamed, Mr. Wood for the
plaintiff and Mr. McCreight for the defendants.

The investigation into the affairs of the
company was quite interesting, a number of
the shareholders, including the U. S. Consaul,
Messrs. Marvin, Guild, Tarbell, Heisterman,
Fell, Jeffries, Main, Cassamayou, Grancini,
and others, were placed in the witness-box,
nearly all of whom had claims against the
eompany for different amounts, for cash ad-
vanced or goods supplied, which were claimed
as'a set-oft against assessment calls to meet
outside claims.
| ‘Mr. Wood contended that the calls shounld
first be paid, and that the shareholders must
rank concurrently on the bankrupt company’s
estate, as they would otherwise obtain an un-
dume preference. :

His Honor suggested two or three times
that the parties should come to some arrange-
ment, as they resembled the Kilkennycats,
fighting until nothing but the tails were left,
Mr. Tarbell expressed his willingness to con-
tnbute his $100; and His Honor remarked
to plaintiff’s counsel that * that -was the first
nugget out of the mine.”

SurreMe CourT.—Regina vs. Carey.—
Argumeat was yesterday resumed by Qoun-
sel before His Honor the Chief J ustice, with
whom sat Chief Justice Begbie of British
Columbia, on the motion of Mr. McCreight
for an arrest of judgment in the above case.
The Attorney General addressed the Court at
some length, and was followed by Mr.
McCreight. His Honor ruled that the rew
peated enactments of the Imperial Parliament
bad constituted Vancouver Island a colony by
recognition, and farther that the penal laws
of England applied to all the colonies without
express enactment. That the sentence in
the case of Maurice Carey was legal and just
and that he could not entertain the applica~
tion for an arrest of judgment, His Honor
farther remarked that Chief Justice Begbie,
who had kindly assisted him with his counsel
fully cencurred with him in his decision.

—S8i1r : In Jausching inte business in & coun-
try people are apt to be guided by the prece~
dent of those at present there engaged on the
one hand and on the other by the hypothesis
of certain investments yielding an'inducive
remuneration. It is often asked why we have
ot a greater population here. Doing busix |
ness in this country can be likered to one
who plants five sacks of potatogs—the yield
may be ten ; of this disease has spoilt two,
(equivalent to bad debts) it costs other two
lo cultivate and dig, (expenses of working
business) and two he pays as rent, (equal to
amount of taxes, duties, tonnage dues, road
rolls, &c.) This.is the state of tradein British
Columbia above New Westminster, and in
theapast_ and present season may be fairly
considered a genuine average. The question
resolves itself into a foous of how long will it
take to bankrups the whole of the trading
settlers? 1t is certainly only a question of
time under the existing oppressive axation.
Cash firstly, be it remembered, he pays for
duties, dues and tolls, which on the average
tare and trett of goods of all kinds, spirits,
tobacco, provisions, &e., will be equal to 25
to 50 per cent. at his house on the first eost.
Credit secondly he has to give or do no trade -
and keep his stock till it is blue and mouldy.
Then who in the name of common sense
wishes to embark in an enterprise where a
larger sum is paid out in cash for permission
te do so than ean be realized or has been
realized by any storekeeper in the colony in
any common given time? Take a merchant:
in business who has been here three years ;
he has paid in direet taxes to the government
in that period more than he possesses collacs '
tively in merchandise, eash and chattels. It
may be argued the trader does not pay the.;
whole of this but his customers ; can his cus- i
tomers afford it ? And the risk is proportion-
ately more to him by reason of the high eost’
first advanced, in ealculating chances on the
positive necessary credit—for what ordinary
labor in a new eountry will produce a bonus
enabling a body of men to produce certain
results.

As a people in the habit of boasting
of their individual wealth perbaps we have
on equal. It helps to pass shopkeepers as
‘merchants, and there is pothing so easy as
lying. ~ Baut to veraciously ascertain how much
an up-country tradesman, who deals in food,
clothing, &c., necessaries of life, netts in one
year in British Columbia, divide the amount
paid by him for duties by two, and if he is
lucky enough to have had few bad (potatoes)
debts in his harvest, you have the sum to a
decimal.

. Are we snffering under a lash to ‘“ grin and
bear it,”” not even favering the jolly Gevern~
ment with a howl from the mountains, or are
we apathetic blockbeads, veritable British
boobies, so disgustingly English as to stand
anything? Did an immigration set in here
equal to the Jast stampede to the Blackfoot
country and the existing tariff in force, they
would corrall enough money from taxes to
make a railway to Canada, and the tariff
keeps them from coming.

Can no Solon eome forward and suggest
some remedy ? A government we must have,
but not one werking a system that acts as a
Scarecrow or bugaboo to the whole North
Pacific Coast. ~ If they would get more game.

CONSTITUTIONAL DIFFIQULTIES.

The brief announcement, which we gave
yesterday in reference to the constitutional
difficuity in the Australian colony of Victoria
scarcely did justice to the importance of the
subjéct. Two branches of a’ responsible

Government are at loggerheads with each
other. The Assembly, as we have previously
shown, passed a tariff bill, which: the Upper
House rejected. The Lower’'House  then
tacked the measure on to the bill of “supply,
which was also rejected. Here was a dilem-
ma for a constitutional Government. The ofs
ficial salaries were unpaid, the contractors for
public works were elamioring for' money ; but
the Treasury was empty,and the Ministry could-
collect no taxes. - The Assembly, however,
weré' determined not to be balked ; ‘they ap~
plied ‘to the varfous 'banks for assistance, and
after having met with several refusals: at
last'succeeded in negotiating a loan with the
London aod Chartered Bank. In'order that
there sbould be no objection on the  ground
of security, the Government allowed itself to
be sued fo: the amouant, confessed judgment,
and eo arranged a little legal fiction te place
the baok beyond danger. So far this wasa
triumph for the Ministry; for it virtually
bound the country to pay whatever liabilities;
it ‘chose to incur without the assistance of"
the Upper House. It did not stop here, hows
ever; the tariff bill which the Legislative
Council threw out, the Government acted
upon and collected duties on the articles
enumerated in the measure. ' Of course, cap-~
‘ﬂi‘lill_mﬁf vessels, consignees and impqrters
generally protested, but it was of no avail.
The:Government had the physical force at its
batk{afid the kcustoms receipts Were collected
as punctually as'if ' the tariff measure had
really become law. '.Actions were carried into
the Supreme Court ; but the Ministry laughed
st the decisions and continned to enforce the
tariff. In this position of affairs the Legislative
Council petitioned Her: Majesty for' relief,
deseribing the unconstitutional - methods
adépted by the Lower House. The ‘Assembly
were tiot slow to follow suit. They also bad’
a grievance to make out, and;they called
upon Her Majesty to take steps to modify a
constitation, which allowed'a body’ in' whom
the public bad no confidence to checkmate
the.legitimate demands of the people of the
colony. Meetings were called: thronghout
thecountry to show that the Ministry were
really carrying odt the wishes of the eolo~ |
nists. Everywhere almost the Government
were endorsed, and the Upper House
came in' for a storm of popular indigoation.
We'could not expect it otherwise. The Legis«
lative Council of the Colouy of Victoria is
essentially an obstructive body. :Composed
almost exclusively of ¢ squatters,” who have
for years interposed their speculative and ag-
grandizing propensities between the colony
and its_settlement—who have rejected every
liberal land  scheme, and shown themselyes
unmistakable enemies to the public weal, it
was only natural that any Government acting
against them would receive the public sup-
port. . It was not merely the question whether
the "colony shocld have a certain tariff or
not, but whether the real representatives of
the people should be ridden over rough-shod,
by men who had no higher claims to public
confidence than being specalators in the
publie land, and valuing sheep’ at a much
higher price than men.

What Mr. Cardwell will do in answer to
the respcctive petitioners it would be difficult
to say ; but we think he will side with the
popular branch. We think he will be care-
ful’about'runoing counter to the wishes of
the people of the colony. The crisis is in.
teresfing to us as indeed it is to every Brits
ish.dependency. For with the very defec—
tive constitutions which:'govern the various
eold}';i‘ég,‘ thiere may ‘be produced at any time
sefions conflicts 'between the _respective
branches of Goveroment. . With an elective
Upper House, especially as is' generally the
ease 'where it is allowed an existence of

even or ten years, it ig impossible to provide
any safety-valve for that undue pressure
caused by a collision. In England, of course.
the Lower House can in an emergency, and
in .conjunciion with the  Crown, carry its:
measures thiough the Lords by creating the
negessary num ber of peers to form a majority ;
and if it is necessary to coerce the Crown it
can refuse to vote the Matiay bill and thus
bring the whole paraphernalia: of Govern-
ment to a stand-still. But in Colonies with
elective Lsgislative Councils the thing is re-
versed, and the Assembly, as in the case of
the Australian imbroglic, has no power, with
or: without the Governor, to’add a single
member to the Upper House. The whole

folly of copying, and that imperfectly,
the institutions of Great Britain, There can

IFit ‘were to assist legislation, instead of as
is too often the case, to retard it, the objec-
tion to a second House might not have much
weight ; but experience shows ‘that the re-
tarding function is the one most  frequently
used, and that the evils of a comparatively
irresponsible Upper House outweigh ‘a thou~
sand times the advantages. . ¢

been kept in Old Capitol' Prison since Pre-

hundred thousand dollars damages. 'Defend
ant claims that plaintiff is guilty'ef a viola~
tion of articles of war by treating with the
enemy, that the arrest was not made by his
order but by Provost Marshal, and ‘that plain«
tiff is- still’on parole in the sam of $5,000 to
await his trial on such charges.

W asgiNGioN, January 3—The Fenian Con-
gress to~day appointed a committee to confer |
with the Fenian Senate and -adoptéd a reso~
lution directing the President of the Senate
“toréportdirectly to Congress. ' O'Mahoney’s
address'was read to Congress in'the aftérnoon,

that waited upon him that he did aot recog-
nize the legality of the Congress, and that he
was willing that the books and papers of the
Senate sbould be examined. Mr. Williams’
finaneial report was ready for Congress.

ABOLITION OF SLAVERY.

New Yok, Jan. 3.—The follewing is the
preclamatioc of Secretary Seward, declaring
the abolishment of slavery :

*.To all to whom these presentsshall come
greeting—Know ye that whereas the Con-
gress of the United States on the first day of
Kebruary last passed a resolution, which is
in the words following : “neither slavery nor
involuntary servitude, except as punishment
for crime, whereof the party shall have been
duly convieted, shall exist within the United
States or any place subject to their jurisdie-
tion. Congress shall have power to enforce
this fine by appropriate legislation, and
whereas it appears from the official documents
on file in this department that'the amend-
ment to the Constitution of the United
States proposed by the legislatures of the
States of ‘Illinois, Rhode lsland, Michigan,
Maryland, New York, East Virginia, Maine,
Kansas, Massachusetts, Pennsylvania, Vir-
ginia, Ohio, Missouri, Nevada, Indiana,
Louisiana, Minnesota, Wisconsin, Vermont,
Tennessee, Arkansas, California, New
Hampshire, South Carolina, Alabama, North
Carolina and Georgia, in all twenty-seven
States, and whereas the whole number of
States in tne United States is thirty-six, and
whereas the before specially named States,
whose legislatures have ratified the said pro-'
posed amendment, constitute three-fourths of
the whole number of States in the United
States. Now, therefore, be it known that I,
W. H. Seward, Secretary of State of the
United States, by virtue of and in pursuance
of the second section of the Act of Congress,
approved 20th April, 1818; entitled “an Act
to provide for the publication of the laws of
the United States and for other purposes,” do
‘bereby certify that the amendment has be-
come valid to all intents and purposes as a
‘part of the Cghstitution of the United

States. b
(Signed) W. H. SEwARD,
Secretary of State.”

EXPLOSION AND ACCIDENT,

CANADA.

T'he secret organization among the French
Canadians residing in the State of New York
have commeneed an internal quarrel similar
to that of the Fenians; one faction is anxious
to plunge headlong into a war with England,
invade Canada, and establish a Canadian
Republic, with a Capital and Departments
at Elim, (?) Canada. The other faction are
opposed to any such rash action. The
head centre and chairman of the Convention
has published a letter in which he takes
grounds against hasty action.

EUROPE.

At the Cork special commission for the
trial of the Fenians, at the sitting on Monday,
Bryant Dillon and John Lynch were arraigoed
for treason, and a jury was sworn. « The
Attorney-General stated the case for the
Crown, after which Mr. Warner was exam-
ined who stated that he had seen as many
as 500 persons ata meeting and the prisoners
were among them ; the grand jury found
trae bills for treason and felony against Dugan
H. Donovan, John Carty, James Martano,
and A. Nicholas:

WEST INDIES.

NEew York, January 4—Via Havana we
have news of another revolation in San Do-
mingo.

MEZXICO.

Some official news from the city ot Chihua-
bua to the 24th November has been received.
Juarez and his cabinet minister, the Supreme
Court and other functionaries arrived in
Chihuahua, the capitol of the Mexican Rew
public, on the 20th ult,, and met with a warm
and enthusiastic reception, and quite a pop~
ular “oration. The Minister of the Interior
issued on the 21st of November & circular to
the Governors of States informing them that
the National Goverument will be in Chihua-
hua for the present, The pecple are rejoiced
at haviog got rid of French' troops. News
from the interior is represented as encour-
aging tothe Nationalists. General Gaza is
President of the Republie, having accepted
a military position under the Government.

I pursuance of an order previously made,
the Directors of, the above Company were
called upon to explain certain circamstances
connected with the Company’s affairs.

Mr. Jules David was examined at great
length and stated that a company called the
Pbeeunix Co. had been originated, and a  band
of men had been gent to the mines for the
purpose of retaining possession and working

fiem.

The original prospectus of the Fuca Co.
was produced and His Honor hinted that he
was opposed to the arrangements of the
Phenix Co., inasmuch as they wished to be
possessed of the mines on which the Fuca
Co. had experded $35,000, while at the same
time they showed a desire to repudiate the
debts of the Fuca Co.

His Honor requested the Attorney General
to define his proposition, and the learmed
counsel asked that the assets of the Company
be sold to pay the debts.

His Lordship ruled accordingly, and farther
ordered that the Directors take no measures
to change the'present condition of the affairs
of the Company, and that they be required to
tender every aid in their power to cause the
assets to be preserved and judiciously applied
to the liguidation of the debts.

Re H. Lamont— This bankropt eame up
for his first examination, supported by Mr.
Copland, who proposed that the mattershould
be carried ' out' wnder certain ' resolutions
agreed to by the creditors. - Mr. Bishop op~
poeed on behalf of some of the creditors, in
consequenee of the proper advertisement not
having been publishad convening the meeting.
The court ordered an adjournment until the
requisite notice bad been given,

Re Thomas Mann— This bankrupt came
up for his examination. Mr. McKay, who
had been ordered to pay certain sums into
court, appeared with his accounts, which the
court said were very satisfactory, and ordered
the same to be passed. Mr. Bishop said if
any ‘release was required by Mr. McKay he
would give it. The bankrupt passed.

Britannic' Majesty’s Charge d’Affdires in
Lima, to request his being given up from
under the British flag, that he might be
brought to condign punishment. H. M. ship
Matine, however, had sailed the evening be-
fore the note was despatched. Matters ap=«
peared to be getting once more into their
old way, and it was thought we were to have
a time of quiet; Ministers were appointed as
a Cabinet with Canseco, some of whom‘gave
promise of fair service in their particular de-~
partments. - But there had been an under
current of disquietude all these days, which
on the 26th inst. came to a point. ~ On that
day placards were exhibited calling a publigs-
meeting for the consideration of the state of
the country and the state of the Spanish
question. This meeting took place in the
aiternoon of ‘that day, in the Plaza, and the
result was that General Prado, the revolus
tionary General, was declared Dictator, for
the salvation of the uational honor. The
leading men of the revolution pledged them~
éelves to him, as also a large number of
citizens, placing the country under his entire
charge with the sole condition, that as soon
as possible he would call together a Com-
gress. Canseco’s power was at once at an
end, and this steamer leaves us with matters
in a sense as quiet, but with deeper feelings
of uneasiness than though the country were
openly disturbed.
At the Prefectura in Callao, last night, a
meeting was held, and speeches made to the
collected people, of a tendency most inflam-
matory against Spain; and it need met be
wondered at, if by next steamer the news be
that “ the Dictator” disavows the Pareja~
Pinzon Spanish treaty, and declares Peru in
alliance, offensive and defensive, with Chile.
The coast has been visited with a. con—
tinuaoce of very heavy surfs for a week past.
The waves have been heavier than are re-
membered to have been known on the coast
before, and much damage has been done,
and some lives lost.

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THE DISCUSSION ON THE ESTI-

The House of Assembly yesterday coms
menced a very disagreeable duty. ‘No man
likes the task of turning the *willing laborer
adrift, or reducing the wages of a faithful
serant. We bave in the Government of
Vadcouver Island a number of estimable

meo; willing enough, we believe, to work, |

and give the country its money’s worth in
labor; but on the other hand we -have an:
exchequer that is ata very low ebb, and
totally unable to maintain the very exten~
#iV6 official staff whieh at present draws its
sustepance from an . overburdened - people.
We are sure there was not a member yes-'
terday in the House who, however eager for,
retrenchment, did not feel sorry at being
obliged to take away the salary of a single
official ; but public duty is above sentiment,
and stern necessity knows o law, . The
work of retrenchment has commenced ' and
no scruples should interfere with its comples
tion.

The estimates so far discussed by the
House have undergone a very sweeping re-
duction. The Governor’s private secretary
has been struck out ; the second clerk of the
Colonial Secretary has been struck out, and
the chief clerk’s salary reduced $500; the
Treasurer has been amalgamated with the'
Harbormaster, the Assessor with ‘the Assist--
ant Surveyor General, the Clerk- of the
House with the Auditor,and the Registrar of
the ‘Supreme Court with the Registrar of
Deeds; a clerk to the Chief Justice was re~
fused, as was also a clerk to the Attorney
General. The latter official . gets his old
salary, but without fees. The reductions 80
far have amounted to $21,075, and the num-
ber of officials removed to eleven. The fol-
lowing table will give our readers a more

We have here a reduction of nearly one-
balf the Government estimates. We think
‘this is as far as reasonable retrenchment ean
g0; but we do not believe it is too far. We
are firmly convineed that if His Excellency
Governor Kennedy acoepts the views of the
House in good faith, and carries them out,
the public service will just be as efficiently
performed asever. If, however, His Excel-
lency does not accept the views of the As-
sembly ; if he thinks the members do not in
their retrenchment represent the opinions of
the people, there is-fiothing open to him but
a dissolution. It is just possible that the
majority who now act together in the House
may be supplanted by a class of men very
widely differing from them in their ideas of econ-
omy. It isjust possible that the people of Van
couverIsland have been crying for retrenchment
as the child cries for the toy, only to fling it
away again. All the popular ideas may be
really phantasies. Instead of taxation being
t00 onerous, it may turn out that our contri
bations to the general Government are really
insignificant eompared with our capaeity to
Pay, and that instead of a scheme of economy,
we should be launching out inte lavish ex—
penditure. All this is quite possible, and if
His'Excelleacy has the slightest hope that
it is so, we would earnestly advise him to
appeal to the people, and ask them, through
a general election, to adopt his ideas of ex-
penditure for 1866, There is nothing like a
bold course when' ong is in doubt. We are
sure if he took the advice of the minority
who voted yesterday against almost every
reduction, he would dissolve the House.
These. gentlemen, and . wa- would ;call -our
readers - attention * to' " theit ' votes " in
our report, no doubt feel conscious
thati “they bave done their daty ;
that they have stood up manfully against
their* constituents, and have endeavored to
pile on salary afier salary, expense upon ex~
pense. It is natural that they should charge
the majority with being a clique or. club, |
bound by some mystic tie to cling together.
A majority allied to carry out every measure
which the interests of the colony deinnd,
allied to reduce the expenditure of the coan-
try to an amount commensurate with the
people’s pockets, and to remove as much as
~possible the irksome characfer of ‘our taxa-

g

tion, is & body of men, dangerous to the pub~
lic interests, threatening to the House of
Assembly and peculiarly disagreeable to
those amiable gentlemen, who, borrowing
Earl Russell’s phrase of “ rest and be thank~
ful” are only too happy when they are tak~
ing their repose as stumbling-blocks in the
pathway of economy and of progress.

If ever the thanks of a community were due
to a body of men, the thanks of Vancouver
Island are due to-day to those members of
the Assembly who bave labored and are
laboring to the great sacrifice of their time,
in the House and ot of it, to carry out those
measures, which Vancouver Island since it
‘wag a eolopy has yearned for butin vain.
It may sunit an obstruetive minority in
the Assembly to stigmatise them as a
cligue or a elub, bat we think the
‘public will adopt the biblical wisdom and
Jjudge them by their works. It is possible,
however, that His Excellency will decree
that those works shall be stopped—that two
years’ legislation shall be destroyed—that all
the bills which the Upper House threw out
last session and all the bills which the Lower
House has passed and intends to pass this
session shall be again thrown into the waste-
basket—that in fact the House of Assembly
is a mischievous bedy, interfering with the
machinery of government, jand disgracing
the colony by its parsimony, and that the
gooner it is terminated the better. All this
may be said and done by Her Majesty’s re-
presentative ; but there is a good deal of

| worldly wisdom in the Shakespearian senti-

-ment that “it is better to bear the ills we
bave than fly to otbers that we know not of.”
