THE BURNING QUESTION. SPORTS AND PASTIMES. I

><The Msnitoba school question will, no 
doubt, for some time to oome be the prin­
cipal topic of political discussion to every 
province of the Dominion. There are many 
whom intentions are good who will repre­
sent it a* a question to which the religious 
liberty of the inhabitants of Manitoba is in­
volved, and there are others who, to order 
to further their political ends, will endeavor 
to use It for the purpose of stirring up 
religious strife, and of increasing and in­
tensifying sectarian bitterness. Sensible 
people who love peace and who want to see 
justice done would do well to be on their 
guard against both classes of agitators.

The question really at issue 1s the rights 
of the minority to Manitoba, no matter 
whether that minority fa Protestant or 
Catholic. The minority to Manitoba hap­
pens to be Roman. Catholic, but the min­
ority to Quebec it Protestant, and one of 
the objects of the Constitution of the Do­
minion is to preserve the rights of the min­
ority let its creed be what it may.

It will no doubt be asserted that the 
action of the Government to an invasion of 
Provincial rights. But it fa no such thing. 
When Manitoba entered the Dominion it 
did so under certain conditions. It made 
an agreement and it fa bound by articles of 
that agreement. As long as Manitoba to 
required to do nothing more than it 
fa bound to do by the conditions of union 
it is foolish as well as untrue to say that its 
rights are invaded. In ordinary buskwes 
men are expected as a matter of course to do 
what the agreements they make stipulate. 
The man who, when asked to live up to his 
agreement, complains that his liberty is In­
terfered with rod hi* rights invaded, would 
be laughed at by some and condemned by 
others. As it is with Individuals so it fa 
with communities, whether we call them 
nations or provinces. They are under a 
moral obligation of the strongest kind to 
keep the covenants they make.

Now, when Jibe Provinoe of Manitoba en­
tered the Dominion It made an agreement 
with the Dominion. That agreement, in
this instance, fa called an “Act”__
the Manitoba Act. That Act
tabled provisions Intended to protect 
and preserve the rights of the
minority in the matter of education. Here 
is what the Manitoba Act provides with re­
spect to denominational schools. Section 22 
reads :

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i|A PRAOTIOAL TEST.

If the political economists oonld only make 
up their minds to lay down their text books 
for a little while, and study the problem 
given them by the Nelson Tribune, their 
time would be well spent.

In and for the provinoe the said Legisla­
ture may exclusively make laws to relation 
to education, subject and according to the 
following provisions :

(I.) Nothing to any such law shall preju­
dicially affect any right or privilege with re- 
speot to denominational schools which any 
class of persons have by law or practice to 
the province at the Union.

(2 ) An appeal shall lie to the Governor- 
General-in- Council from any Act or decision 
of the Legislature of the provinoe or of any 
provincial authority effecting any right or 
privilege of the Protestant or Roman Crth 
olio minority of the Queen’s subjects to rela­
tion to education.

Mr. Lewelltog, late Populist Governor of 
Kansas, doe* not give a very cheerful 
description of the condition of that State.

Now, if he wants five 
dollars, he must pay six or seven sack) of 
wheat for it When he went into debt, one 
horse was considered good collateral security 
for a loan of $60. Now the man who lends 
$60 Wants a chattel mortgage on five or six 
horses.

Lewelltog’. description of the actual condi­
tions of life surrounding the average man 
and the average woman to a great state dt 
the American Union. By way of proving 
that hi* effort fa not a dream of statistics, 
but a sober reality, he cites the fact that 
mortgages are being foreclosed and F—- 
people turned out of house and home at the 
rate of ten thousand per annum.

MoThis seems very plain. By the Constitutional 
Act of the Province of Manitoba Its Legisla­
ture waa invested with the power of making 
laws with regard to education. But this 
power was not absolute and to the matter of 
education the Legislature was not supreme. 
Its power was subject to limitation and Pro- 
testants or Roman Catholics who found 
themselves aggrieved by any Act or decision 
of the Legislature or of any provincial 
authority had the right to appert from the 
Legislature to the Governor-General to 
Council. The men who drew up this pro­
vision of the agreement and who agreed to it 
knew what they were doing. They foresaw 
that the majority, which, when the law was 
enacted, was Roman Catholic, might act un­
justly towards the minority and they conse­
quently provided what they considered a 
remedy for any injustice that might be in­
flicted.

This waa agreed to by the representatives 
of the people and became part of the law of 
the Province. No attempt has been made 
since Manitoba joined the Confederation to 
get this part of the Constitutional Act re­
pealed. It remains to this day to full force.

The first school law of the Province estab­
lished separate schools. It was enacted to 
1871 and remained to operation until 1890. 
In the latter year a new law was enacted 
whioh abolished the separate schools and set 
up an undenominational system to its stead. 
The Roman Catholics of the Province and 
some others did not like the new 
lew as, $ to their opinion, it took 
from them rights and privileges which 
were secured to them by the Constitution. 
They therefore had the constitutionality of 
the law tested. As they could not prove 
that at the Union they had denominational 
schools they lost their sulk The Judicial 

• Committee of the Privy Council decided 
that the Legislature of Manitoba did what 
was within its power when it enacted the 
School Act of 1890.

The Roman Catholic minority then ap­
pealed to the Governor-General-in-Council 
against the act of the Legislature as they 
considered they had a right to do under sub­
section 2 qf the Manitoba Act quoted above. 
Their right to appeal waa questioned and 

' a ease was made cut and submitted to the 
Supreme Court of the Dominion and the 
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council. 
Both courts derided that the minority y 
under the Constitution a right to appeal to 
the Governor-General to Council. Sc far, 
as the reader sees, no violence was* done to 
the rights of the majority of the inhabitants 
of Manitoba. All the parties concerned 
kept well within the four corners of the 
Constitution. It now remains for us to see 
whether or not the Governor-General in 
Council was acting within his constitutional 
powers to taking action upon the appeal.

Wa find that a,number of the competitors 
have either omitted to provide a clear water 
reservoir or have made Insufficient provision 
in this respect ; one has adopted chemical 
treatment ; some have given no levels by 
which any intelligent conclurions could be 
arrived at, and one has placed hie filter beds 
at such a height that they would be useless 
when the lake Is at it* lowest level, and to 
lower the beds would Increase the cost 
materially.

A number of the plane possess great merit 
and show oareful study on the part of the 
designers, bat it is to be regretted that some 
of them have apparen-ly attached little im­
portas oe to the necessity of making ample 
prevision far the storage of the filtered 
water, which is requisite for meeting the 
demands of any sudden increased or extra­
ordinary draught upon the mains.

We notice that In the official instructions 
the area of the watershed fa given as 2,177 
acres, exclusive of the fakes, and that the 
annual report far 1893 places the average 
rainfall for the past 20 years at 29 66 Inches, 
and the minimum rainfall about 18 Inches 
While it Is Impossible from this information 
alone, and without some knowledge of the 
nature of the gathering grounds, to estimate 
with any degree of aoouraoy the amount of 
water which oan be depended upon from 
this souses, yet in out judgment it teems un­
likely that toe ofay oan obtain more than 
about 2.000.000 gallons per day in any year 
whwi the precipitation may he below the 
average, and in seasons of minimum rainfall 
it appears doubtful if so large a quantity 
would be available.

After carefully looking over the various 
plane and desoriptions, taking into consider- 
ation all the oiroumetanoee, so far aa they 
are known to us, and keeping in view our 
instructions, the conclusion we have arrived 
at is that the design hearing the device of a 
“ forget,” appears to ns toe meet simple, 
and aa far at we understand the situation, 
it is capable of being the meet cheaply con­
structed, and is the meet suitable. It ad­
mit* of the greatest possible head of water 
being retained upon toe city mains and pro­
vides ample clear water storage, tons en­
abling any of the filter beds to be shut off 
and cleaned without appreciably affecting 
the water pressure in the city or rendering 
it necessary to oonstruot additional spare 
filter bode far cleansing purposes. We 
therefore advise yon to award the premium 
to the design bearing the device of a 
f‘ target.”

While it fa difficult, without an intimate 
knowledge of local conditions and prices, to 
arrive at a fair approximation of the probe 
Me cost, yet by taking out the quantities 
independently of the competitors’ figures 
and applying the values given in the fast 
oolumn of the schedule of prioee herewith, 
also estimating the necessary cofferdam at 
$3,000, we are of opinion that the plan could 
be completed In a satisfactory mmner for 
about $80,000. jVo might, however, re­
mark. that the plan appears to us capable of 
modifications in some respects, by which the 
eeet could be considerably reduced.

We know of no reason for the proposed 
extensive alteration in the location of the 
existing mains, and would suggest that it' 
may be feasible to shorten this alteration by 
carrying the pipes near the west of the pro- 
sent filter bed*.

A considerable saving could also be effec­
ted by omitting the 18 inch layer of broken 
atone in the bottom of the filter beds, aa it 
deee not appear to be required. > We are un­
able to say whether the large amount of 
“rook or dement excavation,” provided for 
by the designer in the dear water reservoir, 
fa neowwry or not, bat if not, s compara­
tively large saving might be effected In that 
item. For the sake of economy fa might 
also be advisable to reduce the depth of the 
fewvetr, and unless the bottom to defective 
the paddle might be omitted, and poeribly 
*Man gravel might be found to answer for 
lining the reservoir slopes instead of puddle 
and oonorete, which has been provided for, 
except on the north rida adjoining the filter 
beds, where better protection may be neoee­
eary.

Lincoln, Neb., March 26 —Governor 
Holcombe to day signed the bill passed by 
the legislature appropriating $200,000 for 
the purpose of supplying seed graio and food 
for the drought-stricken farmers of Western 
Nebraska. The law becomes immediately 
operative.

New Orleans, March 26 —The men in­
dicted lait week by the grand jury on the 
charge of murdering the negroes on the Har­
rison line wharf, are now safely incarcerated 
in the pariah prison as the crime with which 
they are charged is not bailable under the 
laws of Louisiana. Their troubles, how­
ever, have only begun, and it ie said upon 
reliable information that the grand jury will 
return further indictments against them, 
charging shooting with intent to kill in each 
case.

Kansas Crrc^ Mo., March 26.—Mrs A. 
C. Baird, a prominent citizen and Christian 
scientist, is in custody here in connection

Baltimore, ML, March 26.—George 

Clalinski, aged 28, had a difficult operation 
performed on him Saturday in St. Joeeph’e 
koepitaL He was suffering from a cancer of 
the bones in thé right side of his fame. Dr.
R. W. Johnson successfully removed the 
upper portion of hie face and jaw bones. In 
order that he might breathe while the opera­
tion waa going on, a tube was placed in bis 
wind pipe, his month waa then packed with 
an absorbent and the face sawed through 
and totally disconnected from right eye and 
nose. The whole right side of bis face was 
taken away with the right half of the roof oi 
the mouth and also the teeth on that side. 
He will recover.

Glasgow, Ky., March 26.—The attorney 
for John Wilson, a horse thief, pleaded for 
mercy, Saturday, aa Wilson’s wife and 
baby were penniless. The jury found 
Wilson guilty, imposed a sentence of two 
years’ Imprisonment, and gave $60 to the 
judge for Wilson’s wife.

Washington, March 26 —The United 
States ooasul at Kingston, Jamaica, in a re­
port to the state department quotes Gover­
nor Blake, of Jamaioa, as saying in his an­
nual message that he has received applica­
tions from Florida for information as to the 
prospecta of orange-growing in Jamaioa, 
from persons whose grovee have been ruined 
by severe frosts. The governor speaks of 
the excellence of the Jamaica orange, grown 
without ooltivation or care, and says it ie 
evident that Jamaioa could with systematic 
cultivation produce enormous crops of 
oranges, lemons, grape and shadook equal 
in quality to that of any fruit in the Ameri 
can or European markets.

Washington, March 26.—Senor Mum- 
gua, the Spanish minister, has been advised 
by his government of the acceptance of bis 
resignation, which, as be f >re reported, was 
retendered by Senor Mnrugua after the 
establishment of the new Spanish govern­
ment.

New York, March 26.—A dispatch from 
Butte, Mont., announces that Henry L. 
Hanpt, president of the Montana Mining, 
Loan and Investment company,ie on trial in 
the U. S. court in that city on the charge 
of sending 41 non-mailable ” matter through 
the post. The company claims to have a 
paid up capital stock cf $12.000,000.

Havana, March 26.—Col. Santoecildee, 
who commands the government forces at 
Maczanilo, reports that yesterday troops 
under Col. Araoza attacked and dispersed 
rebel bande at Juraguana and Cayo Camacho, 
The bands were 500 strong and were com­
manded by Guerra Guardia Reitor. Fifteen 
rebels were killed and many others wounded. 
The government foroea lost one’ offioer 
killed and two privates wounded. The 
rebels left bihind * large quantity of 
ammunition and ' small arma. The same 
government troops alee dispersed a party of 
rebels at San Ramon on March 22, losing 
ene offioer killed and three privates wound 
ed. A report from Holguin says that in­
surgent» under Maaso Miro Manana are 
approaching the plaoe. The force is three 
hundred strong and well armed.

Philadelphia, March 26.—By reason of 
the poor quality of the tallow to be used up­
on the ways, 25,000 people were disappoint­
ed to-day in their expectation of seeing the 
International navigation company’» etc rad 
new steamship, the St. Paul, launched, as 
tbe big vessel stuck, and despite every 
effort it could not be started from the stocks 
into the river. After two hour» spent in tbe 
effort to start the ship, President Charles 
EL Cramp, of the Cramp ship building com 
pany, reluctantly announced to the people 
on the goes ta’ stand that the attempt to 
lannoh the Sb. Paul would be abandoned to­
day, as even if they could start her by con­
tinuing at work with the hydraulic jacks 
and tugs, the launch might result disas­
trously to the vessel the tide having turned.

Washington, March 26 — Wm. H. Coch­
rane, president, and R. H. Sayer, assistant 
cashier of the National Bank of Delmonte, 
Col., convicted of the charge of making a 
false entry with intent to deceive the comp­
troller of the onrrency and sentenced to five 
years’ imprisonment each, will get a new 
trial by virtue of a decision made by the 
supreme court of the U. S.

Washington, March 26.—Honduras has 
promised the United States to act promptly 
concerning the murder of Mr. Renton, the 
American who was assassinated in that 
country. A telegram to this effect has been 
received by Secretary Gresham from the U.
S. minister to Honduras.

The stiff gale which through the hours 
of last night rattled the windows in Vio- 
toria and played a dismal accompaniment on 
the street signs quoted not a few to think of 
last Friday’s storm in which the 
Veloa went down and five lives 
rnptly terminated. Little additional 
is to be told in regard to that disaster. No 
other bodies have been recovered, and the 
salving of the wreck advances without inci- 
dent. Mr. Charles Williams haa the 
board and a portion of the bow of the lost 
steamer, which he will keep as a souvenir of 
the disaster of March 22.

The search for the bodies was continued 
yesterday, many friends of the lost men 
lending their services. Mr Adams’ sons 
have offered « reward of $100 for the re­
covery Of hie body, but do s___ 
expect that it will be found for several 
d«ys at least. They desire to correct the 
published report that their father had a 
large sum of money on his person at the 
time -of the disaster. He had about $70 in 
all on leaving home, and as he made several 
purchases before taking the steamer, the 
contents of his pocket book oonld not have 
been much more than $50 or $60 at the 
moat.

The protective tariff of 25 per cent, gives 
ua a margin to work on—a bare margin and 
not enough to enable us to make large 
profite—and will, we think, enable us to 
compete on ground that will bear a trial, 
with the big houses. Of course the prosbeu- 
tion of these new industries will me»n the 
consumption of large numbers of cattle and 
sheep, and their establishment will natural- 
-.V encourage oattle and sheep ranching.”

Bbrlin, March 23.—The Reichstag to- 

day rejected a proposal of its President that 
congratulations be offered Bismarck upon 
the occasion of his birthday. The President 
and Vioe-Preiident Buerlin resigned in 
•equenoe. A tremendous tumult prevailed 
in the chamber on the announcement of the 
resignations.

All the evening papers got out extra edi­
tions to announce the Reiohsteg’e decision. 
The Neneste Nschrlohten, Bismafbkian, 
said : “ The Grand Duke of Baden saw the 
Reichstag twenty-five years after the crea­
tion of the empire take this most shameful 
step. The beet answer to suoh action would 
be an immediate dissolution. The nation 
can help the government win battles at 
home as well as abroad.”

“ The wires whioh were worked in these 
parliamentary scandals were pulled from 
Friedrioheruhe, where the aim fa to create 
dissensions between the reiobstag and the 
government. The first act in the Intrigue 
was the Emperor’s Koenigeberg speech, the 
seoond the anti-sooialist bill, whioh 
swept away Count Caprivf. The plan now 
fa to sweep off Dr. von Boettlcher, Freiherr 
von Marschall and Prince Hohsnlohe, and 
to push forward the Culenburge and Count 
Herbert Bismarck. Treacherous intrigues 
against the Reichstag loom up in the back 
ground.”
