BUCK STOVE CASE CAUSE

Labor Organizations Protest
and Ask President’s In-
tervention

Washmgton. Dec. 23. — Twelve
months In jail for Samuel Gompers,
president; nine menths for John Mit-
chell, one of the:vice-presidents, and
six months for . Morrison, sec-
retary, all of the American Federation
of Labor, was the sentence. imposed
by Justice Wright,. of the supreme
court of the District of Columbia, to-
day for contempt of court in violating
an order enjoining them from placing
on the “unfair” or “we don’t patron-
ize” list the Buck Stove and Range
Co., of St. Louis, Mo. All three of
the defendants were in court when
sentence was pronounced, and mnotice
of an appeal to the court of appeals
of the District of Columbia was at
once filed, Mr. Gompers being releas-
ed on $5,000,
and Mr. Morrison on $3,000 bail.

In addition to the wife and daugh-
ter of President Gompers, there were

present also a large number of labor|

leaders and others, whu were attract-
ed by the notice that a decision in
the famous case would be announced |
today. Mr. Gompers’ family were
visibly affected. With tears coursing
down his own cheeks, President
Gompers heard the order of the court
which condemned him to prison for a
year. Both . Mitchell and Mr. Mor-
rison seeme stunned. although Mit-
chell appeared to be the less con-
cerned.

Whether President Roosevelt will
‘take any acﬁon. as he has been urged
‘to 'doin received from dif-

The various
labor organizations in protesting to the
President against sentence urged him
to prevent the incarceration of the la-
por leaders. The Illinofs Mine Work-
ers sent this telegram, signed by Pre-
sident John B, Walker, the vice-pre-
gident, secretary- trealufrer and mem-
bers of the executive board:

“In the name of 75,000 mine workers
in Tlinois we desire to protest against
the decision committing to pemal ser-
vitude those great commoners and re-
presentaﬂws of the American labor
movement, Samuel ' Gompers, John
Mitchell and Frank Morrison. These
men may’ be guilty of a breach of the
law, but a law that denies the use of a
free’ press and full speech is a breach.

country. - Such  decisions create “only |
enmity and c¢lass hatred. We ect-
fully solicit your influence to prevpnt
the incarceration of these men." £

Civic Rulers Are Declared
Ready for Bribes

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 23.—Pittsburg
was shaken frem end to end today hy
thunderbolts of sensational testimony
in connection with the newly disclosed
municipal legislative scandal. The
troubles of San Francisco are popu-
larly declared to be tame in compari-
son. Furthermore 4t is stated that the
developments today are mere prelim-
inaries to subsequent steps - &gainst
additional councilmen and “business
men.

The testimony offered in court today
intimated strongly that over three
score- councilmen are “easy to reach,”™
and the “reaching” necessitated only
small sums, ranging from $100 to $500,
and out of & mass of testimony came
an apparent disclosure that a major-
ity of the 'council 'body had been
“reached.” In the passage of one
ordinance alone, it was testified that
sixty councilmen had ‘divided $45,000.
Sensations followed . one another in
rapid succession today . during the
hearing of the seven councilmen and
two former bank officials arrested on
charges of bribery, corrupt solicita-
tion and 'conspiracy last Monday
night.

His' assistant, Herbert
Jones, posed as a business man desir-
ing certain ordinances ‘passed, --and
during - his conferences = with. the
councilmen, Wilson and a stenographer
were - statloned in the next ' room, mak-
ing a full report of the transactions.
During these conferencesy Councilman
Klein had a great deal to say regard-
ing how completely councils were con-
trolled by the accused men, the detec-
tive said. It was also testified that
Klein and Brand eéach accepted $500
from Jones in payment for securing
the passage of an ordinance.

At a meéting held in another local
hotel; Klein, it was testified, told Wil-
son how hard it was to divide money
among the councilmen. To illustrate
his ‘remarks, it<.was ‘testified that
Councilman Klein told of how .$45,000
had to be spllt between sixty council-
men,

This money ‘was alleged: to hava been
received in connection. with the con~'
struction of the filter beds at the new
filtration plant of Pittsburg. Coun-
cilman Klein, Mr. Wilson testified, said
that the councilmen had duterent
prices. . Some councilmen, Klein told
him, wanted $100, some $75, and some
$25, and still’ others $5. According to
Councilman Klein, Wilson related, the
$5 councilmen Were khown as.‘“hood-
lums.”

Says Industry in States Does
Not Longer Require Pro-
tection

CHEAPER THAN ABROAD

The Influence 6f Combination
Among Manufacturers on
Export Trade

Washington, .Dec. 21.—That the steel
industry of the United States has
reached a point where it- does -not need
protection, but. can stand: alone in
competition, was the feature of the
testimony of Andrew  Carnegie today
before the committee .on ways and
means of the House of Representatives,
which is securing evidence designed to
assist it in the preparation of a new
tariff bill. .

The Laird of Skibo kept the com-
mittee and the audience in constant
laughter by his ready retorts to the
questions -asked him. He would not
deal in figures, claiming that the more
tigures were used the more the subject
would become “befogged.” Mr. Carne-
gie characterized Mr. Schwab as a
genius and Mr. Gary as a most lovable
‘man, but a very shrewd one. He ex-
pressed the opinion that wages would
not be'reduced if the tariff was lower-
ed or removed entirely.. He was utterly
opposed to an income tax, believing, as
he said, with Mr. Gladstone, that such
a tax produced a nation of liars.

_Chairman Payne took an active part
in the examination of the witness when
Mr, Carnegie resumed the stand after
recess.

Mr. Carnegie said that the cost of
manufacturing steel is greater in Great
Britain than here.

THE “LYING CLOCKS”
OF LONDON DISCUSSED

Efforts Will Be Made to Secure
Uniformity of
Time

London, . Dec. . :28—The . “Lying
Clocks” of London 'were the subject of
a spirited correspondence in the early

part of the year. At that.time the
arguments for and against the syn-
chronizatien were fully discussed, and
it was suggested that the most ef-
fectual method of securing uniformity
would be to induce authorities like the
Local. Government Board -and the
London County Council to take action
in the matter. Sir John Cockburn's
assertion, in O{mning the correspond-
ence, that “a lying.timekeeper is an
abomination and should not be tole-
rated,” was cordially endorsed, and
his proposal -that “a by-law might
well be framed requiring clocks ‘in
public places to be synchronized with
standard time, the penalty for re-
peated disregard to be removal of the
offending .dial,” aroused comsiderable
interest,  though not perhaps such
general approval. Now this proposi-
tion has been revived by the British
Sclence Guild, who are taking the lead
In a movement to induce the two
authorities mentioned to realize their
responsibility for - controlling the va-
garies of .the public clocks, . The Lon-
don County Council recently remitted
to its general purposes committee a

Owners of wa Sealing Véssels‘
Suffer For Benefit of Quonr-
dam Companions

As was the case when the delayed
payments to recompense those inter-
eésted in the schooners seized by the
United States in Bering Sea and the
Willle McGowan - and Ariel seized by
the Russian government were made
through the late collector of customs
at this port, the location of those in-
terested in the Vancouver. Belle and
Carmelite, the two schooners for which
the long-delayed settlement has been
made by the government at St
Petersburg. is proving difficult.  The
settlement was made by the Russian
government a year ago and arrang-
ments have just been made through a
Vancouver firm for the distribution of
the payment made,  totalling about
$48,000 for both schooners. The
amount paid for the seizure of the
Willle McGowan and Ariel which were

seized under similar conditions was |

$41,000.

The Carmelite was owned in Vie-
toria by Capt. J. W. Peppett, owner
of the schooners Pescawha and Um-
brina, and the Vancouver Belle was
owned by Capt, Copp, her master, and
others of Vancouver. Charles Croft,
now. engaged on a farm in Saanich
district who was one of the crew of
Capt. Aled. McLean's schooner Car-
mencita, was one of the hunters, of
the Vancouver Belle.. Where the other
hunters, boat-steerers and others are
is difficult to learn, for only a few
have been located. - 'When the Bering
Sea claims were paid some of the
claimants never appeared and somé
were found as fdar distant as the Bon-
in Islands.

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CONVENTIONS AND CAUCUSES.
! s

: Canadians  borrowed two things
from their American neighbors ‘con-
cerning the utility of which, from ‘the
public point of view, there may be
considerable doubt. They are the party
convention and the ‘party caucus.
When we say convention we do not
mean the organization conventions
such as are held annually or at less
frequent intervals to keep up a party
organization, but conventions for the
nomination of candidates. By a cau-
cus we mean the meeting of the mem-
bers of the legislature belonging to any
party with the view of-deciding how
all measurcs shall' be ‘considered, the
result being that the votes cast im the
House afterwards are not indicative of
ifdividual opinion. A quarter of a
century ago a party convention in
Canada for the nomination of candi-
dates was a very unusual thing. Those
who aspired to representative positions
igsued their cards and did their own
work of organization. He would be a
rash man who would affirm that we
get better results under the ‘conven-
tion plan than we got under fhe old
one. The nominating convention de-
velops party bossjsm., JIn very many
ades it is all understood in advance
‘who will get the nomination, and ex-
cépt in the case of recognized leaders,
the men usually chosen are selected
becduse they are colorless in their
politics and perhaps possess some
p'erona,l elements of popularity. There
was a time when constituents. return-
ing two or, more representatives would
haye a half-dozen or more candidates.
As the campaign progressed .these can-~
didates would form groups and have
their names printed on the same bal-
lat papéer, for in those days we did not

_héawve the present so-called secret ballot.

Men prepared their own ballots or
used those printed by the candidates.
Hence when two or more names were
printed on the same paper it used to
be said that the candidates thereon
named were “on . the same ticket,”
which meant that they were helping
each other. Now the -“ticket,” which
is'no longer a ticket at all, is made up
at the party conyention. * We question
the‘claim of the new, system to be con-
sidered better than the old one, even

.in the case where only one candidate:

is to be nominated. The convention
may secure the election of the man the
party managers want, but perhaps it
is not always well for the public that
the managers should hdve their own
way. T R B L

One reason why the caucus is called
together so often to consider maitters,
that might well be left open, Is due
to a misunderstanding of the effect of
an adverse vote in the House. Let
us suppose that the government of
the day proposes as a matter of policy
to operate a line of airships as a public
‘enterprise, but the measure when in-
troduced is defeated. The resignation
of the government would not neces-
sarily follow. The Premier might de-
cide'to make it an issue, in which
event he might resign or he might ask
for a dissolution; ‘but he would not be
beund to take either one course ‘or the
other. He might let the measure drop
and awalt the further action of “the
House.- A conspicuous 'illustration of/
this occurred in a Cansadian provincial
legislature. The goveérnment was de-
feated upon the Address, but the Pre-
mier made no announcement. A few
minutes afterwards he was defeated
on a motion to adjourn, and he there-

ipon announced that he would consult
the lieutenant-governor. He did so, and
the next day c¢ame to the House and
announced his resignation. This id‘an
extreme  case. If a defeat onh a ques-
tion of policy ‘does‘ not ' necessarily
involve the resignation of a govern-
ment, much less does a defeat on a

" question of details. . Hence a govern-

ment is always safe to leave the House
free jin the matter of details; for it
can always withdraw a bill 1f it is
amended so-as to defeat or impair the
objéct for which it has been intro-
duced.

We
hear much of the defence of England
against danger from . without, but
nothing’ of the need of protection:

BIMETALLISM.

Colonist readers, who remémber
that some six weeks or so ago, we
printed a letter from Senator Teller
to Mr. Moreton Frewen and comment-
ed upon it, will hardly share the sur-
prise which the New York Times says
was felt in financial eircles yesterday
when it became known that the Sena-
tor’s plan had been published in Paris.
In commenting upon the letter at the
time we said that the question of bi-
metallism was likely to be forced ‘to
the front at a very early ‘day. The
New York paper. prints a statement
purporting to come from some mem-
ber of the Aldrich Currency Commis-
sion to the effect that Senator Teller
was only speaking in the interest of a
state, which produces a good deal of
silver, but we venture the prediction
that bimetallism will be found to take
a much wider scope than its relation
to the welfare of a few mine owners
In Celorado. 'If that were all that is
inyolved in it, the matter might be
easily disposed of, but anyone who
has considered the question from the
broader standpoint than that of the
men, who control the money market,
will admit that the subject is one of
great ramifications.  If it is sald that
Senator Teller may have been prema-
ture in the publication of his pérson-
al views on the future of silver as a
money metal, it seems as if the mem-
ber of the Commission, who at the
outset of the inquiry says that such
a plan as the Senator proposes would
not be considered, and who is unabie
to see in a matter affecting the mone-
tary affairs of more than  half the
human race anything more than a
plan to help -out a few mine owners,
is even worse than premature. The
publication by the Colonist of Senator
Teller's  letter and its republication by
I’Economiste European, of Paris, is
the beginning. of a movement for a
reconsideration of the functions of
silver as a 'money metal, ‘and fortun-
ately in this reconsideration: there will
be no politics involved, at least at the’
outset. The  question is one upon
which -it is desirable ‘that thé public
should be giyén the facts, not the
mere unsupported opinion of anony-
mous people. Senator Teller stated a
number of very important facts, and
drew conclusions from them, which
appear to-be logical. - This method of
treating the ' subject ‘can’ hardly : be
successfully met by words of general
denial,  'We ' can readily understand
that the New York papers fear to dis-
cuss the silver question on its merits,
for there are very many potent in-
fluences in. that, city intepéstéd in :
maintaining the existing aginq:nent;

THE COMING® SESSIONS.

_.We have been semi-officially assured
that the coming session of the Domin=
fon Parliament is to be short and that
the programine prepared for it will be
neither long nor important. The In-
surance Bill is mentioned as one of the
few matters that will be brought for-
ward. This is unlikely to be a con-
tentious measure in a partizan sense.
Doubtless there will be a good deal of
discussion over it, but the measure
does not appear to possess any feature
upon which a party issue. can very
well be raised. ' The bill to adjust the
boundaries of Manitoba, Ontario and
Quebec could not on the face of it ap~
pear to ‘call for a very great deal of
discussion, and, if it were not that,
under the British North America Act,
Quebec 'is the measur® of parliamen-
tary representation, one might think
that it would hardly receive more than
perfunctory consideration. The smal-
ler- provinees' may, and not without
reason, take exception to the lengthen-
ing of the yard stick by which the
representation in the House of Com-
mons is to be measured. It'may be
that by extending Quebec so as to take
in Ungava, not very many people will
be added to the population of that
province, and we are ourselves of the
opinion that the number could not be
sufficient to affect the representation
of any of the provinces, but the terri-
tory proposed to be added is  very
large, and we are beginning to learn
that it is_.not so much of a great
waste land ds most of us have hither-
to thought. Therefore it-may be that
the inclusion of this region .in Quebec
dnay some’ day haye the effect of ma-
erially ‘reducing ‘the representation of
the three Eastern Maritime provinces.
The elaim has already been set up
that - the: number of members from
these provinces ought to be restored
to whaf it was at the time of the
Union and never be reduced, a pro-
position to which we do not think the
West would take any exception. :
The Minister of. Justice is going to
introduce a bill to prevent the pay-
ment of commissions by contractors
and others to: public officials.. On the
principle of such a measure there can
be no disagreement, but there is sure
to.be considerable discussion asto the
sufficiency of the details .to carry: out
the proposed: object. In this ¢onnec-
tion referencé’ may be-made ‘to the
Cassels inquiry.;” The ' session can
(hardly pags without a very vigorous
discussion. It is as much in the in-
terests of the government party as of
the opposition that the matter should
be fully threshed out, and‘it is of the
greatest interest to the country as a
whole.

and Halifax. The Canadian Pacific
would like to have the part of the line
between St. Jghn and , Halifax, but
could hardly be very keen- about the
rest of it, except to keep others out.
The suggestion has been made that an
independent company should be form-
ed to take the road over. ‘Very great
objection will be taken to the leasing
of the road. Mr., Emmerson stands
pledged to have the governmerit take
over all the trunk lines tributary to
the Intercolonial, and to state the mat-
ter in the plainest possible terms,
many of the people of -the Maritime
Provinces look upon 'the Intercolonial
Railway, with all its deficits, as a part
of the inducement offered them to be-
come confederated with Upper and
Lower Canada, and they will protest
very strenuously against the railway
being handed over to any private
company. For these reasons we imag-

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AGCIDENTAL DISCHARGE

Josegh Evans Receives - Full
harge of Buck Shotin = :
Body ; ,

By the accidental discharge of a shot
gun which he was carrying by the
muzzle Joseph Evans, residing near
Elk lake, South Saanich, was almost
instantly killed on “Sunday afternoon
about 2 o'clock: + The full charge of
buckshot struck him in the side caus-
ing a hideous wound from thé effects
of which he expired before aid could
be summoned.

According to the story told by James
Pidgeon, a blacksmith of Keatings
Crossing, and 'a friend of Evans, the
two had met a short distance from
Evans’ ‘place of abode. The latter
had heard a shot fired in the immedi-
ate neighborhood and thinking: that
possibly there would be an.opportunity
of getting a shot at some quail had
taken his gun and come outside. . He
was about to return to his house when
Pidgeon came along the road and the
two conversed for. some :time, Evans
asking Pidgeon to come into the house
and spend a few minutes. The latter
consented and the two walked towards
the house, Evans holding the gun by
the muzzle. He was in the lead and
as he started up the steps leading to
the front door the butt of the gun
struck the steps, the force. of the blow
discharging it. From the position of
the gun the muzzle was turned almost
directly towards Evans' body into
which the full charge was 'poured.
Without a word Evans fell to the ver-
andah and when Pidgeon rushed up to
him he was covered with bldod -and
unable to speak. He died a few min-
utes before Pidgeon, who had run for
assistance, returned.

The municipal constable was noti-
fled and Dr. Hart summoned but by
the time he arrived Evans had been
dead some time. An inquest will be
held this afternoon at the city hall

Joseph Evans has resided near Elk
Lake for some two or three years. He
was a single man -and lived alone in
a cabin near the lake. He was about
38 years of age. He was the man
who was instrumental in capturing the
hold-up man, J. White, who several
months ago operated in the Colwood
and Saanich districts and was con-
victed and sent to the penitentiary for
ten years. Evans met White in the
Elk lake district and under the pre-
tence of taking him to a neighbor's,
Mr. Cadham, where he could secure
a meal, left him there while he (Ev-
ans) notiffied the police authorities,
who captured White while the latter
was eating at Cadham’s. Evans leaves
surviving him ‘a sister, Mrs. Gunter,
rysldlng in Oak Bay.

Neill and Saratoga Avenues. - Those
elected there last year were Council-
lors Fernie and Noble. The south
ward includes that part of the Oak
Bay municipality lying south of the
central district. It is represented on
the council by Messrs. Newton and
Pemberton. L : .

The withdrawal of Reeve Oliver and
the appointment to his place of Coun-
cillor Henderson who will-mn for
reeve, makes ‘a vacancy in the north
ward. In. the centre ward Councillor
Noble, it is understood, will ‘again be
a ' candidate,” while vCounciiler “Fernie
will' retire.

NEW. POLICE DISTRICT
"IN BOUNDARY GOUNTRY

Increase in Population Neces-
sitates ‘Redistriution for
Provincial Police

Owing to the increase in the police
work and .the growth of that, section
of the province adjoining the interna-
tional boundary line-a mew proyincial
police district has been formed to be
known as the -Boundary district. The
new district will comprise the electoral
riding of Grand Forks, Greenwood and
Similkameen, and will be formed from
portions of the present provincial
police’ districts of Vernon, Kamloops
and Nelson, The new district, which
has heretofore been under’ the super-
vision of Chief Provincial Constable
W. J. ‘Devitt, of Nelson, will. be in
charge of Chief Constable Charles J.
Bunbury; of Kamloops, who : will be
transferred to Greenwood, where he
will make his headguarters. Under him
will be about twelve provincial con-
stables stationed at the various centres
of population. ‘ 4

‘With the increase in population and
the close proximity of the boundary
across which, of late, criminals have
entered the provihee, plied their trade
and disappeared, it has been found
necessary to concentrate the police
work as the great extent of territory
over which Chief Constable Devitt has
been forced to supervise, has proved
too unweildy. The new district will
make the twelfth into which the pro-
vince has been divided. g

“I believe that a great measure of
our success is due to the careful se-
lection of the settlers. Each settler
must be a shareholder in the company,
to the extent of a thousand dollars-of
-stock. We guarantee to give each man
employment for three years, and to
find him in seed, etc. The advantage
4s that these are all men with capital
to invest in the new country. We train
them in farmig methods, maintaining
‘a man.on the farm to guide the activi-
ties of the colonists.  Already the men
‘are becoming very well informed in
‘the work, and the results on the whole
are very creditable.

“The contract which each settler is
obliged to 'sign, stipuates that they
shall engage only in farming. This is
binding for three years. In the event
of their refusing to ‘abide by this
‘clause, they are returned to Japan. If,
however, they agree, their families are
brought out and a house bhuilt for
them.”

WILL URGE AN ISLAND
- ITE FOR UNIVERSITY
Ratepayers of Eéquimalt Se-

. lect Representatives to Act
With City Committee

That every effort should be made to
urge upon'the provincial government
the propriety of locating the provin-
cial university on Vanecouver island
and preferably in the neighborhood of
Victoria, the capital eity of the pro-
vince, was the decision arrived at at
a meeting of the ratepayers of Es-
quimalt district held last evening in
the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Home, Es-
quimalt road. THe meeting, which had
been called by John Jardine, M.P.P.,
and was well attended, was unani-
mous . in the decision arrived at.

The meeting was
called for the purpose of choosing re-
presentatives from the district to act
in' conjunction with the committee of
Victorian citizens to be appointed by
Mayor Hall, this joint committee to
wait upon the provincial government
and urge that the site for the proposed
university be on Vancouver island.

Lloyd's
representative, from San “Francisco,
has offered to make the repairs at a
lower price than the tender submitted
by the local company, which was the
lowest of the five tenders submitted
when the bids were received here, four
from Victoria firms and one from J.
T. Heffernan & Co., of Saattle.
blegrams reécommending that the work
be done at Esquimalt, despite the offer
of the San Francisco firm, ‘have been
forwarded to Lloyds, Capt. Holman of
the Glenfarg and Lloyd’s agent here
being opposed to the steamer being
moved to San Francisco. It is con-
sidered that the probabilitiés are in
favor of the work being done by the
Esquimalt firm which is recognized
to. have submitted a fair price for the
work. The difference in the figures
submitted by the San Francisco firm
it is estimated would be more than
exceeded by the cost and disadvant-
age of removal to the southern port.
It is understood that Iloyd's considers
that the price submitted by the local
firm, the lowest price of the five fi*ms
which tendered for the work, is higher
than  they, the underwriters, expected
to pay for the work, and it was sug-
gested from London that temporary
repairs might be pessible and perma-
nent-repairs affected on arrival of the
steamer at Hongkong.: Thée recom-
mendation of the local surveyor, T. G.

Thomas C. Sorby,.secretary of the
Inner harbor assocldtion, whose work
in the interest of the development of
Victoria Hharbor _has. been _untiring
writes to thé Colonist as follows. .

“The admirable articles that have
appeared, from time to time, in the
Colonist on the Harbors of the world,
and the enormous commercial advan-
tages that have followed in the wake
of these developments have aroused
a feeling of enquiry as to what could
be accomplished at Victoria.

“The true object of all harbors is to
bring the great ocean carriers and the
great land carriers in the closest possi-
ble contact so that the importation of
raw materials and the exportation of
the manufactured articles may be as

pid and inexpensive as possible. The
solution of this problem is now the
most vital question at all the lead-
ing ports of the world and is being
taken up with energy by our neigh-
bors on the Sound and all along the
Pacific coast. The questions for us
to considerr are—who shall move?;
what shall be done? who shall carry
it out?

“The Royal Commission on trans-
portation held a full enquiry in -this
city in 1905 and as a result recom-
mended as follows: “That in accord-
ance with the - principle heretofore
affirmed, the Government of Canada
proceed to obtain by negotiation, pur-
chase, expropriation or otherwise, all
such lands on the waterfront of the
Port of Victoria, or reasonably usable
in connection therewith, as are owned
or. controlled by the Province of Brit-
ish Columbia, or the City of Victoria,
or other public bodies, together with
such other lands as the circumstances
show to be reasonably necessary, and
all’land obtained in the manner above
described or otherwise, be thereafter
owned, held and administered and
controlled by the Government of Can-
ada. for the public ‘benefit' and “with
the view to the accommodation of all
interests which now or hereafter may
desire to centre at or use the said port.

“The Royal Commission thus
clearly indicates that the development
of all harbors is a National duty, but
as Victoria is only one of an inmense
number of harbors it is rather a large
proposition to take up, and it is some-
what doubtful 'if any Government
would, of its own volition, initiate
auch work in any harbor. Thg enor-
mous advantages ‘that have accrued
to all port cities, whose enterprise has
developed their iocal advantages, sug-
gest that the municipality should seek
to secure to all transporgation com-
panies equal right, advantages and
running powers over municipal owned
rails on its . public streets and
wharves, i

“For this purpose they should own
the whole of the foreshore as far back

Greek boy sailed the round. of the world, en-
tering strange tropical ports that held greater
wonders to his eyes than he-had ever dreamed

- of back among the vineyards of Hellas, and

meeting with the glorious adventures and the
gruelling hardships' that spell life in capital
letters “when we are twenty-one.” It was in
the course of his sea-faring career that Tony,
then a man grown and nearing middle life,
sailed around the Horn in.a Hudson’s Bay

the world had faded by this time, and Tony
wanted to settle down and make a home. The
new -country offered allurements he had not
seen clsewhere, so he gave up the “tramp
royal” life to become a fisherman.

To other men Tony’s idea of settling down
might appear strange enough. There is cold
comfort in a. decked fishing boat that is about
the size of the Swampscott dories of the New
England coast.. For a day’s fishing the craft
might be: tolerated, ‘but Tony lives aboard,
winter and summer, eating, sleeping and cook-
ing in a cabin some six feet by six. That life,
mark ‘you, has been his for forty years past.

The harbor has been rimmed with modesn
wharves ‘and-docks.
