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Meteoric Stones.

An eminent geologist is firm in ths belief 
that the so-called meteoric stones from time 
to time cast upon the surface of our globe 
are thrown from other planets by volcanic 
eruptions. If,this theory be true, then it 
must lie accepted as a fact that these planets 
are inhabited.
