agencies of destruction, &c.  Bat stress
will be chiefly laid 62 what Oanada pro-
duces, while this fs the very matter in
which those interested in the . exhibition
find themselves embar: No one
doubts the liar fitness of Mr. Wilmot
to manage this affair } for he is the pioneer
and leading spitit- in all the important
matters releting to the extension of our
fisheries by artificial means | bt now is
the season when the female salmon are in
an advanced stage of aney and the
males rough and out of form. But it is
now Mr. Wilmot is selecting his specimens
of salmon, which must n ly do io-
justice 40  what the country ' can
reduce.

BURKES FRENCH REVOLUTION.

A reprint of the text prepared by E. J.
Payne, Fellow of university college, Ox-
ford, and also reprinted by the Fraoklin
press, Rand & Avery, Boston. It will be
remembered that the minister of education
has prescribed Burkes Reflections on the
French revolution for the schools, and that
Gage & Co. published this as & stupples
ment in its Marmion edition. The notes
to this wondetful piece of English were the
handiwork of Mr, Miller, and the dates
the production of the publishing heuse,
But in the book before us there is no such
ground for cepsure. The typographical
work is first class—neat, substantial and ac-
curate. And the work of the editor rises
far beyond any work we have seen in any
of the other school books, In the first
place thie reflections are just 8
questionable dish enough to serve up
in the schools, ' being the utterest
¢f ultrs and servile toryism. Burke in
this work seems more than the brilhavt
gludor ; his wonderful imagination brings
im before the horrors and the blood of
the revelution five times intensified and
more horrible, and the whole man seenis to
be flung back into the g‘oition from which
we might fancy & youth brought up under
feudal institutions ~just emerging. It is &
strange contradiction—a continuous alter-
nation of light and shade—sunspets of the
phitosophy of liberty and darkness of slav-
ish neck-bending to oustom. We: do not
know if Mr. Crooks had. in his mind any
purpose to be served in preseribing it for
the schools 1 if the master were merely to
teach the text, it would be a teaching of
slavish and debasing toryism. Mr, Crooks

ng Travellers—A Rule That
Bk :mh Law. I

On Monday Oct. 9a World reporter went
down to the Union station and bought s
ticket “to Hamilton and return” payiog
therefor 82, a single fare each way being
$1.20. He received a ticket perforated
in the middle and gach end stamped with the
date and words tothe effect that it was only
good for the'ive following days. The reporter
went to Hamilton, did his business there,
but was not able to return till the Monday
following. The five days and date of issue
“the ticket bad run out on Sstarday even-
ing,” When the reporter offered it for his
return fare on Monday it. was not only re-
fused, but the conductor would not take it
in part'‘payment of the fare he demanded.
The ticket he said was no good. To get at
the bottom ef the case thereparter paid him
$1.30 for the_ trip to Teronto and got »
ticket which entitled him to & ribate of ten
cents on presentation at a ticket office.

Yesterday he went to the ticket office, got
his ten cents, and asked what about the
ticket that the conductor had refused. The
agent said he would have to fill in
a  blank ° form, declaring what was
iven for the ° ticket, where it was
ought, ete., and the’ address of
the buyer. He was given a receipt for the
ticket, and the agent said he w d forward
it to Hamilton, from which place s check
for eighty cents wounld be returned b{ the
general ger agent. All of which was
mighty formal and red-tapish. 1f he gets
this eighty cents the trip will have cost
82 40 instead of §2, and the traveler is out
of the use of eighty cents for some weeks.
Now there is a straight issue involved in
this matter, and the pnblic have an inter-
est in seeing it settled. They wunt to
know :

(1) Can & railway sell & return ticket
and arbitrarily limit the time of traveling
on it to six days.

The United States courts have declared
they cannot, and so we doubt not will the
Canadian courts when it comes before them.
(2) Even were the ticket out of date,
can the railway refuse then and there to
aczept it for its face value—that is half the
original purchase money—toward the pay-
ment of the full retura fare ?

The courts of the United States have de-
clared that they are dound to socept the re-
turn ticket and the difference between what
was paid for it and the full fare one way.
All of this goes toshow that the Grand
Trunk is, taking advantage of the travel-
ing public, and that s railw commission
is much needed to regulate the companies.
As a matter of fact these' return tickets are
often taken when out of date and the con-
ductors say [nothing. 'They don’t scare to
put a determined. man off the train. The
same reporter had“ one of these tickets
not . long- ago, -and ' the same game
was attempted by the conductor, who
threatened to put him off. He went for the
brakeman to assist but he never came back.
Bnt people want the thing settled and we
hope & test case will soon come up. But
commercial men are already favored by the
companies and they 1o nob take up the griev-
ances of general travelers. They look out
for themselves. If the railways are desirous
of playing hog in this matter it would not
be & bad plan to repeal the law against ticket
scalping.

Now the electorate of
this province should be cowards and pol-
troons not to have resented such a piece of
arrogance and threatened aggresson as
this. In Sir John these insults and threats
were utterly inexcusable ; and we cannot
see why a man of such acknowledged astute-
ness should travel so far from the nlain
path of di and prud Had Mr.
Meredith come forward and ridiculed Mr.
Mowat’s ‘‘whittling at little bills,” we
could have laughed and excused, for in no
way in his mouth could the Jlanguage be
regarded as contermptuous; and did he
threaten to undo at Toronto the legislation
of Mr. Mowat, we would have only admired
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TORONTO’S GROWTH.

We copy an article from the Halifax
Chronicle under this heading and based on
aun editorial in onr columns wherein we
pointed out that one great mainstay of
Toronto was the number of young men who
resorted here for study.

But our citizens and educationists are not
sufficiently alive to the importance of mak-
ing Toronto a really first-class university
city, All our educational institutions want
to beenlarged and strengthened financially,
but what is more, they need to be ad-
ministered and conducted as part of a great
centre of learning, each part doing its
special work, aud all working harmoniously
under one leadicg corporation. There is
the ground-work already laid for making
Toronto a university city of the first class—
a great university with law schools, colleges
teaching languages, philosophy and mathe-
matics, schools of science, medical schools,
veternary colleges, pharmacentical schools,
schools of dentistry, schools of surveying and
civil engineering, theological halls etc. We
have all these now but are not workiny as
harmeniously as they might. A lot of work
is done two and three times over which
might much better be done by one
under a system of division of laber. The
medical students in the -two schools
have two professors each going over
the same ground in botany and
zoology ; and so they do in University co!-
lege ; and 80 too in the schools of dentistry
and pharmacy. How much better if one
first-class labratory with the science prop-
erly divided among first-class professors
was to do the work for all. Bat to do this
there must be an understanding between
the different schools and there must be
an intelligent head. The systern of co-
operation is shown by the theological halls
in sending their men all to University
college for their arts course. By this
means they are enabled to put all their
energy in teaching divinity. So might the
medical schools : get as many of their men
as possible to take au arts course, and get
them all to take their chemistry, their
botany, ‘their zoology at the school of
science and let the medical schools (or
rather one first-class school) put its energy
into the essential parts of the healing art.
We admit that time, money and diplomacy
are required to bring about this intelligent
combination, but it is not beyon1. realiza-
tion. .

With such combination there will be a
first-class university and first-class schools |
in every department—in law, medicine,
theology, arts, sciences, pharmacy, dentis. !
try, veterendry surgery, ete, With these
there will come the air of learning that
pervades university centres like Berlin,
Paris, Vienna and Edinburgh, with their
student quarters, their libraries and book-

his pluck, and would hear in_his language
no menace of our provincial rights. It
was a sorry blunder for the provincial con-
servatives to bring Sir John here ridiculing,
bullying and threatening ; and perhaps they
already see in Wednesday’s election some
small fruits of their action.

There is still oue reason more. The

Then the indictment against Mr, Mowat
in the press has taken, in & large measure,
the form of personal abuse rather thana
dignified statement of shortcomings. The
electorate is not convinced by abuse ; in fact

stalls, their bubbling, struggling student

Sin s There is ohe question which, it
gseems to me, demands the copsideration of
the people of this province, It may be ‘h.'t
i;;;ty'exigendel and party interests will
keep it for the time in the background ; but,
the very fact that the element to which I re-
fer is strong enough to muzzle the- mouths
of each of the parties into which our politics
are divided is of itself evidence, if evidence
were required, of the undue proportion and
infl that this el t has attained.

1f expressien be given to the opinion of
this province, it wiil not proceed from the
voice of one party or the other, but will be
the answer of the people irrespective of
politics, given in a plain uomistakable man-
ner, to the question, ‘‘ Whether it is wise,
in the interests of Ontario, that the Roman
Catholic element should be allowed to as-
sume the unwarranted position that it seeks
to hold in the administraticn of its affairs ?”

It is all very well to fight shy of this ques-
tion, all very well for the individual at
{imes to sacrifice his own convictions at the
call of party exigency ; but an answer it
will have, sooner or later. You might as
well try to dam back the waters of Niagara
as to try by partyism or any other ism to
stifle the voice of that manly protestantism
to which we, like so many other countries,
aro so deeply indebted. . _
 The raising of such a question for discus-
sion may s , at first vight’ like the un.
earthing of skeletons buried long years ago,
the attempt to introduce into the political
arena matters of an apparently religious
character may seem inconsistent with that
spirit of liberality and tolerance which char-
doterizes the people and ibstitutions of this
country. IPO:m free to admit that were
such a subject introduced for amy party
pu , Anwarranted by a present existence
of facts and without a sinecere conviction
of the absolute necessity for its considera-
tion, not only would it be unwise, but in a
moral sense cven criminal,

I claim, however, that the discussion and
consideratiou of this subject by the people
is not voluntary on their part ; but that
the inconsistent position  taken and the
upwarrantable demands made by the Roman
Catholic element, are fast forcing its con-
sideration upon them.

Whilst the Canadian people may well be

rded as tolerant and liberal-minded,
still iv would, I believe, be carrying toler-
ance and liberality so far as to become an
unbealthy sentiment, were we to stand b
and see grow up in the midst of our politi-
cal institutions an element which has no
right or business there ; and which would,
if not checked, threaten the safety of those
healthful protestant  principles which :re
in 50 great a degree essential to the mental,
moral and political freedom of any country,

I submié—First, That the claim of the
Roman Catholic religion to-a representa-
tion in the political institutions of the
country, to be regarded as a separate, dis-
tinct element with rights and privileges
peculiar to itself, is unfounded.

Second. That the manner in which this
claim is now r ized is fast assuming a
shape which will prove destruction to an
important element of representation and
government,

Third, That if this element has no right
to the recognition of the claims put forth,
that they are of such a character and
fraught with such danger as to demand
their exclusion.

The truth of the first proposition is, it
seems to me, too evident to require com-
ment ; at sny rate the limit of this letter
will not permit of its discussion. It is
with the truth or untruth of ths second that
we are principally concerned. The course
which has been pursued towards the Roman
Catholic element, is past demonstrating the
fact ; that there may exist a state of cir-
cumstances, under which the minority may
become really the governing power, Where
a particular element, although a minority,
finds itself of such strength, that its al-
liance with a political party, is sufficient to
place that part{ in power;it may as the
price of such alliance, dictate terms and
insist on claims of such a character, as to
really place itself, so- far as substantial
power and authority are comeerned, in
much the same position as if it possessed
in itself a majority ; and recognizing the
fact : tha{ such party is dependent on it
for its existence in power, its demands are
apt to become high-handed and tyrannicsl

In no place will you find an element
bette: comstituted, for the assuming of this
position. and more apt to exact these rights
and powers, than in the Roman Catholic
church. A church which to-day, as fully
as'in the past, claims as a fundamental
Ftinciple, the right to a direct control and
nterference in matters of a temporal
character.,

Isay that this is the end, which the
church is now, and has for years past, been
proposing to itself, That it is not seeking
for equsl religious rights, but is aiming to
accomplish that which no other religious
body has ever dared to do, that is, to estab-
lish itself as a separate, distinct political
element ; to make Roman Catholicism a
factor and, if ible, a ruling factor in the
government of this country. It is this ag-
gressive ambitious spirit which is to be
feared. I say that the old spirit and prin-
ciple which in years past aesumed the right
to dethrone kings and to release subjects
from their allegiance is as much a princi-
ple of the church to-day as it was then ;
and the fact that nothing has been heard of
it of late is mot because it has been dis-
carded or is dead, but becanse the church is
wanting in the power to exercise it ; but
give it the opportunity and youm will find
that the old spirit is “still there. If we
wish an evidence of the domineering spirit
in’ which this element has exercised its
powers, it is only necessary to look back at
the course pursued in the case of the incor-
poration bills ; or if we wish an evidence
as to the progress this element is making,
look at the position in which our Ontario
government is to-day placed.

So sensative have the Roman catholic
youths become; of such delicate fibre are
they constituted that a book which has for
years past been a household work in our
homes, has to be banished; for fear, for-
sooth, that their morals might become con-
taminated. After being proclaimed by
the united voice of the highest and purest
minded, as a man of the most robust;
healthy, moral nature that man was ever
gifted with ; the pleasing duty has been
assigned by his grace to protestant Ontario,
to throw the first worcr of calumny upon
the memory of Walter Scott.

And Esau sold his birthright for a mess
of pottage ; he did ; and it was a mean
thing to do, :

Was it a really his grace's concern for
these tender youths ! or rather, was it not
in a spirit of proud, if not insolent arro-
guuce; knowing his power, that he from
his cathedral proclaimed that he was the
one who ordered this bock to be placed
under the ban

There is one other book which must be
particularly trying to them, and which his
grace out of his paternal regard for their
moral well-being, should also call upon his
friends to get rid of—I mean the protestant
bible.

TORONTO’S GROWTA.

(From the Halifax Crondcler)

Possibly none of the larger cities of the
dominion are growing with greater rapidity
than Toronto, The best evidence of this
is the extent of the building operations for
the present year. Since the beginning of
1882 over $2,000,000 -were spent in the
erection of buildings, showing an inerease of
$400,000 over that of the whole of 1881,
The most siguificant feature of the increase,
so far as indicating the growth of the popu-
lation is comeerned, is that  the building
operations have heen chiefly confined to the
erection of cottages for the working
classes, there having been comparatively
few costly dwellings or stores built. Among
the causes which contribute to the pros-
perity of Toronto is one that is mot thor-
oughly appreciated by its own citizens, and
that is the location there of the chief
educational institutions of Ontario. Some
twenty-five hundred students spend annu.
ally about ten months of the year in the
city. Itis estimated that they will spend
on the average two hundred dollars each,
which meakes the very comfortable total of
a half million dollars yearly poured into the
lap of the city from outside sources. But
this is not all. Many of the students form
associations which bind them to the city
professionally ar in the ranks of mereantile
nfe, and they become permanent resi-

dents. KEven those who do  mot matur-
ally form attachmen'’s “which ‘bring
them into  bnsiness  relations and

keep up a chain of conmection from wher-
ever they inay be, located in the country
with the city with which they won their
college houors, and spent what is ustally
the happiest period of men’s lives. The
benefits which accrue to Torimto from
educational institutions can scarcely be
overestimated, anil an article in' the World-
on the subject indicates that the fact is
beginning to dawn on the minds of the
more sagacious of herpeople. We doubt
if Halifex is sufficiently appreciative of
what she gains through the medium of
Dalhousie college, but the presence of
some scores of students here for the greater
portion of every year is doubtless of con-
siderablo pecuniary value, and they should
he warmly welcomed and treated in such a
way a8 to win their friendship and good
will,
