The moet feasible schemes for removing 
overhead wires is to build subways under 
the regular streets or sidewalks. This 
would allow of inspection, repair and addi­
tions without any disturbance of the 
streets, while it would furnish conditions 
more favorable for the efficient working of 
the lines than any manner of trench. Such 
subways, built expressly for this purpose, 
would doubtless be costly ; but if all the 
companies engaged in electric service 
bined in constructing them the expense to 
each would not greatly exceed that of lay­
ing separate trenches. Moreover, there 
would seem to be no reason why a portion 
of thesubway beneath the sidewalks of a 
city might not be used for this purpose

Impatience and Acquiescence.
“An English minister,” says the Globe,

Reciprocity In Lumber.
New York Sun : If there is any one article 

which should be placed on the free list, it is 
lumber. Everybody agrees in this With the 
exception of certain manufacturers of lumber 
in the extreme northern states. Mr. Morri­
son, nevertheless, proposes to retain the duty 
upon lumber.

The duty upon lumber is aimed at Canadian 
spruce and pine. No other lumber is im­
ported from C anada, and spruce and pine can­
not be imported from any other country. 
Such woods as are not produced within the 
limits of the United States are already ad­
mitted into the country free of duty. The ob­
ject of this duty, then, is perfectly obvious. 
It is to increase, as far as possible, the profits 
of manufacturing lumber in Maine. Michigan, 
and other states in the northern part of the 
country where pine and spruce forests occur 
similar in character to those growing beyond 
the Canadian boundary.

Mr.Dorsheimer of New York has introduced 
a bill into the house of representatives placing 
lumber upon the free list; it should be 
promptly and favorably acted upon, 
duty congress owes to the country.

Miners and Shippers, Wholesalers and RetailersThere must be a reason for the preva­
lence of this “ ignorant"’ acquiescence, 
though Sir Richard does not very fully en­
lighten us as to what it is and how it 
works. The excessive taxation is indirect, 
that may partly .account for it. No tax- 
gatherer comes round with his bill, but 
the unfortunate inhabitant of a protected 
country simply pays a per centage more or 
less on everything he buys, and thus it 
happens that he is comfortably fleeced, 
without knowing it. How comes it that 
there is so much comfortable acquiescence 
about him, all the while that he is 
being fleeced, or even skinned, as some 
would put it? We can only answer that 
the whole thing is done so comfortably 
that he never realizes that he has been 
fleeced at all ; in fact he feels 1 letter and 
really is better after the operation. He 
thrives on it, he gets fat on it, and sleeps 
soundly in a whole skin, to the great 
astonishment of Sir Richard and others of 
his school.

superabundance of capital and capitalists,” 
so says a London correspondent of Brad- 
street's, who dates his letter from the im­
perial house of commons.

There is no buying for 
investment, but only buying and selling for 
speculation. And this much more it says : 
*‘The silver question excites some alarm, 
and fears are entertained of another period 
of gold speculation.”

That means a crash 
in American railway stocks should it he 
verified.

Peuetanguishcne Herald : The dispute 
between the two governments as to the 
validity of the acts passed regulating the 
sale of intoxicating drinks has done much 
to fasten public attention on this liquor 
question, and lias made a great many 
people inquire whether it would not be the

Aylmer Express : That there ie a strong 
temperance sentiment in the country, there 
can be no question, and it only requires a 
concentration of effort to make it of much 
practical good.

Prescott Telegraph : There is no doubt 
whatever that the temperance feeling is 
growing constantly stronger in this province 
as well as elsewhere.

Milton News. : The vote in Toronto is 
only another striking instance of the growth 
of public sentiment against the liquor 
traffic in every one of its many forms, and 
should teach -the dealers that the time is 
last approaching when the whole business 
will have to go.

Barrie Examiner: Those who voted to 
sustain the report, which recommended a 
renewal of the shop liquor licenses for 
another year in Barrie did so on the broad 
ground of a live and let live policy. These 
licenses had to be renewed for a year froqi 
the first of May next or not at all. Thr 
act permits of no other course being 
adopted ; and the majority of the town 
council very properly, in our opinion, 
fused to be a party to deprive th 
grocers who deal in liquor of their licenses 
on such short notice, or to put the town to 
the uncalled for expense of submitting the 
question to the people just now, when it 
can be done as well at little or no cost in 
January next.
