THE CONGO AND THE NIGER,

Conference at Berlin as to the Control of
_ These African Rivers.,

BerLIN, Nov. 17.—Bismarck in a speech
at the opening of the Congo conference al-
luded to the high, beneficient and pacific
aims the conference had before it. It had
for its object the solution of three main
questions : free navigation with free-
dom of trade on the Congo river;
free navigation of the Niger river;
the formalities of the valid annexa-
tion of the territory to be observed in fu-
ture on the continent of Africa. Nega-
tively the conference would not concern it-
self with the present questions ot sover-
eigaty. The chancellor hoped that the

. labors of the conference would result in a
further increase of peace and good will
among nations.

Malet, the British commissioner, echoed
the sentiments expressed by Bismarck,
and accepted the points proposed as the
basis for discussion with the following
reservation : England was willing to see
prim:i‘rle- of free navigation, etc., ex-
tended to the Niger, but expected that
surveillance over the exercise of those
gﬁnciples would not be made the

usiness of an international body; that it
was the duty and privilege of England, as
she was the chief, if not the sole pro-
prietary power on the Lower Niger.

Portugal has drawn up a memorandum
to the conference insisting on her right to
the Congo, and declaring that Portuguese
treasure and blood had been 'freely spent
to maintain order on the Congo for the
benefit of the commerce of all nations.

* Portugal admits the principle of freedom
of age along the great African rivers,
and has no intention of establishing a re-
strictive tariff. She would merely exact
taxes from the trade sufficient to the lib-
erty and safety of person and property.

JOHN BRIGHT’S HOBBYX.

He Predicts the Downtall of Monopoly as
the Result of Universal Free Trade,
LonNpoN, Nov. 17.—John Bright in a

lengthy letter favoring free trade argues

that since its adoption by England the
price of food and the hours of labor have
diminished, while wages have doubled.
He says that although trade in England
is momentarily depressed, the depression
is far greater in protectionist countries,
like Russia, France and America. He
coneludes by saying that the recent over-
throw of the party of protection and
monopoly in America may prove to be a
great blessing, and when England and
America have embcaced the policy of free
industry the whole fabric of monopoly
throughout the world will totter to its
downfall,

German Officers in the Chinese Army.
Loxpox, Nov. 17.—The Chinese govern-
ment has arranged for English and Ameri-
can vessels to run the French blockade of
~Formosea. Thirteen Germans have arrived
at Tiens Tsin to serve in the Chinese army,
and forty-two more are expected. 30,000
Chinese soldiers crossed the Yangtse river
going southward, near Poyang during Oc-
tober, All the boats in the neighborhood
are impressed into the service to convey
troops across that stream.

The Bundesrath Tra ts Busi

BerLIN, Nov, 17.—The Bundesrath has
rejected a resolution adopted by the reich-
stag abrogating the law which permits the
government to intern or expel priests en-
gaged in the unlawful exercise of ecclesias-
tical functions. The Bundesrath passed a
resolution providing that only master
workmen who are members of guilds shall
be allowed to have apprentices.

The Plague at Paris.

Paris, Nov. 17.—From midnight Sunday
to 6 o’clock this evening there were seven
deaths from cholera in the city and thir-
teen in the hospitals.

French Tax on Bread Kenewed.
Paris, Nov. 17.—The municipal council
has passed a resolution temporarily renew-
ing the tax on bread.

BLAINE AND THE BAPTISTS.

The Plumed Kunight Discussed at a Meet-
ing of Ministers.

New Yomrx, Nov, 17.—At a meeting of
the baptist ministers to-day Rev., Dr.
Justin D. Fulton read an essay on the New
Opportunity, He saidicatholic institutions
received money from the state and the
only way to stop this distribution of state
funds was for protestants to take all the
money they could get. He said
all ignorant people became catho-

lics and the entire religion set up
one man in Rome and looked
and depended upon this man, and that
every priest in the world was subject to
his call. Fulton affirmed that the pope
was constantly surrounded by persons of
intelligence, who kept pushing him forward
until all the followers of his religion stood
ia awe ot him. Fulton alluded to the
“‘Rum, Romanism and rebellion” speech of
Rev. Dr. Burchard’s, and said he thanked
that gentleman for having courage enough
to tell that to Blaine. He accused Blaine
of being in league with the catholics of this
city, and of corresponding with Cardinal
McCloskey, who, he said, had pledged to
Blaine the catholic vote of the city.

Dr. F. R. Morse, moderator, said : I
must say I do not agree with any one of
the numerous statements of Dr, Fulton,
and I sincerely hops this conference will
not disperse without having repudiated bis
entire essay. He has no right to make the
charge that James G. Blaine is allied to
catholicism. No matter what may be said
of Blaine, he believes in christian marriage
and family purity. I must ask thas Dr.
Fulton withdraw his statements unless he
can support them with sufficient proofs,

Dr. Fulton said: I'll give my proofs.

Wait a few minutes, said the moderator.

Thaat’s it, said Dr. Fulton. You ask for
profs and then shut my mouth.

Rev. Dr. Hiscox said he believed the
republican leaders were corrupt and he
coincided in Fulton's statements,

Dr. Sheldon said he could not agree with
any portion of the essay, that Burchard
had no business to give vent to such an
expression and in the first place ministers
had no right to visit Blaine with political
intentions. It was not their place to do
so. He believed all persons should keep
within the bounds of common sense and
that Burchard’s speech was entirely out of
place,

Rev. Drs. Hutchings and Morse, of
Brooklyn, made similar addresses, Dr.
Fulton finally read a number of statements
from newspapers in support of his essay.
The moderator informed him these publica-
tions preved nothing, The discussion was
allowed to drop and the conference ad-
journed.

represented by stock or bonds amounts to
$47,703,000. The report says the
work on the new line between
Baltimore and Philadelphia progressed
rapidly during tlie year and unless the
severity of winter prevents further work
the entire road between Baltimore and
Philadelphia will be in operation in July.
The policy of the company in owning and
operating express, telegraphs, sleeping and
parlor cars, elevators, etc., continues sat-
isfactory. The telegraph system of the
company represents 6806 miles o; poles and
47,417 miles of wires in the acquisition, of
which there has been expended during the
fiscal year $20,000,000.

the circle is complete. Buat the thing
hardly ever goes beyond the first dollar.
Since The World has taken this thing up
we have received similar circulars that
have been sent from a dozen other cities
where the swindle has been worked,

Carlyle and His Critles,

The papers Have by this time had their
say on Carlyle and his biographer, Mr.
Froude. The Life has been published in
Harper’s library in 15 cent velumes and the
Globe, Mail, et al. have read them ‘and
passed their opinien on them,

The World has not much to say on the
aubject, but it cannot help expressing the
opinion that the Canadian press generally
has peen woefnlly blind to Carlyle’s good
points. Mr. Froude’s biography has dealt
so entirely with that great man’s petty do-
mestic details, that, trom the Week down-
wards, the *‘ chromo journalists” had their
eyes shut to the real excellencies of the
Chelsea Seer.

There are others who undertake to
t out to us where that pathway is, and
whither it leads; who hew out for us a
road, point, after laborious and difficult
searchings, the way Wwe should take.
Which is the nobler, higher sphere? The
latter; and in this sphere none stands
higher than Thomas Carlyle, dyspepsia and
insomnia notwithstanding. Dyspepsia and
insemnia did much to .bring about
those little mole-hills out of which
his sdversaries have made such in-
surmountable mountains, but beneath and
beyond the reach of dyspepsia and inso-
mnia were depths as yet (we boldly assert)
utterly unplumbable.

On one point we feel inclined to judge
Onrlyle, and it is a point as far removed
from those criticised by his detractors’as
the genith is from the nadir, Carlyle was
proposing to himeelf a work to be called
“Eyodus from Houndsditch.” If he
thought such & work necessary ; if
there really was in his opinion
a Houndsditch from which an
exodus was right, he should, instead
of spending his last days in the
more trivial task of vindioating his and
his wife’s character by “Reminizcences,”
etc., he should, we say, have given himself
up to teaching how that Exodus was to be
effected. Would that he had.

Seandal in Pelitics: Does it Pay ?
President-elect Cleveland believes not.

Our own opinion of scandal is that, like
Achan’s * accursed thing” it is useless to
sither victor or conquered, and the pos-
sessor of it, like the son of Carmi, should
be treated to political and social stoning.

Too Much Slang.

A Buffalo paper under this heading de-

It is not so much the slang that should
be deprecated, it is the careless pronuncia-
tion on this side of the Atlantic. In no-
thing is Herbert Spencer’s rebuke of the
hasty way in which everything is done
more relevant than in the habit of rapid
pronunciation.

The best evidence of progress on this
continent will be when we pay more at-
tention to teaching our children how" to
talk, and not to use slang.

Central Africa: Two Sides to the Question.

All Europe seems to be turning its eyes
to Africa as a field for colonization: Eng-
land is jealously guarding her numerous
poesessions; Germany is trying hard to
gain a footing upon the western coust; and
the Gongo territory is exciting a wonder-
ful amount of mutual rivalry. The dream
of these old world nations who are recog-
nising the value of off-shoots is that they
will find in Africa a fertile field for trams-
plantation, With the Sahara transformed
into a central sea, with a consequent salu-
brious and equable climate, with rail-
ways and canals, money they think would
flow in from all quarters,

Opposed to this is the opinion of Col.
Chaille Long. He thinka Central Africa a
“huge fraud,” a “‘pestilential region” and &
“plague’ spot.” Scientifie advantages
may, he thinks, be gained, but commercial
none,

On what grounds Col. Long bases this
view we are ignorant, but to judge from
Canada, Australia, India, New [Zealand,
eto., ete., etc., it would be a decidedly bad
country out of which (at all events) Eng-
iand could not make a good colony.

The Scott Act.

To the Editor of The World.
S1r: The advocates of the Scott act seem
to carefully ignore the fact that its adop-
tion in this city would be most damaging
in its effects on a very large and respect-
able class of -the community, viz., the
workingmen and their families. It is &

well-known fact that at the grelent time
there is & considerable number. of able:
bodied men out of employment, not
through any faalt of their own, but simply
because the labor supply excceas the de-
mand. The adoption of the Scott act here
would have the effect of throwing on ‘an
already overstocked labor market the
army of men now employed in breweries,
distilleries, liquor stores, hotels, cooper
shops, pop factories, etc., etc., whose only
chance of finding employment would be
the discharge of those at present engaged
in other positions, or of emigrating to the
States. Can the most ardent supporter of
the Socott act in the face of these facts,
claim for such a law that it is not a mis-
chievous one. -1 trust that my fellow-
workingmen will consider this matter well
and not be deluded by the sophistries of
those who seem to derive a grim pleasure
in advocating that which tends to reduce
our present low wages. Most of us who
have families find it necessary to .work
steadily and economise carefully to main-
tain them respectably, and a loss of situa-
tion or reduction of wages would mean for
us hard times. Let us then use our infla-
ence whenever the opportunity presents it-
self, for the establishment of new indus-
tries and the defense of all old ones which
afford honest employment and fair wages. .

Several of them, at any rate—the
most robust and most familiar—love,
ambition, jealousy, resentment, greed—
subsisted in considerable force in the
little circle at which we have glanced,
where & vibw, by no means favorable,
was taken of Raymond Benyon’s atten-
tions to Miss Gressie. Unanimity was
a family trait among these people
