Prof. Caven’s address was entitled “The 
Testimony of Christ to the Old Testament. ” 
It was a masterly and lucid presentment of 
the subject. He dealt in a fair and candid 
manner with the higher criticism, 
vestigated first the passages in which 
Lord makes direct reference to the Old 
Testament.

The second part of the Principal’s lecture 
was devoted to the value for the scientific 
Biblical student of Christ’s testimony to the 
Old Testament. “There is no room,” the 
doctor said, “for doubting the value of 
Christ’s testimony because of limitation in 
His knowledge. From the infinite excellency 
of His moral character He could not descend 
to use the mere language of accommodation. ”

London, Oct. 7.—The rumor has been re­
vived here that the Government intends te 
increase the number of Imperial troops at 
Halifax and establish permanent military 
stations at Quebec and Esquimault, on the 
Pacific coast. It was reported here that 
this step was in contemplation for two pur­
poses, one to protect the new military high­
way, the Canadian Pacific Railway, and the 
other to provide British officers with experi­
ence in tlie Canadian climate.

There is no talk of this step being con­
templated in the hope of suppressing the 
annexationist feeling, for it is not believed 
in England that any general feeling in favor 
of annexation exists in Canada.

Sir Edward Watkin urged the establish­
ment of military stations along the line of-the 

, C.P.R. some years since, but it was then 
felt by the Government to be unwise both 
in the interests of Canada and the Eriipirg 
to take the step suggested. As to the 
present rumor I cannot find any officials 
willing to confirm it.

!FAINT WORKS BURJSED.
iKILLED IN SWITZERLAND. A «4000 Blaze In the East End Last 

Niglit—A Rare Illumination. J'Sketch of Mr. PaYnell’s Life.
[Charles Stewart Parnell was born in 1846, 

at Avondale, County Wicklow, his ancestors 
being an old English family that bad origin­
ally settled in Cheshire, but removed to Ire­
land. Parnell’s great-grandfather, Sir John 
Parnell, held for many years the office of 
Chancellor of the Exchequer in the Irish 
Parliament. His principles were so patriotic 
that he resigned rather than vote for the Act 
of Union. A son of the latter was after­
wards created Lord Congleton as a reward 
for many years’ service to his country in the 
English House of Commons. The deceased 
received his primary education in various 
private schools in England, and afterwards 
went to Magdalen College, Cambridge. His 
first attempt to enter Parliament resulted in 
his defeat by Col. Taylor in the county of 
Dublin in 1874, but a year later he achieved 
his object in Meath. For two years his voice 
was rarely heard in the debates. In 
1877 be introduced “The Irish Church Act 
Amendment Bill,” the measure evoking one 
of the liveliest discussions of the session, 
eventually meeting with an adverse vote. 
That vote really signalizes the initiation of 
the famous policy of obstruction by the Irish 
party, their peculiar methods for barring 
the progress of proposed acts through the 
House leading to numerous serious situations. 
So stubbornly was the new scheme pursued 
that Sir Stafford Northcote, the then leader 
of the House of Commons, once moved for 
Mr. Parnell’s suspension, but was obliged to 
withdraw his resolution in order to permit 
some pew rules against “obstruction” gen­
erally to be introduced.

Mr. Parnell was instrumental in organiz­
ing the Irish National Land League in 1879, 
and the members rewarded bis energy by 
electing him to the position of its first 
president. He visited America in December, 
1879, to promote the interests of the new 
organization,being accorded the distinction 
of addressing the House of Representatives 
a* Washington. After the general election 
in 1880i he found himself at the bead of the 
Irish party, being elected instead of Mr. 
Shaw, who had succeeded Mr. Butt as 
leader. At the first session of the new 
parliament he introduced the Irish land 
question.

It was evident Mr. McCarthy and the 
members of his party were deeply affected 
at Mr. Parnell’s death and that all feeling 
of animosity to the great Irish leader hac 
sunk beneath the flood of sorrow caused by 
his sudden and untimely death.

Continuing, Mr. McCarthy said that those 
who followed Mr. Parnell’s leadership until 
the last moment had done so purely out of 
a spirit of personal devotion to the Irish 
leader adding: “With the removal of his 
personality our separation as a party ceases. 
Home Rule does not depend any longer 
upon any one man. Mr. Parnell himself 
carried it to that point. His work, so far 
as it depended upon himself alone, was 
done. The cause stands now beyond the 
reach of danger of any kind.” j

Poetofflce Money Orders.
Toronto is a great business centre. The 

City Poetofflce is a business institution in­
tended to accommodate and facilitate busi­
ness. It does not do so to the extent of its 
opportunities. ,,

The money order system was instituted 
with serious intention* to do practical ser­
vice in superseding the popular habit or 
sending money by registered letter. When 
dishonest clerks steal letters containing 
money and the loser goes to the poetofflce 
with a complaint, he is told that 
he assumed that risk in trusting his cash 
to an envelope, whereas if 
bought a poetofflce order he would have 
been guaranteed against loss by the Govern­
ment, Not long ago the Poetofflce Depart­
ment reduced the cost of money orders and 
increased the cost of registering letters with 
the double purpose of enticing business away 
from toe banks and of abolishing the habit 
of sending money through the mails.
- The intention of the Department was to 
cultivate a bigger business and found a wider 
convenience for the people. Yet thatfpurpoee 
is really defeated, so far as Toronto is con­
cerned, by the practice of closing the order 
department at 4 p.ni. each day. If a man 
wishes to mail money to an outside point 
after 4 o’clock he is forced to send it in a 
registered letter, as he cannot buy a money 
order until next day. In villages all over the 
country money orders can be bought so long 
as the poetofflce is open, and it is a positive 
inconvenience to the people of Toronto that 
they cannot be bought here up to 6 p.m. 
Any number of clerks work until that hour, 
and why so Important a branch of the office 
should close two hours earlier is hard to 
understand, if more pay is necessary give 
the clerks more pay, for there will be ample 
returns in increased public convenience and 
increased business fer the department.

Plain Mi. Smith.
In the death of the Right Hon. William 

Henry Smith the Government of Lord Salis­
bury and the Conservative cause to Britain 
have sustained a severe loss.
