What Mr. MUloy Chink».
Mr. D. Milloy, once a citizen of Toronto, 

now ot Paris, Ont, brother of the lato Cap­
tain Milloy of the Zimmerman, also thought 
the scheme feasible. Captain Milloy was 
owner of the boat after the death of Mr. 
Zimmerman, and ran her during the time 
of the rivalry to the Peerless. Mr. Milloy 
remembers all about the times of winter 
navigation and the eld Zimmerman. Her 
route was the same as that of the Peerless 
and she experienced no more difficulty in 
her course than did her rival The boat 
was 200 feet by 30 feet beam, carried about 
1200 passengers and was of wood. She car­
ried a great amount of freight all the year 
from New York and other American cities. 
The cabin was always comfortable, though 
the heating apparatus was inferior to the 
present mode. The boat always landed at 
Lewiston, though sometimes she could not 
get to the Qneeu’e Wharf. He. thinks any 
boat could reach the wharf now on account 
of the stronger current caused by the open­
ing of Qie eastern gap. Mr. Milloy believes 
any lake boat could cross between Toronto 
and Niagara at any time, but doesn’t think 
Port Dalhouse would be as favorable a port.

As Successful Now as in the Past.
Mr. John C. McMillan was sesn at 

Milloy’s office. He also remembered and 
took an interest in the navigation of the 
past. He believes that the boats of the 
present would be as successful as those of 
the past.

Mr. John Smith, owner of the Walker 
House, was steward on the Zimmermen 
and was on other boats in times of early 
navigation. All the boats ran until Christ­
mas and started on St. Patrick’s Day. He 
was on boats which ran to Rochester and 
to other lake ports. They never experi­
enced timcti trouble on account of storms or 
cold or snow. The route between Toronto 
and Niagara was the least difficult of all. 
During one very hard winter they only laid 
off once. He considers that only daring 
one short period, that ot the early spring, 
would there be any trouble in crossing, and 
then only in the Niagara River.

Ex-Commodoro T. McGaw of the Queen’s 
remembers the time when boats ran all 
winter between Toronto and other lake 
porta He tells of a time he remembers, 
when he was accustomed to skate to the 
Island and watch for the approach of the 
Niagara boat. Mr. McGaw believes that 
there would be a quicker communication to 
Buffalo and a cheaper one if winter com­
munication was established. He was in 
New York last week. He left at 8.30 a.m., 
arrived in Niagara at 6. Communication 
was so awkward and slow that he was un­
able to get into Toronto until 10.30 p.m.

Where lloate Now Ran.
Mr. W< E. Redway, shipbuilder, is en­

thusiastic1 over the proposed route. He be­
lieves that the boats of the past cannot be 
compared with those of the present. There 
are now and have been for 20 years, four 
boats running between Grand Haven and 
Milwankie on Lake Michigan. These are 
regular boats. The Denn Richmond, which 
was lost off Dunkirk, N.Y., the other 
day, was formerly one of the four. 
But Mr. Redway believes that the boats 
which are seen in the Baltic would be 
preferable for winter transit. The boats 
are constructed especially for winter 
service and countless numbers are to be 
seen every day. Mr. Redway would have 
a boat 240 feet in length that would draw 
10 feet of water, with twin screws 1500 
horse power, and this would cut her own 

I way in 18 inches of ice. Such a boat would 
carry 1000 passengers and coat about 
8100,000, about half the cost of the Chip­
pewa.

SHIP STS A. St. Louis, Oct. 19.—General Manager 
Aniisdell of the American Express Com­
pany to-day stated that the «reported loss of 
a money package en route from New York 
to New Orleans is correct. The amount 
stolen is $22,000, and was taken from a 
time lock sate somewhere between New 
York and Cleveland.

The money was a consignment of $50,000 
from the National Bank of Commerce to the 
Whitney Bank, New Orleans.

The $50,000 was counted out in bills by 
the cashier of the Bank of New York, 
and recounted by an employe of the ex­
press company in the presence ot Robert 
H. Dumbleton, general agent of the com­
pany in the city. It was done up in a 
single package, marked as containing 
$50,000, and put into a regular company 
time-lock safe and sealed. The com­
bination of the safe is changed each 
trip. Mr. Dumbleton alone on the day 
of shipment, and for about 60 hours there­
after, knew the secret of the lock. Esti­
mating the probable time of the arrival, he 
telegraphed to the general agent in New 
Orleans the combination figures.

After the safe was locked it was put in 
the care of Special Guard Korzendorfer 
and Messenger Crawley, both of whom 

in St. Louie. In a regular ex­
press car it went to Chicago by way 
of the New York Central and Michi­
gan Central Railroads. It was 
ferred there to the Chicago and 
Illinois, and by way of St. Louis was 
carried to New Orleans. The agent there 
had received the combination to the safe by 
wire as usual. In tho presence of two 
other employes of the company he opened 
the safe. The seals of the package 
appeared unbroken. He broke them and 
counted the money.
. There was only $28,000—$22,000 was 
missing. The president, the superintend­
ent and the chief detective of the company 
were at once informed. The straightfor­
ward statement of the guard and mes­
senger, the integrity of the time-lock and 
seals, and the absence of suspicious circum­
stances amazed the company's officials. 
At first it seemed impossible that 
the money shonld have been stolen. 
Perhaps through some mistake of the bank 
cashier or the general agent in New York 
or their assistants the package, they 
thought, might have been .wrongly made or 
wrongly billed. No trace of the money 
could be found.

It is his belief that there is an organized 
gang of thieves at work along the railroads, 
and m some manner they are acquainted 
with the shipments of money by the express 
companies. The matter is in the hands of 
detectives, who are now at Buffalo, N.Y., 
working on an important cine.

In a short time now the bobtail car will 
be a memory of the past. On Wednesday a 
trial electric car was run on the Carlton 
and College route, and on Monday the elec­
tric service will be placed on this line from 
Bathurst to River-streets.

By the middle of next week electric oars 
will be running in'the Parliament route.

Yonge-street, south of King, will be.com- 
pitted in a few days, but Front-street will 
have to be completed before the 
run on this route. It is expected, however, 
that the Yonge-street cars will be able to 
run on their old route to the Union Station 
within 10 days.

The Winchester cars will run to the 
Union Sbationr by the same route as the 
Yonge, thus relieving the Yonge-street 
ronte of a large amount of traffic.

The .contractors are pushing the work in 
Bloor-street, between Yonge and Spadina, 
so as to complete it before the frost sets in, 
and^ it is expected that the Belt line cars 
will* be running all the way round again 
within a fortnight.

The work in Bathurst-street will not be 
completed tor some time; the road is only 
torn up as far north as College-street, and 
the stone setts are not laid half that dis­
tance. It is not expected that the electric 
service will be introduced in the Bathurst 
ronte for a month or six weeks, but it is in­
tended, if possible, to have both that route 
and College, west of Bathurst, in operation 
before the winter sets in.

No Besson Why Steamboats Should not
Ply Between Toronto sad Niagara In
Cold Weather as Well as Summer—
What a Former Captain os a Winter
Boat Has to Say on the Subject.

Yesterday’s article in The World sug­
gesting that an all-the-year-round steam­
ship service be established between Toronto 
and Niagara caused considerable discussion 
in the city yesterday, and merchants, navi­
gators and others are unanimous in their 
opinion that water communication between 
these points in w4nter is not only desirable 
but practicable, and the belief is general 
that a good trade could be done.

The boats of 40 years ago regularly 
crossed the lake from the Queen’s wharf to 
Niagara-on-the-Lake and Lewiston. The
trip was the same, the fare was
the same, the
same, the time of crossing was
the same as in summer. The boats were 
not so well adapted for battling against 
what ice there might be as they are now, 
and the cause now ié not as difficult as 
then.

Four boats crossed regularly during the 
rebellion of ’37. The Transit, Traveler, 
Brittania and Experience carried soldiers, 
passengers and freight from Toronto to 
Niagara and Lewiston.

Captain Harbottle’s Experience».
Captain Harbottle, inspector of steam­

ships was one of these early navigators. 
He was seen yesterday in his office at the 
Custom House and was very much pleased 
to recall his experiences of the olden times. 
He ran the lakes for years and cared little 
whether it was summer, spring, fall or 
winter. In ’53 he was on the Princess 
Royal, which ran between Charlotte and 
Burlington Beach.

Navigation was çot so agreeable then as 
now at any time. Recent improve­
ments have rendered summer navi­
gation more agreeable than then.
But it would or has made a greater 
change in winter navigation. There were 
no lighthouses in those days like there are 
now. The heating apparatus was much in­
ferior, but the greatest changi 
times is the substitution of th 
tlie paddle wheel.

The captain enjoyed those days. He 
says that the Winter of ’53 was one of the 
hardest he ever knew, yet he didn't suffer 
much delays on acconnt of storms, weather, 
or ice.

Captain Harbottle was on many boats, 
and all all of them rani un til Christmas and 
started again early in March. The boats 
of that time might have been stronger, but 
they didn’t have the speed to force them­
selves through the ice.

There was no difference between the 
floats which ran all the winter and others 
that laid up for a month or so. Nor was 
there any alterations in the boats during 
their winter service.

The fares, the captain said, did not 
change, and no one thought it more pecu­
liar that boats should run in winter than 
we think it strange that railroads do not 
lay off during the stormy winter seasons.

Wheelman on tbe Queen Victoria.
When asked about the Niagara route in 

particular the captains said he knew it 
well, and had been wheelman on the Queen 
Victoria which ran to Niagara and Lewis­
ton all the year round. They experienced 
no trouble, had few delays through storms 
and were little troubled with ice.

The boat ran from Queen’s Wharf to 
Lewiston. Sometimes they were compelled 
to land at the Humber. They found no 
obstruction from ice on the Niagara River 
except in the spring.

Everything is more favorable now than 
then. Those vessels were of wood and 
none of iron. They were heated by stoves. 
4.11 were paddle boats, and it was with the 
paddle that the ice gave trouble. The 
greatest difference, however, would be in 
the Toronto landing. Then there was no 
Eastern gap, now there is a current through 
the bay and the Queen’s Wharf could always 
be reached.

Capt. Harbottle believes that there would 
be no more difficulty m reaching Port Dal- 
housie than there was in getting to Niagara. 
When asked if he thought the plan of run­
ning vessels across in winter to either port 
was a feasible one he said: “Oh, it I were 
but young I would like no undertaking 
better than to be at the wheel of the boat 
that crosses on either route.”

The Steward of the Chief Justice.
Mr. James Herson of Herson * Co., 18 

St. Lawrence Market, was seen. He was 
steward on the “Chief Justice Robinson” 
for three years, ’49, ’50 and '51. The 
Chief Justice ran from Toronto to Niagara 
all the year round, and there seemed no 
difference in expense, accommodation and 
pleasure during the different seasons of the 
year.

The boat was 180 feet in length, with a 
30-foot beam and 10-foot hold. She was 
built to resemble a goose, not for the pur­
pose of being effective in the ice, but 
because the owner and builder, 
Captain Sanderson, thought that this 
style would be speedier. She 
ran at first three trips a week, after­
wards one trip in two days, and then one 
trip every day. The time of crossing was 
three hours. She did this winter and 
summer. The accommodations were always 
the same. His duties were not more 
arduous or unpleasant. The passengers did 
not suffer from cold, though the heating 
was much inferior to the present mode. 
The crew sometimes complained of the 
cold, but only when handling the ropes at 
the different landings.

The fare was the same winter and summer, 
$1.50 for cabin and 75 cents for deck. There 
was little trouble from ice, and there would 
be less now, since the Eastern Gap would 
clear the bay near Queen’s Wharf. The ex­
penses of the boat were but little more in 
winter. The only additional charge was 
ou account of the necessity of always keep­
ing a fire on the boat, whether at rest or in 
motion. Mr. Herson did not believe that 
Port Dalhousie would be as good a landing 
place as Niagara. He believed the Niagara 
route had, from a nautical point of view, 
not the slightest difficulty in the way. 
She Chief Justice Robinson gave way to 
a boat called the Passport, and soon after 
another boat called the Zimmerman was 
put on the same route as a rival boat. 
These two crossed the year round. The 
rivalry was of the keenest. Each carried 
passengers tor a York shilling with meals 
thrown in. Captain James Dick was at 
the wheel of the Passport, and the late 
Captain Milloy on the Zimmerman, 
which boat he afterwards owned.

t.’npialn Dick Recalls Old Time*.
Captain Dick was pleased to recall the 

good old times and told of how the Pass­
port would out-do her rival in winter, sum­
mer, spring and fall.He ran between Toronto 
and Lewiston and suffered little during the 
winter storms. The boat generally made 
the tripsin three hours and one season she 
never missed a trip from January to Jan­
uary. The next year she only missed one. 
The boat was 190 feet long by 24 feet beam, 
was an iron boat aud had ample accommo­
dation for all passengers. During the

London, Oct 19.—Seamen Jenkins of the 
steamer Etna, which has arrived at Swan­
sea, relates a terrible tale of the experiences 

$ of that vessel in transporting Arab pilgrims 
who had been to Mecca back to Morocco. 
He sa/s the pilgrims on the ship were so 
numerous as to crowd the vessel’s accommo* 
dation to the utmost, and they were all 
in a most filthy condition. Not only the 
hold but the decks swarmed with wor­
shippers, and he gives an awful account of 
the sickuess and mortality that prevailed 
during the trip.

The deaths from cholera alone among the 
pilgrims numbered 40 daily. The corpses 
were suspended by ropes from the sides of 
the vessel, where they hung rotting and 
stinking until the vessel’s arrival in port. 
This proceeding was due to the Mahometan 
aversion to being buried at sea. The chief 
mate and six seamen also died.

Admiral Avellan Thus Describee the 
French Welcome to the Russians.

' Paris, Oct. 19.—President Carnot has 
definitely decided to visit Toulon on Oct. 
27. He will be accompanied by Baron de 
Mohrenheim, the Russian Ambassador; M. 
Dupuy, tbe Minister of Public Instruction, 
and M. Develle, Minister of Foreign Affairs.

The Press Committee having tho Russian 
fetes in charge called upon Admiral 
Avellan this morning to invite him 
and his officers to attend a gala 
performance at the opera. The Russian 
commander in accepting the invitation, 
thanked the committee for tbe “super­
natural reception, which will leave an 
indelible impression upon the hearts of all 
Russians, their children and grandchild­
ren.” M. Horve, editor of The Soleil, in 
replying to Avellan, said the present cir­
cumstances in themselves were super­
natural, having produced a miracle by sus­
pending political divisions. I11 the middfe 
ages man had a truce with God; in our day 
they have a trace with Russia.

It will be remembered 
that it was charged that a telegram was 
sent to General Sir Garnet Wolseley, the 
conimander of the Brisish forces in Egypt, 
ordering him to have tbe Duke of Con­
naught in a place of safety during the 
battle of Tel-el-Kebir. It was also charged 
that in compliance with these instructions 
the Duke, who was on the right of the line 
with the Guards’ Brigade, was,s with his 
troops, ordered to the rear and out 
of danger. The story had its origin 
in The Manchester Guardian. Mr. 
Childers has written a letter to that paper 
emphatically denying that any instructions 
or suggestions were despatched to Egypt 
relative to the Duke of Connaught. He 
encloses a letter received by him from 
General Wolseley declaring that the story 
is absolutely untrue. General Wolseley 
adds:

“Nobody ever suggested that I, in any 
way, dealt with His Royal Highness differ­
ently th»n with the other general officers 
commanding brigades, nor did I do so. He 
took his chance like every one else and, as 
I reported to you at the time, I had no 
better brigade under my command. I am 
glad of the opportunity of emphatically 
denying the absurd story, which is as un­
generous as it is untrue.”

ANOTHER TRIPLE ALLIANCE.

Russian Diplomacy secure» An Alliance
ofj servie, Greece and Montenegro.

Paris, Oct. 19. —Libre Parole says that 
an alliance has been concluded between 
Servi», Greece and Montenegro. This al­
liance is directed chiefly against Bulgaria 
and Bulgarian influence. The alliance was 
arrived at, it is understood, through the 
work of Russia operating through her 
agents in-Servis, Greece and Montenegro, 
and is looked upon as a great triumph for 
Russian Diplomacy and also as a check up- 
c/n the Dreibund.

Mnshonaland Telegraph Lines Repaired.
Caps Town, Oct. 19.—The telegraph wire 

between Fort Victoria and Matimpis, in­
formation of the interruption of which 
reached here yesterday, has been repaired 
and communication restored with Fort 
Charles and Fort Salisbury. At the time 
of sending this despatch no fresh news con­
cerning the British operations against the 
Matabeles had been received.

When the 
police arrived, the miners had armed them­
selves with wheel spokes, poles, atones and 
pieces of broken machinery. The police 
charged, clubbing the men right ana left. 
The mob surrounded them and atoned and 
beat them and finally drove them 
back, carrying with them 
wounded. The police charged twice more ? 
before the strikers would yield. They 
caught 10 of the men most conspicuous in 
leading the mob and locked them up at St. 
Helen’s. Four policemen and three miners 
were severely wounded and several more on 
each aide received serious injuries.

A COMPROMISE SILT SR SILL.

The Purchasing « lanae Not to be Repeal- 
ed for Some Years.

Washington, Oct. 19.—Alter a session 
lasting, with occasional interruptions, until 
1.45 p.m., the Democratic Caucus Committee 
adjourned and Senators Blackburn, Cock­
rell aud Gorman went directly to the 
Treasury, where they will confer with Sec­
retary Carlisle. It is said that with the 
exception of some details the Compromise 
bill has been agreed upon, and it Mr. 
Carlisle is satisfied with it it will be intro­
duced in the Senate to-morrow.

It is reported the committee ha» agreed 
that the law of 1875, authorizing the Secre­
tary of the Treasury to issue bonds, should 
be amended so as to limit the period 
which snch bonds should run to not more 
than five years and to reduce the interest to 
3 or 3 1-2 per cent. No conclusion was reach­
ed as to when the repeal of the purchasing 
clause should take effect. Some favored 
the purchase of the 3£ million 
month up to July 1, 1896, while Ôthers in­
sisted upon a less amount, making the 
same aggregate, but continuing the period 
until the party could go to the country on 
the elections. The question of withdraw­
ing all other than silver notes under $10 
and substituting therefor silver or silver 
notes, was another bone of contention, 
some senators contending the limit should 
be $5. Those two po 
be the subject of the 
secretary, a prominent repeal Senator being 
authority for the statement that the confer­
ence is under way.

and he died immediately, 
holding an inquest.

The total number of exhibits of cheese 
from Canada was 539, which secured 
altogether 490 awards. Nine of the 
exhibits from Canada secured 99£ 
points out of a possible 100. Five of these 
lots were from Ontario and five from Quebec.

Testing the Mammoth Cheese.
The mammoth cheese ot 22,000 pounds 

was tested by the judges and the following 
is the commendation they make :

“We, the undersigned 
at the World’s Columbian 
October, 1893, certify that we this daÿ 
examined the mammoth cheese from Can­
ada in the agricultural building by boring 
into it with a trier to a depth of 33 inches. 
We report that the cheese is sound from 
the rind to the centre, that it draws per­
fectly solid and cuts close ‘ in 
the - texture. It has a good, 
clean flavor, which is quite tasty. 
In onr opinion it has kept its flavor re­
markably well. We found the color uni­
form and true; the workmanship of the 
making is most creditable. We attach a 
score card, which shows 95 points ont of a 
possible score ot 100 points, and recommend 
that a medal and diploma be awarded to 
the Dairy Commissioner for Canada, being 
informed of the conditions under which the 
mammoth cheese, now 13 months old, was 
exhibited daring the summer in a building 
with a glass roof, where the temperature 
often stood over 90, a wonder and surprise to 
us alt (Signed.) George E. Perlee, A. H. 
Barber, A. F. MacLaren.”

The superior excellence and keeping 
qualities of Canadian cheese have been 
splendidly demonstrated by the results of 
this exhibition.

Vienna, Oct. 19.—The political situa­
tion in Austria is greatly strained, and the 
Government does not possess the majority 
necessary to pass the motion approving of 
repressive measures being taken in regard 
to the city of Prague as a result of the 
Young Czech disturbances.

A deputa­
tion of Bohemian feudal nobility waited 
upon tho Emperor to-day at Buda-Pesth 
protesting against the passage of the Fran­
chise bill.

The Canada Bans Not. Co.’s Premises 
Destroyed—Loss •150,000.

Moutrkal, Oct. 19.—Fire broke ont in 
the building occupied by the Canada Bank 
Note Company in Oraig-street, at 1.80 this 
morning in the second story. The care­
taker gave the alarm immediately, but be­
fore the brigade reached the scene the 
whole upper portion of the building was 
in flames. Second and third alarms were 
sent in calling out the whole brigade The 
firemen worked hard to prevent the flames 
from spreading to the adjoining buildings. 
The flames, however, made great headway 
owing to the inflammable nature of the 
stock, and it looked as if it would be 
futile tp try and confine the fire to 
the building. The smoke as well as 
the flames were Intense and at times swept 
across Fortification-lane in the rear in al­
most suffocating volumes, whilst myriade ot 
sparks after shooting skywards fell and in­
termingled with it, forming a spectacle of 
weird but intense grandeur. In spite ot 
the efforts of the firemen the flames spread 
to the roof of the building occupied by 
William Clendinning & Sons, founders and 
stove manufacturera The Bijou saloon to 
the west of the Canada Bank Note Co. was 
completely gutted. All that could be done 
was done to confine the fire, and it was got 
undér control about an hour after it started.

The loss on the building, stock, etc., is 
estimated at $150,000. The insurance on 
the Bank Note Company’s stock is $40,000, 
divided between several companies. The 
building belonged to Jesse Joseph.

Later—The insurance on tne 
Bank Note Co. is $37,250, divided as fol­
lows : Royal, $7500 ; Northern, $3750 ; 
Queen’s, $5000; Phœnix of Hartford, $5000; 
Hartford, $2500 ; United Fire, $2500 ; 
Western, $6000; North America, $2500 ; 
Eastern, $2500.

On the building there was $9000 divid­
ed equally with the Guardian, Alliance, 
Manchester and Employers’ Liability Com­
panies.

Why do those manufacturers and mer­
chant» who sell their goods at the lowest 
living profit, who undersell every com­
petitor, who act honestly, conscientiously 
and liberal with their customers, who carry 
the largest and best varieties, latest styles 
and novelties in their lines, spend thou­
sands of dollars in advertising! Would one 
not think that the public having once 
learned where the best and cheapest was 
to be had need nut be told again! This is 
true in the case of a few, but the merchant 
must reach the many, and so he must ad­
vertise.

If Toronto with 
her beautiful parks, unrivalled railway 
facilities, low rate of taxation and good 
civic government was only properly adver­
tised we would not now be lamenting a 
decrease in population.

No, rather would We be counting on 
reaching the half-million. To measure the 
benefit Chicago derives from the Fair one 
must not only consider the greet number of 
visitors who spent their holidays studying 
her industries and admiring her vigorous 
energy, hut you must allow for the adver­
tising vaine she has received from every 
newspaper in the world. This it is that 
has helped her, and this it is that 
will give the impetus to make Chi­
cago the first city of the New World.

To advertise, then, is a real necessity for 
the city as well as for the merchant. For 
instance, guinane brothers might continue 
to sell J. D. King k Co.’s two-strap don- 
gola shoes for one twenty-five till dooms­
day, and If they did not advertise they 
would not sell in a month half what they 
now sell in a day. This is strange since the 
public know that this line of ladies’ shoes 
are sold every other place for 2.75. 
Again, every man in this city knows 
that J. D. King’s kangaroo lace boots 
are usually sold for five dollars, but 
though guinane brothers ere selling 
them for 2.40 they cannot afford to wsie 
until the news passes around from month 
to mouth. They want the thousand to 
know it, to hear it, to read it, hence they 
advertise, hence, too, the thousands who 
want boots go to guinane brothers for 
them. Ask any football player in Toronto, 
“Where can I get the regulation football 
boot!” and the answer will be: “At guinane 
brothers, two fourteen yonge-street, the 
only place in the city.”

If you have good merchandise in your 
store and crowding your shelves and want 
to keep it why don’t tell the public any­
thing about it.

Why Not Try It-In Toronto, Too?
The idea of utilizing the street cars for 

the collection and despatch 
matter is being put into practice in Hud­
dersfield, England. The cars there have 
each a letter box into whioh letters can be 
posted ae the car traverses the suburb» and 
the city. The boxes are emptied by the 
postoffice employes on the arrival of the car 
at or near the central postoffice on each 
trip.

He also alleges collusion inasmuch that 
Barber A Co. had an employee of theirs as 
an inspector in the board of assignees.

French Emigration to Canada,
Hon. Hector Fabre, Canadian Commis­

sioner at Paris,* France, was in the city 
yesterday. Mr. Fabre states that the 
agricultural depression that has swept over 
Europe this year has had the effect of mak­
ing the farmers of France think of better­
ing themselves. Most of the tillers of the 
soil in France are very poor people, culti­
vating only small patches of land and just 
barely ekeing ont an existence in even good 
times, aud as the Canadian people have dis­
approved of the principle 
ment rendering financial 
tending immigrants I began to despair of 
ever being able to get a colony established. 
The problem which was thus presented me 
has now, I hope, been satisfactorily solved. 
In company with some friends I have 
organized, with a capital of $100,000, the 
société foncière du Canada, the purpose of 
which is to makp advances to settlers. We 
seek out those who have large families, and 
to the head of the house we advance $600. 
This sum, with small interest, is repayable 
in six years. In pursuance of oar general 
plan we sent out 25 families this spring and 
settled them near VVomey, Assinaboine dis­
trict. They are succeeding remarkably 
well, and next year I will send out another 
party.

Lord Dufferin is doing good work for 
Canada, aud if he retains hie present posi­
tion will be the means of sending many 
well-to-do persons to this country. Not­
withstanding what Parisian papers may say 
of him, the people recognize him as a great 
and a good man.

WATSONS COUGH DROPSThe Census of Toronto.

Editor World: I observe that the usual 
annual farce of an assessors census has 
lately been enacted and that owing to the 
usual unsatisfactory results of it a census 
has been ordered to to be made by the 
police, but whether they are to be paid 
for their extra services br^-not I have not 
seen stated. Some expense at any rate 
must be incurred. Now as to the utility 
of the census taken annually by the 
assessors it is simply nothing. And I may 
say that during a conversation some time 
ago wiyi one of the oldest ^assessors of the 
city, he’told me that he knew very well that 
it amounted to nothing, but he had to obey 
orders, it is, perhaps, needless to give the 
reasons for the difficulty as they are only 
too well known, having their foundation in 
the present system of water rating, and for 
the same reason the police census would be 
equally unreliable. Indeed, the only reliable 
census that we can have 
is the city directory which gives not only 
the names of the greater portion of the 
adult population but the house number of 
every vacant house in the city. As to how 
many times the number of names should be 
multiplied to give the total population has 
long ago been well ascertained. And if 
anyone will take the trouble to do so lie 
may count the vacant houses in the street 
directory, taking when completed the one 
now being compiled for the ensuing year 
and comparing it with that for the past 
year, and he will readily see what has been 
the increase or decrease for the past year 
in the number of vacant houses. The fact 
that they are fast filling up I have direct 
from the Waterworks Department. Other 
statistics are also obtainable from the city 
offices showing that the population is in­
creasing, that the police census, without 
any reflection whatever,, upon the force, but 
somewhat, nevertheless, with the system 
which is being adopted in doing it, will 
utterly fail to show the populatipn, is as 
certain as that one day follows another.

Steven Hamlin Killed In a Quarrel Over 
Cards By W. O’Brien, a Gambling

A Lively Discussion On Hr. Baird’s 
Mellon By the Members of the 

Public School Board.
The principal business at the meeting of 

the School Board last evening was the dis­
cussion of this motion ol Mr. Baird’s:

That in the opinion of this board the 
management of the Public and High 
school* of Toronto could be made more 
efficient and lees expensive if they were 
under the control of one board, instead of 
sepsrate ones, as they are.

Mr. Baird opened the discussion in a very 
spirited manner. He claimed that if we 
are not satisfied with the present state of 
things we ehould not let it be inferred by 
oar silence that we are. In both High and 
Publia schools the same methods in teach­
ing and the seing spirit should prevail. 
One of the great drawbacks in the present 
system was the overlapping of studies. 
This, he claimed, would be cured by the 
amalgamation ot the two boards. This 
proposition can in no sense be said to 
be new for this system is in vogue 
in Hamilton, London, Guelph, 
ville, Lindsay and about 50 
towns and cities in Ontario. Now this 
state of affairs must have proved satisfac­
tory or it would not continue to exist in 
these towns, for they could, on a majority 
of the council voting so, revert to the old 
system of divided boards. This would 
also show that the Public school interests 
do not suffer from the union, as they 
could easily go ont, being in the majority. 
He claimed that the union of the boards 
would produce a union of interests and to 
certain extent of resources.

Mr. Lea favored the motion. He thought 
that 21 trustees were far too many to con­
trol three schools. The original intention 
was that six trustees should 
school. He felt that the present High 
School Board was doing good work, 
did not think that there would be any 
great saving except such as would arise 
out of the reduction in size of such an un­
wieldy body as the present board, which 
was extravagant only in its size.

Dr. Fisher felt eure the Public 
School Board had already all it 
could attend to, and as the systems 
of the High / |and Public schools 
were quite different, he felt that it was 
meat absurd to try to unite them until they 
were united in system.

Mr. Kent was thoroughly in favor of the 
motion. There was a great loss of time 
in transference of children from system ot 
Public to that of High school. He believ­
ed in a system of promotion by which 
teachers would be promoted from Public 
to| High schools. This

DETROIT'S 18 BEATER BY AS IS- 
KINGS AND IS7. t Every Saturday from New 

York.Vancouver, B.C., Oct 19.—Steven 
Hamlin of Kingston, Ont., was employed in 
boarding men engaged on the construction 
work of the Nelson A Fort Sheppard Rail­
road. He “sat into” a game of cards at 
Salmon City on Tuesday night in an illicit 
whisky dive kept by a man named Leslie. 
In the dive, and at the card table with 
Hamlin, were a number of notorious char­
acters, including Charlie Roes, William 
O’Brien and Rube McNair. The play con­
tinued till midnight. Ae the men roee from 
the table Roes asserted that he had lost a 
check and demanded the right to search 
everyone in the house. No one ob­
jected, and while Rose was searching 
Hamlin O’Brien started for 
Hamlin stopped him. Words passed be­
tween the two men, and Hamlin struck 
at O’Brien. The latter retaliated, end 
striking Hamlin twice knocked him down, 
and proceeded to kick him on the head. A 
man named Sisson saw the first kick, and 
interfered but not before the second kick 
had been administered to Hamlin’s head, 
from the effects of which Hamlin died on 
the following Thursday.

Demonstrations To Be Held In Favor of 
Direct Suffrage.

Berlin, Oct 19.—The Socialist Execu­
tive Committee has decided to arrange for 
imposing demonstrations in Prussia during 
the session of the Diet with the view of 
obtaining direct auffrage in election» for 
members of the Landtag, the same as in 
elections for members ot the Reichstag.

The Socialiste Voting Strength 
The Vorwaerts, the orgtn of the Social 

Democrats to-day published the report that 
will be submitted to the annual Socialist 
congress that will be held in Cologne next 
week. Much ot the report is devoted to 
the recent elections for members of the 
Reichstag in which the Socialists made very 
heavy gains The report admits, however, 
that it will be impossible to maintain the 
rapid progress of Socialism as shown at the 
polls in the late elections since the forces of 
resistance must increase. Nevertheless, the 
report continues, the increase of nearly 
350,000 Socialist»’ votes since 1890 is a 
most substantial gain and the aggregate 
Socialists’ polling 1,800,000. The party dis­
tances by more than 500,000 votes the 
polling strength of any other party.

MONUMENTS.Not Iu Good Trim.
"In the third race Valkyrie was fairly 

beaten. But the Valkyrie was out of trim 
and had not enough of ballast. In our 
desire to conform to the 85-foot limit we 
sacrificed too much. We need not have 
been so sacrificing, for Vigilant was practi­
cally 87 feet long, and we should have in­
creased the length of oar boat.

Further, we 
were greatly interfered with by steamers, 
not being aoie to sail Valkyrie at times as 
we wanted to sail her. Bat Vigilant would 
have won any way, it is my opinion; yet if 
it had not been for all this the difference in 
time at the ' close would not have been 
nearly so great as it was.

The fourth day’s race was a single reef 
breeze race, and I think Valkyrie would 
have fairly won the race if oar two spin­
nakers had held out. This was very unfor­
tunate for us, and it was very singular, too. 
Such an accident seldom happens. In fact, 
I have never known it to happen in Eng­
land.

As a total result I do not consider that 
the relative merits of the two boats have 
been determined. I shall leave Valkyrie 
over here with the intention of racing the 
yacht next spring in America, if I can make 
arrangements for match races. I under­
stand quite a number of cups were not 
raced for this year. For these I will try. 
The course from here to Marblehead is most 
excellent, and Valkyrie, 1 think, would do 
more than well on them.

Honolulu, Oct. 11.—Rumors of political 
plots by the Royalists to restore the Queen 
have been prevalent but nothing definite 
has developed. It is stated that the

A Jury Assesses the Toronto Rellwey 
Company for SHOO.

Mr. Laidlew exhausted his powers of 
oratory on the jury in Gosnell against the 
Toronto Street Railway yesterday at the 
Assize Court tor damages received by the 
plaintiff by being tumbled out of hie cart 
by a trolley ear. But the jury was obdur­
ate, and after deliberating an hour return­
ed a verdict of $1161.70 for Goanell.

On the 25th of last April Mr. Edward 
Gosnell of 38 Wickson-avenue was driving 
a load of coal down Yonge-street. When 
near Scollard-street and while in the 
act of turning off the tracks hie vehicle was 
struck by a motor oar and he was pre­
cipitated on the road. His arm, in conse­
quence of the injuries received, has become 
partially paralyzed. He placed the extent 
of his injuries at <3000 and entered suit 
against the company for that 
The wheel which was torn off the wegoa 
was trundled into the court room by Mr. 
Fullerton, the counsel for the plaintiff 
The company claimed that the wheel was • 
loose and that in turning it fell off

Mr. Laidlaw objected to the rate of 
speed as an element in the ease, when 
Mr. Fullerton volunteered the remark that 
the car was going 25 milee an hour. De­
fendants counsel also drew the attention of 
the court to the fact that “cars have the 
right-of-way, and vehicles must not ob­
struct.” The injured man is 65 years old.

Drs. Robert J. Wilson and Allan B. 
Cook said that Qosnell’s arm was irretriev­
ably injured.

Benjamin Robertson,- a grocer, thought 
the motor car was floating, as it was going 
so fast. It was goingyin his opinion,not less 
than 30 miles an hour.

A number of witnesses testified as to the 
speed of the car.

Mr. George W. Prittie said the gong rang 
only once.

Mr. Laidlaw argued for a non suit on the 
construction of the law in the matter. 
He said that the cars running at a high 
rate of speed is not a violation of any 
statutory law; in the common law govern­
ing the right of way the company has 
higher rights then ordinary; absolute reck­
lessness of speed must be shown.

Justice Street ruled that the jury should 
consider the case and the above verdict 
was the result.

The in­
strument, however, must be considered 
simply as an interesting scientific curiosi­
ty, as the distance the speech can be 
transmitted is limited and the^rords, as 
heard through the speaking tubes, lack 
sharpness of definition and have a some­
what muffled sound, which is probably 
due to the tube effects. In Boeton under 
exceptionally favorable conditions articu­
late speech was transmitted by means of 
the radiaphone to a distance of about 
one-eight of a mile, but this distance is 
beyond its range under usual conditions.

lens, are reflected from a thin diaphragm 
mirror to the receiving instrument about 
80 or 90 feet away, at the north front of 
the Bell Telephone pavilion, 
fleeting mirror is a disc of very thin 
glass, silvered on ita reverse side, and 
held in a heavy brass frame by means of 
washers of ordinary blotting-{«per.

Opening into the chamber in the rear 
of this mirror is an ordinary speaking- 
tube, into which the sounds are uttered, 
causing the mirror to vibrate as would 
the diaphragm of a telephone transmit­
ter. These rays, reflected in parallel 
lines,are received at the further end by a 
parabolic reflector.in the focus of which 
is a small portion of ordinary burnt cork. 
This bulb is blown into the end of a 
glass tube about one-quarter of an inch 
in diameter and four inches long, the 
ether end of which is open, and to 
which is attached an ordinary phono­
graph hearing-tube which extends into a 
small cabinet,where the listener, remov­
ed from external noises, receives the 
message.

The only adjustments required are that 
the rays be directed from the mirror in 
the gallery in an axial direction into the 
parabolic reflector, and that the bulb 
containing the burnt cork be brought to 
the focus of the parabolic mirror. This 
latter is accomplished by pushing the 
glass tube in or out until satisfactory re­
sults are obtained.

Although » dress Annoyance They 
Serve a Purpose.

The question where flies come from ie 
asked many times during the summer. 
It is always a mystery to the woman 
who has her house well screened how 
even one of these little pests can get in.

The parents of a good many of them 
were probably housed a year before, 
when, in the autumn, vigilance was re­
laxed and perhaps a door or window 
left unguarded.

With the instinct with which nature 
has provided them they crept in the 
•warm house, into cracks not percepti­
ble, and there they hibernated. There, 
too, they lay their eggs,'177 to each fly, 
thus looking out for the propagation of 
the race ; and so, when the first warm 
days come they surprise us by buzzing 
away on the windows or around the 
table.

In the meantime the eggs are hatch­
ing and by “fly time" they come forth 
in swarms.

Sometimes in the dead of winter a fly 
will appear, beguiled from his resting 
place by the deceptive warmth of the 
furnace-heated house. He seems a har­
binger of spring and jierhaps one may be 
inclined to pet it a little. Don’t do it. 
Kill it and thus put an end to aproapec- 
tive future generation of flies. They are 
natural scavengers. Their purpose in 
life is to consume various substances 
•which are thrown off from the human 
body, by articles of food and by almost 
every amskal and vegetable production 
when in a state of change. These sub; 
stances are given out in such small quan­
tities they are imperceptible to c.ommon 
observers and not removable by ordinary 
methods of cleanliness, even in the beat 
kept rooms.

When a fly persista in crawling over 
one's face it is merely taking care ot the 
particles of dead matter thrown off 
through the pores and thus helps to keep 
the complexion clean. 8o it is really 
doing good while it annoys,

As a common fly has about 4,000 eyes 
it is no wonder it is so hard to catch or 
that it evades the blows aimed at it.— 
Boston Herald.
