TEE BXHIBITION,

THE OPENING CEREMONIES.

From the Halifax Chronicle.]

Kzxrviuie, Tuesday, Oct. 2nd.—Kent-
ville is all agog with excitement at
baving charge of this year's exhibition aud
it is all the more excited that it is plain
the show is to be larger and finer than any
yet held in the Maritime Provinces. The
building as designed was large enough, it
was thought, to contain all the exhibits
that would be forwarded; but to the disrray
of the committee, a dismay tempered by

evident that the entries would prove too
much for the capacity. The building is in
the shape of a parallelogram, three stories
high, 114 feet long, by 90 feet breadth over
all, the main building itself being 62 feet
wide, and the two aisles 14 feet wide each,
At the northern end is the main entrance,
over which rises a 60 feet tower, from
which & fine view of the grounds and the
surrounding country is obtained. The to-
tal cost was over $7,000, the ground, ten
acres, costing $1,000 ; the building $3,700
and the sheds and fences over $3,000. On
the right haod side of the gates the cattle
and horse sheds begin and stretch away
over to the western ends of the grounds.
To the left are the public exhibits and the
agricultural implements over which stands
as sentinel, a splendid wind-mill of Sto-
ver's, doing good woik in pumping up the
water required for the stock. At the south-
ern extremity is the ring where the horses
are to be shown off.

THE EXTERIOR VIEW.

1t is impossible, even afier two or three
pilgrimages round the grounds, varied by
frequent and rapid flights from pointed
horns backed by muscles of steel and from
iron shod hoofs,suddenly elevated into the
air in close proximity with one’s nose, to
give & fair idea of the number and beauty
of the cattle exhibited, Horns, hoins
everywhere ; moble crests of prancing
horses ; rotund sheep careering in panic-
stricken flocks, huge pigs grunting their
satisfaction and dissatisfaction—beef e-
nough to feed the Russian armies and horses
enough to mount all the cavalry in the
world ; spanking pairs and single teams
dashing about in every direction ; cracking
of whips, calls of owners, cries of atten-
dants, a bustle, a noise, rising at times al~

THE SCENE INSIDE.

Within the building the Babel is even
worse. Apples, potatoes, crabs, carrots,
pumpkins, tomatoes, beets, turnips, cab-
bages, squash, are apparently showering
down on to the tables already covered with
as magnificent a display of fruit as man
can wish to see. Barrels everywhere, bas-
kets where barrels are not, boxes in the
intervals and bags to fill up odd corners.

GOVERNOR ARCHIBALD'S SPEECH.
Mg. CHAIRMAN,~—

No ene could visit this fine county at
any season of the year without being charm-
ed with its appearance. This valley in all
its extent, from here to Annapolis, presents
to the eye of the visitor obvions marks of
the comfort and prosperity of the inhabi-
tants. The mountain ranges which shut
the valley in on either <1~ keep off the rude
blasts &rd cnsnre a ¢limaie more equable
and genial than is to be found in any other
part of Nova Bcotia. Iun this favored re-
gion your people are, as they ought to be,
the pioneers of agricultural improvement,
and there is no need of any further evi-
dence than what is afforded by the style of
cultivation, by the dwellings and farm es-
tablishments which strike the eye in pass-
ing through the country, to show that the
people of Kings have a noble heritage, and
have made a worthy use of it. Indeed, you
may pass over a g eat denl of conntry, and
you may travel mueh of the worid, withont
finding & tract as thiclly studded as is this
county with evidences of prosperity and
wealth. When onc reads the sad story of
the people to whom this inheritance once
belonged, told even in the prosaic files
among the Provincial archives, saved, by
the bye, from destruction by one of your
own citizens, one feels some doubt how far
we have a right to be here atall. When
we read in the light of the glowing verses
of Longfellow, when we follow him to the
homely lives and primitive simplicity and
disastrous fate of the gentle race who were
driven away from here at the point of the
sword, with their paths lighted up by the
flames of their own dwellings set on fire by
the soidery, one cannot help suspecting,
that there is a serious flaw in our title ;but
if we are usurpers we have at least the
merit of the best of that class, and have
endeavored by using our advantage in the
best interests of the country to wipe out the
recollection of the deficient title by which
we hold them. We are obliged, when we
encroach on the aboringinal title, to ex-
cuse ourselves in the same way, and if we
can only lose the recollection of how we
came by this beautiful valley, we may fair-
ly say that it could mot bave fallen into
the hands of & finer or more energetic or
intelligeni populati its p! town-
ners. The people of this county have done

much to promote agricultural and horticul-#

tural improvement. I congratulate you on
the fine exhibition about to be opered, and
from what I have already seen I may un-
dertake in advauce to pronounce its suc—
cess.

A curious idea seems to have prevailed
in this Province as to the place where Pro-
vincial Agricultural Exhibitions should be
held. Up to 1876 all took place at Hali-
fax. It wasassumed they could be beld

f
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is held in a large city, what cares the avers
! citizen for it? He may look for it. As &
| matter of curiosity he may visit it as he
| would visit a museum, but the whole sub-
ject is strange to him: He has no previous
knowledge of farming or farm products,
and wanders about listlessly, quite unable
| to judge whether the articlcs he looks at
'are excellent, or good, or fair, or inferior,
Change the venue to a country town,
and everything else is changed. The ex-
hibition is an education. The people of
the neighborhood who come to see it are
judges of what constitutes excellence, and
the interest they display in examining the
exhibits, compared with the listless apa-
thy of the average citizen, shows that an
exhibition of this kind in the country is
¢i the right thing in the right place.”

1 have made these remarks from no de-
sire to oppose a feéling which I know exs. :
ists in Halifax, and which sometimes has
found expression in the Halifax press, and
that too very recently. I make them be-
cause the conviction of their fruth is forc—
ed upon me by what 1 saw at Traro last
year and what I see here now.

But while it is so, I feel none the less,
that the country le owe a debt of
gratitude to for the 1t has
done. To the city we owe the first im-
pulse given to the subject—to the efforts
of the many enlightened and intelligent

The exhibi. ¢
tion must be bronght to thé place of the
products, not the products to the place of
exhibition.

1 am afraid I have dwelt too long on
matters exterior to the Exhibition, but. I
feel some delicacy in intrading upon the
domain of practical. Jirmers, particular-
ly when there are present 60 many gentle-
men thoroughly acquainted wiih the sub-
ject, some of whom, I understand,  are. to
address the audience.

There are one or two salient points only
on which T would venture' to touch. It
would seem that at the great Exhibition
of 1854, when, to give a character and ele-
vation to the enterprise,the exbibition was
held within the Provincial Building and
grounds at Halifax, there wasa' desire to
collect the bestsamples of produce and of
stock. Dr. Forrester was the gniding spi-
rit of the hour and devoted to the task all
the energy which distinguished that able
and excellent man. With all the efforts
he conld use, there could not be found for
exhibition on the occasion a single speie
men of thorough-bred stock.  This was
only 23 years ago. Gradually one efter

ther was introduced. They i d
and multiplied, and at this moment I un-
derstand there are scattered over the Prov-
nce some 350 of these animals, with re-
gistered pedigrees. If this rate of progress
continues (and you will see it is a geome~-
trical rate, it is the mate of the horse shoe
pail of the school books) in a few years
fine cattle will be the rule instead of the
exception. Men will no longer waste their
timeand labor and fodder tending and feed-
ing cattle, which can never can yield sat~
isfactory returns, but will rear animals, that
as milkers or butter makers or_beef pro-

His employment was the source of his live-
lihood, not the amusement of his leisure
moments. His success was not a matter
of indifference, or the mere pleasure of an
idle hour ; it was the result and the indis-
pensible reward of his toil, the support and
stay of his family. In this condition of
things progress and improvement had been
rapid, but it never seems to have occurred
to anybody that the place for an exhibition
should be the one in which at least, in con

increased return. At the present moment,
the milk, butter and cheese produced by
50,000 farmers in Nows Sootia is something
very considerable. Add to it the amount
of butcher’s meat annually consumed in
the Province, and it is easy to see what &
a large sum would be added to the annual
value of the productions of the country by
a change which would, at no cost, make 8
very considerable incrcase in the quantity
and quality of these articles. s

The same observations apply to other
kinds of live stock, and we may look for
some improvement in other farm produce,
although not at the same rate of progess—
good qualities of sced, good qualities of
vegetables, careful culture of land, exten-
sive drainage, heavy manuring, all march-
ing on together. Of one thing we may
rest assured, that the man who excels in
any one of these particulars . will not be
wanting in any other. Itis of the yery
nature of a struggle for improvement that
it is not e: tional. Excellence 'attained
in one department encourages effort in
another, and the chances are that the
furmer who has the finest herd of cows or
the finest flock of speep will drive to
church or to market with ‘the best  horse
and clad in the finest homespun: and,
when he comes back to dinner, will - sit
down to the best meal, with bread of the
whitest flour, spread with the yellowest
butter, and his tea made palatable with
the richest cream.

But it is not necessary to draw on the
imagination for a picture of the future.
The present condition of agriculture, par-
ticularly in the older and more ad
counties, is such as we need not be asham-
ed of. Contrasted with whatit was a few
years ago, we may well be proud of it. If
we have made great advances, if the inter-
est in agriculture already created, gives us
assurance of a still steady advance onward
we owe it largely to the influence of sunch
exhibitions as these. - It would be difficult
to measure the good they have alrcady
done, and if farmers are now proud of
their calling—if they feel that they are
engaged in & pursuit, as dignified as it is
attractive—if they find they are no longer
the Helots of modern life—the hewers of
wood and drawers of waters—if they coun-
sider themselves and are considered by
others, to be elevated to rank—to be what
Lord Beaconfield callsa ¢¢ territorial demo-
cracy,! they are largely indebted for this
improved position to the better views
which exhibitions like this have created
and diffused. You farmers therefore owe
it to your order todoall you can to. en-
courage them. Your presence here in such
large numbers to-day shows you are not
insensible of this duty and affords the only
reward which is sought by those genties
men who have devoted. their ene to
this work. It gives me great pleasure
again to congratulate them in the succesg
which crowns their labors to-day.

THE BATTLE.

AFTER
THE FIRST GRIVICA REDOUBT.

Colonel Forbes, the correspondent of
the ‘“Daily News,”’ before Plevna, thus
describes the condition of the first Grivica
rédoubt after its capture by the Rouman-!
ians :—*¢ I had now time to look about me, |
and examine the work. It has & ditch all
around it, and the parapets are high and|
thick. The .omnly entrance, cunousl\
enoungh, is & narrow opening facing to the
south, it having been constructed for de-
fence towards the north, Presently I asked
the redoubt, which was
granted with the advice to make a bolt of
it, as there was a dangerous corner to pass,
This I did, and pray I may Dbe spared ever
again witnessing the sight which met my
eyes, ;

‘The interior of this Jarge work was piled
up not only with dead, but with wounded,
forming one ghastly undisticguisbhable
mass of"dead and living bodies,the wound-
ed Leing as little heeded as the dead. The
fire had hindered the doctors from coming |
up to attend to the wounded, and the same
cause had kept back the wounded-bearers.
There were not even comrades to moisten
the lips of their wreiched fellew-soldiers,
or give them a word of consolation. There
they lie writhing and groaning. I think
some attempt might have been made, at
whatever risk, to aid those poor fellows,
for they were the gallant men whotwenty-
four hours before had so valiantly and suc-
cessfully struggled for the cobquest of
that long uncaptured redoubt, and it was
sad now to see them dying "without any
attempt being made to attend to them,

I could fill pages with a description of
this harrowing scepe and others near it
which I witnessed, but the task would be
equally astrain on my nerves and on those
of your readers. I am aware that Colonel
Wellesley, the English military attache,
having visited this redoubt and witnessed
the spectacle it presented, spoke of it to a
Roumanian officer, who explained that the
doctors were pbliged to take cases in order
of their occurrence,and since the Rouman-
ians had suffered not a little two days be-
fore, the doctors had still not been releas-
ed from their ateention upon those early
cages.’’

The death of Owen Faren, 33 Prospect
Street; Brooklyn, N, Y., lust weck at the
unusual age of 118 years, préscnts & most
extraordinary case of longevity.
