It is to prevent water
from becoming putrid, and is founded
on the principle that iron becomes
rusty only in water that contawns air,
It is the oxygen of the air contained in
the water that unites with the iron and
produces rust. So, also, the rusting
of iron in water removes the oxygen of
the air from the water. But water in
which there is no° oxygen or atmos«
pheric air cannot become putrid. To
prevent water from becoming putrid
we bave, therefore, only to pat in it
some bits of iron. Some pieces of
sheet-iron (not rusty) or iron turnings
are the best. Cast-iron is not 8o good.

BorLixe Deap Bopigs.—A horrible
discovery was made in Chinatown. In.
formation was given the city coroner
that a terrible stench was being emit.
ted from a celiar on Pacific street. He
went to the cellar, forced his way in
and found a floor covered with human
skulls and partly covered with flesh in
the last stage of decomposition.

Asa matter of fact; the nerves of the
soalp are irritated by the bair being
drawn tightly back and put on the
strain, not as' a whole, in which case
the strain would be spread over a large
area of the surface, but by small bunx
dles of hair which are pulled back and
held a place by bairpins. Relief is
often ly experi das a re-
sult of removing the hairpins, but this
has only a temporary and partial effect.
The njury dooe is lasting, if not per-
manent, in its consequences. The
present style of dressing the bair should
be discontinued, as it probably, in part
at Jeast, accounts for the extreme pres
valence of a form of suffering which is
both intractable and distressing.— Lon
don Lancet.

A Good Dalry Cow.

]

What constitutes a good dairy cow,
and to what extent does her quality
depend upon her owner ? o Gnswer
to the first question [ would cay that
she should possess the followirg qualin
ties: :

1. She should be gentle. Fe® men
possess enough of the Christiin virtue
of patience to milk a kicking cow (or
one that is nervous and fidgoty, and
ready to run at the least pro ‘Gpation)
and keep the commandments, 1id it is
better to dispose of such & cov &3 soon
as possible by sending her %o the
butcher. I go on the suppositi¢n that
the men do the milking, as [ thigk they
ought, except under extraordingry oir-
oumstances, and if the women'’: milk
there is all the more need of ‘antle
0OWS. i

9, She should milk easy. Hard
milkers are not as common now as 8
generation ago | think, but still there
is occasionally a cow that milke so bard
that shs ought to bedried off and fat-
tened as soon as possible.

3. She ought to give a fair flow of
milk and hold out well. Some cows
begin to fail in theirmilk as soon a8
they are with calf, and will go dry from
three to five monthsin the year. These
are not profitable.

4. She should give rich milk. A
cow whose milk does not show above
ten per cent. of cream in the test glass
must give a large amouns of it if she is
protitable to keep.

There are many points in the cow
whioh depend largely upon her ownw
er:

1. He should take pains to see that
she is well bred, By which I do not
mean pedigree, 80 much as that his
heifer oalves from his best milkers
should never be parted with without
good reasons. 1f you have a cow pos-
sessing unusaal good qualities you may
bope to reproduce or even improve up-
on them in her offspring.

2, The calf should be well reared,
neitber surfeited or starved. I prefer
raising the calves by hand and feeding,
so that they are always thrifty. Itisa
matter of astenishment how many good
calvesare injured during their first
year, many of them made pot-bellied by
over-feeding of ekim milk when young,
or starved through the first winter until
spring finds them hide bound and uns
thrifty. Good cowsare not raised in
this way. Whether acow is profitable
or not depends largely on how she is
wintered. If spring finds her with
starting coat, and bones showing
through the skin, as is ulas, too oom-~
mon, a large part of her food will be
expended in getting flesh which
would otherwise go to incréasn the flow
of milk.

Granted that the cow i§ well winter=
ed in a warm stable, and is kept in
good flesh, still both quantity and qual-
ity of milk may be improved by care
and intelligence in her food and man
agement. To get the greatest profit
from her, she shouid be full fed at re-
gular hours, and with as much variety
in her food as can well be given. She
should always be gently handled, and
milked at regular hours, and as far as
possible by the same person. It pays
to run a cow to her full capacity, as
well as it does to run a machine in the
same way. [ think thaton a majority
of farms where three cows are kept, as
much milk and butter would result if
the food was given to two, and the in-
terest on the investment and trouble of
oaring for the extra cow would be
saved. I am in favor of breeding
young, as I think it develops the milk-
ing qualities and makes a better cow,
The cow will be longer getting her
growth, and perhaps will neyér be as
large if bred quite young, but the gain
will more than pay for this I have
bred several Jerseys to cogme in at
eighteen months old, and %ave bad
them drop a third calf beforathey were
four years old. I have now a hpifer who
dropped her second calf at :Hirty-three
months old, and she is giving Over three
gallons of milk a day, and [ consider
that her milk alone has mors than paid
for raleing her,to say nothing of the
two heifer calves she has dropped,

I prefer to have my cows ffesh in the
fall a8 a rule, rather than in £pring, and
think that I get a much largge quantity
of milk in a year by this pi¢n. It is
much easier to keep a fresh | jow in a
full flow of milk during the w.nter than
one that has been milked all summer,
and the cow fresh in the fall will great«
ly inorease in her milk when she goes
on fresh pasture in the spring. ‘A fall
calf will be much larger at a  year old
ordinarily than one droppé¢d in the
spring, as it will have a long season ‘on
grass before wintering, and #ill be six
months older at the beginniig of wins
ter than the spring ealf.— ¥ H. Brown,
in Indiana Farmer.

—Avoid digging potatoe 1 immediate-
ly after a rain, The keep 1% quality of
potatoes is impaired by al swing them
to lie in the sun long af 4 digging,
As soon as the earth on theui is a little
dry, gather them up and c £t them to
the cellar, Sprinkle airssleitgd lime on
the floor before the pc ttoes are
emptied on 1t, and also spria le a little
between each layer.

—If the horses eat lots of grain and
does not do well, it must have sore
teeth or a poor digestion. . It 18 an easy
thing to have the teetlh smoothed so it
can eat well. 1f the trouble is in the
stomach feed less grain, and give salt
daily, just a pinch. Too much grain
will often make a disordered stomach
and the animal will do better or less.
Because the oals are taken out of the
manger, it does not follow, as a matter
of course, that they are digested and
assimilated by the horse.— Farm Jour-
nal,

sure rule that the more milk a cow
gives the less proportion of fat there is
ip it,  Caseine,which makes the cheese,
is not fat, It is the fat which makes
the butter, hence big milkers are bei~
ter cheese cows than for making but-
ter. The Jerseys are ut the head of
rich milkers and the Holstein or Hol
land cattle give the most milk, The
Ayrehires are neareran average, and
their milk is richer than that of the
Holland cattle, but not equal to the
Jersey or Guernsey.

‘How to Mend Stockings.
! A lady who finds in the practice of
the homely art that she brings comfort
to her family, gives these suggestions
as to stocking mending :—

Given a dozen pairs of woollen ribbed
socks. Select from them the two or
three pairs most worn; cut away the
heels and toes and lay by the better
parts for use in mending—well, yes,
for patches.

From the bes: hose retained to be
prepared, cutout the worn heel, and
from the patches cut a new heel pre~
cisely like the old one.

First sew the bottom of the heel
then sew it into the place made vacant.
Use soft cottton, or else the fine, soft
mending yarn, which comes, of all
colors, on spools.

Sew the raw edges over and over,
about as close as a nice overcast, B8O
that when this new heel is worn out,
you have only to pull the thread and
insert another.

The threads must not be so tight

that the seam will latten and become
perceptible to the foot. To sew .n
sucha heel will require about one
minute.
If the toe is worn, so that the new
darns seem to take from the old, and
the rent is made worse, cut it off so far
toward the instep as it is thin.
