¢ Mr. Corrie being appointed to Agra jo the be-
ginning of 1813, took with him that venerable and
faithful servant of Christ, Abdool Me-seeh, who had
been brought to the knowledge of Jesus by Henry
Martyn, und baptized the year before by David
Brown. Abldool Messeeh was indeed o convert; and
being converted, he strengthened his brethren, and
brought souls to the saviour. A native congregation
was soon formed at Agra, and soon counted Ofly
mewmbers. The word of the Lord grew and prosper-
ed, but within two years a dangerous attack on the
liver drove Mr. Conie from India for a seaion, to
visit hLis native land. During a stay of about two
years in England he was much engaged in preaching
for the Church Missinnary Suciety, and in turning
the hearts of British Christians to the spiritual desti-
tution of their fellow-men in Hindoostan.

On his return from England, along with Mrs. Cor-
rie and an infunt davghter, in the middle of 1817,
Berares became the scene of his ministrations and
devoted lubours. 1t was while berc that he raised,
through the help of dear friends, the fine churchat
Chunar (his first station), and the chapel at Buxsr.
At this time he devoted much of his care and thouahts
to the Church Missiotary Society,.by eatablishing
schools in connexion withthe Society, for the chris-
tian education of Hindoos and Mshomedans.

In 1819 he became Presidency Chaplain. While
filling this important office he pursued his plans and
