Tue monthly report of the S.P C.K.
for March makes the announcemeat that
in answer to a request from the Bishop of
Algoma the Sianding Committee had set
aside £ 30 a year for three years towards
the traiming of Mr. ‘Thomas Scarlett. Mr.
Scarlett, who has been at Sudbury for
some time as lay assistant to the late in
cumbent dunng the latter’s illoess and
catechist-in-charge since s departure, 1s
gong to Trinny College, Toronto.

Rev. James Bowberr, M.A,, the
Bishop’s examining chaplain, will leave
Bracebnidge, where he has laboured for
a number of years, to occupy the mussion
of Sudbury. He will make the change
on or about May i1st. Sudbury 1s not
ooly a growing place m this northern sec
tion of the Province of Ontario, but what
1s better—more  laudable—possesses a
Church family loyal to Church standards
and permeated with the ambition to be a
self.sustaiming  pansh.
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IT were well it to-day Church people
as a whole were better acquainted with
the reverent customs ol our fathers in
connection with Divine service. Canon
xviii. [1604] enjoins that *“ when in time
of Divine Service the name of the Lord
Jesus shall be mentioned due and lowly
reverence shall be done by all persons
present, as it hath been accustomed ; tes-
tifying by these outward ceremonies and
gestures their inward bumility, Christian
resolution and due acknowledzment that
the Lord Jesus Christ, the true and
cternal Son of God, is the only Saviour of
the world.”

IN another column will be found the
programme for the Conference sum-
moned to meetat Sundridge on May 16th
and 17th. 1t will doubtless prove a
grand opportunity to discuss some ques-
tions of interest to the Church and dio
cese. Each topic will be introduced for
discussion by a paper. ‘Those invited to
take part are the clergy of the Eastern
Section of the diocese, together with the
lay delegates to the Trieanial Council
and the churchwardens of parishes
within the territory known civilly as the
districts of Muskoka, Parry Sound and
Nipissing.

Correr CLIFF is a mining village
barely four miles west of Sudbury and is
now a fast growing village. We believe
the property is owned by citizens of the
republic to the south of us who can for
a limited period export nickel matte into
the Umted States without the payment of
duty. There 1s a rush now to manufac
ture as much as possible during that
period. On the face of it there is some-
thing wrong in the sending away of the
nickel matte to be separated in a foreign
land where the expenditure for manufac-
ture does not benefit Canada, the possessor
of the cre.

Txe Eastern Section of the Standing
Committee met at Bracebridge on April
7th. The meeting was called to order
shortly after 2 p.m. in the vestry of St.
Thomas' Church. Besides the Bishop
there were present : The Ven. T. Llwyd,
Archdeacon of Algoma ; Rev. J. Boydell,
M.A.; Messrs. A. A. Mahaffy and G. S.
Wilgress, and the secretary, Rev C.
Piercy. The business transacted was
connection with the W, and Q. Fund of
the diocese. A letter was received by
the Bishop from Rev. Rural Dean Chowne,
apologizing for absence on account of
indisposition.

Tue Quebee Diocesan Gasetle is always
welcome to our table.  Itis not only a
record of Church work in its home field,
but also an educator in Church doctring
and practice and broad n its missionary
sympathies. At the recent anniversary
meeting of the Church Society in Quebec
Dr. DuMoulin, the Bishop of Niagara,
was one of the speakers. In his spesch
he quoted from the annual report some
statistics which in his judgment proved
very 1nstructive.  Continuing he said:
In the Diocese of Quebec there were
20,400 Churchmen, and during the year
these raised the sum of $95,519 for
Church work. “ I do not want to flatter
you,” he continued, “ but my experience
in various dioceses enables me to say that
this is a glorious record. In the same
year 725 persons were received into the

Church by baptism, 6os were confirmed,
and 7,450 knelt at the altar of God.
These are the very highest figures that
could have been expected.

Mission of North Bay,

REV. W, A, J. BURT, INCUMBENT,

The Feast of the Annunciation of the
B.V.M.,, March 25th, was duly observed
in this mission by a celebration of the
Holy Eucharist and a short address at
10 o'clock.

On the following day, Palm Sunday,
the incumbent, after referring to the event
commemorated on Palm Sunday, from
which its name is derived, preached at
some length on the great truth of the
Annunciation, pointing out a few of the
many blessings derived from the fulfil-
ment of the great announcement made
to the humble Jewish maiden known as
the Blessed Virgin Mary.

There was a short service every day of
the first four days of Holy Week and on
Ggood Friday the usual long service, so full
of sadness and gloom yet so full of teach-
ing and at the same time the harbinger
of joy and gladness, was held, beginning
at 10.30 a.m.

Easter Day was ushered in with a cel-
ebration of the Holy Communion at §
o'clock a.m., fifteen partaking. At 11
o'clock there was a grand and impressive
service including the offices of Matins
and Holy Encharist. The choir was out
in full force and did its part with earnest-
ness and precision. Many remarked
afterwards, “ What a grand service we had
this morning,” and others, * How very
impressive.” At this service forty partook
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ot the Holy Communion, making fifty
five 1n all for the day, Some commun.
wcants were away from home, others were
unable to be present but expressed a de-
sire to take advantage of the celebration
on the octave of Laster or * Low Sun-
day.” The offerings for the day amounted
to $58.

The Laster Vestry meeting was held
on Thursday, G6th April, when much
business was transacted, after routine
matters were disposcd of, in the presence
of the Lord Bishop of the Ihocese, who
arnived from Sault Ste. Marie at that junc.
ture. The total receipts for the past year,
from all sources, amounted to, 1n round
numbers, the handsome sum of $2,260.
The debt on the church has been re.
duced during the past year some $700.
About $3,150 still remains to be paid;
$500 we hope to raise almest immedi-
ately.  If thus be accomplished our next
effort will be to raise sutficient during the
next lwo years to enable us to secure
$500 trom the S.P.C.K,, a promise made
1o us three year- ago, and holding good
for five years.

The W.A,, which has done grandly in
the past, are beginning the fiscal year in
earnest, under the presidency of Mrs.
Hutchison, and are planning to do extra
work this year, so that, if possible, they
may raise an extra $roo to replace the
$100 to be taken from the church funds
to increase the local quota to stipend,
the Vestry having unanimously resolved to
increase the incumbent’s stipend $100.

With the three societies, the Woman’s
Auxiiary, the Chancel Guld, and the
St. Andrew’s Brotherhood Chapter, 1t is
expected the new wardens will receive
ample assistance 10 enable them to meet
all demands for the present year. In
addnion, we undersiand, the incumbent
1s about to organize a junior branch of
the W.A., composed of girls whose ages
range between sixteen and ten years.

The Indian Lumber Camp

Alter nearly thirty years' expenience in
Indian mussionary work, and 1 work in
the lumber woods for part of that ume, ot
has only once happened that I spent a
mght 10 an Indian lumber shanty. 1 re
member some years ago visiting 4 camp
where some Indians were at work in the
neighbourhood of the Spamsh River for
the purpose of instructing a candidate for
confirmation, bat this camp was a wvery
small affur where only four or five men
were working, and 1 just stayed to dinner
with them and did not stop all night.
Here at Garden River tie Indians are
working 1n the woods on quite an exten-
sive scale and I thought I would like to
go and see them. Qur churchwardens
were supervising a camp in which their
countrymen were working, and I told
them on Sunday that they might expect
me on the following Wednesday, all being
well,

So I packed up my rugs and bed and
stacted on the day mentioned. My
Indians had supplied me a guide in the
shape of a little boy who would keep me
from going astray on the wany roads
which intersected the bush. We had a
fairly pleasant dnive through the woods,
though the near proxunity of stumps and
roots made it a constant anxiety to the
driver, and the number of steep hills and
pitch holes made progress slow, but in
the middle of the afternoon we came
upon a pile of logs on the bank of a
river ; then some distance farther we saw
some of our Indian friends working at
some timber, and 1n course of conversa-
tion they told us that we were still a good
distance from our destination and the sun
would bave fallen by the time we reached
our camp.

We pushed on, however, and after some
hours my boy told me we were neanng
the lake on which the camp was located,
and sure enough we heard the sound of
men calling to horses and there were
our friends cn the brow of a hil down
which they were dniving a load of logs.
They were glad to see us and told me all
the Indians were impatiently awaiung our
arrival, and so another guide was told off
to accompany us and take care of my
horse at the shanty.

It was, indeed, nightfall when we
reached 1t and the men were comung n
for supper; not the magnificent spread
of modern lumbe. camps which in some
instances **surpasses the hotels,” but a
more humble affair, indeed. Some parts
of the crowd were doing their own cuuk-
ing, and as they had nothing but a box
stove it was very primitive cooking n
deed. There were very few kettles, so
there was vety litde variety, but after all
the sausfying of the pangs of hunger 1s
the main thing, and this in some way or
another was accomplished, in some
measure at least. My friends got me
my supper with the head men of the
catup, and a good supper it was.

QOur camp had two stoves in it and was

well venulated, the ndge of the roof
bemg open.  This was a  blessing,
though it was a bitter cold mght, but
there are worse things than cold to con
tend with in our journey through the
wilderness of this world.  After supper
we had some talk amoong ourselves and
then I announced that we would have a
rehgious service ol singing and prayer and
that I would read an address to them fora
short space.  We started with a popular
hymn and then we bad Evening Prayer,the
Indians joimng 1n the responses without
a book. I read to them the Psalms for
the evemng and some port.on ol scripture
and addressed them in words of a prac
tical character, referring to our daily
Chrisuan bfe, so that we make our re-
Ligion part and parcel of our daily wozk,
ete., cver following out its precepts and
appropniatung the comfort and help it is
intended to convey.

I set up my bed and we retired to rest.

RLEV. J. BOYDELL, M.A, INCUMBLENT,

The following report made by the
churchwardens of the Church of the
Epipbavy, Sudbury, speaks for itself. It
should be read by all :

It affords us much pleasure to meet
you once again in our annual Vestry
meeting. As the year just closed has not
been an cventful one, our remarks to you
will be brief.  You will, we are sure, all
join with us in expressing deep and sin-
cere regret at the protracted illness of our
much respected pastor, whom we trust
Providence may soon restore to health
and His service once more. Notwith
standing the fact that Mr. Ulbricht has
been unable to minister to us for the
greater part of the year, and the service
has been conducted by students, it speaks
well for your Churchmanship that the
attendance has been so well sustaioed,
and the offertories all we could reason
ably expect.  With pleasure we announce
that the Church of the Epipbany is out
of debt. Nether for church, parsonage,
furnishings, nor for salaries, is any debt
owing. In response to the appeal of our
over-burdened Bishop a year ago, you
voted to add fifty dollars to our quota
toward the payment of our clergyman’s
stipend, making our share $400. You
have all heard read his lordship’s strong
appeal for the present year and as the aim
of every Churchman and Churchwoman
in Sudbury has been, and is, that this
should be a self-sustaining parish, we
would recommend that you relieve the
Bishop to the extent of fifty dollars this
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year. l.et us remember that God has
always c¢nabled us to accomplish every-
thing we, as a musston, have underiaken
financially.  “I'his amount can be added
to any uime during the year should you
find the state ot the unds warrant it
We much regret that although a sum of
money was voted by you last year for
cemetery improvement the commence-
ment of the wotk was delayed until too
late last fall and nothing bas been done.
Ycar by year some of our loved ones
are being lawd there.  Surely the thought
of them will make us do our duty. ‘the
work cannot all be done by usin one
year but sumething should be done every
year and all moncys received from the
cemetery should be spent on the cemetery
with as much more as can be spared
trom the general funds.  As usual we are
under a debt of gratitude to the ladies of
the congregation for thewr successful ao-
nualsale and concert, which netted $114,
and cnabled your wardens to reamburse
Mzr. Ulbricht the hundred dollars he had
advanced towards paying for the parson-
age furnmace. We have no doubt you
will unite with us in thanking Mr. Scarlett
for the great sacrifice he made in remain-
ing with us so long, which he has done
to the great disarrangement of his col-
legiate plans. We trust that there 15 a
bnight and useful career ahead of im m
the Church munistry. We desire to ten-
der our sincere thanks to the members
of the congregation who have so gener-
ously supported us in the work of our
Church during our term of office.

balacce sheet was a clean one.

Mr. O. Wisler was reappointed clergy-
man’s warden ; Mr. R. ). Hutchison, re-

clected the people’s warden ; Mr. G. S,
Wilgress, vestry claik; the sidesmen,
auditors, organist, choirnaster, were all
re-clected.  Messrs. M. Kinton and A.
Durnford were appoined lay readers. A
smail token of the congregation's sincere
appreciation of the arduous and success-
ful labours of the choirmaster, in the
shape of a little present, was given to
that officer by the Churchwoman's Com-
mittee. The organist and all the officers
were tendered the hearty thanks of the
clergyman and the vestry, which closed
with the benediction at 10 o’clack.

The Easter Day services in All Saints’
Church, Huntsville, were very hearty and
the congregations good.  Over eighty
communicated at the early and later cele-
brations. A special baptismal service at
four p.m. added three new members to
the Church.

REv. J. W. THURSBY, INCUMBENT,

‘T'he old adage concerning the month of
March was certainly verified this jear,
and the weather has taken a pleasant and
spring like turn, presaging an early season,
although the view lakewards, with its fifty
miles of unusually thick ice, makes one
feel a trifle dubious as to the date it will
be navigable. It is with pleasure we
record that the Evensoog services during
the latter part of Lent were well at-
tended. To ensure the comfort of those
attending the early celebrations during
the very coldest weather and to obviate
the expense of heating the church a plain
portable altar was made by the rector’s
eldest son and placed by him in the
school-room ; a purple frontal and dossal
with bands and the holy munogram io
white felt combined in iuaking a suitable
and worthy erection.

The St John's Guild of Communi-
cants, which was founded early last year,
has held monthly meetings during the
winter, the object being to draw together
those who earnestly desire “ a closer walk
with God ¥ and to ensure an attendance
on festival and saints’ days, etc.; and,
speaking of saints, one would like to ask
how many of our Churchmen and women
know anything about the lives of our
* Noble army of martyrs.” These would
make a most interesting feature for
future study, and is humbly offered as 2
suggestion.

The annual meeting of the Women's
Auxiliary was held on Thursday, March
23rd, but was adjourned until Easter
week, of which more anon.

Special sermons were preached during
Passion Week to mark the different events
of that most solemn time, that on Palm
Sunday being taken from Phil. ii. 8,
“Obedient unto death,” as also the
meditation on Monday at 8 p.m. upon
the words, * If thou hads't known . . .

the things which belong to thy peace "~
both by therector.  On Tuesday evening
the Rev. J. W. Harper took as lus sub
ject *The Cross,” making so.ne allusion
to St. Helena, the mother of the first
Christian Roman Emperor Constantine,
who had a residence at York, that old
and interesting city, the seat of so many
stirring cvents, and with which our
ancient Church history has so much to
do. ‘The Invention of the Cross, or, as
it means, the discovery of the Cross, is
kept by the Church on May 3id, and
need not be regarded solely as 2 myth, as
it 1s probable that not more than 300
years had eclapsed since that wondrous
event which bad appealed to the hearts
of so many and which gave to heathen-
dom one of its severest blows. We pass
over the finding ¢f a mummy 3,000 years
old with scarcely a symptom of surprise;
therefore if we accept the one why not
the other? It is a most significant fact
that the Refurmers who expunged so
much should have left this day un-
touched and uncommented upon in our
kalendar. On Wednesday there were
eight persons who received at the eight
o'clock celebration, the Rev. J. P. Smith-
man, of Schreiber, assisting the rector ;
the meditation that same evening also by
the former, the subject, * The Betrayal.”
On Thursday the rector spoke on ““lhe
Crucifixion.” The Story of the Cross
was sung at all the services, also some
Litanies. On the morning of Good
Friday the rector preached on the “Seven
Words,” the hymns also being of a
solemn and penitential character. In
the evening a lantern service was held in
the schoolroom which was filled to the
doors, some of the pictures being very
beautiful, notably the one of * Christ
before Pilate,” This is at all times a
draw to those who are more easily im-
pressed by pictures than by rcading,
especially the children, and a good serics
of slides from some of the best known
subjects would be a most acceptable
present from anyone interested in our
mission, and would materially aid our
funds. The Rev. T. J. Hay, ot Murillo,
was present and assisted although we
believe he has not entirely recovered and
may not undertake any arduous work.

At the early communion on Easter
Day there was a very decided increase n
the attendance, especially of the male
members of tiie congregation. Hymn 199
was sung during the reception. The
beautiful lilies and daffodils (which speak
to us so eloquently of a rising agan)
diffused their fragrance around the ** holy
place,” and were the gift of the mayor,
other plants being placed on the chancel
steps and on the shelf of the rood screen;
these all contributed to the festal appear.
ance of the church. Matins commenced
with the same joyful strains used for so
many centuries, * Jesus Christ is Risen
To-day.” The anthem and the psalms
were sung to chants 353, 354, 355, and
the e Deum to a suparb composition by
Swart, Jubilate (Hayes), and hymns 139,
499. The Holy Communion service
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whicn followed was provided with suit-
able music for the day. Ajrie, taken
from the Toronto Chant Book No. gz,
Gloria  Tibi and  Sancius (Jackson),
Nicene Creed (Tallis), and Nune Dinut
tis to chant 271, ‘I'he sermon was
preached by the rector. Fifty-five per-
sons received *“these holy mysteries ” at
the later celebration, the proportion of
men again being far in advance of former
years, and which brought the total to go.

The afternoon service was interspersed
by carols, the children’s voices taking up
the familiar tunes very heartily. The
mission offertory amounted to $8.05,
with a possible augmentation.

The evening service was
full choral, and was as fol
lows: Hymn 133; Res-
ponses, Tallis, Psalter 336,
357 358 ,  Magnificat
(Nates m F ), Nune Dim
itis (Ebdon in C). An-
them, * Sing, O Heavens,”
closing with Hymns 140,
437. The Rev. T. J. Hay
preached the sermon. The
united offerings amounted
to $250.

The usual vestry meet-
ing was called for Easter
Monday, but was adjourn
ed for a fortnight.

On Tuesday evening the
third concert of the Glee
Club was given mn Silver
Cross Hall. The attend-
ance was good, and the
programme an attractive
one with some sacred selec-
tions, and was worthy of
more extended patronage.
An elderly lady much in-
terested in the Orgaa Fund
gave as her offering on
Easter Day the sum of
$6.62. This was the result
of much self-denial during
Lent.

On Wednesdayafternoon
the W.A. met for their an-
nual selection of officers.
After much debate, the
presidential char was ac-
cepted by Mrs, Gibbs, with

Mrs. Clarke as vice-president, Mrs.
Binnington, 2nd wice-president.  Mrs.
Keefer and Mrs. Wink retain their

places as treasurer and secretary.

A sewing-class for the little ones,
kindly undertaken by Mrs. Thursby and
others, held their first sale and tea on
April 11th, with a short entertainment 1in
the evening. The proceeds, which will
be used in the extension of our s¢chool-
house, amounted to $zo.

We again must chronicle a departure
from town, that of Mr. and Mrs. Wineart.
The latter was for many years a faithful
and punctual assistant in the Sunday-
school, in later years also secretary to the
St. John’s Circie of King’s Daughters.
Their home is at present in Fort William.

A concert was given during the winter

until now been summoned from our midst

by the baad of death. Years came and
went ; clergy in the diocese siffered the
loss of wives and children ; but no priest
or deacon was stricken down. However,
when the first break comes, there is taken
from the ranks of the Church militant an
experienced missionary, a faithful parish
priest, a genial companion, alarge-hearted
friend, whose generous impulses and
hospitality were recognized and appre-
ciated by all who koew him, He had
worked uander the administration of the
three Bishops of Algoma and was present
at each of the five gatherings known as
Diocesan Triennial Councils. From the
time when the diocese was divided into

\

rural deaneries Mr. Chowne had been the
Rural Dean of Parry Sound and from s
inception in 1842 he had been a mem
ber of the Standimg Committee of the
diocese.  He was also a member of the

committee, appointed in 1843, to draft a
scheme for synodical organizaton.

The Rev. Alfred Wilbam de Holland
Chowne was a nauve of lancashare,
England, being born at Mosstard, m the
patish of Eccles, on March 1oth, 1843
He bad, therefore, just completed his
s6th year.  His enrly education was re
ceived at Manchester Grammar School,
and he was afterwards a student af
the Lichtield Theological
College.  He was ordained
deacon (15731 and prest
(1875) by the Bishop ot
Lichtield  (Drr. Sawyny
After some experience as
a curate n the  Church
ot lLungland at Loungton,
Stattordsture, and at Wor-
verton, he came to Canada
w 1376 to work in the
Diocese of Quebee, beng
in charge of the nusston of
Raiviere du Loup.  Inabout
a year he moved westward
to tue Inocese ot Niagara,
where he labored in the
missions of lurin and Gara-
fraxa. Nor did he thor-
oughly settle down there,
for tn the summer of 15850
he came to the poor Mis
sionary Diocese of Algo-
na, to mimster to the
settlers in Muskoka, and
made Rcosscau his home
and centre of work. From
Rosseau he removed at
Eastertide, 1890, to Ems.
dale, a pont hitherto at-
tached to the DMission of
Butks lkahs.  Here bhe
worked patieatly untl with
in a few days of his death,
going in and out among his
people at the home station
as well as at the outstation
While at Emsdale Mr.
Chowne was instrumental
in the building of a small log church
at Sand Lake, a spot for which he bhad a
strong liking ; also in the improvement
of the church building at Iibberston
(once known as Bethune). At Emsdale
he lived to see the church removed
from a hill outside the willage to a
spot in its midst, where it now stands
on a good stone foundation. A strongly-
built tower was erected and a good bell
placed therein. A commodious parson-
age, with stone cellar, good stabling, etc.,
was also added since Mr. Chowne as-
sumed the incumbency f Emsdale. One
feature of Mr. Chowne's chatucter may
here be mentioned—his fondness for his
‘‘pontes.” There could be no man more
kind to dumb animals than ae.

For some time back our friend has
been ailing, but not untilthe week before
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his death was it thought the event was so
near, It teems that he was dnven sevenal
miles to marry a couple  ‘The snow was
soft and deep and the journey a diffizult
one,and hebecame heated and then chilled
before he returned home.  (On Monday,
Apnl 17th, bope of his recovery was given
up. He grew worse unul at 7 p.m. on
Thursday, Apnl zoth, death ended his
sufferings.  Ilis old friend, Archdeacon
Liwyd, of Huntsville, was frequently with
thm during these last days, and on the
day of his death, about § p.m., adminis
tered the Sacrament of Holy Communion
10 his dying fetlow priest and family,
afterwards staying at the bedside until the
end.

‘The burial was arranged for Tuesday,
Apnl 2sth. On the preceding cvening
the coffin containing the body, clad in
cassock, surplice and stole, was carried
into the church and a watch kept until
morning by four neighboring priests. At
8 z m. on the 25th, there was a celebra.
tion. of Holy Communion in the church,
the officating clergy being the Arch-
deacon and Rev. Jas. Boydell. A com-
parauvely large number of worshippers
were present.  During the evening before
and the early morning quite a number of
the clergy of the diocese managed to
rcach Emsdale to take a part in the
funeral rites of the church. At 11 a.,
they proceceded from the vestry, where
they had robed, to places in the chancel
of the church. Those present were  “The
Ven. the Archideacon of Algoma, Hunts-
ville, Revs. J. Boydell, Bracebridge ,
Charles Piercy, Sturgeon Falls; W.
Evans, Parry Sound, A. H. Allman,
Uffington, W. A. ]J. Burt, North Bay;
A. J. Cobb, Powassan, I). A. Johnston,

Maganetawan , J. Pardoe, Novar; Caleb
H. Buckland, Burk's Talls, A. W,
Haclehurst, Ba)sv:llc and  George
Gander, Svuth River. The cffice for

the Burial of the DDead was read by the
Archdeacon and Mr. Boydell, Hymns
400 and 49y (H. A. and M.) being sung
before and atter the lesson. As is cus.
tomary n most places—in almost all
places in cold weather—the entire service
was read in the church, with the excep.
tion of the words of committal at its
conclusion. At the church door, a pro-
cession was marshalled in order to pro-
ceed to the grave in the consecrated plot
of land on the lill to the south of the
village. Iirst came a number of mem.
bers of the Masonic fratemity, of which
sociely the deceased was a member, then
came the clergy —two and two and robed
—followed by the bod; borne by twelve
bearers, all of whom had been church-
wardens in some part of the mission.
The mourners followed—the three sons
and two daughters and two sisters of Mr.
Chowne—vwhile the roadway was filled
with villagers and others who left the
church to fuilow to its last resting place
the tabernacle of him whom they loved
and esteemed. And as the bell tolled on
St. Mark's Day, 1899, the simple funeral
party filed out of the gate of St. Mark's

' Chureh, Emsdale. At the grave the re
maining sourds of the Bunal Service were
said by the Aichdaacon.  All slayed
until the requirements of the Masonic
ntual had been complied with, ard in
procession the Freemasons and the clergy
returned to the willage,

It was with extreme regret that the
Bishop was compelled to be absent from
the funeral of the Rev. Rural Dean
Chowne. He hal an engagement to
preach in St. Mark’s Church, Parkdale,
Toronto. However, he sent most kind
and sympathetic expressions of his grief.

Mr. Chowne leaves a widow and five
children—two daughters and three sons
—the Jatter all under 16 years of age.

Very soon after our Bishop’s entrance
upon his duties as the overseer of this
Missionary Diocese of Algoma bhe set
about the establishment of a fund, the
interest from which would do something
towards supplying the moneys given by
the S.P.G., but now gradually decreasing
to the vanishing point.  To this end he
solicited help from the 8. P. C. K., and it
granted £ 1,000 on condition that another
49,000 were raised within a limited
period (five years, we think).

With a special grant from the S. P. G.
and receipts from various other sources
this needed sustentation fund was slowly
growing. ‘Then came the death of our
late diocesan (Dr. Sullivan) in Toronto.
On all sides seemed bon the desire to
do something to perpetuate his name
with the diocese which he had worked
duning the best years of hislife. The
memorial desired was of a character that
would last longer it is hoped than any
materal structure, however strong.

The Bishop of Algoma conceived that
there would be no memorial more worthy
of his eloquent predecessor’s administra-
tion than the provision for continuing in
poor and sparsely settled communities
the ministrations of the Chuich, which
could not otherwise be maintained when
the gencrous help from the Mother
Church was withdrawn, So 1he Susten-
tation Fund was renamed, and is now
known, and will ever be known, as “the
Bishop Sullivan Memorial Sustentation
Fund.”

We solicit contritutions from Church
people in the diocese (lhcugh of course,
they cannot do much); from our brethren
in the centres of Canadian population,
industry and Church life; from all who
have admired the eloquence and learned
from the tongue of Dr. Sullivan ; from

our Lnglish fricnds, and they are not
few, we beheve . and from all who are
willing to help maintain in the f{uture the
wotk of the Church in this Missionary
Diocese of Algoma.

REV. C, H. BUCKLAND, INCUMBENT.

At the adjourned Vestry meeting of
All Saints’ Church, held on Monday
evening April 1oth, a very sausfactory
report was presented by the wardens,
Messrs. Joseph Hilharand W. A. Kelsey,
showing a total revenue for the year of
$452 64 and expenditure $447.33- The
liabilines were smaller than at any time
in the history of the church, and are
likely to be entirely wiped out at no dis-
tant date. T'he officers elected for the
ensuing year are :  People’s warden, Mr,
Joseph Halhar; mimster's warden, Mr.
Edward Bazet; sidesmen, Messrs, Pringle,
Laxton, Bradley and Iourne; vestry
clerk, Mr. R. Briggs. Votes of thanks
were tendered to the organist, Miss Ella
Holbert, to Mrs. Pringle for her able
assistance to the choir 1n the preparation
of special Easter music, and to the Wom-
en’s Auxihary, which has raised nearly
on¢ hundred dollars during the past year
towards the funds of the church. Since
the advent of the new incumbent, Rev.
C. H. Buckland, there has been a marked
advance in all departments of church
work, largely attnibutable to the energy of
that gentleman, backed up by the very
able assistance rendered him by Mrs,
Buckland. The nterior walls of the
church have been artistically coloured,
and the incandescent electric light has
been introduced throughout the church
building. The fences and gates of the
church ground have been repaired, and
a ¢ one foundation built underneath the
cnurch. It is the intention during the
coming summer to build the long delayed
tower, and transfer to it the bell which is
at present housed in a temporary and
somewhat unsightly structure adjoining
the church, and 1t 1s hoped that sufficient
funds will be forthcoming to brick veneer
the entire church, and, eventually to
place a furnace in the basement. The
Sunday-school, which the incumbent
superintends personally, and in which he
is assisted by Mrs. Buckland, is domng
good work, as is also the Bible class hrld
by Mr. Buckland on Sunday afternoons,
The Woman’s Auxihary1sin a flounshing
condition and has done much to contn-
bute to the success of thetemporal affars
of the church for the past year. Since

the advent ot the new incumbent the
congregation have largely ncreased, and
have averaged in the morming  forty, and
in the evemng sixty-seven, wiile the
weekly Wednesday evening service, as
well as the lLenten week.day services,
tiave been very well attended.  ‘Fhe chor,
under the efficient instruction of Mzs. 1.
H. Pungle, has considerably improved,
and on Easter Sunday evening rendered
a full choral service, which was much
appreciated by the large congregaton,
On the whole the congregation is encour-
aged to hope that ere long they may re-
gain the position they once held, naniely,
that of being the largest and most influ.

The Fourth “R/

Continuing briefly our notice of Mr.
Laurence Baldwin's article 1n the Canada
Lducational Monthly n behalf of volun-
tary schools in affihauon with a natisnal
school system—forming an integral por.
tion of such system—we are aware of the
fact that the scheme is only feasible in
cities and towns of comparatively large
populations. There it would assuredly
succeed if given a far tnal—a tnal
which the 1nfluences of religious preju.
dices and intolerance are entirely abseat.

From a Church staodpoint we would
urge such a tnal, believing that the late

Archbishop of Canterbury ~ advice con-
cerning missions — ¢ strengthen your cen
tres "-—may wisely and with profit be ap
plied, not only to the missions of the
Church, but als. to the recovery of daily
religiuas struction in comnion schoo's,
Would nut the competition and honest
rlry of the several affiliated parts of
the whole systems do much to mmprove
the education of our children in Ontano?
This principle Mr. Baldwin finds adnm
ted 10 connection with Toronto Univer
sity.  We believe the greatest obstacle to
the proposal 1s to be found 1n the com
mon though mistaken view taken by the
ordinary ratepayer, that the State would
be paying for the rehgious trainmg ol
children, which it is said it should not do.
It would be imparting religious instruc.
tion pecubiar to some one or other ot the
religious bodies 1 the province.  That
this is a mustaken 1dea cannot be over
emphasized. It cannot be repeated two
often that the State will only pay for the
clementary secular nstruction  in all
schouls under its own 1as section, given
by teachers = wssessing the requisite pro
vincial certiticate of quahfication, and
using text books approved of and author
iz:d by the Educational Department. The
cust 0l any other istruction 1n secular
subjects, orin the ductnines of the Chns
tan fath held and professed by the
parents or guardians of pupils, will be
maintauned, not by the State, but by the
voluntary cuntributiuns of the supporters
of such schouls. ‘Tms needs carnest,
cunstant reiteration.,

But, while for the «entres of populatin
a workable plan 1s provided, there is not
yet, as far as we know, any scheme
thuvght out and prupused by which the
ch.idren 1n rural sectivns can receve day
b day the rehgious instruction which
many parents desire. It s futile to tel
us that the Sanday School supples the
deficiency, though its influence for goud
cannot be gamnsaid. In some places
there are no Sunday Schools. It may be
noted that many people who at once re
cogmaze the value of propuly qualified
teachers and suitable books for the teach-
ing of reading, 'riting and ’rithmetic, lose
sight both of the wecessity of the fourth
“R,” as well as of the value of any quali-
fications in the teachers. And it is reli-
gious instruction we wish 10 cee 1n rural
as well as in urban schools. How we
can obtan the desired object we acknow-
ledge 1o be a rather difficult problem,
Nevertheless, it can be solved, if we will
but face the diffizulties and obstacles in
a fair and determined way. As a begn
ning the Bible might be among the
authorized text books, to be possessed by
the pupil as his “reader” is, read in the
school by ali the pupils, and not by the
teacher only. It would be but a first
step, but it would be a step in the right
direction thus to provide every hoy and
gitl with a copy of the Bible, and to foster
its nse.  There can surely be no objection
raised by any reasonable man to such a
step.  This is not intended to supersede
religious instruction by competent and
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authorized teachers to those children who

belong to the same religious body, where
it can be obtained, but to supply a mini-
mum to the pupls in scattered communi-
ties of the backwoods. Those who live
in such communities only know of the
famine in connectiorr with Bible truth,
which 1n many cases parents cannot sup-
ply, though they be not altogether indif-
ferent. We have not reached the point
in Ontario where every parent born in the
province can even read.

Mission of St. Joseph's Island.

REV. R. ATRINSON, INCUMBENT.

The missionary on the island had three
services on Easter Day. In the morning
at St. John’s Church, Marksville, at which
thera was 2 good number of communi-
cants; in the afternoon at Emmanuel
Church, Richard's Landing, and in the
evening at Holy Trinity Church, Jocelyn,
where was the heartiest service of the
day.

At the Easter Vestry meeting held at
the above stations the reporis presented
were of a most encouraging character.
At Jocelyn the churchwardens’ statement
showed receipts of $125 65, which was
an increase of $25 over the previous
year's income and the largest sum ever
raised in one year at this point. At
Richard’s Landing, too, the accounts
showed an increase. At Marksville the
receiptswere $z22 in excess of those of last
vear. There are “live” Sunday-schools
in connection with each of the abuve
congregations.  Altogether, there are
various signs of steady improvement in
the church’s work on the Island.
