In veply the Avchbishop prnsed the offorts of the Cathoies of Whitby m be
half of cducation.  He adverted to the mterior condition of the church, at the
lnymg of the corner stone, at which he asusted.  He sanctioned the  contem-
pluted improvements, and subscribed 25 towards thei: completion. o

According to the facts gathered, Muss wan first offered in Oshawa in 1830, in
the house of the lute Damel Leonurd, who wis the first Catholic settler.
Fathers Butler, MeDonugh, Gibuey, and Quinlan in turn attended to the spirit-
ual welfuro of the place. — Afterwards Oshawn beeame attached to the panish of
Cobourg and war attended by Fathers Kernmm and Timlin, s ‘1841 the first
purt of the present church waus erected under the direction of Father Kermn.
J. Hoyt and Stephen Groves were the two huilders, but they rccm\;q«l great nusis
tunce from the congregation, who furmshed afl the ninterml.  The prineipal
benefuctors and founders were Patrick Wall, Damel Leonurd, Denis Duella,
Michael Curtin, Sr., Arthur Santry, Richurd Supple, Jno. O'Regun, Sr., and
Captun Duun, of these only My, Wall stall hves.  Before the completion of the
chureh McGregor's school-houxe was used for the ocanional services. lt.‘wux
vot Ul 1843 that u resident pastor was apponted.  In that year Rev. H. Fitz-
patrick took charge, leaving w1844, Ho was followed by Fathers Nightingalo
und Bennett, after whomn in 1845 Father Fitzpatrick was re-appointed, leaving
tho next vear. . o

"The church registered next shows that he was followed by Futher Nightingale
for the second time in 1816, After him camo Father Swith, und then in 1848
the Rev. J. B, Proulx, uncle of Chief Justice Lawcoste in the Province of Quebec.
He hved in Oshawa about twelve years nud carnied out many mmportunt im-
provements.  During his tuue the church was enlarged toats present size, and
w Separato School built, 1 butldmg of one story.  He ulso }nurchuscd the lot on
\\'lncan the presbytery now stands, nnd six lots in Whitby for church purpones.
In 1859 Father Laurent was appomtal ansistant to Father Pronlx, and i 1860
Pickering and highland Creek were munde o Jmtish. und l-‘m:lu.-r Laurent was
appointed the first priest.  Father Eugene O'Keefe came in 1860 and estabhished
a Separate School nt Wihitby.  ‘T'he Rev. J. J. Shea came i 1362, remuining ten
yours,  He built the present church ut Wiitby. Rov. J. . .\Ic‘(,mm hm‘lt. the
present purochial residence at w cost of $4000, und ruised the Sepanite School
to 1tx present heyght. He also purchased the new cemetery nnd mude extenyive
unprovements to the church ut Whitby and built the present Separate School
there.  1n 1877 Rev. 3. J. McEntee was appointed, and i the following year the
church was visited by Aachbishop Liynch, who confirmed 70 cundiduates heve and
150 m Winthy.  In antiapation of his visit considerable improvements were
made to the mtertor of the church.  In 1830 Rov. J. J. Kelly was apposnted ay
wistant, renuaning ono year.  In [the sane year Bishop O’Muahony contirmed
70 conlulintes 1 Oslinwsn nid 70 in Whitby,  In 1883 the briek stublo and driv.
g houre fattached to the presbytory was crected ata cost of $1,2 In this
year the parikh was divided, and Whithy mude into u separate parish, and Rev.
' 3. McColl wan appointed priest.  On Ancension 1 hussduy, 1836, Archbishop
Lynch contirmed 70 candidutes, and paid his Iant official visit to Oshawa.  In
1590 Father MeEnteo was trunsferred to Port Colborne, und the Rev. J. L.
Hand, the present priest took churge.  In 1890 Archbishop Walsh paid his first
eprscopal visit to Oshawa. A large stm was spent i furnishing the house in
thus year, and in the month of May the new building fund was commenced, and
now totals something in the neighborhood of $3,000.

A cold leaden sky, » sharp biting blast, a hurd frozen road, the
wistful but swiling faces of our friends are the last memory of Can-
ada as we speed out of the hittlo wayside station and the Michiga
Contral express tenrs along on its mad raco towards the setting sun,
Cosily settled in one of those delightful stute rvoms, one can scarcely
realizo thut miles and miles are being left behind in go muny minutes,
and town, hamlet, and farmhouse ily past as in a panorama. How
wondrous are the works of God | how great this poor hamun iutellect.
On through the gathering twilight, a lingering look at our lust Cana-
dian sunset, a dimness of our eyes, a suspicion of—tears-- und wousk
the porter for a cup of tes, that unfailing panacen for all the ills that
puot wotnan is pronato It comas, borno with the utmost grace by
the sablest of waiters, affable, aud paternal, whe volunteers all man-
ner of information, as he safely arrunges our table that would do
honotr to my ladies choicost boudoir. Up go our apirits, and Cunada
does not seem 8o far away, nor do things look quite so black as a few
minutes ngo. we begin to think our trip will be enchanting and time
will come round all too soon for our return.

We reach Windsor by star-light, and after much backing and pant-
ing and snorting, our brave steed is snfely on the boat and we cross
the ferry in goodly atray. At Detroit we reluctantly part with our
feiendly porter who takes possession of our belongings, escorts us to
our train a few feet across the way, and deposits us m the safe castody
of our new conductos on the Cimcinnati road, and leaves us with a
bow. As we are about to start our Michigen Central conductor comes
to our root to know how we are, expresses sorrow that we were not
going on to Chicago us then we shiould not have to charge. Wa
thank him warmly for his kind a‘tention, remarkable even where all
were so wonderfully conriderate, then with a courteons salute he bows
hinself out.  Tucked away mn our little beds we prepare to slumber,
but oh ! why do they heat up the trains to madness at this time of the
night ?  Morphieus and I have always been excellont friends, nothing
can Jdisturb the sweet harmony of our intercourse, but to-night I stir,
groan, and realize that I am in the South, aund, dear nie, it is hot. 1
dream I am out picking cotton, and that I want to sve a blizzard or
snow— or something icy— but I do not want to pick cotton. I tumble
from my dreams with the rising sun and hail the coming day with joy.
and gazo with eager eyes on the country outside, for we are now thun-
dering along throngh Ohio. How spring-like it looks. ** Green fields
of growing grass,” I ery with delight. * Autumn wheat ' with scorn
comes a voice at my side, but I tuke o notice. H it adds poetry to
the scene what does it matter. It looks fair to eyes long used to
snow, and we gnze with affection on the bright scene strotching away
before us. The wmen aro plouglung in the fields, and their cheory
voices como gaily to us. The ground begins to rise. red bricked towns
look down on us, factories and streams go past, town after town with
their new bright paint on. asphalt sidawalks, pretentious villas, sloping
lawns lit up with the vising sun, have 4 clean, thriving, busy air that
spenks well for the Swate und the men thereof.  As we near Cincinnati,
the towns or rather cities thicken and so do the porkers. I had al-
ways heard that the sbove-named city was ar sther Ireland in the res-
pect it paid to this despised animal, but now « see it verified. lere
they are m numbers—look quite pleased with themselves, their bairns
heving delightful gambols with the train, gazing at it with wonder,
thon, rushing up the hills in fear they stund, another stave of amuze-
ment, then 4 series of ¢volutions, a few baby grunts. drowned by tho
more vigorous snorts of their enormous mawmas, who look quite fierce
a8 we lose them in a bend of the rond.  The train begins to slacken
speed as we pass the handsomo cemetery, with its park-like effect,
miniature lakes, fine carringe drives, beautiful statues, great old trees
backed by the hills; iruly a sweet spot to take the lust long sleep,
away {rom ths nosy din of the distaunt city, and shut in by the hills
from the outside world. Cincinnati Inoms black and mighty as we
steam into the station, and the noon sun has hard work to pierco
through the dense clouds of smoke that hang over the housetops und
factories. The city climbs up a hill and runs down again, ruilway
bridges span it i all dircetions, far above its towers and spires. We
drive slowly across town to the beautiful Queen and Crescent station,
where a daily train runs to Flovida, through one of the finest roads
for scenic effect in the world.  We get on the train and see what lagks
like a long row of cells, or the cabins of an ocean steamer ; we are es-
corted to the first one and told that the state rooms have been all
secured weeks ago but this will be as comfortable and—much cheaper.
We look rouud und it seems good to be here, two sotas ranning across
the car, racks and hooks dehghtfully inviting for all our female para-
phernalia, three windows on a level with our heads, that we can open
and shut with any agsistance ; *“ plenty of ventilation to-day,” I chuckle
with satisfaction. It isall strangely familiar, and then it dawns on
me it is nothing else but o figst-class English railway carrisge  We
ask the agent what they call this. A * Mann Car ' lo answers with

a smilo.  And *“ why not for women * T demand, slightly iwured.
* It is,” he replies pityingly, * it is named after the inventor, « Mann* **
—and I am ¢rnghed,  We are off, out and away enchanted with our
treasure if it is a Manu and yet for women, we go rlowly over tha
Ohio river and look down on the men paddling tho boats fur helow.
Up from the waters come tho ringing notes of the old negro melody :

It liew high und dry on the Ohio

and my thoughts fly back to nther duys when 1 little thought 1 should

ever fenst my eyes on the self smime scene,  Weo rush along now, jump

tho Rentucky river, and at full speed dash towards the sunuy South.

"T'he eutorprise of tho Poronto journal will be apprecizted when we
state that its truly valuable picco of news has not yet renched the Stato
deparunent at Washington, where Mr. Eguan is still supposed to bo
United States Minister to Chili; but there ean be nv doubt of its
authenticity, for the Week i3 edGited by Prof. Goldwin Smith, who
knows us muny things, even when they *¢ ain’t 20, a8 our own omni-
scient Jogeph Cook. Granting then, as we must, that Munster Egan
has been ceculled, it ig interesting to learn from the same trustworthy
authority, that his suspension i indirectly dun to ** an independent,
high-class Canadian journal,” to wit, the Toronto Muil.

CIVILIZATION, SOCIAL ORDER, AND MORALITY
IN THE UNITED STATES,

FROM ** BLACK\WOOD'S MAGAZINE'* FOR MaY.

IExacTLy a year ago an article appeared in this Magazine which in
temperate language and on the proof of adimtted facts showed thac
the corruptions of republican government had resulted in the United
States in widespread despotism und anarchy. Evidently tho Americans
do not concede to the foreignor the candor they tolerato in their own
orgaus of public opinion ; for indignant uational feeling chose t< look
upon that article us & calumnious 1mpeachment.

America i8 well content to puso us an object-lessan to the universe.
Bu there is a seamy side, a very seamy side, which America herself
hides, und wluch republican orators outside of her ignore. Inour
former article we pointed out how the theoretical political freedom
guaranteed by the Constitution has been practically nullified by politi-
cal and electoral corruption ; wo now propose to show how social order
and social morality have been contaminated. by their pohtical sur-
roundings.

Americans boast that their President costs a great deal less than a
hereditary sovereigr. Thatisa false boast. ‘They pay their President
parsimonionsly, and give him a furnished houae during his term of
oflice, the total cost of which to the nation is very small. But the
indircot cost of his nomination and election, becauge of tho enormous
waste of time and money, the demoralizing huvits engendered, the in-
troduction of purely partisan politics into national relations with
foreign conntries-—all this indirect cost is incaleulable, but must be
many times the cost of supporting the hereditary sovereign and the
Royal Family of the United Kingdom. Further, presidential elections
beenuse of the unscrupulous individualism of the partisin politiciang of
all parties. are standing menaces to tho internal peace of the
nation.

No one who has not resided in the United States can realize how
greatly the general abuse of tho *“ inalienable right * of free speech
and free press, by the practically irresponsiblo citizen, has deadened
the finer susceptibilitios of character and reduced the moral tone of
the people. Genorally speaking, the laws and institutions of the saveral
States nud of the Union, favor debtors and law-breakers, whose inalien-
able vights must not be encroached upon by those who can afford to
have a dobtor, or by those who have not the wit to guard their pro-
propertly, reputations, or persons from injury, destruction, or
death.

Congross is lacking in that smooth vitality and accommodating-to-
the-people elasticity, which are remarkable features of Parliament.
When a change of Ministry takes place in the United Kingdom, only
the heads of the great State departments resign and give way to new
hends. All other cflicers and employes, of whatever rank, are unaffected
But in the United States whon anew President comes into office there
may be a complete change from top to.bottom. Long service, special
fitness, and other considerations, have lhttle weight in favor of
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those who can be ousted. There places are generally given to party
politicians becauso of partisan services rendered.

1t 15 estunated that two-thirds of the population of the United States
never euter a church.  T'hoso two-thirds may be claggified as irrelig-
ious or devoid of religion.  The reador may estimate how many of the
remaimng third are really religious. The number of professed atheists
is unkown, but 1t is snid that atheistic wissionaries are to be mot with,
The profession of agnosticism serves many aga pretext for their con-
duot. It is safo to hold thut most of the professed Christinns have
vory quame idens of the attributes of Ged, and are in fuct idoluters.
Each has his own ideal god—a floxible und comfortably fitting deal
god. who suits at all times and under all circumstsnces ns his wor-
ghipper desires. Muan's reason is solf-usserting, and not to be put
down in the United States, whero reason reigns supreme, so it 13
claimed.

In the United States little or no care is tnken to keop the bad from
deteriorating the good.  All are thrown together, and it may be for
the good of the bud—so think many. The slume are receptacles of
degraded vutcusts, who cannot live in the country or elsewhere, und
nuturally drift together. There arec men and woman und cluldren
whose unsfortunes compel them to live as neat-door neighbors to these
outcasts, who are not yet depraved or necessarily even vicious. These
unfortunates are tottering on tha brink of the precipice. muking last
efforts to retain their hold upon good society, ‘I'he word *¢ society
does not properly mean only that of the elite of a place ; but, us Webster
defines it: **uny community of individunls who are united
together by any ccmmon bond of manners or of intercourse."

fe may be that alion born inhabitants, ieluding citizeus, nre oftenor
fined for drunkenuness, and fighting with fists, but they are not such
udepts as native-born in the use of revolvers, razors, and other lethal
wenpons. They are not greater experts 1 wrecking banks, making
away with public moneys in treachery to those who trust them as
friends or otherwise.

I'he boys and girls grow ap like half broken colts and fillies. The
girls are often so perverse as in ¢ pure cussedness ™' to dehight in sknt.
g uponall sorts of socinl ice. Many break throughand socwlly drown,
winle others have to retire until their dirty hnen s washed and dried.
These many have another chanceand muy even do we.l ; but, as a rule,
they may be considered as the demi-monde. ‘I'he stories of the un-
fortunate inmates of disorderly houses reflect unfuvorably upun the
unrestrained intercourse of the sexes, especially when girls are budd-
ing into womanhood and have not mature discretion and strength of
will.  The demi. monde finds very many recruite from the ranks of
divorced wives. Owing to the anconventionality of soetcty, a great
number of bluck sheep of both sexes are found in the best society
cliques.  Socinl frauds ure very numerons.  Many little girls are out-
raged by human fiends; many older girls and wonun are likewise
victims, It mny pretty safely be asserted that no other county shows
such a record, even in proportion to the number of inhabitunts. There
are more murders tu the linited States in one woek than in the whole
United Kingdom during one year. The number of of snicides 1s awful,
and reveuls the fuct that the country 1s full of suffering humauity,
hopeless and driven to despair.

iSxcept nmong strict Roman Cutholies, the marriage bonds sit very
lightly npon the people. They are casily nssumed, casily broken.
School children marry before they begin to enrn o living. Muny
murry just because they want to know what married life is, knowing
that they cau get a divorce whenever they want to be free.  Others
nre not particulur about any marriage ceremony as a preliminary to
eohabitation, and others do not believe in it under any circumstances.
The reader can picture ho'v complicated a family relation musg be
when the children cun be claesified us ¢ mine.” ** thiue,” and * ours.”

Parkman, © A Half Century of Conflict.”  In the preface to the
first volume of the series *“ Ploncers of PFrance in the New
World.” the author has thus referred to his theme:

The expansion of New France was the achievement of a gigantic ambition
strong 10 grasp n continent, It was avain attempt, Loty aud valisntly her
chicfs upheld their cause, leading to battle n vassal population, warlike as them.
selves. Borne down by numbers from withoat, wasted by corruption from
within, New France fell nt lust; and ot of her full grew revolutions whose
intluence to this hour is felt through every natiou of the civilized world. ‘The
Fronch donunion is o memory of the past; and when we evoko its depurted
shades, they rise upon ux from their graves in strange, romantic guise. Again
their pghostly camp-tires seem to burn, and the fitful light is cast around on
lord and vassal and bluck-robed priest, mingled with wild forink of savuye
warriors kuit in close fellowship on the same stern errand. A boundless vision
prows npon us; aun untamed continent, vast wastes of forest verdire ; moun.
tains silent in primeval sleop: viver, Inke and glimaering pool; wilderness
oceans mingling with the sky—such was the domain which Frauco conquered
for civilization.

We shall await anxiously the publication. It goes withont
saying that it will be good reading. He always wrote well.’
But we are curious to know whether he has got over the passion
for denaturalizing French religious life, which appears to govern
in his work on the Jesuits. He iz always and everywhere the
novelist who would never have glorified a Jesuit but that novels
must have heroes.

WHAT WE MAKE THEM THINK OF US,

Firom the Washington, D. C., Church News.

Tus Irish Cunadian of 'Toronto, Canada, Bnys ‘‘a union with
the United States is rapidly becoming a question of life or denth
to the people of Canada.” The Canadian compares the rate of
growth of the United Stutes and Canada, and points out the. fuct
that while the former has increased during the ten yours from
1880 to 1890 twenty-five per cent., Canada did not even hold her
natural increase. The cause of the population of Canadu ro-
maining nearly stationary is the continual drain caused by im-
migration to this country. Our contemporary snys: * Pitiful us
was the spectacle of the outpour from Ireland during the famine
years, still more unprecedented and deplorable is the vxodus of a
home-loving people from a vast country of enormous possibilities
like the Dominion of Canada.” The only remedy suggested is
unionewith the United States, under whose flag men are more
prosperous and happy than beneath the flag of England.  Here
the tillers of the soil are guaranteed bettor prices and wrtisans
bettor wages. 1f the situation is correctly stated by the Gena-
dian, the problem of annexation will in a short time settle itself
to our entire satisfaction.—Washington, D. C., Church News.

QUEBEC'S TROUBLES.

We are pretty well acquainted with current opinion in On-
tario as to the cause of Quebec’s difficulties. Here is quito an-
other story:

One of the difficulties in the Province of Quebec, at the present moment, is
the impossibility of arrangmg in u satisfactory munner its financinl troubles,
When the Province was created, twenty-five yoars ugo, we were, naturally, free

from debt ; the demands of the public service were insignificont, snd we recvived
from the Federal Parliament a revenue fixed at 80 conts a head. That was

-
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uwmply suflicient at that time. We began to nceumulate o reserve capital like
the Provinee of Onturie.  With the construction of railways, howover, and the
always increasing demunds of a growing population, the sum paid us by the
General Government has not been inereared and has become imadequate, while
with the extravagant expenditures which everyone knows nbout, and o debt of
thivty milions, our Minister of Fiance is wt his wit's end.  All this is due to
wi evident and undisputed vice of the Constitution.  We were duped in adopt-
g the Confederation.  While we lhave expended hundreds of millions on vail-
wiys o thousand lesgues from our Provinee in order to transport thither at o
Kreat expense immigrants from il parts of the world jmnngrants not well Qi
posed towards us, nnd through whom wo are outvoted in the Dominion Parline
ment -we havo starved the Government and the population of the Provineo of
Quebee,  While we have enriched the Provinees of the West by hnndreds of
millions expended on public works of all sorts, we sre mdebt at home to the
tune of thirty millions, nud for our <have of the debt of the Dominion Govern.
nment to more than one hundred millions, If the spirit of party has not
blinded our representatives so that they can weo nothing, and so that they have
become political moles, if they do not betray the most sneved interests of the
country voluntarily and knowingly, they will unite as one man to defend the
millions which overy day ure torn from the Province of Quebee to be thrown
with free hands into the gnlf of the Northwest. - La Patrie, Moutreal.

A METHODIST CATHEDRAL.

Bisuor Henry C. Porrir, who has pottered with his religion
80 long and so assiduously that it is now mostly pottery, writes
in L'he Forumon * The Significance of the American Cathedral.”
He declares himself disgusted with the modern mode of making
the church a  diet-kitchen ™ or anything el ¢ which is purely
utilitarian.  As ho had a moment before been pleading for the
promotion of * upward-reaching thought,” * out of which came
penitence and prayer and faith”—“ and all the rest,” he gives us
sufely to infer that the  diet-kitchen ” (however useful other-
wise) does not conduce to heavenly idens.

He asks in his first paragraph :

Am I really exaggerating what 1 may eall the public or socinl nmfestation
of religion, its organized expression, as it widely prevails among us, when 1 sy
that the Church, in the popular conception, consists mainly of » huge suditorivm
with o platform und a more or less dramatic performer, and o congregational
purlor and a parish kitchen ?

No, you you are not exaggerating, but you cannot hope for
an honest answer. It is really asking too much. You cannot
bring ‘¢ the Church ™’ to pronounce so speedy judgment on itself.
It will certainly object, refuse, deny. Bishop Potter would re-
habilitate *the church ™ by the building of a vast cathedral,
which Methodist America wants as a witness of (we enumerato)
its faith, position, dignity, honesty, integrity, and so on. *‘She
wants the visible institution which at once testify and bear
witness for those things, and that in their most majestic and
convincing propositions.” And he proposes that some such
monument be built.

When some such monument is built the lines of the Tower
of Babel will be used as far as they will go. *

1S HOME RULE ROME RULE?

.

Tue political journals that are declaiming against Home Rule
in Irelund have all tuken up the unjust and bigoted shibboleth,
viz., that “ Home Rule means Rome Rule.” Longago the same
cry was raised : but its injustice was made so eminently mani-
fest, by the fact of Sir Isanc Butt and Charles S. Parnell being
Protestants, that it has not been seriously considered or much
heard these late years. Lord Salisbury, however, has given a
new impetus to the cry by his ingenious and untruthful address
to the ladies of the Primrose League. As the time for the gen-
oral elections is fast approaching, the religious fanaticisin of
English Dissenters is appealed to for the protection of Ulster
against the machinations of Rome and Archbishop Walsh. The
journals’in Canada which have no political friends or supporters,
but, like the Mail, cater for the cravings of unscrupulous bigots,
and make a precarious living by constant inciting to a war of
creeds and races, these journals have welcomed Lord Salisbury’s
dishonest speech to their cojumns, and no doubt shall keep on
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ringing the changes: that Home Rule means Popish ascendancy :
as long as it may be supposed the ery will ha' useful in deter-
mining votes or sympathies for the perpotuntion of Coercion
laws at the next general election.

The Mail has ulrendy devoted several columns to endorsing
the attuck made by Lord Salisbury on Catholic toleration, and
his dirhonest propheey of the evilg Ulster would suffer at the
hands of a Catholic majority.  The noble lord must be perfectly
satisfiedd in his heart and conscience that m no part of the Bri-
tish Empre at least, has a Catholic majority ever attempted to
coeree or ill-frent o minority of Protestants, nor is it by any
means likedy that the Irish Catholies, who are proverbinl for
tolerntion, m always choosing for membership or for leadership
men of meril, without regard to religion, will now undergo a
change both of nature and character, when called upon to legis
late for the henling of the wounds and building up the strength
and the life of their long-suffering country. 1t must be as patent
to Fogland’s premier as it is to Mr. Gladstone, and to
others, that no Protestant in Ulster shall ever suffer the width
of a hair's breadth, in pocket or in conscience, from Catholic
legislation in Dablin; and therefore we eluim that the utter-
ances al the Primrose League were both misleading and dis-
honest, und without excuse even on the score of political
exigencey.

On lust Fruday’s issue of the Mail itis claimed that * Ulster is
divided info two parts ” reminding us of Ciesar’s commentaries,
which begin with Deeisa est Gallia e tres partes. * The larger
portion,” it goes on to say, **is what ig onginally known as * the
Plantation.” which colony was founded by Jawmes 1. and the in-
habitants of which are mainly of Scotch and English extraction.
This comprises the countivs of Antrim, Armagh, Down, Fer-
managk, Londonderry and Tyrone.  Containing  together a
population of 1.284,000, »r 26 per cent. of the population of
Ircland.”  The Mad does not tell us that there is about an equnl
number of Catholies and Protestants in these six counties, which
would leave the perecentage not 26 per cent., but rather abount
15 per cent. of the population of Ireland.  And the Mail, follow-
ing England’s Premier, will tell us that Ireland s life and hber-
ties, and prospeets as a nation, must he sacrifleed for the sake
of the opposition, whether just or unjust, of this little handful
of people, who are not lrish, but * of Seotch and English des-
cent.””  Why should those people, for the plantation of whose
fathers all the rightful owners of the country were dispossessed
and banishiad, why should this handfal of usurpers and foreign-
ers keep the vest of Treland under subjection?  Or why should
their protests ar opposition be listened to, against the expressed
wizhes of the millions whose fathers were for centuries oppressed
by foreagn legislatitn, and who are now on the eve of national
emaneipation ?

The Mail suys: *“ the Protestants of Ireland now comprise 24
per cent. of the popnlation, and it has been variously ealeulated
that they own between 33 and 50 per cent. of the wealth of the
couniry.”™  Does the Mail serivusly wish, or intimate, that the
continmanee of such a state of things is desirable 2 That one-
fifth of the inhabitants should own one-half of the wealth of the
country, and that four fifths of the population should live on
the other half. However, constdering  the treatment meted out
to Catholies in the past nstory of Ireland, Catholics ought to be
thankful toown anythingor to bealive at all.  Anthony Froude,
when leetunng in New York, said ** the great mnstake made hy
Fughsh statesimen was that they had not exterminated the
entire Celtie race.™

CARDINAL MANNING'S SUCCESSOR.

INAUGURAL ADDRRSS OF ARCHBISHOR VAUGHAN

{Concluded)

You have been good enough in your address to alludo to the works
that have been accomphshed in the diocese of Sulford.  The explana.
tion of their success is to bu fonud, under God, 1n the umon and heatty
co-operation, between the clergy and all classes of the huty, 1 ever-
thing we undertook. AN worked generously together with one mmnd
and heart.  Your loyal words and profession of dutiful affection give
me avery reason to beheve that 1 shall find i London as genuine and
vigOHrous a co-uperation us thut which existed i Salford.  1f co-opera-
tion bo needed m every digeese, how much greater the need w such a
diocese as this! 1 rofer to the great cducational, social, and religrous
problems that urgently demand attention and clumour for solution,
First, there is the whole question of Church, the whole future of Cath-
olicistn in Boglund, and for the Rritish Linpre the chowee Letween
Christisuity and the reign of rationalisin. Christian cducation is 8¢
this moment on an inlined plane. The influences of & powerful min-
ority seek to bunigh the teaching of definite, doctrinul Chrstianity
from the national system of education.  The mujority seem to tuek e
courage of their convictions, or thewr mind is in a huze as to the real
188ue at stake.  Were it otherwise they would never permit the Legisla-
ture to place tho public purse ut the disposul of the School Buards,
while a starvation allowance 1s dealt out to the Chriztian schoolg, We
are told thut the Board schools also ave Christian, becuuse they rend
the Bible. But pugans might study the litetnture of the Bible sud
know its histery and its beauties by heart, jusvas we study Lavy, Virgil,
Horace, and Homer, without thereby becoming pagans.  Unless e
scholars in the Board schools be taught to believe with divine  funhy
and to practise the doctrines of the Bible —for inst nee, the absoluty
need of graco and of using the means to acquire 1t uthe necessiwy  of
baptism, without which a man cannot enter the Kingdom of Heavon ;
the obligation to hiesr the Church if he will not be as & heathen und a
publican ; that he who does not believe shall be condemned ; that 1
we refuse todo penance we shatl ull likewsse perish, —unless the seh: furs
be taught to believe and live up to these and other doctrines revealed
in the Bible, whatever else they may learn, they ure not taughe the
Christiunity of the Bible. The issues ut stuke bemng, theretore, such
as we see, no Cutholic can be pernntted to be mdifferent or to remum
innctive in the educationut struggle before us; whether you are rich
or pour, whether you have cluldren of your own or not, you sre aft
bound by patriotism and religion to press mto a service on which e
existence of Christian  Lngland depends. 1 am not speakny sunply
of public elementary education 1 lay downa generul pruciple, »
Catholic education for every Catholic, be his place mn the svctat oraer
what it mav.  And each one of you 15 the guardian betore God of ung
principle.  You cannot in the England of to-day pass through hite und
decline your responsibility.  You may shirk 1t tor the moment, vut
God will find you at last, to your terror.  The highest interests 91 the
Commaonwealth are involved in your conduct.  For, depead upon 1,
the truest and staunchest Catholics are the strongest rumparts uguimst
+he forees of ovil that beset svctety 5 they areatway ™ atoug the st
loyal defenders of the hrone, which represents *he mujesty and
authority of GGod and the reign of law and order over svewcty.  But 1o
perpetuate a race of genuine Catholics you must :ave genume Cathone
education. Next we have what is called the soctal quesuon.

Out of it, one the one side, has sprung Socialisin, with all 1ts hideous
portents of folly and injustice. Many good but parually mtormey
philanthropisis have been deceived and entanglea in its meshes.  We
must be tender and careful with such men, wiile we endeavour (o cut
the meshes and release them. But the social questivu 1s none the
less a vital question, oune of the greatest national questions of the day,
affecting as it does the whole status, spirit, and health of modern
socicty. No power on carth is better able to dezl with 1t than e
Catliolic Church. Happily we are not in doubt as to the course to be
pursied. Leo X111 has luminously traced out the great broad hines of
the treatment to be used in its solution. He bas set forth the mamn
principles and precepts. and has placed them within our hands as
healing and strengtn-giving remedies. The evils to bedealt with under
the social question are to be found everywhere, but pecheps nowhere
within the British Empire in o more acute and dangerous form than
in London—this hiugo conglomerate of cities and towns with u popula-
tion going on for six millions. How many of the millions i thus greas
metropolis are friendless and godless in the world 2 Ther conditions
of life, both as to habitation, food. sentiment, and environment, are a
living reproach wo our opulent civilisation, and create a menace to the
social fabric. Much has been written to elucidate the problem, many
experiments have been made, confident theories have been put fuorward.
1 gladly recognize the new and vigorous philanthiropy waich is st work
in: all manner of ways. But, for myself, I think we have not yet reached
the bottom ; our feet are not vet on the bed- rock of the sclution. I'ha
Catholic Church in London s, indeed, but a smuall fraction of the popue
jation. Sull we must contnbute our quota of zeal and exertion towards

the solution of this as of all other great national questions. We are
pledged to Our Lord Jesus Christ, the healer of the nations, to apply
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u3 fur us we can here in Loudon all the remedies which 1e has left
a3 an inheritance to His Church for the welfare und sulvation of the
world. The Cutholies of London need no urging in this direction fiom
me. A fortnight ugo the Duke of Norfolk and u committee of gentlo.
men called together n meeting to decido upon a mewmorinl to the late
Cardinal.  They at once determined that it should be something to
form un element in the solution of the Soctal question.  On that plat-
form and in that room were united together men of nll shades of politi-
cal and private opinion. Al differences were sunk iu the presence of
a desive to contribute something wwards the nationel aad Christion
work of sovial regencration in London,  The iuitintive taken by you,
my Lord Duke, and by your conumitte 2, representing the Catholic clorgy
and Inity, and other friends and admirers of the late Cardinal, has
already pledged us to mak~ the poor and their welfure one of the chief
planks in our platform. What s this but to declave that we nre, above
all things humun and Christinn 2 Lastly, we must bear ever i mind
the direct mission of tho Catholic Church to this country.  We ace tho
represent. aves of the old religion ; we are all of us ** Ambassaders for
Christ.""  We are utider two millions in u population of thirty millions
who are estranged from our Faith, ignorant of our tenets, still blinded
by deep-scated prejudices.  Our duty is to spread light and knowledgo
by every meuns in our power, anl to accompany our ¢fforts with con-
stant prayer and works of charity. DBngland, thank God, is still s
religious country, Englaud is still Christian. A deop religious spirlt
still breathes through the souls of millions belonging to the Anglican

istablishment and to the Dissenting bodies.  We must honour their
mcereasing activitics and their lavish expenditure. A widespread move-
ment, a rehigious revolation, dating from within the memory of the hiv-
ing in process; it iv lifting and carrying an in tegra® part of the popula-
tion towards Catholicism. No man can hinder this. Where the spirit
of God is, there isliberty. 1f men choose to return to the old Fuith
and practices, wlich covered I ngland with joy of spivit and content-
ment for a thousand years, who shall say that in Inglund they are
not iree to return us they were to depart ?  And who shall forbid*the
Chureh to unite in fervent prayer in their behalf und to do all in her
power to light up the.r way and to make straight und easy their path ?
On tue other hand, it 15 to be found that & wmuch larger proportion of
the Enghsh population is at vresent livirg a stranger to all religious
ordinances. Mllions and millions are sunk in as pitinble a plight as
that of our Anglo Saxon forefathers when the missioners of CGiregory
the Great landied on tho coasts of Kent.  Maltitudes have lost alnost
the sense of humanity, and are leading material lives suuk in spiritual
darkness, us though there were for them no Christ any longer in the
world. Yet these are of our own flesh and blood, of our own race and
nation. They are us capable of bLeing raised to noble and Christian
idenls of life ag ourselves; nothing is nceded but to surround them
systematically and continuously with the same chances and oppor-
tunities which lhave nurtured and led us to what we have become.
Legislation, political economy, philanthropy, have each of them their
place in the scheme of sociul regeneration.  But bear this well in mind
—tl-at redemption and salvation, for this world and the next, is through
Jesug Christ, the God-Man ; and that He has sent Iis Bride, the Cath-
olic Church, into the world to be the ordinary means of drawing all
nien to Himself.

Hero then is the poogramme, the beneficent mission, not of my Epis-
copate, for I may be dead within a year, but of the Catholic Charceh in
Eugland. She counts upon no arm of tiesh, but upon the Power and
goodness of God alone.  Ouc condition, however, is demanded of onr-
selves. That in the servica of God and our neighbour we be all
closely united tn faith and inactive charity. For myself, I hope never
to forget thut I wn the Archbishop of many nationalities gathered
together in London—French, Italian, German, Polish, Belgian and
Datch, Spanish ond Portuguese, Greek and Armenian, men from the
North and the South, from the East and from the West. 1 ghall
honour and respect the nationalivies of all.  More than this : 1 rejoico
m the theught and take cournge, when I consider that. through the
Providence of God, the {womain constituent elements of my flock are
composed of the Celtic and the Anglo-Saxon or Norman races. I re-
Jjoice aud take courage for this reason, because I feel that, as the Bri-
tish Army attains its highest pitch of excellence forindomitable valour,
intrepidity, and staying power, from the happy blending in a common
service of two races whose virtnes are supplementary of each other, so
will the Church of Gud in England rise to her Divine mission by a
similar blending of the Christian virtues of these same races.  What-
ever, then, be the racial or political differences and aspirations, I shall
know hiow to respect just freedom and consututional liberties : but 1
shiall look to you all, to stand shioulder to shoulder whenever it is a
question of prosecuting works of faith and charity in behalf of God or
mun.  When blessed Peter addressed men of all nations under heaven
assembled in Jerusalem, hie spoke to them in one common language,
which was understood by all. I also desire to speak in one common
language which shall be understood by all tongues and nationalities
assembled in this metropolis—the language of charity, which is the
language of God Himself. If you will hearken to this language, when
addressed to yourselves, our own internal organisation. the education
and the social questions, and the conversion of souls will be promoted
boyond your most sanguine expectations. Iy the union of forcos we

shall accomplish much, which neithor Archbishop, clorgy, nor luity,
tuken separately und alone, could ever hope to achiove.  In conelusion
his Graco called upon the priests and upon the religions of both aoxes
to beseech of God to pour forth un abundunce of tho gracoe of fiuth and
charity upon the whole of Engluud ; upon the multitude of our tench-
ers of both sexes, engaged i thoe eduention of youth, to remember that
their work 18 o true apostolate, if they witl ouly pray to bave the wmind
and heart of an apostle, and if they will follow our lead , and upon the
laity of every cluss and degree to bo all * of one mind and one heart
in the Lord,” and to hold fust to onu anvther and to the Chiareh with
the indissoluble gluo of charity, commending them o Btessed Peter,
the ancient patron of the sovereigns of Eungland aud of the whole lug-
lish race, that he may be with them in the work which ho expeets at
their hands, to St. Joseph, and to the Most Glorious Virgin Mary,
that sho may look down with pity on her dowry, and once more unite
us all in the faithh and love of her Son, Jesus, the Saviour of the
werld.

& wonderful development. The seed which you have sown not long
stnce 1 the great and admirable Awmerncan republic hus sprung up
into a tree of classical proportions, and it is beneath its branches,
which spread fur intoour beloved Canada, that you now come to labor
towards the consolidation of so grand and noble au undertaking, so
full of good results for all who take purt in it, and especinlly for the
labouring clusses of our commumty. "There are 22,000 Catholic For.
esters in your order, all of whom are true and noble citizens. Sucha
mewmbership is certuinly praiseworthy. and I hope it will continue to
increase as I have no doubt it will, because it 1s in the interest of the
public weal that generous men should unite in vast numbers, as yon
are doing, for the advancement of truth. 1 sincerely trust that you
will enioy yourselves while in our midst, and that you will retain of
your sojourn in our city a pleasant and lasting remembrance.  Again

LXCOMMUNICATION.

THE ONE EXCOMMUNICATRD © BECOMES IN THE EVES OF THE CHURCH AS A
MENTHEN AND PUBLICAN,"'

Tue word - oxeommunication ** hag been on the lips of muny lately,
but we fear that not all have clearly understood what the ierm menns,
We have met with Catholics even, whose notions on the subject are
dim and hazy, and we may therefore be domg them and others a ser.
vice, if wo state as briefly and usg clearly as we can, the sahent points
of the teaching of theology on tlus subject,

'The Churehy, ns all the world knows, is a body corporate, and, with
all bodies corporate, onnets luwa for it maintemanee and welfure. "o
enforee these Inws, sanctions are required, and amoug the sunctions
employed for this purpose by those who nre reeponsible for the govern-
ment of the Church, are included what are technicenlly called ¢ ¢en-
surea.” A\ censure may bo defined s a spiritual penalty. imposed for
the correction and amendment of offenders, by which a bapused per.
son, who hag committed a crime and is contumacions, 18 deprived by
ceclasiastical nuthority of the use of certnin spiritual advantages, 3.
censure therefore pre-supposes not only gumlt but obstinacy, and,
morever, aflects only those whe by baptism have become sutjects of
the Church. The crime which 1s visited with such a grave pennlty,
must ovidenily be itself grave. Common sense tells us that punish-
ment must not be disproportionate to the oflence ; rather, the punish.
ment ‘mast fit the crime.”  Hence, theologiang assert that to incur
u censure, the crime must bo o mortal sin, either of its own nature, or
on account of the probability of dingerous consequences, such as
senndal or schism, or again becanse those in authority may have an
important end 1 view in dealing thus geverely with @ particulur mat.
ter, and their wishes under the civcunmstances must bs respected.
Further the crime must be external.  Internal crimes belong to the
forum intersmon or the tribunal of penance, whereas the forum externum
takes cognizance of public acts only. Lastly, the crime must be not
merely plotted, premeditated, or designed, but must have been carried
out into execution,—in n word. it must be an accomnplished fact.

A further restriction to the imposition of & censure exists in the
fact that tho authority in whose hands such power is vested, is required
to give the delinquent due warning. Canon Law indeed rejuires s
triple warning, or at least one, which it must be expressly stated, is
meant to tako the place of three. In care the censure is meurred by
a delinquent on the commission of an act ipso facts, the law already
promuliated is considered a standing and sufticient warnig, though
even in this case the culprit commonly receives a personal warning,
that he way have the opportunity of defending himself. if he chooses.

Censures are divided into excommuntcations, suspensions and interdicts,
We ure Jealing with the first of these only, and with that specin) forin
of it, in which the offender has been excommunicated publicly and by
name:.  Excommunication then is an ecelesiasticnl censurs by which
a subject is ent off from the communion of the Church and deprived
of the benefits of fellowship. e becomes, in the eyes of the Church,
as & heathien and publican: * If he will not hear the Church, let hun
be to thee ng the heathen and publican.”  (Mat. xviii. 17).  Bat what
is meant precisely by being cut off from the Church ?  To answer this
question, wo must distinguish between those who belong to the sonl
and those who belong to the body of the Church.  The aggregate of
all those who are hiving on the earth at any particular momnent 1n the
state of grace belong to the sonl. the aggregute of those who are 1w ex
ternal and visible nnon with the Sovereign Pontity belong to the bdy.
Those conscquently who are in the soud of the Church may not be
the tndy, and those, converscly, who are in the ody maay not be i the
aonl.  Lor all mortal sins exclude from the smd of the Chareh, but
only those mortal sins which incur a censure exclude also fiotn the
budy. 1t may, perhaps, seem strange Lo suy that an excommnumcated
person mny shil beleng to the sonl of the Church. It 15 a very excep-
tional cause, we adnit, but we have only to bear in mind that eceles-
tastical judges are luman, and, as lnonanun est errare, may prorounce a
seutence which is unjust, either because the person who 18 supposed to
have committed the crime, did not comnmit it, or because he is sup-
posed to be contumacions, while as a matter of fact he may have been
disposeit to make amends for his fault and have sought reconcilintion
in the Sucrament of Penance. It may ulso happen that the excom
municated person may have repented after the imposition of the pen
alty, but has been unable us yet to obtain the relaxution of the censure.

With regard to the etlects of excommaunication, we need only men.
tion a few ; several of thoso set forth in standard theological works no
longer obtain practice, and have fallen into desuctnde.  In the first
place. hie who has been publicly excommunicated and by nume, derives
1o benefit from the commeon suffrages of the Church,--that is to say,
from prayers offered by the putlic ministers of the Church or by private
individuals on bebalf of the fasthful in general.  The doctrmeof the
communion of snints teaches that the members of the Chureh trium.
phant, the Church suffering, and the Church malitant, ave all members
of onegreat fumily, subjects of ono great King, thatall the members of
the Church militant have a share in the good works of the rest, as far
as this is possible. All good works done in the state of grace have a
threefold profit. They merit an inerease of sanctifying grace and an
increase of cternal glory, they merit part or whole of the temporal
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punisliment duoe to sin, aud they have an intercessory valuo by which
they obtuin blessings, natural and supernatural, from God. Now the
mowmbers of the Church militant ull participate in the intercessory
effeets of the good works of the other members of tho Church.  The ex-
conununicated, however, has no share in these, and in partienlar, can-
not gmn an indulgenco.  Secondly, he is forbidden the reception of the
sacramonts und attendance at divine service il he hias been relonsed
from the excommunieation.  ‘fardly, ho cannot be buried in consecra-
tod ground.  No Catholic, therefore, cun fuil to see that excommuniea.
tion is n pennlty that carries with it terrible consequences. fo incura
sociul gtigma and to be made outenst from soctety isa snd calamity, but
gudder far must it be for a Catholic -a sarrow’s very crown of sorrow
—t23 bo placed under the ban of un excommunication, and be thus
sent out from thoe Churels, God's Paradise on carth, to wander un exile
among heathene and publicans,  Bombay Cuatholic Isvaminer.
