CANADIAN MINERAL RESOURCES,

Not long since we had occasion to refer to the immense im-
portance of our mineral deposits, and to the praiseworthy efforts
of the government in collecting and publishing information and
statistics, which are lu\ely to prove of inestimable value to pros-
pectors aud investorh, Almost all the economic minerals exist’
in greafer or lesser quantity in some part of the Dominion.

This year there is a remarkably brisk demand for Canadian
asbestos and much more than the output could be readily
marketed. and at high prices. Orders come fram Great Britain
and the Continent and from the United States, and contracts
running for some years have been closed. A fair sized lot, about
100 tons, of best rock agbestos, was recently sold at $105 per ton .
at the mines, while last year this grade would only (have real-
ized $80. Ten years ago the asbestos industry had no existence,
but to-day the article is used in a great variety of ways. The

mines at present being workad are in Megantic county, and are
little more than open pits, the mineral being found near the
surfuce, It is divided into three grades as to quality and the
chief grade is much sought for, a German manufactory being a -
large consumer.

on genuine undertakings, and driven investors to place their
funds elsewhere. The total value of the exports of minerals, and
mineral products, mined or manufactured in Canada, in 1887
was $4,669,365, or $3838544 more than in 1886, Coal was the
chief item, reaching no less a sum than $1,695,783. No lessthan
78 per cent of the exporis went to the United States, and 18 per
cent to the United Kingdom and British possessions. The pro-
duction of coal in 1887 was 2,368,800 tons, valued at $4,758,590.
The Banft' anthracite mines largely supply the San Francisco
market, being nearer to that city than any of the United States
anthracite coal fields, and British Columbia coal commands a
higher price in San Francisco than any American coal,

Ag regards the value-of our mineral productions, gold is high
up on the list. The output is chiefly from British Columbia and
Nova Scotia, though a small quantity 18 annually produced in
Quebec, and gold has been obtained from some parts of Ontario,

A trifling amount of gold is also obtained each year from -the-

Saskatchewan river, near Edmonton. The production in 1887
was valued as follows :—British Columbia, $694,559 ; Nova Scotia,
$413,614; North-west Territories, including Youkon district,
$62,100; Ontario, $6,760 ; Quebec, $1,604 ; total, $1,178,637.

Our exports of iron ore have been falling off' and were only
13,700 tons, valued at $42,634 in 1887, 'We produced only 24,827
tong of pig-iron and .imported 48,250 tons. A well known
authority, M. Coste, estimates that, taking into consideration
the quantities of cast iron, iron and steel manufactured in other
countries and imported into Canada, there was a total consump-
tion, equivalent in pig-iron, in 1887, to about 356,000 tons. We
are told that, if made in the country, this quantity of pig-iron
would represent a value of about $5,000,000; it would necessitate
a yearly supply of one thousand tons of ore, and before jthe ore
could be melted into pig-iron and further made into the different
articles of iron and steel which are now imported, it would re-
quire 3,000,000 tons of coal. So great is the outlay required,
however, and foreign goodshave obtained such a hold on the
market, that even under the increased iron duties we doubt if
our furnaces have made much headway during the past few
years. Our exporis of copper were valued at $249,259 in 1886
and at $138,436 in 1887, The decrease was caused by the con-
struction of new plant and sulphuric acid works.

Some idea of the importance of other mineral productions
seema necessary. The yield of refined petroleum and naphtha
in'1887 was 7,905,666 Imperial gallons, and the exports were
473,559 gallons, valued at $13,831 The total production of saltin
1887 amounted to 429,807 brls of 280 lbs., the value of which was,
of the salt alone, $166,394, and of the packager used $75.211,
making a total value of $241675. Our exports were 154,045
bushels,, valued at $11,520

exports of phosphal® in 1887 were "3] 52 tons, valued at $433,-
217. Our asbestos shipments have increased very considerably.
In 1879 they were ouly 300 tons valued at $19,500, and these
figures had swollen to 4,619 tons and $226,976 in 1857,

PREVENTION VS. CURE.

JIndications are to be met with more frequently of late years
of o tendency to antlclpate and provide against evil rather than
to wait till it is time to apply the remedy. Among our proverbs
there is none more replete, with wisdom than that concerning
the value of the “ ounce of preventlon,” and none capab]e of more
general application. Our neighbors of the sister province of On-
tario give an excallent example of it in the recent establishment
of the Industrial School at Mimico, near Toronto, & proof of their

have less reason for™ their existence if we take the youth—
before be becomés a depredator, a useless expense to the com-
munity—before he has become depraved and proven himself
by his misdeeds to be unfit for liberty,—and educate him amid
wholesome surronndings at the same time that heis being fitted
for some useful occupation. The philanthropy of this is apparent
enough ; the economy of it should be no less evident. There is
so little of skilled workmanship in the country owing to the
general neglect of the apprentice system, that any new industry
is obliged to devote a considerable time to the training of hands,
young or old, before it ean work to advantage. Nearly all our
manufacturers are acquamted with the diiligulty of procuring
addititional skilled help in case of need. This is a very im-
portant factor in the success of our domestio indnstries, which -
without the proper degree of skilled labor are not only unable to
compete in foreign markets, but eannot hold their own against
foreign products. In this reapect the industrial school contrasts
favorably with the penitentiary and other like institutions,
against which there is a natural feeling on the part of the honest
workman through the unfair competition of the labor employed
therein,—a compsetition by the way which receives less denun-
ciation at the hands of labor candidates than does the method

‘of the manufacturer who aflords employment to him and his

constituents. .

The exmtence of the Industrial School at Mumco leads to the
belief that the lanes and atreet corners of our western cities are
less likely for the future to be training grounds for criminals.
The young vagrant’s associations and circumstances will now
be inquired into; and before he has learnt to become a pest to
society and eventually a burden to the taxpayer, will be sent to
the industrial school where he is taught to be useful to himself
and to become in all probability as valuable a unit in the popa-
lation as any one of the immigrants whom e are endeavoring
to attract to our shores. The helplessness of unskilled labor, ita
burden upon the community and the dangers with which it
threatens our modern civilization were strikingly brought home
to the citizens of London, England, about a year ago. The
latest information, according to the Saturday Revicw, showed that
there were practically no skilled laborers out of employment in
London.

TRADE WITH THE WEST INDIES.

It is but natural that the efforts now being made by the
United States, and other countries, to extend their foreign trade,
should have excited alively interest throughout Canada. We
are in receipt of a letter from a native of the West Indies, dated
Halifax, N, S, in which he endeavors to show the advantages
which would arise from the proposed line of steamers to the
chief West Indian ports.

The value of our trade with these islands came in for a pass-
ing reference in the Jounrxaw lust week and the figures given by .
our correspondent were, in part, published when Hon. John
Macdonald, of Toronto, brought the whole subject before the
Board of Trade of that city in January last. The question of
reciprocal trade cannot satisfactorily be discuseed as the_free
introduction of sugar, raw and refined, would aflect the revenue
and injure existing interests, although we do not lose sight of
the fact that the development in beet cultivation is putting the
cape-sugar industry into the background. The United States
supplies Trinidad and Guiana with about 340,000 1bs of cheese
of a special make, hard and ama.l_l sized, also with lumber, flour,
stoves, potatoes, machinery, hay, candles, cottons, nails, rhoes
and innumerable other articles which could just as well be sent
from Canada. Ice is imported in increasing quantity from Bos-
ton and Canadian competition could probably secure this trade,
provided the longer Journey would not counteract other. advunb—
ages. :

Our imports from the &pnmsh Wesl. Indies lnst year were
valued at $3,026,529, an increase of $1,603,372 compared with
1887. - The British West. Indies sent us goods valued at $887,484,
an increase of $133,085. Trade with the French West Indies
sufféred & serious decline, our imports being valued at§11 ,683, 2
decrease of $35,066 Importations from the Danish and Dutch
Wesi Indies are insignificant, but in both cases there"as an
augmentation in value. As to our exports, we sent produce to
to the value of $1,491,824, an increase of $308,913 to 1119 British
West Indies. The Spanieb. French and Danish Indies took
from us a value of $1,109,662, of an increase of $219,284 as com- -

‘pared with 1887. Under normal conditions, therefore, our _West
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Indian trade has expanded to a reapectable extent, and although
there are difliculties in the way, these islands certainly offer an
outlet for the products of Canada which should not be neglected
by our manufacturers and shippers of produce. We are not dis-
posed to advoeate radical and expensive methods, such as heavy
snhgidies, but rather a judicious fostering of present relations.
A repular steamahip service may be a growing necessity, but it
should be a business venture and not dependant too much on
govermment aid,

The aren of the West India Islands and British Guiana is
some 16,000 square miles and the population is four to five mill-
jony, 1L must not be forgotien, however, that the majority are
blacks, whose wauts, hoth as to dress and food, are of a primitive
natare. In the case of British Guiana, the exporta for 1888 to
the Unitod Siates represent a value of £813,000, and importa
£317,000; while to Cunada she exported £42,000 and imported
£05,000, showing a total trade of £1,130,000 in one case, against
£137,000 in the other. Tverything being equal the trading class
of the West Indies, uccording to'the testimony of the Hon. Jobn
Macdonald, ure willing to give Canadian goods the preference,
Honest goods of sound value, and carefully adapted to the re-
quirements of the congumer, such ag Canada could supply, are
in incressing demand, Our correspondent, to whose letter we
have referred, does not hesitate to state that he has letters from
prominent merchants in several islands, stating that the people
are getting more and more dissatisfied with the foodstufls sent
them from the United States, especially in dairy produce. The
New York bhonses are credited with sending butter, cheese and
other farm produee, which Canadians would not feed their pigs
with. "The islanders are willing, says the writer, ““ to pay a little
higher price for a betler article, such as Canada can supply.
Comu ereial travellers most be sent ont to the islands from tims
to time with o full line of samples, as is done by all American
houses Lrading with them. The commerciul traveller is an im-
portant, fuetor in tride at the present day, and cannot be over-
looked lightly  To supplant our mneignbors we ehall have to
gupply gowls to compete with theira in every respect, and let our
customers feol it is to their advantage to buy from ua”

This applies, of course, chiefly to the'ﬁ‘ner manu-
factures. In 1882 tho United States imported from the West
lndies, goods valued at $91,803.000, while in 1888 tlie imports
had declined in value to $71,6656,000. The exports were worth

EXPENSE IN FIRE INSURANCE.

Of late yea'rs no question has been more earnestly discussed
in commercial circles than the cost of fire insurance, and it is
safe to say that in no other question have more fallacious argu-
ments been put forward. Firstly, becanse business men in
arguing upon insurance subjects too often persist in judging of
insurance matters solely by the standard of therules and customs
of their particular branch of trade, and secondly, because it has
been to the interest of the mill mutuals to make misleading
comparisons between the cost of writing large lines on selected
and specially protected risks with that of obtaining the ordinary
business of the average stock company.

The Mutuals point out how low their own percentage of
expenss to premium ig, compared with the ratio of 35 to 40 per
cent, which prevails with most stock companies, They forget to
point out algo that there is no more comparison hetween these
two classes of business in pointof expense than there is between
a large wholesale hiouse and a retail. store. They write only
large lines on special riske; the ordinary ¢ mpany has to aceept
any class ot rigk it can get. The Mutual needs neither agents
nor brokers to secure its business, since it confines -itself solely
to the insurance of exceptional risks of large value; the ordinary
company must struggle for any kind of business, large or small,
that it can get, and consequently needs both. And yet the mer-
chant is asked to compare the expenses of the two as a basis
upon which to decide upon the.cost of insurance.

The congequence is that the average insurer jumps to the
conclusion that it is simply because the ratio of expenso to pre-~
mium i8 8o high that fire insurance is dear. Judging by his own
experience in business, he commences to thiuk that 40 per cent.
is far too high a percentage of expense, and that the companies
are paying more out in salaries, commissions, rent, ete., than his
own commercial experience justifies. Consequently he argues
that if the companies brought Jdewn their percentage of expeuse
to the same ratio that he pays himself for conducting his own
business. that his insurance would be cheapsr. e does not see
that this percentage covers every expense incident to insurance
from the soliciting agents commisgion to the delivery of the
policy to the insurer, while in his case the estimate is only that
of the expense of a single link in the commercial c¢hain that
extends from the producer to the consnmer. The forty per cent.
represents the cost of evéry stage in the manufacture and deli-
very of the policy. Were he to estimate the ratio of expenss
upon every step in the evolution of the coat upon bis back, bhe
would find it quite a8 large, although Ins own share might be a
comparatively small one. Take the cost of everything from the
farmer who raised the wool to the retailer who finally sold the
coat. Calculate the expense of every step in its sals and manu-
facture, the cost of the farmer, wool merchant, mannfacturer mill
agent, wholesale merchant and tailor up to the time it is deli-
vered to the customer, and shall we find it to be much less than
the cost of fire insurance? Between the agent who secures the
policy and the clerk who finally delivers it, lies the interest upon
the Company’s capital and the cost of the various experts and
oflicials who have charge of the different departments through
which it must pags. These are many of them men of exceptional
skill and experience aud, as such, must be adequately rewarded,
and even the humblest of them is worthy of his hire.

It is simply owing to this misconception that much of the
railing against the ratio of expense in fire insurance is really
due; and that it is a misconception we think we have proved.
We may depend upon it that no nnneccessary expense is incurred
by any company. The competition is too keen, and the margin
of profit too smuall, to permit of wastefulness or extravagance in
this direction. Every possible economy is rigidly enforced; and
therefore to claim that the cost of fire insurance to the business
man is rendered dearer because of an unnecessarily high ratio
of expense incurred by the companies, is to put forward a con-
tention which a few nfoments of sober reflection will effectually
brand as an absordity. =

COLLECTING.

The difliculty often experienced in collecting money, when
the time has expired for its payment, may be said to have ity
beneficial eflect in gniding future transactions as well as its
baneful one to the solicitor, whose patience iz somatimes tested
to the fullest extent of its elasticity. From the indulgent land-
lord's agent, who' repeatedly calls for'a check, to the country
merchant's general assistant who journsys on foot over hills and
through ploughed fields or huge snowdrifts to the delinquent
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backwoods debtors home, the same- chllllng consolatlon 15'

afforded by the answer, “ No money fo-day, youw'll hiave to come
around again.” It would seem to the casual ohserver of duch
facts, which constitute the wear and fear, the time and trouble

attendant on such transactions, that a positive remedy agamst-

the recurrence of such unsatisfactory dealing, particularly in
the casa of the latter, where goods are very often sold with ap-
parently more regard for the extent of the day’s busmess
{han the net .profits accruing’ therefrom, could readily be
found in a ‘careful perusal of the books at the beginning
of the year, and a sirict “ghut down” on each and every
questionable custom8r who had - hitherto been . obtaining
credit at thestore. The idea certainly looks feasible on its face;
and all that would be required, apparently, would be'to put the
»scheme into practical effect, and collect as large a percentage as
possible of the out-standing accoulits before being entirely erased
from the assets of the business. -

"The sbove plan has, no doubt, been contemplated by almost’

every merchant who bas experienced the checkered results of
doing business in the country towns and. villages, where if is
practically out of the question to conduct a large business with
& well assorted stock of goods and cater to the surrounding
farmers custom, and expect trade or cash on: the spot as an
equivalent for the goods they buy.. This, then, being impossible,
except in @ very limited degree, and insufficient to carry on
the business, credit is looked for and obtained by the majority of
customers who are known to be reliable, Itis only after time
has elapsed, and extended acquaintance has been obtained,

that the unreliable customer uses his endeavors in getting his

name wedged in beside those who are responsible on the credit
account book, just as fate and circamstances caused him to be
an unsuccessful toiler, a shiftless, uncalculating tenant beside
his more prosperous neighbora,

Another difficulty about doing & credit business is that cus-
tomers are always expecting greater lemiency. The pound of
tobacco,_or parasol or pair of gloves given as a present on the
payment of a six months' store bill of $75.00, i8 seldom- credited

to the generosity of the donor or to his true appreciation of their:

custom, butlooked on_rather as a suspicious reminder of certain
items-included jn - their account which they are positive they
never got, or the short-weight, or comparative low price' he bad
given them for their produce . from time to time, in order to ob-
tain an equivalent in"advance for any donation be might be
expecled to-give when the bill was being paid. An account
running for six months, and paid on solicitation, is often expected
to carry with it sufficient guarantee of promptness and apprecia-
tion to ensure the next account running from eight to twelve
months; the following year only a payment on account, and so
on. The knowledge to the merchant that thgy are perfectly
sound, being, in their minds, all that should be required; and a
gort of “Aint we tradin’ there all along, what more does-bhe
want " look, meets the immaculately meek gaze of the clerk ag
he politely tenders them the year's account, u.fter a journey-of
perhnps several miles.

A case not unworthy of bem;, recalled, transpired in a rural
district in- Western Ontariosome years ago. A certain unreliable
tenant farmer, whose ways and means were rather a mysfery,
and  whose command of elocution generally exceeded his com.
mand of cash, succeeded in ingratiating himself sufficiently into
the good graces of the village -merchant to allow an account to
grow little by little, till the early spring found a bill of some
$22.00 against him on the books. After repeated . calls, which
proved of no avail, a rather sharp letter was sent him hinting at
further ¢osts if payment was not fortheoming, which resulted in

The treasury roturas recently published by Mr. Goschen,
showing the nature of the transactions connected with Eagland’s
National Debt, have digsipated one of the most cherighed asser-
tions of the Amarican political orator, It has always been u
stock argument with this class of public speaker to contrast the
wealth and prosperity of republican America with the poverty
of monarchical Europe, much to the disadvantage of the latter,
and in all their lucubrations especial stress hag always been laid
upon the supposed fact that while the United States were day '
by day reducing their national debt, England was plunged to
the throat in a mass of continually accumulating indebtedness
that must sooner or later grind her people into the very .earth.

So firmly rooted had this erroneous estimate of Euglaud’s
financial position become by constant re-iteration, that-it-became
useless to attempt to convince the believersin it of itsinaccuracy
by ordinary statistics. These, said the upholders of the popular
doctrine, are compiled by men outside of official circles, arid,
consequently, owing to their compilers heing debarred from . -
access to the Treasury returns, the figures are more or less
suppositions, or at beat only approximations, Now, however, we

'| are in possession of an authoritative official return which not =

only refutes auy statement that Eugland is increasing her load
of debt, but shows that the existing debt is being reduced . with -
steadily increasing rapidity.

Thero is nothing in the
tarifl to prevent this reshipment, as the object of the Act is evidently
to check smuggling or any unfair competition with our own distiller-
fes.  In aformor articlo, reforoncoe was mndo to the roshipment of
such goods for other purposes than to fill n small prossingiorder, bu
us theso must return in bond, thers cau be no tamporing for the pur~
poso of creating o ficlitious value for the goods, 1t is believed by
