--Tric Bank of iritish Columbia held a half-yearly meeting
recently lu London, when the prolits were shown to be $8,851,
coipared with $t4,882 in two previous half years. A dividend
at rate of 5 per cent was declared. The chairman alludAd to
the prospects of British Columbia as very bright.

-LcrDin Pliladelphia carpet manufacturers are proposing
a combination of interests to control the production, sale, and
price of ingrain carpets. The proinoters talk of forming a cen-
tral company, capitalised at about $10,090,000, to purchase out-
riglt and afterwards operato a suilicient number of the ingrain
mills to control ite market.

-THtE British Columblia Legislature on 18th Inst, unanimously
ifdopted resolutions urging the Dominion Government to impose
a duty on imported lumber equalling that on Canadian lumber
entering the United States, also restricting immigration by turn-
ing back all indigent and weak.initded persons, many of whom
are ilnding their way here in connection with the Klondike rush.

-A. LivET.Y rate war le regarded as impending between the
plate glass insurance companles. Thiere are now more com-
paiules outside the compact than in it, ani those who are uphold-
ing the rates are forced to lament the capture of many desirable
linos by their freelanco neiglhbours, It w1l be known in a few
days whether the smash wlil positively occur, but present indica-
tions are tiat IL will.

-Tir bottoi of a bay in the Caspian ses lias been found to
bh covered with a crust of crystallized Glauber salt in many
places a foot thlck. The waters of the Caspian are very sait, and
ln the bay niamîted, which is nowhero 50 fest deep, evaporation

goes on very rapidly. As fuel can readily be obtainable from
Baku, and transportation by water can be used, it is proposed to
establish a factory to made sodium sulphate on a large seale.

-TaE linest quality of hair for upholstery purposes and the
manufacture of hair cloth is horse hair. It cones chiefly from
South America fro-m wild horses, Only the talls and manles are
used, and the owners of the horses wind the hair up in coils
every two years. Oftentimes a liorse will have escaped the
round-ups for four or five seasons and will come in with a tail 10
feet long. The lair of South American wild animals is longer
than the hair of animals of almost any other section.

-THE people of Gaspe have forwarded to the Governmnent at
Ottawa a largely signed petition asking that Mount Louis, on the
north coast of Gaspe, be made the terminus of the proposed fast
Atlantic steamslhip line. The petitioners represent that a railway
of 120 miles would connect Mount Louis with the Intercolonial
at Metis and give a direct route fronm the terminus to the ite-
rior. Mount Louis is clalmed to be a first rate harbor open to
navigation the year round.

-AN export duty on nickel ore and matte ls being urged.
Nickel ls only produced to any extent in the Sudbury district of
Canada and the French penal settlement of New Caledonia, The
product of this island Is scattered over some 60 miles of terri-
tory, and is found ln such smail deposits, th'at, were it not for the
convict labor employed, it could not in any way compete with
the Qanadian product. In the United States the total output of
their nickel mines for last year was soine 80,000 Ibs. as against
about 4,000,000 ibs. imported from Canada.

-TuE extent of the emigration of Belgian glass workers to
America and Russia was strikingly illustrated a short time ago,
when arrangements were made by a Belgian company to put an
abandoned bottle factory in operation, In all Belgium a suf-
ficient number of experienced workmen could not be procured,
so that foreigners had to be engaged. It is a peculiar fact that
Belgium, which heretofore had more than a sufficient supply of
glass workers le now obliged to ask help from abroad in order to
be able to start a factory.

-InroTre of Australian butter to England have ceased this
year prematurely owing to drought, and this will deprive the
British market of an average of 9,250 cwt, par week, or about
one third of the total Danisi weekly jsupply. It le worthy of
mention also that the imports of foreign butter during January
and February this year were 18,097 cwt. below same monthe of
last year. At the present time cold weather exists'on the con-
tinent and correspindingly lessened ýéxports. In this aspect of
affairs It ls almost certain that shippers of Cannadian butter on
spot will before long pay holders prices.

The consequence la that wages and
other runing expenses have accumulated, creditors have beau
pressing their claims, and as there was no money to pay these,
the company decided te assign.

SITUATION IN SPIRITS TURPENTINE,
th nlîaavai stores year nods with the expiration of the current

nthotl,ant in view of the high valules that have obtained for somie
tlne past, and the "buige" ln prices witnessed within the last fort-
nilght when quotations were advanced Oc per gallon, the mar-
ket la one of more than passing interest. Last year the highest
quotation for spirits turpentilne at Savaiîutuh was 27,c, titis year
3e 0on 'l'Tiesday o' last week was tho higiest ligure reachîed.

The resent sitationt 1ste result li patrt o! the operations of
the Antwerp Naval Stores Coipany, a Dutch corporation aI
Savainiai which controls to a large oxtent the markets of Con-
ttintaiEurope anti has been the big factor lit the Savannah
market since last J uîly. That conpatny connmenced buying at
24e, and hts bh n a continuîous buyer and tIhe main support to

themarket ever since. This company practically cornered the
market, gradually raising the price to 3c about threeweeks ago,.
when it quickened its pace until spirits brought 89oc on Tuesday
of last week. The c istributing season caine on but very re-
cently, dealers and consumrs who were in the market for sup-
plies were at the Antwerp people, and the latter was enabled to
tniload considerable stock representing large protits to them.
On Wednesday they withdrew their support fron the market.
and the quotation dropped 4gc that day. It latterly declined le
and lIst Saturday's closing was 84tc-whilch, by the way, ls a.
price fully sustained by the statisties of the trade.

Had the crop conditions bean what may be termed nominal,
says the Paint Olt aml Drug Revicw, Leiter cotnld not have made
his successful coup in wheat. Likewise, had the present crop of
naval stores shown up with the usual20 per cent annual increase,.
instead of a decrease, the Antwerp Company's schemo of control
inight not have " panned out." Its conmandlng position in the-
market, lowever, ta shown by the statemont that the great
Standard Oil Company which bought 7.000 barrels a fortnight
ago was compelled te pay the Antwerp's price, or about 84c.
The reduced yield titis year, was not due to natural causes, but
to an agreement between producers to restrict production. The-
crop figures place the receipts for eleven in.onths ending March
1, 1898, at about 425,200 barrels, against 450,800 barrols ln the
former year. Again it may be stated that the increase ln demand
Incident to a general improvement ln business has favored the
Antwerp's " bull" tactics, and aided materially it naking the
present quotable value a safe one at whlch to buy supplies sufli-
cient to tide the trade along until the new crop of spirits is avait-
able.

The firnness in turpentine locally at the present price--öc -
is generally believed to be well 'ounded, apart froin the fact that
forest tires in the Carolinas and Georgia have quite recently de.
stroyed sections of pine trees being worked for turpentine and
rositi, and somte stock ready for shipinent, and this latter fact
cannot fail t stiffen both the market for s>ot and future ship-
iients. Whille the Antworp Company is a great factor in the.
market, it is not believed that it will opérate on the bear side to
an important extent, because it la yet a largo holder of stock; and
it la not certain that it could change a statistically strong mnarket,
into a mîaterially lower one.

The knit goods business shows expansion this year, beyond

previous scasons at saine date, and golf hosiery la going into re- t

tallers stocks very largely, One resson of this la the lower cost

of bicycles, and the increased number of ridera, besides the de-
crease in cost of such apparel.

Belfast advices note the suspension of payment of the Cogry
Flax Spinning Co. Ltd. The trouble bas created consternation
ln the linen trade. There Is not much change in demand or

values lu the market. Yarna are very quiet, and sales consider.
ably under current production. Prices of both linens and tows,
however, keep steady. Cloth is In rather more enquiry day by
day, and but for the reluctance of manufacturera to book much
ahead at current rates, more might be done. Demand keeps
strongest for union gonds, late rates being fIrmly held to, but no

advance obtained. Gresn yarn power looms for bleachlng seli
with moderate freedom; boiled yarn goods if anything firmer;
kandkerchiefs tend to Improve, and damasks, both linen and
union, in regular demand. Finished linens unchanged.

. Lace importers report a good demand for guipures ln pearl ap-

plique effects, also insertions and edgiugs. These gouds willi e
largely used as garnitures for sumrmer wash dresses in a wide
variety of designs. Net top laces ln guipure eifects are also sel.
liug well. Narrow valenciennes lace shows good resuitsboth

in edgings and insertions, large quantitles being employed in
connection with cotton fabrics for summer dresses. .

AdvIces from Leeds regarding the trade lu woollens say : A
new feature just now l the demand for worsted mantle clotho.
Another-new-incident is that covert coatings are wanted. There
is net quite au average market for tweeds, but no change in que-
tations ls reported, A fairly good turnover' of habit cloths was
among the miscellaneous business done last week. Black curls,
crimson serges, scarlet mediums, bl.ck Victorias and printed
table Clotho aise had some attention. Prices of woola keep firm,
but sales small and few. Worsted yarns have a tendency upward
in prise.

Cotton fabries in the United States are easier for the coarser
yarn gonds, but medium fine yarn goods, such as are effected by
the New Bedford labor troubles, are firm and prices have been
further advanced,

Canadian mills have reduced prices of cotton goods ln order to
check the importation of American gonds which usually Invade
the market at thia season. The reductions are as follows: On
white pillow cotton le per yard, mill price; low bleached sheet-
ings, y4 c as to grade. Canton flannels have aise been reduced,
lewer numbers 10 psr cent, medium numbers 5 te 7X per cent.

GROCERY NOTES.

The New York State Agricultural Department has drawn up
a measure to probibit the sale of impure and adulterated maple
augar and maple syrup. The bill provides that a person ssli-
lng, offernlg or exposing for sale any mixture or composition
purporting to be pure maple sugar or syrup, and containing glu-
cose sugar or any substance foreigu to the product of pure maple

sap, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor. The Ottawa Government
could appropriately follow suit in this matter.

American sugar refiners are no longer maintaining their uni-
form system of selliug only to factors. Sugar la uow being sold
in the United States the same as any other merchandise, vlz., by
barter, and while the refluera are of course, the sole judges ut
what terms they will.accept, it, is nevertheless a fact that they
are willing to seil on different tons to different parties il ae-
cordance with their own idoas of the clesiratility of securing thi
eqStoi of the prospectly> buyer,

This condition does not mnean that the factor plan of sale has
beeu officially abolisled across the border. But It does meau
that large buyers vho are not factors are able tu purchase sugar
wilthout restrlctions as te the price ait which they li turn may
sell. on terms equally as favorable as If they were purchasing
their supplies s agents of te rainers. The factors' agreement
-which ostensibly couverts the wholesale grocer lnto a selling
agent for the refiners-provides that if lie observe all the condi-
tions of the agreement (one of which la that h shall not seli on
anyday at a lower price than that offìcially posted ln the re-
finer's office on that day), lie shall, at the expiration o tires
months frot the date of his purchase, recelve a commission of
8.16e per pound.

In actual operation, lie unsallv receivosI s oumission
whether le maintains the price or not. The reliners in New
York do not require front him any sworn or signed statement
that he has lived up te the terme of the factor agreement. In
other words, the refiners take the position that the factor plan of
sale was adopted at the request of the whosleale grocers, and
they look, therefore, te the grocers tu be responsible for ita pro-
per operation.

The United States tes law is beiug contested by a firmt of im-
portera ln New York on the ground of unconstitutionality. The
legal aspect was reached when certain shipments of tea, sworn
under affidavlt as pure by the importer, were rejected by tihe
Board of Inspectera.

London advices state that all standard brands of Persian dates
are exhausted ln that market.

California has been visited with frost, and apricots have suf-
fered severely ln some sections. RTinfalls la also wanted to eu-
sure a good prune crop, which in somne sections will not mature
without this occurs speedily.

Victoria cannera ln reviewing the large salmon pack last year,
wheu more than a million cases were put up, state such a result
la scarcely boneficial te the market at large. The combination
of canners now arranged will regulats the prices of last yea2's
pack and judiciously limit the quantity to be put up tiis season
with a view tu placing the Industry ln a sounder position.

THE1 FORtTIN~ INBOL\VENCY ACTV.

The Insolveney Act introlucel by Dr. Vortin, M.P.,
is being received with much favour by narge mntiuber
of commercial men. It does not differ very niaterially
fron the Act which ivas broughit in by Sir Mackenzie
Bow'ell. One provision of the new Act brings the
sherifn on the scene as a sort of provisional assignee,
but ' his funetions are quite temporary. Coisiderable
adverse criticism lias been indulged in by somne Toronito
merclants becaulse Dr. Fortin did not subimit Lie Bill
to tie local Board of Trade before introducing it to tlie
Bouse. Objections to the Bill on such a grounmd are
not impressive. Ihere had been a great outcry for.
sucli an Acits urgency was being pleaded everywh re.
The brevity of the time for its discussion demanadetd ut.
early introduction. To submint suchi an Act to eveq.y
Board of 'Trrade in Canada, and to await their report
thiereon would liave oecnpied severai months rh. c
imist have been laid over for a wlvole'year by Suchièe

lay. It' is open for just iàs fle discussion 1 id É
is before Parliament as it vould have been if kept back
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for that purpose. It is now as amendable as before it
was introduced. As there is nothing in Dr. Fortin's
Act of the least importance, which has not beei passed
upon tine and tinie again by all the principal Boards
of Trade, it seems unreasonable to be obstructing sueh
a ineasure siiply because it lad not been communi-
cated to the Toronto Board of Trade previous to being
laid before the fouse. The Montreal Board of Trade
lias addressed a letter to Dr.Fortin, conniending his Act
in the warmeLst terms. Its exclusion fromu insolvency
proceedings of the non-trading classes, wlieh exempts
farmers, will reiove ovie difficulty. The attitude of the
Premier towards the Act has excited widespread criti-
cismn. Sir Wilfrid has expressed a general approval of
the Bill, but explained that lie did not niake it a Gov-
ernment ineasure because ltat vould throw it into the
arena of .party politics. This menus that any insol-
vency act nust take its chance as a private imeasure.
As no act can be introduced by a member unattacied
to a party, for there is no one in the House without a
partyceöllar-it-follövs from the Preiier's decision that
any Insolvency Act will, and nust lie judged on party
grounds. This is miuch to be regretted, as we are con-
fident that if the Premier had appealed to the -leader
of the Opposition and his followers, to coisider the act
as a commercial measure ; as having no bearing upon
party interests; as legislation urgently denanded in
the interests of Canadian trade and credit ; he would
have been able to carry sucli an act by the alnost
unanimous vote of the louse of Commons. This
course was taken in regard to one act last veek, and it
was passed through all its stages in ee niglit, with
only a single dissentient vote. The 1-1 ouse of Cominons
would have shown equal patriotismu in dealing vith a
Government Insolvency Act. Its bitterest critic could
not formulate a more disgraceful charge Lthan, that it
sacrified the trade and credit interests of the country to
the paltry oes of party. The House of Comnons lias
not fallen so low in honour, nor become so mena in in-
telligence, as is inplied by the fear that an Insolveney
Act would be treated as a muere football in the party
arena. We note that Mr. Walker,. of the Bank of
Commerce said : " Commercial men look at the matter
froni the point of view of, 'How mucih can we get out
of au insolvent estate ?' To mny mnind tiat was not the
question, wYhich was ' Will the act stop a dishonest'
trader from getting a discharge and going into business
again? "' This view vill niot be generally favoured.
The vast umjority of creditors wish to get as good a
dividend as they can, and as early as possible froin an
insolvent estate. They care very little indeed about

the primitive aspects of an inlsolventcy act, as they thiik
themselves well able to avoid being cauglht in the saine
trap a second tine. The Fortin Act confers the power
of diseharge on1 thie majority of creditors, representing
the Imajority in aimnounît, of the claimtîs. This ougit to
be protective enouigli. But iltmiglt be made more
stringent in its punitive powers over traders wio have
secured goods by fraud, or sold them frautdulently, or
handed thein over for preferential purposes. The
handling of their un paid-'for stocks by traders as though
they owned them absolutely, needs dealing with more
suinnarily, and more in a way to inake the punishment
fit the crime. The Fortin Act has in it the mnaling of a
good workable measure, after amneidments il Com-
imittee and passing itrough the refining fire of the
Senate. We trust the Bouse of Coim mons will give it
close attention, and pass it in% time to becomue law after
the close of this Session.

THE 3ANK STATEMENT FOR FEURUARY.

The turmoil arising froin war ruiours seeis to have
been treated with considerable inîdifference in banking
circles, if we miay judge by the entire absence of any
signs of anxiety, or of aiy imovement beyond those of
the season. But there is nothing iii awar between the
States and Spain to disturb Canada. Tlhanks largely to
our neighbour's love of exclusiventess, there are no in-
ternational entanglemients betweenu lus and the States,
whiclt, if they existed, might cause sone confusion. In
case of need the transport service of this port could be
utilised to its extreie capacity for Atmerican freigIt
as it probably would be, and for passengers as well.
The chance of being sto)uped on the iigi scas by a
Spanish war vessel vould be a sufliciently alarming
-ontingency to send nany to this port for eibarkation
for Europe. So thiat Caiada would stand to ttale
Drofits out of the waîr.

The banks hiad att increase in circulation in February,
whici sent it up to $35,823,923, a figure itigier than
any precedent for that montit. Ini 1897 the amutint
in February was $30,400,197, tiis year's total being
$5,414;726 in excess of the antt a year ago. IL. was
expected that the wiiter would bring down the circu-
lation heavily, the expansion in tLie Fall having been
so extreme, But the'itcrease in February shows thnt

there was something else at work besides harvest
movements, whicb wasenlarging the circulation. some-
thing indeed more continuous and permanent, which
was the revival of trade. The deposits last month show
a more lively demand for money, as they were drawn
down by sone $200,000, a trifle, but enough to show
the direction of a movement.

Considerable sums have been drawn ont for Kloun-
dyke outfits and supplies. Tf those now going in carry
one year's provisions, as nany are doing and all are ad-
vised to do, there will probably be dissatisfaction when
the new road enables supplies to be sent in wholesale.
When this occurs there will be a big " slump" in Klon-
dylke values, and the niiners who brouglt in a year's
supplies at an enornious cost will not be much gratified
at finding that the goods could have been bouglit at
Dawson for considerably less, had they waited. The
banks reduced their American balances in February
fron $23,015,439 to $20,793,570, a decrease of $2,221,-
'869. Theirbalances also in United Kingdom were less-
ened by $2,991,400. This was caused by a more active
denand for noney at hoine, the current loans and dis-
counts having risen froi $207,532,821 to $211,659,749.

The assets and liabilities of the banks now stand each
34 millions in excess of the anount a year ago, and be-
tweeni 80 and 90 millions over their amounts in Feb-
ruary, 1888. What has become of the Budget Speech ?
It is long ,overdue. Thougli fliere is little anxiety over
the delay, and its entire suppression is indeed spoken of
as desirable, still, as ithas to come, the soonier the bet-
ter. The preferential clauses of the Tariff are in a
mîixed condition, and soon will be still more so. How the
Government proposes to nake preferential treatment
exclusively a British privilege, we are anxious to bear,
the point is a very knotty one.

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ELECTRICAL PROGRESS.
la its contest with gas as an illuminant, electricity

has a far more powerful competitor than gas was cou-
fronted with whiien lirst introduced. Houses, offices
and stores were then dependant upon candles for arti-
ficial liglut. The candlestick and snuffer tray were
called for at dusk. The risk of soiling goods by the
drip of candles, and the poor liglit they gave, caused
them to be very sparingly used in dry goods stores,
which were rarely kept open after dusk. Grocery and
other stores used candles more freely, -but the work of
carrying a candlestick around and keeping it always on
the move, as goods had to be exposed here and there on
the counter, was not in much favour in the better class
of stores. A storekeeper could not keep his fingers
clean enough to be handling table goods when he was
compelled to be snuffing candles, and landling greasy
candlesticks. Hence "early closing" was the rule. The
lamps of that day were too foul snelling for indoor
use, and they only served to muake darkness visible on
the streets. The ligliting of theatres by candles was a
very melancholy and very dirty business. The char-
acter known as " Tallow« Jack" wlo had charge of the
candles, spent his time keeping the wicks snuffed, and
preventing the grease dripping upon the audience, with
varying success, as ladies often knew to their cost.

The introduction of gas was a revolution. It pro-
vided something never before known, which was the
general illumination of a large area from a single flane.
The people that walked in darkness saw a great liglit.
It was a revelation. It changed the habits of business
to a wonderful extent. It added many hours to the
length of the working day. It liberated the people
from the monotony and oppression of indoor life after
dusk. Gas lamps on the streets and in stores drew all
classes into the habit of strolling around and shopping
by the new light, as this could now be done safely.

Darkness is the ally of crime. Lord Byron killed
Mr. Chaworth in a duel with swords in a roomi lighted
by one candle. We can hardly imagine such a tragedy
being committed under the blaze of electrie lights.
Gas caine, saw and conquered, its rival was literally
snuffed out, thougli for decorative use, and as a senti-
mental relie of the past, the use of wax candles on
dining tables will survive until electricity gives themi,
as it will, thleir coup dle grace.

Electricity came into use wlhen gas iad prepared the
way for it, by hiaviig develoied an universal taste for
a strong, widely diffgsed, easily managed and economi-
cal, artificial light. It was at once able to meet this
denuand on a scle beyond the power of gas, the uni-
versal supply of which is hainpered by mechanical and
economie conditions. IL las been said that lie who
causes two blades of grass to grow wliere only one -yas
formerly produced by the soil, is a benefactor to bis
country. If this reasonable principle is applied to
electric power and light enterprises which transforni the
waste force of a water streain into a current for distribut-
ing liglt and power, they must be regarded as the source
froit whic.h enormous, material additions are being
made to the resources of the country. It is one of the
iarvals of electrical lighît and power production that

it cones nearer to a creative net than any other exercise
of humn ingenuity. There is absolutely no destrue-
tioi of iateral in1 securing the light aad 1power, as
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there is in converting coal into gas, or in making elec-
tricity from coal. The force in a stream of water, as
at Chambly, Lachine Rapids and hundreds of other
places, is simply com pelled by mechanism to store itself
up in such a fori as will enable it to be distributed in
a current of light and of power at the will of man.
The strean flows on forever, just as rich in innate
powers as thougli its resources were not being tapped.
In regard to water power in this connection man both
eats his cake and has it, for the power at is service is
not one jot decreased by the service lie is uaking it per-
forin.

Around this city there is now running to waste far
more power than would be necessary to provide every
honie, store, publie building, every street and square
»ith electrie lights, and more than enough to furnish
all the energy needed by the street car service, and all
the machinery of our factories. The experience of
electrical enterprises in Great Britain is full of en-
couragement to those in Canada. l Brighton, Eng-
land, the workiug-classes and snall stores, are the best
customers for electric light, owing to its cheapness
coai pared with gas. Mr. Preece, the eminent electrician,
calls electric light the poor mau's light. The Presi-
dent of the Society of Electrical Engineers in a recent
address at Manchester said, " I beg you to think what
the result would be so soon as the great British public
should awaken to the fact that electricity, witlh its
eñormous advantages, could be bought for less money
than its equivalent in gas, and it might awake any
'inoment." Hedeclared the time had cone when manu-
factirers would no longer desire to buy coal, they would
be satisfied to buy "watts" which could be produced and
sold retail more economically thansteam power. There
arenow-180-companies furnishing electrie light and
power in Canada, a large number taking the supply
from a stream of water. From Gaspe to Vancouver
there is a string of electric ligbts across the continent.
Scores of siall places where a fèw years ago a few oil
lamps gave an apology for light, are nov ablaze with
electricity. The misery and dangers of niglit travelling
have been greatly mitigated by electrie lighting.

The extension of a supply of electrie liglt and power
derived from the force in a stream of water, means
much to Canada. We are handicapped by the unequal
distribution of coal in Canada. Cheap coal is necessary
to cheap manufacturing-unless sonie other cheap
power is available. It is beginning to look as though
Nature lias given us a superabundance of water power
to recompense Canada for a niggardly supply of coal.
A century ago, Dr. Darwin, long before a passenger
train was seen, wrote

"Soon shall thy power, unconquered steam afar,
Drag the slow team, o' drive the rapid car."

That was only the prophecy of a poet, but the predicted
developments of electricity are scientifie deductions
from scientific knowledge. The economical advan-
tages which must be derived fromn the transfor-
ination of the force in streans of water into
currents of power and of light will probably be
far greater. in this city than elsewhere in the
Dominion, as Montreal is girdled round with
streams whose latent forces are rich with ''the promise
and the potency" of resources which will be of enor-

mous service to the industrial enterprises of this city
and district. The field is so large there is aiple rooni
for all the enterprises now established to develop a large,
everincreasing and profitable business.

THE CONFEDERATION LIFE ASSOCIATION.
The 26th annual meeting of the Confederation Life

Association was held at Toronto on 15th inst. We in-
vite attention to the Report for 1897, which shows the
business of the past year and its results to have been
gratifying. The continuons growth of the Confedera-
tion for some years both in the volume of its business
and financial strength, is shown by the following com-
parative table :-

The above record shows how steadily the expansion

lias been going on for some years. The Çonfederation
Life has always preferred to acquire business without
those excessive expenditures to secure it, which have
done, and are yet doing, most serious injury to the in-
terests of life assurance companies. The systeni which
some agents are encouraged to pursue of making
special rates for assurance solely for competitive pur-
poses, lias created the very natural impression that the
old line companies are charging excessive prices.
Hence we find a certain class of competitors with whom
they have to reckon, bas been making very rapid
strides in recent years, and been taking a very large
aiount ofbusiness which the companies have alien-
ated fron themselves by overdone competition. Whenl
an agent puts up life assurance at à', Dutch auction,
like a cheap Jack at a fair, le may sell quite a lot for
a time, but le is undermining the whole business, and
ereating entirely false ideas as to the real cost of life
assurance to the underwriting, companies.

The bidding for new business by offering assurance
below cost, is highly repréhensible for the further
reason that some one must make up the deficiency, and
in this case, the sufferers are the policyholders, whose
profits are sacrificed by nost unfair concessions and re-
bates in some forai being granted to new applicants.
We are glad therefore to fud that the Confederation
Life reports new business for the year of $3,168,172,
while the business was conducted at a cost less thlan
was incurred in 1896. The company has now $28,882,-
005 of life insurance in force, covering 16,427 lives.
The company took the very wise and conservative
course of valuing its policy and annuity obligations at
3j per cent.

The report gives an encouraging account of the in-
provement in Toronto real estate. Collections'of in-.
terest had reduced outstanding amounts 25 per cent
less than they were in 1896, and sales of properties.had
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beei made lo cover all there was againîst then. Last
year the Confederation Life Association paid $89,994 in
cash profits to policyholders. li spite of this large
distributtiont there was a cash surplus left over all
lialilities of $ý8330,800. Mr. J. K. Macdonald, the very
able mi g-director'was recently in this city mnak-
ing arrangemients which will add to its business in this
city and province, whiclh is being energetically pushed
and carefuilly watched over by Mr. J. Johnston.

SM U G ilNG IN WESTERN ONTARIO.
The cheap rates offered by the railways have deve-

loped ai extraordnary aimount of travel between towns
in Wesiernit Ontario and Detroit. 'The two roads are
each giviig retrn tickets for one-half the usual fare.
The eleet of tiis is lo drive away trade on an extensive
scale from Chathan and other townis, whiclh is being
dloie by Detroit store-keepers. Were the goods bouglit
there by Canadians made to pay Customns duties, these
purchases woiild iot be îimade. Bul a vholesale systent
if smnuggling is reported to be carried on by ladies,
wio sel the law openly at deliance. Thiere lias indeed
spru ng.ujp a local Imaiaul for bringinmg in American
goods without paying duty, ani], it is alirmied, that the
one topic of conversation is the extent to which
smuggliiig operations have beeni successful. As smnug-
glinmg is mndgutledly a crime, a menu crime, carrying
a heavy and richily deserved punishminent, we cannot
admire the laste which allows of its being a subject for
socieLy gossip. Nor do we appreciate the spirit of
those wlho carry Caiadianl earned lonley to spend in
Aierican stores wheni the samne -goods could be lad in
those of their ownm locality at as low a priceif the import-
ed goods were honestly brought in. Tie Ontario store-
keepers liear thie border are entitled to full protection
against the grievous wrong. They have to pay Cus-
toums duties on a ll thieir importations, or on all the
imported goods they have ou sale. Why then shoufld
their natural custoiers; their neiglibours; their fellow-
citizens; be aHlowed by the Government to import their
goods without payinig duties ? Why should lthe Gov-
erimnment allow the public Treasury to be defrauded by
theso smuîmggling practices. The sternest action ought
to have beeni takLeni Iromt)ly wihen the ollicials became
aware of these frauds, whiclh seem to have been wiuked
at, because the offeiders were wvomen.

Our Canadiaii shtorckeepers have no easy task to keep
a businiess ini a paying condition. A snuggling systen
which carries oIt their trade to a foreign country, de-
miands suppression by the oflicials who are paid to pro-
toct the revenue froi frauds of this class.

ASSESSMENT LIFE INSURlANCE IN CANADA.

The official Report of the Superintendent of Insur-
ance for 1897, contains an abstract of life assurance in
Catada; on the assessment plan. The extent of business
done uder thtis system, is very large and is increasing
yearly. There are six organizations operating on this
systeni whieli are Canadian, and three American com-
panies. The following exhibits the principal items of
the retu rns for 1896 and 1897.

The total aimount in force of these assessment con-
cerns was in 18906, $132,885,399, and in 1897 $186,261,-
199. This was only a netincrease in Canada of $3,375,-
800, but the Canadiani assessmient comipanies increased
their total in force last year from $88,305,500 to $96,-
647,250, an addition of $8,841,750. It is noticeable that
although the Caiadian co-npanies of this class increased
the netamoiunt of their insurance in force last year by
$8,341,750,',they received less from the mniembers by $23,-
010 than when their total insurance was less by that large
figure. That is, their policy liabilities were enlarged by
overeight millions of dollars, while their assessnent
pre miu ms decreased. The average percentage of pay-
ments by iembers in proportion to. total amount of in-
surance ii force is 1.05 per cent, that is, for each $1,000
in force the paymnents by the members amount $10.50
The net amiounit which becane claims on the Canadian
companies last year was$795,404, wvhieh absorbed 78 per
cetit of the receipts fron iembers. TheA merican assess-
ment companiies have feIt the attacks made upon then
arising fron the collapse of the Massachusetts Bene-
fit Life Association. This Company in 1898 had
$5,743,800 in force in Canada with an income of $151,-
729. lu 1897 the amnount in force fell to $2,532,425
and the incone shrank to $37,476, the wonder being
that it was so large under the circumstances. The
Mutual Reserve Fund lias for sone tinie past been tak-
ing stops to so strengthen its position as to place its
policies on a thoroughly safe basis. IL has now
$33,650,774 in force in Canada, the certificates in force
being 16,550.

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FILLED 01EESE IN ENGLANI).

lu spite of the Ket of Congress of June,- 1896, which was
iutnded ta put a stop to the exZportation of filled cheese
fron'the United States, and ini spite also of the injury doue
tb the cheese trade by snob exports, i appears that filled
cheese from tie State.s is selling in England. Were strict
discrimination. made by British consuiners between Cana.
dian and American cheese, ve should have no serious objec-
tion ta our neighbours damaging their trade by sui folly.
But iûi spite of marks and branding, there is no little con-
fusion in the minds of old country buyers as ta the distinction
between Canada and the United States. We are constantly
grouped as "Ainerican," and otr products are ulassified un-
der this general heading. We fear there is no heroie'renedy
for this, it is an cvil to be steadily fought against by bring-
ing out into as nuch prominence as possible the fact that
Canadian cheese and American cheese are t wo distinct pro-
duets, and tiat, while the latter is often open to suspicion,
the former is invariably a sound, higli class article. lritisi
official statistics give the total imports of chasse into the
United Kingdopi1 fromn Canada in 1896, as 133,241,264
.pounds, and fron the United States only 65,092,94-4 pounds.
Considering the snall area devoted' to dairying iii Cuada
conpared vith the United States, we have every reason to be
proud of our enoruous exports to the old country, vhich
have developed to so large an extent because of our honour-
a.ble trade methods and the steady maintenance of reliable
qualities.

THE .MANUFAOTURERS LIVE INSURANCE 00.

Mr. J. Fe. Junkin desires the figures of the Manufacturers'
Life Insurance Company, as given in our issue of 18th inst.,
to bd re-stated as follows : The net amount of insurauce in,
force-in 1896, including foreign, was S10,711,606, and the
ainount at close of 1897 was $11,305,749, which shows an
increase ta have taken place last year of $594,143. By omit-
ting the amount of foreign business froni the total of 1897,
viz., $683,093, there was an apparent net decrease shown in
our table of $704,124, which was ot the case. If the, fornm
of the oflicial Report were so amended as to show the foaign
business of the companies in the Abstract of their business,
it would save the risk of errors, such as the above, which we
gladly correct.

IMITATION OF PERFUMES.

lu no field of science are the Germans doing more than in
chemistry. They have long leen making colora and dyes l their
laboratories synthîetically, driving out of the marketthe old dycs
which we earlier had ta go to the tropics after. The woods and
the saps and the insects which yielded up their store of colora ta
dye our hosiery and our neckerchiefs are things of a past utility.
We get colors -ta d.y of more beautiful and more serviceable
kinds at a cheaper price from the chemist's pot, says the ja1u-
facturer. For instance, musk, one of the mnost highly prized and
most costly-of perfumes, has becs imitated by the German chem-
ists. I, however, is not an imitation. If the scientist ean resolve
a substance occurring in nature into ilts parts, and can then syn-
thetically build up tlie substance by ather means sa as to produce
precisely the same result, why should we call it an Imitation ?
If eggs can be manufactured, why should we prolong the exis-
tenceof the hen ? And if butter and milk and cheese cau be
made by the cienlist, why should we net manufacture then in
factories, and gradually retire the cow fram active service? This
may bQregarded asanother assault upon the agriculturists and

Meetings, Reports, &c.
'l'IlE CONFEDERATION LIFE ASSOCIATION.

'l'ie twonty-sixtlh annual meeting of the Confederation Life
Association vas hold at the iead oilce of the company, Yonge
Richmond and Victoria streets, Toronto, on Tut aday, March 15,
1898, at 8 p.m.

There was a fair attendance of shareol iders and policy
holders.

Mr. W. H. Beatty, vîce-president, was appointed to act as
chairnan, and Mr. J. K. Macdonald, managing-director, as
secrotary.

After tie ustal formalities the following report and statements
of the aiairs of the Association for the year 1897 were presented.

REPORT,

• The year 1897, like saine of those which preceded It, was one
thiat called for ithe exercise of much care and prudence, both ln
regard te obtalning new insirance and ln the investment of the
funds. It would have been quite withln the ability of your
directors te have largely lncreased the volume of now business,
but it was deeied fthe wiser course ta continue the conservative
policy of the ipast, and do a sare, thoughi moderato business, at a
reasonable cost.

The policyhiolders and slareiolders will note with satisfaction
.that wille an amount of new insurance was secured slightly in
excess of that for 1806, It was obtained , and thé entire business
of the association condncted, at a cost actually less than for that
year.

The total applications receiveri during the year were 2,164 for
$8,'882,485 of insturanco; 2,072 for $3,143,285 were approved and
pollcies writton ; 85 for 182,200 were declined, and 7 for 7,030,
being inconplete, were deferred. Including bonus additions,the new business for the year was $3,168,172. The total busi-
ness in force at the close of thie year was $28,3:.'2,005.00 under
18.915 policies on 16,427 lives.

In the matter of the valuation of lit policy nd annuity obli.
gations, for all business taken since December 31;13895,'a rate of
3½ per cent only las been assumed.

-Your directors are pleased to be able ta report a very fair in-
crease ln the returnas from property taken over ln the okty of

Toronto. and with the improvement whici seems ta be very
generally anticlpated a still hglier retura la looked for during
the present year. They are ailso very glad ta report itat the
payient of interest on iortgage account had been very much
botter than for some years past. The actual collections were
about 16 par cent I advance of those for 1896, while the amount
dlue and outstanding at the 81st December last was almost 25 per
cent less than at the corresponding date of 1896. It may aiso be
stated that several house properties have been sold during the
year ta realize all fite company had against them.

The death claims arising ln the year aggregated the sumn of
$243,824. Thuese accurred under 140 policies, on 119 lives.
While well witlin the tabular rate, it la larger than the usual
experience of tItis company, and arises largely from the fact that
severai lives fell in on which thero were large insurances car-
ried, whici considerably increased the average. The above,
considering the lives at risk and the age of the company, wili
strongly attest the care exercised by the directors in the admis-
sion of only healthy lives.

Attention may be called ta the very large amount paid by the
Association during the past year ta its policyholders and annul-
tante, and especially ta the sum of almost $90,000 cash profits ta
policyholders. The total paymuents lncluding $8,031, the ainount
recelved for re-insurances, and which la deduced froin the death
claims in the financial statement, vere $511,752.62.

It may also be mentioned that thiis Association' since
its organtization has paid a total of $1,034,214.74 Cash
Profits up ta the close of last vear to its policyholders, an amount
equal to 48 per cent of the total death claims during the saine
time.

The financial statenents hereowiit submitted exhibit lie trans-
acions of the Association and its condition ot the 31st DeceSn-
ber lest.

The auditors have given strict attention to their duties, making
their investigations tram month ta month, and their report will
be found appended ta the financial statements.

The directors are aise pleased tu report that the field and office
staffs continue to discharge their duties with efficiency and dili-
gence.

All the directors retire, but are eligible for re election.

There le a general impression that the

trouble between the States and Spain le
reachling a erîsis. So far as the stocks
chlieily dealt lin on the local market are
conicerned wo do not see why they should
be dis8turbed ln valie by sich a war. Tiere
would be a tigltening uf money, nu doubt,
In the Amnerican market whiclh would affect
ours, as higher rates would inevitably draw
away large supplies. Th'ere le a generai
impression li New York that If war were
decilared there would be no great liutter ln
the monoey market, as the prolonged talk
over Cuba, and the " Mainel " incident lias
discounted the sensation of war. A cleverly
arranged display of spontanecous nationa
fecling has licou perforued at the New
York thscatres over the report of Great
Britain's openly avowed symspathy with
the States in the Spanish affaire. The
intertwining of the btars and Stripes
with the Union Jack, and the singing
of God Save Queen on the stage of ail
the New York tiheatree, was quite touch-
ing, and reflected credit on tise shrewdness
of the managers, who made monsey by the
sensation, but John Bull is not going to be
drawn loto conflict with one European
power for anîy sentimental reasone. If the
Anericai people want Britislh syipathy in
their Cuban trouble they sliousld show less
ill-will to British trade. The London
money market seesms te treat the aiffair as
benesti its notice, thoughs the large

amount of Cuban bonds held in Germany,
said to be $100,000,0CO, and in France,
$250,000,000, will have great Influence 0
the Eiropean money market. The ionetary
situation here is without any prominent
features. Business is keepisig active; there
le a good chance of navigation opening
early; though thereis time yet fora sharp
check being given to the signs of spring.
Outtitting stores are liaving large sales for
Kloudykers, with a prospect of a ve.y
active trade as the season opens. The
Yukon situation le a great puzzle. Tlie
Sonate will probably throw out the Manin-
Mackenzie Contract Bill. Whsat next? The
speech of Sir Fraik Smith lu ils favoir
shows how thoroucgIly mixed le this ques-
tion, and how widely men dihler upon thils
very vexed controversy. Meantwhile noney
le pouring in, and the supply-stores and
railways are having a good tinte out of the
Klondyke immigrants. Tihe railwatys are
still at loggerieads over rates, the prospect
of seutlement being foggy with contrasdict-
ory rumours,

TORONTO WHOLESALE TRADE.

(Revised by Telegraph).

Tonowro, March 24, 1898.

G eneral wholesale trade continues salis-
factory. Dealers are doing better than a
year ago, and the volume in March will
greatly exceed that of previous years.
The movement is reflected in bank state-
ment for February, which shows large
increase in discounts and circulation.
Prices as a rule are unchanged. The
dullness in grain continues. Payments
are reported good. The money mar-
ket is steady, with call loans firm at 4½
per cent and prime paper discounted
at 6 to 64 per cent. Sterling exchange
steadier. Spoculation on the Stock Ex.
change quiet, wlth values generally lower.
Latest sales :-Standard Bank 175, Imper-
lai 192%, Commerce 188X, Western As-
surance, 105, British America Assurance
128, C.P.R. 81% Cable 17lxd, General
Electric.100, London Ry.
