More than 2,000,000 of the youths of India
aro to-day receiving an education in the Eng-
lish language.

Hyuns A. & M.—The new and enlarged
edition of Hymns Ancient and Modern 1is bav-
ing an immense sale. On the first day of its
publication one million copies were sent nat to
advanoed orders.

Tar Rev, C. F. Hoffman, D.D, has given
$25,000 to St. Stephen's College, Annsaudale.
The Hoffman family, the Dean of the General
Seminary being one, have been liberal bene-
factors to the Church,

TeR English €hurchman acknowledges, with
apparent regret, the fact that evening Com-
munions are on the declino in the diocese of
Liverpool, while the decoration of churches at
Easter is on the increase,

Cuorious.—A curious fact has been brought
to light in a Welsh parish of Bangor diocese,
that an examination of gravestones in the
charchyard shows that whereas inscriptions in
tho Engilish language oan be found as far back
a8 1600, yet that no Welsh inscription is more
than seventy years old.

Tus Bishop of Wakefield is 8 man who has
very definite opinions, and therefore the re-
mark made by him, that ¢ nothing was more
perilous to the Church than that it should be
1dentified with any party,’ is all the more worthy
of attention. It was made, foo, on a very
appropriate oconsion,—the opening of his first
Diocesan Synod.

Noreworray.— The Living Church, says, we
are pleased to note that the reverent observance
of Holy Week as woll asof Easter is increasing
among the decendants of the Puaritans, to whom
even the celebration of ihe nativity was an
abomination. 'We have before us an announce-
ment of four services at s village church in
Massachusetts daring * Passion Week,” with
preaching by four Congregational ministers.

Boy Cuoirs.—The Church Chronicle speaking

of the good work of & boy choir, says: * One
of its highest advantages is the interest and
pride which the young men and boys take in
it. It is very common to find this class gen-
erally absent from our congregations altogether.
But the vested choir proves & charm and works
a revolution, The boys feel a dignity and
noble pride when, like the boy Samuel, they
are permited to ¢ minister before the Lord in
an ephod.'”

Lorp CARNARVON'S ABVIOE.—In 4 letier ad-
dressed to the Times his Lordship says —
“ There is & common consent that the rigid
uniformity of former times is gone, that the
latitude of thought and practice which undeni-
ably exists must be accepted, aud that in the
interests, not of any one, but of all partics, a
wide comprehension within certain limits may
be safely conceded. - . 1 vonture to say,
let us put aside the misleading phantom of

gome new spiritual court, which is_outside the
bounds of present possibilities, and contenting
ourselves with an imperfect but not unsatisfac-
tory condition of things, under which this gen-
eration has witnessed a vast growth of reli-
gious life in the nation, let us address ourselves
fo the one really vital question—how, with-
out fear and favour for either exireme, wo oan
bar the way to religions prosecution and main-
tain that comprebension which is eagential to
the very existence of the Church of Eng-
land. .

Tacr.—The Rev, Charles Kingsley was not

only ono of the muscular, but one of the brave
Christians. Coming from bim, this sentence 18
worth reading every day of the week: * How
diffioult it is to distingnish betwoen the loving
tact which avoids giving offence to a weaker
brother and the fear of man which briogeth a
gnare.” It is not so difficult for tae preacher
to be bold for Christ and his gospel before a
congregation. For this purposo he was educat-
ed and commissioned. Bat to be bold before
one man in private, to declare his sins and fail-
ures, this requires 4 zoal and energy and cour-
age which not every clergyman possess. To
be done, however, with tact, said Kingsley ; to
be done, said Christ, with wisdom and harm-
lessness, Thinking only of fhis oune matter,
how these words of the Apostle come to mind,
i« Ard - ho is sufficient for these things ?”

Tact is from factus, participle of tangere—to
touch; and 80 nice discernment, how to atilize
the * soft times of speaking,” how to do it so as
to do most good, and not mérely to liberate our
own souls.

Bisuopr or MrarH o Unity.—* If we are to
win disciples to His name, it must be by dis-
playing unity not div/sion, eoncord not dis.
agreement ; in short, it must be by understand-
ing that Christianity is not Presbyterianism,
nor Congregationalism, nor Amabapt'sm, nor
any other of the isms into which it is now so
unintelligently to the heathen split; but that
as there is one Lord, one faith, one baptism,
one God and Father of all, so there is but one
8,.irit handed down from age to age, aand per-
petuated in that succession by which it bas
pleased the Head of His Church to secure the
unity of His body, not merely in the doctrine
of tho Apostles, but in their fellowship. In
other words, until the various sects of Protes-
tant Christendom shall see that unity of dis-
cipline and membership is as important 2s
unity of doctrine, we cannot expeot that the
falness of the blessing shall be poured on their
efforts.”

Lay Reapxrs.—The report of the Bishop of
Malborough'’s Readers’ Committee, Which was
presented to the Upper House of Convocatlon
some weeks ago, has just been published in the
London Diocesan Magazine. It recommends
two orders of readers—one licensed to & parish
and admitted to office by the incambent, tha
other commissioned for the whole Church, bat
licensed for the diocese in which he works,
They are to be habited in sarplices and to wear
a badge or tippet when officiating, and to be
ex officio members of ruridecanal conferences.
A readers’ board, appointed by the Bishop, is

to supervise all mattors conneoted with readers
in the diogcese, including inquiries as to candi.
dates and nomination for commissions. Hda-
cational helps and examinations are ocontem-
plated. The report having boen submitted to
the committee of London Diocesan Lay Help-
ers’ Association, has received ite general ap-
proval, which has been formally communicated
to the Bishop.

GroucesTER AND BrrsTor.—Gloucoster Ca-
thedral has been presented with a rich altar
frontal, & magnifient sanctuary ocarpet, and
two elaborately-chased altar candlestioks. The
part of the soreen which has been painted and
gilded is now visible, and presents tho appear-
ance of wast golden shrime, from which the
white groups of sonlpturo stand ont. Tho dean
has displaced ¢ Church Hymus” with Dr. Bat-
ler's r ppendix, for, ¢ Hymns Ancient and Mo-
dern”

Tax annual meoting of tho Church of Eag-

land Young Mens Society took place in London,
at Sion Collego on Wodnoesday. May 8th. Thoe
president of the society, the Right Houn, Lord
Halsbury oocupied the chair. The report,
which was read by the Rev. Stephen Baraes,
showed ‘¢ progress all along the line.”

Tae oumber of affliated branches had never
been so largo, the work at the central rooms .
had neverieen 8o vigorous and full of life, the
raligious services in City churches, organized
by the society for young men, had never been
80 numerous or 80 largely attended, tho infla-
ence of the society’s work in City warohouses
were never 80 great or so widespread, and tho
financial support accorded to the society, al-
though still far short of the necessities of the
case, had never boon more encouraging than
during the year under review.

Carx oF CoNrlameEs.—8¢. George's (N.Y.)
Chronicle makes the following suggoestion to
meet the problem of caring for its 164 nowely
confirmed. The plan onght to work well if it
is oarried out systematically :

“ We must have the holp, and that promptly
and earnestiy, of the older and tried communi-
cants. The solution of the problem is this:—
each communicant to take ibe names of four,
or even threeyounger communicants who have
been lately confirmed, and do for them, in
the name and for the love of Jesus Christ, these
three things:

1. Write the names of the three youog com-
municants given them, in & litlle memorandum
book. Pray daily for them by name.

2.Visit them rogulariy and try to under-
stand their position and their peculiar tempta-
tons.

3.Bring to bear upon and info their young
lives something of the spiritual power and
Llessings with which God has blessed your
own,

In other words just so far as Josas Chriet is
real to you, my sister and brothor communi-
cant, go out and make Him resl aud helpful to
your younger and weaker friond and, fellow
communicsnt.” 4

Evy.—Diocesan statistics show that ' the
confirmations for 1886, 1887, and 1889 num-
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" bered 18,194, an inorease of 3,333 upon the pre-
vious three years, There are 514 Church
schools in the diocese. There are 30 churches

. where Holy Communion is celebrated less than
monthly ; 258 monthly; 118 fortnightly; 185
weekly; 8 on & week day besides Sunday: and
seven daily. Bishop Alwyne Compton pleaded
for the weekly celebration, and deprecated the
habit of lea.ving church before the conclusion
of the Holy Communion. In 116 churches
there are daily Matins and Evensong.

KHATHER DAMIEN.

¢ Well done, thon good and faithful servant.”

The brave, heroio soul has fled. On Friday
at Molokai, ho hreathed his last, passing away
in the fulness of joy as of one whoss life-work
- had been happily asccomplished.

Joseph Damien was born in 1841 &t Liouvain,
in Belgium, the son of a deeply religious
mother. From her he derived that earnest
charaoter (according to & writer in the Daily

Telegraph) which marked him even a3 a youth,
for at nineteen years of age he eagerly offered
himself for the priesthood, and he was event.
ually sent out, as a Catholic missionary, to the
South Sea Islands. Barning with zeal for his
Magster and love for mankind, his heart was
especially stirred with pity for the lepers, who,
in the Sandwioh Archipelago, have loag been
sogrogated in the lonely island of Molokasi, for
the safety of the community. The Hawaiian
Government sternly searches oat each oase,
and daoports it to this spot, where at first there
was no ocare taken for the condemmned and
exiled sufferers, no religious vomforts or minis-
trations provided. Father Damien, however,
volunteered to go and dwell among t(hem, ex-
pecting—knowing, indeed—that he must final-
ly contraot the awful disease, and die aun out-
"cast amongst the outoasta.

Mr Clifford, who has lately returned from the
beautiful but melancholy leper island, tells us
that as the good man landed he was heard to
exclaim: ‘ Now, Joseph, my boy! this is your
life-work " Never was there & more perfect
example of self-sacrifice; for the gallantry of
the soldier, the courage of the mariner, the
martyr's valour and virtue which are saddenly
conceived and quickly ocarried throngh, mast
certainly yield the palm to the obsoure priest,
who thus went willingly to a life of toil, isola-
tion and daily horrors destined inevitably to
end in a death lingering, piteous, and dismal.
His mind, however, once made up, he stepped
in the leper’'s boat and threw in his lot with
his dark-skinned brothers and sisters in that
lovely but dreadful island. And, being landed,
hia strong and cheerful spirit quickly put order
into all things. He built churches, hospitals,
guest-houses—for people come sometimes for a
shuddering day or two to visit that Eden of
Death. He taught, and fed, and clothed the
little ones, tended the sick, and comforted the
dying, until the name and fgme of this noble
hearted priest drew praise and help from ali
over the world, and Molokai grew rich and
almost happy with the gifta which flowed in to
the assistance of Father Damion.

After ten years of this devoted work, during
which he had completely changed the ocondi-
tion of the poor lepers, his own turn came, Qne
day the visiting dootor said, after examining
him, I cannot bear to tell you, Father, but
you too, are, a leper”” “It's no shook or
trouble to me,” he answered; ““I knew it must
comae, and it i8 God's will.” So he still worked
on with bright, sturdy perserverence, carrying

ce and oomsolation everywhere amid his

arge flook of hapless ones, and saying, “I

would not be cured if the price of my cure was
that I must leave my island, and surrender my

work.,” A -lady wrote to him, “ You have

iven up-all earthly things to serve God and to

elp othérs, and I believe that yon mnst have
now that joy that nothing can take from you,
and a great roward hereafter.”  Tell her,” he
said, with a smile, * that it is true I do have
that joy now.” And nobody can doubt that
here was & man who, doomed to a slow ‘and
ghastly death, cut off from all pleasant and
wholesome human society, and often racked
with pain, had passed on the wings of love
and holiness beyond the state where these
things grieve or fret, being right and day
lulled in the repise of that peace which pass.
oth all understanding,

¢ A humbler man,” writes Mr. Clifford, *I
never saw,” Father Damien gave himself,
indeed, no airs of martyr, saint, or hero. Here
is & portrait of him drawn by his visitor: * He
is now forty-nine years old—a thick-set.
strongly built man, with black curly hair, and
ghort beard, turning grey. Hiaface mast have
been rather handsome, with a fall, well-carved
mouth, and a short straight nose; but he is now
a good deal disfigured by leprosy, though not
80 badly as to make it anything but a pleasure
to look at his bright, sensible face, His fore-
head is swollen and ridged, the eyebrows are
gone, the nose is somewhat sank, and the ears
are greatly enlarged. His hands and body also
show many signs of the malady.” The average
length of lifo with those stricken, after such
symptoms declare themselves, is four years,
after which the oruel affliction attacks some
vital organ, and death ensmes. About that
space of time seems to have elasped since the
good Father was marked as a victim ; but he
has completed his service in Molokai, By the
side of the church which he has just built,
grows & patm tree, under which he lived for
some weeks when he first arrived at the settle-
ment in 1873 It was then’a miserable piace;
the houses were wretched, undrained, and un-
ventilated ; the people were ill-fed, ill-clothed,
and never washed. The water supply was very
bad. The sufferers were desperate, and often
lived vicious and lawless lives. Now all theso
things are changed. The cottages erected by
the Government are neat and oonvenient,
raised on treatles, and clean and pretty. The
water is brought in:pipes from a never-failing
supply, and is excellent in quality and quantity.
There are five churches, there is & large general
shop, and the faces one sees, it is said, seems
nearly always happy. His splendid courage,
too, nerved others to the selfsacrifice. There
are seven other noble-minded men and women
who have similiarly devoted their lives to the
Molokuai lepera—three Franciscan sisters, two
Catholio laymen, a physician, and a Protestant
missionary, whose wife was a leper. He him-
solf has well finished his work, and, now that
at last hia release has come, we may indeod say
of him, “Thou thy wordly task hast done,
home art gone and ta’en thy wages.”

Mcr. Clifford finishes his deeply interesting
account of the visit to the island with the fol.
lowing passage: “ As our ship weighed anchor
the sombre purple oliffs were crowned with
white clouds. Down their sides leaped the
cataraots. The little village, with its three
churches and its white cot'ages, lay at their
bases. Father Damien stood with his people
on the rooks till we slowly passed from their
sight. Thesun was getting low in the heavens,
the beams of light were slanting down the
mountain sides, and then I saw the last of
Molokai in & golden veil of mist.” The island
is evidently & most beaatiful Golgotha, a fair
aod sunny Aceldomsa of the Southorn Seas.
Waves of sapphire aud silver wash around ita
dark towering cliffs, embroidered with tropical
vegetation; blossoms of the wild ginger, the
hibiscus, and  the large lilac convolvolus deck
every ledge and flat, Honey-birds dressed
in plumage of scarlet velvit, the long-tailed
graceful boatswain birds, and lively mynahs
everywhere flit about, with golden plovers and

doves. The cottages and sheds are covered
with ohina roses and passion-vines, and & tall
delecate grass waves among the black volcanio
boulders, and brightly-colonred ohelo-berries
jewel the thickets. The poor stricken exiles
of this lovely prison exhibit, even under their
sad oircumstances, the gentle and ‘winning
natare of the Hawaiian islanders, and are
plessant to live with, and to minister to, if the
atmosphero of death can never be forgotten.

CONFIRMATION ADDRESS BY THE
LORD BISHOP OF DERRY.

orp—

The Bishop of Derry held a confirmstion for
Templemore parish in St. Colomb’s Cathedral
on Palm Sunday, when seventy-three candi-
dates from the Cathedral congregation and ten
from St. Augustine’s were presented. In the
course of his sermon, from St, Matt. xx{, 15-16,
he said: It may be useful to ask what deduc-
tions must be made from the good of confirma-
tion on account of the excitement necessarily
connected with it. Now, this exoitement is of
a threefold nature—there is the excitement
connected with the classes, there is the exaite-
ment connected with the home, there is the
excitement connected with the Churoh

1.No part of a clergyman’s work 8.0 ws more
truly whether he has the true character of a
true pastor or not than the way he deals with
those whom he has to prepare for confirmation,
The true pastor will look upon the prepara-
tion for confirmation as a most valuable oppor-

tunity, and bestow upon its proportionate oare.
2. In the home, especially in religious homes,
the time when one of the family is about to be

"confirmed is felt to be a serious one, snd then,

especially, affectionate words of counsel and
encouragement will be given by the parent;
and more important still, at such times the
prayers of intercession make the very air ronad
us tremulous and quivering.

3. In the church, too, there must necessarily
be some exocitement. Onr church service is
quiet—it is a principle with us that it should
ba s0. We put no trisyllabic question to the
oandidates, asking them * Are you saved I'" and
expecting a monosyliabic answer, * Yes,” and
then bidding them reckon themselves among
the number of the saved. Do not mistake and
imagine that fault is to be found with the ex-
citements necessarily donnected with the
olassos, the home, and ihe church, All these
things are good and excellent, yet there must
be the dangers which attend all excitement.
All human experience shows that people may
be sucked back as far as they have been carried
forward by the tide of emotion. Some of coarse
there are who come in a spirit overfar removed
from excitoment, who come only half willing-
ly, because they think they are old enough,
they would say, or beceause they do not like to
displease their parents. But what are we
jastified in expecting from confirmstion when
faithfolly received ¥ We are called upon to
expect mach. There aro mistakes made in
confirmation addresses arising from an impor-
fecs conception of its mnature. The preacher
gometimes patronizes the ordinance, speaking
much of man’s part in it, but utlerly ignoring
God's part; and yet this is the most impurtant -
psrt. Confirmation is not merely an oppor-
tunity for renewing and oonfirming the bap-
tismal vows. It is an sapportunity for receiv.
ing a blessing from God ; it is & meauns of grace,
And 80 we do not say “ We come to confirm,”
but * We come to be confirmed.” The analogy
of the two sacraments shows this., Confirma-
tion is not a sacrament, but it is undoubtedly
sacramental, So those who are baptized in
riper years do not come to the font to baptize
themselves, but to be baptized; and it is the
same with the other sacrament. God help the
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communioant who comes . to0 tha L-rd’s table
and only expects t carry away what he brings
there. So in confirmation, What would be
the meaning of the laying on of & siuful man's
hands on the heads of the candidates unless wo
believed that to be an appointed sign to assure
them of God's willingness to give them His
grace? So iu St. Paul’s words where he refers
to the great confirmation of Ephesus. He says,
 After that ye believed ye were sealed with
that Holy Spirit of promise.” Now what do
critics say after a confirmation ? We have
been to the Cathedral and heard the Bishop
speak, and seen the laying-on of hands; and of
course he magnifies his office, and bids people
expect great things from the ordinance. But
wo know life too well; we know Derry too
well to be deceived; we kmow what follows
these confirmations; we know that they some-
times leave tragedies behind them, and that
some white caps have been stained with apots
whick all the waters in the Foyle couid not
wash ont. This is true, and the thought of it
almost staggers one, Yet there is a great desl
of exaggeration init. Compare results of con-
firmation with the results of revivals, missions,
&o. Those who have experience, and should
be more or less competent judge, say that they

reckon on perhaps ten in every hundred remain-’

ing steadfast afterwards. Yet in Confirmation
it must be believed there is a vastly larger pro
portion by whom muoh of the teaching they re-.
ceive then is never forgotten. And, besides
this, the speocial gift of grace promised in con-
firmation warrants us in estimating its benefits
more highly than those of arevival or mission.
In fact there are more objections to be made
against any other system than can be made

ainst this wise and primitive ordinance of
the Church, Moreover, we do not profess to
convey an indefectible grace in confirmation.
This is what is, unhappily, sometimes taught
at revival services—that those who receive
sensible blessing then may be assured they will
never lose the gift they have received; and
yet & single instance of falling away afterwards
will demonstrate the fallacy of such pretensions.
No; in confirmatoin we always say that the
grace then received may be unused or even lost
altogether. Whether it be vsed or notdepends
on the recipient. And this is what we find was
the cage even with the blessings given by the
Loxd Himself when on earth., In one signifi-
cant passage in the Gospels we read that at a
certain place Christ could not do many mighty
works there because of their unbelief. There
is a real gift both in baptism and in the Holy
Communion, but it rests with those who receive
it whether it will be wasted or not. Bo it rests
with you who come to be confirmed whether
the grace here given yon by God will be nsed
or unnged, Qive yourselves with a full self-
surrender to Christ, Pray earmestly to God
that He will, by His Spirit, help you to per-
gevere in your Christian course, so that you
may not to-day ‘‘ receive the grace of God in
vain,” At the close of the Bishop's address
the hymn “ Come, Holy Ghost,” was sung by
the whole congregsation kneeling, after which
the candidates passed up for the laying-on of
handa. The Bishop, sitting in his chair at the
steps &t the entrance to the choir, confirmed
two at a time. The impressive service oclosed
with Mrs. Alexander's hymn, ¢ Jesus oalls us,”
and the Hallelujah Chorus played as the con-
cluding voluntary.

NEWS FROM THE ROME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.

CanpoBELLO.—We feel that we bave lately
received a little much needed strength from the
vieit paid us by the Bishop Coadjutor.

There is 80 much labor, so much sanxiety and
appreheneion, connected with it, such a constant

interchange of hopo and fear, th1* a sensitive
mind is apt to become overcharged. aund to bring
about u siokaess of somse kind or another,
Campobell» has for 80 long a period been aec-
oustomed to the Hpiscopal viritations of the
Moetropolitan, that iv seems strange to receive
any other Bishop; but, ‘as all things human
change' we have to submit, Bishop Kingdon
had given us two months notice. e did not,
however, begin the campaign for a fortnight
later , even six weeks is in some cases too long.
People are apt to tire and their iaterest to flag,
especislly if they are not heartily attached to
the Charoh. Oar own feecling is that the pre-

aration shonld be as short as oconsistently can

@, 80 a8 to strike while the iron is hot. Lhere
are too many things to resist and overcome in
a place like this ; perhaps the greatest evil is
the habit of jeering at and reproaching those
who are trying to serve God and lead a better
life ; although this may be done through igno-
rancs it is the worst kind of ignorance we well
know. It is the same thing with young persons
who would like to yield to conviotion and be-
come communivants. They have to run the
gauntlet of evil minded persons, who taunt
them with being unfit and presuming. We can
only teach them to try aund look upon such
treatment as ‘ the reproach of Chriat ” and ‘re-
joice that they are- counted worthy to suffer
shame for His Name.” The Bishop was with
us all of Sunday, May 26th, We had an early
8 o'clock celebration. After morning service
which was chorally rendered, a class of twenty-
one persons were presented by the Rev. F.
Pember, the Missionary of the Church, The
ceremony was :ingularly solemn and impres-
sive, all being done docently and in order. A
fine germon was delivered by the Bishop upon
the *‘ Laying on of hands,” and a heart stirring
address afterwards, which seemed to put the
coping stone to the lessons, which the Rector
had been all along trying to teach. The can.
didates were ushered up separateiy, and kunelt
before the Bishop at the chancel steps, and it
soemed as if the presence of the all Holy Spirit
was felt and diffused around. In the afternoon
his Liordshi- addressed the Sunday-school, and
in the evening before another full congregation
preached a sormon about the necessity of ob
taining the gift of the Holy Spirit,s0 as to
make good uee of what God by his Grace had
previously given. Thank God, we feel as if
the Church had gained something by the occa-
B1On.

INn MEMoRIAM.—On the fifth day of last

month, in his 86th, year passed peacefully to
his rest, who was for many years one of the
leading members of our Church in Westmore
land Connty, Hon. Daniel Hanington. This
honored gentleman was the third son of the
late William Hanington Hsq., an Hnglishman
who settled in Bhediac in 1774. The old
pioneer of the family was & native of London
or its vicinity, and a generoms and energetio
ohurchman. He died at Shediac, Sept. 14th,
1838, in his 79th year, leaving a widow, also
& most devoted daughter of the Church, and a
family of four sons and seven daughters, his
eldest son having been previously drowned,
The old gentleman's parish church. while in
YLondon, was * 8t, Martin'a in the fields,” now
in the heart of that great city. When abont
1830, largely owing to his liberality the present
church, on the old homestead &t Shediac, was
oconsecrated, it received the name of *8t.
Martin’s in the Woods,” which it then was.
For about thirty years after settling in Shediao
there was no clergyman nesarer than Sackville,
35 miles, and a great part of that time no
communication but an Indian trail. Daring
that long period Mr. Hannington regularly as
lay reader conducted the church’s services at
his honse, where the soattered mneighbours at-
tended. Thus was laid that Church foundation,
and was fostered and maintained that love and
knowledge of the old Church and her princi-
ples that are yet so potent and 8o dear to many

of the children aud graudchildren of those
thus ¢ in the wo1ds” following her teaching,
The chiliren of the oIl gentleman &ll lived and
died within hor fold, and so yet are all their
families, i

Earlyin lifo the gontleman. who we now
mourn, at the request of his father and othor
friends, entered into aotive politics, and was
elected to the Legislative Assembley of New
Branswick, for the coanties of Westmorland and
Albert, (then  Westmoreland), in 1334, and
continued asa representative, always possessing
the confidence of his county, until 1863, when
he retired. During this time, he, as an old
time Liberal, took a very active part in the
political history of the provinace, being in the
Bxeoutive counoii from 1848 to 1851, and Speak-
er of two Houses. He was, after retiring from
the House, elcvated to the Legislative Counoil;
of which e was president for fonr years, and
he was never absent from a session until that
just passed, when his last illness prevented,
While a very active farmer and politician, he
yoet found time to devoto to representative
Church work, taking an aotive part in the
work of this parish and of the D.C.S., also in
the Synod.

Hon. Mr. Hanington, like his father, what-
ever diffionlties at times existed in charch mat-
ters in the parish, was always, with his large
family, a regular attendant at the Church
services, and his precept and example in this
rospect have had their reward, not only in the
blessing to him and his children, but in the
great comfort of seeing around him men and
women with their families, all an united band
of active workers and worshippers in the old
paths, warmly loving and carncstly supporting
the honored and revered Church of their fora-
fathers from generation to generation. Not
one is missing from her ranks. Mrs., Hauing.
ton, an earnest, devoted, and most intelligent
charchwoman passed to her rest on the 8th of
May, 1887, and since her death the sged gentle-
man has calmly awsited the monsenger
that comes to all, The kindnesses to friends
and strangers at the “old Hunington
homestead” were proverbial, and many, young
and old, who have enjoyed them, wilf have
tender rocolleotions of what happy and joyous
hours were had under the old roof, Tho old
landmarks are passing away. May we hope
their places will bo well filled by those of like
ititegrity and fidelity to Churoh and prinoi-
ples.

Of Mr. Hanington's family, nine sons and
threo daughters, it is unrecessary hereto speak
at length, One, William, tho cldest, an active
churchman always, and & Christian gentleman,
has *gono before.” All are members of tho
old Church, Awmong the sons and grandsons
aro clergymen, legislators, enginoors, me:-
obauts, barristers, physiciaus, and surgeons
all in active life. The daughters, one the wife
of & clergyman, are sll aotive laborers in the
work of the Church. :

Truly it can be said that great and good work
in the higheat needs of society snd humanity
oasn be accomplished aven where wealth and
riches aro not, but where high integrity and
honour exist, and where a zealous desire to
8id in good works is the motive of action, and
untiring indostry the resnlt,

As before eaid, Mr. Hanington died on Sun-
day, May the 5th, and was buried on Wednes-
day May tho 8th. The immense corcourse
proceeded from the Hanington Homestesd to
the Church-yard gate, when the remains were
carried by six of the sons of the deccaged into
the church, and when the service in the charch
was over they were again so oarried to the
grave. The day was lovely, the service most
impresgive, in rendering whioh the Rector was
assisted by the Rev. Ra:al Dean Campbell, So
full of years and fall of honors, this venerable .-
son of the Church was laid (o, rest, having
boen privileged to see his children’s children.

D, who bsa beld that responsible office for
many yecars, has been appointed and inatalled
88 Dean of the Diocese.

-which he will discharge doubtless with conspi-
cuous ability.

The Archdeaconry, thus vacated, has been
bestowed on Rev. J. A. Ksulback, M. A, of
Traro. Mr. Kaulback has been Vicar of that
parish for several years, and is a most amiahle
man, His genial disposition will enable him to
dischargo his new duties with genersl satisfac-
tion. Heis a graduate of King's College, and
Kingsmen will rejoice at his appointment.

The appointmont of Arohdeacon Gilpin to be
Dean, and of Rev, J. A, Kaulbach to be Arch-
dorcon in his place, is extrmely popular among
the Clergy of Nova Scotia. It is well known
that Dr. Gilpin was the choioo of the Clergy as
Bishop, and when it was found the two orders
did not and could not agree, Mr. Kaulbach was
asked to allow his name to be put forward ; his
modesty kept him back. Itis a v ry gracious
act op the part of Bishop Courtney to promote
thero gentlemen thus. .

The
parlors were especially admired, being vory
tastefully decorated with flowers and plants
A fow fuots taken from the programme may
prove interesting :

$900 is already paid or promised. The farnish-

ing commitiee are anxiously looking for farther
assistance to enable them to complote their
work.

The annual oxpenses were estimatel at $1,-
700. In addition to other sources of income
the Iustitute dopends upon $1,250 from sub-
geriptions. In 1876 the number of members
was 102 At presont tho members nnmbor 234
sud the Ladies’ Auxiliary 180, making a total
of 4'74 members,

In tho evening of the same
day at St. James' Church, Seaforth, twenty-four
were confirmed in the presence of a congrega-
tion so large and aftentive as to be thought
worthy a special mes:zage, through the itector,
of Episcopal approbation, Oa Tuesday, the
7.h, the Bishop consecrated the new ohurch at
the Head of Chezzetcook by the name of St.
Barpabas; also celebrated Holy Communion
and confirmed five. Later in thoe day,his Lord-
ship consecrated the ochurchyard of Christ
Church, East Chezzetoook, and confirmed five.
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The churches, except, perhaps, that at Lake
Porter, were all more than well filled. Un-.
doubtedly good bas been done, and a very fav-
orable impression made upon the minds and
hearts of those who, in a confessedly busy sea-
son, surrendered part of &8 week day to God.

It
recommended the adoption by the Secretary of
s set of genersl books instead of tbe various
boovks now used, It also alladed 1o the
large amount of work which devolves on the
Secretary, and recommended that his salary be
increased, as he transacts all business in the
most satisfactory manner.

Mr. James Wilson was appointed an auditor
instead of the late Mr. Greaves. Tho report
was adopted. .

The report of the Committee on the Divin-
ity Students' Fund was submitted by Rurai
Dean Baker. Thereceipts amounted to $1,283.
made up thus: Interest om debentures, $60;
mortages, $173 ; capital mortage, $1,000; ex-
hibition refanded, $§60. The balance amounted
to $397.40. There were no applications for aid,
There was a letter from one of the siudents
who wished to repay his grant. Tho fact that
$600 was taken from the capital by the com-
mittee created quite a discassion.

mons demunding the best possible legislation.
Railway companies have promised the com-

ing the number of Sunday trains to those abso-
lutely necessary.

The de-
bentures to have attached to them half-yearly
coupons for interest, at & rate not to exceed &
per cent., and such portions of the debentures
as the churchwardens may decide, to be made
payable from time to time so that the whole
amount shall be repaid over before the expira
tion of twonty five years from tho date of
insne.”

The resolution created considerable discus-
gion. Mr. Gildersleeve and Mr. Walker point-
ed out that the church was in au exocellent finan-
oial condition, and spoke to the following
effect :—Fortunately the recent improvement
in the rental of certain church properties in the
oity has largely relieved the congregation of
the payment of the olergymen’s stipends, and
48 & consequence a portion of the other sources
of revenue may now be applied to the much
poeded enlargement of the Cathedral. The
present surplus revenuo as shewn by the state-
ment recently distribated is 1,600 per snonum,
after payment of $§200 (interest, etc.,) on the
present indebtedness of $300. This gives $1,-
800 of existing revenue to pay interest on the
present indebtedness, and such an amount as
may be required for enlargement; and, estimat-
ing at five per cent., will pay interest on $36,-
000, leaving 833,000 for enlargement. It ia
proposed to doublo the number of rentable
sittings. The present pew rents are $2 400,
and Banday collections $1,100, making to-
gother 3,600 With the enlargement complet-
ed, an average increaso of on{y one-third in
pew rents and collections, or $1,100 to $1,200,
will ropay the prinocipal required in 20 years.

Tn view of the present demand for pews, and
the growth of the oity, it will be but a short
ortion of 20 yoars, before this average is
argely exceeded. In evidenoe of this, the in-
creased sittings ouly receatly completed in St.
James’ are already taken up; and of the 54 new
families added, only six removed from other
churches, demonstrating the lack of Charch of
Rugland accomodation in the city

Mr. R J. Carson also supported the motion,
but Dr.J. A, Hendorson, Major Mayne and Mr.
Bawyer opposed it, and ro did Prof. Day. They
olsimed that it would be unwise to expend
$30,000 in patching np an old building. Tho
professor, speaking as an architect, said ho
thought a fine church could be erocted for §25,-
000.

Finally Dr, Honderson moved in amendment
that it wounld be inexpedient to expend more
money on the present building than would be
neoessary to extend the chaucel and remove to
it the choir and organ. Major Mayne, in
seconding the amendment, said that it was not
in keeping with the missionary spirit of the
English Church to lay ont 50 much money as
the motion called for on St. Gevrge's Cathedral,
which was located in the centre of the city, and
gonsequently not available to those who must
rosido in the suburbs, where the oity is growing.

The amendment was put and lost, only nine
. voting for it, including threo ladies. The main
motion was oarried by a large majority.

Ald. Gildersleevo then moved, seconded by
Mr. Walkem, that the pew holders be asked to
agree to continue payment of their present pew
rents for a period of four years irom Xaster
- lagt.—Carried.

All Saints’.—On Sunday, 19:th May, the new
-bell of All Saint's Church was solemnly blessed
and named, according to ancient Church of
England usage, in the presence of & large oon-
gregution, The bell being suspended & fow
feot from the floor, and inside the rood-screen,

ohurch chanting & processional hymn. After
the Litany was sung the benediction service
followed, inclading the chanting of Poalms 29
and 160 antiphonally, The setting it apart
and invocations, by the priest, of Gud’s blessing
upon the bell at all times of its use was follow-
ed by another ancient custom, that of nawing
it. At the request of Mr. Newman, the. donor,
it was named “Charles Forest, Priest,” after
his friend, the late Rev. Charles Forest, of Mer-
rickville, The bell will be placed in position
this week.

MzroaL¥FE AND Russeryr.. —Rev. J.F.Grecson,
incambent of Trinity Church, Metoalfe, and St.
Mary’s Church, Rassell, for the last two years,
left Metealfe on Monday morning, the 27th alt.
to accept of the more responsible and lncrative
position of St, James’ Rectory, in the Town of
Askaloosa, State of Iows, U.S, Mr, Greeson,
while residing and occupyiug the position of
incambent of the mission of Metoalie and
Ruossell, laboured incessautly, increasing the
membership and causing a greater interest to
be taken in all oharch work., In his inter-
course with the people when leaving the scene
of his labours he had the proud satis‘action of
knowing that he left no enemies, bat that many
warm friends regretted the departare of him-
self snd Mrs. Greeson. A number of them as
sembled, with the Metcalf brass band, at the
parsonage to bid them good-by, and to show
their appreciation of bim and his family.

Suira FaLns.—At the Euster Vestry of St.
John's Church it was unanimously agreed to
enlarge and remodel the church at a cost of
810,000 Very beautifel plans have  been pre
pared by Messrs, Darling & Curry, of Toronto,
who are evidently imbued with the right spirit
for good Church architecture. The church as
sketched by them will be eruciform, the angles
at the choir side of the transept being partly
ocoupied by a fine tower on one side and vestry
eto , on the other, Provision is also made for an
organ room. A couple of railway hands were
overheard discussing the plans in front of the
grocory store, where they were on view
for a short time, and the verdiot of one was,
‘“ that's a reglar hold Henglish Church”; and
he was right, The fund has been well started
with & generous donation of §1800 by Mr. Alex.
Wood, and several other large additions are ex-
pected. The church will be one of the best
a:l:d handsomest in the diocese when complet-
ed.

The Diocesan Synod will meet it is expected,
on June 17th, unless that date should be in-
convenient to any large number of professional
men amoug the lay deleg ites, in which oase it
will meet June 24th,

The Liord Bishop was expected to sail for
Canada on May 23rd. Mrs. Liewis, however,
romains in Hurope till later to maks final ar-
rangements for the carrying on of her noble
work in Paris when she leavea it.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

ToronTo —8¢. Alban’s Cathedral.—The work
on this buildiog progresses steadily. Several
gifts to the Cathegral have recently been made,
among them a stained glaes window by adonor
whose name has not been made public, aad one
of the fature Archdiaconal stalls, by the family
of one of the Archdeacons of the Diocese. Some
progress has been made in the formation of a
library, which has been greatly asided by the
gift of the library of the late Canon Stennett.
The Dean and Chapter would be glad to receive

ifts of works of & saitable character. It has

en suggested that every olergyman of the
Diocese, who has published any work, should
give a copy of it. Works, whether in print or
M.S, bearing on parochial history would be
well to preserve in this way.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

SyNoD MExTINGS.—In most of the Dioceses
of this Eoolesiastical Province, and also, we
believe, in those of Rupert's Land and on the
Pacific Coast, the meeting of Synod takes place
in June or July : and some of these bodies will
be in session before the mext number of our
paper is issned., We would venture to urge
upon the Laity the necessity of devoting more
time to this work. There is altogether too
liitle interest taken, insome Synods at least, in
what might be oalled the ordinary rountine busi-
ness : such businoss for example as arises ont
of the reports of the varions Standing Commit-
tees. Delegates attond in full force for perhaps,
two days; but as a rule on the third day only
a sufficient number are in- attendance to consti-
tute a quorum, Everyone too seems affected
with a desire to rush things through, and often
times the most important reports receive scant
copsideration; and at times a Diocese is com-
mitted to recommendations therein contained,
of serious and lasting effeot, upon a simple mo
tion to adopt the report, just as a matter of
course, and wholly undiscussed. Delegates
should regard the attendance—faithful and
continuous attendance—on the Synod meeting
as nn imperative duty, and & high privilege;
dand should be prepared to remain de die in
diem—as long as may be necessary to fuliy and
faithfully consider all matters bronght forward.
We say ‘ high privilege,” for what greater
privilege than to assist in guiding the unward
progress, and direoting the interests of The
Church of the Living God, The Pillar and
ground of the Truth?

Tax Jesvirs Aor.—We earnestly hope that.
the various Syncds of the Church of Eugland
in Canada will not burk the comsideration of
this matter, 'We have no doubt that there will
be some who will urge that its consideration is
not within the scope of the Synod's powera ; or
that it is anwise to bring such matters np. Bat
we are convinced that neither pretension is well
founded, and that loyalty to the Crown, and to
The Church, snd loyalty too to the oath taken
by our Clergy at their ordination requires, that
not only should the question be fully disoussed,
but that no uncertain sound in condemnation of
the Act should be giver. We are loath to be-
lieve that the Church which threw off the
shackles of Rome and so gloriously held totrie
Catholic dootrine and practice, and which has
ever been the greatbulwark against Romanism,
will fall bohind the varions Christian bodies in
expressing determined opposition to an Act,
which though lecal, in the sense of having been
enacted by & Provincial Legislature, yet affects
the ertire Dominion, by contravening funda-
mental principles upon which the whole history
and legislation of the country rests: and which
contravenes the oath of Supremacy taken by
the Clergy, and distinctly recognizes that the
Pope of Rome * hath power and jarisdietion” in
this portion of the Realm.

IT may be urged by some in Dioceses outside
of the Province of Qaebec that the Aot only
affects the people of that Province. We think
this is & narrow and unfounded view; but even
if troe, it certainly does affect the English
speaking Protestant people of that Province so

gerionsly as to entitle them to the eympathy
and aspistance of their compatriots and fellow
Churchmen elsewhere. If one member suffer
all the members suffer with it is an Apostolio
principle. But the Aot is a direct contraven
tion of the prinoiple upon which the seculariza-
tion of the Clergy Reserves was based and
justified, and Churchmen everywhere have the
right of demanding that in no Province of the
Dominion should this principle be set aside for
the benefit of the Church of Rome, and with
the effeot of making their brethren in that
Province virtaally contribute to the payment
of this largess to * Our Holy Father the Pope.”
For, be it remembered, the payment of the
$400,000 is authorized to be made from *any
of the public funds.”

Wx wish very mnch that we had space to
print in full this most iniguitous piece of legis-
lation, We are convinced that if the English
speaking pecple of this country had the At
before them, and were able by reading it, to rea-
lize tho indignity put upon the Sovereign, and
the humiliating position in which they them-
selves aro placed, there would go forth from the
Atlantio to the Pacific suoch an expression of
indignation as would secure attention and jus-
tice. The Citizens’ Committee of Montroal has
had the Aot printed in pamphlet form, and we
will fill orders for it at five cents each. Wo
earnestly ask a careful perusal of it,

It should be remembered that the pussage of
the Jesnit Estates Aot is bnt the culminating
point of what we believe to be & deliberate plan
pursned stealthily and warily for years, and to
which the indifference and supineness of those
who are classed under the general title Protes-
tant has lent strength and bcldness. Few re-
garded the motion made in February, 1884, in
the House of Commons at Ottawa for papers
and information regarding the oath taken by
the Lieut.-Governor of the Province of Qaebeo,
or the objections of Mr. Casgrain and others to
the oath of supremacy and allegiance as then
administered, as serious. But shortly thereafter -
Lieunt.-Governor Masson rofused to take the oath
always previously taken, becaunse it did not re-
cognize the spiritual power of the Pope; and
he was allowed to take a modified oath: how
or why it is hatd to say. We believe it was
entirely beyond the power of the Parliament of
Canada even, to change the oath. And now it
is boldly claimed that His Holiness the Pope
has power of some sort (and it seems to be a
very real and dangerous power if the disposal
of any part of the public funds is to be made
only on his approval) in this Realm ; and it is
contended that Her Majesty's. Roman Catholio
stbjects owe a different sort of allegiance to the
Crown to that of their English fellow subjects.
We believe that a crisis has been reached in the
history of our country, and that it behoves all
loyal subjects to be up and doing, in resistance
of & grave davger to this land and tothe Crown

Tux Archbishop of Canterbury, the Bishops
of London and chester, and {welve other
bishops voted againat the second reading of the
Deaceased Wife's Sister Bill. Not a single
bishop voted for it, and only once in its history
has & bishop given it the weight of his advo-
oacy.

SOME THOUGHTS ON ROBERT
 ELSMERE, IN A LETTER
TO A FRIEND.

By TAE BIsHOP OF ALABAMA.

(Church News, Miss )

The book has certainly great literary merit,
a show of knowledge, and an unquestionable
fascination of narrative, but really, in its Theo-
logical, Philosophical, and Logical aspects, it is
beneath eriticiem. In fact no such character as
Robert Elsmere ever existed in real life. There
are theorisis—like *‘ Langham '—who, for
want of a life of action, drift hopelessly, here,
there, everywhere. Bat an earnest worker for
Christ—as was Blsmare —never drifts, a: he is
described to have done, Yet this drift of hisis
the “argument” of thesad drama. From this
viewpoint, tho work is not so much a fictign as

a falsehood.

Fiction, when true to nature &nd life, and
subsidized in the iuterests of truth, has & won-
derful inflaence for good, but, when perverted,
has a fatal charm for the unwise and unwary;
dazling, sometimes, the vision of those who have
eyes to soe.

The power of this particular book to do evil
is owing, mainly to the weakness, ignorance
and unspiritualness of its readers; and when
we consider what lack of strength, knowledge
and spiritualness there is in the great mass of
novel readers, what a pernicions pewer it must
exert.

I said it was not true to life. Consider how
improbable and uaoreasonable a thing it is that
an earnest, working man like Elsmere, with a
soul aglow with the love of God and man,
should have been perverted from the faith by
the irfluence of a cold-blooded man, such as the
Squire is represented to have been.

The course of the argument pre ented by the
Squire, and to which his docile disciple o easily
succumbed, is not fully drawn out in the narra-
tive, and bas, therefore to be in part imagined.
Enough, however, is given to enable us to catch
its drift. There is much bezy converse about
the credulity and superstitiousness of people
who gave testimony ir olden times.—And yet
the Squire is indebted to these same pecple for
all that he ever learned of olden times.

To a!l this it is & sefisient answer to eay, so
far as the Squire’s argument is concerned, that,
if the spirit of credulity in sncient times in-
validated the testimony given, it is fully cffset-
ted, in modern times, by the spirit of skepti-
cism which prevsils among the school of philo-
sophers to which the Squire belonged. If to the
ancients it seemed too ousy to belicve in the sup-
ernatural, with the mederns of his school it 1s
simply impossible to gain crederce for sny
phenomena, however substantiated, which in-
volve the idea of the supernatural If credality
disqualifies men for weighing evidence, s skep-
tic spirit does the same., If the one believes too
much, the other believes too little,

But, be this as it may, the amount of tihe
whole discussion left poor Robert in a state of

utter bewilderment and he is brought to the
oconclusion that * there can be no miracle.”

As to what a miracle, properly considered, is,
we are left in the da: k, no definition of it being
given. Just here tbe whole book isweak, The
poor man makes shipwreck of faith, becanse he
cannot believe in 8 miracle ; and yet no idea is
afforded to what be considers a miracle to be.
The fair authoress does not, herself, seem to un-
derstand her subject here. And yet it is the
crucial point in the whole controversy.

What is & miracle? In popular estimation
and soientistic discourse, the miraole is suppos-
ed to be something in violation of the establish-
ed law of nature, The argument brought for-
ward is, in substance, this, viz :—that the world
is governed by unchangeable laws, and, there-
fore & miracle, which is in violation of un-
changeable laws, is in its nature, incredible.

The whole matter is thus put to rest by mere
assumption. What intelligent Christian thus
conceives of the nature of o miracle? It isthe
crudest, baldest caricature of an 'intelligent
conception of & miracle. We, also, believe in
the Dominion of law, but also believe there are
other laws in & higher Realm of Nature than
those which come under our ordinary observa-
tion—even those which, for want of & better
word, we call *‘ the supernatural ;" rot mean-
ing thereby that they are contrary to, but above
tbe natural laws which come within our ken ;
that they come into play at the Creator’s will,
for His own gracious purposes, and take pre-
cedence of, and subordinate to themselves those
of inferior power. Wo see examples of tbis in
all nature (notably in chemistry) whore the
presence of a more powerful and domipating
ingredient changes the whole character of a
compound, not by violating any law, but by
asserting its suporior force—all, however, ac
cording to law.

An inhabitant of the tropies, whose observa-
tion has not reached many degrees beyond the
equator, would probably regard me as a lunatic
or imposter, if I told him 1 had seen water be-
como 50 ¢0lid as to bear the weight of & march-
ing army. In vain might I tell him that it
happened in the course of the ordinary law of
natuare—a law with which I was well acquaint-
ed, but of which he could know nothing,
because his knowledge and powers of ob:
gervation were so limited. I would astonnd
him by telling hum that in some countries
water was always a solid mass. He would langh
me to scorn. * His experience was against it "
—(Hume's famous argument against miracles.)

Poor little philosophersof our day ! It wouald
bo interesting to see one of them holding con-
verse with a boing of higher intolligence—if in
his conceit he will admit a higher intelligence
tban himself—und discoursing with him of the
laws of the higher natural world; and telling
how the Almighty Lord and Giver of life im-
parted life to this lower world; and how He
can, st will, arrest the process of decay—if
need be, restore life—and all in accordance
with the law of life in the great world of na-
ture. For what are the laws of nature bat the
operation of the Divine will as exhibited in na-
ture ?

What then, you ask, constitutes the force of
the miracle from this view point? Even this,
that He who can at will bring these higher
laws into operation, and subordinate them (not
necestarily violate them) must be Divine, or
sent by Divine power. Our Lord Himself, de-
clares “If I do not the works that none other
man did believe Me not.” Thus was verified the
declaration * Him hath God the Father sealed"—
by clothing Him with supernatural power,

Therefore, the idea of an intelligent Chris-
tisn man, in regard to the miracle, does not
involve the necessity of supposing a * violation
of a law of nature,” but suppose the interven-
tion, ai Divine will (and the great Creator may
be supposed to bave a will) of a superior and
controliing law, called ‘supernatural,’ because
ordinarily out of sight of short-sighted mortals;
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not at . all contrary to Nature, but above the
. lower nature—yet all ove in the Dominion of
Universsal law. .
What adequate conception do we form of the
All Mighty—do we know what All Mighty
means !—if#*we suppose that God created a
world, made certain laws by which it was to
ran, and then left it withont gnidance or con-
trol, to run on as an unthinking machine. A
wiso man would not make a msachine with vast

power of production or destructior, without re-

rerving to himself in its construction the power
to adjust, regulate or even stop it, at willl Is
there anything unreasonable in the idea of a
Superintending Providence ?

Again, whata dreary and contemptible con-
ception of 4 good and All Mighty Creator to
suppose that He .reated & race of intelligent
beings, endowed them with a reason aad will

wer, and affections, and did not reserve to
Himself the cipacity of revealing to them their
duties—the law of their being—how He would
have them live, move, and have their being.
Is there anything unreasonahle in the idea of a
RE YELATION. .

And shouid these, His creatures, have fallen
away from the law of their nature -that law
which if observed would have been their bless-
edness—is there anything unreasonabls in the
idea of » RepsmPTION ?

Bow should He reveal Himself fo man?
How does man reveal his mind to his fellow
men? In many ways—viz: by signs, tokens,
gymbols, gesturcs, otc—bat chiefly and most
perfectly, through the organs of epeech. No
being can epeak g0 clearly to man as does his
fellow men (seo 1. Cor. ii v 1I. A great chap-
ter |
Su)ppose now that the Creator in His love
and care for His Creatures—aye, His children,
as Christ bas made it known—should see them
pewildered, straying away from the law of
their nature, 50 lost and absclutely ignorant of
their Father as to forsake His worship and fall
down ip adoration befure the works of their own
hands, and were to pity thom and seek to teach
thom His way, bow should He most naturally
(that is to say, most consistontly wirh their na.
ture) convey to them His mind and will?

Is there any conceivable method so adequate
as by speaking to them? Has the Almighty
Power Who formed the organs of speech left to
Himself no power to speak? And how should
Heo speak or io what language? Obvionsly in
their own language. They could not under-
stand any other. Thus, when we talk to
children and servants, we try to use the lan-
guage which they bost understand. i

Bat bow sball God do this? Can He do itin
any conceivable way so perfectly, as by taking
upon bimseif the form of man, or by sending a
messepger in human form ? Men of many re-
ligious systems, in times gone by, have sup-

osed that their gods came dowa to them in the
Ekeness of men, and it is therefore supposable,
because it has ofien been supposed,—(a pheno-
menon worth the consideration of those who
boast they ** study only phenomenal!”)

Is there anything unreasonable in the idea of
an INCARNATION ?

Bat how much would such a messenger be
able to prove that He came from on High with
s message from God toman? )

You may ssy, “ by the exhibition of superior
wisdom !” Not so, for the masses of men are
not good judges of wisdom, and they have of-
ten put to death their wisest men. The light
shome in darkness and the darkmess did not
comprehend it. How then? By any ordinary
proot? Notso. Such a message 18 extraordin-
ary and must be accompanied by extraordinary
demonstration. How then? In no conceivable
mode, save by something supernatural—i. e.,
above ordinary. The message is from above;
the demonstration must be from above. It must
be something so0 extraordinary, so out of the
ordinary course ot things, as to extort the con-
fession, made by that trne philosopher, Nioco-
domus—** Master we know that Thou art a

Msacher come from God, for no man can do the
things Thou doest, except God be with Him '

But here step in our little philoaophers,
sages, Lady novelist, et id omne genus,—quite &
Legion—(and a company hailed, with acolaim,
as good fellows, in every sink of iniquity be
cause they bring the revealed law of God into
contempt) and say—*‘ Bat no | you cannot ex
pect us to believe in anything extraordinary,
or supernatural; there must be no deviation
from the law of natare as we have been acous:
tomed to look at it !"

Oh Fools and blind! And the whole world
must lie in darkness and the shadow of death,
and no light must shine in from above, and the
great Creator must hold in abeyance all ex-
ercises of His power above our present exper-
ience, until the * minute pholosophers” cau be
made to realize that, above their little natural
world, exists & supernatural—more largely na.
taral, because there is more of it. (This is &
small section of the universe that wo osoupy.)
In this saperpaturs! state we find the foroes
that move this little world of ours.

In this little nataral world which we inhabit,
we see only phenomena, the result of power and
life. With all oar seeing &nd investigating,
no man yet eversaw & force. We see theeffects
of it, but not the power itsolf. As we pursue
our inves igations, we perpetually encounter it,
bat it eludes our grasp—this is ‘* the unknow
able.” Ah! friend. wo are touching then the
outer circle of a higher sphore of Nuture—evea
the supernatural.

What, therefore, is called the Miracle, and in
popular estimation is conceived to be in vio
lation of law, is really the supreme manifesta.
tion of law. He that gave life, can He not, if
occasion eall for it, arrest decay and renow
life. Decay is but the want of life? And
can_God not renew life by the same law
that inspired it? Tho tendency to decay
when life has ceased, is o law of Nature. Does
the embalmor violate that law? Does he not
merely supersede its operation by the introduc
tion of & sabstance which has power to arrest
corruption ? .

Now, if a Revelation of the Divine Will to
man be a thing to be desired ; and if such a Re-
velation can orly be avouched to be Divine by
gome token or proof from above (how olse can
it be ?) thenthe Miiacle, the something marvel-
ous, superpatural, above all created power, be-
comes, not only a reasonable thing—it is & ne
cessity.

But 'we must follow poor “ Robert” When
he turned from the life of the Divine Christ,
and followed the leadings of the *‘ Squire” (alas
the contrast |) he became one of the saddest
speotacles of a good and bright, bat weak man,
that has ever been presented in modern fiction.
Thank God, he neyer existed, save in the im-
agination of a woman, who, struying beyond
the sphere of fiction into the realm of high
mysteries, rushed audaciously in where “‘Angels
fear to tread” and only ‘‘desive to look into.”
Where do we find him? Leaoded and stranded
on a bleak shore, amid a wreck of oranks, so-
cialists and anarchists, tryiog to do a work for
Chriat, without the power ot Christ. A more
dismal scene we rarely see—the abortion of &
bright life going out in chaoa.

The conclusion of the whole matter with Elis:
mere is *No Miracle;” **No Inocarnation;”
 No Resurrection:” What is left? He is
a follower of the dead, not of the living
Christ. Elsmere seems somehow to huld on to
Christ: yet he gives the lie to his Master at
every turn,

Ersusex: *“ There is no Resurrection.”

CaeisT: “I am the Resurreotion and the
Life.” ‘¢ Destroy this Body and in three days
I will raiseitup 1"

Ersxmanm: * There is no Incarnation.”

CerisT: *God so loved the world that He
sent his only begotten Son.”

ErsueRr: “There is no Miracle.”

OsrisT: “If I do not the works that nome
other doth deliver Me not.” * If L by the finger

of God oast out devils no doubt the Kingdom of
God is come upon you.”

Alas poor Robert! Mrs. Wacd, (like Mrs,
Stowe in “ Uncle Tom's Cabin”) stultifies ber-
self at every step. It would take a volume as
large as her's to point out the incougruities, na-
realities, illogioalities, unphilosopiocalities, eto,,
which we meet at every tarn.

I end this letter thereforo as T began it, by
sayiog that the power of this fiction ‘* Robort
Elsmere” to distarb the faith of Christian pag-
ple is owing, chiefly to the weakness, ignorance
and undevoutness of its readers.

Jude, Catholick Epistles, becauso
whilst the Epistles written by St. Paual, were
directed to a particular Church enngregated in
partionlar cities, these were eithor sont to the
Churches dispersed throngh a groat part of the
world, or directed to the while Church -of God
upon the face of the whole world."”

On the Creed, p. 5.'7. Ia our traunalation of
the Now Testament, the torm ¢ Catholick,” in
the titles of the above mentioned Hpistles, is
rendered ‘¢ General.”

One of the questions at Baptiam is, " Will
thou be baptized in this Faith?” viz: the Chris-
tian Faith, us contained in the Aposties’ Creed,
To this an afirmative answor is reqaired ; ocon-
sequently, the article of the Catholic Church is
to be delivered, and it is into that Church that
wo are baptized. To dislike the torm, is there-
foro a disparagement of the Church of which it
i tbe di+tinctive appellation, and of which we
have been made members incorporate.

If the prosent Church is not by aotusl descent
the ocontinnation f that organizid uander the
Apostles, it cannot be the Apostolic Church, and
consequertly it wounld be irrelevant to apply to
ourselves such passages of Scripture as the fol-
lowing :—Now, therefore, ye 8&re no more
strangers and foreigners, but fellow-citizens
with the Saints, and of the household of God;
and are built upon the foundation of the Aposties
and Prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being tue
chief Corner-stone.”—Eph. ii. 19. 20, —8elected,

This is & beauntifal book, in bind-
ing, paper, letter press and illustra-
tions, of which there are no. less
than 104, The author traces the
development of the Cross—known
he says to 1l people in all lands—
a8 it appears through the mists of
former ages. He divides his sub-
jeot into two heads [1] The Cross
in the Orient, and [2] The Cross
in the Ococident, and under the for-
mer shows that amongst the early
Aryan nations the Croes was an
object of adoration, and that it has
.been known by the different peo-
ples of the Old World from the
most remote antiquity; and under
the second head he points out that
the monuments snd remains of
‘pre-historic races in the Weatern
Hemisphere are plentifully sprink
led with the sacred symbol. The
book is deeply interesting and full
of informatien,

Lorp LaweeNcx.—By Sir R. Tem-
ple; Macmillan & Co., N.Y.;
cloth, 203 pp. 60c.

Thisis one of the geries of *“ Eng-
lish men of Action,” and fornishes
the reader with an account of this
one of the Viceroys of India,—* &
man of heroic simplicity, and one
of the best British type,” based
partly on suthentic recorde, but
mainly on the personal know-
ledge of the author. This Iat-
ter charaoteristic makes it all
the more deeply interesting and
reliable.

CHRIsTIAN REUNION; by Rev. John
de Soyres.—J. & A, MoMillan,
St. John, N.B.

These are the Hulsean Lectures
(Cambridge) for 1886, and form an
important contribution to the liter-
" ature of the day pertinent to the
great question of Reunion. In the
firat lectnre the author oconsiders
the life and systems of Bucer and
Melanothon ; in the 2nd, Protestant
Reunion ; in the 3rd, The Reunion
of Western Christendom; in the
4th, The Religion of Nationality ;
and in the 6th, The Huguenots and
The Church of England. An indi-
cation of the writer's aim may be
obtained from this portion of his
prefatory remarks. ** If those who
long for union with the East would
remember how much nearer is the
prospect and the opportunity of
reuniting with our Church the de-
scendants of those who were alien-
ated by the narrownecs and intol.
erance of the first-reformational
centuries ; if the advocates of Prot-
estantreurion would recognize that
the features and claims of national-
ity, as well as the landmarks of
history, must influence the religi-
ous development of the Latin and
Sclavonic races, then much might
be achieved.”

* The Archbishop of York presided
over the annual meeting of The

Missions to Seamen, held in Lon-
don.

The gross income of the Society
for last year was £29,866 5+ 7d, or
one-fifth more than in the provious
year'; the increase being mainly
due to efforts to provide better wor-

shipping accommodation for the
crews of ships and fishing vessels
at several seaports, Buildings for
the double purpose of the rec-eation
¥nd worship of seamon and fisher-
men had been provided or greatly
eolarged during the past year at
the port of Sunderland, Newport
Docks, Mon , the port of Dublin,

- Newhaven, Harbour, Yarmonth
Harbour, Lowestoft Docks. Poole
Harbour, and Avonmouth Docks ;
whilst & similar Seamen’s Church
und Inpstitute is about to be ereoted
at Oardiff Docks, and a Church is
to be added to the Seamen's Insti-
tute at Southampton Docks.

The spesial fenture of The Mis-
sions to Seamen, of 11 Buckingham
street, Strand, Lordon, W.C., is,
bhowever, religious ministrations on
bosrd ships and fishing vessels
seeking shelter under the headlands
or in the outer anchorages arcund
our stormy shores; and deep sea
missions oarried on by volunteor
helpers on the high seas during
thoir voyages. Hight hundred such
deep-ses miskions woro being con
ducted under the Missions to Sea.
men, including those of twenty six
volontecr wirsion-smacks in the
North Sea. N

The ships and fishing vessels in
fifty-two scaports at homo and
abroad aro now ministered to by
the paid agency of Tho Missiouns to
Seamen, consisting of 77 chaplains
and readere, &o., provided with 41
mission vessels and 48 seumen's
churchos and institates, employed
day by day, all the vear round, in
ocaring for seamen and firomen, fish
ermen and bargemen, light-ship
keepers and other nauticul men,
mostly strangers in strange ports
snd commoniy outeide of parochial
care.

So extensive are the operations
of The Missions to Seamen, 477,328

" sailors and fishermen, besides their
families, took the total abstinmence
pledge of this Socicty in the last
ten years; whilst 53,714 men pur-
chased Bible and Prayer Books in
twenty-thrpe languages in the last
nine years And during last year
10,090 ships and fishing vessels took

- libraries to sea in boxes or bags for
‘the use of their crews, Sailors.and
fishermen show their appreciation
of theso offorts by themseives tak-
ing part in The Missions to Sea-
men, by subscribirg tv the erection
of special chorches and institutes,
and by contributing to the offerto-
ries at the services, as much as
£130 a yeur at tomo ports. But
the ships in many scapurts &re still
unvisited by olergymen, and the
Committee are undble to moet the
demauds pressed upon them by
gseamen and their local friends for
chaplains-and readers to oare for

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~ TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

THE BURDEN OF INTEMPER-
o ANCE. :

(A Sermon preached in St. Paul's
Cathedral, London).

By tax Lorp Bismor or LONDON.

“ Bear ye one another’s burdens,
and ro fulfil the law of Christ,”—
Galations vi. 2.

(Continued.)
The example is the example of a

strong man showing , the feats
which his strength enables him to
perform, and it is of no value to the
weak man who would be very often
rejoiced if he could do as much, but
whose very need is that he is too
weak to follow the example that he
recognizes and admires. We have
tried setting before them all the
blessings that come with that care-
fol, temperate, moderate use of
God’s gifts which nses them in such
a way 88 never to hurt the user of
them, and all this does not help
the poor weak creature who, in-
deed, would be glad it he could do
it; and very often, if he could do
it, would not need the example that
is thus set before him. And many
ot us—how many, how very many
~—have tried prayer, and earnest
prayer, not only for all the sinners,
those whom we know and those
whom we know not, but prayer for
individual simners who have come
across our notice, prayer, earnest
prayer, and daily prayer for men
who, for some reason or other, we
have had opportunity to know as
ruined by this fearful vice; and
prayer seems as if, somehow, it
was in iteelf incomplete if it re-
mained alone. Can a man go on
praying without doing # Is it
possible to pray, and pray earnestly
and yet to do nothing yourself in
fulfilment of your prayers? 1Is it
possible that you should pray that
al! men—youreelf included—should
be delivered from temptation, and
that you, meanwhile, should do
nothing at all to deliver them from
what is a temptation that they ocan-
not face ? Is it possible, when once
you have seen the full meaning of
those words, when you have put it
to your conscience that what these
men want above everything else is
to be delivered from the temptation,
that if only they could be kopt out
of its immediate presence, it would
be possible that, relying on God’s

ace, they should walk straight in

od’s sight, when once you have
realised that these men have no
ohoice, if they are indeed to get
free from the sin, but to keep alto-
. gether away from the temptation to
the sin, can you pray, pray earn-
estly, that they shall be set free
from that temptation, and do noth-
ing yoorself to set them free? And
it is for this reason that many of
us, in the endeavour to bear our
share of the burden whion is thus
placed upon so many of our breth-
ren, it is for this reason that we
desire, not merely to preoch, and
not merely toset them an example,
but to stand side by side with them
in the battle, to bear what they
have to bear, to do what they have
to do. If they must abstain alto,

-

gother fr~m that which tempts
to intemperance, ther we, too, in
order to give them the strength of

our g mpath(y, we will abstain al-
together. If they want to be coun-
tenanced in that which they have
to do, we, with all our s‘rength,
will give that countenance, it
is necessary for their souls’ health
that they should surrendar & plea-
sure which isyto them a great one,
we too will surrender that same
plessure, we too, in order that we
may bear their burdens, we too will
give up what they are required to
give up.

It is in this way that the battle
has been fought with most success.
There was a time when & man
might fairly say, ¢ All this is but
an experiment; you do not know,
you cannot say, what effect will be
produced by some men abstaining
in order to help others to abstain.”
It would have been guite reasonable
to stand aside and say, ‘ Before I
do anything for which I have no
direct command of God, I must be
satisfied that what I do will really
have the effect which I desire it to
have”; but now we have the ex-
perience of trial, we know what
the effect is, and we have the right
to put before the whole body of
Christian mon and Christian women
the results of our experience and
the plain inferences that we draw
therefrom., God forbid that we
shonld endeavour to rule the ocon-
sciences of others, or to ask any
man to sacrifice his own judgment
to our opinions ; God forbid that
we should ask a man simply to join
with us becanse we ask him, when
he in his own conscience does not
feel that he is oalled upon to do s0;
and it is in no spirit of imperious
commaad, it is in no spirit of desire
to mark out the path which others
ought to follow, that I would speak
upon such & matter as this, But I
speak as entreating you earnestly
to think of the evil, and to think
of the burden which is thus put
upon & large number of baptized
men and baptized women, and to
ask you, to beg of you to lay it to
your consciences, ithat if you oan-
not help it in one way, yom will
try to help it in somo other. Seek
for yourself, let every man seek
for hiraself, that which he shall
judge, by such experience and by
such consideration as he ocan give
to it, to be the most effectual man-
ner of bearing his brother'sburden
and so fulfilling the law of Christ,

Wo say that we have tried, and
we have found one method which,
as far a8 we can see, has some hope
of winning a real victory. We
can say that there are those who
certainly have been preserved from
all this dreadful sin ; and we put it
before others, not bidding them
simply follow what they are told,
but asking them, if they oap, to
find some other way, if they can to
find some better way, aund they
shall have our hearts, and our
ghrstethl hearts with them, if only

oy will take it to their own con-
soiences that the precept is one of
the great Christian grecepts of the
Neow Testament, and that he who
refuses to listen to the call of the
Apostle telling us that so we shall

fulfill the law of Christ, he indeed

needs to be very sure that he is
standing on safe ground, for it is
ot the voice of man that gives him
the command, it is the voice of God
Himrelf.. We entreat all fairly to
consider ghe applicatior of the
Apostolic command to that which
is plain before the eyes of all that
care to look; and we beg of all,
whatever they may decide, still to
bear in mind that one imperative
command : * Bear ye one another’s
burdens, and so fulfil the law of
Cbrist.”
