SPLEECII OF DR. CARILL
AT THE ROTUNDO, IN DUBLIN, ON THE 8TH ULT.

The Reverend gentleman’s health having been
proposed he returned thanks as follows :—

I am gratified for the kind allusion made on the
address read by the sceretary to the suecess which
has attended my lectures in England and Scotland.
(Loud and long continued cheering.) Yes, my lee-
tures have been successiul—(renewed cheers)—
and, T have to add, that many of those who might
have been naturally classed amougst the ranks of iny
encmies—T inean various scctions of the Lory press
——many of these, T say, have proved themnselves my
most able and strenuous supporters. (Cheers.) Dur-
ing the period when I was cengaged in writing those
Jetters which were published, and of which I believe
you have heard—(loud chrers)—at that period I
inixed much and utimately with the people of Ing-
land. T also mixed much in the society of Irish-
nen resident in Bagland.  They conferred upon me
a thousand marks of kindness and regard. (Cheers.)
They liked me, I believe, because 1 was a big felow
filke many of themselves, (+*Hear” andlond cheers.)
I said to themn—¢ My fellow-countrymen, here is the
‘growth of Popery for you. (Cheers.) The Tory

peaple—(eheers)—yes, the noble Linglish people,
Clergy and laity, vied with ona another in conferring
upon me marks of their kindness and regard—(cheers)
—and in whatever I may have to say in this my ad-
dress in well-deserved denunciation of a heartless and
corrupt government, [ do not meau to speak unkindly
of the truthful, the noble-hearted English people.
(Cheers.) L distinguish them {rom their government.
(Cheers.) I never met men pussessed ol more ster-
ling qualitizs. I was met and received as a brother
by every member of the English Clergy. (Cheers.)
Such kindness, such generosity, and such a perfect
union of hearts it has never been my geod fortune
before to witness. This had not been the case pre-
viously. The English people were long without
feeling the scourge of persecution; bul since the
pranizs commenced of Tord John Russell they began
to feel what suffering was, and they learned conside-
ration for the feelings of others—(lond cheers)—aund
now I am bound to say that the ties of iutual en-
durance have created feelings—{rom the humblest
Lnglish Catholic up (o the illustrious Cardinal Wise-
man—which do honor to Catholicity in lingland.
(Loud cheering.) Cardinal Wiseman—that gilted
man—that prince of the Church—has often wept
over the sufferings of the Trish people. (Lioud cheers.)
He was born jn Spain—his mission isin Lngland—
und he has many relativesin Treland, and be partakes
of thie characteristic of all those races. e has the
high honor and chivalry of the Spaniard, the trath of
the Englishman, and the warm and generous enthu-
siasm of the Trish nature.

[Ilere the whele an-
dience cheered and waved their handkerchiels.]—

an astounding amount of cash; and when we ask
what has it done for Treland in exchange, the living
and the dead of three hundred years say that, without
incroasing its ewn 1vanks, it has produced incurable
roncor. and has entively failed asa rveligious institu-
tion.

Bibles and brickbats,
prayer-books and pitchlorks, DPapists, police, and
Protestants, curses, cut heads, and court-houses, are
invariably the apostolical accompaniments and the
blessed results of these holy fights for the beatification
of Ireland. [Taughter.] Fhe ancient Apostles, be-
ing only twelve in number, and generally old men,
could have never fought their way through all na-
tions on this new principle of the blessed Reforma-
tion. Peter would lave been killed if he attempted
it the first sermon he preached, as he showld have
fought single-handed against threc thousand persons.

These facts ave really unportant, as regarnds
the system of national edueation generally, with
which, most fortunately, Dr. Whalely has now no
further connexion; but, in respeet to the partienlar
loeality, we are happy to state that a new school is
about to be erected by the Rev. Dr. Ennis, the parish
priest of Booterstown, in which the national system
will be earried out thoroughly and conscientiously, in
strict accordance with the role Jaid down by TLord
Derby—¢a combined secular and a separate religious

The London Times gives the following explanation
of the circumstances that led to the resignation of Dr.
Whately, aud his brother Commissioners ; it will be
seen how false is the assertion, that this resignation
was forced upon them by the intrigues, and overbear-
ing spirit of the Catholic Hierarchy :—¢ Many years
ago Dr. Whately published a work eutitled ¢ Lessons
on the Truth of Christianity.” About 1837 it was pro-
posed to introduce this work into the course of study
at the National Schools; exception being taken to
some passages, the ¢Lessons’ were submitted to a
learned umpire, who expunged some parts and modi-
fied others; and the book, thus amended, being ap-
proved by the whole Board, was distribuled through-
out the schools and nsed by them for a considerable
periot.  Unfortunately, not very long ago it was sug-
gested to the Archbishop that the original work was
far superior lo the modified edition and quite unobjec-
tionable. Upon this the Archbishop, on his own re-
sponsibilily, caused copies of the original ¢ Lessons’
to be issued to the sehools. Subsequently, on visiting
a school, he fonnd this book was not in use there, and
forthwith brought the subject before the Board. A
fong controversy ensued, which terminated in the re-
jection, by a majority of the Commissioners, of the
book, not only in its original, but also in ils amended
form. In consequence of this decision, after some
ineflectual allempts to alter the decree of the Board,
the three abovenamed Commissioners resigned. Sure-
ly, then, these retiring Commissioners cannot assign
as a reason for their restznation that any new or nnu-
sual practice was bronght into action against them?

personalities, which oo often are the most prominent,

Cardinal Avionelli.  In that note the Dutch minister

“The undersigned must observe that the new for-
mulas of oath, communicated by Monseigneur Bel-
grado, does not cantain a phrase in the sense of that

which is found in the Tormula which, in virtue of a |

defiberation of the Sacred College of the 23d of June,
1781, the Pope adopted for the Irish Bishops; this
phirase is os follows :—¢1 will observe all things and
each of them as inviolably as I am fully convinced
that there is nothing in them which can be contrary
to the fidelity which T owe to his Majesty the King
of Cireat Britrin and Treland, and to his successors
to the theone

On the other hond, we learn that the Dutel go-
vernment, taling into consideration the concessions
of the Holy See, has made important moditications
in the bill which it has presented on public worship,
and that it has particelarly renounced article 2 of
that Lill, which was as follows 1=

* Wea reserve to ourselves lo exact from the func-
tionaries of public worskip, who, before entering, or
after having entered on their functions, shall have
laken any oath, or made vows which may appear to
us {0 be danzerous for the safely of the kingdom or
for public order, that they should take an oath of
fidelity to our person, and of obedience to the laws
of the state, within the delay to be determined by us,
before the commissaries in the provinees duly autho-
rised by us to that effect.”

Tis article bas been considered useless after the
concessions made by the Ioly See. The modifica-
tions which the Duteh government has made in the
bill were to.be communicated to the Second Cham-
ber of the States-General on the 2nd or 3rd uit.

DENMAREK.

Tne Cuonira N CoPENHAGEN.—Accounls from
Copenhagen, up to the 4th ult., show the cholera to
be somewhat on the decrease, the new cases seldom
exceeding 150 per day.  The whole number at pre-
scut announced amounts to 5,996, with 3,219 deaths,
“U'he associationfor preventing the spread of the cho-
lera have eréceted a vast quantity of wooden sheds
for the accommodation of patients removed frem in-
fected houses.  Large numbers of persons are living
under tents, and exposed to hardships {rom the rainy
weather, ‘

Itis clearly recognised in Copenhagen that this
severe visitation, which in six weeks lias cavried ol
onc and a haif per cent. of the population, is due to
the filthy wretched state of the habitations of the
poor, the want of cleansing of the drains and stables,
and the over-crowding of poor lodging-houses. The
statistics of the consumption of spiritueus liquors show
also that the population is much addicted to drink,
It is caleulated that the late threc years war did not
cost Denmark so many lives as she bas lost in the
last six weeks.

"The affairs of Cologne in 1837, and the nuexpecied
events of 1818, had numaskeil heresy, and prepared
‘numberless consolations for the Catholic Church.—
However, we must seck the prineipal cause of the
conversions in the philesophical and theological sys-
tems to which free examination itsel{ has given binh,
Hegel in phtlasophy, and Strauss in the criticism of
sacred books, pushed to their nllimate eonsequences
by the extreme left of rationalism, by Richer, Feur-
bach, Daumer. Fravenetoedt, Baur, Ruge, and their
brethren, had arrived at the entire negation of Chris-
tianity, at the abolition of dogma, of authority, of the
Churely, of social order, in a word, at'the most un-
bridled thevretical Jacobinism. Tet the philesophers
do as they please, the man cannot live in doubt; a
religious worship, and, moreover, a positive worship,
is anc of the wants of his nature. Aristotle himself
called man ¢ a religious animal,*? which comes to the
same thing with the expression in the Gospel, ¢ not
by bread alone dves man live, but by every word
which proceedeth ont of the mouth of God.” "Driven
even to the notluuaress of scepticism by mere reason.
Protestant society loses itself in the void ; and the
party least imbued with prejudices, urged on by that
instinet of the troth which agitates it, linds no repose
unless it is happy enougl 1o arrive at Catholicism.—
The road is changed ; they first become man again,
in order to end by becoming Christian, History, me-
tamorphosed by fanaticism into a vast conspiracy, was
no more than a system of negations, which they had
ended by abandouing entirely, because it set error at
fault. They returned to it again to establish the fact,
that, be historical Christianity what it may be, it can-
not be Protestantism. Amongst the men who have
beea denominated ¢ historical Catholics,” we ma
reckon Lee, Menzel, Gfroerer, Voight, Berthold, We-
iss, de Ruemont, and a good nnmber of others who
persist in remaining inconsistant, or who, like Gfroe-
Ter, are wailing for a universal return to abjure error.
The sudden death of the Pastor Méinbold” ought to
make them refleet. The grealer part, kowever, have
acknowledged and embraced the truth, It is'the con-
scious study of the facts of history which has brought
us in the train of the Stolbergs and Schlegeis,: the
Phillips and the Jarckes, Hurter, Haller, Arendt,
Mcller, Theiner, Florencourt, Maassen, and others.
