Co., of Beltimore, Maryland, U.S., will
pial forth from the tower inviting Chris-
tians te their daties of praylug te God for
the living and the dead. Mr. William
Reath, of St. Thomas, le the contracter and
the Messrs. Haney Brnthers & McGuire,
of Prinoeton, Rava anufactured the brloks.
The churchi lecoated on Glealng street, north
of the G. T. R. depo, in the midet of a
moat thriving portion of the "Garden of
Ontario."
