A Mont Successfal Entertainment—Judge

By this means they are kept under the
supervision of their pastor and teachers,
and the pious practices inculcated in
the 'school ‘room are made to bear fruit.
The parents are 1n perfect harmony with
the work, a fact proved by the nunibers
that nssist at any public entertainment,

The play, * Two Crowns,” was an ably
presented and elegantly staged drama.
In the acting of the young men evi-
dence of great care in preparation was
manifest, and their histrionie, as well
as clocutionary attainments, reflected
credit not only en the actors, but on
their teachers and their special master,
Prof. Varney. . .

Tuesdny night,Jan. 14, will long remain
memornble in the history of St. Ann's
entertainments.  Mr. J. J. Fitzgerald
played the part_of the Visigoth King
with great dignity. Ie was ably sup-
ported by the other members of the ro-
ciety who took part in the drama.  Mr.
F. J. Doherty, who hadthe part of * Her-
migild,” having fallen seriously ill, Mr.
Frank Gallagher, in a few hours, took
the role and played it to perfection.
AMr. A. P. O'Learyv’s ““ Recared” was ably
portrayed. Mr. Willinm M. Liston made
a most excellent High Chancellor,
and M. F. Hogan an equally successiul
son of that digeitary. Mr. T. J. Foy
played the part of the Duke to perfection.
Moessrs. Thos. Gleeson and M. J. Scott
were ideal Ambassadors. The playing
of Mr. P. McGuire, in the role of tutor,
descrves a special mention, as does that
of the three friends of Hermigild—
Mossrs. J. McKeown, Jos. Dowd and F.
J. Burns. Mr. J. Supple was a real, solid
sentinel. Asthe Blacksmith of seville,
Mr. J. Hussey was a murked success.
Diflicalt as was the part of the traitor
« Fredegisel,” and  little as was the

* sympathy such a character could expect,
Mr. James McGuire’s rendering of the
diflicnlt part marked him out as a magni-
ficent impersonator of character.

At the close of the drama, Hon, Judge
Curran, who was grected with loud ap-
plause, spoke to the young men and
large andience.

He thanked them very cordially for
their kind invitation to be pregent and
expressed the hope that he should be
their privileged guest on many future
oceasions, where so many of his old and
tried friends would meet, as they had
met that evening, to witness the rapid
strides their young men were making in
the path of true progress. The drama
they had so much enjoyed was entitled
the *“Two Crowns”’ It was a very ap-
propriate title for that happy meeting;
one erown for the Christian Brothers, the
toachers whose labors had been so sue-
cesstul ; the other for the young men
who had given proof of talent and perse-
veranee and a desire to profit by the care
and patient attention bestowed upon
them, [Lowl applauye.] At so Jateun
hour it wonld not be right to detain the
audience, but there were one or two
things which he thought should not be
teft unsaid.

From
its ranks the older or parent organiza-
tion, now so suceessful. would draw its
reernits and be able to maintain the pro-

ful studics, and as time rolled on the
young men now giving such evidence ot
talent and proof ofzeal in promoting these
studies would be bright ornaments of a
still strong and useful St. Ann’s organiza-
tion. In thosc days it would seem as if
all the powers of darkness were lengued
to disclaim against Christinn edneation.
Nothing was left undone to vilify the
systems and prove by all manner of
menns that Catholic schools wnre in-
ferior to nll others. In St. Ann's for
many years, owing the devotion, zeal
unsparing energy of Brother Arnold, the
schools wepe of a high order of merit ;
now, under the supervision of his suc-
cessor, one of the most able men in the
brotherhood, the members of St. Aun's
parish had the gratification of secing

_ still greater progress being made and all
the old efficiency maintained. Through-
out the country those under whose carce
the cause of education had been placed,

~in go fur ns Quthollc schools were con-
ecrned, had, indecd, n grave responsibil-
ity. Upon them devo&’vcd the duty of
keeping up the standard of the schools.
Tenchers must feel how deplorable it
. would be if, througlh incomneteney or
neglect, they allowed room for uniriendly
critics to make attacks upon the system
generally, and the pupils everywhere
ought to understand that not only for

thoir own advantage. but for the honor’

of their religion, it.was their bounden
duty to make every effort.so to'advance’
in'their studies thut-they would presesit
. 1n.their ‘own success and irreprofchable
~ eonduct'the “best:evidence’ of

Christian character, as well as the cffici-
ency of the establishments where they
had been trained. [Applause.] St.
Ann’s would always give a good account
of itself. The genius and talent of the
Celt, although transplanted, bad lost
noue of their vigor or brilliancy ; and
the devotion of the teachers would have
the reward they most desired—that of
seeiug the pupils take their places as
good and true citizens, worthy Catholics,
intelligent, triined and patriotic men.

The golden jubilee of the Cathedral of
the Immacnlate  Conceptiom, Kuansas
City, Mo., was recently celebrated with
beeoming ceremonies.

The other con
vent is a :ubstantial addition to the
Mother house of the Sisters ol Charity,
at Mount  St. Joseph, in Haunilton
County, north of Cincinnati.

According to a dispateh, the persecu
tion of Catholics in Poland is being
revived. A serious conflict has arisen
between the ollicials and the clergy
there. The governur ordered the priests,
under severe penaltivs, to announce in
the Russinn language from their altars
the birth of Grand Duchiess  Qlga,
daughter of the Czar. This the pricsts
refused to do, and they have appealed to
the Vatienn to protest against theorder.

The Hartford diocese has sulivred
severely by deaths of its priests lately,
three of them having been ealled awany
in quick succession. The latest  loss
was that of Rev. John F. Lenehan, rector
ol St. Francis’ Chureh, Naugatuck, whose
death was announced lagt week.  Father
Lenchan was o New Haven boy by birth,
and made his theology at St. Mary's,
Baltimore, where he was ordained nine-
teen years ago lnst month.

PROCEEDINGS.

Barrisors, Jan, 6.—Francis Satolli,
titular Archbishop ol Lepunto in the
Rumaun Catholic Church, the distin-
guished prelate who has been the repre-
sentative of the Roman Pontitl in the
United States Yor thie past three yenrs,
wis formally raiged to the Cardinalate
yesterday by the delivery to him of the
rud beretta, which torms one of the prin-
cipal insignin of his new and princely
rank in the Church.

The ceremonics attending his eleva-
tion took place in the venerable cathe-
deal of the Archdiocese of Baltimore,
and were accompanicd by such sclem-
rity, pomp and picturesqueness as has
rarely Leen equaled within those tour
walls where hive occurred so many vebe-
brations of importence in the history of
the American Catholie Church.

Only twice before bas asimilar event
taken place within the United States.
Twenty years ago last Marceh the late
Cardinal McCloskey, Archbishop of New
York, was muade @ Cardinal 1 the obd
cathedral at the metropolis, and ten
yours age nest June Cardioad Gibbosis
wits clevated at the same sheine whe re
vist mlay’s coremonies oveurred.

Those who witnessed the ceremnies
included archbishops, bishops, privsts.
whose reputations are national s
whose names are famibinr words in the
Catholic houscholds of Amerzea. Many
of the clergymen present haed heen sta-
dents of satolli when he wis an -
structor in dogmatic theology at the
Roman Propaganda. Sowe o them as-
sisted in the Mass which was celebrated
and others  weee in the  sanctuary,
Speeinl  interest also autached 1o the
presence ol a nephew of Cardinal Satolli,
Ubarius Satolii, who s o Francisean
priest now stationed 1l New York,

CONTRASTS IN COLORS.

As they formed in close coluimn the
sight presented  was strikingly impres
give. The rich robes of the arclibishops
ard bishops contrasted with the simple
garb of the priests and the bright colors
of the Oxtord gowns of the Catholic U
versity men and the vestments of the
deacons and sub-dencons of the Masa but
accentuated the plainness of the garb wl
Angustinian, Franciscan and  Servite
monks,

When the last archhishop, with bi-
attendunt priest and tiny trainbeirers,
had descended the steps and taken poai
tion in line on Charles street, Cardinal
Gibbons appeared in his red robes, mitre
and hat. MHis train was borne by six
little boya dressed in red cassocks and
white surplices.

Cardinal Satolli did net appear in the
procession, much ta the regret of the
spectators, who were eapecially nnxinus
to see him. He entered the Cathedral
for the ceremunies through the sacristy.

INSIDE THE CATHEDRAL,

The procession tiled up lhe central
aisle tothe sanctuary, the aeminarians
passing to the right and lelt ns they
reached the froat, and Jiling up the atde
Aisles, where maort of them rerumined
standing during the ceremoniea. The
priests were grouped in the extremc
wings of the sanctuary to the right and
lett of the altar, with those in the left
wing being che seminary choir, which
was to intone a part of the services.

The bishops and archhishops as they
entered the sanctuary were puided to
geats on the right and left of the main
altar, ranging in two lines from the two
red canopied thrones where Canlinal
Gibbons und Carcinal Satolli were to sit.

They were
two Americans, “who hald the honorary
position of private chamberlaing to the
Pope. They are Eugene Kelly and Chas,
Astor Bristed, both of New York.

He spoke in
the beginning of Cidinal Uibbon's un-
failing kindncss and sriendship to him
and then referred to two visits whicl he
had made ty the Baltimore Cathedral,
the tirst in 1839 ‘
eoenfennial of the establishment of the
American  hicrarchy  and the other at
Cardinal Gibbons’ silver jubilee, two
yeas ago.  Inoconclusion he expressed
the hope that the American nation and
the Ameriean Catholic Chureh  would
have an era of unexampled prosperity
and promised to pray during the rest ot
bis lire that Gud's blessing would rest
with the peopie which had given him
sueh @ cordial welcomee,

CELEBRATING

The Mass was one ol the greatest sol-
cnitdty, both in the manner of its cele-
bration at the altar and tu the wusic
selected to be sunyg by the choie of male
and female voices, led by Prof, FoXo
Hale.

THE FALL OF SEDAN

FATHER THE COUNT DE  MONTLIOS
FOUGHT IN NAPOLEON ARMIES.

In the third deeade of this century
there Hyved in the old Moorisheapital of
Granada the Count de Montijos, 1 Span-
ish grandee of ancient family, but lim-
ited possessions. He had fought in
Napoleon's armivs who had been driven
from Spain by Wellington's forees; had
clung to the Corsican’s cause of his
Titanic strugele with allied Europe, and
siter Waterlon had returned to his native
country, became a Senator, and married
Donna Maria Wirkpatrick. This lady
wis a daughter of a M. Kirkpatrick
who hield the not very illustrious post of
Enelizh Consul in Malaga, but who
claimed desceent from the royal house of
Stuart.

The elder ol them married a
Duke: the second. born on the Sth of
May, 1325 and christened Eugenie Marie,
was destined to marrey an Emperor, It
is contidently asserted that this alliance
was the result of a deliberately con-
ceived and patiently exceuted plot on
the part of Fugenie and her mother. It
certainly seems probable thal they were
attentive to the young Prince, beeause
Eugenie's father was a brave oflicer in
Napoleon [s army. As Eugenie grow
up with a rare loveliness, she was eare-
fully edueated in France and England.
Spanish beauty maturcs early, and fides
rapidly, and Spanish maidens marry
very voung: but when she entered so-
ciety her host of suitors were rigidly
fended off, and she remained single at an
wece when most of her countrywomen
had long been wives. Eugenie and her
mother had met Napoleow’s nephew at
the house of their relatives, the Kirk-
patricks, in London, when the future
Empress was a child, and the future Em-
peror an exiled pretender. Then came
the tiasco of Strasburg, the yet more dis-
astrous at Boulogne and six years' im-
prisonment in the Castle of Hun; then
the revolution of 1345, and Louis Na-
poleon’s opportunity at last.  He s
elected to the National Assembly by the
citizens of Paris. is chosen President of
France, svcures the sapport of the army,
facessand crushes the Assembly, and ig
confirmed in his usurpation by the votes
of the people. His star is steadily as-
cending; his hand is ready to grusp the
imperial diadem; it is time for Madame
de Montijos to bring off hergrand matri-
monial coup it she can.

A DESCRIPTION OF EUGENIE.

In the winter of 185152, when the
widowed ('ountess launched herdaughter
in the society of Paris, Engenie was in
her twenty-sixth vear. She is described
as having been an ideal of bheauty and
grace—a ~ veritable favorite of the gods,
divinely and most divinely lair,” as Ten-
nyson wrote inregard toan lIrish Prin-
cess who visited Scotland; srmewhat
slender of figure, with exquisite neck
and shoulders. In many ways she
seemed rather English than Spanish,
She wns witty, accomplished, brilliant,
a thorough mistress of French, English,
Spanish and Italian; o fearless rider, a
bewitching  lady, doing the noblest
things us reganls dress. The President
saw her and fell in love with her. But
among princes love and marriage are by
no means synonymous terms.  Ambi-
tion made Louis Nupoleon strengthen
his position by a match with & Princess
of some royal house. He had no idea of
wedding  the fair Spaniard.  She was
playing for a crown, and she and her
mother were visitors at his chateau of
Compeigne shartly after his assumption
of the [mperial, when a game of blind
man’s bofl was started to amuse the
company. Whenthe Emperor was *'it,”
according to the rule of the ciub, he
caught Eugenie, placed a garland of
flowers on her head. ¢ Sire,” shie suid,
“this crown is too light.,” 1In a few
dnys Napoleon startied his counseliors
by announcing that he had decided to
marry the daoghter of the Countess de
Montijos.

WEDDED IN NOTRE DAME,

The future bride and her mother took
their quarters in the Elysce while pre-
purations were mule far the wedding in
the Cathedral of Notre Dame. The
smperor’s path to wedlock was not
wholly unencumbered,  There wns an-
other woman in the cunse. She was
known ana Mrs. Howard of Baltimore.
she was attached to Louis Napoleon,
and shared his years of exile, nnd had
saerificed all else to further bis enuse,
Just before the announcement of hisg
marringe she proceeded Lo England on g
retended mission. When she cenmie
mek to Paris she found that her house
had been searched, and every letter and
memento of the Emperor had been re-
moved. She sought out bia bride, and,
mecting KBugenie in the Bois de Bologne,
assniled her with bitter words, and, so
ramor adds, with persona! violence.
I'he scene was hllﬂh(‘(‘lx:llp. To chronicle
it might at that time have been canse
fpr treason. .

Under Napoleon and Eugenie the conrt

of the Tuillc;ics was the most brilliant

in Europe. TheEmpresssetihefashions
of the world. Hoer dresses sparkled with
galaxies of diamonds, orshimmered with
luce worth 31,000 & yard. The canvases
of Raffela and Titan were taken from
the Louvre to adorn her boudoir. Ex-
travagance was the order of the day.
The Empress was not only the mistress
of a splendid court. When Paris was
smitten with the cholera epidemic in
1865, she visited the hospituls, she
helped to care for the wounded soldiers
of her husband’s wars. When he was
with his army in Italy, she was appoing-
ed Regent, and wus head of the State in
more than name. She represented him
in the opening of the Suez Canal, a work
ot French enterprise, nmd was welcomed
in the East by the Sultun and Khedive,

An Empress, and court, and an heir
were politignl necessitics to Napoleon,
and by his marringe he secured them
all. General was the jubilation on the
morning of Sunday, March 16, 1856,
when the thundering cannon of the In-
valides announced in the birth of an
heir the Prince Imperial.

THE EMPRExs WAS THE CAUSE OF THE WAR,

The etiquette was not always as rigid
at the court as at the courts of Vienna or
Berlin, and the morals were certainly
strait Inced. but other courts have been
earcless  in these  respects, where
the daughters of kings presided.  Napo-
leon 1. gave his consort cause for jeal-
ousy at times, and violent recriminations
ensued, The buuts at Compeigne and
the evening parties afterward were very
free ; games of “hunt the slipper” and
others not u ual invalaces were otten in-
termixed with tableaus and charades,
and still more stately pageants. The old
aristocriey of France held aloof to the
Lust, but Napoleon made new peers and
revived the titles conferred by his uncle,
while he and his beautiful wife invited
many farcigners.  The Princess de Met-
ternich, the Austrinn Ambassadress, be-
came an intimate of the Bmpress, and
used to say was willing to become her
Princess de Lamballe. When Fugenie
was in a deliente condition she invited
Worth of the Rue de In Pais to eall at
the Palace. She told him that he should
make i erinoline.  Nearly all the ladics
in the countries of Europe wore crino-

lines. Then eame Sadown, and #s a
result the Frapco-German war.  lHere
apain Eugenie interfered.  She  was

strong for a march to Rhine. Count
Phalen, a famous Russian, tamiliar with
the seeret history ol every eourt in Eun-
rope, told to a friend hie had been with
the Empress when the troops marehed
oui from Paris, and had seen her strike
her breast while she prandly exelaimed

“Ceqt i guerre!"—This ismy war!”

The first short terrible campaign ended
at Sedan, and at once the Paris popula-
tion rose. Those days came which re-
cualled Marie Antoinette, and Louis Phil-
lipe, and Charles X. - Flight for Engenie
was the only alternative.  Prince Met-
ternich foreed his way into the besteged
Palnee throngh crowds and guards, and
offered his nid to the trembling Empress.
He had her corriage in waiting at a
prominent entranee, and while the mob
was watching there he Ted the mistresy
ol the palace, veiled and plainly dressed,
through one of dhe privite rooms toa
humble back and drove to the home of
Dr. Evans. The countryman had enjoyed
the intinmey with contidentinl missions
to several European court4, He willingly
aceepted the task of conveying the Em-
press out of Paris, and, under his guid-
ance, she eseaped to the northern coust
of France. There he found an English
gentleman  who promptly  placed  his
vacht at her disposal. At first (he Em-
pross was in great distress for want of
her wardrobe, but means were {found to
procure the linen of the late Emperor's
mother. Hortense. She reached Bogland
in a few hours, Most of this materind
isdue to a Freneh writer, Addam Badeau.
—Ercesk Davig, in the Western Watch-
man.

firm of his or their own messenger for
the delivery of his or their own letters,
but not the making ol a contraet or
agreement with any individual for that
specific purpose.””’

A MANUAL FOR ACADEMIES, HiGH
SCHOOLS AND COLLEGES,

of English literature. 'The introducetion
“to this * course” is from the pen of per-
haps one of the most able erities and
litteratevrs in the United States—2Mr.
George Parsons Lathrop.

Asthe volume“Suggestions™ is merely
the condensation of the answers that
may be given to the questions in the
reviews, following the chapters of the
main work, we can dismiss it, for the
present, with a strong recommendation
to all teachers and all self-instrneting
students to have it upon the desk while
perusing  the larger and complete
treatise.

We might guote hero afew words from
the author’s preface: “In the present
volume an earnest attempt is made to
present the history of English literatare
1 a live, succinet manner, * * % 0¥
Throughout the volume, the pupil is not
only allowed to do his ownthinking, but
heis required todo it. ¥ ¥ * The
Reviews eall for special study and appre-
ciation.

This
is the jight which it throws upon the
vita) ad contimious influence of religious
conviction and true  faith, abiding
through ten or twelve centuries.

In
point of eriticism it might be superflo-
ous and cven a sipn of temerity were we
to attempt an wmplificaticn of these
srong and exaet remarks,  We must,
however, il theattention of our readers
not only to the work, but to the author.
and still more particularly to the Order
of teachers of which he is & member.
The Christian Brothers, whose prineipal
profession is to teach the young, have
stepped far beyond the limits of element-
ary edueation, and, in mors than one in-
stance, have added antold treaures to the
general, and cspecially to the educa-
tional literasture of the world. While
Brother Potamian has recently been elee-
trifying enlightened America with his
masterly leetures on scientitic subjects,
the greatest critica of the world have
been puying tributes to the works an
“ Christian  Philosophy,” by  Brother
Chrysostom, and the wonderful prodne-
tions of the late Brother Azarins, It is
still reserved for the same Order, through
the instrumentality of Brother Noah. to
challenge the competition and admira-
tion of the literary amd educeational
gpheres, with a work that is destined to
mark o distinet epoch in the study of
English Literaturc. Nouris this the first
or only importa t addition to Catholie
historieal and  educational literature
from the pen of Brother Neah,

This work, so warmly reeeived Ly the
publie, has numerons  features  that
stamp it as entirely original in design
aud method, Tt goes out of the old
beaten trazk, and affords ample play to
the facultivs of the stndent. Inaword,
it places the snbjeets before the reader
in such exact order and in such a sys-
tematic way, that while the memory is
excrcised in the retaining of the various
Iessons, the judgment amd reasoning
powers are none the less employed in
the formation of deduactions und the
creation of solid principles—the conse-
quences of the whole study.  Let us
tuke, at haplinzard, any one of the pages
—simply to illustmte the system,

Under the heading *Byron.” we find,
firstly, a conple of quotations from some
of the famons poct’s contemporaries.
In these we get a hurried but exact
glimpse into the life of the man. These
quotations serve as texis to the subse-
quent ecomments.  The anthor then pre:
sents o clear. suceinet, biographieal
sketch of the poet.  Hervin we see that
Byron was unfortunate in his parents:
his father was a profligate; his motner
at times overindulgent, at others ex-
tremely harsh, The boy had a physieal
deformity, which was most galling to
his sensitive natare.  Unrestrained, and
naturally passionate, he feil into evil
ways. Suddenly arising to fame, he be-
came the pet of society. the spoiled
ehild of an immoral world. Thus we
ean account or the dark elouds that
shadew the most brilliant sky of his
literary grentness. The eball s care-
(aily silted from the good griin inall
his poctey s suflicient quotations are
made to illustzate the powers of the
writer. aud enough s told to guand
against the evil vileets consequent upon
a general study ol his works. his place
js assigned to him in the niche of fame;
his rank amongst the literary lights of
his ape is detined; aml the stadent is
left with n very true idew of the merits
and demerits of the author.

So is it for each and all of the others.
In recommending this work, we wonld
sy that it deserves o wider field than
that of n mere text-book. It should tind
a place in every library and upon every
Catholic table.

PRESSIVE CEKEMONY.

The funeral of the Very Rev. Father
Philip Beandet, parish priest of St
Laurent, whoe was also at the time of his
death Provinein] Superior of the Holy
Cross Qrder, took place on Thunsday it
the parish chureh, in which the deeeased
was wont to oiliciate,

The village, which but & short time
since was gay with election tlags and
streamers, presented o very ditferent op-
pearance this morning, the doors and
windows of every house in the parish
being Jdraped in black and orange.
Stretched across the main streets were
heavy fokls ol cashmere, decorated with
the skull and crossbones of death, and
even the telegraph poles were swathed
in the snme sombre colors. The scene
inside the church was most impressive.
The gold and white decorations of the
ancred edifice were almost entirely hid-
den by heavy draperies of purple, orange
and black. Within the sanctuary, a
purple canopy overhung the seat re-
gerved for His Grace Archbishop Fubre,
Every avnilable inch of sianding room
was occupied, the crush of people, both
in the body of the church and in the
galleries, being almost sutfocating. One
space alone remained clear, that sur-
rounding the catafalgue, upon which re-
posed the coffin containing the remains
of the deceased priest  But despite the
immense number present the silence
had become intense, when Mgr. Fabre
and the long procession of visiting clergy
entered the sanctuary by a private door.

The Muss selected was  Perrault’s
“Messe de Requiem,” the Archbishop
officiating, with the Rev, Canon Piche,
of Lachine, as tirst assistant, Rev. Father
Geotlrion, CS.C., Assistant Provineial,
secomid mssistant, Rev. Father Lecaval-
icr as deacon, Rev, Father Crevier as
sub-deacon, and Rev, Father Perron as
mister of ceremonies.  Mygr, Fabre was
also served by Rev. Fathers Iayes, L
Hervieux, N. Hervienx and Viens.

The choir was very strong, and, with
the large number of clergy to chant the
responses, the musicad portion of the ser-
viee was exceptionatly grand.

At the conelusion of the Mass the
corpse was removed from the eatafilque
and placed within the sanctuary, near
the commumon rail, before which a
congtant stream of mourners passed for
more than an hoor afterwards,  In the
meanwhile the band of the college par-
aded the principai streets of the village
to the slow time of the dead march from
“Saul.”

Wherever nmmnicipal councils are awake
to the soimportunt question of improved
roads, it bis now been fully demonstrat-
ed, in the United States and in Cinada,
that greatly better ronds can be secured
than in the past, and at much less cost.,
Most efficient roud muachines have heen
in full operntion in many townships in
the provinee, and the roads improved
thereby in a wonderful manner at the
lowest cost.  The Assaciation, therelore.
intends to have these machines fully
tested where they are yet unknown and
facilities secured ta all municipulitios
willing to introduce them in thelr re-
spective localities.

All questions relating to improved
rords shall be most carefully looked into
by the otlicers of the Assoeiation and
advice taken from competent anthori-
ties for the henefit of all parties inter
ested,

As the work to be done by the Gowd
Ronds Association must neceasarily en
tatl considerable expenditure, it is hoped
that the publie will cheerinlly vespond
to the Societies’ appeal, and that o gen-
erouy subscription list shail be secured.

CIVIL STATUS.

In =atunlav's = Daity Witneas” aj-
pears o lett o trom a eeverend Protestant
clergyman, in which he objects to the
law that obtains in this Provinee regard-
ing the registration of Acts of Civil
Starns  Ioleaving aside the regi-tration
of marriaee anl of deaths, he contines his
r marks and objections to the Baptisms.
He considers it o very great hardship
that the ministers, like the priests,
ghould be obliged by lawto keep a re-
gigter of the bapti=ms and to make a
copy of the same to be deposited in the
archives of the state.  In this he is very
atrongly supported by the  Witness ”
in » peculiarly illogical editorial. The
great reason given is that amongst Pro-
testants there is no taith to be put in
such recurds. The reason is explained
by a tew other reasons—lor example,
because some sects no not believe in
baptism, others consider it an evil act,
many, who may believe init, Jdo not
think it proper to administer that sacru-
ment until the recipient is of an age to
undemtand it; again, amongst them,
numbers are never baptized, some leave it
for years, some forget it altogether.
Thns a recard of the baptisams amongst
Protestants by no means indicates the
exact number of births.

It is otbcrwise with the Catholic
Church ; so sacred is baptism held as a
sicranient, that virtually speaking the
rogistration of baptisma in  w parish
means the enumeration of births. It
is the very same for marriage. The
high, noble idea of the Chuch concern-
ing that sacrament has rendered divorce
unknown amongat {rne Catholics. Tt is
the disregard of the sacramental import-
ance of marriage that has led the non-
Catholic werld into all the moral
degradation, the domestic unhappiness,
the misery brought upon innocent and
unoffending children, and the thousand
ilis that are consequent upon divoree.

1t is a sud commentary upon the dis-
un.on—therefore absence of truth—in
the teachings of Protestantism to tind
ita leading orgun cxpressing itscll as
follows :—

Here we have men pro-
fessing to belicve in Christ and His
doctrines, claiming to have the true re-
ligion necessury unto salvation, and yet
differing so mdically from each other
upon one ot the all-important dogmas
of the new dispensation, that they are
forced to admit—what the Rev. clergy-
man and the Witness seem to glory in—
namrly, that the record of their baptisms
is no indication of the number of their
births. Truth is one and can admit of no
divisions. Wealone can positively say
that we know ours to be the religion
of truth, for it is undivided in every
genge; while our separated brethern
are “brandishing the fragment of a
broken creed against each other.”

ON THE INDEX.

Not long ago it was stated by some of
the European press that a work of Leo
XI11., whilst Bishop of DIerugia, was
placed on the Index. It is hard to credit
the person who started the story with
gooud faith in doing so, when we dis-
cover the rend facts of the case. ** L'Eeo
d'ftalia "' gives them agfollows :—Whilst
His Holiness was Bishop of Perugia, a
pricst nanmed TFather Carlo Paoletti,
whose mind bad become allected, amnd
who had been. for three years in an asy-

lum, published, without episcopal

authority, a work on the culturs due to
the Blessed Virgin. Mgr Pecci, having
read the book, disapproved of it, and
wrote to the Sovereign Pontiffexplaining
his objections. When His Holiness Pius
IX. received a copy {rom the author, he
aent it for examination to the Holy
Office, together with Mgr. Pecci's letter
and the letter is still preserved in the
archives of that Congregation, with the
book which was condemned. Leo XIIL
not only was not at variance with the
Holy Office, but was instrumental in in-
ducing it to censure the errors of the
author.

HON. EDWARD BLAKE.

By recent despatches from the old
country, we notice that there is a proba-
bility, should Mr. Justin McCarthy retire
from the leadership of the Irish Parlia-
mentary party, that Hon. Mr. Blake is
likely to be called upon to succeed him.
This would in no way surprise us, and
both as ardent Home Ruler and proud
Canadian we would rejoice. It seems to
us that there could not be a better choice
made in case the present leader, for ore
reason or another, should deem it well
to relingquish the helm.  Apart {rom
HHon. Mr. Blake’s universally acknowl-
edged ability as a leader, a statesman
and a parlinmentary orator, we can
searcely conceive an aetive Irish politi-
cian mwre likely to be as free from
dangerous prejudices ns he is.  Inone
sense heis a stranger to all factional
interests ; he has never identified him-
self with the individual ambitions or
personal aims of any of the divisions in
the Home Rule cause. He is one around
whom all could rally with contidence
and hope, and in his capacity of leader
he would bring to bear influences that,
as i private in the ranks, he has not an
opportunity of developing.

At the same time as Irish-Canudians
we know that all the children of the
“ Ancient Race” in this Dominion
woulldl feel proud to learn that the one
time lcader of 1 great Canadian political
party had stepped into the larger arena
of Imperial public life, and there bound-
ed not only into recognition but even to
the topmost round on the ladder.  Few

men have cver made more personal
gacrifices for the cause than has the
Hon. Mr. Blake. In leaving homer

country, friends, profession and j olitical
preferment, to dedicate his great talents,
bis time, his comtorts and his money to
the success of Ireland’s cause, hie had
all to lose und apparently nothing
personally to gnin. It would be a grand
testimony of appreciation on the part of
those for whoms he tights were he to,
ome day, be raised to the leadership.
But whether at the head, or in the
ranks, one thing can berelied upon—his
great disinterested co-operation in all
that may tend to the greater good of
Ireland and her causc.

NOT INFALLIBLE.

Of late our frii nd the Daily Witness—
at least in its edirocials—has fallen into
very few blunders concerning Catholic
teachings. This may be accounted for
in the fact that our contemporary hag
been 8o occupied with political subjects
it has not had space to devote to ques-
tions of religious controversy. How-
ever, inits issue of last Friday it, either
intentionally or otherwise, goes back to
one of the most glaring errors concern-
ing the dogma of Infallibility. Perchance
it did uot mean to mis-stite, secing that
ita fulse interpretation takes the form of
a question.

In referring to the Pope’s offer to arbi-
trate in the Venezuelan difficuity the
Witneas says :—

“The Pope's anxiety to resolve the
Holy College into the universal court of
arbitration might be construed into
meaning that he regarded that body s to
some extent out of business, and in need
of some dignified occupation. That
court, however, labora under some dis-
abilities for such a service, which pos-
sibly may not have occurred to His Holi-
ness. [t could hardly be accused of lack
of astutences, but what is to be said of it
ag an authority on international law if
we are to take the syilabus of Pope Pius
the Ninth, coafirmed by the council of
the Vaiican, declaring it infullible, and
thercfore irrevocable as the latest and
most mature synopsis of its views of
human government ?”

Here are, in a very small space, three
vory great mistakes. Should the offer of
the Holy Father, to act as arbitrator, be
accepted, the “Holy College,” to use the
cxpression of our contemporary, would
not be “resolved into the universal court
of arbitration,” seeing that it is the indi-
vidual statesman Leo XIIL, and not the
College of Cardinals, that would deal
with the question. In the second place
“the syllabus of Pope Pius the Ninth,
conlirmed by thecouncil of the Vatican,”
would have no more to do with the deci-
sions of the international arbitrator than
would the “Thirty nine Articles,” the
Institutes of Justinian, or the laws of
Lycurgus. Thirdly, the dogma of Infal-
libility~—so often, 8o clearly and so hon-
estly explained, but always misrepre-
sented by non-Catholics—iloes not apply
1o the Pope, nor to tho College ol Unrdi-
nals, in matters apart [rom the moral
and dogmatic teachings of the Church.
The Pope, as Viear of Clirist, is only in-
Iallivle when acting as a teacher, and

ters of moral or dogma. Moreover, he
must positively declare that his pro-
nouncements are intended to be official
utterances of Christ’s Vicar. Even on
questions of Church discipline the Pope
is not infallible. Much less would be
be s0 in matters pertaining to the tem-
poral welfare of any section of the world.
He may err—and Popes have erred—in
affairs of state, in the administration of
the temporal business, in all that does
not belong to the immediate spiritual
kingdom over which, in Christ’s name,
he reigns.

I, therefore, Leo XIIL were to be cho-
senas indicated, his decisions would not
have any greater value than those of
others, on account of his prerogative of
infallibility in aflairs spiritual—rather
would the importance of his pronounce-
ments be due to the fact of his indivi-
dual talents, his wonderful foresight,
his calmness of judgment, his great grasp
of all national and international situa-
tions, as well as the evident absence of
any prejudice, or undue influence—both
of which are linble to exist in any other
arbitrators. So thut our Daily friend, if
in good faith, writes about the “Holy
College,” the duties and functions of
which 1t completely misunderstands ;
about the syllabus, that seems to be the
bele noir of its dreams and which it has
evidently never studied; and about the
Pope’s infallibility, which it may, or
should, rightly estimate, but which it
constantly misinterprets for its readers.

M. FLOQUET DEAD.

Paris, Jan, 18.—Churles Thomas Flo-
quet. formerly president of the Council
of Ministers, Minister of the Interior and
President of the Chamber of Deputies,
died at noonto-dany. All of the members
of the present ministry visited him be-
fore he died.

M. Charles Thomas Floguet was born
at St. Jean de Luy in 1828; was called
tothe barin 1851 and had adistinguishied
career in hiscalling. In Febrenary, 1871,
he waseleeted representative of theSeine
in the Nntional Assembly, but shortly
atterwards resizned his seat becunse of
published accusations of his being the
agent of the commune. In the sena-
tarial clections of 1876 he was an unsue-
cessful candidate, but obtained a scat in
the second Chaamber. At a public meet-
ing in Havree in 1880 he made an ener-
getic speech in tavor of the separation
of church and state, as also for the sup-
pression of the Senate. In 1881 he was
elected Viee-President ot the Chamber,
On the fall of M. Ferry from power and
the auccession of M. Brisson, M. Floguet
was chosen to succeed the lntter as Pre-
sident of the chumber, which post he
held tor a number of yeurs.

A TRIBUTETO CATHOLIC NUNS,

The British Medical Journal has a
remarkable tribute to the work ot Cath-
olicSisters ns nurses in Irish workhouses:

“Those who have been saddencd by
previous reports of the condition ol the
sick poor in Irish workhouses will be
cherred by onr Commissionery’ account
of Ballyshannon Union Infirmary. Eigh-
tecen months belore the visit was paid
a community of Ruman Catholic nuns
hud taken over the management of the
workhanse.. ! In- conversation with the
Superior,” writes the Commisgioner, *we

learn that. this house hud until lately

been'quite as bad as others on which we
have already commented ; pauper nurse-
ing prevailed, and with it the attendant
evil of blackmailing, the demoralized
creatures preying on the helpless in-
mates, robbing them of their tea, tobacco,
money, or any mercantile articles on
which they can Iny their hands before
they will give themgsuch service as they
are told offto do, und for which they
receive extra rations (rom the guprdians,
Rather than go back to that oft-told
tale, let us record our admiration of the
work done in the short eighteen months
which bave elupsed between the date of
our visit and the day when the nuns touk
poussession. The Superior, by filling the
mutron’s post, has been able to make her
influence felt in almost every depart-
ment, and it is clear that the Board has
been ready to second” her efforts. The
nursing stafl consists of the Superior,
three nuns and the night nurse, the
Superior being nlso matran of the work-
house. The night nurse is trained, but
she works from written instructions left
by the nuns.’ The Superior, clenrly a
woman of rare capacity and tact, took
on herself the oflice of matron, and with
the willing co-operation of the medical
officer, the guardisans and the master,
has in that short time worked wounders.
The structure is the snme, the sanitary
armngements were ug the time of the
visit of the old primitive kind, but order,
efticiency, and above all humanity, now
prevail in the management. The moral
of it is that capacity and self-devotion
are not tobe thwarted by the worst
system ever invented. Such work as
that of the good nuns at Ballyshannon
brings us nearer the dny of a general re-
form in the administiation of the Poor
Law.”

HOME MATTERS.

A dose in time saves the doctor’s bill
and sometimes the undertaker's also.
When a woman feels n cold coming on
or when she realizes that she has been
exposed to colid, she should immediately
set nbout her preventive work.

There is much virtue in hot drinks, in
friction and in warm covering. The
woman who feels that she is o candidate
for a cold should take a hot mustard fout
bath, rub down vigorously, drink @ tum-
bler of steaming lemonade, with per-
haps a dash of whiskey in 1t, and then
gou to sleep under as many and as warm
coverlets as she needs.  The room should
be ventilated during the night, but she
must be proteeted against draughts. A
hig screen placed at the fout of the bed
is an excellent guard against breezes.
It is not & bad plan to wear a nighteap
as part of the outtit.

In the morning the patient shonid
dress in as warm a room uas possible, or
there is danger of increasing the cold.
An alcohol rub down may be substituted
for the regulur bath, as it closes the
pores and tones up the skin.

FILETS OF DUCK.

To make ftilets of duck with stuffed
olives, remove the tilets of two ducks and
cut them in nice sized pieces. Sprinkle
them  with salt amd pepper and fry
them  in butter. Take them up and
dizh in a border of puree of green peas.
Fill the center of the dish with olives
that have been pitted and (iled with
folegras, and heat them in some clear
stock. Serve witn this a browned sauce
tlavored with lemon.

ALMOND CREMM CAKE,

This recipe calls for two cups of pul-
verized sugar, one-quarter cuptul of but-
ter, one cupiul of sweet milk, three eup-
fuls of lower, twoand a hali teaspooniuls
of baking powder, whites of four eggs
beaten very light, one-hall teaspooniul
of vanilla, Bake in four Iayers.  Whip
one cuplul of sweet cream to a froth,
stitring pradually inte it half a enptul
of pubverized sugar, a few drops of van-
illiv and one pound of almonds, bluncehed
and chopped tine. Spread thick between
layers, [rost top aud sides.

RAGOUT OF TURNII'S.

Use a quart of turnips cut into cubes,
three tablespoonfuls of butter, one tea-
spoonful of sugar, one heaping teaspoon-
tul of salt, one-itth of a teaspoonlul of
pepper, one tablespoonful of chopped
onton, one tablespoonful of flonr and one
cupful of stock, or milk. Put the butter
on the stove in o stewpan, and when jt
beecomes melted add the turnips and
chopped onion. Stir until the vegetables
begin to turn brown, then add the sadt,
pepper stugarand Hour and stir two min-
utes longer. At the end of that time add
the stock or milk., Cover the stewpan
andset it where the mixture will simmer
for twenty minntes.

CALLED TO HIS REWARD.

REV. FATHER VAILLANCOURT SUCCUMDES TO
CONSUMPTION.

After lingering for about a year in
a comdition of health that prevented
his performing any  active work, and
after a period of three months during
which he was continuously contined
to his bed, the Rev. Father Vaillan-
court, at 830 ihis morning, heeded
the summons that called hini to another
world. Hisdeath was o peaceful one, ns
the death of all who tight the good fight
should be.  Constmption was the malady
that hurried him towarda premature de-
miee.

The Rev. Zotique Vaillancourt was
born at Ste. Ruse, Quebee, in 1855,  After
finishing his colleginte course at the
College of St. Therese he entered the
Oblate novitiate in 1874, where he re-
mained for two years, having made his
Oblation in 1876. Afterwards he re-
moved to Ottawa university, where he
pursued his theological studies until
1874, in which year he was called to the
priesthood. Then he was named asa
permanent professor at the institution,
taking up Latin, Greek, French, history
and algebra as his specialties. Three
years ago he took up a residence at the
Juniorate but continued his studies at
the university, which he only relin-
quished last February when ill health
obliged him to seek rest at the house of
the order in lachine. He returned to
tttawa in September last and went im-
mediately to the hospital which he was
never destined to leave. 'The body of the
d ceased was, this afternoon, removed to
the inner purlor of the university, where
those who may wigh to view it can do so
to-night and tomorrow. The tuneral is
to take place on Monday morning to St.
Juseph's church.—Ottawa Free Press.
