- The failure is anînounced of R. B. Hall of
North Douro, County ofPeterborough, Ontario,
who bas lately been carrying on a general store
in the Village of Lakefield. His business has
always been considered the reverse of paying,
owing, perbaps, to the nature of bis business
habits, and this, ivith the fact tha lie was burn-
ed out lest montI, bas led to zhe issuing of a
writ of altacbment against bis ivithin the last
few days.

- E. B. Dickson and S. Dickson, both of
Pakenliam, the former a general storekeeper,
and the latter associated witi him in the
ownership of a sinall saw miill, have made
assignments during the past iveek. They bad
also been engaged in lunbering, but sometnime
ago sold their linits and a considerable portion
of tbeir timber. H. I. Dickson !S reported not
to have been wisely attentive to business details,
and tbis, with the depression in the lumber
trade,may account for the failure ofboth parties.

- Andrew D. Hunter, an honest, industrious
and capable general store keeper of the village
of Morewood, County of Dundas, Ontario, lias
gotI ato trouble and been obliged to make an
assignment. Ifis business was of small extet,
never very remunerative, and, as lie was pos-
sessed of little or no capital in the start, bis
failure was the natural outcome of that and the
liard times. IIe was formerly in business in
South Mountain in the same County, and came

o Morewood in the spring of 1877. Beingre-

- 11. J. McQiigg, a inerchant of Brinston's-
Corners, a smanl place back of Iroquois, Ont.,
is wanting to compromise lis liabilities at 40
cents. His antecedents aire not altogether
favorable. Some years aga lie carried on busý-
ness at Winchester and also at Chelsea, Que.,
got lito dilliculties, and left the country, ol'er-
ing 50 cents cash fromî the other side. This
was at lirst refused, and his estate placed in
insolvency, but subsequently creditors accepted,
and he resuîmed business. lis credit lias never
been strong siie, and be lias always done a
speculative sort of business. lis present liabi-
lities are not yet known.

An impression prevailed tliat
Mr. Andrews wias accustomed to charge exor-
bitant prices for bis goods, which did not con-

duce to an increase of custon. ]Be that as it
nay, we trust bis customners have sufliciently
paid up to enable hlim to settle for his stock il
trade.

attentive to business, and his failire can hardly,
therefore, prove a matter of any very great sur-
prise.

man to-take stock. Since thea the business lias
been carried on by A. T. Fulton and Geo.
Miehie & Co., two of bis Toronto creditors, but
)vithout success, as the sequel bas proved.

THE BANKX ST1ATEMENTiS.

The statemnent of the condition of the
banks in Ontario and Quebec on the 30th
of Septenber iill bc found on anothier
page. It tttay be interesting for tlie
country to learti low, on the eve of a
financial disotibance abroad, its banking
institutions were pepared to w'enther ite
storm, and we ainy say (hat they give the
imlost forial detilal to the truth of' tle
popular saying that " comîing events cast
their shadows before." Were signs ofr the
coming events wanting ? Cai it be said
ilat the failire of the Bank of Glasgov
ias nerely a Ilurry of distrust. and not
the culmination of a long course of dull
trade and losses ? Was tlere not abun -

dant cause for caution and vatchfulness
in extending mercantile credits, and a
notivo to avoid expansion and to keep
business rigidly within the limuits pre-
scribed by the resources and assured
capital ? The statenient of lie condition
of our baniks does iot indicate any gloomy

apprehiensiois of the future; no breakers
ahead, no preparations to veer ship,
every thing is going on finely, and the
statemnent presents the usual features
incidental to seesons of ordinary pros-
perity. We hope the next iay exhibit
the sane satis!hctoiry features.

'The circulation lias inereased some
$2,591,000 during the month, caused likely
by the grain mitovetmen t, hivlich lias not
reaclied the height of its activity owing
to low prices, as there is a difference of
fully 25 cents per bushiel as compared

it.li the quotatiions of' last yvar. The
amount of noney required to moove (lie
crop wîill net be so large as previously.
'T'he quantit-y of wheat is conisiderable, but
the quality is poor, and shall, of course,
require less money to be moved. The saie
may be said of the other crops, ivhicht, in
the dullness of the e<portdenand, have
decliied in value. A smnll increase in
G overntent deposits, $161,000, and $362,-
000 in public deposits arte to ho noticed,
as well as the increase of indebtedness to
batiks in and out of Ctntada. Tl'he liabili-
ties of the banks show an increase of
$3,501,000 over the precedinug smonth.

Comin g back to the increase of circula-
tion, it is to lie reimarked that the. issues
of« the several battks are in ne. way plo-
portionate to their capital. We notice a
bank in Ontario witli a paid up cpital of
$ 1,000,000 increasing its circulation up to
$ 776,000 ; another prominent bank in (bis
city vith the saime aitouit of capital has
a circulation still larger than that of the
banik in Torotnto.

In the avilable assets, ie find a de-
crease of' $76,000 in specie and Dominion
notes, but ns a comipensation art increase
of $1,374,000 in notes and cheques on
other banks, caused likely by the nioving
of tlie cropsaind an iunerease of $ 1,067,000
in tlie indebtedntess of banks not in
Cantada, in consequence of the shipîîment
of barley to Ilie United States, with no
change in the aiounts due fron agencies
in the United Kintgdotii. 'l'le loans to
Governnient and on stocks and bonds do
not shoiw any iictrase Worth ilentioningi
the loans te corporatis are inscreased by
$09,000, and the line of discouint has
beei incteased to the amount of $1,016,-
000. 'T'le real estate and bank preiises
account shows a plus value of $83,000, and
the $0,000,000 of overdue notes in the
last montl's stateieit, have decreased
abouL $197,000.

England of a natmire to inspire fear of'
their conseqtentces being felt iere. Yet
we have confidence enough in the pru-
dence and experience of our bainc manta-
gers to rely on thei' elloris to ccunteract
the eflects of the Englisli difliculties on our
commiierCe.

THE SUGAR TRADE OF CANADA.
As the first duty of the newv Goverinent

of the country will likely be, in the devel-
opnent of their fiscal policy, to propose
measUtres conducive to the resumtption of
the industries whlich, alter a few years of
activity, have been colnpelled by lack or
protection~ to close up their factories, we
tlîink that an article published this mouth
in the S'uar Cane on the sugar trade of
Canada deserves the attention ofour read-
ers. We take the liberty, hoivever, ofpoin L-
ing out some errors occurring in the statis-
tics on w'hich this article is based. The
alteration is not considerable, but in mat.
terof figures we think tlataccuracy is the
first requirement, and that too iuclh atten-
tion catnot be given to the correctness'of
statistics at a tinie wlîen a change in the
customs of a country is conteniplated.

Ih~1E Jo,îjNAÍa ÓËÜÎ'ËO-lASiCÉ ANÌ) I:SË-AÑÕÄ. ËŸÍ-W.
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: There is in Mr. W. J. Patteirson's report
a confusion between importation into the
country and importation entered into con-
sumption. If we want to appreciate the
requirements of a country, it is the quan-
tities entered into consumptioni w-e must
look ta, as the quantities imnported and left
in bond have no bearing upon the subject.
The total iiports of sugar into Canada in
1S77 entered into consuiption did not
ainount to 97,104,336 ibs, but to 04,500,009
Ibs. ; of which 49,834,840 came fron G reat

Britain, 30,9S9,372 fron the United States,
anid 13,684,797 from other countries. 'lie

value of the importations is, tleiefoi-e,
sliglhtly different froi the figures of Mr.
IPatterson's report. The value of the sugar
imported from Great Britain amouted to
$2,589,031 ; that fron the Unitcd States

te $1,9-12,709, and from other countries ta
$615,972.

This table exhibits how large in value,
in iiroportion ta the quantity, was the
Aimcrican importation, fostered as it iwas

by bounties and frauids. To the Aierican
importation alone is ta be attributed the

stoppage of sugar refining in Canada, as
well as the iiportation of sugar froin
Great Britain and the falling-off in imports
from other countries. In fact, a refinery

cannot produce sugar of high grade only ;
in its vor-king, sugar inferior in saccharine
matter, in coloi-, in grain must nsecessarily
be produced. If the production of hIigli
grade sugar becones impîossible,in conse-
quence of a dishionest competition, the
refincry lias ta close its doors; the high
grade sugar will be imported froam the
country that by bounties encourages pro-
duction ; loti priced sugars will coie froi
otlier countries, and the importation of
stgars of the refining grades wvill cease as
having no longer any object.

Witlihtese slightremarks, ire refer our
readers to the folloving article reprinted
from the Suyar Canc, October, 1878:

An aimial report on the homne and foreign
trade of Caniada, very ably drawn up by Ir. W.
J. Patterson, gives somue interesting statistics
respecting sugar. It appears tht-t, of all the
gools paying specific duîties importel fron
Great Britain, suîgar is taken in the largest
quantities. Thte same is the case with the ilu-

lorts froi thte United States and other colu-n
tries i but, while the value of the sugar iniported

frein Great Britain, in 1877, miuonteid te 2,590,-
365 dollai-s, that fron hIe U lii ed States ilnout I-
-d only te 2,018,828 dollars, nd that f'roi i lioer
cointries te 615,972 dollars. The value of

sugars li'oni Great Briaili liad increased 1,18-
951 dollars as coiparetl with the privions year,
and 1,249,143 dollars ns coimpared l ith 1873.
Tle total iiiiports of sigar into C amiîula in 1877
aimiounted te 97,704,336 tbs., of which 50,751,240
lbs. caimc froi Great tlrittii, ai 31,351,939 lbs.
fromi ttie United States. Thec imports from

Great Britain constituted 52-73 per cent. of the
total coiisiiiipli ii in 1877, 29-11 per cent. in

1876, and 32 1l in 1875. Those from, te United

Stites were 32.-1 per cent. of tie total coînsnIp-
tion in 1877, 38-13 per cent. in 1876, ani 23-79
in 1875. The inc-ease in the iinports fromi the
United States in 1876 was no doubt due te the
export bomiity thli establishsed oni Anerican
refinied sugar. The increase in the ilportattion
of Britisi sugar iay be partially ascribedt te the
increasing favor sltoii in Cuniala to low-iriced
yellws frcins our refineries. la contrast with
this inciCase in the, colisiinption of British and
A ierican retied sugars, we find t hat, wlile the
quiaitities froin countries of grovhli amînounteditud
to 43-55 per cent. of the total coisumlptioi in
1875, they had decreascd, in 1877, te 14-4 per
cent. lere is a conilete illustration of wiliat
the sugar refiners and West Inîdia mierchants
contend will take place in this country if Our
Governmuent permait foreign export bointies to
continue unchecked. li 1875, tli United States
establisied an export bounty and ttîus inade
refincd sugar abnorinally cheap. The result is
thatsugar retining in Canada lias ceaset te cx-
ist. li 1875 Canada inported over 45,000,000
ls. froi cousntries of growti. Now she impliorts

less tîlan 15,000,000 lbs. from those sources. lin
the meantiîne, tie United States Government
changes its mind, relduces se as almost to abolisli
the bointy, prohibits the introduction of artifi-
cially colored raw sugar, takes steps to niodify
its mîîethod of aîssessnienît and institutes a strin-

gent eluqmiîry listo alleged extensivefrauids oni the-
revenue by its refiiers. Caniada is, tlerefore,
left in the positioil of being, on the one hand,
destitticofaruitiniingindistry, and, on the other,
suddenly deprived of tie artificial supply of
bointy fed sugar froi its neighbour. It bas,
tuterefore, been conielled, at great economieal
sacrifice, to draw- its supplies froin the refiieries
in this country. It is an 111 wind thiat blows
nobedy good, and the beniefit ta our relinsers
iay be appreciated froni the fact that out of a
total export of British refiied susgar of 56,000
tous, in 1877, 22,600 tons went te Canada. It is
evident that our refiters inîust bewarc cf regard-
ing this as a perimanent outlet for thcir sugars,
and it is mocre tlian probable tliat an end 'Vill
very shortly be.put te this ainormal export
trade. On the one hand the United States
Governiimeit have considerably reduced tlitir
export bounîty ; on the other, the recent elec-
tions in Canada indicate the speedy approach
of a more protective policy in that colntry,
which will probably enable the Canadian re-
finers te resume eperations, and will shut out
British and Americaii refined sugars.

The hope of seeing the Canadian refiners
resume operatians cannot be deferred very
long as il is felt to be the duty of the new

Goverunient to indemnify the country
for the loss of industry the preceding
Administration is said to have caused by
ils leaning towards Free-trade. 'le re-

opening of refineries is the re-opening of
the trade with the 'West Indies. With
sutgar as a return freiglt, the freiglt out
will soon be found. What is the usual car-
go of vessels leaving New York, for in-
stance, for a port of Cuba or of the other
Islands ? Boards, slooks, hay, potatoes, a
few coops of poultry, trunks, lardVa-e,
cheap furniture,Yankee notions, shoesamd
crockery are about the usual rin of a car-
go. Is there anything in it Canada could
not find vithin its borders ? and is not in-
tercourse w-ith other countries an incite-
ment to the discovery of ncw articles of
trade, to the creation of new ivants and,
consequently, to the increase of exclhanges
conducive to mutual prosperity ' Tie
resumption of sugar refiniiig in Canada has,
as a consequence, the revival of the direct
trade w'ith foreign countries.

EXPORT 0F CANADIAN LIVE STOCKý.

WIe return once more to the abovo sub-
ject, in order to consider ie marine rilsk
attending this brancli of oui commerce,
in doing wich we shall endeavor te look
at such risk frim two points of view,-
firstly, that of the underivriters, and,
secondly, that of the exporters the inter-
ests of the two, nevertheless, being idonti-
cal, nameily, to have the trade placed on a
sound and prosperous basis.

As regards tlieunderi-writing phase we
have alread'y quest.ioned wvliether 3 per
cent. vas an adequate rate te charge
against ail losses, and we vill pi oceed to
give our reasons brielly for this belief.
We have been at some trouble in obtain -
ing the statisLics of a well knoin ine of
steamers for the years 1S76 and 1877,
and the result of these investigations
is that, during 1870, this said line in 18
voyages carried in round numbers 1050
head of cattle, 160 slieep (the latter in
one steamer), and 110 horses. No vessel
w-as lost, but of the abovo were tlirovn
overboard during the transit as follows:-
70 cattle, or nearly 7 per cent.; 3 shîeep,
or rather over 2 per cent. ''his, froi
more than 1300 animals, over 5 per cent.
w-ere lost on the various voyages froin
some cause or other. In 1877 w-e find
tliat the saine line carried in 20 voyages
in round numbers 3,300 cattIe, 6,170
sheep, and 170 hoises, of which wore
thriown overboard as follows:- 100 cat-
tie, or over 3 per cent.; 400 shep,
or over G per cent. ; 5 horses, or nearly
3 per cent., making a total out of over
9,600 animals, 500, or again more than
5 per cent. lost on the transit without
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the wreck of a vesse]. Now we are of
opinion that this is no exceptional exper-
ience, and further that the tvo years jist
cited were very fortunate eues for tho
shipment of live stock. We fear the
returns for the present year, when they
comle te hand, ivill hardly be so favorable,
the winter' season has not yet conimenced,
and we have already had the total loss of
the " Lake Megantic," besides which
recently there were tiiown over-board
fron the AlLan steanier I Canadinn e
during a storn upwards of 60 head of
cattle. Witli these facts before us, wxe
cannot sec thtat 3 or even 5 per cent. pays
the underx'riter, foi', in the figures of
1876 and 1877 given, there xvere no total
wrecks or very bad passages i and, while
we understand that LIoyds (Eiiglisl) are
nov clarging 6 per cent. fromt New Yoik,
we believe we are warranted in stating
that 7 or perhaps 7,! per cent., is about the
adequate rate. Sanie of the foregoing
mortality is noe doubt prevent'ible, and wxe
think it vould pay uiderwvriters to share
among themselves, pro ralta with the
premiums earned, the expense of keeping
a veterinary surgeon at the shipping port;

hilose duty it wvould be only te allow
those aniimals to go on board w'hicl are,
upon examination, ina condition to stand
a sea-journey. Many of the beasts have
just come a long distance by rail, are
ivorn out, jaded and certainly net ''in
good order and condition "; a day or
twxo's 'est vould probably be ait they
needed te enable them te begin the voy-
age in a healthy state, but, as it is, they are
driven on board sick or ail ing, and it is ne
wonder that a large proportion die in the
transit.

Turning fron the underwriters te the
exporters, there is much that the latter
might do te lessen the imor'tality aniong
the beasts on shipboard, and thus further
the interests of this great source of veaIth
to the country in genieral, and tieinselves
in particular. It to oftei happens that
the men sent in charge of this living
freight, tura out wihat we call vretcied
sailors, who, upon the first synptons of
rougi ieatl'er, becone comfortably hors
de cembl, se that,just at the very timle
xxhen the poor animals need ail the care
and attention w'hich experienced haids
alone can give thein, they are either left
entirely te theiselves, or' have only some
old " salts "l te look after themn, woli knowx
as much about the ti'eatmnent necessary
as the poor dumb creatures kiowx of the
mariner's compass or' how te steeri a ves-
sel. We therefore tbink that the trade
we are diseussing might be much benefit-
ted were the exporters te be careful in
their selection of the men who are to

accompany the animais on their-what it
must be at the best of times-most
uncomfortable and trying journey. Do
net Iet the Caniadian farmer or exporter
be discouraged by the seemingly high rate
we have put upon the Marine Insuraance
for, in the first place, as stated in our pire-
vious arI'clo, uiless tLhe IIsuan'aIce pays,
the basis o the trade is unsouind, and the
bridge whicli conveys bis meat te market,
sooner or later must break den, and,
l'i'frlher, two or' three per cent. on the
whole carcass will not add nucli te the
price of that meat wlien it cones te be
sold. Besides, thougli in sone things
Jont Bull habs toned down, se te speak, of'
late years, though civilization may have
softened hii, and travel made him slowly
acknoxledge that therce mnay be possibly
soame good in a Frencliman, wh'iici lie
would have scorned te owxn soie fexv years
backz, yet ini many of his tastes lie is as
changeless as the laivs of te Medes and
Persians, and one of those tastes is his
love of good beef and mnutton, foi c,
though lie grumbled migitily at it, net
very long ago lie paic as nunch as forty
and forty-eiglt cents a poind. In short,
England muast and vill have cattle, and
xve apprelend that Canada, if she choose,
(for reasons aliready laid down) can secure
the lion's share of the trade iidecd that
shte is now on the road te do so may be
seen by glancing at the xvonderful in-
crease between the figures of the tvo
years already given, recollecting that tiey
represent only the shipiments by ec line
of steamers.

We have thus tried, to the best of oui'
ability, te place before our renders thlis
enormously growing trade of the Doimin-
ion, both fron the commercial and the
underwriting points of view, and if in se
doing we shall have succeeded in makiing
the leaders of commerce aj insur-
ance feel that they have one coîmon
interest in connection therewith, namely
te nurse the said trade and inace it
prosper, our purpose xwill have been fui
filled.

Since the foregoing ivas wr'ittenî, ouri
theory as te the preminumn for the marine
risk, lins been confirmed by the fact that
the steamer Ix Dominioi," on lier last
voyage to Liverpool, lest 514 sieep over-
board in a gale she experienced, the
" Victoria" froni Boston, over 100 heai
of cat tie, wh'iile the steamer " Coliua " fron
'Ion tr:oa, h1ad a cargo of ive stock, valuletd
at $19,000, entirely xwashied aw'ay. It
must be understood tiat, when we name
7,i per cent. as the rate te be charged, xve
nean for the average of the ivhiole yeari,
as for the winter nmonths we are inciined
to believe 10 per' cent. xvould not be too
liglh a figure.

We hear that English undervriters have
bea Il scared" at the hap-hazard game
they have been playing in regard to this
trade, and are withdrawing frein the field
altogether, se that it romains witli Cana-
dians, both exporters and insurers, to
make this branch of our commerce essen-
tially "national not only for the mnoney

te be derived fron the live stock.i pè se
but froin the insa-alice aiso. lRemember'
that I there is a tide in the afftairs of men
wh'iich, taken at iLs flood, leads on to for-
tunie."' England will pay evenî 10 per
cent. on the value of the stock if neces-
sary, and Canadilan compalies xvill write
the inusurance wien Lhe saine pays bo0.h
tihei and the exporters.

COMMERCIAh TRAVEIIElS.
\Wc learnx fron ouir American ecanges

that au earnest discussion is goiig on in
the West as te the advntages and disad-
vantages attendanit on the employment of
comnercial travellers. \o took anio-
portunity a fewx' mon01tIIs ago to place befoi'
our renders the conflicting opinions of a
numnber o hliuses in the trade of Now
York and other cities, the veigit of' testi-
nony being decidedly in favor of' the sys.
tem. The Chicago lumber deaiers appear
te liave taken seme recent, concerted ac-
tion on the subject, and are determined to
discontinue the system in future, main-
taining that it is a positive injury to trade.
Many xxwholesale merchants in the saime
city have professed lieir readiness to followx
this exaniple if the inovement could b
made general. We have not the nmost re-
moto idea that it will be possible te or-

ganize any combination te give eflect te
the vievs of the discontented minority.
The Nev York Bullelin is of opinion that,
wxile the commercial traveller has ahvays
been more or less a factor in the markets
of the ivorld in every age, " he lias never
been se thoroughly utilized, and his iiî-
portance was never so universally recog-
nized as at preseit. As the BullcHn
justly renar'ks, even if the lunberimen
should shmake ofi the coniercial travel-
ler, " other interests will be pretty suro

te take hilm up and afford him ai oppor'-
" tuiity te continue lis usefulness in dif-
" fusing trade, wherever or' howsoever or

"x'hensoever trade is possible." Even if
the great city of Chicago wxere te rise up
in its iniglt and dlive its commercial tra-
vellers away, it seens probable thbat it
vould be the chief sufferer, and. that be-
foie long it would be found on the stool of
repentance. Se far as ve can learni the
state of opinion in Canada among tlie cm-
ployers of commeircial travellers, we be-
lieve that it is favorable te the Institution,
and that there is no probability of any
change taking place.

Wive d nlot think Vhat
it necessarily follotws that Great Britain
wolid sufler froin such ait arrangenent as
that suggested by Mr. Godw'in Sinith. As
regards our trade relations v are virtual-
ly a foreign country ta England. We i-
pose duties on lier iimanutfactur'es and other
industrial products, and the United States
does so liketwise. If a nommson taiiffwelre
adopted mai' favorable ta England than
the ane tnowr in force in the United States,
and less favorable than te ane hiat Cai-
ada would adopt if left entir-ely ta ierself,

surely Great Britain would be benefited
by the change, as she would obtai'n freer
access ta Itle markets Of' 45,000,000, people
aven althougi sie wiere to saine extent ob-
str'ucted in te markets of 4,000,000. As
ve have more than once pointed aut, in
discussing this aid kindred subjects, Lthe
United States systeim of goveî'rnent pre-
sents a dilicuilty of' the greatest mnagnsi-
tide. There is no G;over'nmenit ta act for
the nation witi the certaint-y that it can
carry anything. We doi not altogether
share Mr. Smnith's appreheision as ta the
consequence of witat ie chaoses ta teri a

retaliatory policy." Hie tells us that the
transf'er Of our goodis in boud tirougi the
United States would certainly be stopped.
if such a policy wereî' adopted ài would
clearly bc fromi a motiva of revenge, for
that carrying trade is mnost beneficial ta
the Ulnited States. Fortunateiy we ar in
a different Position to-day froin iviat ve
were saine years ago, having an accessi-
ble seaport open all the year round, wî'lit
railroad connîectious as gooi as the United
States. \e doubtV mnorceaver w'hatever
undar the Vreaty of Washington ti United
States hava anly power ta interfere iviti
the transfer OT goods in bonds. Ve notice
that te New York Bulltint is again coin-
plainliig about the illiberality of Our re-
gulations regarding foreign steamers enter-
ing our waters. Whenever the shsoe
pinches a citizen of the United States ie
aie charged iith illiberality, althlougih
ready ta discuss in the nost liberal spirit
all questions in whici the two cotintries
are interested. It is hardly sounid policy
ta yield overythting ta people who will not
caneede anything in return. We siould
be very glad, indeed, ta learn htow Mr.
Goldwin Smithi would propose ta give
practical cfl'ect ta the commercial policy
which he reconmends.

ADUILTERATION'\ OF FOOD.
TniE nIEATTIrE APPEAL CASE.

In the mlonth of May Iast, we referred
in several issues, and at considerable
longti, ta this very important subject, and
particularly ta the case of Mr. Henry
Beattie, of this city, whio iad been finsed
by the Police fagistrate on the complaint
of Mr. Dunbar Browne, Collector of i nIand
Revenue, for refusing ta sell a pol und samn-
ple of tea ta ane Narcisse Camy'e, a
revenue Oflicer, fot analysis under lte
I Inland Revenue Adulteration of Food
Act, I875.." Mr. Beattie iad oflered Mr.
Camyre the samples usually given by
w'holesale merchants ta intending pu'-
chasers, but refused ta sell a pound for
analysis unless satisfie:d, by letter from
the proper authority, hatl tie main requir-
ing thle palme was tile culy autiorized

oficer of the departeinit. He claimsîed,
very truthfully we opino, hat lie did not
know the party ta be se authorized, ansd
constended that bis demstand for proof ai'
identity ms nothing mora tian a just
precaution and a proper sai'eguard against
unrasanable intrusion. On Tuesday ist
tVie case came tp ais appeal belore a jury
in the Court of Quen's Benli, and sev-
eral wi Vitesses wiere examined anid couisel
heard. Is the course ai' the evidence it
n'as clearly siewn that Mr. Beattie, beinsg
a w'htolesale nerciant, had nat aven the
requisite seales i lis establishment for
wveighing a pound of tea. J udge Raimsay
delivered ani extreiely faitr charge ta the
J ury, in the course oi' tiici lie urged Chat,
if Mr. Beattie knew the party ta be a
Revenue llicei, lie iad no rigit ta refuse
the sallple ; if net, therce appeared to be
strong reason for setting aside the magis-
trate's decision and briging in a verdict
of net guilty. The Jury, alter live min-
uties' deliberation, decided on the latter
course. We chrolnicle tiis result twith no
sall degree of satisfaction, believing, as

wve do, that tue prosecustion was of a sinigu-
larly iigh-ltniitided and unjust ciaracter,
and scarcely suci a ane as iwas conten-
plated tvlens the Act iwas pluced upon the
Statute books.

The Coimîsittee on Losses and Averages,
ta wh'ioms tere referred several communi-
cations tiramsnsitted ta the Board respect-
ing the York -Antwerp Rules for the ad-
justmîient of general average losses, and
asking the co-operation of this Board in
putting said iules into practical operation,
do now respectfully report-

That they have duly considered the sub-
ject referred ta Vhem.

That in their opinion the efforts hereto
fore and niotw being made to establisl an
uniform system ai rules for the adjustment
of general average losses deserve, and
should have the' co-operation of tule com-
punies composing this Board,
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That the rules adopted on the Tst Sep-
tember, 1877, at a conference held at
Antwerp under the auspices of the Asso-
ciation for the Reform and Codification of
the Laws' of iNations, numbered from 1 to 12
inclusive, and known as the a Yoik-Ant-
werp Rules for the Adjustnent offGenieral
Average Loss," commend themselves on
accounct of their enligitened and practical
spirit.

That the adoption of these rules by the
maritime.countries of the wîorld w'ould be
a progressive step towards the attainmsent
of that uîniformity in the adjustinent of the
general average lossas so much desired by
all who have practically to do with the
subject.

Your Committee, therefore, in order to
promote the accomplisiment of so desira-
ble an object, and to obviate any objec-
tions that miglt otherwise arise, do non
recommend to the companies comprising
this Board to insert in all policies issued on
and aifter January Ist, 1879, the following
clause: Il General average will b settled
according to the Yor'k-Aitwer'p _Iules,
wihenl an intention to so adjust claims is
expressed in the bills of laling or charter-
parties at or before the commenceiient of
the voyago."

THE INSOLVENT ACT.

W'e learn that at the last meeting of
the Executive Council of the Dominion
Board of Trade some anendnents to the
Tisolvent Act were proposed and discussed.
IL ias been decided that, in a matter
of so much impostance to the commercial
corninunity, no determination should be
taken without consulting those who, by
-tior connections with the working of the
lawv, are in a position to impart to the
committee useful information concerning
modifications to an Act on the whole ac-
ceptable to tie parties it lias as an object
to protect. A circular is to be directed
to the legal assignecs in regard to the
reforms proposecd, asking them to nake
known their opinion on the subject.

That the Insolvent Act of 1875 is iot
perfect, and that it can be improved in its
details, is the opinion of nany who liave
experience of its defects and shortcom-
ings, but it is w'ih a r'udent hand that a
law: that, in its present state, bas been of
great service to the commercial commu-
nity, is to be remodeled; and the action of
tie' comnmittee, in consulting with the as-
signees is commendable for its prudence
and caution. Ti example of ti United

States is before us. The repeal of the
bancruptcy law has loft the country
without any other remedy than the return
to the states laws, all diff'ering froin one
another, for the'settlemienit of insolvent
ostates; and the conseque1ce is every-
whero tho curtailment of crodit. Slight
changes or amendmsents of the National
Law night have, periaps, corrected the
bad features complained of, and saved the
country from complicated proceedings, too
often unavailing.

In our present state of society an in-
solvent Law is a nocessity, and our on
deavours inust, b to improve its details
as soon as they appear defective, but to
leave untouched those essential parts
which ara rOcognizod by oxperiecco to be
a guarantee of equity to the debLor and
ofjustice to the creditor.

In the msatter of Savagc'Lyiimii & Co., of
this city, jewellers, the assignee's statement
shows liabilities of $121,000, and assets of
$S87,ß00, made up of the fohlowing items, stock
$7.1,400, good debts $12,000, doubtiful debts,
'.1,200. The deficiency thuis showi is 333,400.
A ilecting of creditors was lield IL flew days
ago, and an olfie submnitted of 35 cents on the
dollar, but no action wss taken towards the
neceptance of this oller, and the folloawing
gentlemen were appointedi inspectars to investi-
gate and report: Mr. R. R. Griidley of ic baik
of Britisi North America, Mr. Bickley of Bir-

ningham, and Mr. Alfred Savage of ointrcal
The firi have ic synpathy of the ei tire col-
mîunity in tlcir troubles, in which net the laint-
est trace appears of anything savoring of dis-
lionor. The circmnistadccs antecedent to the
failuire nay be of' interest to the comniiniiuity as
showing the case with which heiavy burthenls
may be borne during periods'of general pros-
perity. M'r. Savage, the originator of flic ouse
started business in Iiddersfield, Eigland,
carly in the present century, biying through
the firm of Bolton & Buckltey, of Biirmîinglamî,
allowing the latter a purchase commission of
ten per cent, and ten per cent interest. Whîen
Mr. Savage camine ta Montreal flic arrangement
for commission and interest was contiiuied, and
which doubtless in those days of large profits
wiis noit deeiied exorbitant. Mr. Sa iige got
involved through endorsing for a Mr. llridge-
an, a tanner of St. Pie, but irranged to pay

17S. Gd. in tlic pound, making an honorable
proinise to pay the balance in full. 'Afier his
death some years subsequent te Mr. Theodore
Lynan's becoming a partner, Mrs. Savage who
lad inherited an interest, desirous of carrying
out lier husband's wislies, arralged to remit on
accoint from time ta time, and when lier in-
terest wvas purcliased by Mr. Theodore Lyman,
it was understood fliat flic debt 'was to bc
assuimled by ilim. While froin tine ta timse ac-
cording toi ability, sormss on accoinit were re-
miiited to Eigland, the fiirm hald le idea of how
tie interest was being computed. Great was
thlcir surprise when they discovered that it
was being compouided every six monthîs;

aîîd iwe learn that the total indebtedness to
Buiicleiy & So (successors to Bolton &
Buckley,) through whoim they have been
purchasing for lalf a cciilry, ent'-lsting te
then tlcir selections, wlietlier wisely or net we
do not presumîîe to say-the total indebtedness
ofS75,000 does not repîresent a dollar's worth
of' goois, but is altogetiier for commission and
interest, the former being 10 per cent., and the
latter 10 per cent. compiound iiiterest, a eonsid-
erable part being througli the promise to pay a
balance of 2s, dii, in the £, tor whiclh the de-
ceased partner lid pledged lis word. If Alessrs.
Buiicklcy & CO. do not wish ta demoralize the
jewellery tradte ini Montreal,-w'isli to pîromîote
tlheir interests in Canada, they will înot refuse
the honorable ternis ollered by Mr. Theodorle
Lyman, who, oi aIl parties conceried, lias
worked the hardest and cote out the poorest,
aiîd who lis hitherto been, wire fiancy, the best
euistomer the firm lave lad in Aierica, and
wlio, with reasonable indulgence imay still cat-
tiiule so.

Tie Brockville Recorder, which is publisied in
tire centre of onre of flie mrost noted cheese set-
tions of Ontario, says in a leading article urnder
date o' October 5th:-"Itras been% tIre culstomrr
of our dnairyrmen to contract their cheuse before
it is proiurced. In Sorme cases they have rmradie
nroney by il, ore year, to lose it the next. Thie
loss nay inot have resilted in sorme instances
directly, but indirectly through tire ruinarrtion
of the buyers, who paid too high orne year ind
curt it very fiare the Iext to balance the books.
A t the present ine we sec the ill results of this
systemri In full force. The buyers have contract-
tri wavithr rrany flactories and now find tirat
prices dr not corne up]) to tireir expectations.
If they fuIfill tieir contracts they rire ruinred
financiially. The farners deirand tiat they
stral have the cotract price, arnd whtt is the
result? The buyers examine the cheese and
select but a portion of the lot, for whicih only
will they pay lie cortract price. Tie balance
is pronorrnced second rate, for whici they oil'er
a trifie over hallftie price argreed uponr for tire
wchole lot. Thie buyer has ieretofore fonnrad tie
rmrarke ot' tie fractory Ia first-class, but this year t
great portion is pronounced second rate. Tie
Ihriers insist tiant this is a dodge of tire buyer
te prevent loss, arid tie latter claiis that t.ie
cheese are not ru ti the standard.

Ingersoll, Ont., October 22.-Eleven factories
of'ered 5,250 boxes, four tims this aiount
represented viho did not thiik it -worth white to
register, as buyers appeared witlhout orders.
First-class fanctories oi'ered lieir August matke
at 8Ac. No sales reported. Woodstock, Oct 23.

The vintage is ir full swing in most parts of'irhe
Charente, and tie weather is favorable for the
gathering, so if iL continues fine for the next
fortnigit, the wvine will b of good quality,
which will in a certain measire compensate tor
the great deficiency in tire quantity. In mranry
instances the grales are smaller and harder
than nsual tus year, and vill consequently
yield less wine, whici. is aIso a considerable
drawback. In consequence of the probability
of tie new brandy opening at a pretty iigli
price, the 779 are 8irmer, and from 5 to 10 fi.
per heetolitre (22 gallons) advance is asked on
previous quotations. Stocks of this vintiage
not being large, tire farmers are stif in their
demandsp as t ey expect business will be fairly
brisk this fall, and this enable them to relize
their price. Business is looking up, and sorne
fair orders have been received Ilately, which
bave caused some activiry in the shipients.

The other articles in this line are quiet, and
tire demîaînd is regular.
