that extent is really a partner in. the
business, receiving besides profit a share
of the proceeds not less than that which
he pays to the bank for discounts. This
rélationship between seller and buyer is
“one that is too frequently lost sight of
by legislators on commercial aftaivs. The
position of the retailer is looked upon
simply ag one of pure indebtedness to the
wholesaler ; there is no thought of the
fact that the investment partakes of the
nature of a parinership in which the
. wholesaler to the extent of the loan
occupies the position of a. sleeping
“partner, and who consequently must
feel - that he  assumes a proportionate
share of the risk. This way of putting
it is seldom considered us long as all
goes on smoothly, but if disaster over-
take the adventure, if the retailer finds
himgelf hopelessly sunk in debt, and
‘matiers going from bad to worse, it will
naturally occur to him as well as' to the
‘wholesalers whom he owes that the loss
‘should not ‘be all borne by the former,
that there ought to be some means at
“hand by which an equitable division may
be arranged, and the unfortunate man be
Jeft with a glimmer of hope for the futuye.
In saying this we are not unmindf{ul of the
evils attendant upon the late Insolvent
Law, of the opportunities it afforded to
- the designing and fraudulent. It must be
. borne in mind, however, that the so-called
privilege of the law by which. the insol-
vent obtained settlements enabling him to
sell at from 25 to 40 per cent.under his
neighbor who paid 20 shillings in- the
pound, could not be applied in honest
cases, because in these the settlement was
usually madé at figures which left to the
unfortunate merchant a very small mar-
gin indeed wherewith to make a fresh
start, the said margin often consisting of
that part of his assets reckoned as doubt-
ful book-nccounts. The repeal of the
Act certainly appeats to have made whole-
snle men more careful in granting credit
and retailers more careful in buying, but
this has been partly met by the lessened
competition through the terrible weeding
out of the yenrs of depression as shown
by the following table of failurés:

Our Hamilton contemporary, the Hven-
ing Times, must be thankful for small
favors when he ventures to refer to the
articls in the Hamilton Spectator on the
“ Howland Syndicate” as supp.cting his
pretension, that the tender of the latter
was for the same work as that which the
Pacific Company are engaged in execut-
ing. It'is simply disingenuous to main-
tain the good faith of an oftfer made by
gentlemen who, with the full knowledge
for many months previously that the Gov-
ernment was anxious to enter into a con-
tract for the construction of the Pacific
Railway, nevertheless postponed - making
any propasition until they knew that a

“tender had been accepted subject to the
_ratification . of Parliament, and that the

party leaders in opposition were prepared
to waive the construction of the Eastern
and Rocky Mountain sections.  The truth

is, and it is vain to attempt to conceal it,

that the opposition to the Canadian
Pacilic Railway Company has been from
the first inspired by the United Stafes
Northern Pacilic Company, which nearly
ten years ngo, in the time of Jay Cooke,
endeavored to effect precisely the. same
ohject which his successors have recently
been vainly attempting to do, and which
is to divert the Canadian traffic of the
North-west through thie United States in:
stead of Canada.

however good the intentions may be of the
opponenis of the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany, they are really playing the game of

. a foreign corporation, and are endeavoring

to divert the traffic of the Novth-west to
the Novthern Pacific. 'Those who have
taken on themselves the tremendous risk
not only of constructing but of running
the Canadian line, ought to have all the
asstrance that it is possible to afford them
that they will not be ruined by compe-
tition. Apropos toland grants, it may not
be out of place to notice that the North
ern Pacific obtained over 50,000,000 acres,
larger, says  the prospectus, than the six
new England States, or as large as Ohio
and [ndiana combined. During a debate
in the Senate of the United States, it was
described as * the very richest land grant’
by a large percentage which any railroad .
“company has been fortunate enough to::
“ obtain.” ' .
The Lvening Times chooses, by way of a
reductio ad absurdum, to suggestthe possi--
bility of a Government and Parliament
concwrring to undertake a gigantic work,
involving the expenditure of $400,000,000,
and asks whether in"siich an- event the
people would not be Justlﬁed in repudx-'
ating so outrageots a- dep'u'tule from
sound policy. ‘We might ask whether, in
the event of & Government: px-oposing to
Parliament a vote for a public work to
cost $10,000, and after obtaining its sanc-
tion, and placing it under contract, a new
Parliament would be justified in repudiat-
It must be assumed,
that Parliament will exercise a sound dis-

- eretion, and it is wholly inconceivable that

it wonld approve of such an expenditure
as that suggested. The case of the Pacific
Railway is widely different from that sug- -
gested by the Hvening Times. The con-
struction of the railway has been under-
taken ‘in. fulfilment of an agreement to
which the faith of the Dominion is pledged.
During the period of the ascendancy of
the present 'opposition, the work was
prosecuted, even inBritish Colurmbia, and

" the electors, "although'. they had not the
-gpecific agreement before them, were fully

aware that Sir John Macdonald’s policy: -

'was to entrust its execution to a ‘company.

We believe that publicopinion is strongly
in favor of that policy, although there may -
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be differences of opinion as to the detailg

of the contract. It has been a provision
in seveml of the great railway enterprizes
in the United States,and among others
in that of the Northern Pacific, that a
portion of the subsidy should be in a grant
of lands, and yet this is one of the objec-
tions constantly raised against the Cana-
dian Pacific Company. As to the terms of
the contract, the opponents of the Com-
pany differ most widely, some of them
maintaining that they are far too liberal
to the contractors, while others again in-
sist that the undertaking will involve all
concerned in itin ruin. Our belief is that
it is the interest of Canada that those
who have undertaken- to complete this
gigantic work should have all the success
which they must have anticipated.  As to
the cry of monopoly, there is ample
protection against unveasonable rates of
freight in the power of the Government to
regulate them.. The fact is, that all the
cry - about monopoly- is raised by the
friends of rival lines which are favored by
the Northern Pacific Company, which will
spare no’ effort to eﬁect the xum of the
banadlan Company

of the real estate which may descend to
him during marriage from . his father or
mother or ofher ascendants. The con-
ventional or prefix dower is that which
the parties ‘have ‘themselves fixed and
settled upon before mamage and takes
the place of thelegal or customary dower
The provision as to dower which the’ pa; -
ties themselves make, being substituted
for the legal dower, whiich is the provision
which the foresight of the law makes, with
the like security and protection attached.
For ‘the protection ~of these rights
she ‘has a first hypothec . or mortgage
on the real estate of her husband, but

~subject to'the condition of vegistration,

by means of which only can the right to
dower be preserved, so that a search
instituted -at: the proper. Registration
Office’ would enable the prudent mer-
chant to ascertain what the wife’s ughts
were in-the property of her husbm{d, and
he could govern liimself accordingly.

THD O\II‘ARIO BOUNDARY QUES--
e TION.

_ It appears frqm an article in the Taronto
Globe, that - Mr.” Dalton McCarthy, M.P,,
has been discussing hefore his eonstitu-
ents the disputed boundary of the Pro-
vince of Qutario, The view taken by Mr.
MecCarthy is, that it is on the whole bet-
ter that this vexed question should be
settled, as it was last session, because
#it is expedient in the interests of the
“harmony between Ontario and their
“ brethren down by the sea, that this
¢ vexed question should be disposed of as
“Sir John has done.”” The foregoing is
certainly an incomprehensible utteraice,
in view of the facts of the case. . The most,
complicated part of the * vexed quession”
is still in controversy between the people
of Ontano and “their brethren dowu by
the ses.” Sure]y Mr, McCarthy cannot
- be unaware that the Act of last Session
has lelt ‘the North eastern boundary as
‘mueh -open to dispute as ever.

Few individuals have studied vhe guestion
more . closely than the Mon.,” Williun
MeDougall, and he holds the opinion that,
while the wentern boundary Cthat in dis-
pute wish Manitobu) was correctly. de-
geribed by the arbitravors, they were in
error as to the northern boundary. The
referem,e in the Mail, wiatever may be
its value, was solely to the boundary line
between - the North eastern boundary on
James' Bay, and- the North-western an-
gleof the Lake of the Woods.  Regard-
ing the laster bouudary, which is the only
question in dispute besween Ontario and
Manitoba, the arbitratorsnever had the
least doubt. It is iwportant that this
view of the question should be clearly
understood; us the sole pretence for ob-
jecting to the Award has been that it did
no find a true boundary, It .is likewise
desirable to point out that although it
was found practicable. to establish a true
boundary both on the south-west and
north-east, there were no data on which
aconnecting line between the two points
could be traced. It has always been
admitted, and that is what the Ma'l refers
to, that the arbitrators connected those
two points by natural boundaries, but if
there is any force in the objection to the
award on this ground, it certainly cannot

apply to the westerly boundary, which is !

the one of the greatest urgency ab the

ONTARIO INSURANCE MANUAL

We have the pleasure of receiving from
J. Howard Hunter, Esq., M.A,, Inspector
of Insurance for Ontario a “ Manual of
Insurance Law, containing -the Public
General Acts of the Ontario Legislature
relating to insurance, with notes of
amendments and an analy tiea) index and
a list of special acts of incorporation’”
This little work is full of interest, as in
its list of special acts of incorporation it
reminds us of many. changes and of
severa) satisfactory experiences. It is
not genevally remembered that the Royal
Canadian Insurance Company, now work-
ing under a. Dominion Coharter was
incorporated by the Outarin Logislature
in 1867, as was also the Qutario Mutual
Lite Assurance Company, the Toronto
Lite A-surance an ‘Fontine Company and
the Cunada Fire and Marive, -About half
the companies spectally incorporated did

not advance us far as‘m',gu.niz wion, and a

considerable number are extinet, very
few havirg gone on to prosperity, The
index to Public' General fusurance Acts
of Ontario is a valuable guble to the
items and clauses of the various statutes,
anil will be of great service to those who
woulill otherwise have to wade through
the whole to fBind the. information re-
quired.

1t would be toolong a labor to write or

to read a general digest of the various
acts, but one cannot help being strick

with some of their clauses, especially. -

those which give almost unlimited facili-
ties for the formation of mutual com-
panies’ which cannot possibly  insure
without great risk to every individual
member of them, which accounts for the
