| TOWN OF MATHESON SURROUNDED

BY FLAMES AND MAY BE DESTROYED

NORTH BAY, Ont., July 12.—(Special.)—A thousand people
{ined the station platform to-night when the Cochrane train came in
with refugees from that fire, besides several survivors from Porcu-

pine.

Most of the passengers were women and children, who had

been rendered homeless by the fierce fire which swept down on the
“Town of Cochrane yesterday from the forest, and, leaping with in-
credible rapidity from building to bullding, completely wiped out this

thriving town of 2500 inhabitants.

North Bay ladies were on hand

with refreshments for.the travelers, while railway agents issued free
transportation to all points where they wished to go, as many were

without funds.

Three men from Porcupine, en route to Bracebridge, were on this
train, each one bandaged from head to foot, having ‘been burned in
the fire which destroyed the plant of the United Porcupine Mines.
The men presented a picturesque appearance, their clothes hanging
jn shreds and one wearing an old dressing gown and devoid of head-

gear.

They were J. L. Flynn, Joe H. Flynn and Gilbert Gibbs, all of

Bracebridge, who passed thru a terrible experience, and, tho severely
burned on their arms and heads, feel grateful that they escaped with

their lives.

A THRILLING STORY.

Ji Flynh's story of the fire was very thrilling.

Fire was seen

coming miles away, and travelling very fast, but the meun at the mine

thought it would pass the property.

Instead, the wind veered and the

flames leaped down on the mine buildings. In an instant sleep house,
cookery, office, storehouse and two blacksmith shops were a mass of

flames.

All attempts to fight the fire were unavaillng, and the men

were soon surrounded with a wall of flames. Six men who were on the
property, and a Colorado mine operator named Dwyer, who sought
refuge-from the advancing flames, were cornered like rate in a trap.
The mef rushed from one place to another in the maddening heat,
with their clothes burning, and finally decided to try to rush thru

the flames to higher ground.

Seven men started,’ but only

three

passed taru the fire, gaining the rocky eminence burned and blistered,

but safe.
When the fire passed

nd the heat became less intense, the two

Fiynus and Gihbs rushed bacx and found the bodies of their com-

panions, burned and blackened,

lifeless on the ground.

World Correspondent Sends Graphic
Description of the Conflagration
on Sunday.

The following letter, received by the
mining editor of The World from Mr.
Fox, our correspondent in the Porcu-
pine, gives a graphic description of the
recent forest fires which =o rusa.rly
wiped out the whole camp:

PORCUPINE CITY, July 10. -—Sunday
morning T left early for the Preston
East Dome and the Apex. At noon I
met Dr. McLean on the trail and he
turned me back, saving it was too.hot
to walk in the woods. The thermom-
eter at the Dome when I passed reg-
istered 104 in the shade. The corduroy
road seemed aflame with heat.

Looking north to Porcupine, 1 saw
the smoke which seemed to be over the
lake. I hurried back to,South Porcu-
pine, making the three miles in forty
minutes.
the lake and I reached The World of-
fice as the firé burned 100 feet from it.
We fought the flames off and saved

the main part of the town by keeping

one house to the west of us from burn-
ing.- I do not know how it was done,
for the flames leaped over the tops of
| the buildings and water had to be
poured on those who stood with the wet
blankets. -

Golden City got a bad scorching
across the hill to the east, where fire
has run at least five times before this
!spring. Burning over once does not
|stop the flames. South Porcupine was
lba,dly frighténed. They have had three
marvelous escapes.

Had not the Hollinger burned early
in the spring, it would have gone down
Saturday, as the fire went across the
property worse than ever.

Fire for a distance of 18 miles has
run thru Eldorado, Langmuir ana Fal-
lon Townships. Many small prospec-
tive mines are burned.

To-day everybody is advised to re-
main in town. Water is being carried
to certain points in case the wind
ghould change and bring the fire back.
