Washington, Sept. 1.—The request

MARCHES

THRU CITY

The dignity of labor justified itself‘l
yestérday. The procession organized
by the Toronto-Trades and Labor
Council was not only well planned and
managed, but it had a dignity about‘it
that at once justified its reality as a
serious labor effort and not a mere
advertising circus parade. If anyone
who had been absent from the world
for, twenty years—say, for instance, in
prison, or even seeking gold in far
northern Ontario—could- have wit-
nessed the 6000 to 7000 trade union-
ists in this march yesterday morning,
that same individual would have rub-
bed his eyes and wondered, and with
good reason to, if the world had not
turned upside down during his absence
from it., Less than twenty years ago,
if a procession of labor was announced
all the police of the district were called
out, and in some instances it was
known the military were held in readi-
ness. in case of riots, In short, such a
demonstration in those . times was
looked upon as sheer anarchy. But in
this age of progress matters advance
‘apace, and the pinnacle of labor’s tri-
umph was reached yesterday, when
their huge demonstration was led by
the mayor, aldermen and the school
board representatives of the most im-
portant city in Canada. One day the
mayor is entertaining a royal prince,
the next he is found leading a proces-
sion of hard-headed labor men, who,
it may ‘be mentioned, demonstrated
their loyalty by having their bands play
“God Save the King” immediately pre.
ceding the march-off of the procession.
Yesterday’s procession ‘clearly demon-
strated that sane trade unionism has
raised labor, both in the eyes of the
employer and the public, from the
oblivion of anarchy to the heights of

PRICE FOR WHEAT
DISSATISFIES WEST

Claim That U. S. Farmcr;
Will Obtain' Much  More
Per Bushel.

Special to The Toronto World. -
Ottawa, Sept. 1.—There" is consid-
erable dissatisfaction in the west over
the govérnment's policy .in respect . to
the, purchase and price of the 1919
wheat crop, which becomes effective
today. The ‘government .is virtually
buying thé entire crop and advancing
to the farmer $2.16 a bushel. It is also
stipulated that if the crop is sold at a
higher figure on the average than the
profit made by the government, less
expenses will be distributed relatively
among the farmers. :
This gseems fair enough, as the price
fixed .by the United States govern-
ment averages $2.26 per bushel. It is
pointed. out, however; that the Ameri-
can farmer has an open market and is
getting from - $2.65 to -$2.80 a bushel,
while the Canadian farmer has no
choice but-to sell to the government
at $2.15. It is further pointed out
that the. price. of $2.30 or less, for
which the government seils to the mill-
ers, will prevent any considerable
sum. above ‘$2.15 'a bushel being paid
to the farmers.

“What is the record of the parlia-
mentary ‘representation in the Domin-
ion.of Canada today 8o far as labor is
concerned,” Mr, Simpson proceeded to
ask. “If you look over the figures of
the number of men who are filling our
legislatures and our parliament you

will find how inadequately the voice of
labor is heard in the lawmaking in-
stitutions in Canada,” he replied. "All
,told there are 884.members in our.fed-
‘eral parliament and nine legislatures.
of the Dominion. ! Of the 884, 222 are
lawyers, 163 belong to other: -profes-
gions, 829 belong to the merchants and
captains of industry, 161 are farmers |
and 5 are the representatives of labor.
On the basis of men engaged in various

occupations, Mr. Simpson pointed out |

that labor had less than one per cent.
representation. Problems were not only
industrial but political, and he urged
mén and women not only to join a
labor organization but also to have a
direct voice in the laws under which
they were governed.

Tom Moore Says

Tom Moore remarked: ‘“Today . we
are asking for certain things, Tomor~
row these things will be in our grasp.
There must be a continual progress in
order that a higher civilization can be
established. There are always those in
every movement—and .there are those
today in the labor movement—who be-
come impatient of the progress that is
‘being made. There are none of us
/possibly who are satisfied with all that
is being done. There may beé none of
us satisfled that the world is moving
quick enough to the objective that we
have in view; but we must realize it
‘cannot move quicker than the minds of
the great mass of the people are willing
to move. Therefore the duty of the
labor movement today-—as it has been
its duty in the past—is to create the
ideas, to spread them by education, by
propaganda, by public speaking or by
e€xample if necessary in order that they
may become the voice of the commun-
ity as a whole and thru them become
the laws of our country and put into
pperation for the good of all humanity.
The compensation laws, the factory
laws, the protection we have for wom-
en and children in our factories, in.
complete as that is, were not given to
us by our employers, but these were
the result of thought in the minds of
the workers themselves.

n Condition Improving

“Labor today is on a bettér plane
‘than what it has been thruout history.
d'here may be some who disagree with
that, because we have the problem of
the high cost of living, on account of
which any wage increase we have got
in the past year or two has been dis-
counted a8 we got it. We know the
profiteer has been taking to himself
that which was the right of labor to
possess.  But that is a passing phase
in the fovement, for labor must event-
;'ua,lly prevail because it i8 founded on
justice and right., The ideas of labor
'today are not the ideas of an extra few

© cents per hour, but they are as to how
they can co-operatively control and
manage the industries of today and the
future.”

Coming to discuss who is to|pay the
debts of the great war, Mr. Moore de-
clared the workers had done their
share both in life and tears, and it was
now up to the profiteers to pay so far
as money was concerned. ILabopr today
was willing to produce, because labor
knew it could not share anything ex-
cept that which it itself roduced,
_therefore there was no worker blind
“enough to limit production. The work-
ers today were willing to produce: to
the fullest extent. - ] 1

Mrs, W. E. Singer, a well| known
member of the Independent Labor
party, spoke a few words following Mr.,
Moore. She is also a member of the
{Women’s Auxillary of the International
/Association of Machinists, and advised
the. women of the movement' to do
everything to further the cause of real
jJabor, Opportunity called at the gate,
would the women respond in proper
spirit? This was the question of .the
moment among the women of Canada.
The responsibilities of womanhood in
Canada were worthy of the sex, and
the speaker looked forward to the day
'when the influence of the mothers and
wives of the nation would rise to its
proper stature. The same applied to
the labor movement itself. Organiza-
tion was the keynote of the situation.
She hoped the workers would send men
and women to the legislature to look
after their interests,

TOM MOORE SPEAKS 7
AT DIRECTORS’ LUNCH |

Labor was well represented at yes- ’
terday’s luncheon at the Exhibition,
tendered to the leaders of the move-
ment by the directorate of the C.N.E.
Stirring addresses “were delivered by
Tom Moore, president of the Trades
and Labor Congress of Canada; John
Flett, a well-known labor organizer,
and by other well-known men. Among
well-known faces were those of John
Munro, president of Toronto Trades
and Labor Council; Arthur O'Leary,
former president; W. J. Havey, former
secretary; C. A. B. Brown, of the board
of education;. James Simpson. Col.
Noel Marshall,’ Mayor Church, and
many of the controllers and aldermen
of the city, including the secretary of
the Street Railwaymen's Union, and
their business manager, 'W. D. Rob-
-bins, and Joe Gibbons.

4Our Guests.”

In giving the toast, “Our Guests,”
President T. A. ussell said he re-
joiced that this yedr’'s Exhibition was

., .the greatest exhibition of the products
of labor that had ever been known.
It was an exhibition, he said, of the
co-operation of capital, labor and agri-
culture, a co-operation which made
the 1919 Labor Day the greatest ever
obgerved.

This was the day. said the president,
when the public at large wa#- giving
increased thought to the labor prob-
lems of the day, and not only were
they yléwing these problems with ine

president toncluded by making a plea
for those holding the different theor-
'ies and ideas to admit the honesty of
purpose of the other, and in. this way
the solution would be made so muc

easier, L
No Short-Cuts.

President John Munro of the To-
ronto District Trades and Labor Coun-
¢il,” made but a short speech when
¢alled on, and thanked the directors
of the Exhibition for their generosity
and for the expressed sentiments of
the president towards labor.

“We cannot curb the impatience of

‘There can be no progress except by
orderly development. There can be no
short-cuts to the development of a
higher civilization; it must be by a
process of ‘evolution. We hope the
progress will be quick. Some are im-
patient to see the wheel apin faster;
we hope the wheel will spin round
speedily, but not until it spins off the
handle and destroys itself and every-
thing around it.” Thus Tom Moore,
president of the Trades Congress, sig-
nificantly expressed the feeling that
labor should progress in unison with
the trend of public -opinion, and not
in advance of it, during the course of
a stirring dress. -
Constructive Methods.

“Years ago the directors of the C.
N. E. stirred every energy to bring a
million people thru the Exhibition
gates during the season,” said Mr.
Moore. ‘“Today they look not for a\
millioyf, but for a million and a quar-
ter. This is a sign of the times. It
is the same with the labor movement.
1 do not look for any imrhediate solu-
tion of the wvast problems at hand.
These embody a force ever in progress.
What we may look upon as our ideal
today, may prove but an obsolete fac-
tor in the echeme of progress tomor-
row, and may prove but the forerun-
ner of still higher and far different
ideals., However, when we ‘deal with
the question of unrest, we should en-
deavor to plan solutions by construc-
tive, and .decidedly not by destructive,
methods. - i

“However, I do mot believe we have
ag much to fear as some would have
us believe. We hope to never return
to the conditions of 1914, It would
be well for us to realize that the
struggle of labor for years past has
been, not one mediey of dollars and
cents, but one rather of principies,
such as actuated the allies during the
war.”

Lontinuing, Mr. Moore pointed out
that labor today should be consider-
ed from the standpoint of a something
which in its results should be shared
by all concerned. For, the first time,
labor had become a problem for
statesmen to consider, There was
every need of co-operation - between
employers and the workers. Trans-
portation, that harnessing of the
forces of locomotion, the problem of
Japanese and other foreign competi«
tion, gs. well.as ‘many other factors in
the nation's probléms, indicated the
nature; of the great questions of the

stance of the co-operation between
labor and all other interests in the
world could be given than the coming
conferences at Ottawa and at Wash-
ington between the governments, re-
spectively, of Canada, the TUnited
States, and the employers with repre-
sentatives of the American Federation
of Labor.

Concluding, Mr. Moore' pointed to
the products on exhibit at Canada's
great Exhibition, at the faces of the
labor, leaders about him at the lunch-
eon, many of them men who had risen
from the benches, and at the general
results of the labor of the men,
coupled with the genius of others. as
indication of the fact that one might
well look forward to an era of well-
maintained prosperity in the Domin-
ion,

John Flett Says.

John Flett, following Mr. Moore, ex-
pressed pride in representing one of
the)greatest labor organizations of the
world, the American Federation of
I Practically all the labor or-
ganizations in Canada, he said, were
affliated. It was the most democratic
institution in the world. No one sec-
tion had undue prominence over an-
other, Its progress was not by rapid,
but by sure, steady growth.

Continuing, Mr. Flett cited the na-
tional labor and other movements as
having passed away, while the A. F. of
L. lived on. &

“It might be interesting to note that
neither; President Gompers nor the -ex-
ecutive of the A. F. of L. had any
power to call a strike,” said the speak-
er, “yet Mr. Gompers had been per-
sonified as the walking delegate.

“I believe today labor and capital
are more uhnited than at any previous
era, And, let me say to you manufac-
turers, if you are here, you make a
great mistake in refusing to recognize
or to treat with our unions. Sueh
an attitude, it can be well said, breeds
Bolshevism.”

Mr. Ilett now brought figures to
show the strength and influence of his
organization. The A. F. of L., he said,
has 113 national and international
it has 45 state federations,
800 city central bodies, five depart-
ments, 450 local department councils,
and 27,800 local unions, with a total
membership of 3,500,000,

The arrangement by which the gov-

ernment assists to the extent of 60 per
cent. of the cost of construction and

have taken advantage of this help, and
approximately 2000 miles of this class
of thorofare have been designated up
to date in the ‘province, while- still
more are being constructed to that
standard this year.

The suburban area plan by which
