He held that the privilege
had simply been withdrawn from the
Catholics and that the Protestants
for that matter had the same privi-
lege and had it withdrawn from them
as well, He asked if it was a grievance
to give Catholics efficient schools for
ﬁ ent ones, to give all the province

Manitoba better schools than ‘they
had previously, this being the result
of the province being able to devote
to one school system money that before
had been divided between two. He
held it was not the people of Manitoba
that wanted to return to Separate
‘schools, many Catholics of the pro-
vince as well as Protestants being in
favor of the present system.

Work of the Hierarchy.-

The recent elections in Quebec show-
ed the people of Quebec were not inter-
ested In forcing Separate schools on
Manitoba.It was the hierarchy that was
at work. If they succeeded in this they
wyauld not stop there but would con-
tinue agitating with respeet to the Ter-
ritories gnd the other Provinces. Inci-
dentally, he referred to the School Act
passed by the Northwest Assembly,
which has never gone into effect be-
cause the Governor had not signed it.
He wag told it was through Arch-
bishop Langevin that the measure was
not signed. Proceeding, he held that
regarding the claim that Catholics had
treaty rights previous to the admission
of Manitoba into Confederation,the bill
before the House would be of no bene-
fit to the Catholics and would only
result in increasing religious animgsi-
ties. He held the education provided
in ecclesiastical schools was not prac-
ticai and that the system, wherever
tried, had proved a failure. He then
went on to show how the hierarchy
constantly tried to force its views on
the people in elections. He read Arcn-
bishop Cameron’s reference to “Hell-
ingpired hypocrites” and said he did
not want to be called such though he
had opposed Separate schools.

Mr. Foster—Perhaps the objeotion
won’t hold.

Mr. Wallace—It will with the people
of Canada. Continuing, he said the ac-
tion of the clergy in this respect was
an intolerable species of intimidation.

Referring to the plea for the appoint-
ment of a commission of investigation
he 'said that Mr. Martin (Winnipeg)
talked loudest for it. He asked why Mr.
Martin, the author of public school
laws, should be asking for informa-
tion. He considered the commission ut-
terly unnecessary, but thought if a con-
fcrence had been arranged between
the two Governments, many of the dif-
ficulties could have been removed. He
concluded by deprecating the idea .that
the Canadian people should be divided
and prophesying constant trouble if
the bill was passed. He would vote
for Mr. Laurier's amendment. (Ap-
plause.)

THE CONSTITUTIONAL ASPECT

flmd Before the House by Mr. Dickey.
Minister of Justice.

Mr. Dickey spoke on the legal-and
constitutional aspect of the case. He
said if it were the fault of Parliament
that the rights of Catholics, which the

He admitted
there was no obligation on Parliament
to take action, but he pointed out
there was nothing to compel 'the coun-
try to pay its bonds, mnothing
but war to compel the coun-
try to keep its treaties, still these were
observed as a matter of honor. If the
facts of the case were right, would not
this be equally a debt of honor ? Per-
sonally he did not believe in Separate
schools, but in following the sent
course, he considered he was doing™his
duty under the constitution. (Hear,
hear,) What would be thought of a
judge vested with power to grant a
divoroce if he refused to grant it be-
cause he did not believe in divorce. In
refutation of Mr. Laurier’'s claim re-
garding disallowance, he showed the
course adopted by the Government was
a parallel with that followed by Sir
John Macdonald and Alexander Mac-
kenzie with respect to the New Bruns-
wick school question.
Redress Was Necessary.

Proceeding, he held that the judg-
ment of the Privy Council indicated
that it was necessary to redress the
grievances of the minority. If the
House, after reterring the question to

the Privy Council, should take
steps that would involve  the
assertions that its judgment

was not right, it would be stultifying
itself in a manner he could not find
words sufficiently strong to express.
If the judgment was ignored he held
that the result would be that Parlia-
ment could never again submit an-
other case to the courts for settle-
ment, but In future cases of similar
character would have to be settled
first and last in the House, without
the assistance of the judicial expres-
sions of opinion. (Hear, hear.) Proceed~
ing, he held that the Manitoba Gov-
ernment had never done anything to
indicate they were prepared to meet
the policy of  conciliation, but had
stood on strict rights, as they looked
upon them.
Was vot Uirastic in Character.

He denied that the Remedial Order
was drastic in character and held it
‘was simply clear, definite and decided,
as judgments of courts are. Moreover,
the whole order was qualified by the
part of the Privy Council judgment it
contained, which pointed out all that
was required was the . substantial
righting of the grievance and did not
necessarily mean a return to the old
school laws, as a repeal of the new
ones, but simply modifications of the
new laws, He held there was nothing
to investigate, as Mr. Laurier claimed,
but the question was simply one of
law and history. He said the Protes-
tants in Quebec depended for their
school rights on exactly the same
clause of the constitution as that un-
der which the Catholics are now
claiming redress, If the Quebec Legis-
lature wished, they could force on
Protestant schools text books, no mat-
ter how offensive, and also do away
with their School Board and many
other privileges. The only resource of
the Protestants would be to appeal to
Parliament, as the Catholics were now
doing. Therefore, the House now ‘was
deciding the principle in which all
minorities were vitally interested. He
concluded by declaring that the Gov-
ernment did not claim the Catholic
vote because they were carrying the
bill through. They were simply follow-
ing the constitution. (Cheers.)

The debate was adjourned on motion
of Mr. Bdgar.

Paso. Knowing that Hall had tested the
merits of all three of these men by actual
and practical experlence, having fought all
of them, I was curious to know how he
rated them. One night on the homeward-
bound sleeper I inquired: ‘' Which do you
rate the highest, Corbett, Maher or Fitz-

mmons 2"’ .

‘“ What do you mean?’ I asked as the

He has that title in
view too much. If he would just get that
aside, and settle dowm to real fighting, I
belleve hé would beat the best three big
men In the country one after another In
the same ring. I den’t think Fitz has a
10te-1 chance against Corbett.”
The Talent Goes Wrong.

Tom O’Rourke, who is an enemy of Cor-
bett, exﬁressed himself in about the same
way. ine out of ten of the old ring-
oers who saw the Maher-Fitzsimmons

ght will say that Fitz will not do in a
fight with Corbett. It would seem that
the prependerance of evidence in Corbett’s
favor frem such authorities should be giv-
en consideration.

Yet, expert opinien is not always to be
relled en. The fallacy of this was readily
shown in the Sulllvan-Corbett fight.
Every pugilist of note in America was at
New Orleans when that battle was fought.
I nuggose there were all the way from 100
to 126 members of the short-haired frater-
nity In the Crescent City that day. I made
it my particular business to Interview
every one of them. Of the great crowd ef
fistic talent only one expressed the opin-
lon that Corbett would win, Interview af-
ter interview was recorded, ‘and one after
another they expressed the belief that the
Boston boy would whip the Californian
without the least bit of treuble. The one

pugs were for Sullivan first, last and all
the time. Im that event the talent was
all amiss. They may be the same way on
the Fitz and Corbett contest.

Picks Corbett to Win.

Should Fitz undertake to put Corbett off
the latter can better afford to wait than
the Australlan. He is the younger man
of the two. Indeed, Fitz has reached that
age when pugilists are popularly believed
to have passed thelir athletic prime, and are
ver; lni on the sere and yellow leaf. Fitz
is In his thirty-sixth year. Every suc-
ceeding year will have a tendency to put
lead in his shoes. Corbett has not yet
turned 30. Barri bad habits and ex-
cesses, he should right now be at his best.
Aside from his alleged superior knowledge
of the boxing game, the adage that ‘“Youth
will be served ' comes into play. If Cor-
bett has cleverness, youth and confidence
to pit against Fitz and his hard right-hand
Lolt he should win, and if they meet I'll

ave to pin my faith and dollars that way.
Indeed, many of those who saw the latter
at Langtry are of the opinion that Fitz is
not carrying his advancing years as lightly
as he would llke to. Although trained to
the last notch, he seemed slow in his move-
ments, slovenly In his leads and clumsy In
his foot work. He was not the clever box-
er that he showed himself in his previous
match with Maher, and even against an
untrained man, who was carrying many
pounds of superfluous flesh, he seemed slow
and outclassed. I hope the meeting be-
tween the two top notchers of the busi-
ness will not long be deferred.

Abington Lost the $20,000 All Right.

Several writers whose eyes must have
been turned in any direction but that of
the twe contestants In the big fight one
week age last Friday have given out the
report that Fitz won his fight from Maher
with almost identically the same blow that
id low Jim Halil’s chnmplonshig aspira-
tions. These re%orts are misleading and
are very wide of the mark. The respective
blows that won these two purses were mnot
similar in any way, except that both were
right-hand blows. Hall was knocked out
by a round-arm, full-length swing. It was
a ‘ sucker blow,” and, made as _it was,
from a lead, it was 1000 to 1 that it would
not reach the mark. The people who saw
that fight wondered then, and are still won-
dering, how Fitz came to land such a blow
on such a clever man as Hall. Indeed, the
fact that it was won by such a blow caused
many of the rlnz-goeu to pronounce the
fight a * fixed one.’ For weeks after that
it was common talk that Hall had put his
jaw out to get it, and that by so doing he
managed to hold on to $20,000 that the late
Squire Abington had given him to bet on
himself. Instead of betting the money, 80
the story runs, Hall put it in his pocket
and ‘‘laid down.” As Fitz won the fight
Abington, thinking his money on the other
way, did not look for any return. These
reports undoubtedly do Hall an injustice.
He was defeated honestly and fairly, but
the fact that he has always had plenty of
money since that fight has given his ene-
mies a chance to Insist that the fight was
e sell out. While the Hall knock-out was
accomplished with a full-length swing from
a lead, the Maher victory was won by a lit-
tle short half-arm jolt delivered in a rally.
Not half the spectators saw it delivered.
It was only a little jolt delivered with the
forearm. Ordinarily the blow would have
been harmless. It just happened to land
on the point of the jaw and Mahey Bl
down and out.

A Hamiltomn Man's Action Against the

In a letter to the State Department
at Washington, U.S. Consul Benjamin

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" MR. MANSERGH'S REPORT.

Mr. Mansergh’s little pamphlet of
eighty-eight pages has cost the city &
handsome sum. Fifteen thousand dol-
lars is a big figure for so small a pro-
duction. Still it is cheap. It would
be cheap at thirty thousand dollars.
It is worth that amount because it
rids the city of an Intolerable nuis-
ance, a nuisance of three years' stand-
ing, a nuisance which nothing hither-
to has been able to abate. If the re-
port touched upon no other theme
than the aqueduct project its cost
would be a small matter compared
Wwith the benefit the city will enjoy
from being finally rid of the gang of
professional schemers that has been
pestering us for the past three years.

The World does not profesg the abil-
ity of an engineer. In sizing up the
aqueduct project, however, only com-
mon sense wags necessary, and by the
exercise of common sense we long ago
arrived at exactly the same conclus-
lons that Mr. Mansergh has reached.
We have said many hdrd things about
the aqueductors and the aqueduct pro-
Ject. We have been sued for libel be-
cause we referred to the author of the
project as & madman. We have been
threatened. We have been bulldozed.
But our justification has come at last.
The greatest hydraulic expert in the
world, engaged to give this city an
unbiassed report on the merits of this
and other projects, has denounced the
aqueduct power scheme as a “will-o’-
the-wisp and a delusion.” And in re-
gard to the offer of the Aqueduct Com-
l&ny to supply the city with water,
Mr. Mansergh says “the whole propdsal
bears on the face of it evidence that
it is not based on any substantial foun-
dation,and I should suppose that no en-
gineer of experience has ever been
ccrsulted about the details of the of-
fer. If this offer were accepted I am
quite positive that the bargain would
never be completed by the company,
and the whole business would end in
a miserable fiasco.”

This is exactly what The World has
ccntended all along. Mr. Mansergh’s
report on the aqueduct endorses our
views almost to the very words. We
pointed out the project would never
be completed, 'that if the city ratified
the proposed agreement with the com-~
pany the latter might unload bonds
-and stock on the unwary public, but
that the project would never be seri
ously undertaken, that the whole bus-
iness, in fact, would end in a "mis-
erable flasco.”

Mr.Mansergh did not spend many days
in Toronto, but it did not require much
time for a man of his ability to place
at a true estimate the individual who
for the past three years has been try-
ing to foist his ecrazy project upon this
city. The power that he undertakes
to gell us for a cent a horse-power per
hour will cost him twice that sum.
At least that is the statement of Eng-
laxd’s greatest hydraulic engineer,and
we prefer the report of such an expert
to the unsupported assertion of the
Founder of Bellamy, and the Baron of
Chester.

We take it for granted the Oity
Ccuncil will never again be worried
with this aqueduct will-o’-the-wisp. It
has, we hope, recelved its eternal
quietus, at least as far as the City
Council -is concerned. This is a con-
summation devoutly to be wished for.

Mr. Mansergh’s report would Be
cheap at double what it cost us because
it assures us of this consummation.

The important feature of Mr. Man-
sergh’s report ig that he recommends
us to adhere to our present source
of supply. He does so for the simple
reason that it is much cheaper than
the Simcoe project. The latter scheme
would impose a burden on the city
which “would obviously be an intoler-
able one.” It is.admitted that Lake
Simcoe can supply more water than
Tcronto will ever need, and it is fur-
ther conceded that Lake Simcoe water
is all that could be desired. As be-
tween the quality of Ontario weter,
delivered as Mr. Mensergh proposes,
and that of Lake Simcoe, there is
“practically nothing to choose between
them.” They are both “high-class wa-
ters of unimpeachable character.” The
problem is altogether one of cost. The
diagram of annual charges accom-
panying the report discloses at a
glance the great difference there is in
the two projects, extending over a
series of years. Alt the end of eighty
years the annual charges Involved In
the two schemesg become identical, but
for the first fifty years the pumping
scheme is 80 much smaller than the
gravitation scheme that there can be
no hesitation in selecting the one that
should be adopted by Toronto. If we
calculate 50 years ahead the pumping
scheme is much the preferable one.
If we calculate 80 years ahead it is
immensely the cheaper of the two.

The only question left for us to de-
cide is whether we are able to under-
take the big expense involved in the
Lake Ontario project. It involves a
big capital expenditure, viz., $5,685,312,
wkich is considerably in excess of
what was generally anticipated, but it
| is spread over a long series of years,
and in the event of our population
not increasing according to calcula-
tions, it will not all be required. The
great item of expense in the pumping
system is the construction of filter-
beds, which involve a capital outlay of
over two million dollars in the 50
years’ estimate. We imagine it would
not be essential to undertake filtration
to start with, so that the project could

THE REMEDIAL BILL.

© After what happened In the House
of' Commons yesterday it is quite cer-
tain that the Government Remedial
bill will faf] in being passed this ses-
sion. It is indeed almost certain that
it Will be defeated on the vote for its
seécond reading. Mr. Laurler made the
effort of his life in the way of a bid
for popular support. He came square-
Iy out against the measure and moved
the six months’ hoist. His bid for
the support of Ontarto and the Pro-
testant vote will, we imagine, add to
his strength in the country, and his
bold note of defiance in reply to the
threat of the hiérarchy will help to
mrake of him g popular hero all over
the country, even in his own Pro-
vince, He threw. the clericals over-
board, he took his chance of holding
his friends in Quebec, and he made &
powerful appeal for the support of
Ontario and the west. It was thought
that Mr. Laurier would evade the recal
Issue and move his well-known pro-
pcsal of a commission of inquiry, But
he came out straight, and members
will be faced one way or the other, on
the direct issue, letting them give what
reasons they can for their course.

Sir Charles Tupper introduced the
bill in a speech mainly historical. His
argument was that Confederation has
proved a great success, it would never
have been started had not Sir A. T.
Galt inserted a clause in the consti-
tution protecting the rights of minori-
ties in matters of education, and there~
fore we ought to secure similar rights
to the minority in Manitoba.

The question will now be debated for
a week or mors as to ‘ts second read-
ing and if 1t ever passes that stage it
will go-into committee. where it will
be talked out. The Globe of yesterday
intimates a policy of obstruction and
Mr., Laurier’s action in_ the House
would point tQ the same thing.

The first
two movements are considered among
the best efforts made by Beethoven in
this direction. The second movement
may be said to stand alone among the
composer’s slow movements. Beethoven
has put the following foot note in the
scere:  “During the whole ‘Andante’
the pianist must use t;he-‘so*tt’ pedal un-
intermittently; the sign ‘Ped’ refers to
the occaslonal use of the ordinary
pedal.”

The third movement has been criti-
cised as trivial in comparison with
those that precede it. It is, however,
light-hearted, gay, and brilliantly .og:l-;

Lt
makes good its place in .the concerto,
says a Boston critle, “by the very
sharpness of its contrast to what goes
before it.”

Baptist Church, then filled by the Rev.
A. P. Macdermott, now secretary of
the foreign missions in Toronto. In
less than a month after Mr. Mac-

Laurin left Ottawa for Minnenapolis to'

study and work under the direction of
his brother, the Rev. Dr. D. D. Mac-
Laurin, who was formerly the pastor
of the Epiphany Baptist Church in
New York city. A year after he went
to Chicago, attended the Moody con~
ference and continued to study and
work. While there he started a mis-
sion in Elsdon, a neighboring town,
where, owing “to his successful work,
a prosperous church has. since been
built. Later Mr. MacLaurin removed
to Hamilton, where he assumed the
pastorate ot the First Baptist Church
of Unadilla, and where at the same
lime he continued his _ fheological
studies at Colgate University. Shortly
afterward he was called to the pas-
torate of the Conklin-avenue Baptist
Church, Binghamton, N.Y. It was
while filling this call that he was or-
dained, and it was here, about three
years ago, that he married Miss Gene-
vieve Parker, a daughter of Professor
C. M. Parker of Binghampton. Four
years ago he received a call to Green-
oint, which he accepsed. leaving the
inghamton church in a prosperous
ition, During the past few years
e .has filled the pulpit of the Union-
avenue Baptist Church with mugh de-
ceptance. He has succeeded in reor-
ganizing the church and Sunday schdol
and has increased the practical utility
of the “Christian® Endeavor Society.
The foating indebtedness of fthe
church was liguidated last February
and the congregation is united a®d
happy. The Christlan Endeavor So-
ciety brings into the church from
$1000 to $1600 annually. Although the
chareh has lost some of its most in-
fluential and earmest workers within
the past year, by removal to other
parts of the city, yet more money
was ralsed than in any previous year,
while the church has grown too small
for the congregation. The Rev. nﬁr
MacLaurin is credited with being one
of the most energetic, vigorous and
plucky of the pastors of Greenpoint.
He takes an interest in gymnastics
and can be frequently seen in the
gymnasium of the Y.M.C.A. branch.
He was recently elected a prelate by
the Knights of Pythias, During the
recant strike the Seventeenth was. the
only ward without militia.

Mr. MacLaurin delivered several pub-
lic speeches at the time in the Interests
of peace and was complimented Dby
Mayor Schieren.

For
the proper development of the resources
of this Dominion it is absolutely neces-
sary that each Province make provis-
jon for instruction 4n the ordinary
branches of education; and, to this end,
it has been agreed that all should be
taxed to support a public school sys-
tem, just as well as to support an
asylum, a penitentiary, an agricultural
college, or any other public institution

| necessary for the well-being of the na-

tion. It has been freely admitted that
those who have no children to attend
school should pay taxes for the sup-
port of the public schools, because
these schools are essential to the pros-
perity of the country in which the tax-
payers reside. It is better to have edu-
cation than ignorance, better to edu-
cate men and women that they may be
capable of taking part in the develop-

ment of the country than to leave them|

in helpless and dangerous ignorance
around about the taxpayer ; far better
to contribute to the supoprt of the pub-
lic schools than to the support of police,
jalls and penitentiaries. They are the
schools that have done most for the ad-
vancement of the modern nations. They
have done almost all that has yet been
done for Canada. When the late re-
vered Dr, Ryerson undertook to build
up a school system for Ontario, he did
not hesitate to visit the United States,
France, England and Germany to se-
lect all that was good in every eivil-
ized school system and take it to On-
tario, here to weave and mold it into
one harmonious public school system
for the highest benefit of the people.
The results have been very gratifying.
But, at the present time, this system
needs to be improved and entended,
rather than to be retarded and cramp-
ed. The results are such as to show
the necessity for their continuance and
enlargement. We must not shirk the
truth. We admit they should be im-
proved. But we cannot admit that the
separate schools are equal to them in
good fruits, and should be substituted
for them. The eminent English scholar
and educator Prof. Armstrong Las re-
cently pointed out the fact that in
Germany and some of the United States
the public schools have during the
past few years been advancing more
rapidly than those of Britain and Can-
ada, and that the material wealth of
those nationg {s being thereby propor-
tionately increased.

Five and One-Half Million Dellars, the

“The two narrow entrance channels
are situated the one at the northwest
corner of the harbor and the other
near the southeast corner, and each is
two miles and a half from the intake.

The island Supply.

“I propose to keep these tanks and

“Power will also be wanted for sand
washing, and heat would have to be
provided for warming the low build-
ings to be erected over the filters to
prevent freezing..

The Tunnel Necessary.

“4th. The new pipes and tunnel to
the pumping station projected by Mr.

“With rfard to the tunnel, Mr.
Keating sWould consider if it might
not be better to lay it el to the
surface of the rock at & shallower
depth than is shown on his section,
end to lne it with cast iron pla.tte;

internal flange Jjoints, excavating as
nearly as possible to the size of the
ou-mge of the plates, and grouting the
srace with cement under pressure, and
filling the panels between the flanges.

New Reservelr at Egiinton.

“5th. The compounding of the low
duty engines, as proposed by Mr.
XKeating, should be done, and such ex-
tensions be made from time to time
as are needed to meet the demand for

water.

“gth. Rising mains will have to be
laid to Rosehill and en to Eglinton as
described and when required.

“7th. A new service reservoir must
be constructed at Eglinton with its
top water at 800 feet above Ontario
(547 feet above sea level) to hold 60,-
000,000 gallons.

“8th. As time goes on and new rising
mains are laid the high-level pumping
station may be done away with.

The Newage Quession.

“To discharge all the sewage of 175,-
000 people in its crude state into a
tideless and practically stagnant har-
bor is obviously a very wrong thing to
do, and every rational man must cou-
demn it.

“If Toronto is ever to take the high
position as a residential city which its
climate and other natural advantages
would justify, this blot must be wiped
out. All over the world people are be-
coming more alive to the importance
of safe sanitary surroundings, end
more critical in fixing upon a place of
permanent residence; and a common
enough question to be asked nowadays
is: Where does the sewage go to, and
where does the water come from?

“I am quite prepared for adverse cri-
ticism upon my advice respecting the
water, on account of the bald answer
whioh could be given at Toronto to
this question, I am quite satisfied,
however, that if what I have recom-
mended is carried out, there is no risk
whatever of harmful pollution of the
water to be supplied; but, at the same
time, every one must admit that if
the sewage were removed right away,
there would not remain a ground even
for the slightest sentimental objection.

“The offence arising from the stir-
ring up of the foul mud in front of the
wharves by the steamboats in hot
weather is, I know, very great, and
the discomfort caused to the people
carrying on their business on the
waterside must at times be almost in-
tolerable, not to speak of injury to
their health.

“But I know there is no necessity
whatever to argue the question. and
that it is merel¥ the cost which stands
in the way of a remedy being found.
On this I would say that. If you de-
termine to indulge in the luxury of
Simcoe water, I fear the diversion of
the sewage from the harbor will be
relegated to the dim future.

“If you adhere to Ontario, several
good things will follow, viz.:

“1st. You will be better able to un-
dertake the sewage Work;

“2nd. You will see the desirability of
stopping the waste of water, in order
to save momey to spend upon that
work, and to reduce the cost if its ex-
ecution, by diminishing the volume of

“Now, you will remember that in
the letter of Sept. 7, 1895, the coml\),lli.&}_'
undertook to deliver water by gra .
tion from Lake Simcoe in 18 m°m“;
after an agreement was come to w
the city, and we now know that before
they can do this the cutting for the
canal must be made through the rid-
ges and the water pipe be laid along-
side.

“\Without professing to be absolutely
accurate, I learn from Messrs. Her-
‘ing and Gray’s section, which is, I be-
lieve, very nearly on the same line,
that the canal cutting will have a
meximum depth of about 200.feet, and
that for a length of nine miles it will
average 100 feet deep.

“In the nine miles alone the excava-
tion to be made must amount to at
least 40 million cubic yards, and the
water conduit in order to have the
proper gradient must be laid in this
Part at an average -depth of 50 feet be-
ow top water of the canal .

Never art - ith the Fraachise.

“I ghould not have said anything
whatever about this work if I had not
been called upon to consider the com-
pany’s offer to the city, but as it has
been mentioned I may say that this
enormous cutting for the canal, with
the tunnel for the water conduit close
alongside and at a much lower level
is by no means a simple engineering
undertaking, and it is utterly impossi-
ble that it can be executed in any-
thing like the 18 months stated.

“The whole proposal bears on the
face of it evidence that it is not based
on any substantial foundations, and I
should suppose that no engineer of ex-
perience has ever been consulted about
the details of the offer made to the
City Council.

“If this offer were accepted I am’
quite positive that the bargain would
never be completed by the company,
and the whole business would end in
a miserable fiasco.

“Moreover, I advise distinctly that
the supply of water to any city should
never be entrusted to a company, how-
ever serious and stable—it is essential-
ly a municipal business—and wherever
a competent, incorruptible and truly re-
presentative municipal authority exists
that bedy should administer and con-
trol the water supply in the sole inter-
est of the ratepayers, and without in-
creasing its cost by providing divid-
ends to shareholders.

Tihe Gravitation Scheme

“The Ontltf alternative means of get-
ting a sufficient water supply is from
Lake Simcoe by gravitation.

1 “Making a broad mental comparison
of the relative conditions one would
’JUdze that, under normal circumstan-
ces of wind and weather, the waters
of the two lakes (Ontario and Simcoe),
should be very similar when viewed

could not be done by instalments, and
therefore the major part of the great
outlay of twelve million dollars must
.necessarily be incurred within a limit-
ed time and at the very outset.

“This would entail a very heavy
burden in the payment of interest, and
in the accumulation of a sinking
fund, during 40 years, that is, in the
lifetime of a single generation.

Forty Nine Years to Pay.

“On the other hand, although a good
round sum would have to be spent
‘within the next few years in order to
put the pumping scheme into a con-
dition fairly comparable with the gra-
vitation, yet the bulk of the capital re-
quired to provide the fifty million gal-
lons a day can be sp |  over 49
years, instead of five, and the total
amount to be spent on works would
not be more than 47 1-2 per cent. of
the twelve millions required for the al-
ternative.

“Although there is this very large
difference in capital cost, it is, how-
ever, not all to the gdod, for, as every-
body knows, the carrying on of the
pumping operations will entail & very
heavy annual charge.

“But if you continue to pump I am
satisfied that, by adopting the proper
methods, the quantity of water to be
supplied may be reduced 40 to 50 per
cent.,, with a corresponding reduction
in pumping expenses, and a long post-
ponement of the spending of capital on
new stations and machinery.”

A Discrepancy of $250,000.

It will be seen that while Mr. Man-
sergh gives the total cost of the pump-
ing scheme as $5,685,312, his detalled
statement only amounts to $5,435,312, a
difference of $250,000, This amount is,
doubtless, meant for the new reseryoir
at Eglinton, which is omitted from the
statement very likely through a cleri-
cal error. .

Power by Water,

Regarding the utilization of water
for power from Lake Simocoe, after
quoting a number of figures, Mr. Man-
sergh says: “There is not, therefore,
any head left available for power down
to the low end of the tunnel, hecause
it has all been used up in getting the
water to that point. The water, there-
fore, reaches the reservoir without any
head which can be used for power.
The additional machinery required to
give the necessary power to Toronto
would make the total cost $152 per
horse-power per year, or three-fifths
more than the present price.

“I fear a great deal of misapprehen-
sion has been created in Toronto by
the wild and groundless statements
which-have been made broadcast in
the press and at public meetings con-
vened by interested and ignorant par-
tisans.

“You may banish from your minds
any idea that the Simcoe scheme should
be carried out because of the power
that the water will bring with it. This
is a will-o’~the-wisp and a delusion. *

Wolul Waste of Water.

“How it comes about that over three
gallons have to be provided in Toron-
to for one in London I cannot positive-
ly say, but I have a shrewd suspicion
that by far the greater part of the
excess is due to misuse or waste in
one way or another,

“I am certain that if the proper steps
are taken the consumption per head
for all purposes could be brought down
to 50 gallons a day. It would cost
money to do this, in providing self-re-
gistering meters for localizing the
waste, and in instituting and maintain-

The Historical Evidence.

The Canon showed that historically
there had been an increasing revela-
tion of God to man. To the patriarchs
He sometimes spoke by the living
voice, by dreams and visions; some-
times He clothed himself in human
and gometimes in angelic form. He es-
tablished channels of revelation be-
tween Himself and His creatures,
priests and ordinances, types and cere-
monies, Prophets also were raised up
to speak God’s revelation. All this
mechinery was the schoolmaster—the
pedagogue —to bring us to Christ, to
prepare us for the compléte mantfes-
tation of God in Christ. God, who
had at sundry times and in divers
places spoken in times past by the
prophets, in the last days spoke Dby
His Son, '

If you want to make yourself known
to a man and discover what he 1s, the
best thing is to go and live with him,
to tabernacle with him, have daily In-
tercourse with him and you get to
know him and he gets to know you.
On both sideg there will be a perfect
unfolding. Well, the Word was made
flesh and dwelt among us and we be-
held His glory. “He that hath seen me
hath seen the Father,” said Jesus. He
was God manifested in the flesh. He
was Immanuel, God with us. God
who commanded the light to shine out
of darkness hath shined in our hearts
‘by Jesus Christ.

An 1l1-Founded System.

No; go far from God being unknow-
able, being unwilling to make Him-
self known or to reveal Himself to
bis creatures, here are the several
steps and stages, clear and distinct,
by which He has made known his
plans and purp all through the
ages. Jesus talught men; He under-
stood humanity; He touched it in all
its secret springs; He knew' what was
in man. ‘God revealed himself through
human nature.

On these grounds the Canon held that
agnosticism is an ill-founded and un-
fortunate system.

The second reason why he objected to
agnosticism was on account of its ir-
rationality. It does not at all follow
that because we are not to know every-
tking, we are to know nothing. This
is contrary to human experience.
Krowledge -does not burst upon us all
at once. Knowledge comes by degrees;
this is the foundation
education. It advances step by step,
and so becomes fuller and larger.
it is with knowledge of divine things
—the knowledge of God himself. In
this time of our childhood—our tutel-
age—we gee through a glass darkly,
but one day we shall know the things
that are now obscure. The Psalmist
said, “Such knowledge is too wonder-
ful for me; it is high; I cannot attain

dren.

unto it.” Did he therefore say “I will
krow nothing about God?” Certainly
not.

The patriarch Job speaks of the great
works of nature and says, ‘“Lo, these
are part of God’s ways.” Because we
cannot know everything about the
works of God it does not follow that
we may not know something. We
sweep the skies with the telescope and
know the planets,ascertain their orbits,
motions, their distances and the laws
they obey.

God’s Unfathomable Mines.

The Canon here quoted from Cow-
per’s well-known hymn: “God moves
in a mysterious way His wonders to
perform.” He asked, you can all say
that; and can you not also add: “Deep
in unfathomable mines of never-failing
skill, He treasures up His bright de-
signs, and works His sovereign will?”

We are not able to fathom these
mines, but we do know all that is nec-
essary for life and Godliness.

Referring to the many deaths which
have taken place amipongst us,‘ the
Canon said, “How busy of late we
have been following friends and rela-
tives to the tomb. How many during
the past few weeks have had the bit-
ter experience of eternal farewell! As
you look into the darkness, into the
grave, you long to know something
of the mystefy that overshadows it
You feel there ig something inexplic-
able in death. Where has the spirit
gene; where is the vanished hand;
where the hushed voice? Is there con-
sciousness there; does the soul re-
member us; what is its occupation;
what is itg condition? All these things
are clouds and shadows, but because
we cannot understand them, do we
know nothing of the state of the de-
parted in the Lord? God forbid. I
heard a voice from Heaven saying,
Blessed are the dead which die in the
Lord. Secripture casts a revelation, a
iight upon the deepand dark and insol-
uble mysteries offthe tomb.”

In conclusion the Canon quoted the
inscription on the tombstone of that
amiable and cultivated man, Prof.Hux-
ley: “And if there be no meeting
place past the .grave, if all is dark-
ness, silence, yet it is rest. Be not
afraid, ye waiting hearts that weep,
for God giveth His beloved sleep, and
if that be an endless sleep, He wills
so best.”

Here is the hope of the great agnos-
tic; and here is true Christian hope:
“Behold, I show you a mystery: we
shall not all sleep.” ““O Death, where
is thy sting, where grave thy victory 7"

While there are many pastors now
flling American pulpits who claim
Canada as the land of their birth, per-
hups nowhere is there an instance
three dmmnr'fho hail from across
the border occupying pulpits in s
close proximity to each other as three
Canadian glergymen do in Greon-poif.lt-

Within almost a stome's throw "of
each other, the three churches being
within/a square mile of;space, there
are taree churches whose pulpits are
filled by men who hail from the Do-
minion. The three have been brought
into close proximity by accident, and
although the circumstance has been
remarked frequently among them-
selves nothing has been published in
reference to the good work being pur-
sued by this triymvirate of Cana-
dians in the great eastern suburb of
Brooklyn, and its 80,000 of a manufac-
turing population.

.The first of these, the Rev. Archi-
bald B. MacLaurin of the Union-ave.
Baptist Church, was born in the Town-
ship of St. Vincent, six miles from
Meaford, Province of Ontario, 30 years
ago. He comes of ministerial stock.
His grandfather was a clergyman and
preached for 65 years, and his father
occupied the pulpit for 62. His sister
is one of the most successful mis-
sionaries employed by the American
Baptist Missionary Union. She has
done a great deal to stir. up interest.
in roreign missionary work among the
people of the Baptist church in dif-
ferent parts of the country. and not a
few as a result bave left home for the
for-ign field His brother also occupies
& Baptist pulpit. The Rev. Mr. Mac- |
Laurin’s early ambition was in the
direction of mercantile pursuits, and
when quite a young man he became a
commercial traveler. He n.fterga.rd
went into the piano and organ busi- |
ness in Hamilton, Ont. It was during |
this period that he became converted. |
The e¢hange, and his resolve to work
in the evangelistic field, was brought
about by a sermon preached by the'
Rev. Alexander Grant, who, while in
Ottawa, Canada, on February 22, 1888, |
g;eached in the pulpit of the First

ptist CHurch, then filled by the Rev.
A. P. Macdermott, now secretary of
the foreign missions in Toronto. In
-less than a month after Mr. Mac- |
Laurin left Ottawa for Minnenapolis to
study and work under the direction of
his brother, the Rev. Dr. D. D. Maec-
Laurin, who was formerly the pastor
of the Epiphany Baptist Church in
New York eity. A year after he went
to Chicago, attended the Moody con~
ference and continued to study and
work. While there he started a mis-
sion in Elsdon, a neighboring town,
where, owing to his successful work,
& prosperous church has. since been
huilt. Later Mr. MacLaurin removed
to Hamilton, where he assumed the
pastorate of the First Baptist Church
of Unadilla, and where at the same
time he continued his _theological
studles at Colgate University. Snortly
terward he was called to the pas-
te of the Conklin-avenue Baptist
hurch, Binghamton, N.Y. It was
while filling this call that he was or-
dained, and it was here, about three
years ago, that he ed Miss Gene-
vieve Parker, a daughter of Professor
C. M. Parker of Binghampton. Four
yeays ago he received a call to.Green-
oint, which he accepsed, leaving the
nghamton church jn a prosperous
ondition. During the past few years
-Be .has filled the pulpit of the Union-
avenue Baptist Church with mu2h dc-
¢eptance. He has succeeded in reor-
ganizing the church and Sunday school
and has increased the practical utility
of the “Christian’ Endeavor Society.
The floating indebtedness of fhe
church was liguidated last February
and the tion is wunited a%d
happy. The Christian Endeavor So-
ciety brings into the church from
$1000 to $1600 annually. Although the
charch has lost some of its most in-
fluential and earmest workers within
the past year, by removal to other
parts of the city, yer more money
was raised than in any previous year,
while the church has grown too small
for the congregation. The Rev. .
MacLaurin is credited with being one
of the most energetic, vigorous and
plucky of the pastors of Greenpoint.
He takes an interest in gymnastics
and can be frequently seen in the
gymnasium of the Y.M.C.A. branch.
He was recently elected a prelate by
the Knights of Pythias. During the
recent strike the Seventeenth was the
only ward without militia. The Rev.
Mr. MacLaurin delivered several pub-
lic speeches at the time in the Interests
of peace and was complimented by
Mayor Schieren.

The Rev. W. Miler Magrath, pastor
of the Church of the Redemption, Ledn-
ard-strect, near Norman-avenue, is a
direct - descendant of the first -
testant archbishop of Cashel, Ireland,
of that name. He was educated and
brought up in the Protestant Episcopal
Church of Ireland. He went to Can-
ada in 1874, and as he resided in ¥hat
country for nearly twenty years, he
considers himself practically a Cana-
dian, In early life, Mr. Magrath f0l-
lowed mercantile pursuits for some
years, After entering the ministry he
was for four years rector of Christ

‘Church, Barrie, Ontario, Canada. His

fiome is in Assiniboia, in northwestern
Canada, where he has a large farm in
the district known as Crescent Lake,
He has just -entered upon his third
year's work in Greenpoint, but still
considers that he ‘is only flling the
pulpit temporarily. There has been a
difficulty experienced in procuring
from the university of the denomina-
tion in Philadelphia sufficient men
who have been trained in the Episco-
pal Church.

The Manitoba Schoel Question.

Editor World : There is no difference
in principle between granting state aid
to a church and granting state aid to
separate schools in which sectarian re-
ligious instruction is given.

They are one and the
same, 'Phe age of state ald to churches
in this country has been thought past.
Then why should this form of it, that
is the separate school form of it, be
recognized and maintained? There is
really no valid reason for it. A cry
has been made that the remedial bill
should be passed because the Roman
QCatholic minority in Manitoba should
be protected as well as the Protestant
minority in Quebec, It behooves ali
oitizens who have any desire for the
future welfare of Canada to resist this
attempt to blind them. Look at the
statement. Examine #t well. The

| Manitoba and Quebec cases are not at

'all parallel, They are very, very dif-

ferent. In Quebec the so-called public

| schools are not sectarian. In Manitoba

the Public schoels are not
sectarian. This should be em-
phasized. The minority in Quebec

may ask for protection against the
sectarian system in that Province. The
minority in Manitoba do not ask for
' protection against sectarian schools.
| They ask for protection against mathe-
'matics and the English branches, For
the proper development of the resources
of this Dominion it is absolutely neces-
sary that each Province make provis-
'fon for instruction 4n the ordinary
{ branches of education; and, to this end,
| it has been agreed that all should be
| taxed to support a public school sys-
{tem, just as well as to support an
;asy]um, a penitentiary, an agricultural
i college, or any other public institution
| necessary for the well-being of the na-
tion. It has been freely admitted that
those who have no children to attend
school should pay taxes for the sup-
port of the public schools, because
these schools are essential to the pros-
perity of the country in which the tax-
payers reside. It is better to have edu-
cation than ignorance, better to edu-
cate men and women that they may be
capable of taking part in the develop-,
ment of the country than to leave them
in helpless and dangerous ignorance
around about the taxpayer ; far better
! to contribute to the supoprt of the pub-
| 1ic schools than to the support of police,
|Jalls and penitentiaries. They are the
! schools that have done most for the ad-
vancement of the modern nations. They
have done almost all that has yet been
done for Canada. When the late re-
vered Dr, Ryerson undertook to build
up a school system for Ontarlo, he did
not hesitate to visit the United States,
France, England and Germany to se-
lect all that was good in every eivil-
ized school system and take it to On-
tario, here to weave and mold it into
one harmonious public school system
for the highest benefit of the people.
The results have been very gratifying.
| But, at the present time, this system
needs to be improved and entended,
rather than to be retarded and cramp-
ed. The results are such as to show
the necessity for their continuance and
enlargement. We must not shirk the
truth. We admit they should be im-
proved. But we cannot admit that the
separate schools are equal to them in
good fruits, and should be substituted
for them. The eminent English scholar
and educator Prof. Armstrong Las re-
cently pointed out the fact that in
Germany and some of the United States
the public schools have during the
past few years been advancing more
rapidly than those of Britain and Can-
ada, and that the material wealth of
those nations is being thereby propor-
tionately increased. If this be true,
and it is most undoubtedly true, then
the great need of the present is to
enlarge, strengthen and make more nat.
ural the whole of the public sehools of

existence of the public schools in Min-
nesota. So it has been elsewhere. In
a most timely and pointed editorial of
last Tuesddy’'s World you have shown
the sad state of the sectarian schools
of Quebec. The light from the Ontario
public schools has already begun to ex-
pose to view the weakness of the Que-
bec system. No doubt this will some
time have a beneficial effect upon the
Quebec  schools, and .aid largely in
bringing about a better condition ot
things in the entire educational system
of that Province. But it will be brought
about by the competition of life, the
contrast of the Quebec system with
the more progressive and enlightened
gystems of the western provinces. The
writer has had unusual opportunities
for gaining a personal knowledge of the
public and separate schools in Quebec,
Manitoba and other places. The peo-
ple of Manitoba are not opposed to re-
ligious instruction. But, in common
with many others, they consider the
demand extremely narrow and unreas-
onable that sectarian instruction must
necessarily be given between the hours
of 9 and 4 every day of the week. Man-
itoba has begun nobly. May she con-
tinue in the line of progress.

The Morigaze Indebtedness,

Editor World : In last Friday’s World
Mn D. M. Macpherson, Patron member
for Glengarry in the Legislature, is re-
ported to have sald ing his speech on
the Budget that the ihcrease in the
mortgage indebtedness of the Province
of Ontario during the past ten fszg.rs
was $200,000,000. I cannot imagine from
what source Mr. Macpherson got his
information, and am forced to the con-
clusion that his statement on that oc-
casion was made without sufficient in-
formation on the subject. The only
reliable information respecting the
mortgage indebtedness of Canada that
I have any knowledge of is contained
in the annual returns required to be
made to the Departmet of Finance at
Ottawa by companies  authorized to
make loans on mortgage of real
estate. By reference .to the return
for the year ending  _31st December,
1894, 1 find that the ‘tbtal amount of
mortgu? loans made by 94 companies
in the provinces of the Dominion
was 6,810,677, and that for the year
3lst December, . was 45,-
115,138; an increase of $42,695,441 for the
ten years. I am free to admit that the
largest proportion of ‘the mortgages
were given in the Province of On-
tario. But Mr, Macpherson was speak-
ing of the condition of the farming in-
terests, and the inference is that the
increase was in farm mortgages. Now,
it must be borne in mind that fully
40 peér cent. of all mortgages given to
loan companies are not on farms, but
on city, town and village properties,
which would go in reduction of the
above statistics, so far as Mr, Macpher-
son’s argument is concerned.  As Mr.
‘acpherson appears to be in possession
of so much information respecting the
mortgage indebtedness of the coun~
try, perhaps he will be good enough on
some future occasion to inform the
public where all the money came from
to make possible this enormous in-
crease in mortgage indebtedness. The
amount of foreign capital controlled by
the 94 companies is about $55,000,000 in
capital stock, debentures and deben-
ture stock; the balance being Cana-
dian capital. There are, of course,
many companies, such as life and
fire insurance companies, domestic and
foreign, lending money on real estate;
also private individuals, of which we
have no statistical information, but
I think it will be m}mltted that the
great bulk of the foaning business
amongst farmers, say, 76 per -cent.
of it, is done by the loan and trust
companies embraced In the Govern-
ment return.
