TO RAISE TUE SINEWS.

Chairman Dingley 0. the Ways and Means
Committee Submitted the War Reve-
nuaec Measure in the House.

Washington, April 26.—Chairman Dingley
of the Ways and Means Committee to-day

submitted to the House with the War Rev-
enue bill a report in substance as follows:
The precipitation on the United States
of a war with Spain has rendered it ne-
cessary to immediately provide ways and
means to meet war expenditure on the
scale demanded by modern naval and mili-
tary operations. Such an unwelcome de-
mand on our resourtes comes at a time
when, under the workings of the Tariff Act
of July 24, 1897, we had begun to over-
come in large measure the injurious effects
of anticipatory importations. There is no
doubt that if peace conditions had con-
tinued, the estimate of the Sceretary of |
the Treasury that the revenue for the next |
fiscal year would reach $390,000,000 would
have been more than realized, and these
receipts would have fully met the expendi-
tures for the next fiscal year. By joint
resolution Congress has alresdy: approp=i-
ated £50,000,000 for national . defence.
About $£35.000,000 of this appropriation
have already been practically used, al-
though payments have as yet been made
for only a part of this sum, and liabilities
for the remainder of the appropriation
would have been Incuorred within two
wecks.

An examination of the condition of the
treasury will make It apparent that no

time should be lost iIn. providing ample
ways and means for carrying to a success-
ful conclusion the ‘war in which we are
now engaged.

INTERFERENCE WITH CABLES.

Mr. Balfour Told the British Commoners
He Would Not Deny the Right
to Cat Them.

London, April 26.—Mr. Balfour, replying
in the House of Commons to-day to ques-
tions on the subject, said he had reason
to belleve the Spanish Governmert intend-
ed to limit themselves to the acquirement

of auxillary cruisers, like those proposed to
be employed by Germany in 1870, Respect-
ing interference with cables, he point-
ed out that article 15 of the Paris Conven-
tion of 1884, to which Great Britain, Spain
and the United States were partles, pro-
vided that belligerents in time of war were
free to act with régard to cables as if the
convention did not exist.

New Brunswick Protests.

The House thep went into committee on
the Franchise bill. Section -6, which has
already been the subject of so mwuch con-
troversy, was again taken up.
Mr. MclInerney 4for Sir Oharles Tupper),
moved an.amendment that an appeal should
be from the revisors to the County Court
judges, and in counties where there was no
county judge, to the Buperior Court judges.
The Sollcitor-General pointed out that In
Ontario and Quebec this very provision ex-
isted, 'so that if the amendment were adopt-
ed it would mean that the judges would
be sitting in meview of their owa deci-
sions.

The discussion on the amendment
was' caftied on with great animation by
Messrs, Foster,® Mills, Montague, Blair,
Costigan, Meclnerney, Fielding, Bell (Ple-
tou), Davin, McNeill and Quinn. Montague,
Hughes, McDougall and Haggart,.whose
contention was, that the Dominion Parlia-
ment had no power to delegate to the pro-
vincial authority a power expressly confer-
red upon itself by the constitution, such as
the fixing of the qualification of a voter ror
Dominion purposes. T'he (bill before the
House did delegate ‘to the ﬁvﬂndal Legis-
latures power to alter that qualification
from time to time as they might see fit.
The Solicitor-Generdl's contention was
that Parliament was not delegating its pow-
ers, but adopting as a standard the provin-
cial qualification.

After Mr. Foster had made an earnest
appeal for the safeguard afforded by the
amendment, $ir Wilfrid Lauriér got up and,
dissenting from the “high-sounding prin-
ciples” enunclated by Mr. Foster, advised
him to get down to business, .by which he
meant trusting to the provincial electoral
machinery.

Mr. Wallace made an Interesting speech
of over an hour's length, in the course of
which he afforded the committee some
amusement, as well as Instruction, as he
descanted upon the inequalities of the pro-
posed system df franchise.

After Mr. McDougall had spoken and Mr,
Clancy had been on his feet for p while,
Sir Wilfrid glanced across the floor and, siz-
ing up the honorabie members’ notes, en-
quired: “Is that the honorable gentleman’s
brief?”

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ARMY ORGANIZATION.

With the volunteer army called for
under the President's proclamation
joined to the increased regular army pro-
vided for in the bill, which passed the
House on Saturday and which . now
awaits action by the Senate, there would
be at the disposal of the Chief Execu-
tive a force of 186,000 men—61,000 in
the regular service and 125,000 volun-
teers. Reqnuisitions upon the Governors
of the various States for their respective
(quotas of volunteers are to be sent out
at once, and within two weeks, accord-
ing to the calculations of War Depart-
ment officials, the movement of volunteer
troops in large numbers to the Guif
ports should be well' under way. Re-
cruiting of volunteers and for the regu-
lar army will be carried on coincidently,
with a view to the mustering of a
formidable military force in the briefest
pussible period of time.

The details of organization of the pow-
erful army to be thus created have been
already worked out in the War Depart-
mwent, After being mustered into the
Federal service, recruits will be assem-
bled and organized at their respective
State rendezvous, and their company and
regimental officers appointed by the Gov-
ernors. The Secretary of War, under
the supervision of the President, will
then combine them into brigades and di-
visions, and select their general and staff
officers. When the full volunteer and
regular strength of the army shall have
been assembled in the South, four army
corps will be formed, ea¢h with a mini-
mum array of about 35,000 men. These
icorps will be divided into divisions and
‘brigades, with one regular and two volan-
teer regiments in each brigade. ‘Com-
manding officers will be largely drawn
from the regular ‘army list, although
many vetern soldiers now in ecivil life
will also be called upon in this capacity.

THE LIBERALS AND ECONO1Y.

The Bobcaygeon Independent is much
concerned over the expenditure at
Ottawa under Liberal auspices. It dis-
cusses the situation in the following
pointed manner :

increasing in numbers and wielding a

The Liberals-have now been two
years in offiee ‘and so far from redeeming
their ‘pledges of strict economy, dicreas-
ed expenditure and reduction of the debt,
|we find from Mr. Fielding’s budget
speech that the debt has been increased,
and the sum of $40,500,000 is this year
to be raised by taxation,—the largest
sum ever recorded in Canada’s history.
Mr. Laurier cannot to-day read article
4, as given above, from the Ottawa
declaration of Liberal principles without
blushing with shame.

CROKER GOES TO SEE THE DERBY.

MEN AND THINGS,

| Genera! Fitzhugh Lee an appeal to the
sober second thought of the Americans.
The Richmond, Va., Times, in an article
thus headed, ‘“sees at the back of the
cry for war the cry of restlessness,” and
asserts that it proceeds from the discon-
tented elements of their population,which
gave expression to their discontent in

i The same paper gives utterance to
what it calls the contention of many in
{the United States that there must be
war abroad or war at home, and that
the revolutionary spirit in America is so
rampant that war with a foregn power
would be a national blessing.

There is much in the attitude of the
United States in forcing this war on
Spain that gives color to this outspoken
assertion. The naval and military au-
thorities kept back the affair until Con-
gress got beyond holding, and even then
the President delayed action while .the
whole world was being searched for

vessels which might be turned into

The greatest nation on earth
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provised warships. One naval officer,
Lieut. Gibbons, U.S.N., has been telling
a few home truths in The North American
Review for April, 1808, He quotes Capt.
Mahan as saying that the United States
was reversing the natural order of
things by building vessels of war before
building up a merchant marine.

He also states that the Naval War
College has been, investigating various
phases of war upon the coast line, and
has published its conclusions that men
and officers are not forthcoming. It
finds that what they had in 1861 has
disappeared, namely, their deep sea mer-
chant shipping, and ILdeut, Gibbons
winds up with the statement that their
“small sea-going navy is manifestly
undermanned.” Another singular fact is
given, namely, that during fheir eivil war
the fishermen and local watermen in
large numbers did not enlist, preferring
the less arduous and dangerous work of
harbor defence. Another although better
known circumstance is mentioned, that
of the small merchant marine and deep
sea fishing fleet from 50 to 70 per cent.
are foreigners.

Now Spain is not altogether a miean
antagonist to cope with, She has a popu-
lation of over 17,000,000, and including her
colonies 29,000.000. Her army numbers,
in peace time, 150,000 men, and exceeds
the whole regular United States army
and all the Btate troops. The Spanish
troops use the Mauser repeating rifle,
which is sighted for 2000, yards, while
the best weapon of the United States
army is the single shot Springfield
rifle, sighted for 1000 yards only. Spain’s
army on a peace footing is as large as
England’s (excluding the Indian army)
and equals that of Turkey. On a war
footing, and taking in the 1st and 2nd
reserve, the force of Spain is nearly 500,-
000,

At sea the difference between the two
countries is not so marked as most people
would dimagine. Spain has one first-
class battle ship,the Pelayo, of 9900 tons,
and three second-class of 7000 tons each,
as against the United States four first-
class of 13,000 tons. The cruisers stand,
two armored and 19 unarmored Awuerican
cruisers, as against one armored and
13 unarmored Spanish cruisers. But'in
torpedo boats and destroyers Spain is
especially strong, having 22 with an
‘aggregate tonnage of 6127 tons, as against
nine United Statps torpédo boats of
1226 tons in all. In fact, Spain’s torpedo
fleet is regarded as uncommonly strong
and very dangerous.

The United States army is only 25,000
men. Its militia at the present day is
non-existent except in the form «f volun-
teers. Although provided for by the
|constitution, so that the National Govern-
ment can call on each State fcr its
quota, yet the duties of a “real” militia
has always, in fact, been performed by
what is called the' “National Guard.”
This organization is deseribed by an
American writer as a “purely voluntary
outgrowth of the constitutional militia,
composed of citizens who volunteer to
serve the State for a longer or shorter
time.” “He adds that the militia of
the United States has now purely
a “censusterm.” Oniookar,

Lighthouse 'I‘ender "Mangrbvé Brought in é, Big Spaniard
., With a Valuable Cargo.

Key West, April 26.—(11.15 a.m.)—The big
Spanish steamship Panama of the Cebellds

Line, which left New York on April 20 for’

Havana, with a number of Spanish re-
on board and a very valuable cargo,
including, it Is understood, stores fur the
Spanish army, was captured yesterday
evening, about 20 miles from Havavpa, by
the Mttle lighthouse tender Mangrove, NOwW
belonging to the Mosquito fleet. The Man-
grove mounts two six-pounders and fonr
38 revolvers. She Is commanded by Lient.
Commander W. H. Everett and hds a crew
of 13 men. The Panama is of about 2100
tons, and a very valuable prize. N
When the Mangrove sighted the Spaniard
she ran up to the latter-and fired a gun
across her bows. The liner did not take
the hint, and a second shot was fired, after
which the Panama slowed down & littie.
A third shot was fired across her bows
at 100 yards, and the deck officer of the
Spanish vessel was hailed and notified that
if he did not heave to a shot would be
sent through his vessel. This notification
caused the Panama to be brought to. En-
sign Dayton then boarded  the Spanish
steamer and took possession of her. .
The battleship Indiana then steamed up,
and Commander Hverett notified Captain
Maylor of the Indiana. that he had cap-
tured the Panama and borrowed a prize
crew from the battleship, consisting of Ca-
' ‘det Falconer and 15 marines. The Man-
grove was then ordered to report to the
flagship, and Rear-Admiral Sampson. toid
Commander Everett to take his prize into
Key West,
The Panama Is understood to have 39
passengers on' board. As she rounded to
after the little Mangrove captured her, the
latter, knowing the Panama was an auxili-
ary cruiser, expected to be fired upon. It
s not yet known whether the Panama had
guns on board. %

The Panama Is commanded by Captain
Quevedo. She salled from New York last
Wednesday heavily laden with food sup-
plies and merchandise. She was cleared
for Havana, Progresso and Vera Cruz by
J. M. Ceballos & Co., the New York agents
of thé Transatlantic Company of Barce-
lona, the owners of the steamer. The
prize of the Mangrove was formerly the
British steamer Branksome Hall. She is
of iron, registers 2085 tons gross and Is
831.4 feet long.

THE END OF SPAIN.

R
signor Crispi of Italy Makes That His

Propheey Regarding the Issue of
" the Present War.

New York, April 26.—A special to The
SWorld from Rome, ltaly, says: Signor Cris-
pi, being asked what will be the result of
the 'American-Spanish war, answered em-
phatically: *'It is the end of Spain.

“They have committed monstrous sius,
for which they are paying now,

“The prime cause of Spain's condl_tlon is
the general state of ignorance—in the up-
per, as well as in the lower classes. It 18
the priesthood, absolutely sovereign every-
where, which has led that fine country into
ruin.

“The Oatholic religion Is indeed & beau-
tiful religiop. Christianity has ‘done much
good. But through an -éver-retrograde
spirit the elergy®has done irreparable dam-
age to the Latin races.”

1taly’s greatest statesman  was asked
what he thought the resuits of the war
would be:

“Very grave results,” he answered. “In
the first place, what will Decome of Umba
after the war? _Sne will be & sman re-
public, of which there already are too
many over there—constantly - in revolution
or bankruptcy.

“But that is the least important side of
the case. It 1s to be feared that the Am-
ericans, intoxicated by an easy vlctory,
will throw haphazard all their energy
against the European colonles left In their
neighborhood.

“QOanada assuredly will be one of thelr
first victims unless an Anglo-American al-
liance is establisbed between Londow and
Washington, And It would offer, to my
mind, many dapgers for the peace bt ithe
world. 1

“In short, if the United States defeat
Spain, as is probable, they will be obliged
.in order to maintain their position, to have
recourse to costly armaments, and Kurope,
wtich Is looking forward to the time of
nctual disarmament, will more than ever
be plunged.into an endless expense. After
armies for lands the navies must now be
increased.

“Where it will stop I do not know. My
any case It seems to me the war has in
ptore some unpleasant surprises.”

RIGHTS OF SPANISH VESSELS.

President McKinley Issues a Proclamation
Setting Forth the Rules to
be Observed.
Washington, April 26.—The President to-

day Issued a proclamation reéspecting the
rights of Spanish vessels now In or bound
to United States ports, and also with re-
gard to the right of search, with the fol-
lowing provisions: Kirst. The neutral Hag
rovers enemy’s goods with the exception of
ccntraband of war.

Second. Neutral goods not contraband of
war are not liable te confiscation une®er the
eremy’s flag.

Third. Blockades In order to be binding
must be effective.

Fourth. Spanish merchant vessels In any
ports or places within the United States
shall be allowed until May 21, 1898, inclu-
sive, for loading their cargoes and depart-
ing from such ports or places; and such
$Spanish merchant vessels If met at ses

WASHINGTON IS ANXIODS.

The Spanish Fleet, Ordered Away From
Cape Verde, May Turn Up Where
it 1s/Not Wanted.

Washington, M’)ru 26.—The naval officlals
have noted h some disquiet the fact
that the Spanish fleet at Cape Verde, before
leaving under orders from the Portuguese

Government, made heaxy purchases of sup-
plies there. (hese were of the most varl-
ed description, such as medicine and mis-
cellaneous goods for which, in ordinary
times, the fleet could as easily have wait-
e@ until it reached a Spanish port. ‘I'here-
fore, it Is suspected that the purchases
show a purpose on the part of the Spanism
admiral to start on a long cruise. A rather
startling suggestion made in this connection
is that the Spanish fieet may make airectly
f?r the Philipplnes by way of the Cape of
Good Hope. to attack Commodore Dewey’s
Aslatic Squadron, which it would far ex-
ceed In strength. The Suez Canal being
clesed under neutral laws to warships of
belligerents, there would be notmng to do
In this case but to send Rome of Admirail
Sampson’s ships on a long stern’ chase after
the Spanish fleet or to Instruct Admiral
Dewey to repalir to home waters,
Gives Spain Till May 21:

THIS PROBABLY IS TRUE.

U. 8, Consul Springer Has Just Arrived
From Cuba and Makes Some
Serfous Statements.

w New York, April 26.—“It will take mor:
than 60,000 men to subjugate the Spun?:\g
in Cuba,” sald James H. Springer, the
United States Consul at Carbarien, in the
Province of Matanzas, Cuba, who arrived
in this eity to-day on the tramp steamer
Ravensdale. “The Spanish on the island
will be able to raise between 250,000 and
300,000 men. In my opinion the insurgents
cannot muster more than 35,000 or 40,000
men at the most, and they are for the
most part ill-provisioned and equipped. The
Spanish could have conquered the insur-
gents were it not for the rottenness of the
army. Money that is intended for the sol-
diers rarely gets to them, and supplies are
short, insuffieient and bad.

“The soldiers are half-hearted, half-starv-
ed and unwilling fighters. They go out
to make a sortie, or an attempt at an at-
tack, and then come back and ylaim they
have won a victory.” E

INDEPENDENCE ORDEATH

Cubgn Insurgents Determined to Expel
the Spaniards—News From the
Interior of the Island.

New York, April 26,—A special to The
World from Nassau, Island of New FPro-
vidence, W.l.,, says: Your correspondént
has just returned from'’an observation trip
to Cuba. The famous Moron-Jucaro trocha,
across Puerto Prineipe Province from ocean
to ocean, has been abandoned to the insur-
gents, the Spanish troops guarding -it hav-
ing left Moron, its northern terminus, Oy
boat for Nuevitas, near the eastern end
of the province.

The hellograph station on the hills of
Cayo Romano, keeps the Spanish vessels in-
formed of the movements of the American
cruisers In the vicinity. 'I'nhey are thus
of great service to the Spanish gunboats
near Cayo Corpitus and Nuevitas. The
Spanish officers are appealing to the 1nsur-
gent forces to unite with those ot tne
Mother Country to “kill and bury the ac-
cursed Yankees,” which they declare “‘can
easily be done In 60 days.”

The Spanish officers langh at suggestions
that they can be beaten oy American
troops.

The Spanish soldiers, who, unti! now, have
been guarding the trocha, pres:ontied a ptir-
able spectacle with taelr gaunt trces and
ragged uniforms, but their spirits were un-
daunted and they appearsd 10 oe eager to
meet the Yankees.

President Maceo and his OCabinet are, ot
course, delighted with the action of the
American Congress and are eagerly await-
ing the landing of the American troops.
“Now we can use our ammunition without
stint,”” they say. *“We will listen to pro-
pceals of an armistice only when the Spanl-
ards leave Cuba. It is independence or
death.”

BRITAIN’S NEUTRALITY.

An Extea of The London Gazette Issued
Containing the Important
Proclamation.

London, April 26.—An extraordinary issue
of The London Gazette, issued this morn-
ing, contained the customary neutrality

proclamation, The proclamation fills four
of The Gazette, and begins:

“Victorla R: Whereas we are happlly at
peace with all sovereigns, powers and
states, and whereas a state of war unhap-
plly exists between His Majesty the King
of Spain, and, In his name and during his
minority, between Her Majesty the Queen
Regent of the Kingdom, and the United
Statés of Aemrica and between thelr re-
spective subjects, citizens and - others -in-
habiting within their countries, territor-
ies or dominions.” i

Some of the newspapers here assert that
the rule In regard to coal being contraband
of war is new, but It Is Iidentical with
Lord Granville’s proclamation of 1870, st
the time of the outbreak of the Franco-
Prussian war and identical with the pro-
clamation Issued at the time of the com-
mencement of hostilities between China and
Japan, prohibiting supplies being furnish-
ed to belligerent ships except provisions
and coal sufficlent to carry a vessel to the
nearest -port of her own country, no coal
to be again supplied tq the same ship with-
out special permission, within three months
of’ the time she had previously been sup-
plied,

Anglo-Ametrican Alliance.

Berlin, April 26.—The New York corre-
spondent of The Cologne Gagzette cables
his paper that he learns from ‘an especl-
ally trustworthy source’ that agreements
already exist between the United States
and Great Britain, which, if the present
British Government continues In office,
must lead, in the future course of evenis,
to an alliance.’”

Saw a Spanish War Vessel.

Queenstown, April 26.—The Red Star Line
steamer Pennland, Captain Albrecht, which
left Philadelphia on April 16, has arrived

New York, April 26.—The White Star
freight steamer Bovica, which left Liver-
pool April 15, arrived to-day with 553 cases
of cannon earriage work, empty shells and
empty cartridge cases for the Governmoant,
Captain Jones said that he thought war
would be declared before he could arrive
with his contraband cargo, and, knowing
that Spanish spies were watching the sh'p-
ments at Liverpool, he feared they would
intercept him.

Spanish Warship ' Off the : Lizard.

Plymouth, Eng., April 26.—It Is rumored
here that a Spanish gunboat is patrolling
the entrance of the channel of the Lizard,
the lighthouse situated on the extreme
southwestern]geast of ‘England.

Irishmen Are With Uncle Sam.

London, April 26.—The anti-Parnellites to-
day adopted a resolution proposed by Mr.
John Dillon, chairman of the Irish Parlia-
mentary party,’ and seconded by Mr.
Michael Davitt, expressing their ‘‘warmest
sympathy and best wishes with the Gov-
ernment and people of. the United States
in their humane efforts to liberate the
Cubans.”

The Fleet at Cape Verde.

New York, April 26.—A special to The
World from St. Vincent, Cape Verde Is-
lands, says: ‘The combined Spanish squa-
drons, which expected -to sall from here
before' this on orders from Madrid, post-
.poned their departure for some unexplained
reason. Where they will go is kept a
secret. News that war has been declared
between the United States and Spain has
been received here In the shape of an un-
confirmed rumor.

The Portuguese corvette, which has besn
here, apparently watching the Spanish flo-
tilla, has sailed back again for Madeira.

Mines in New York Harbor.

New York, April 26,—Thus far, 74 mines
have been placed in the bay, and It 1s
believed that three times that number will
be ‘“planted” from Fort' Wadsworth to
Sandy Hook.

Should a hostile fleet succeed In passing
the Sandy Hook fort, they would come to
grief in the harbor, because of the mines
and dangerous reefs.

Orders from the War Department were
received to-day to place ‘‘secret’” buoys in
the lower bay, as a guidance for our ves-
sels which might have occasion to enter
the harbor after dark,

Holding the Spanish Mails.

New York, April 26.—The exchange of
malls between this country.and Spain.and
all’ Spanish colonies has been stopped in
accordance with orders received from
Washington to-day to hold all Spanish
mails. Since all mail from the United
States for Spain passes through this of-
fice the order stops all Spanish mail. Mails
to Cuba are likewise stopped by the order,

A Pre-Arranged Plan.

London, April 26, —The dismissal of the
United States squadron from Hong Kong,
and the apparent severity of the British
Government In regard to the United States
torpedo boat Somers at Falmouth, the As-
soclated Press hears, were Incidents - pre-
arranged by American and British diplom-
acy, their-real object being to force the
Pertuguese Government ta order the
Spanish fleet to leave the Cape Verde Is-
lands, and to prevent other nations, at a
critical moment, from offering similar hos-
pitality.

Arrived from Havana.

New York, April 26.—The Ward Line
steamer Saratoga arrived this morning
from Havana with 211 passengers, a full
eargo amd about $1,000,000 in specie. The
Saratoga sailed from New York, April 14,
with a cargo of supplies for Havana, where
she arrived the 18th Instant, and was re-
ceived by the people with cheers, the
fcrt at Morro hoisted the Ameriecan Jack
and great rejoicing prevailed. When the
steamer had dlscharged her ecargo the
agents were overwhelmed with applica-
tions for passage, The Saratoga sailed
about 5.30 a.m., of the 22nd, In the mean-
time the sentiment of the people was dis-
played in a different manner.

THE SOMERS HELD.

RBritish Authorities Notified Her Com-
mander That She Must Not Leave

Falmouth, Eng., April 28.—Commander
Hazelton of the United States torpedo boat
Somers was notifled yesterday evening, as
a result of the neutrality measures adopt-
ed by the British Government, 2 hours
frem April 23, Saturday last, having been
given to belligerents to leave British ports,
that he must not leave these waters.
