Untriendly Acts of Franée Review-
ed—The Case of Newfoundland is
Just Now the Most Important —
Reference to “Our American
Kinsfolk” Recelved With Great
Cheering—Cable News.

Manchester, fNov, 15—At the - Natioaaf
Liberal-Unionist Conference here to-day Mr.
Joseph Uhamberlain, Secretary of State fur
the Colonies, made hisy first pablic speech
since 'his return from the United States.

Mr. Chamberiain, who was much more €x-
plicit on the subject of Anglo-Frencn reid-
tlons than any of his colleagues in the
Cabinet, sald it was the hope of every
friend of peace that the Freuch withdraw-
al from Fashoda is indicative of their ac-
ceptance of the principle of British control
of the whole valley of the Nile, regarding
which_there cannot be ang discusslon what-

ever,

Going on to recite a serles of unfriendly
acts perpetyated b France in various yuaz-
ters of the globe durifig the last 10 or 1%
years, he sald: “If better relations are Lo
be established, it ‘will. be. necessary for
Frenchepoliticians to ghandon tdcties whose
object has been to Mhamper and embarrass
British policy, even in quarters where the
French have no interests to protect. I re-
fer especially to Newfoundland, where, de-
gpite the fact that the . Freunch fishery ib-
terests have declined to a comparatively in-
the demands of the
French have  continually incyeased, and
their interferénce with the development of
the colony has increased. At the present
moment Newfoundland is seriously suffering
from an intervention which Is ‘of Bo ad-
vantage to France, although a serious detri-
ment to the British colony. ¥

“If the IKashoda incident only serves to
disabuse foreign statesmen of the erromcous
conception that the British will yield any-
thing to pressure, it wili be a blessing in
disguise.”

After referring to tie ‘“‘thorougly and com-
plete sympathy so noticeable between the
Mother Land and her eolonies,”” Mr. Cham-
berlain continued as follows:

«“what is of equal importance, our Am-
erican kinsfolk—[loud cheers]—have ‘bagun
to understand us better. U we have kad
differences in the past, 1 belleve they have
arisen entirely from the want of proper
mutual understanding; but now the Ameri-
can people know that In the late trouble
our hearts went out to them—{[cheers]—and
they have heartily reciprocated our good
feelings.

“] shall not attempt to predict what
may follow this better feeling, but I may
at least hope that in the future, the un-
derstanding of which I have spoken may

“For God’s sake, vindicate Sifton!” was the
order that went| around the Provimcial
Government buildings and Dominion offi-
ces here, and as a result there was a large
turnout of civil servants last night at the
inonthly meeting of the Liberal Associa-
tiom, 8 an instance, from Attorney-Gen-
eral Cameron’s Department ‘there were
Officials Blakeley, Freeman, J. Polson,
Perose, Cory, Kenney, Ingram, Downie and
Winter, connected with office, jail and
other departments, and they voted Hke a
flock of sheep for .the resolution endorsing
Sifton.. MThe fact was the place was pack-
ed with civil servants, relatives Minis-
ters, men looking for contracts, ‘and who
jhave contracts, and a large number of
forelgners, who, with one exception, voted
for whitewashing Sifton. The vote on yeas
and nays was 67 to whitewash Sifton and
36 against, and the canvass of the vote
shows that the vote of free Liberals was
against® Sifton. The Minister of the In-
terior was roundly scored by several speak-

ers.
Isaac Campbell acted as boss of the Sif-

_| ton faction, and as a political manager it

must be said he-is not a failure. He was
the only man who really .defended Sifton's
ccnduct, by word of mouth. On the dther
hand, Presidemt Martin, A. B. Bethune and
others openly charged that Sifton was thick
and thin with the C. P. R, President Mar-
tin said he had nothing to take back from
the last meeting, Other speakers charged
that the meeting was packed, and there
‘was no defence excepting a smile from
horde of civil servants. !
Organizer Smith Was There.

J. O, Smith, ILiberal organizer, was
present and took down the mames of those
who voted for and against Sifton. Hon.
J. D. Cameron was present, but had not a
word to say for or against Sifton. Richard-
son and Jameson, Liberal M. P.'s, were
present, y j

Jameson left just before the vote was
taken. He did not wish to vote for Sifton
utterances,
though the greatest pressure was brought
to bear upon him to vote for the civil ser-
vants' resolution Stovel and other Liberals
asked Isaac Campbell not to press his yote,
as it would lead to a division in the ranks
which would wreck the Liberal party in
ithe West, It was stated that he dared not
have introducéd it at the meeting before,
which was a free gathering of free Liberals.
However, the resolution was passed and
the meeting broke up at about 2 o'clock
this morning. .

At one period of excitement Fred Wade
jumped on a chair, but was promptly call-
ed down and reminded that he was not in
the Yukon. As things look at present there
Is a serious split in the Liberal party over
Mr, Sifton. 1

The Local Government having taken
sldes with Mr. Sifton, they will sulfer
with the Dominfon when the elections come
around. Tories are chuckling. They real-
lze that Winnipeg and the West, at least,
must go to them if Sifton is not replaced.

tended towards it. He didn't do a
thing. That is The Globe’'s defence of
fir Wilfrid Laurier on this question.
This question of reciprocal preferential

trade is  anything but a negative
quantity. We will never secure pre-

ferential treatment in the markets of
Great Britain unless we make an effort
in that direction. It is a battle that is
yet to be fought, and a victory will be
won (if an active campaign is insti-
tuted- Canada’s right to preferential
treatment in the markets of Great
Britain does not depend upon the fact
alone that we have extended preference
to the Mother Country. That may be
one reason why Canada should be pre-
ferred to foreign nations, but it is not
the only or the most forcible reason.
The fact that a preference to Canadian
products would benefit the empire at
large is a greater Teason why the
Mother Country should grant a pre-
ference to us than because such a pre-
ference would benefit Canada. The
charges that are levelled at Sir Wilfrid
Laurier are based, not so much on Mr.
Chamberlain’s attitude on preferential
trade as his own indifference to the
whole qugstion, The public are tired
hearing what Sir Wilfrid Laurier didn’t
do. What they desire to learn is what
he intends doing.

Coming nearer home, @ conference ¢n
Ctristian unity was held in this city
last week, and the question was deemed
of sufficient importance to attract to
the meeting leading representatives of
the Anglican, Methodist and Presby-
terian bodies. While the unification of
the Christian Churches is hot in sight,
it is not too much to expect that the
denominations will some day act in con-
cert and advance the cause of Christi-
-anity and religion as far as possible by
united gction. The churches should
have an ‘“understanding,” the same as
railways, banks and other business con-
cerns. Ispecially should there be some
concerted action in regard to the estib-
lishment of churches in sparsely popu-
lated districts. We see greater compe-
tition among the churches than among
the banks in the location of branches

that could support ona or two. churches
decently are frequently burdened with
half 'a dozen of them. The result is
general dissatisfaction on the part of
the pastors, and continual grumbling on
the part of the people. The authors of
the new movement, looking towards the
unity of the Protestant churches, will
confer a great benefit upon the country
at large if they are successful in bring-
ing about some understanding among
themselves, whereby this excessive com-
petition in the .establishment of missions
and struggling churches will give .way
to higher ideals. Nothing has 'a greater
field of usefulness than Christianity, but
in order that it may discharge its duty
at the highest efliciency, there must
be a conservation, not a dissipation, of
cnergy.
