Law for Municipal Power

Gives Ontario Cities-a Chance

Introduced by Premier

Now municipal ownership of pubiic
utilities is to have a chance.

In the legislature yesterday Premier
Ross brought down his promised leg-
jslation in regard to municipal power
works. The bill, which will be read a
second time on Tuesday next, is en-
titled “A bill to provide for the con-
struction of municipal power works.”
Buccintly this is what it means :

Text of Measure.

“The Council of any corporation or
of any two or more corporations may
appoint commigsioners, not less than
three, or more than five, one to he an
hydraulic enginzer, one an electrical
engineer and a business man of good
repute, having a practical knowledge
of the construction and operation of
power works, to ascertain and deter-
mine the teasibility of a scheme for
constructing a power plant: the cost ¢f
the work, the probable supply and de~
mand and other matters concerning the
rate at which they may be able to:.
furnish power to consumers, the
amounts to be used, and the propor-
tions in which the municipalities as
corporations concerned shall contribute
to the construction of the works.

Employing Assistance,

“They may employ whatever assist-
ance they require at the expense cf
the corporations. or municipalities ol
the province.

“They may abandon the idea after
the commisgioners have reported, or
&0 on with it, and in the latter case

| offer

they must submit a bylaw to the rate-
payers.

“They may issue debentures on the|
authorization of the Chief Justice of |
Ontario. . In case some of the munici- |
palitfes retire from the undertaking,
thosé remaining are unable to proceed.

“The Board of Commissioners is to be
appointed by the Chief Justice of On-
tario to construct and operate the
works. -

“The bill sets out the powers of the
Board of Commissioners, which are the
ordinary powers necessary to their
duties.

May Sell Power, .

“If there is more power developed
than is needed by the corporations or
municipalities concerned, they Inust
it for sale to municipalities and
individuals along the line at rates to
be fixed by. the Chief Justice.

“If any dispute arises as to rates the
Chief Justice -is to determine them-

“The usual penalty clauses are in-
cluded in case of failure to conform
with the acts and regulations regird-
ing the sale and rights.

_“A trust company is to be appointed
to keep the accounts of thel work.
The moneys are to be paid in and cut
by the trust company at the order of
the commissioners.

“The commissioners are given power
to issue bonds up to the amount of
the frocee’ls of thie municipal de-
bentures. They may make a sperial
issue of bonds for preliminary expenses
until moneys are received from other
sources. The moneys for construction
are to bz paid ‘out on the certificate of
the engincer of the works.”

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ISSUE IS NOT CHANGED,

Public opinion will stmngn’ support
the decision of Sir John Boyd and
Chief Justice Falconbridge that the
Stratton investigation is a matter of
public moment and must continue re=-
gardless of the conduct of R. R.
Gamey.

This decision carries with it an ad-

« mission that R. R. Garhey is only a
detail in the enquiry. He formulated
the charges, and in a sensel placed
himself in the position of prosecutor.
It woéuld be absurd to argue pmt the
fate of the accused should hinge on
the vagaries or the offences of the
accuser.

The people of Ontario are not think-
ing of R. R. Gamey. They are think-
ing of the evidence which he has been
the means of bringing out, and of the
evidence which is still to come.

Crime is rarely revealed thru the
agency of unblemished specimens of
manhood. The meagest and often the
vilest individual is the means of con=-
victing criminals. The justice which
satisfies the crime thus exposed is not
less majestic than the justice which
follows the instigation of proceedings
by a citizen of unsullied reputation.

The end justifies the means. While
the people may fail to grow enthus-
jastic over the Bpy, the informer, or
the accomplice, they cannot but ad-
mit his value to the state.

R. R. Gamey may or may not be a
man of strict integrity. Just now
suepicion depicts him in an unenviable
light.. He may be able fo relnstate
himself in: the esteem of the publie,
but that 7s a lesser, in fact, a totally
unimportant issue, since it concerns
Mr. Gamey and his family honor alone.
The supreme question still remains
did Hon, J, R. Stratton corrupt or
attempt to corrupt the member for
Manitoalin and if he did so, where
did the money come from?

Government organs have lost no time
in suiting the circumstance of R. R.
Gamey's disappearance to the awk-
ward situation of Hon. J. R. Stratton
and his colleagues. They would be
better employed ig clearing the pub-
lic prind of suspicions maised in the
deyelopments of the investigation.

Why did Hon. J. R. Stratton manipu-
late the interview in which ®. R.
Gamey pledged his support to the Rosg
government?.

Why did Mr. Stratton ask The Cilobe
Teporter to secure Mr. Gamey's signa-
ture.-to the interview?

Whyz did Mr. Stratton require that
signed interview to be returned to
him?

These and a great many other
“whys"”, while they may not convince
the public of the guilt of Hon. J. R..
Stratton, certainly established suspic-
fons that cannot be swept away by
moralizing on the conduct of R. R.
Gamey. Mr. will have to
answer to his constituency and Mr.
Stratton must answer to the province.

The strong succinct statement made
by Sir John Boyd admirably outlines
the situation. Ontario is too intent
upon the investigation of a great sub-
lic scandal to devote any time to en-
quiry into private characters A per-
sistent effort will be made to lead the
province on a will o’ the wisp chase
after R. R. Gamey in order to divert
public attention from Hon. J. R.
Stratton. These tactics are
parent and are not likely to deceive.

As a matter of fact, there was a chain
of suspicion leading up to the publica-
tion of the interview, and The Globe had
knowledge of every link in the chain.
In the face of that knowledge, it led the
people of Ontario to believe that R. R.

Goldwin Smith’s well-known hostility
to imperialism is shown in his descrip-
tion of the Roman empire, and in his
remark that in this day we are Igsing
our belief in the universal brotherhool
of man, as is shown by “this outbuyst
of imperialism, with its tribal theories
of dominion, and its contempt for hu-
man right.” The treatment of poverty
by Jesus was revolutionary. He not
only defends the ecause of- the poor,
but regards poverty as the state most

favorable to the reception of the gospel

and the, spiritual frame K of mind.
Wealth, tho not a sin, is treated as an
obstacle to spiritual life. Jesus, how-
ever, is not a socialist or a leveller, nor
does he sanction mendicancy.

“A part altogether from asceticism
or even from almsgiving, there has
run thru Christendom a vein of
sympathetic interest in the char
acter and lives of the poor, to which
a parallel will hardly be found out-
side the Christian pale. The senti
ment finds expression in our ficlion
and our poetry; in the novels of
Scott and George Eliot; in Dickens’
Chyistmas Carol; in the poetry of
Gray, Crabbe and Wordsworth.

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Many Toronto Girls Have Narrow
Escape From a ‘' Theatrical
‘ Age.‘lt-"

s

A dozen or so Toronto girls, who had
aspirations towards a stuge caveer, had
an experience last week which Shom,d
teach ‘them fa lesson. O Monday,
April 7, an advertisement appeared in
an evening paper for chorus girls.
Neither the salary nor the name of
the advertiser was mentioned, only the
number of a box was given.

On the same day a man calling him-
self J. E. Morton came to the house
at 18312 Jarvis-street and engaged
the front wroom from the landlady for
the afternoons and evenings, from Wed-
nesday till the foilowing Monday. He
gave no address, but explained that e
wanted the room and the piano to try
girls' voices for "a theatrical troupe
which he Was collecting.

Child Suspected Somdlﬂz’s.

He then notified those +who had
answered hjs advertisament that he
would meet All applicants at the Jarvis-
street address between the hours of
3 pm and 9.30 p.m, On Wednesday
morning he called in person on Eva
Weegar, a 13-year-0id fancy dancer, who
lives at 609 West King-strect, and whu
was one of those who had answered
the advertisemen:. TIder -parents were
readily won by his fuave and seemingly
honest manner, and in spite of the fact
that the child’s instinct téld her thac
there was something wrong, she arrang:
ed to go to the Jarvis-street house and
look atter the door for him, as he seem-
ed to wish to hold himself rather aloof
from the landlady.

Tried Their Voices,

On Wedgesd‘ay afternoon ond even-
ing about 4 dozén young ladics called,
most of them accompanied by a parent.
They were ushered into the room, asked
to sing a few bars ol' a song; and a few
question3 were asked, apparently fo
ascertain their fitness for the positions
and g characters, No girl under
21 yea old was "accepted”’ without
the wriften permission of her parents.

To those who were accepted he gave
a written contract, guarantesing them
salaries of $18 per we=k and up, and in
return asked for $3./0 from each for
their sleeping car berths fromi here to
New York. On Thursday about six,
and oA Saturday about twenty appii-
cants went to the house and the same
formalities were gone thru with. The
Jandlady’'s suspicions were aroused
#lightly by the perfunctory way in
which he examined the voices, but he
explained that he could tell in cn In-
stant whether there was any materlal
for training.

Applicants Were Respectable,

All the girls seem to have heen re-
spectable, and to have be:n ireated by
him in such a respectful way as to gain
the confidence of both themselves and
their parents. -

The strange thing about it was that
the only person who suspected Lim
was the little dancer, and her suspl-
cions were so slight that they were eas-
ily quieted by a gold ring from Mor-
ton, and her father's reassurances,

Wailted in Vain.

On the evening of Monday, April 13,
the girls met, according to agreeinent,
at the Union Station to take the train
for New York., Detectives Slemin and
Bpecial Crowe were also there, but no
Morton appeared. Afler waiting for
some time ,the brothers of some of
the girls went to the house on Jarvis-
street and found that Morton had left
theré on Sunday night. The New
York police were communicated with,
and it was learned that the Keeths-
Morton Stock Company, which he had
claimed to répresent, was a myth, but
that Morton was well-known to them.

What Morton Looks Like,

Some of Morton's chief dupes de-
scribe him as being 5 ft. 7 in, tall, erect,
broad shouldered, thick set, but not at
all corpulent. He had brown eyes,
rather shifty, was clean shaven, and
had brown hair, stregked with grey.
Three of his upper front teeth were de-
cayed stumps, and t\\'rk
front ones were gone entirely. His nose
was ‘rathef thick, withh heavy lines
from a pince nez, and his chin was
slightly projecting. . His age has been
guessed from 45 to 55 i

He wore a Newmarket overcoat, a
top hat, and carried a cane or umbrella
on the street. In the house he wore a
frock coat, grey trousers, black-four-
in-hand tie and white shirt..

Morton had a habit of watching peo-
ple thru the corner of his eye, held
his lips in such a way as to hide his
false teeth, was rather uneasy in man-
ner, and had a habit of standing with
his hands behind his back.

What His Designs Were,

There is reason to belleve that in
fleecing the gullible theatrical aspir-
ants of small sums of money, the wily
representative of the mythical drama-
tic company only accomplished a
small part of the object he had in
view. The credulous girls and care-
less parents may thank their lucky
stars that one mother at least thought
it worth while to look carefully into
the matter before she allowed her
daughter to go to New York with a
practically unknown man who gave
vague promiges of big salaries and
dramatic fame. This woman +om-
municated with Lawyer Hearn, who
informed Inspector Stark, who made
enquiries in New York which revealed
the fact that Morton was a swindler—
or worse.

It is the opinion of Inspector Stark
and Staff Inspector Archibald that
Morton‘s object was to lure the un-
fortupate girls to New York, and there,
if possible, work their ruin, If he
had not "been frightened at the Inst
minute by the suspicion that the police
were on his trail, and had not that
one mother made enquiries as to where
her daughter was going, he might
easily have accomplithed his diaboli~
cal design. ;

Other “Fake"” Advertisements.

But Morton is not the only man :*ho
has been playing this game in Toronto
lately. Staff Iuspector Archibald of
the Morality Department has been in-
formed of several men in this city
who have no occupation, business or
private residence, and who have been
advertigsing for stenographers, house-
keepers, etc. When the girls reply in
person the handsomest are selected
and most dishonorable propositibna are
made in the cleverly ambiguous lan-
guage Of the profession. Many  of
these men are presumably agents for
big concerns, and altho so far the
Inspector has been unable to gain sut-
ficient ineriminating evidence for an
arrest, the stories of some of the .irls
have removed all doubts from his mind,
and he is only awaiting an opportunify
to make these vultures suffer,
