FRIEND OF SOLDIERS 
WITH DEATHLESS ABMY BRANTFORD, June 10.—(Special.)— 

Brantford union moulders, on strike 
at the Buck Stove Works, won a vic­
tory to-day In the court of general 
sessions before Judg* Hardy, when 
their right to do picket duty In the 
neighborhood of the works was estab­
lished.

One hundred had waived hearing be­
fore Magistrate Livingston and were 
committed for trial. Two domple cases 
were taken up this afternoon, the de­
fendants being James Naulty and J 
Robbins.

The crown contended that the pres­
ence of pickets was Illegally besetting 
the works. On the other hand, the 
defendants maintained that pickets 
were merely for receiving or giving in­
formation.

Judge Hardy held that this was the 
lawful right of the union men if no 
intimidation were . shown by their 
pickets. There was no evidence of re­
straint or compulsion, and dismissal 
was made of the two cases. The other 
100 were dropped.

The strike is still in progress.

CHICAGO. June 10.—The republican 
national committee by its work to-day 
decided contests in two states at large 
and in fourteen districts, the net re­
sult being that 33 full votes and two 
half votes were added to the number 
already accredited to WlHlsst H Taft, 
and that two half votes were given 
to Senator Joseph B. Foraker.

Before the meeting of the committee 
the number of delegates instructed for 
Taft was 387. The work of the com­
mittee, as far as it has progressed, has 
given him 117 additional votes, or a 
total of 504 on the temporary roil call.

Manager Frank B. Hitchcock, of the 
Taft force, to-day made an important 
declaration to the vloç-p esddentlal 
nomination.

WEST IS BRIGHTENING.An important meeting of tanners 
was held at the Board of Trade to 
discuss the present unsatisfactory con­
dition of the leather trade.

Hides have declined in value for 
several months, and leather values in 
proportion and the tanners have been 
able to replace with cheaper hides 
only in part. The leather sold at 
low prices. _

As hides have now advanced fully 
20 per cent, over the low point reach­
ed and are still advancing, prices of 
leather must be again increased. Con­
tracts for future delivery have not 
been accepted, and as stocks of lea­
ther and of goods ln which leather is 
the principal factor, are not large, 
much higher prices^are anticipated.

In this as in other 
cases of privilege the fight has been 
between the classes and the masses, 
and even yet the provisions regulat­
ing the taking of the poll are open 
to the charge of discriminating un­
fairly between the masters of their 
own time and the much more numer­
ous body whose time ls their employ­
ed’.

In Canada we are away behind in 
our legislation in the matter of regu­
lating elections. The hours for poll­
ing thruout the Dominion are made 
apparently to suit the convenience of 
the leisured classes. The working man 
as a rule takes at least as keen an 
interest in politics as does his brother 
voter who is better circumstanced, and 
is equally anxious to cast his ballot 
according to his best Judgment. He 
is discriminated against, however, in 
that he has to make a sacrifice to 
get to the poll, and often is compelled 
to refrain from exercising his fran­
chise because he does not want to 
encroach upon his employer’s time.

The statutory provision requiring an 
hour’s allowance for voting purposes 
does not fill the bill. What the work­
man needs is an extentlon or 
change of the hours of poll­
ing, so that he can mark 
his ballot in his own time. The polls 
here should be kept open till 8 o’clock 
at night as Is the case in Britain. 
Mr. Whitney has given a secret bal­
lot, he should now go farther and 
give the laboring man a proper oppor­
tunity to exercise his right. Sir Wil­
frid Laurier can also show himself to 
be In the line of progress by placing 
a similar reform on the statute book 
against the next Dominion election.

ADDRESS TO GRADUATES.

President Falconer addressed the 
graduates of class 1908 ln-the university 
convocation hall yesterday afternoon.

The idea was somewhat of an inno­
vation and the outside public had evi­
dently not been aware of the Interest 
of the occasion. Dr. Falconer orna­
ments whatever he touches, and his 
graceful and searching remarks went 
home to Ms auditors and from time 
to time stirred applause, which broke 
into an ovation at the close.

With Dr. Falconer were Principal 
Hutton, Chancellor Burwash, Dr. Old- 
right, Prlfessors McCurdy, Mavor, 
Ellis, Lang and Wrong. The proceed­
ings were quite Informal except that 
the members of the factulty appeared 
in gown and hood.

The degrees of Varsity are regarded 
with esteem In Britain and the States, 
Dr. Falconer reminded his graduates. 
If in days to come some of them did 
not confer a great deal of credit on 
their alma mater, the result would be 
to have it thought thatthey had not 
come thru the meshes of the university 
sieve, but in some way had passed over 
the edge. Some of the old graduates 
had doubtless been a spur to them. 
Some of those he addressed would 
doubtless maké their mark and 1908 In 
the days hereafter would be spoken of 
as the year when X went thru.

“I believe there will be a number of 
these unknown quantities who will 
one day be very well known,” observed 
the speaker.

Then followed plenty of good advice.
Those who disciplined themslves now 

would in the future be conquerors. The 
reputation of the university of the 
country did not depend on the reputa­
tion of the few, but on the reputation 
of the many.

His experience led him to believe that 
the average work done by the students 
of Toronto University was of a high 
order. He hoped they would never re­
gard their ideals as primarily physical 
or the university as clubland. There 
were universities with such ideals, but 
they lost prestige. He wished to send 
out men and women trained in mind 
and spirit. If any unfortunate person 
going forward to receive a degree felt 
that it had been gained by dishonest 
means, he hoped he would put away 
all mean and evil ways, whether known 
to the public or not.

The degree. When received, bore with 
It the Inheritance of the traditions of a 
great university. A city, a country, a 
university, put its stamp on its people. 
They could distinguish between an 
Oxford and Cambridge man, between a 
Harvard and Yale man; he believed 
alsi between a Toronto and a McGill 
man.
