tumily of lalor-buycrs or labor-commanders, us some-
thing peculiar—as entitled by birth or descent to some
superiority. - This is the meuning of the word * gon-
tlemun;;” a gentleman who is not under the necesst
of doing any thing, und whose uncestors for geveril
generations done noth :

The upper classes consise chicfly of persons of this
class, the lower classes are those who must do some-
thiug (o live ; aa upper-class man goes to bed as le
got up in the morning 5 a lewer-class man has changed
the world to some simall extent; out of a block of
woord he has made a chuir or a table; out of a piece of
cloth, & cout; out of & brute lump of iron, several
horse-shoes. :

“I'he upper-cliss men, depending on no one, and
doing as they like, naturally form a high opinion of
themselves 3 the lower. s men are too busy to put
their thouglys i the shape of opinion; and besides,
they necessarily incline to bow to the purchasers of
their Jabor, and the possessors of that choice metal,
thie smuallest portion of which would go far to pay for
a whole day of their lives.  Thus it comes to pass
that the do-nothings become greatly conceited, and
the much-doers greatly contetnned. ;

But as people get tived of doing nothing, and must
amnuse themselves, the upper classes, boih by way of
amusing themselve d.more effectunlly securing pos-
session of ihe “ drift,” take it into their heads to make
laws, Inmaking these laws they have several things
o attend to; fivst, they must punish with various pe-
nalties, frem death to cart-whipping, all those who
disturb them in any of their enjoymer next, they
must prevent the lower classes from cutting each others
throats, fer thereby they would lose one or more of
theirlabourers ; net, as those labor sellers often make
more morey than is absolutely necessury to subsiste § e,
they ordein that all sums shall be paid into the state
chest, towlich they (the do-nothings) alone have ac-
cess, and in order more effectunlly to distinguish the
do-nothirgs from the ninch-docrs, they direct that they
shall wetr certain budres, be culled by certaiu titles,
#ud be exerupt from the burthens inposed upon others.
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In this state of things it is clear that the “dvift” is
kept secure in the class to which it belongs, or should
it by possibility shift, as in some cases of n‘nﬂl(ing‘, or
otherwise disappearing, it is renewed out of the state
chest 5 for it is held, that there is something shocking
in the fact of a do-nothing ever falling into the ranks
of'a much-doer. Foa a man who never made any
thiug, except o bad law, to be compelled to make &
shoe or a gate, wonld be held by the whole class of do-
things as perfectly horrible.

By un examination of the laws of a people, it may
be clearly seen which classes las made them. I i
the law of high roads it be forbidden that a plantation
should grow by the hedge-side in a common furm, but
the same plantation e permitted in a park, to the in-
jury of the road, it is henee clear that the park owners
have made the law. I privileges are accumuluted by
any particulur set, we may be sure that it is this sct
which has been employed in law-making.

Those who have long been in the habit of making
laws, become to be considered as the only right law-
makers, and as it has heen seen that the do-not'ings
not only make laws, but also are the chiet opini
formers, and esteenn themselves preatly, it nece \
tollows that the greater part of mankind view them in
their own light, and take them at their own value.
This is the lll:m ‘which has been pursued ; by means
of it a very few have long had the conunand ot the
whole world.  Being in possession of some power to
begin with, they have multiplied it a thousand fold by
means of law and ion just as the hanician in-
crenses his power by the wheel or lever. !

Deterence for the do-nothings is no where earried to
2 higlrer pitch than it is in England ; every sign or
symptom of doing nothing is respected ; a wh nid
bowed over, whereas the broud and hrawny fist, speak-
inz of a vast treasure of labour laid out tor the use of
mankind, would be sncered at as vuluwr; a delicate
complexion is genteel 5 its being u-kin to discase is for-
given for the sake of its counexion with the do-no-
things ; robustness is low.  In Wallachia and Molda-
via the boyars used to pretend to be unable to walk,
for the same reason ; a prince always moved snp‘mn\-d
by a person on each side, by way of living crutehes,

The complexion of the public opinion is, in this res-
pect, suffused over our literature, aud in no depart-
ment more visibly displayed than in that popular

My, Paul felt
that the passages read must be considered as the ra-
vings of a maniac; but within the bounds of the
chureh there were congregations who would be wil-
ling to listen to those ravings, and they oucht to en-
deavor to prevent it.  Mr. Geddes swd il Mi 8,
who went beyond the bounds of the church, were al-
lowed to insult and blasplieme the Saviour, Le would
never ordain another Minister to go beyond the
bounds of Scotland. The Dean of Faculty was
noticing the work: in the mamner proposed,
which, if left to itself, would sink into insignificance
and contempt.

behalf; bat she _shared therefore, in the hatred and
jealousy in which they were held by a numerous par-
ty, both at home and abroad. Her residence and
edueation” at the Court of Henry suridd the
refinement of her manners and the cultivation of her
mind 5 but it excited the suspicions and the fears of
the people of Scotland, .

Shie was beautifuleven to a proverb : but her beau-
ty obtained for ber as much envy as praise.  She
pozsessed the heart of her husband Fran but she
only felt his loss the more acuicly.  She returned to
her own Kingdom us the Queen—dowager of Franee;
but her power and her pretensions made the Fnglish
dread, and did not prevent heretical subjeets from
openly braving her authority.  She married Damley
in the hopes o! brightening her prospects and seeuring
her happiness § hut he was the main cause of over-
clouding the ene and destroying the other.  She was
freed by his death from the wayward caprices of hig
ill-governed wioper ;3 but she escaped from one yoke
only to be forced into another a thousand times wor
She loved her brother, and loaded him with favours ;
but he repaid them by placing himsclf upou her throne
and chasing her from the country,  She escaped into
England, but there she met with reproaches instead
of &sislt:lx('l‘, a prison instead of an asylumn, a mortal
cnemy instead of a sister, an axe and a scaticld in-
stead of sympathy and protection—Bells Life of
Mary, Quecn of Scols.

Loxpoy, Jung 8.—We received last night the Pa-
ris papers of Monday.  Upon the subject of foreien
politics these papers contain a piece of news which is
as unexpected as it is gratifying.

They allege as a veason the sue-
conr which Hlungary- hias more than once recei
from the Jugellons und Sobieski of Poland and its
wars with the Turks. This declaration from an in-
flucutial body, of the uuthenticity of which there can
Le no deubt, must have some eifect in disin lining
Austria from showing at least any undis; 1.favor
to the Russiuns.  These papers state, Lesides, that the
King of Swelden was dangerously ill of a fever, and
that the Austrian troops were certainly approaching
Switzerland upon the St. Gall side.

POLAND.

The intelligence that the Polish army after the san-
guinary and disastrous battle of Ostrolenka, was ap-
proaching the cupital, having spread consteriation at
Warsaw, Gen. Skryznecki addressed the following ex-
planatory statement to the national government, which
had the effect of tranquilising the public mind.

The insurrection of Lithuania, which brings to our
national cause so glorious a support, and whose first
efforts announce a devotion that bids defiunce to all
obstacles, imposes on us, as a sacred duty, the obliga-
tion of forgetting for a moment the difficult eircum-
stances in- which we are involved, in order to carry
| effectual succors to our brethren. 'The National Go-
verninent feels this necessity as I do. To this effect,
und particularly to open the way for the succors
which we were desirous of carrying to Lithuania, was
the expedition to Tycozin undertaken. Few days
sufficed to crown these warlike movements with su
cess. The Ficld Marshal resting tranquilly in his in-
trenchients between the Kostrzyn and the Lewiee,
seareely learned  our movements, when the Imperial
ards were already repulsed, even to the frontiers
of that territory, pretenced to be purt of the Rus
Empire, and opened a way to our first column, G
Chlapowski, and Col. Sierakowski, who commandcd
them, have joined our insurgent brethren ; the fors
mer in the Province of Bialystock, the litter in the
Palatinate of Augustowo, and being joined to thewm,
have commenced operations on the communications
of the enemy, and have tuken Mugazines. which he
bad . established in various places. At length the
Bield Marshal arriving By forced marches, with his
numerous battalions, forthe purpose of puralyzing our
operations, the sanguinary combat of Ostrolenka guve
time 10 the corps commanded by General Gielgud to
carry cfficacious assistance to Lithuania ; for an ofii-
cer from Gen, Gielgud has this moment brought a re-
port, which intorms us that this General advances in
the direction traced out to him, without experiencing
the least obstruction from the enemy.

The national army, diminished by the whole corps
detuched with Gen. Gielgud, finding itself in the pre-
sence of the concentrated force of the enemy, having
sustained losses in batile, and, moreover, being ex-
hausted by forced marches, indispensibly required
transitory repose ; it has, therefore, occupied the for-
tified camp of Praga.  The national army is going ve-
ry soun to take its whole force, and augmented by de-
tuchments which arrive from all sides, and which will
soon fill the chasm caused by the separation of the
corps commanded by Gen, Giclgud, wil! find itselt
shortly mote able to resume the offensive, as the con-
sideruble assistance sent to our Lithuanian brethren
can o no less than prodace a very advantageous di-
version in our favor.

Success of the Poles in Lithuania.

A letter fiom Warsaw, dated June 6, says :  The
last letter [ wrote you was under date the 8lst ult.
which informed you that the Polish head-quarters
were at Pragn, where they still remain, and nothing
has tuken pluce with the main army  since then, but
however the Poles still sing their national song—
“J szere Polska nie Zgineta” —(Poland will not be
lost s0 long as we live) for the news from  Lithuania
and the Ukraine are good. Gen. Chlapowski has
goined a victory over the Russiuns, near Nurewka.—
Tlhe following is the translation of the official report
of Gen. Skrzynecki to the Nutional Government &

“1 have the honor to send to the National Govern-
ment the news just received of the army under the
gommuyd.of Gen. Chlupowski ¢ that General having
Joined” some thousands of the Bialystock insurgents,
gained a glorious victory over the enemy near Narew-
ka, on the 26th May ; it was at the same time when
the battle of Ostrolenka took plice. The enemy’s
column, consisting of two regiments of infuntry, one
regiment of cavalry, five cannon, besides Cossacks,
were sent from Brzesc-Litewski with the intention of
falling upon the insurgents, and were led on by Ren-
gardt,  Gen Chlapowski got the start of him and at-
tucked him in the night, and with such success that
the Russian corps was surrounded. The Russiuns
lost the 5 cannon and all the arms, and about 300 men
were killed.  We lost an officer of the regular troops,
four chasseurs of the insurgents, andone ﬁ::rse. The
remainder of the enemy’s troops were completely de-
feated and made prisoners, Gen. Chlapowski  took
the officess with him on his march, but ordered the
soldiers (prisoners) to be sent to Biclsk by the inha-
bitants, after their having taken an outh net to serve
again against the Poles.  Four degencrated inhubi-
tants of that country who conducted the enemy tow-
ards us, received their deserved punishment—death.—
The apy of Gen,  Chl ki heightened the
spirits of the insurgents in thut part ; the whole po-
pulution are takiag up arms. Besides the successful
battle of Narewka, the insurgents had fullen several
times upon the Russiun transports, and at Blalostock-
ley Puszezy 120 wagous fell into the hands of the in-
surgents, (Nigned) “ SKRZYNECKI.

“Prags, June 2, 1831.”

Blaody battle at Mariampolin Lithuania.
The Polish Gazette of the latest date says : “ We
have just received intelligence that Col. Sierakowski,

supported by the insurgents has had, with a very su™
pe o foree of the enemy, near Mariampol, as bloody
a buttle as that of Ostrolenka, only it wasmore favor-
able to us.  Our troops are suid to have twice made
themselves masters of the town, and to have been
twice driven out, till, on the third attack, they main-
tained their ground and entirely dispersed the enemy’s
corps.”’ e

The inhabitants of the Ukraine remember the ad-
vantages they enoyed in the Polish times, and have
sworn to assist the Poles in their struggle for liberty
and independence.  The Russians have sent troops
to the environs of Zytomierz and Berbyezofl, so that
the insurgents have 15,000 regular troops against
them. But it is said, that dangers threaten the Rus-
sans likewise from other sides, as, according to news
from Odesss, 2,000 infantry were shipped to reinforce
the fortresses on the side of Tuikey, as the Russians
do not trust the Turkish ussurances of peace.

The National Government of rogenerated Poland,
happy on being able ot last to address you in the name
of the bond of brotherliood and lib-rty, is anxions to
lay before you the present state of our country, andto
show you our wants, our danuy ud our hopes.

By the last aceounts, the Polish Generals had raached
Kalwary and Mariampol, from 220 to 250 miles from
Warsaw, and within 30 miles of the central city of
Kowno, parallel with Troki and Wilna, and near
‘them.  What is more, they had, aided by the insur-
reetion, fought a great and decisive battle at Mariam-
pol, where the Russians appear to have concentrated ;
and it ended in the route and dispersion of the latter,
Xt appears in fact to have been a most desperate con=
flict, for the town was retaken Lwice, and taken thrice,
By asrault—the Russians being finally expelb-d, and it
is said dispersed, in a country of deadly hostility, and
near which they had recently heen comitting the
most frightful enormitics.  Such a defeat of the Rus-
sians, and the occupation of the towns ubove named,
must carry the military operations of the Poles to the
Dwina, so us entircly to scpurate  Petersburgh from
Poland ! 2

The effect of this occupation of the country lying
Detween Dichitsch and Petersburgh, is the cutiing off
of his communication with his Government, and the
capture of all those trains of despots by which his ar-
my has, till now, been maintained.  His movements
illustrate his embarrasment.  His army have crossed
the Narew, and fallen buck towards the Prussian fron-
tiers, where he receives treacherous supplies ; and he
is probably endeavouring to establish a communieati-
on with Thorn, a Prussian town on the V. igtuly, a5
the means of obtaining the cargoes, which in such
profusion, have been sent to the neutral port of Dant-
zie, once the outlet of Poland, and destined ere long
tohe s0 again.  Such results of that possession will
mot belost on the Poles of those districts now Prussian.

The wide sprend of the Insurrection is proved hy
the late bloody battle at Herman, in the Ukraine,
nearly 600 miles from Warsaw, and onthe south-east-
ern verge of aneient Poland.  This is a new feature
of thewar, and it proves that—ALL PoLAND WILL BE
FREE ! e .

From the Times.

It scems evident from the last accounts that the
main armies of the Poles and the Russians remained,
at the beginning of the present month, in the positions
which they took up immediately after the battle of
Ostrolenka, on the 26th ult. The Polish Comman-
der-in-Chief has received some reinforcements of new
levies, and has dispatched assistimee to some of the
more distant corps of his army.  General Diebitsch is
stated to have been still at Ostrolenka on the Ist in-
stant.  He did not find Limsell in sufficient force, with
all his mumerical majority, to follow np the engage-
ment which he calls a victory, or to molest the Poles
iu their retreat ; while the zlm-r, having accomplish-
ed their ohject in throwing a force into Lithuania, to
excite and sustain the insnrrection in that most extin-
sive province, returned to occupy their old quarters at
Praga. The force sout into Lithuania seems much
greater than was at first supposed, and must give a
powerful stimulus to the insurrectionary spirit iu the
rear of the Russian main ary.  The steps taken by
the Polish Provisional {Fovernment, the ll'uiish Diet,
anil the Polishitroops, with regar to the Russo-Polish
Provinces, are more importent even than their owa
rising against their Tmperial oppressor.  They have
decreed that their hn-du‘en of t‘n* ancient gdom
who declure against the Czar shall be considered as
their fellow-citizens—shall be accepted iuto their po-
Litical union, and shall be assisted and protected by
every resource at their command.  They have seut
corps of their army to provoke insurrection and to ns-
sist the insufzents, and they have addressed to them
proclamations in which they are invited to make com-
non cause with the new Government for the restora-
tion of their national existence to its ancient eéxtent.
They thus declare to Russia that they will uot be sa-
tistied now with those concessions with which they
would have been contented before thev drew the
sword,—that iustead of restoring the richts of 4,000,
00 of people, the Imperial Government must adinit
those of 12,600,000 ot K and that, in fact,
Poland must be itse ain, as before it came under
the sabres of the partitioning despots, at least so far
as the Russian portion (or the lion's share) is con-
cerned.  Nonegotintion can thus be opened for there.

Crry, 12 o'Clock.—¢ The lett from DParis, re-

The following is the article from the St. Peters-
burgh Gazette, avainst which a remonstrance has been
made by the Freneh to the Russian (Government.

“ The future is impenetrable to our eve; but if it
be true that all evils on carth are confined to certain
bounds, and that the invisible hund whicl roles the
world puts an end to them sooner or liter, we think
we perceive through the threatening gloom the first
ray of this consolatory truth.— However great the
destroying rage of the revolutionary scourge, which
has been clastising Europe for these ten months may
be; it is, perhaps, nearer being exhansted than we
imagine, At the aspect of Italy, which is restoved to
legitimate order and trangnility, Propagaudism sces
somie of those sceds of anarchy, which had been sown
so amply over all Europe, destroyed, upon apnearance,
in the bud.  Let it eccase then' to exhaust itselt in
murderous efforts to keep up the remuins of error and
-delusion, which can only increase the number of vie-
tims, and is not a match for a power that is founded
.on justice and reason ! Let it l‘om‘u the care of the
happiness of nations to the princes who govern them,
-and who, better than the heads of the Liberal school,
know how to render the light of the 16th century
conducive to the general good.  These sovereigns and
their governments, will now have to close with their
utmost efforts, the terrible wounds inflicted by liberal-
ism in the name of that light. This mission, which
