Wharf Construction Now
Under Way On Old Law-
ton Wharf Site

Messrs. Robert Roberts’ Sons,
local firm of  wharf builders,
have two pile drivers at work re-
constructing the old Lawton’s
Wharf for Eastern Coal Docks,
Limited.

RADIO RECEPTION

Explorer Says Lights Don’t Mat-
ter But Shifting Cuts Off
Sound

The mere presence of northern lights
has no effect on radio reception, Paul
Magee, chief radio operator of the arc-
tic explorations schooner Bowdoin, said
on return of the expedition to the Unit-
ed States. He did say, however, “that
changes in the altitude of the apex of
the light cone had the effect of com-4
pletely blanketing and cutting off all
receptions.” Throughout the four-
thousand-mile journey through north-
ern waters Magee was working ama-
teur stations in America and Europe.

Magee and his aids packed the larger
of the two receiving sets over the rocky
shores to a spot two miles up a river,
where a small glacier came down be-
tween sheer rocky cliffs more than 100
feet high. Scaling one side they swung
a rope across the chasm and with this
drew and stretched a wire of their
aerial.. It gave them far greater spread
and height than was possible on the
schooner.

Their location was in a band of max-
imum frequency of the lights and at
that time they presented a brilliant
umbrella covering most of the sky. Xf-
ter several hours’ work they established
to their complete satisfaction that the
mere presence of the light phenomena
affected not at all early reception of
stations in the United States. How-
ever, as the summit of the light cone
ascended or declined in the sky all re-

could not be resumed until the llgh\;
apex was again fixed.

They will attend to local
arrangements, Colonel Regan said.

Colonel Regan said the convention
would bring between 150 and 200 out-
standing men to Saint John. His
Honor, Lieutenant-Governor W. F.
Todd, has consented to act as chair-
man at the opening session on the
morning of Oct. 1. The Prime Minis-
ter of Canada and the leader of the
Opposition, or their lgprcsentatives,
will be in attendance to Yepresent their
tespective political parties, Colonel

egan said.

TO ADDRESS CONV, ENTION,

E. W. Beatty, presicient of the Cana- |-

dian Pacific Rallway, and Sir Henry
Thernton, president of the Canadian
National lines, will address the conven-
tion, Colonel Regant announced. Many
prominent members of the Dominion
government will also be present and
will act in an advisory capacity to the
committee in matters affecting their
various departments, he said.

The delegates will be welcomed to
the city by L. W. Simms, Premier
Baxter and Mayor White, Colonel Re-
gan said.

Caint John Fusiliers Now
Honored by Being
Affiliated

IN BATTLES IN MANY
PORTIONS OF WORLD

Colors Bear Names of His-
toric Fields It Helped
to Win

A glorious record of service in the
wars of Britain is that of the King’s
" Own Borderers, with which now is af-
Mfiliated the Saint John Fusillers, com-
manded by Lieut Colonel George
Keeffe. For 237 years this regiment
has been in service and the mere
mention of the campaigns in which
it has taken notable part is sufficient
to stir one’s blood. Affiliation with
#&his fine body of soldiers is a matter of
pride to the local regiment, itself en-
joying an excellent record.

The Times-Star has secured a sum-
mary of the history of the King’s
Own Borderers and its published here-
with. It will be read with interest
especially now in comnection with the
brotherhood established with the Fusi-
liers. It follows:

Raised on March 19, 1689 in the city
of FEdinburgh by the Earl of Leven
from noblemen and gentlemen who had
been refugees in Holland during the
reign of James II, the regiment “2~
tained a strength of 1,000 in four houts
(some authorities say two hours) af-
ter recruiting opened. It was at first
known as “Levens” or the Edinburgh
Regiment. ¢

It first saw service at Killiekrankie.
‘There was no regiment or troop with
ae,” wrote Major Mackay in his des-
»atch after the fight, “but behaved like
the veriest cowards in nature except
Hasting’s and Lord Leven’s, whom, I
must praise at such a degree as I can~
not but blame the others.”

For its services at Killiekrankie the
regiment was given the exclusive priv-
ilege of beating for recruits in _the
streets of Edinburgh at any time with-
out first asking permission of the.
Prevost.

in the Highlands of Scotland.

In the meantime the title of the Regi-
ment was changed and it became the
25th of the Line, the numeral probably
being associated with the name Edin-
burgh as “25th Edinburgh Regiment.”
(It was certainly the “Edinburgh Regi-
ment” for a time).

IN 7 YEARS WAR

When the Seven Years War broke
out in 1755, the 25th immediately went
on service, being embarked on trans-
ports for descents on French coast
towns. Among those which it at-
tacked were Oleron, St. Maloes and
Cherbourg. After this it was des-
patched to Germany and served in the
army under Prince Ferdinand of
Brunswick. It took part in several
battles’ which resulted in more or less
setere reverses for, the Allies. On
August 1, 1759, the 25th fought in the
historic battle of Minden. Subse-
quently it was engaged at Campen,
Sept. 18, 1759; Warburg, July 31,
1760; Kirk Denkarn (or Fellinghau-
sen), July 16, 1761; and Wilhelmsthal,
June 24, 1762. Exceptionally heavy
losses were suffered in this campaign,
the 25th having to be made up to
strength a number of times. At
Campen it suffered casualties amount-
ing to two-thirds of its strength.

COLOR REMANENTS BURIED

When peace came with the Treaty
of Paris in 1763 the regiment returned
to England and settled down tg—a
short spell of home soldiering. ~ The
tattered remains of the colors it had
carried in every action from Fonte-
noy onwards, were buried with mili-
tary honors at Newcastle-on-Tyne.

The 25th left for Minorca in 1768
and was in the garrison there until
1775 when it returned to Scotland. In
1782 trouble arose with the Provost of
Edinburgh over the ancient privilege
of beating for recruits and the Duke
of Richmond (who was closely asso-
ciated with the regiment tnrough his
brother, Lord George Lennox, who

SERVED IN IRELAND

In 1691 the regiment was in Ireland
and served in the sieges of Ballymore,
{ Athlone, Galway and Limerick and at
the Battle of Aughrina. ** 2
On the suppression of the troubl
! in Ireland I.even’s Regiment moved to
the Low Countries and fought under
William at Steinkirk on Aug. 8, 1692,
and again at Landen (or Neerwinde)
on July 7, 1693. It took part in the
Siege of Namur and on this occasion
lost no fewer than 20 officers and -500

men by the explosion of a mine.

GIVEN SURFPRISE

During this war the regiment had
the experience of being the first unit
to face the French when the latter
used bayonets fixed round the muzzle
in the presept fashion. A French regi-
ment advanced towards Leven’s regi-
ment with fixed bayonets. Thinking
the French intended to fight it out
with the bayonet Leven's were ordered
to fix bayonets also (screwed into the
muzzle.) To the astonishment of the
unit, however, the French, after ad-
vancing a certain distance halted and
fired. As it had hitherto been impos-
sible to fire with bayonets fixed the
surprise threw Leven’s into confusion
but, quickly recovering themselves, they
charged and routed the enemy.

The regiment returned home and for
a number of years served in the dis-
turbed districts of Scotland. In the
vebellion of 1715 it fought for the
crown at Sheriffmuir (12-11-17185.)

IN SPANISH WAR

In 1719 it took part in the Spanish
War, being part of the force employed
on the Vigo Expedition, and was en-
 gaged in the successful operations
" against various towns on the N. W. sea-
Loard of Spain. Afterwards it had a
long spell of service in Ireland, where,
owing to the disturbed conditions, the
British garrison was always more or
less in a state of active service.

Its next foreign service came in 1727
when Leven’s Regiment took part in
the successful defense of Gibraltar
against the Spanish during the years
1727-28.

For the next 15 years the regiment’s
history is not clear but it was prob-
ably on service at Home. It joined the
army in Flanders in 1743 afd took
its share in the War of the Spanishy
Succession. It arrived too late for the
Battle of Dettingen but fought at Fon-
tenoy on May 11, 1745 and in several
minor actions.

' AT CULLODEN

On the outbreak of the Rebellion in
Scotland in 1745 the regiment was hur-
riedly called home and took part in the
Battle of Culloden Moor on April 16,
1746 and in the pursuit of the rebels.
A detachment of the regiment cut off
in Blair Castle made a most gallant
and successful defense from March 17
until April 2, 1746, when it was re-
lieved. On the crushing of the rebellion
I.even’s Regiment returned to Flanders.
As part of Houghton’s Brigade it made
a forced march from Maestricht and
arrived on the field of Roucoux, Oct.
11, 1746, just in time to save the day
for the Allies. At the battle of Val
July 2, 1747 it greatly distinguished it-
self, capturing two French standards.
It also took part in the unsuccessful
cefense of Beren-Op-Zoom July 15 to
Sept. 17, 1747.

IN SHIPWRECK

On its return to England in 1747 on
the declaration of peace the ship con-
veying the regiment was wrecked on
the coast of France, this being the first
of 8 series of adventures by sea that
afterwards befell it. The troops were
most hospitably treated by their late
enemies until transportation. could be
arranged for them. The regiment then

commanded it from 1762 to 1805) se-
cured a change of title to “25th Sus-
sex Regiment” the duke having exten-
sive estates in that county. The
change was not welcome, even the C.
Q. opposing.it, and all Seottish pecu-
liarities continued to be rigidly served.

IN NAVAL BATTLES

In 1782, the year the title was
changed, the regiment embarked on
Lord Howe’s fleet and was engaged in
several naval actions against the Span-
iards. Finally, in the face of the French
and Spanish blockading fleets, it was
thrown into Gibralter on Oct. 11, 1782,
and served throughout the short re-
mainder of the memorable four year
siege till Feb. 5, 1783. Thus the 25th
had twice served in defense of this
famous fortress, though the honor is
not carried on its colors.

The regiment remained in garrison
till 1793 when it returned home. No
honors were given for the first of
Gibralter defense. For the second de-
fense only regiments that served
throughout the siege were allowed
“Gibraltar” as a battle honor.

IN NAPOLEON’S TIME

Oun war breaking out again with
France in 1794 part of the 25th were
detailed for duty as marines. This de-
tachment served in the defense of Tou-
lon (1793), when Napoleon first came
to notice as commander of the artil-
lery. On'the evacuation of Toulon the
25th detachment took part under Lord
Hood in the conquest of Corsica.
During the course of its sea service the
detachment assisted in the capture of
a French privateer with a Spanish prize
in tow, carrying treasure to the
amount of one million sterling. The
service at sea, which had been objected
to at first, became highly popular by
reason of the prize money which ac-
crued from this and other captures.
The 25th had the great distinction of
taking part in Lord Howe’s glorious
victory of June 1, 1794.

AGAIN LAND UNIT

By 1795 the marine detachment was
again a land unit at Plymouth, and as
the balagce of the regiment left behind
had beeff brought up to full regimental
establishment, it was decided to use
the 25th “Marines” as the nucelous of
a second battalion. The first battalion
was sent to the West Indies in 1795,
and was at once engaged at Grenada
in defense of the colony against the
brigands in what was called “The
Maroon War.” This most dangerous

and.arduous duty occupied in the dif-
ferent islands a very large force and
the casualties from disease and bullets
were fearfully high. The 25th took
their full share in some very arduous
fighting over mountainous and precipi-
tious country and suffered heavy losses,
chiefly from yellow fever. The defense
of Pilot Hill by 130 men of the 25th
was a splendid feat of arms and as-
sisted greatly in preventing the capital
falling into the hands of the brigands.

(Between 1793 and 1796 the British
military force engaged in the ‘Maroon
War” suffered losses exceeding 80,000.
Of these 40,600 were dead. This takes
no account of the heavy losses of the
naval force that co-gperated. The
losses of the army alone exceed those
suffered from all causes throughout the
whole \of the Peninsular War.)

While the 1st Battalion was occu-
pied by the Negro revolt in the West
Indies, the 2nd Battalion was detailed
to from part of the force destined to
strike against France. They were em-
barked on the Boddington and Belfast,
two out of 300 ships assembled for
the transport of an army of 26,000,
convoyed by a large naval force. Af-
ter many delays in starting a violent
storm dispersed the huge convoy, a
number of the ships being wrecked.
The Boddington having lost touch with
the rest of the convoy, the officers
opened their sealed order and, finding
the West Indies to be the rendezvous,
caused the ship to be sailed to the
Barbadoes. The Belfast, also out of
touch with the convoy, was captured
by the French. The prisoners were
very cruelly treated and after vari-
ous adventures were placed on a French
ship for Guadaloupe but by a well or-
ganized mutiny the half battalion of
the 25th, 'or what was left of them,
for many had died, overpowered the
ship’s officers and crew and taking
charge, sailed into Grenada, where they
found their comrades of the 1st Bat-
talion.

IN FRENCH PRISONS.

The remains of the two Battalions
soon after set sail for England. The
convoy with which they sailed became
scattered in a storm and the Bee, the
transport which carried most of the
25th, having lost its masts and being
helpless, fell a prey #@3  the French
privateer. The officef§*and  the men
of the battalion spent two years:in
prison camps ifi Francé, undergoing in-
credible hardships, before the survivors
were released in 1797 and the .regi-
ment again assembled as a single bat-
talion at Plymouth.

After a short stay in Jersey the regi-
ment was again on service in the ex-
pedition to Holland under the Duke
of York. It distinguished itself great-
ly at Egmont-op-Zee, on October 2,
1799, and this is one of the honors
borne upon the colors.

FIGHTS IN EGYPT

Back in England by the following
year, the 25th was selected as part of
the force for an expedition against}
Spain under Sir Ralph Abercromby.
Madeira was captured for the Portu-
guese, from whom it had been taken
by the Spanish, and after some abor-
tive efforts at descents on the Spanish
coast, the expedition was diverted to
Egypt. The regiment arrived there in
July, 1801, and served at the siege of
Alexandria until the capitulation in
September. On the conclusion of these
operations against the French, the 25th
was transferred to Gibraltar at the end
of 1801 and returned home in 1803.

GIVEN KING’S NAME

In the meantime, by special com-
mand of the King, in recognition of
its extraordinarily fine record, the
name of the regiment was changed to
the “Kings Own Borderers,” and the
badge of the King’s crest was confer-
red upon it. The King further directed
that, in addition to the motto of the
city of Edinburgh which the regiment
already bore, the further motto “In
veritate religionis confido,” specially
chosen by him, should be adopted. Si-
multaneously rayol blue facings re-
placed the national yellow facings.

As a battalion of the Royal Regi-
ment, the 1st Battalion took part in an
expedition in 1807 for the occupation
of Madeira, the island which it had
helped to seize some years later. From

by the Boers at the Congella, near

Port Natal, or, as it is now called,
Durban.

Later in the same year a succession
of terrible storms visited Table Bay,
which a convict ship was driven
ashore and wrecked. A party of the
regiment was sent on in Charge Oé
the convicts to New South Wales, an
in the following year rejoined head-
quarters, which had meanwhile re-
moved to Madras,.

In 1846, hostilities threatening with
China, the Borderers were hurried
down country In Madras," two gom-
panies sent off to Hong Kong, and
the rest to Singapore, where the move-
ment was countermanded. Three com-
_panies were subsequently employed
in suppressing disturbances in Ceylon.

COMES TO CANADA.

: The regiment returned from Madras
in 1856, just before the outbregk of
the Bengal Mutiny, and two ’years
later was sent to Gibraltar. It went
from Gibraltar to Malta in 1864, and
thence to Canada, where it was em-
ployed during the Fenian Raid. It
returned home from Canada in 1868.
In December, 1859, a second bat-

talion—the third since the formation
of the regiment 170 years before—
was raised at Preston, in Lancashire.
The first recruit was enlisted in De-
cember, 1859, and the battalion must-
ered 53 sergeants, 49 corporals, 14
drummers and 948 privates on March
20, 1860. In 18638 the battalion re-
ceived its first colors at Edinburgh,
the ancient home of the regiment.
It proceeded to Ceylon soon after-
wards, and served in India, and at
Aden, until 1876, when it came
home.

WITH LORD ROBERTS.

In 1875 the first battalion went out
to India, and served in the Afghan
War, under Lord Roberts, during the
operations 1878-80, Including the
second expedition into the Bazar Val-
ley. It Subsequently proceeded to
Burnnah, and took part in the puni-
tive expedition against the Chins and
Lushais jn 1888. It returned to Eng-
land from Burnnah in 1891.

In 1884 the second battalion went
to Gibraltar, but in consequence of
the decision to reduce the British
forces in Egypt, it was brought home.
It again went to foreign service in

1888, proceeding to Egypt and served
in the Saukin campaign of that year,
under Major General Sir Francis
Grenfell. It subsequently proceeded
to India. In 1895 the battalion formed
part of the Chitral Relief Expedition,
under Major Sir Robert Low.

As an example of sturdy persistance
in the face of formidable obstacles,
which it is impossible for those who
have not served in Northern India to
realize, the Chitral campaign will go
down to history as one of the most
difficult, yet most successful, of our
minor wars. \Chitral is one of the bat-
tle honors of the regiment.

AT DARGAI HEIGHTS

In 1897-98 the second battalion
served in the Tirah Expeditionary
Force, under General Sir William
Lockhart. It took part on October
18, 1897, in the first attack on the
Dargai Heights, and distinguished it-
self on many other occasions. On the
conclusion of the campaign, Major
General Westmacott addressed some
farewell words to the battalion which
may be appropriately quoted here: “I
had always heard that the Borderers

service. You have been tried

highly.  Constant rear-guard actions,
marching through ice-cold water, and
then going straight up on the highest
hill on picquet duty and fighting all
night without either food or blankets;
and I have never heard a murmur or
an unsoldierlike word. I am very
proud of having had the Borderers in
my command, and it will be 1y pride,
so long as I live, that I have command-
ed the Fourth Brigade.”

IN SOUTH AFRICA

On the outbreak of the South Afri-
can War the 1st Battalion was one of
the first units despatched from Eng-
land and it sérved throughout the war.
Its honors are\ limited to Paardeburg
and South Africa, 1900-02, but the bat-
talion served in innumerable battles
and actions, which, owing to the strict
limitation on battle honors for the
campaign, are not recorded on the col-
ors. This was the last active service
the regiment saw previous to the Great
War.

AT MARTINIQUE

|

It was part of Sir George Beck- |
with’s force that captured Martinique |
from the French in 1809, formally sur- |
rendered on Feb. 4, 1809. The bat-
talion was in reserve during the opera-
tions and does not appear to have
been particularly heavily engaged. The
honor “Martinique” is borne upon its
colors. In the following year the bat-
talion was engaged in Beckwith’s fur-
ther expedition for the reduction of
the Island of Guadaloupe. Although
this honor is allowed on the colors of
five regiments, for some reason it was
not conferred upon the 25th, nor upon
several other units employed in the
operations.

Martinique and Guadaloupe having
been restored to France at the peace
of 1814 their recapture was decided on
when Napoleon escaped from Elba, |
and the 25th again took part in the
operations against both islands.

SENT TO CAPE

In 1816 the 1st battalion, now rep-
resenting the whole regiment, was back
in England and served at home (Eng-
land and Ireland) till 1826. In that
year the regiment returned again to
the West Indies and was employed on
disagreeable and orduous duties dur-
ing the critical period of the abplition
of slavery. In 1834 it returned home
and four years later was placed under
orders for Canada, but at the last mo-
ment was sent to the Cape instead.
