London, Nov. 17—(Canadian Ass'd.
Press)—Hon. E. G. Theodore/ premier
of Queensland, Australia, announces that
the American loan offer was form 9%
to 13 per cent and as negotiations with
England had little better results it was
determined to raise money for develop-
ment locally, by compulsion, if neces-
sary.

Premier ' Theodore recently visited
London for the purpose of raising a loan
there, but owing to the action of the
Queensland government in passing an
act, which violated the contracts under
which the crown pastoral leases were
held, he found it impossible to secure
the co-operation of any of the London
financial houses. The loan is to the
amount of two million pounds sterling.

Following the failure of the premier
to raise this loan in England it would
appear that attempts to float the loan
bad been made in the United States.

OPPORTUNITY SCHOOLS.

The State of New York in 1919 adopt-
ed a law which provides that boys and
girls who leave school at fourte=n years
of age, or between that nand cighteen
years, and go to work must spend four
hours each week, or 144 hours each year,
in a continuation school, and must do
it between 9 a.m. and 5 p.a., until they
have attained the age of eighteen years.
About 206,000 ybung people are affect-
‘ed by this law. It is recognized that
every effort should be made dJuring the
adolescent period to keep the boys
and girls in tquch wita  «duca-
tion, so that they will not oniy not lose
what they have already learned, but
have an opportunity to learn more,
along the ~particular line of work for
which they are best fitted. It gives the
boy, especially, -a chance _to find out
what he can do well, and encourages him
to qualify for that particular work- It
helps to save great numbers from blind
alley occupations. If a boy is engaged
in a work that he lilkes, the continua-

tion school helps to qualify him for‘

promotion; if he is doing something
which does not appeal to nim, the school
will give him an opportunity to qualify
for something else. It advises boys and
girls as to their right work and en-
courages them to qualify and seek that
‘work. ‘On this point Morris 1. Siegel
who is in charge of the continyation
school work says:—

Mr. Jones
also had an important part in, com-
piling the “University of Toronto
Song Book,” which, though 'publish-
ed as long ago as 1887, has still an
extensive sale.

One of his unique achievements was
the writing of an index to the Bible.
The story of how he came to do this
is rather old. A traveler friend of
his once asked him if there was such
a thing obtainable as a Bible with an
fndex showing where such favorite
passages as the Ten Commandments
or The Beatitudes could be found.
Mr. Jones searched for considerable
time through Bible Societies and pub-
lishing houses but was unsuccessful.
There were plenty of concordances
and ‘subject-lndexes, but no index
that would not add to the cost of a
Bible. . Gk

So, during a voyage from Europe.
a little later, Mr Jones and a friend
compiled an index. and submitted it
to a London publisher, who used it
in all Bibles his firm published from
then on.
