RIOTS IN BREST

Two French Civilians Killed; Am-
erican Soldiers and Sailors are
Wounded

_ Brest, June 30—Two French eiviltans
were killed and five American soldiers
and sailors were injured and more than
one hundred wounded in riots here last
night. Two of the American soldiers are
expected to die.

The casualties occurred as a resuit of
an exchange of shots between American
military and naval police and French
sailors. The trouble began, according
to available accounts, when an Ameri-
can naval officer, who is said to have
been drinking heavily, tore down a
French flag and trampled on it. A crowd
of French’ seamen attacked the officer,
and, it is said, kicked and beat him.

Americans who passed by and who
were not aware of the cause of the fight,
went to the aid of the naval officer. The
fight then became more general

A mob of French ‘civilians and sol-
diers and sailors attempted to rush the
Hotel Moderne, where American offi-
cers were quartered. They burned a
sentry box and threw stones at Ameri-
cans in uniform wherever they found
them. The Americans, it is said, re-
taliated.

A company of United States marines
with fixed bayonets was hurried to the
scene and soon restored order,

work. In technical schools such as we
hope to see established under this grant
there is always a certain amount of
overhead expenses for instructors, pre-
paratory work and so forth, and I sub-
mit that it would be unfair to the prov-
inces with a small population not to
provide a minimum allowance before dis-
tributing the grant according to popu-
lation. On behalf, therefore, of my own
province, and I know I shall have the
sympathy of every hon., member from
the maritime provinces who takes an in-
terest in technical education, I would
urge the minister to see if he cannot pro-
vide for a minimum amount being allot-
ted to each province as was done under
the -agricultural instruction act. The
minimum there, I think, was $20,000, The

_smaller provinces have been struggling
along valiantly in extending their edu-
cational faecilities, and it is a very heavy
burden, particularly in regard to tech-
'nical education.” B ;

Amsterdem, June 29—The Allies will
not ask for the extradition of the former
empéror, so the Paris' correspondent of
the Telegraaf says he leams, but will
ask the Dutch government in the name
of the League of Nations to see that Herr
Hohenzollern does not escape the moral
consequences.

It is expected that as a member of the
league, he adds, Holland will inform the
former Emperor that he must appear be-
fore an international court or leave the
country. A high French authority on in-
ternational law said the proceedings
against the former emperor would be on
moral grounds and the sentence would
be of a moral character entirely. It was
said there is no question of a death sen-
tence or imprisonment.

It is probable, the correspondent con-
