He said
thatshe had recently formed a company
at Victoriaville and expected to be able
to turn out good building brick at $6.50
per thousand. He expressed great sur-
prise when ‘a local contractor, who was
called up on ‘the ’phone, informed him
that the builders were paying $14 per
M. here. He thought that there ought to
be a good opening herefor an up-to-date
brick plant. There are some excellent
clay deposits in the vieinity of the, city,
and it would seem as if a great oppor-
tunity was being neglected. The Vie-
toriaville brick man went from here to
Annapolis, and later on would visit New
Glasgow for the purpose of looking into
the terra cotta pipe manufacturing con-
ditions.

On Thursday, the board of trade office
was visited by a gentleman with a
cement proposition. He stated that with-
in an hour’s run of the city there was
one of the finest cement deposits in Can-
ada. An inspection of the property had
been made by a reputable engineer and
it was found to meet all requiremerits
so far as quality and quantity were con-
cerned. With an ample deposit of the
material here, with the United States
market free to this.class of commodity
and with easy water connections from
St. John, there should be a hopeful pros-
pect for a cement plant.

Washington, D. C., June 19—To free
the North Atlantic of derelicts, the rev-
enue cutters Seneca and Miami, early in
July will: establish an international pa-
trol in these waters, as authorizey by
the International Maritime Conference
in London last year. At present the two
cutters are working out of Halifax to

warn vessels against icebergs which may
cross the paths frequented by steamers
between Europe and America. As soon
as the danger of icebergs has passed, the

two cutters will seareh for derelicts,
which imperil shipping.

One of the cutters will make its
headquarters somewhere in the Azores,
and confine its duty to the Furopean end
of the trans-Atlantic routes. The other
will make its headquarters either in
Newfoundland or Nova Scotia., and lim-
it its efforts to the American end of the
well travelled courses. All prominent
countries keep the waters for at least 200
miles off their coasts:free from other
obstructions, but this will be the first

Some Reparation Already For
Injuries Inflicted = Meanwhile

London, June 19—Turkish naval offi-
clals have arrived m'Fndmd on a mis-

sion for the purchase of coal and trans-
port vessels in paration for a possible
war between Turkey and Greece. The
Graeco-Turkish situation, however, has
improved.

Turkey has replied in a conciliatory
spirit to a Greek note demanding that
the persecution of Greek residents of
Asia Minor cease, and demanding repar=
ation for injuries already inflicted, and
has further invited the powers to send
agents to Asia Minor to make a thor-
ough investigation of the Greek allega-
tions. Germany has already agreed to
this proposal, and in the meantime a
court-martial at Smyrna has sentenced
forty-seven persons.to terms of imprison-
ment, varying from three to five years,
for pillaging the Greeks, and has dis-
missed several officials responsible for
the disorders. .

SUPPRESSING OF THE

TRAFFIC IN OPIUM

The Hague, June 19—The third in-
ternational opium conference has reach-
ed an agreement that the international
convention, looking to the suppression of
the opium traffic, drafted by the confer-
ence in 1912, can come into operation as
soon as the adhering powers have rati-
fled it, despite abstention of some of the
powers.

This convention aims not only at sup-
pression of the opium traffic, but inter-
national traffic in cocaine and other nox~
ious and habit-forming drugs. The re-
presentatives of forty-four nations have
taken part in the conferences on this
subject, although not all have signed the
convention.

Hints for the Cook

Walnut Pudding,

Two cups whole wheat flour, half tea-
spoon soda, one teaspoon baking pow-
der, half teaspoon salt, one cup molasses,
cup of milk, cup of raisins, cup of chop-
ped walnut meats, Have kettle of boil-
ing water ready, grease your pudding
mold and let it steam for nearly three
hours. Use whipped cream or hard
sauce.

Ice Cream Recipes.

Economy Ice Cream—One quart of
milk, one can of condensed milk, 2 eggs,
one dessert-spoon vanilla or 1Y% squares
unsweetened chocolate. Heat the choco-
late in quarter of a cup of hot water
and stir until melted. Add one cup of
sugar. Beat well with egg beater and
freeze. This requires no cooking.

Fruit Ice Cream—One quart of milk,
one can of condensed milk, half a cup
of sugar, one cup seeded pineaple, or 7
large peaches mashed. If you do not
care for the fruit, use 8 well-beaten eggs,
and a dessert-spoon of any flour you
like. ‘Makes 2 quarts of cream when
frozen. Let ripen two hours before
eating.

Another cream that is lovely and fine
grained is made from one can of con-
densed milk and four eggs. Beat them
just as light as you can, one cup of gra-
ulated sugar, milk enough to fill a two-
quart freezer can. First put in your
freezer your condensed milk, add eggs,
sugar and flavoring, and fill with the
fresh milk. This makes two quarts of
very nice cream.

The vagaries of the St. John Standard
.are the source of some anxiety to its
friends.

When Mr. Brankley told the Royal
Commission that he went with Mr. Ber-
‘ ry, at Mr. Berry’s solicitation, to Mr.
Flemfning’a room in the Barker House
in Fredericton, received first from Mr.
Flemming a certificate of character for
Mr. E. R. Teed, whom he had never
seen before, and was then told by Mr.
Berry thai Mr. Teed was the man who
who was to receive the graft money, the
Standard decided that the time had come
to remove the report of the enquiry from
its front page, bury it inside the paper,
make it as brief and unimportant as
possible, and dwell editorially upon the
fact that after all there are always elec-
tion funds, and both parties raise and
use them. e

Isn’t that fine? The Globe says the en-
quiry has revealed “a carnival of graft.”
Not so the Standard. Thet upholder of
political righteousness is far more
troubled over the sad moral state of the
Times, as revealed by its publication of
an affidavit which it had a perfect right
to publish, since the document was read
and commented on in open court, than
over the fact that in Premier Flemming’s
room a man, vouched for by Mr. Flem-
ming, was indieated by Mr. Berry, a
government officlal, as the man who
should receive the graft secured from
the lumber operators. Also the Standard
trembles for the future of Mr. Carvell,
and no doubt it regards Mr. Dugal's
case as entirely hopeless.

But the Standard is not clamoring for

the return of Mr. Berry to give evidence?
Why should he speak? Why have the
enquiry at all? Or as the Standard
crushingly observes:
' “Why then should the Telegraph or
the Times persist in attempting to make
the public believe that the present case
{s the first time in history when men
- were invited to give of their money to
assist a political party? The contention
is against common knowledge and com-
mon sense, and in putting it forward
with show of sincerity the Telegraph
and Times merely insult the intelligence
of their réaders. Why not call a spade
a spade and have done with such rank
hypocrisy ?”

Why, indeed? It is true that some
skeptical persons may point out that on
this occasion oply lumbermen were ap-
proached, and only at a ime when they
were seeking renewal of their licenses
from the government; but why argue
over such trivialties? What is $60,000, or
$100,000, to a rich province like New
Brunswick? Who cares how victories are
won so long as they are won?

ROBLIN WAVES THE FLAG.

The provincial elections in Manitoba
will be held on July 10, and Premier
forty or more of the forty-nine
forty or more of the forty-nine members
to be elected will be Conservatives. The
Liberals advocate direct legislation, and
Mr. Roblin asserts that this would be
an abolition of responsible government.
How he is able to arrive at such a con-
clusion it is somewhat difficult to per-
ceive; but he goes further and says
that the Liberals thus propose to in-
troduce an element of republicanism
“that is foreign and repugnant to
every man that loves British in-
stitutions and the British flag.” Of
course Mr. Roblin must wave the flag.
The tories regard it as a legitimate
part of their political stock in trade.
There has been flag waving in New
Brunswick, but some of those who
waved it are not today regarded as high-
souled patriots to the same extent as

when they coupled solemn pledges of de-|

votion to the old flag with other pledges
to administer the affairs of the province
in the interest of the people. The Ottawa
Free Press very properly observes:—

“Yometimes we have been inclined to
believe the man who most parades his
flag, who waves it on any and every oc-
easion, is among the least loyal to that
flag. We get the suspicion that he is
trying to hide something beneath the
folds of his flag.”

THE ONTARIO CAMPAIGN.

The fact that so many clergymen are
supporting the Liberal party in its
“aholish the bar” policy in the Ontario
provincial elections’ has completely
changed the aspect of affairs, and it
ought to mean a tremendous increase in
the vote for Mr. Rowell and his candi-
dates. A circular letter signed by Rev.
Dr. Carman and Rev. T. Albert Moore
calls upon the Methodists of the v-ivince
to rally to the support of the policy to
abolish the bar. This shows that the
leaders of the temperance and religious
forces of the province realize that if
they do not vote in accordance with their
prayers and thesresolutions passed at
conventions the whole cause will suffer
enormous injury. At a meeting in Corn-
wall one night this week, at which Mr.
Rowell, leader of the opposition, was
the chief speaker, no less than five
clergymen of the city were on the plat-
form. It is true that some hard-headed
tory members of churches have protest-
ed against what they call dragging the
church into politics, but whether there
are enough of them to return Sir James
Yhitney to power remains to be seen.
The issue is clear cut. Mr. Rowell

stands for the abolition of the bar. Those
who vote against him vote in favor of
the retention of the bar. It the Ilatter
win, the cause of temperance and of pro-
hibition will receive a very decided set-
back.

The report should be of considerable
value to those dealing with British man-
ufacturers and merchants as well as
agents having or contemplating connec-
tion with United Kingdom manufactur-
ers by reason of the comparison made in
dollars of Great Britain’s trade with the
dominion in comparison with the trade
of other countries. Useful information
is also given regarding the appointment
of agents and the handling of products
of British manufacture. The edition is
limited and application for copies, which
will be supplied at the nominal fee of $1
each, postage paid, should be made im-
mediately to his majesty’s trade com-
missioner, 8 Beaver Hall Square, Mon-
treal, Quebec.

changing and gripping interest from start
to finish.

Lord Mérsey seemed alone among
those in court in his decision not to be
excited in the production of Golway’s
evidence. He began by stating that he
did not attach much importance to it
and wound up by putting quéstions to
the witness, who was in charge of the
wheel of the liner just a few hours before
she went down, which seemed to in-
dicate the current of the St. Lawrence
was responsible for the Empress’ mis-
behavior, as his lordship flippantly styled
Golway’s description of the ship’s dis-
obedience of the helm.

Evidence to rebut Golway’s theory,
and also the suggestion made during the
day that the C. P. R. had tried to get
him to leave the country before testify-
ing was supplied by John Murphy, the
quartermaster who relieved him and who
contradicted his statement in regard to
Golway warning him the ship was steer-
ing badly; Adelard Bernier, the pilot in
charge of her when the jamming was
said to have occurred, and several of the
Empress officers.

Golway got a severe gruelling from
Lord Mersey and though very much
flustered, as might bé expected, stuck to
the main part of his accusations against
the Empress steering gear.

The springing of Golway’s evidence
by C. S. Haight, New York, lawyer for
the owners of the Storstad, the collier
which rammed the Empress, caused Lord
Mersey to lose that urbenity which has
up to now been a distinguishing feature
of kis conduct of the proceedings. He
made biting remarks. about.Golway, for-
got his name, and referring to him as
the man from the Neptune Inn, where
the witness. was stopping, and continual-
ly jabbed him with questions as to why,
when he considered the steering of a ship
the “main asset in life saving,” he had
not mentioned the alleged defect in the
Empress in giving his story to the C.
P. R. lawyers and to a Montreal news-
paper. His lordship also developed a
most sarcastic line of argument when he
read Mr. Haight a lesson on his duty to
the court, severely condemning what he
thought was an attempt on the part of
the Storstad legal battery to keep the
Golway testimony up their sleeves.

His lordship, however, became his same
polished self towards the epd of the af-
terncon when he initiated a conference
among the lawyers who came out of it

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VANDALS AT WATERLOO

Attempt to Prevent Desecration of Bat-
tlefields

* Yondon, June 19—Appeals have been
made to French, patriotic bodies to pre-
serve the field of Waterloo from specu-
lative builders and showmen, who are
ittempting to take advantage of the one
hundredth anniversary next year. In
England, some months ago, an appeal
was made for $560,000 but so far only
ibout $20,000 has been collected. The
rppeal, which was signed by the present
Duke of Wellington and Lord Roberts,
said among other things:

“The appeal, we admit, is a sentiment-
il one; but we would urge that both
men and nations live by sentiment, and
are ready at their best, to die for senti-
ment. We all reverence the British flag,
the Union Jack; we should all be indig-
nant if this flag were in any way dis-
honored; and these feelings are purely
sentimental.

“It is to such feelings we make our
appeal when we ask that the field of
Waterloo shall be preserved as a lasting
memorial to the brave men who fought
there, to the brave men who on that
great battle-day most gladly laid down
their lives for their king and their coun-
try. The Plain of Waterloo is now
threatened by speculative builders.”

The spot where ‘t‘he Inniskilling Fu-
jillers were literally lying dead in
squares” and where they lie buried, will
be desecrated, it is learned, by a stucco
rilla unless the builders can be bought
off.

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Balfour as a Lesson To Public Speakers

(An Entertaining Sketch By T. P. O'Connor)

Mr. Balfour is always unexpected. I
have seen him during his parliamentary
career descend from apparent omnipot-
ence to the abyss of failure; and from

the abyss of failurep mount again to the
i old omnipotence. He is one of the men
who have suggested to me the rather
formidable summing up of parliamentary
institutions in our country; that every
| man carries his political life in his hands
every day that the House of Commons
is sitting. That body is like the Stock
Exchange or English weather in the
month of April—the ordinary April, not
the abnormally beautiful April which
has just come to an end; or shall I com-
pare the House of Commons to a love-
ly, petulant, spoiled and capricious wo-
man. It has the most sensitive nerves;
its ‘moods change in seconds ndt in
| days; it has a hereditary and primord-
iial tendency to hysterics, and yet has a
| profound -depth of inner calm; it has a
| keen judgment of personal character; it
]is as impressionable and as volatile as
{a child; any man with the divine af-
ilatus of oratory can hush'it to sepul-
!chml and solemn silence; its tears come
]as readily as in the ‘gallery of a trans-
pontine theatre with a popular melo-
drama, and it can laugh immediately af-
ter it has wept; and it has, of course, al-
so its fits of unreasonable rage. I have
read many, books on that curious psycho-
logical problem “the Crowd;” I often
wish that some of these psychologists
knew the House of Commons as well as
I do, for then they would see very re-
markable examples of how profoundly
men differ when gathered in a crowd
from what they are in thgir individual
beings. Even .that would not exhause
their opportunities of observation on the
phenomena of the subject, for they
would also see how $e same men, in
the same assembly, can differ when they
happen to be in different apartments of
the very same building. . You would,
when unfamiliar with the house, be sur-
prised, for instance, to find two .men
amicably smoking cigars_ and drinking
coffee together in the Smoke Room. who
had just left off thundering at each other
amid the enthusiastic and raucous bat-
tle-cries of the house itself, not many
yards away. When your ears were still
tingling with the fierce partisanship of
the spirit with which the simplest poli-
tical problem seemed to be bound up at
a debate on the floor of the house, you
would on reaching the smoke or the din-
ing room, be astounded to listen to the
good-tempered and dispassionate tone in
which the different partisans discussed
the same problem. So I might go on,
but let me pass on to a recent éxample
of .this curious study into the soul of
the House of Commons.
x

When Mr. Balfour got up on Wed-
nesday afternoon in last week, there was
no indication whatever that he was
about to make perhaps the most remark-
able: speech of his life. I cannot say
that Mr. Balfour is consciously an art-
ist, he is too indolent, perhaps he is too
modest; perhaps he is too disillusioned;
perhaps he is too tired—most politicians
of the House of Commons type have
become indolent, modest, and disillusion-
ed, after they Have béen'there for a ¢ér-
tain number of years, and especially
when they have had to endure the al-
most intolerable fatigues of office. But
anyhow, theré®§s rarely to be seen in
Mr. Balfour any of that palpable sense
of the enjoyment of his art as an orator
which you see in Mr. Lloyd George, and
still more, in My.. Winston Churchill—
that strange medley of the fearless man
of action and of the artist to his finger-
tips. Mr. Lloyd George is more like
Mr. Balfour than Mr. Churechill; for the
Welshman with- his Celtic temper, his
quick uptake, and his hatred of pen and
ink, usually trusts to the inspiration of
the moment, and is at his best in im-
promptu. Mr. Churchill, on ' the other
hand, has never forgotten that he made
his first success in life as an artist of
the pen; and though he can speak very
finely without preparation—some of that
marvellous series of speeches he deliv-
ered in the height of the free trade con-
troversy in Lancashire a few years ago
were delivered without any serious pre-
paration—two _results follow; that his
speeches are the most literary of his
epoch; and that usually he prepares
them with t care.

But Mr. Bhlfour rarely prepares, or at
least rarely prepares with any thor-
oughness. And he is justified as a rule
by events, but not always. With a mind
metaphysical—all Scotsmen from Mac-
beth to Mr. Balfour are metaphysicians
by instinct, and reflective rather than
observant or objective—Mr. Balfour al-
ways loses himself when he has to deal
with any large array of facts, dates and
incidents. More than once he has spoil-
ed his case and almost lost his cause by
his defects in this respect. His usual
method is to take one of those large,
long envelopes of the House of Com-
mons, which men use when they have
to transmit through the post a bulky
letter. On this there are scribbled just
half-a-dozen lines.

I

I may incidentally remark that Mr.
Balfour was the first man I remember
to have used what was then the aston-
ishing novelty of the stylographic pen;
he has remained faithful to this pen ever
since, and it is with this pen that these
scrawled notes are always written. It
was with his characteristic envelope that
Mr. Balfour approached the box on that
fateful Wednesday night, and so far as
1 could see from my place this contain-
ed all his notes, and had only about five
or six, at most ten lines written upon
it. Nor was the opening part of his
speech any indication of an unusual ef-
fort. He had not spoken for more than
a few minutes, when he seemed to be
i calling Mr. Churchill the Chancellor of
ithe Exchequer, and Mr. Lloyd George
the First Lord of the Admiralty. He
evidently was determined not to get
himself entangled in the morass of the
Paget and other dispatches of the recent
| military movements in Ulster. He made
| no attempt to pursue Mr. Asquith’s ans-
! wers with regard to this ship or that,
' this regiment or the other, as some of
‘his predecessors on his own side had al-
ready done—notably Austen Chamber-
'lain, who is excellent in all the points
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of detail in which Mr. Balfour is so
weak.

Indeed, it struck everybody that the
house was about to hear one of those
confused and ineffective utterances
which are characteristic: of Mr. Balfour
when he has to deal with the concrete
and the objective; that all this was real-
ly meant only to be a gradual leading up
to the extraordinarily flne peroration
with’ which the speech ended. If, as I‘
have said,’ I did not believe that Mr..
Balfour was never comsciously and ol,
set purpose artistic, I would have sus-
,pected that all this confused, common-;
| place, and rathur casual portion of the,
| speech was meant to bring out into
bolder relief the elevation and the sol-
emnity of the final part. Anyhow, so
it was. When he had been a little
laughed at and a little confused, even
interrupted, and usually benignant and
courteous in’ retort, he burst into the
solemin utterance that stilled the house,
and moved it into such depths of emo-
tion, that it was almost a relief when
he sat down :and the house felt itself
free to relieve its soul by cnthusiastic;
and universal cheers. I might put down!:
the passage which -produced ‘this extra-
ordinary result as it is récorded in Han-
sard; —

It seems to me that the right hon.
gentleman (Mr.  Churehill)  was per-
petually afraid lest ‘those who dislike;
Home: Rule on .this' side of the house
should’ regard the exclusion of Ulster as
a party triumph which will enable us to
make some political boast over our op-
ponents. I suppose I and.my right hon.
friend (Mr. lin) a¥e the oldest
members of this houge, and we have
been concerned—certainly I have been
concernied almost the greater part.of my
political life in fighting the cause of the
Union,  And-if anybody. thinks that I
should regard it as a triumph that there
shéuld be put.on-the Statute Book of this
countfy anything which I regard with
such horror as a, Home Rule * system,
even without Ulster, they little under-
stand the ideals forswhich I have striven
through all my political life. There was
a time, and it is not se very long ago,
as my life is 'measured,” when I cher-
ished the dream that if law was restored
in the southern provinces of Ireland, if
every grievance was removed, if every
inequality was smoothed away, if every
encouragemerit ‘was given 1o legitimate
industry, if every equality, and more
than equality, were given to our Irish
fellow subjects, ancient miemories would;
gradually soften, men would look for-|
ward . as well as backward, and there
would. grow. up what there ought to he
as between-these two islands, a esmmon
hope, a common loyalty,*Confidence in
the common’ heritage, nn(i" all this might
be accomplished’ under one parliament.
For that—I must put it egotistically—I
have striven, for ‘that I have argued in
this ‘house and oub of
that I have worked weary hours at legis-
lative projects and striven to accommo-
date legislative details to the needs and
necessities of the moment. If the re-
sult of all this is that; in order that civil
war may be avoided, wiﬁ:h all its.incal-
culablé horrors, that there is yet to be
established in Dublin' a separate parlia-
ment, to the injury, - personally
think, of the Irish people, and not less
pérhaps of the British people, then I for
my part, may be an object of pity to the
right hon. gentleman. (Mr. Churchill),
but he meed not think“thit T shall re-
gard such a consummation es a triumph
over my political enemies. +On the con-
trary, it is the mark of the failure of a
life's work; it is the admission that *he
causes for which I have most striven,
which I have most earnestly sought to
accomplish, are fated to break down, and
that long labors spent in this house and
out of this house in political work have
not horne the fruit that' I once hoped
they might. . :

Set down thus in cold print, the words
may not appear to rise to the height of
the effect which they produced. That,
however, is nearly always the fate of
oratory as of the actual word of the
stage. .

Torreon, Mex., June 19—General Vil-
ia has issued the following statement:

“] have received many telegrams from
different newspapers in the United
States, asking what is the matter be-
tween General Carranza and myself. I
already have said through the Assoctated
Press that there is nothing between Gen-
eral Carranga and myself, which has in
any way altered our military policy. I
now will efen go further and say that
there never will be any difference be-
tween General Carranza and myself,
that will interfere with the work by the
Constitutiomalists.

“It would be folly for any of the lead-
ers to impede or in any way hamper the
great work, now that we are almost
within reach of our goal. It would sim-
ply be madness to wrangle about indi-
‘vidual differences. We will fight the en-
emy of our people and his minfons un-
til we have vanquished them. After
that has been accomplished you may
rest assured that all Mexican patriots
will do their duty and shoulder to
shoulder, will work for the goed of all.”

A7illa to the Front Again,

El Paso, Texas, June 19—Villa will
Jeave Torreon today for the front above
Zacatecas. Thus will begin the peculiar
arrangements between him and General
Carranza, which will allow Villa full
command of the zone in which he dom-
inates and of any further territory to the
south which he can take. No announce-
ment has been made concerning the sta-
tus of General Natera, appointed by
General Carranza as head of the central
gone which Villa, by his insistence, has
taken over. The general plan of the
campaign now is along the lines drawn
up before Carranza put Natera in com-
mand of the new zone. Villa, who has
taken Juarez, Ojinaga, Chihuahua City,
Gomez, Palaclo, Torreon, and San Ped-
ro in northern Mexico, all within the
last few months, will now have a clear
road to the national capital, so far as
Carranza is concerned, according to the
arrangement which was made after Vil-
la had tendered his resignation.

Washington, June 19—Romulo S.
Naon, minister from Argentina and one
of the mediators at the Niagara Falls
conference, arrived here unexpectedly to-
day. He did not go to the legation, but
took quarters in a hotel near the White
House.

The Hon. Mr. McLeod wanted to
know what the divers had discovered in
their work.

Mr. Beattie; C. P. R. counsel, said
they were at work and would give a re-
port. He admitted that they were work-
ing in the interests of the underwriters,
the owners of the bullion on board, and
the postmaster general of Canada.

Percy Hillhouse of the Fairfield Ship-
building yards, Glasgow, where the Em-
press was constructed, testified as to the
watertight compartments, the doors to
them and the boat accommodation. He
showed that the Empress was carrying
boats to accommodate 800 more people
than she had on board at the time of
the sinking.

Lord Mersey Takes Witness

Lord Mersey himself undertook the
examination of the witness on the bulk-
heads, and, answering him, Mr. Hill-
house said they were extended to the
upper deck, He said that with even the
two large compartments in the middle
of the ship fllled, the steamer would
have floated and water must have gotin
somewhere else.

Lord Mersey asked for particulars
about the direction in which the bulk-
head doors worked, and Mr. Hillhouse
said some worked horizontally and some
vertically. There were some of each kind
in the holds and the gearing of them
was in all cases carried from the doors
to the upper level, where they were
worked by handles which had to
be turned round or worked back-
wards and forwards. None of the doors
was worked from the bridge.

Lord Mersey said he had been asked
to put a question as to whether there
were sill plates to the doors and Mr.
Hillhouse said there were. Lord Mersey
asked how long it took to close the wa-
ter-tight compartments, but the witness
co;;ld net supply the information him-
self. 2

Tested On May 23

Staunton, life saving superin-
tendent of the C. P. R. said that the
Fmpress of Ireland’s lifeboats, belts and
other equipment had been tested at Que-
bec on May 28 and found in fine condi-
tion. It took on that occasion thirty sec-
onds to close the watertight doors in
the engine room.

After the impact, about
twenty seconds, water rushed through
the starboard number two bunker into
the stokehole. ¥

Lord Mersey:—“How far below the
water line was_that?”

“Twenty-two feet, six inches.”

“Why, bless my soul, that must be
near the bottom of the ship, was it com-
ing in a great body?”

“Oh, a great volume the full size of the
door all that could come through. The
stokehole was soon flooded and the men
fled for their lives.”

Mr. Haight examined the witness about
the type of steering apparatus. Mr.
O’Donovan explained how glycerine and
water in a cylinder on the bridge was
moved by the action of the wheel, how
the liquid wes continued through pipes
to a similar cylinder in the wheelhouse
and controlled valves which allowed
steam to operate the gear. The pipes
were 500 feet long. He never ins
the pipes and thought they were beneath
the decks, but he would know whether
there was a shortage of glycerine by the
indieator on the bridge.

BLIND CAN READ BY EAR.

Selenfum A; tus Gives Sounds F
Lighted Lettecpeesn, .

London, June 19—t is now possible
for a blind man to read by the ear, ow-
ing to the improvements in an electrical
instrument which was first shown by
Fournier d’Albe at last year's British
Association meeting.

The instrument has as its basic prin-
ciple t}xe pecullar property of selenium,
by which the strength of an electric cur-
rent passing through it varies with the
amount of light. It is connected with
a telephone receiver, and, according as
more or less light falls on the selenium,
so does the electric current passing
through the receiver vary, and conse-
quently the sounds heard in the re-
ceiver vary.

By throwing a powerful light on or-
dinary ‘printed letter press, it is possible
to differentiate between letters by differ-
ent sounds in the receiver.

An ordinary newspaper can thus be
read by .the. . “type-reading actophone.”

The Methodist Delegates Declare
Against Pleasure Riding onThat
Day

(Toronto Mail and Empire)

That the peaceful quiet of the Sunday
is fast becoming but a memory and that
very soon Canada will have the open
Sabbath now common to the United
States was the burden of the plea at yes-
terday’s morning session of the Method-
ist onference. The plintive note was first
struck by the reading of the report on
Sabbath Observance which expressed in
favor of the desirability of a.more ener-
gtic enforcement of the Sunday Taws in
relation to business in restaurants, ho-
tels, and other places of refreshment.
declaring that there was no need for the
sale of fruit, confectionery, tobacco and
cigars in such places on the Lord’s Day,
and also declared against the keeping
open of places for the sale of soft drinks
the Sunday drug store, the transaction of
real estate business, and work done on
Sunday by exhibition boards. The com-
mittee also recommended that steps be
taken to prevent all games on the Sab-
bath, particularly golf and gambling,
and also Sunday teas, traveling, and the
practice of Sunday work.

But this was not all, for Rev. Dr.
Speer discovered that “the most vital
question had not been made the subject
of a recoimmendation.” He referred to
the automobile, which, he said, may be
a blessing and a benefit during the week
but could become a curse on Sundays.
Sabbath was the busiest day in the
whole week at public garages, he had
been told. He was not getting at the gar-
age people, who were obliged to keep a
gang of men on the Sabbath by the class
of people who wanted Sunday pleasures.

Rev. John Locke condemned the mo-
tor cycle as a “newer and greater abom-
fnation.” Like some people it made a great
deal more noise than was necessary. It
disturbed the tranquility of the Sabbath.
“Rev. Dr. Blackwell did mot think they
should make such an outery against the
automobile people and, Dr. Speer retort-
ed that the question was whether the
conference approved of a system that
compelled men to work seven days a
week, and harder on the Sabbath than
on any other day. The opening of parks
on a Sunday with bands was also con-
demned before the report and recommen-
dations were adopted by the conference.

WOMEN'S CLUBS PUT
BAN ON SEX NOVELS
#ovement Started to Keep Them Out
Of Public Libraries

Chicago, June 19—Delegates to the bi-
ennial meeting of the General Federation
of Women’s Clubs, led by Miss Lutie B.
Stearns of Madison, Wis., have started
a movement to put the “sex novel” out
of literary commission. Miss Stearns is
a member of the Wisconsin State Li-
brary Board, and acted as chairman of
a conference here on literary extension.

It is proposed, as one blow to books
dealing frankly with plots involving sex
problems to boycott them at all branches,
and as another that members of wo-
men’s clubs pledge themselves not to
buy, read or permit their daughters or
sons to read such books.

“A wise librarian,” said Miss Stearns,
“never puts a book on his shelves unless
it answers affirmatively one of these
questions—will it inform, will it inspire,
will it refresh?

“The province of the novel is to re-
fresh and sometimes to inspire. The
greatest problem which librarians have
to meet is the enormous output of books.
With some publishers it has struck ‘Sex
O’Clock”  and librarians have a hard
time, knowing the titles and authors
only, to discriminate concerning that
sort of thing.”

Halifax Man's Proposition Looks
Like Good Season Yet

Again we hear of a maritime league
proposition; Norman Kew the manager
of 'the Halifax baseball club is the local
enthusiast and he is endeavoring to in-
terest the local magnates in a league be-
tween St. John and Halifax on a basis of
three games a week.

The Kitchen Cabinet

Kitchen cabinets are often considered
Juxuries when they ought to be looked
upon as necessities.

The feeling was ex-
pressed that it should be possible to in-
terest enough people in the locality
served by each of the playgrounds to
guarantee competent supervision of each
 play ground from seven o’clock till dusk
in the evening, so that the children
might enjoy free play on the swings,
teeters and slides. The Playgrounds As-
sociation will be communicated with,
and members of the executive undertook
to interview pasters of churches in the
different locaﬁties, and have organized,

%‘-he question of organizing neighbor-
hood civic clubs in different sections of
the city was discussed at considerable
length, and the chairman submitted a
copy of the constitution and by-laws of
such clubs organized in many American
cities, with. the school buildings as the
centre §f their activities.
