The Tweedale Family Rich
in Superstitions — T he
Story ef the Pear—One
of Bank of England

Founders

The new and eleventh Marquis of Tweed-
dale, whose name should be pronounced as
if it were spelt.“Twiddle,” visited Ameri-
ca last year, under the name and courtesy
title of Earl of Gifford, which resulted in
a good deal of misunderstanding at the
time, as there were. many people here who
confounded him. with the much older peer,
the Lord Gifford who won the Victoria
Cross under, Wolseley: in ; Africa, and ayho
was afterwards goverfioy *of Western Aus-
tralia.

Lord Tweeddale s barely twenty-eight
years 'of age, ynmatried, retired quite re-
cently from the lieutenancy «of the First
Regiment of LiféY{Smards, on the Tesqrve
force of whichy: héwever, he is still gar-
ried, and is one of the bright particulary
stars of the Bachelors’ Club in London.

The rumors tp the effeet that his sue-
cession to. the marquisate and to his other
Scottish honors, will be assailed by his
remote kinsman and neighbor, William
Hay-Newton, of, Newton Hall, County
Haddington, a veteran of the Crimean
war, and of the Indian Mutiny, need not
be taken seriously, having been discussed
in a sort of desultory fashion at the death
of each of the last three Manquisses, of
‘T'weeddale. When the sixth marquis died
without issue in 1787, the Scotch honors
reverted to ‘George, second son of John
Hay of Newhall, who himself was the son
of a younger son of the second marquis.
It is alleged that the marriage of John
Hay of Newhall, father of the seventh
marquis, was not really legal, owing to
the fact that his wife, Dorothy Hayhurst,
had been previously married to a sergeant
in some Scottish regiment of infantry and
that as she was not a widow and had not
been divorced, she was not free to wed.

FELD. GROPSIN GANADA

R eport By Government Depart-
ment for Last October

The report for the month ended October
31 shows that the total area for Canada
in potatoes, tiurnips and other roots, fod-
der corn, hay and clover and sugar beets
this year was 8,895,679 acres, with a total
products value of $219,129,000. This is $1,-
679,000 more than last year, and there are
a decrease of: $3,120,000 in hay and clover.
The largest increase is shown in potatoes,
which js  nearly $6,000,000 more than last
vear, although the product is less by 8,-
000,000 bushels,~the" average selling price
being 60 cents per . bushel as compared
with 45.eents a year ago.

The value of this year’s product of hay
and clover and fodder corn is $159,085,000,
which is less” tHan last year’s value by
$2,608,000. Potatoes, turnips and other
roots and sugar beets have a value of $60,-
064,000 being more than last year’s value
by $4,287,000. The quality of all the crops
this year is 90 per cent and over except-
ing sugar beet, which is 86 per cent, and
last year’ all crops excepting potatoes, tur-
nips and other roots were over 90.

The values. of all root .and fodder crops
this year by provinces. were $5,754,000 in
Prince Edward Island, $12,228,000 in Nova
Scotia, $12,596,000 in New Brunswick, $73,-
315,000 in Quebee, $99,467,000 in Ontario,
$5,583,000 in Manitoba, $3,790,000 in Sas-
katchewan and $6,396,000 in Alberta. (

The area sown to fall wheat this season!
is 1,097,900 acres, being 797,200 acres in
Ontario and 300,700 .acres in Alberta. This
is 2.93 petr cent less than a year ago.

The per cent of fall ploughing completed
ranges from 73.57 in Ontario to 90.40 in
Prince Kdward Island for the eastern
provinces, and from 18.73 in Alberta to
84-12 in Manitoba for the western. prov-
inces, which is less than the averages,of
last year at thé same date. For summer
fallowing the. average in all the provinces
iy well over 90 per cent for each of the
three years 1909-11.

Pacific. :

Hon. Mr. Monk, the minister of publie
works, said it' was not necessary to urge
him to follow up these very important
works. Some years ago the transporta-
tion commission had reported that Fort
William, Port Arthur, Depot Harbor, Mid-
land, Montreal, Quebec, St. John and
Halifax should be made free ports, It
would have been a bold but proper policy
to have carried out this recommendation,
though it cost $25,000,000 or $30,000,000,
or twice that amount.

He gave careful attention to the plan
for St. John, and found it would cost not
Jess than $8,000,000 to carry it out., The
tender was $7.700,000. He must provide
proper terminals for the G. T. P. and L
C. R. at Courtenay Bay, but it was im-
possible to do so with the money at his
disposal to go further without careful ex-
amination.

He intimated that the plans for the de-
velopment of Courtney Bay would receive
s sympathetic consideration and that
terminals for the G. T. P. would: be pro-
vided, though possibly not upon the lines
proposed by the late government.
